"THE EMIGRATIONS OF THE IRISH.
- 181'.--1‘11!: EMIGRATION OF THE SAINTS.

€t Al the world knows that the Irish weat
over, not one by one, but in erowds, to Britain,
Gaul, Belgium, and Germany, to converl the in-
habitants ofthosa regionato the Christian seligion
and bring ¥em under the obedicnce of the Ro-
man-pontiff. A signal testimony to this fuct is
found in the letter of Eric of Anxerre to Charles
the Bald.: ¢ Need ! mention Ireland, who, des-
pising the dangers of the deep, emigrates to our
shores, with almost the entire host of her philos-
ophers; the most cminent amoungst them become
voluritary exiles, 1o minister 10 the wishes of our
most- wisc Solomon.” Such, aleo, is the testi-
ooy bf St. Bainard, ¢ Erom Ireland, as from an
overflowing stream, cro'wds of holy men descend-
ec on foroigh nations.” Walefridus Strabo says
¢ thet-the habit of emiprating had hecome a so-
cond’'nataro to the Scoti,’ namely, the Insh, as
I have already proved ; hence the just observa-
tion of Osborne, that the habits of emgraung
+Jiad taken the strongest fiold of the Irish. Yor
what the piety of other nations hay made a ha-
bit, they have changad from habit into nature.’
‘These holy emigratons of the Irish were dis-
tinguished by a a pecolianty never, or but very
scldom, found among other nations. As soon as
it became known that any eminent monk had re-
solved to undertake onc of these sacred exped:-
tions, twelve men of the same order placed them-
selves under his command, and were selected to
tccompany him ; a custom probably introduced
by St. Pawick, who had been ably supported by
twelve chosen associstes in coaverting the insh
from tho darkness of paganism 1o the light of the
true faith.  St. Rioch, ncphew of St. Patrick,
ang walking in his foutsieps, was attended in his
sscred missions to foreiga tribes and regions by
twelve colleagues of his vwn order ; and when
St. Rugert, who had been baptised by a nephew
of St. Puatrick, apostle of Ireland, departed to
draw dowan the fertilising dews of ruo religion
cn pagan DBavariy, twelvo faithful companiuns
shared tho perils and Jabors of fus journey and
mission,  St. Franian, Bishop of Cloaard, se-
leoted twelve from the thronged college of his
disciples, to devote them, in a special manger, to
aatablish and animate the principles of the chris-
tian religion among the Irish, and hence they
were styled by posterity the twelve apomtles of
Ireland. St. Columba was accompanied in his
apostolizal mission to Albany by twelve monks.
Twelre followed S:. Finbar in his pilgrimage
boyond the seas, and twelve St. Maidoe, bishop
of Yerns; in ono of his forcign missions, St
Colman Fin was never scen without his colloge
of twclve disciples. When the ceaseless crup-
tions of foreign enemies, or tha negligonce of
the bishops, had <woil nigh extinguished the wis-
tuo of religion in Gaul, and Ief® nottung but the
Catisuan faith~orhen the medicine of penance

¢ But it was not in companies of twelve,
alone, that grea:i men went forth from Ireland to
plant or revive sound doctrine and disciplino jn
forcign lands. Bodies, far more numerous are
also mentioned. St. Albert was accompanieds
by nincteen disciples. Sixty accompaned St
Brendan in his voyage in search of 1he Jand of
promise. St. Guignér, son of the king of Jre.
land, passed over to Britain, with a noble band
of 770 assnciates ; and St. Blaithmac, son of
the king of Ireland, was fulluwed thither by a
goud number of monks. St. Donnanus led away
from his country furty-two associzies. Twenty.
four disciples of St. Ailbe were sent by him to
propagate the faith in Irmand. Si. Emiivs
brought to the aid cf St. Fursa at Lagny, a
large body of their countrymen, and gave him
wonderful aid in instilling the grace of Gad irio
the souls of man. St Seizin was accompanied by
seveaty disciples to Armoric Britain, 2nd Alsace
welcomed St. Florentius, with Arbogastus and
Hildulp.

** Inish saints are also found tadding in strange
lands, in smaller numbers, and forufying them
abundanily with the dew of their fath and vir-
tues  In Italy there wese Donatus of Fiesule,
Andrew, and their sister, St. Brigid of Opaca ;
in Picardy, SS. Caidoc and Fricorius, other-
wise Adrian ; at Rhemes, SS. Gibrian, Tres.
szn, llelan, Abrem, German, Veran, Petruan,
Promptia, Possenna, xnd Iruda ; at Pans, Claude,
Clement, 2nd Joha , among 1he.Morini (of Bou-
logae), SS. Vulgan, Kilian and Obod ; 1n the
ternitory of Beausas, SS. Maura and Bngid,
virgins and mariyrs, and thoir brother Hyspad,
at Fuscing, SS. Manldis, virzin, and her bro-
ther Alexander. In Kleggon, a distnict s Ger-
many, St. Norihbergs, with Sista, and wmine
others of her children At Rausban, SS. Maron,
John, Candidus, Clement, Murcherdach, Mag-
vosld, and Jawzc. In Austrasia, 5S. Kalian,
Colonatas, and Toutean ; and Si. Tadrus and ns
associates at Walcedore. These devoted tierr
lives 1 the instruchion of the penple, and were
celebrated for the miraculous fevers obtained by
their intcicession.

*¢ Though it would bz tes tedious 1o meation,
in detail, the great number af our cnuntrymen
who were disticguished on the continent for their
marvellous works, and tho sanctity of their lives,
it would be unpardonable to omit them altogeth-
er. Not taking into account those who were
canonised in Britain, nor those who went over to
the continent in large dodiss, wo have in Italy,
St Cathaldas, patron of Tarentsm, St Donatus,
patron of Fiesole, St Emilian, patron of Faven-
wm, and St Frigidian of Liucca. Paviz honaurs
John Albinus as the founder of her unisersity,
and St Cumean 15, above ajl other Trish saints,
the favotite patron of Bobio,

St Albuin, or
Witta, 1s honoured as apostle 1n ‘Thuningia; St
Disibode at Treses ; St Erhard, in Alsace and
Bavaria, St Frudolin, 1a she Grisons of Swizer-
land ; St Gall, amung the Suabins, Swiss, and
Rucuans , St John, in Mechienbery ; St Virgil
at Salizburg ; St Killian, 1n Francomia; St Ru-
perl, in part of Bavana. From these sants
these Gifierent places receised the grace of faith,
and the sa2cred discipline of Chrstian victue, and
afterwzrds honored the mewory of their benefac-
tors, as the apastles of their nation. But these
aro not the only saints 10 wham the Germans
send up their filisl prayers, equal honors are
paid by them o sume vibers of pur countrymen.
St Albert is honured at Ratisbon, SS. Deicola
aud Futan at Consianee, and St Lusebius 12
Core.  The 10wn and canton of St Gall, took
their name from our countryraan, St Gail.—

** The goud Shepherd givath His hife for the
sheep,"’
—Anexample of truo good feeling has just

been given to Stirling, on occasion of the death
of a young Roman Catholie Clergyman, in
~ircumstances calculated to evake respect, and
sympathy. The Rev William Grant, after
pursuing his studies at Blairs, near Aberdeen,
and afterwards at the Scottish collegze 1n Valla-
Jolid, returoed to his native couniry, at the age
of twenty-four, about thres years ago, to labour
1s a Clergy man among the Catholics of Seotland.
His first mission was among the railway lJabour-
ers in the neighbourhood of Fusie Bridge. They
had for some time been in a very demoralised
state, and various revolting incideats had given
the whole body in that district an unenviable no-
toriety. Mr. Grant gave himsel{ with extraor-
dinary devation to the work of restraining and
subduing these lawlees natures.  He svon effect-
ed » complete revolution among them, and dusing
the year of lus official connection with them not
a case of such misconduct occurred as either to
alarm the well.dispnsed or call for the interpo-
aiion of a magstrate.  Mr Grant was then 1e-
moved to Dumfrics. In the discharge of his
duties there, he first caught the nfection of
small-pox, and agaw, wlule simiarly engaged,
that of typhus fever. From both he recovered,
and during the frighiful reign of clulera in
Dumfries, ho was day and night by the bedsides

'of the victims, atiending at once to their immes

diate and physical wans. and to thelr necessities,
moral acd rclinious.  la fact, then 2nd dusing
hiz bnel career, he lived for the poor, and burn-
ed with a zeal which many of those who differed
from Inm in cread allowed to be tru'y Apostolic.
Ife outh ed the pestilence in Dumfrics, and wag
slowly recovenng s sirength, exhausted by
previons illacss and by constant toil, when he
was eent 10 Surling to give temporary aid to his
fellow Clergyman, Mr Malcom. Tha‘lalc which
he had braved 1o Dumfries Lere overtook him.—
Enfechiad by all he had gone through, nature
yrelded at the first assach, and on Tuesday, the
6th inst., on attack of cholera carried him off in
seven hours, 1t beiag lus tlurd violea: ilpess
witlunsune moniis.  He was a young man no-
ted at coliege for steaciness and scholarship,
though latterly Ins protessional Jabours absorbed
ms whute facutties apd ume. duch. was the
ynpression of hs virtaes, that many Protestants
came genergpsly Jorward 1o atiend hus funeral
on Thursday fast, und among-these (afact which.
