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NEW HEBRIDES MISSION—~MISRIONARY WANTED.

For upwards of eighteen years, the Clhurch of Nova Scotia has carried on
a very successful mission in the South Scas. The New Hebiides group of Islands
which have formed the sceue of their labours lie N. N. W., and S. S, L,
between 21 degrees and 15 deices, 8. Latitude, and 171 degrees, and 166
degrees East Longitude. They uxtend some 100 miles 1n length,are between 20
and 30 in number, (10 of which are of considerabie size,) and cuntaina popu-
Jation of adout 150,000, chiefly of the Papuan race. ‘

The Group was discovercd by the Spaniaxd Quiros Major Pilot to Mean-
dana, in 1606, who thought it part of the great Southeru Continent and
called it Terra del Espiritu Sancto. In 1773 the celebrated Captain Cook
explored the entire group, aud, considerfng them to be the most Western
islands of the Pacific, called them the New Ilebrides. They lie due North
of New Zealand, at adistance of some 1300 miles, and bout 1200 miles from
the nearest part of \ustralia. I'or vver G0 ycars thereafier they lay unnoticed,
but the sandal wood trade direclted attestion to them. In 1839 the
benevolent sympatlues of the devoted John Williams were drawn out t vards
thera. He succceded in landing Samoan Teachers at Tanna, bat, on the fol-
lowing day, when making a similar attempt at Ilrromanga, he and his faith-
ful young companion Iarris fell victims to the fury of the superstitious na-
tives.

In 1312 the nextattempt was made to cstablish a mission at Tanna by
Messrs. Turner, and Henry Nishet, the brother of our own devoted
Red River Missionary, but afier labowiig for sevea months, au epidemiz arose,
war broke out, and they had to flee for their lives. The third attempt was
made by the Rev. Joha Geddie, whose sympathetic soul had, for vears, gone
oat in that direction, and who landed at Anecitemn in 1343 as the Pivaeer
Missionary of the xova Scotian Church.

Forthree years he and his excellent wife (a true yoke feliow) laboured alone.
In 1852 the Rev. John {nglis arvived from the Reformad Presbytecian Churoh
of Scotland.

In 1957 Br. and Mrs. Goidou anived from Nova S:otin—and in 1858, Mr.
Matheson from N. S., and Messrs. Paton, and Copeland, from Scotiand,
Then in 1860, Mr. aad Mrs. Johnstou followed from Nova S:otin. Darving
the first ten years ofits history, th: mission hal a cuveer of unexampled
prosperity. Mr. Geddie found the natives sank 1n th2 lowest depths of bar.
barism. Idnlatry, polyzamy, infanticide,and cannibalism prevailed in their most
repulsive forms,  Within thatshort period they all disappeared, and in their
place appearad, ‘“whatsoover things were true, honest, lovely, and of & good
report.’””  Churcbes were built—schoodls were planted—the family altar wus
et up—the Sabbath was vbserved—all the institutions of a thoroughly Chris-
tian peop'e were set iu operation. Idolatry was so completely weeded out-
that Mr. Geddie on leaviuy for home, could not find an idol to briug with
him as a specimen.
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In 1859 commerced a a serien of calamities which sorely tried the faith of
the Missionaics.

In that yeur Mis. Puton died, six months after her arrival.  In 1860, two
Sandal-woid-vese s brought the mensles frcm Sydney, which proved fearfully
fatal to the nutnes.  In Ancitcum about onc third of the populstion, and ia
Erromanga, a sull lmger propertion were swept away. During the same
year a series of tornadues wrougirt terrible havoc among the missiun buildings
and the houses ot the natives.  Fomine added itshorror to the picture. M.
Jobnston dicd in Tanns, six mouths after his arrival there. Mr. and Mrs.
Matbeson died in rapid succession.  Mr. and Mrs. Gordon coneecrated Erro-
manga atew with nmiis’ b ood.  Anew church was burned at Aneiteum, by
the blind fenaticism of & supcicitious native.  Anotber burricane swept over
the islandsin 1862, War Liche out in Tanva. Yet, amid all these desolating
scenes, the fuith of these noble lieroes and heroines failed not. Three fresh
missionaries have gone forth from the Nova Scotian Chutch, one of them
Rev. J. D. Gordoun, truly bartized in the room of the dead, new successfolly
labouring on the spot wet with the blocd of his brother and sister, addressing
200 natives in a church, erected on a site freely gianted by the murderer of
Williams. What hath Gcd wrought ! The Father and Founder of this most
presperous mission has earned for himself an honourable furlough. His visit
to the Churches will do much good. His simple, earnest, pathetic appeal
so uffected the Synod, that aresolution was passed to the effect that ¢ in view
of the account given hy Rev. Mr. Geddie, of the success of Christian Mission-
aries in the New Hebiides, and the urgent demand for additional labourers
there, the Synod resolve 1o send a missionary thither sosoon as a suitable
labourer can be ubtained.” 1n deference to the viewsand feelings of several
much estcemed brethren, who, with the best feelings towards the South Seas
Sield, thought, as we had just ertered on a mission to the Indians, we were
scarcely, in a position as yet, to start a new mission, 1t was agreed to re con-
sider the above resoluticn. But the 1e-consideration led only to a more de-
cided re-affirming. The Foreign Mission Committee are thus required to seek
out alubouter for that disant field. They are now prepsred to receive
applicntions or susgestions from any of the brethren in the Church  They will
soon meetto cous'der, and if posaible, 1o decide, on these,as, on several ac-
counta.it is of meat importance that some decision be come to at s early
a date as possibie,

THE LATE MEETING OF SYNOD.

In the July issue of the RECORD so much space was taken up with the pro-
ceedings of Syncd, that we hadno room for any remarks, Itisscarcely neces-
sary now that we shouid suy much as to the proceedings referred to, as most
of the members of tbe church will have read for themselves and judged for
themselves, as to the course adopted by the Synod in regard to the various
matters that came before them.

We feel that there is much cause for gratitude to the Head of the Church,
for the spirit which prevailed at the meeting of Synod, and for the measure of
nuanimity which was manifested. Where there are many counsellors, and af
tho same time many mattess calculated to draw forth differences of sen-
{iment, it is not to be wonc'cied at if occasionally these differences arc some-
what sharply exhibited. DBut at the late meeting in Montreal the discussions
were all characterized by great moderation and good feeling.

1t was a happy festwie too of this year's Synod, that there were no tedious
causes requiring long consideration. The few which were brought up were
quickly settled ; and thus more ample time than at former meetings was given
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‘to the real business of the Church. The subject of Theologieal Education
was fuirly deslt with, and & series of 1egulations adopted which will, we feel
assured, ultimately work well, both for the charch at large and for those
who are candidates for the ministry. The system adopted will tend to bring
students more fully under the supervision of the Church, and to stimulate them,
through scholarships and otherwise, to avail themselves of the advantages af-
forded in Umversity Colleze, in McGill College, and other kindred institutions,

The subject of Howe Missions has azain been fully discussed, and a scheme
adopted, which, we trust, will give unity and impetus to the woik of Home
Missions. The scheme has been well matured. It maynot be pertect. Even
in the most skilfull* constructed machine there may be at first, some degree
of friction, which may require attention. But if the Presbyteries of the Church
work together, and & fair trial is givea to the Home Mission scheme, we doubt
not it will work well. For the working of this we n:zed energy, patience, and
perseverance. With these we may hope to see, with God's blessing, our bordera
extending, acd our Church acquiring solidity and power from year to year.

The subject of Foreign Missions was more than once before the Synod during
its late meeting. It was hrought up not merely by the Report given by our Com-
mitcee, butby the visit of the Rev.J. Geddie of the Presbyte.ian Mission
to the New Hebrides. Mr. Geddic's admirable address to tha Synod no doubt
gave a fresh impetus to the cause of missions amongst us, and led the Synod to
agree to send, 4330 )n as pasaible,a labourer to join the noble band, who are in
the distantislsnds of the Pacific seeking to plant the good seed of the Kingdom.
It was also agreed to send Mr. Nisbet to labour among the Cree Indians near
Fort Pitt. Thus we are seeking to lengthen our cords on the right hand and
on the left. 1f we have the right missionary spirit, God will make it plain in
what direction tbat spirit should Iead, and what field He would have us oceupy.

Two matters of great importance to the Church wereleft in obeyance for
the year,—the College iu Montreal, and the organization of a General Assembly.
"The path of the Church will no doubt be made plain with reference to these
matters, and we doubt not, that course will bz adopted, which will best tend to
promote the real interests of the Chuarch.

While we look on the late Synod with feelings of satisfaction and thankful-
ness, let us enter on a new ecclesiastical year with an earnest Jesire for the re-
vival of God’s work inthe midst of us. This is the true remedy for all our
evils and complaints. Iet us look, and plead and labour for such a revival,
He, who has blessed other portions of His vineyard, may bless us, even us
also, and grant such an outpouring of the Spirit as ay cause the wilderness
and the solitary place to be glad, and the desert to rejoice and blossom as the
Tose.

The good seed of the word, has been sown in
weakness, yet with unwavering confidence in the purposes and promises of
Jehovah ; and the grect salvation has been earnestly pressed upon the atten-
tion of young and old. 11 the Subbaih school. the Biblc clags, tne prayer maet-
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ing, and the public services of the sanctuary. And, preceding, accompanying
and following all,have many earnest prayers been offered for the quickening,
saving influences of the HolySpirit. It is amid such scenes and experiences
as we here encounter, that we can far more fully than ever realize the truth,

In the Bible class
three young women. and five young men, have committed very accurately to
wemory the Sermon on the Mount. I also follow Mr, Topp’s excellent scheme
of lessons for the Bible classes in Knox’s Churtb, Toronto. I wish we had a
dozen more copies of it. But the greattant with us is a good congregation-
allibrarg, especially during the winter.

In conclusion :—for all that we have done, or can do, to God be the praise and
%lory. Wherein we have come short, may He forgive for His name’s sake.

ime tapidly fleeth. Years and ages now future hasten on to meet us, In
our day the power, and cnergy, and daring of manin the material and scien-
tific world almost border on the miraculous. To day the wires of the great
American and Russian telegraph line have heen stretched across the Fraser
River upposite the Manse, and in a few days we shall have space annihilated, and
the news for which we had hitherto to wait weeks and months, flashed with
lightening speed to our verydoors! May the friends of the Redeemer, too,
devise liberal things, acd energetically labour for the speedy prumulgation
of the good news—the glad tidings, of salvation for a rwned world, throughout
every land; that His large and great dominon may extend from sea to sea,
and from the river unto the nimost ends of the earth. And zs it isin the
material, somay it be in the moral world—the wilderness and the solitary
place, shall be glad for them; and the desert shall rejoice and blossom as
the rose. Awake, awake; put on thy strenth O Zion; for the little one
shall bocome a thousand, and » small one a strong nation; [ the Lerd will
hasten 1t in kis time.

LETTER FROM REV. J. NISBET—YEARLY REVIEW.
Rev. R. I'. Brrxg, St. Carnarines, C, W.—

My Dear Brother : Thetime has come when Ishould send you a brief re-
view of the work in this place during the past year.

Trom letters sent to you during the year, you have learned that it has been
to the people of this settlement very much a year of suffering. The great
drougbt frustrated the hopes of the people inrespect to their cropg, and the
immense multitude of grasshoppers that visited the settlement helyped to for-
ward the destruction. The result has been a  great scarcity of provisions so
that a large quantity of flour has been imported from Minnesots, the price in
the settiement being three poundssterling per barrel. The people morcover
were obliged to gather hay for {heir cattle and horses about forty or forty-five
miles from their homes, and there they wintered their stock which rerdered it
necessary for a portion of every family to be away from home during the win-
ter months, together with the addititonal expense «f keeping up two establish-
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ments instead of one. The journeys to and fro were very toilsome and have
told upon the health of several.  Yuu have already been informed that sickness
has prevailed among us to an unusual extent during the yenr, the diseases be-
ing scarlet and typhus fever: in a zood many cases the same persons had both
fevers, the one immediately followmng the other. The deaths were numerous
especially of children and younz people : several young men from twenty to
twenty-five years of age died of typhus fever. .\t one time there was scarcely
a family connected with the Kildonan cougregation tree from sickness. There
have been a number of very remarkable cases of recovery, aund which we can
regard in no other light than as special answers to prayer.

You will naturally ask, what hags been the effect of these visitations on the
religious condition of the pcople ? I am happy to say that it has been upon
the whole good. 1n our own congregations considerable seriousness has been
manifested both by the old and youug, althcugh there have not been so many
cases of decided conversion to God as we had hoped to witness. Some of the
young people who have been raised from sickness have given themselves to the
Lord, while others still delay the importaut step, and yet of them we hope
well; their hearts have been softened, on their sick beds they learned much re.
ligious truth, and we are not without hope that it will yet be fruitful, although
we wonder a{ some holding back, who whenat the brink of the grave seemed to
be rejoicing in Christ Jesus; but we shall not lose hope even in their case, for
none of them have become indifferent to the outwacd means. Since December
fitteen (chiefly young persons) have been added to the communion roll.

On account of so many of the people being from home, the attendance at
Church and Sabbath Scoool has been smaller than usual during the winter, but
now that spring has set in, the families are recruited aud the attendance has in-
creased. Yesterday, the last of the ice floated down th2 river and prepara-
tions are being made for f{arming work. The soil is better prepared for seed
this spring than it has been for some years, owing to the larger quantity of
snow that fell; and if God will be graciously pleased to prevent the feared vis-
itation of grasshoppers the prospects of the season are good. Work on the
School house has been resumed, and I hope before July arrives it will be fit
for oceupation. We would not liave ventured on the finishing of it, kad we not
been encouraged by the generous donations ackiowled zed in the March number
of the “Record.” ~We hope to sce a few more acknowledgements in the number
for this month, and then we may be abla to complete the work with the neces-
sary out-buildings and fencing.

A portion of the lot at Little Britain has been fenced in for a grave yard, and
the people are anxious to have a sfone church built thereon as soon as possible,
and such a building would tend greatly to consolidate our cause in that quarter.
One advantage there is that stone can be got at the river side and wood at no
great distance.

We are longing to hear of the appointment of a Missionary for Indian wori.
I can add nothing to the information that I have already forwarded on this sub-
ject, only that one of our friends at the Saskatchewan who is well acquainted
with the Indians; has assured vs in a letter just received that the Indians there
seem more disposed than ever they were to receive Christian teaching. I sin-
cerely trust that we shall have the happiness of welcoming a Missionary this
season, if he cannot arrive in time to accompavy the spring brigade, he could
go in the fall.  This season there will likely be various opportunities of going,
for the gold digging is beginning to attract more attention, and those who were
employed there last season had good success. And this reminds me that the
Ainers confidently expect to be visited during the coming summer. We must
try what we can do to effect this, persuaded as we are that good will result
therefrom, and the way be prepared for future operations in that quarter.

I sent a letter to the ““Treasury for the Young," inviting the co-operation of
the young peopie of our Sabbath Schools in your contemplated Indian work.
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T am porsuadcd that with proper management the Sabbath Scuiouls could send
you annually more than $2000 for this purpose withont interfesing with the do-
nations they are now waking to other objects. And why should mnot the con-
gregmions be much moare libaral! Some of the ackaowled sements in the

bccord are most ereditable, but others are quite the reverse. Will noue of
your friends send special contributions to meet the necessary outlay at the
commencement of the woik? Why should our people think so hitile of the
commission of our Saviour and the great privilege of being fellow-workers with
HMim! Letusall hope and pray that another year will find the work fully com-
menced, and the committee eucouraged by the liberality of the Lord's people
to send at least two missionaries into the field, according to our Lord's example
and the practice of the early church in sending out labourers two and two; all
experience proves the wisdom of the plan; and in & mission such as you con-
tewplate your equipment will not be complete untilthis be effected.

That the spirit of wisdom and the understanding may guide the counsels of
the approaching Synod, and all the deliberations of your committee is the hum-

Under the head vocancies, the separate parfs of vacant charges are meant,
.or separate points ut which Guspel ordmances are muintained. Adding to
to these 69 places the 131 separate Stations reported, and also the 64 Mission
Stations, which, according to the published statistics, are supplied by settled
pastors, in addition to the more than 400 places constituting their regular
charges,—this shows that, irrespective of congregations at present supplied
by their Ocdaired Pastors, our Church supplies the light of the gospel at 264
points; ot which abut 195 aie proper Mission Siations, All corzparison with for-
mer years must, however, be withkeld ; as, to affurd any right ground for com-
parison, there is reynired to be instituted a more precise and uniform system
of reporting.

As to the Gaelic languaze, it is stated that in the Presbytery of Horon it
i3 desirable in 1wo places: in the Presbytery of Ontario, in three; in the
Presbytery of London, in two; in the Presbytery of Brockville, in one.

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Supposing the Ottawa stations to have contributed about $300 as before,
and l'he Preshyteries of Grey, and Moatreal to have contributed the same as

for the former year, this gzives a purely local Home Mission income of

$17,204,21 5 which is $2389,18 short of whet was derived from thesame source

in the previous year.

In the cage of only cne report, are the contributions of vacant congrega-
tions for their own supply, separated from the contributions of proper Home
Mission Stations; though this should have been done in all cases, to give a
correct idea of the Lome Mission ability of the Church.

As to the means employed for raising missionary contributions, 1t does not
appear th.t missionary societies bave yet been very generally organized ;
though, where they have been brought into operation, they are represcnteé
as having been attended with the very best results. The extent to which they
have been instituted in our congregations, is a mat'er of much intercst at this
moment; for considering the objects at which the Synod is now aiming, it is
necessary that these be supported by greatly increased liberality. The small
extent to which asyet they scem to be established, is, in one point of view
discouraging ; but, in another, very incouraging, as it shows what an amount
of stlumbering ability for missionary work yet lies waitins to be called forth.
As a generulTule, it may be said, thay the coagregation which has an efficient
missionary organization, just contributes three fold what is given by another
in the same circumstances, to this, or any other scheme of the church. In
order to understand the great inequalities, in point of missionary liberality,
that exist amongst us: we have only to take examples from the mass of
our congregations, and compare their numbers, and donations to the Tome
Mission Y¥und.  Take conzregations, or united charges, of between
100 and 200 members, and we find & resuit something like this, Three
contribute §50, or upwards: two, $10 or upwards; nine $20 or upwards;
twenty-five, $10 or upwards; eighteen, about $3 more or less jand {en,
nothing at all. A similar comparison of larzer congregations, would’
give smnilar results; and while it must be confessed, that the ailference in
many cases is so far expheable from difference of' circumstances; m many
cases, this cannot be said; and so much may sulflice to show, to what
extent we have before usas yet unbroken, orunwrought soil.

As to other matters of interest connected with the state of our mission field,
the Presbytery of Huron reports, that during the summer montbs, the field
with one exception, was regularly supplied, but, has not been extended; that
its contributions have come short of those of the previous year only $117,33;
and that it expects its present ndebledness to be paid off” by the stations iu
arrears. The Presbytery of Stratford reports, that its mission field is almost
wholly occupied, with thz exception of a somewhat destitute district in Wallace,
1o which it has given afew months, supply It has a balance on haud of
336 31.  The Presbytery of Toronto reports, that almost all its stations have
received a regularsupply throughout the whole year; that the state of'its funds
is satisfactory, though many congrezations have failed to establish missionary
societies, and come {ar short of what migkt be expacted of them; and that
the mission field is, on the whele, in an incouraging condition. Two new
places of worship have been erected.  The Presbytery of*Ontario  reports,
that two of its vacancies'are abouv to be filled; that its mission tield is fully
occupied by the stations at present inoperation ; and that these have during the
year, been very regulacly supplied by students, preachers and members of
Presbyteries; that congregational contributions bave sremmly decreased and
that 1ts indebtedness will-be considerable.  One new place of worship has
been crected. The Presbytery of Ottawn reports, that no new stations have
been opengd, though a large portion of its field is still nnoccupiva : that its
only mode 8f raising nnsssionary lunds by means of missionary meetings, has
been very much neglected ; but that it will be free of its indebtedness, should
stations . pay up their liabilities. The Preshyters of Brockville reports, that
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at least four new stations might be easily opened by it, had it the means to do
s0; and that it has indeed, trom want of means, been able to do very litlle
for the staticns it alrendy possesses, during the past year. lts indebtedness,
by this forced inaetivity, has been somewhat decreased ; but is still about
$200. The Presbytery of Kingston reports, that the past year has been one
of great difficulty.” Its iission field has been fully taken posscssion of, but by
no means furnished with adequate supply. Itis one not easily worked, {rom the
DPresbyterians being few and greatly scattered. It finds it much easier to aid
msseion fields, in sustaining pastors, thav in paying the salavies of missionaries
who labeur only & short time in one place. It expects that more than one of
its groups, or misssion fields, will be able soon to eall a pastor, it all goes
well’; but, during the past year one refused, from inability, a, missionary for
the summer, and another was ou the point of doing the same. No new sta-
tions have been opened during the year. .\bout (00 less have been raised,
than last year; but uo debt i3 spoken of. The Presbytery of Hamilton re-
vorts, that most of its field i3 occupied; though there is a Presbyterian popula-
tion in some places yet requiring to be cared for, It gave o donation of 3100 to
the Central Fund ; yet its supplies seem to be plethorie, as, in April, it had
$500 ou hand, with some congregations yet remaining to be heard from. Two
groups of stations are prepnreg for settlement. The Presbytery of London
reports, that its mission tiehd is rather increasing than diminisbing ; and both
funds and suitable lahourers are required to oceupy it properly, It employs
two catechists for the greater part of their time. Ofits stations, four groups,
with very small help, are prepared to call pastors. The Presbytery of Cobourg
reports, that it has been very desirous of commencing operations upon the
Buileigh road settlements, but has hitherto  been unable, for want of funds.
Dix;i(;lg the past vear it has redeced its indebtedness from $100 to about
£1990,

Only some Preshyteries give any information a3 to the amount of aid given
by the scttled pastors in the general rmission field, the number of stations
that arc organized congregations ; with their membership; the attendance at
the stations &e. There are several other things, not uwoticed here, on which
also the iuformation given is too limited to be useful.

MISSIONARY LIFE AND PROGRESS IN THIS NEW HEBRIDES.

ADDRESS BY REV. JOHN GEDDIE.

The following is the substance of an address delivered by the Rev. John
Geddie before the Synod, at its late meeting in Montreal. We take the speech
(very slightly abridged,) from the Monireal Herald, in whose pazes it appeared
atthetime. The subject is more interesting to our people, from the fact that the
Synod agreed to send, ag soon as circumstances will ailow, a missionary to la-
bour in the New Hebrides.

“More than eighteen years had elapsed since Mr. Geddie lefy Nova Scotia
for that distant region, and he would now proceed to give astatement of his
operations. The New Hebrides, to which in the Providence of Goad he was
led, lay between the 13th and 1.ith parallel of South Latitude in the Southern
Pacific. The islands for rertility and extent had no rivals in that part of’ the
world. The population was a branch of the Papuan race, numbering
150,000 souls. These islands were perfect gems, so fertile was the land. Buat
the chief object of interest was the state of the people who inhabited them,
who for the most pat wers iznovant of the true God, and still ¢ ativued to
practise the most diszusting and abominable crimes of heathenism. The
first effort to apread the (ospel in that region was made in 1939 by the late
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Me. Williams, of the London \lissionary Sociaty. e (Mr. Geldie) visited
the spot where Mr, Williams fell, and was well acquanted «auth the man who
Lilled him. T'he mn gave his land for  missionary purposes  (Has, hear,)
The next attempt was mzle in 1342, In that year tvo missiimacies, Messrs.
Turner and Nisbet, landed on one of the Islends. Tn+y were favourably re-
ceived by the natives, and lzhoured with success; but afier being a few
months on the Island a fatal disease broke out, and they were oblized to flee
to save their lives. Thelast effort was made in the vear 1848, {twas thea
that the speuker landed on one of the group, forty miles in circan.ference, and
with a population of four thousand souls. He was the first allowed 10 remain
there by the natives. The external appearance of the latter was verv repulsive
indeed. Themen were painted, and the women wore uothinyg but a girdle
round the waist.. When he landed among them they were sitting in darkness
andin the shadow of death. ‘Lhey knew littie of the things of this world,
and still less of the world to come. Inall thinss relutias to relizion their minds
were enshrouded in the greatest darkness. Bat these people bl a relizion ot
their own. They believed in an invisible world and iy the existence of wods
and spirits, most of them malignant beings and fearved by the people. They
had a syatem of priesthood, made prayers and offered sacrifices, and retained
the rites of circumcision, which was practisid amony mule infams.—He felb
thankful for these remains of relizion 23 they affurded a hasis to work upon.
War was incessant amongst them, the people bitterly huting one anotber.
Cannibalism was practised and friends and foes were the victims; infanticide
wus almost of daily occurrence, and & great many of the children were put to
death. The slaughter of widows was a thing of common occurrence, and
persons who were troublesome to their friends, or «ick, were either put to
death, or allowed to dio of negiect. Consequently there was scarcely an in-
firm person to be found on the Island. All the crimes of which nature was
capable was perpetrated by these people and thsy took p'easure in them. His
first effort when he landed was to learn their lanauaxe They could not speak
to him, in their tongue, and he could not speak to them and he was oblized
to learn thewrs.  Mr. Geddie in commencing his labours amon.st these Islands
endeavoured to adhere as much &s possible to the Saviour’s command, and just
reached the Gospel to them.  Tustead of assailing treir sunerstitions and arous-
ing their evil passions, be presented Jesus to them as the Saviour of fallen man, and
this was the truth which seem=d to touch them. When he commenced his labours
amongst these Islands he encountered much opposition, especially from the
priests. They could say nothing, however, agamst the holy truihs which were
taught and the holy conduct secommended. A short stav amon s thess neople
soon cenvinced him that little imprassion coald be mde by a soliiary mission-
ary. Tt was his practice therefore, wheaever a wative turned from heathen-
ism to Christiauity to make him a worker for his own people.  After getting
together a littls party at his own house thev were scattered abroad, spreading
the trath they had heard amonast others. Every individual had some mfluence
amonyst his {riends, and in this way the word of God was diffused throughout
the whole Island. The result of all this was as mizht naturally be exvected,
a severe straggle between ignorance and lizht,  The heathen were roused, and
they made every cffort to prevent the spread of the new religion which had
come to their island.  T'he mission in the carly years of its existence was ex-
poszd to many and grsat dangers and trials.  Pro1s was laid for their lives
which were happily deteated by that God whom they served.  Two of the
earlr coavertyware cruclly put to death and enten by their camnwnions; but
by God's blessinz a happy chanze had taken place, The wildamess and soli-
tary piaees had been made glad and the desert blossomed as u vose. These
people, who buta few vears azo worshipped gods of their own imazination,
wera now wiishippers of tha trae God.  They wers now clothed ani muny of
them sat af the fect of Jesus.
That peonie who bad nota written word in their own langeage, now had the
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whole of the Bible, and could read the word of Godin their own tongue.
T'he Sabbath was observed and great sttention was pad to family religion.
The schouls were attended by persons of every age and sex, being taught by
native teachers. The instruction rested on a Scripture basis.  The question
of usiting religious nud secular training had ever been mooted among them.—
The school-book was a simple one, illustrating the truths of Christianity. A
grent revolution had also tuken place in the social habits of the neople. Poly-
gamy prevailcd to a great extent, the marrage tie was scarcely known among
them, and it was the practic for hushauds to sell their wives. T'hey were also
making great progress in other ways. As they hecame more civilized their
wants ncreased and gave rise to habits of industry, ‘The surplus of their pro-
duce was sold to traling vessels for clothing, & Oa that one little Island
there was more business carried on thaa in all the surronuding Islands where
the people were involved in darkuness.  The people o short time ago commen:
ced the cultivation of cotton, which promisel to be very successtul. The first
load of it was shipped a few weeks ago. There was o great desire among the
natives to carry the Gospel to the Islands around them, This was the trae
spirit of chrisuanity. It was o bad evidenre of the statc of religion in any
church when they manifested no concern for tie ignorant around them. The
Islanders were now accustomed to make contributions tor missionary purposes,
and a number of them had gone out as missionaries to other Islends. (Hear)
When be received an application from the surrounding Islands for a Christian
teacher, he generally wmale itknown on the Sabbath before to the congregation,
aund he had seldom to ask the question as to who would go, but rather whom
should be seat, some of the high chiefs of the Islands having sacrificed all
their property anl gone to the other Islands. Native agency was most im-
portant ; a great deal hid to be done by their own people nadar the guidance
of Christian missivnaties.

Alr. Geddie next alluded to the Island Eromangs, where Mr. Williams fell,
and where Mr. and Mrs. Gordon were cut off.  This act was committed from
ignorance ard superstition, the people believing that the missionary was the
cause of a disease which was sweeping them off.  This put a stop to mission-
ary operations there for a time, but they were soon resumed, and a reaction
had taken pluce in favour of christinnity.  When the mission vessel touch-
ed there a few months ago they found 2 church erected on the spot were
Williams fell, the congregation numbering 120.  The natives were also huild-
ing four other churches. ~Another missionary hal also been sent there. Then
there were native teachers labouring on other islands and fust preparing the
way for Christian missiongries. There were missionaries or native teachers
on six of the Islands of the New Hebrides group, but the most important bad
never been visited for missionary purposes. It would 1equire fity 1nission-
aries to reach them, and he was now looking for then. Sowme years after the
work was commenced, other missionaries were sent out from the Church of
Scotland. and he helieved two others were prepating to aczompany him back.
Nothing would rejoice him more than to welcome missionaries from the Presby-
terinn Charch of Canada in these distant Islands. (Hear, hear.) There was room
for all these. In conclusion he would commend the New Hebrides Mission to their
sympathies and their prayers. A greatdrawhack was the want of men. The pre-
sent agency was altoge therinadequate to the work before them. The harvest was
great butthe lahorers few. Pray God therefore that he will send luborers
into the harvest. One of his objects in coming here was ty reenut his own
and his wife's Lealth, but his principal object was to make an appeal for mis-
sionary aid ; for one or mare missionaries from this Cuurch. e wouid now in
the name of his missionary brethren on those Iskinds ask of this Synod and
Presbyterian Church of Canada to send forth one or more missionarivs to aid
in the cause of God on these Iskaads. There was perhaps no part of the
heathen world where the eflfect of the fxll mixht be sesn in such ummitigated
form a3 an these lslwads. Haman nwigare appeared there inits most abominable
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form. The sum of £150 would pay the salary of & mivried missionary. After
the mission had been in operation, he made « calculation of the expenses whicl
had heen incurred on the Island of Ancitcum. 'L'ke result was that he found
every convert cost their church at the rate of £1, and every church member
£10. For every pound they are contributing, a corresponding pound was contri-
buted by the natives in the shape of labor or missionary conteibutions.  (Hear,

hear.) 'The contributions consisted of arrowroot and native produce, which
they gave to the teachers. What a difference since he had left Nova Scotia
eighteen years ago. Now lite and property are as safe in these islands as
they are in this city. Liromanga, with but a little church, numbered several
hundred under christian inctruction, and had sent native teachers to the other
islands. The Church in Nova Scotia was thankful for these mercies, and
telt encouraged to prosecute the work in other parts of the world, and
he belicved that the subject of a new mission would be seriously entertained
there a{ the approaching Synod. Nor would the New Ilebrides suffer by giv-
ing the gospel to other parts of the world. An iuterest would be avoused
which would bring out fresh means. If a field was wanted t) interest the

people at large they would find it there. No part of the world had shown

such glorious triumphs, as bad been shown there. Churches had been seen to
give up their missions in India, in China, and 1 other quarters of the globe,
but none had ever given up in the South Sea Islands. ‘The various bodies
who had Mission Stations there, some for fifty years,had them there still. New
Ilissions there would not interfere with the operations of those nearer home.
Canadian and Indian Missions ought to have their prayers and support, but
Missions to the South Seas instead of taking away would greatly benefit them,
would give vew life, new wisdom, new energy to home as well as to foreign
operations. Such had been the efiect in Nova Scotia. That church had been
visited with the marks of the Divine favour. Churches ‘were like individuals,
while blessing others they obtained a blessing for themselves.”

MISSIONS OF FREE CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

NAGrore-AbpiTioNs 70 THE Cuurci.—AtL Nagpore there bave been marked
tokens of the divine blessing. During the past year not fewer than 32
adults and 19 children have been added to the membership of the Church by
baptism. Quite recently twelve others have been received into the Christian
Church on = profession of their faith in Christ. Some of them are of the
Brahmin caste, who had to resist the most strenuous efforts of their friends to
keep thera from identifying themselves with the followers of Christ.

Carcurra.—INTERESTING Casg.—it Caleutts a young man of emiunent
talentand of thorough education has been led to give himself to Christ and to
connect himself with His Chureh. e is on2 of the most distinguished students
of the fourth year's College class, the holder of 2 First-grade Scholarship, so
that the Brahmas cannot say, us they generally do of converts, he is of imma-
ture mind. In his boyhood he had been taught to fall prostrate before idols
of wood and stone; and when in bis sixteenth year he was removed to Cal-
cuttz, hisfnith in  Hindooism was by no means relaxed,for he considered him-
self fortanate in gettinr so near to the sacred Ganges,the very touch of whose
waters he thought suflicient to wash away all sin. When adwmitled into the
intitution he was 1o read the Bible as a partof his regular class-duties; but
fora time no impressions seemed to be made upon his mind. A waet by
Rajah Rammohun Roy,entitled # Cowpilation of the Preeepts of Jesus,the Guide
to Peace and Huppiness,” was te means of first impressing his mud.  Then
he was led to read the 3ible not as an intellectual exercise, but for the pur-
pose uf seeling hizht to his mind and peace to his soud.  His course was grad-
ual and varied. The letter inthe Free Church Rwcord giving an account off
his case, sagsi—
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¢t Towards the middle of his second sessionhe came to the conclusion that
Christianity mightbe the true religion. JBut the thought of Christianity being
true greatly alarmed kim, since it required his separation from his friends and
idolatrous relatives whom he loved. He therefore relaxed his zeal in the study
of theBible,and again returned to the meetings of the Brahmas. After & consider-
able time, finding nn peace to his troubled soul, he came to the conclusion that
the Brahmaist doctrines were shallow and baseless. He now felt that nothing
but Christianity was left to him. But,as before,the very thought of separation
from his friends made him shrink back from making any further inquiry after
its truth. At this time he passed the first examination 1 Arts of the University,
and obtained & First-grade Senior Government Scholarship; and in session
186+ continued his studies in the Third Year's Class. The baptism of some
of his friends at the beginning of last year again awakened his conscience, and
he began to think upoun religion with greater seriousness, and came to the con-
clusion that he should embrace Christianity. IIe then joined some of his class-
friends in a Bible class, kept by Mr. McDonald at his own house on Sunday
afternoons. After a few months he came to the conclusion that Christianity
is the true religion, but stil] he failed to take the decided step of confessing his
faith in Christ by baptism. He now began to pray in the name of Jesus Christ,
and to observe the Sabbath, and broke off all conzection with idolatry. This
brought him no true peace; he knew and felt that be was in a false position.
But the great plea which he brought forward to justify himself was the imagio-
ed sufferings which his young wife would undergo from his baptism, since he
thought there was some probability that she would renounce him if he profess-
ed his faith in Christ by baptism. ~ But he soon came to feel that when he was
bringing this argument against the public confession of Christ, he was virtually
showing his want of confidence in God, and his faithlessness in the promises of
his blessed Saviour.

¢ In this agitated state of mind he entered the Fourth Year’s Class at the
commencement of the present session, and having to read asa part of his
class-studies, Paley’s *“ Evidences of Christianity,”” the feeling of his own sin-
fulness, and the divine orgin of the plan of salvation came upon him with such
weight aud force, that he felt it his duty no longer to delay his baptism. Aec-
cordingly,as I have stated,I had the privilege of admitting himn into the Church
on Sabbath evening, the 25th of March last. He is our distinguished student
this session, and I fervently hope and pray that he may yet becume an able
minister and missionary among his countrymen. It is but fair to state thathe
is under deep obligations to Dr. Robson for being the means, uoder God, of
helping much to lead him into the knowledge of the truth.”

Missioxvaziis Sext Ovr prriNe THE Past Year.—During the past year
three ordained missionaries, and one missionary teacher have been sent to the
Foreign field, viz :—Rev. Messrs. Stevenson, and Mr. Millar to Madras, Rev.

MISSIONS OF UNITED PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH. T

PROGRESS AND POSITION,

The report laid before the late meeting of Synod of the United Presby-
terian Charch, after referning particulatly to the several missionary centres,
gives the followiug summary :

The progress which is referred to in the concluding parazraphs may both
stimulate and encourage ourselves.

¢ Thus we heve had for the year 1364, irrespective of Australin, Fraace,
and Belgium, eight separate mission fields ; viz. Jamaica, Trinidad, Old Cal-
abar, Caffraria, Algiers, Aleppo, Rajpootana, aud China. These missions are
wrought by forty ordained Furopean missionaries, four ordained native mis-
sionaries, three medical missionaries, fourteen Iavopean teachers, and about
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cne hundiea native evangelists and teacheis,~——or altogether an educated
ageney of 160 persons.  There are, besides several stativns, forty congrega.
tions, with an aggregate membership of 6024, and ninety-thiee day schools,
attended by 4813. The Committee Lave eent out durirg 1he year the Rev.
Jobn Sclater exd Mics, Sclefer to British Cuffvaria, Mr. D. I, Lewis to Old
Calabar, and the Rev. J. B. Alexander to Jamaica. There had been no
deatbs in the forcign field ; but tke Rev. Mesers Elmslie and Whitecross of
Grand Caymarag, who had 1ecigned their charges on account of dirubled
health, and returned to this ecountiy, bave been removed to their celestial
home. And weregmiet to state that the Rev, Daniel McLeun, the minister
of Hampden, Jumaiea, whoin the Committee had appomtedto be religious
tutor, hus lcen cor stinined, on account of medical opinion a8 10 his health,
to resign L:s chuige und his connection with the Jumaica Mission. We have
just 10 3dd kere, that nearly all the missionariesspeak of the great encourage-
ment wlich the deced of tke Syncd in May lest year, which set apait the first
Sabbath and week in November as a seasou of epecial prayer for the success
of foicign missions, gave them, and that they united with their biethren at
home in lo.ding meetings snd offering surplications on that devotional
weelk.

As this is the Twenticth Report of Foreign Missiorns which the Com-
mittce bavesubnitted to the Chuich, itmay 1ot be out cf place in a few
gentences 10 1ake a renospect of what tke Chureh husdone duiing these twenty
years.  Wken tle Boaid of Missions was formed in Ediubuigh in the clese
of 1845, we hud cnly a few congregatiors in Jamaica snd in Thinidud 5 and
since shat time we bave {oymed the Calabar Miesion, assumed the Jamaica
Miesion of the Scottish Missionary Society, the Caflic Mission of the Glasgow
Africen Scdiety, the Jewish Missicn of the Scottish Suciety for the Con-
veision of Inirel, md Feve begen ¢ erstiers in Indiasnd China.  In 1845,
the income for bome and foreigh missions was less than £6000 ; and in 1864
it wasupwares o £28,000.  Jiis a cheering fact that, since the happy union
of the United Secessicn arnd Relief Churches, the missionary income has been
doubled.  Oh, there is nothing like the servants of Christ pulling together
and provoking each oiker to love mnd good works. And if the income for the
current yea el all cqual 1het of the Jast; then in *hese twemy years we shall
Eave raised for home end foreign missiens £42€ 746 5 whilst in that period
we Lave gent shicad 1o cur foreign fields, including Cansda, Nova Scoti
and Austialia, 102 orduined missionaries and preacless, besides teachers and
subordivate zgaits.  Ard what we tbe effects which this growing devoted-
ness to forcign mitsions has bod upon the Church at home? ~ It has, by de-
velepir g Chrsiiun hterality, enlarged home mission work end extended the
Chuich, helred 1o puy the cebt which rested on our churches &nd manses,
augmerted the stipends of our ministers, called into cpersticn several be-
nevolent schemes, and in mauy ways advanced the lifeand presperity of con-
gregaticrs. Al bave felt that, in this noble work, ¢ it is mcre blessed to give
than to receive.  Irdetd we have, us a Church, muck cavse of 1hankfulness
10 God for the past ; but we have not yet 1eason to be satisfied. The Church
of Cluist must m: ke progress ; growth is essential to is well-leing ; and, in
our missior 11y (Grearicn, srd i may Le snid that we a1e scarcely yet beyond
the spelling-beck. We will not be in a1ight stase till three things are realiz-
€d : fust, that every menber of the Church Le doing sometbing fur missions 5
geccrdy, 1l at thet scmething be up to 1he mearuie of manted ehility 5 and
thirdly, thit sle tull exangeliswticn of the heathen world be with each one 8
maite) of foavent, inportinate, ard centinving preyer.  And when these three
things are gaiad, they wilt jurt place us on a Ingler platform, wlere we shall
have wicer vicws, and achieve still preater things.  The Lead Jrsns is the
Ruler of providence, p'edged for the spread ¢nd the yrosperity of his Churchs
ke siher a1d geld we ot las divpesal 3 the Yeants of all wee are in his
hand; b fuller fucnees of the Hddy Spint me 1iéy to be thed downj;

Genernl Religions Yutelligence.

MEETING OF SYNOD OF THE PRE3BYTERIAN CHURCH OF THR
LOWER PROVINCES.

This Synod met at Halifax on the evening of Thursday, 27th of June, After
-sermon by the Rev. D. Blair the retiring Moderator it was proposed to elect the
Rev. Jobn Geddie Moderator; but on Mr. Geddie declining the nomination, the
choice of the Synod tell on the Rav. G. Caristie. Wa are unible to give
-even an outline of the business of the Synod. Parhaps the most interesting
part of the proceeding was that coanecied with the Freirn Mussion Ra-
port, an account of which we take from the Presbyferian Witnsss.

¢“Dr. Bayne read the Foreig Mission Report. It refecred in saitable terms
to the arrival of Mr. and Mrs. Geddie, and th:n stated the fazt that the Aus-
tralian Church had applied for his secvices, The Board recomm-2nded to lend
Mr. Gaddie to the Australian Church fora time, to opsa u) new stations.
‘Three young men have offerad their services for the Fureign work. Informa-
tion was given regarding tho Jewish Mission, asd Trinidad'as a Mission field,
The report havinz been read a resolution was adopted in reference to Mr, Ged-
die’s pressnce. The Synod received Mr. Geddie standinz. Hs was coa-
ducted to a seat besids the Moderator, anl addcessel the Synol with deep
feeling on tho Missionary work. At tho close of th2 aliresia Pulm was
sung, and solemn prager was offered up by Rev. R. Sedrwick. Ano-
‘ther Psalm was sung, followed with another prayer by Mr. Dud, when the
Synod adjourned. The scene was one of th2 most profoundly affscting we
have ever witnessed.”

Besides Dr. Jennings, Dzlegate from our own Church, there was a de-
putaiion from the Synod of Naw Biunswick. A union is all but con-
summated between the two Synods. It will be carried into effect next year.
There was also a d=putation from the Synod of N »va S2otia in cunaection with
the Church of Scotland, consisting of Rev. Messts. Hardmw, Philips, and
Dancan, and Jas.

Ireland attended, and the proceedings were exceedingly interesting, Papers
were read on important topics. The Rev. A. B. Campbeli from Scotland,and W.

Dr. Cooke, Dr. Mor-
gat, Rev. J. McNaughton, and Rev. S. J. Moore of Ballymens were among
those who took part in the proceedings.

$500,000 to establish and endow a College near Bethlchem that State. He
has also given fifty-seven acres of land on which the College Buildings will be
erected.

Revunry or A Perverr.—A son of the late Dr. Arnold of Rugby, who
joined the Church of Rome a few years ago, and who was for some time a
Professor in Dr. Newman's University in Dublin, has returned to the Church
of England.

. Mr. Axp Mes. Gevnig 1y Nova Scoria.—A number of friends of Mrs, Ged-

die in Halifax presented her with a purse containing upwards of £400 as a
token of their appreciation of her character, and of their adwiration of her
patience, seli-denial and devotedness in connection with her labours in the
New Hebrides.

Tue Berscorar Curren 1y tie Ux11ep States.—A short time ago Bishop
Potter of New York, issued a ¢ Pastoral’” condemning the course of certain
ministers who had fraternised with non-Episcopal ministers. There have been
already a nnmber of replies to the Bishop’s pastoral. Dr. Tyng was amongst
the first to reply, distinctly impugning the new scheme of excluding and un-
churching all non-Episocpal ministers, and asserting that the English Church
at the Reformation did not accept such views.

Tue Late CoyGreGaTioNaL Couxcil, aT Bostox.—The Congregational
Council recently held at Boston, and which was attended by nearly 500 mem-
bers declared in favour of forming a National Protestant Council, against the
spread of Popery and infidehity. They also adopted resolutions to raise $750,000
for Home Missions, especially in the West and in_the South, and $100,000 for
establishing a Denominational Book Concern in Boston.

Prixcerox CorLEGe.—At the late commencement at Princeton which was
one of the most interesting ever held, an able address was delivered by Rev.
Dr. Kirk of Boston on the subject, **How shall the young men in College
secure the highest degree of culture.”” The Principal announced that a friend
of the College had given a donation for the erection of an Astronomical Ob-
servatory, to cost not less than $10,000.

Sovrnery Cuvkcnes.—A  Southern correspondent of the Presbyterian,
says:—*‘Our churches remain yet to be re-organized and opened. I learn from
one of the ministers of our Church, in this State, that all the pastors are
waiting to retarn in the fall to their former charges. If their people desire it,
there is no power can or will prevent it. The churches are for the people,
and the people forthe churches. It seems that every thing must be lett to the
people themselves.  Our General Assembly might send ministers to supply the
pulpits, but none of the people would come out to hear them. It might assume,
possibly, the church buildings; but of what use would emply churches be to
us? The only way for the North to manage this, is to wait patiently for the
soothing of the indy;vidu:ll feeling, and then the reunion of the churches will
take place witbout the exercise of violent measures. In the meanwhile, I think
the desire among Southern christians is to have their own ministers, or minis-
tersfrom Canada, ox the other side of the ocean. Should Northern immigra-
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tion set in for tha South, N irthern ministera will, as a mattor of course, follow,
In the work among the freedmn, Nordhern whites will be foand Iabving sue
cesstully, and thus gettin g o toathold; but the North need not, for » fow years,
expect “0 do mu:hamong the Suthern whites.”

¢ That, adhering to these principles, the Synod caruestly urge on all ministera
‘¢ and sessions to be careful, in administering Baptism,that they who recive this
# {)rivilegc at their bands be such only of whom there is good reason to be-
¢ lieve that they are consistently professing the name of Christ and obedience
€ to him; and, inasmuch as one appointed method of solemaly confessing the
44 Saviour, and acknowledging oursclves to be in communiou with his followers,
¢“is by commemnmorating bis love and death in the holy ordinance of the Sup-
“‘per, they shall satisfy themselves that parents receiving hagtiem for their
4 children be not neglecting this commana of Christ, but that, at the leasty
¢ they be equally in the intention, as God may alturd opportunity, to comply
é¢with buth ordinances, and giving token of 1his by willingly waiting on such
¢“instructions 8s it may be judged necessary to impart to them on the nature
$¢and design of the Sacraments.

 Puities soliciting the privilege should be informed that as every one taking
¢ on himself the baptismal vow, ve seekinr Baptism tor another, does thereby
“gay, ‘1 am the Lord’s, and dors profess to value the blood and Spirit of
¢¢ Chuisty signified in the water of Baptism, they onght to know that inveceiving
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4 this seal and t kon of spiritual cleansing, they do a3 tenly doclare their ac.
4 ceptance of Christ und fetlowship with him a3 in the ordinance of the Sup-
¢ per; 80 asa ductining or eva ling of this latter ordinance by anv, being adults
¢ who have received the privilege of the initiatory sacrament for themselves
¢ and their children, i3, except good cause beshown for their neglect, in circums-
i stances not under their control, presumptive evidence either of an imperfect
“appechonsion of the des'gn of the Sncraments, or of au inexcusablo unwill-
‘ingpess to follow the Lrd fully : Therofore, ministers and Church Sessions
“ are warranted to decling, except on good and speciai causs shown, the ad-
“ miniswration of Baptism to the children of such as are living in the neglect
6 of the Lord's Supper, or do not avail themselves of instructions offered to-
“wardsa rizht preparing of them for its observance.

¢ That, while due tenderness i3 recommended to be used in dealing with in-
¢ dividuals who withhold themselves from the Table of the Lord, rather from
% migapprebension and solemn awe than from blameable indifference, yet
¢¢inasmuch a3 both Sacraments are scals of ihe same covenant, and imply for
4 their right observance a like necessity of faith and resolutions of holy living,
¢ the Synod do anxiously caution againsta too casy or indiseriminate admis-
“gion to the Baptismal*oidinance. And, both as tending the better to ensure
4 purity of communion, and as required by a regard to the desizn of Bapiism,
‘ ag g seal of fellowship in the church, as well a3 of engrefting into Chrisi, the
% Synod recommend, as much as possible, that the ordinance be dispensed
4 publicly—not precluding cases in which it may be judged necessary to bap-
“ tise in dwell nz-houses, or eases in which artendance at the ordinary vlace of
4 public worship may be greatly inconvenient. Butthe Synod carnestly ad-
“ gise that, as rarely as possible, the privilege be given without public notifica-
4 tion fromn the pulpit, and never without the word of exhortation or expasi-
“tion: that if, at any time application be made for the administration sudden-
¢t 1y and hastily of the ordinance of Baptism, the circumstances be well consid-
‘tered, and care exercised mildly and fuithfully to distinguish what is essential
“from what may be desirable, hetween the relation of Baptism to salvation,
¢ and to Church fellowship; explaining where it may be necessary so to ex-
“plain, that as the privilege of Baptism is not to be, without good reason, neg-
¢ lected, so neither is its administration indispensable where God, in his provi-
4 dence, has not afforded opportumty for observing it in due order, or ina
¢ manner edifying to the individual or to the church in general. And if,
¢ peculiar circumstances of locality or otherwise, it shall be jadged for edifica-
“tjon {0 administer 1his seal of the covenant, without a Session baving had
¢ regular ¢pportunity to confer with the parties applying, or formally 1o re-
“ ceive them into the fellowship of any congregation, thatthe minister so re-
4 ceiving vo Bap ism shall, ot the carliest opportunity, report the case to the
4 Session, and that the individuals thus recognized shall be duly enrolled and
4 considered within the range of the inspeciion of the pastor and elders, and ag
4 being bona fide members of the congregation, in connection with which the
4 privilege has been received, ( generally, it may be presumed, that which is
““nearest in localuy, ) although precluded by distance, or other lawful cause,
é from giving regular attendance on the weekly ministrations of the sanctuary ;
¢ this participation in the pivileges of the Church being alwags understood
4 to imply also the oblization to conform to the ordinary rules of the Church,
$¢and responsibilityto iis tribunals.”

TRIBUTE TO DEPARTED WORTH.

The subject of the following sketch, Thomas Sindilands, Xsq., Guelph,
whom a bereaving Providence has removed to the world of spirits, is under-
stood to have been a native of Glasyow, the commercial metropols of Scotland,
Designed by his parents, one of whom, his father, he lost when he was but a
young man, for mercantile pursuits up the Mediterranean, ho early applied
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himself to acquire the modern languages which would enable him to transact
business without the aid of an interpreter, and with such success that he be-
came and continued to the end of his life a fair Spanish scholar, while he was
a proficient in Frenchand Ttalian, both of which he could speak with fluency.

It is not known when he first became the subject of religious impressious,or by
what particular instrumentality they were produced, for being of a diffident
and unostentatious disposition he seldom spoke of himself or of his religious
history. He first joined the congregation which was under the pastoral over-
sight of Dr. Muter, although the last years of his residence in  Glasgow were
spent under the ministry of Dv. Ieugh, who had been called from Stirling,
and for whom he entertained the highest respect till the end of his days, and with
whom he carried on correspondence for some time after his settling in Guelph.

When the calls of Providence directed him to leave his native city and cross
to America, he passed some time in the United States, and there some of his
relatives remained, while he leit for Canada, first taking up his abode in
Toronto, where death deprived him of two of his children, and afterwards in
Guelph, which he reached in 1832, when the town wss just beginning to re-
cover from the depression into which 1t bad been thrown,trom the disapproval
which the Canada Company had expressed regarding some part of the conduct
of its founder. 1Tere he commenced business as & merchant, and followed it
for a number of years, but latterly retired from it, that he might have greater
leisure and more time for his ownimprovement, mental and spiritual, and con-
fined himself to the Agency of the Gore Bank, to which he had been appointed
at its first institution, and which he held till his death, having, latterly, heen
promoted to be manager.

From the date of bis coming o Guelph, Mr. Sandifands heartily gave him.
self to the encouragement and support of the interests of religion. Hetook an
active part in the altairs of the first Preshyterian congregation that was organiz-
in the town, and was for some years an oflice-bearer. lle was the fisst to re-
ceive the Rev. Messrs. Proudfoot and Christie, two of the earliest missionaries
to Canuda of the United Secession Church; to give them information of the
spiritual necessities and prospects of the neighbourhood : to conduet them to
scenes of labour and to entertain them with the hospitalities of his home. Al-
though never an elder, he was always a warm supporter of the United Presby-
terian Church. 1lis presence in the Sunctuary was to be expected, unless he
was prevented by some special event in Providence, and among the hearers of
the Word few were more attentive than he, or carvied away with them more of
the sermon that had been preached. e was always liberal from principle in
the support of the Gospel, and his eamest desire was that he should necver be
so reduced in his circumstances as to be unable to give as he had been accus-
tomed to do tothe cause of Christ.

For a considerable period he had been o beloved and eflicient Teacher in
the Sabbath School ot the congregation with which ne was connected. Ac-
cording to hisown special request he had assigned him one of the primary
classes, altbough his fellow-tcachers felt that he was competent, from his
knowledge of the Scriptures and his depth of religious experience, to take one
of the most advanced ; and often have we observed how attentively his youth-
{ul charge hung upon his lips as he spoke to them of the wonderful workings
of God in the economy of Creation, and of Providence, but most of all in that
of Redemption. We are persuaded that the seed sown has not been lost- We
know of instances in which his instructions bave been treasured up,and ponder-
ed with delight and spoken of with interest.  May the Spirit make them fruitful
to eternal life !

AMr. Sendilands was one of the first that took part in organizing in Suelph
a Branch Bible Society in conacetion (although not inediate) with the Brit-
ish and Foreign Bible Society. Wu believe that from the very beginuing he
acted as Depositary, advanemz the funds that were necessarg to keep up a sup-
ply of stock, and give the society the berefit of eash purchases.  When, about
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seven years ago, the late Charles Julius Mickle, Isq., one of the best Ciassical
and Oriental scholars of his day in Canada, was called away from this life, Mr.
Sandilands was unanimously chosen to be his successor in the Presidency of
the Branch, an office which be was most unwilling, from his retiring disposi-
tion, to accept. Ilis addresses at the annual meetings, which he read, for he
could not trust himself to speak menoriter, were uaiformerly heard with plea.
sure, we hope with edification, by the audience, and some of his friends speak
of the evidence which they afforded of his ripening in piety.

Tor some months before the final issue, symptoms had been presenting them-
selves that Mr. Sandilands had been labouring under an affection of the heart,
About the fall of the year, these assumed such a form as to alara his friends,
but he endeavoured to dissipate their fears,and refused any medical advice but
that of his own son-in-law, Dr, Hood. He was now under the necessity of
withdrawing from the Sabbath School, and he felt it to be a painful one, for
he loved his scholars. Towards the close of April he had joined with the con-
gregation mn celebrating the ordinance of the Supper, and his manner, both
ﬁuring the action Sermon and at the Table, was characterized by more than
usual seriousness and reverence. On the following Sabbath he was again in his

cw, but was so weak that he was unableto walk home after the services. On
Saturday, 6th May, he was taken much worse and spent a sleepless night. He
had taken his bed for the last time. He lingered on, sometimes suffering vio-
Ient pain, till the forenoon of the 22nd, when, awaking out of bis sleep and
looking up to those who were at bis bed-side, he breathed his last without o
sigh or struggle. .

In bis life, Nr. Sandilands adorned the doctrine »f God his Saviour, andin
his death he was sustained by the faith which is the substance of things hoped
for, and the evidence of things not scen.  Soon after he was lard down for the
last time his pastor was conversing with him oun the state of his soul and hig
prospects for cternity, when he replied to a question that bad been put, with a
humility and o most impressive sincerity, “Ican truly say that;my love to the
Lord Jesus Christ has been waxing stronger and stronger for some time.”
Y'requent were his petitions that God would not withdraw his love from him
nor leave him, and that he would speedily release him from the body, and
take him to be with himself in glory. When bis pain was severe, his remedy
was in prayer and it was a noticeable fact ihat he got relief after the exercise.
On two occasions he complained that God had departed from him, and those
around his bed will long remember the vehemenee with which he gave expres-
sion to the griet of hus heart. In oze of his paroxysms the passage was quoted
to him “ What timz I am afraid I will trust in thee,” and he answered, ¢ Well
may 1 fear when I consrder my short-comings, but have I not = gracious and
infinite Saviour ?”*  IIis knowledze ot the Scriptures swas of cminent service
to him in the deep waters of aflliction; and that knowledge was both extensive
and accurate, so that he was able to call up the promises which were adapted
1o his circumstances or take up those which were mentioned to him and follow
them out in the very words of the Bible. He remarked to a friend that often had
the bedroom in which he was then confined been to him as a little Galilee,
for it had been his praciice of nights when he could 2ot sleep, to meditate upon
the love of Christ and ever with comfort to his soul. Ile anticipated
death,2nd was prepared forit,and among the last words that e heard him utter-
ing were I have never prayed for restoration,I have often prayed that my suft
ferings might be lightened,” and he was sometimes troubled with the fear
that bis sufferings were a token of God’s anger agaiust him.

Amar s the most solemnly inieresting scenes of his death-hed was his conver-
satton with his childrea and with a grandson.  As afather he had been most
attentive to the duty of honsehold religion, and we understand that throughout
the whole period of his married life the members of his family were regulbrly
called together at three o'clock on Sabbath afternoou to read the Seriptures
aad receive instruction, and we heard ki say in the beginung of kis trouble
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that it was the first Sabbath it had been omitted during thai time. Earnest
aad frequent, too, had been his prayers that the Gol whon he served sbould
be the God of his seed, and when he was laid upon the bed from which he was
no more to rise, he culled hig children one by one tu hun und pressed upon
them to give themselves at once aod fully to the Lotd. A few hows before
his depnrture, Christ's words were repeated 10 him,*¢ Come unto me sli ye that
labour and are heavy laden and I will give you rest,” and addiessing a son by
name who was ministeri g to him, ¢ Come to him, come at once, put not, off.”?
One has passed away from among us whose name will long be rememnhered by re-
latives and acquintance ; one, the end of whose conversation was ¢ gesus Christ,
the same yesterduy, to-day and for ever.” 4 Blessed e the dead that die in the
Lord.” ¢ Be ye followers of them who through faith and patience inherit the
promises.”
