flIORTICULTURE IN COMMEROE,

Tho development of commerctal horh-
culture in this country has mainly been in
the last thirty years, though the trade in
dried fruits has.existel a much lunger
time. DBut thirty yoar: ago the consump-
tion of f{resh fruits and wvegetables was
mainly confined to such products ns were
grown in the immediate vicivity of the
market, and thia was especislly true of al}
tho more perishablo fruita snd vegetables,
which deteriorate quickly after being gath.
ered. Bat rapje traneit,.cheap transport-
ation and the refrigerator car lLave
chaoged all theso condittors, and the mar-
kets of the north are now supplied wih
fresh fruitsand vegetablos from tho gulf
states, before the frost has left the ground
in their vicinity. As the scason sdvances
the source of supply steadily moves north,
till passing the great cities on its
courss, the direction of the lines
of supply is reversed and  the
products of mwre northern regions
supply the later markets, Chicago gets
its first supply of strawberries from Loui-
siang and Miseissippi early in April, and
its last from Northern Michigan and Wis-
consin well on in July, giving a full three
months strzawberry seasom ; and so of
other fruits and vegetables. Atthe pres-
ent fime the markets of Chicago are sup-
plied with the following list of
fruits  and vegetables all from lo-
calities farther south, Apples, (now)
pears, peachos, plums, grapes, cherries,
strawborries,  raspbomies, Llackberrics,
watcrmelons, cabbage, . cauliffowers, -cu-
cumbers, peay; string beans, new- potatoes,
turnipsy, beets, and various sundry othex
garden producte. These come, not as
yearsagn, ina fow express packages and
at prices which only permitted the rich to
indulge in their use, but in whole trains
and at prices which placo them within
tho reach of the poor and laboring

for but a single product used in cauning,
It is safe, as we think, to assume that the
value of horticyltural products proper, ex-
cludig 2%l the coarse vegetables known ns’
ficld crops, docs not fall shoit of once
bhundretl millions of dollars per anpum.

With the evaporator and cavnery to use
0 large a portion of the product, to utilize
all surplus and put them into compara-
tively imperisbable formm, and with the
rapid Increasec in consumptive demand,
there i3 little danger of over production
by our practical Lorticulturists.—Ex.

“I'he reader who is familiar with horses |
will recognize in the fllustrations traits of
horse physiognomy frequently met with,
Fig. 1 shows the type of intelligence, high
blood and docility ; while Fig, 2 (from life)
indicates tho vicious and treacherous type,
the animal that will tax the strength of
his owner to keep in training. e is spirit-
‘ed, excitable, and “off the handle” often.
Kig. 4 is a good fellow, docile, yet possess-
ing spirit and intellizence—the horse for
the family that will be kind to appreciative
of him. Fig. b-requires a gentle, but strong
bhand. A “bigh.strung,” nervous fellow is
he—needipg no whip or spur, but will “go”?
while ho can stand, Tug. 5 is a yery sen-
sitive animal ; fliecs and morquitos annoy
him greatly ; his skin is thin and his blood
hot. In Fig. 6 wo have a specimen of the
heavy, dull, stupid horse; the one that

TIE BEST FARM HORSES,
A prizo ossay by A, H, 8turdy.

1f I were called upon to name the two
requiaites most necessary for a farmer to
porsess, in addition to & good farm, I ehould
gay o good wife and & good team; and when
a young farmer becomes possessed of these
ko hes mado a good start on the road to
ruccess. While no industry of the farm
pays better than raising good horses, none
14 moro unprofitable than that of raising
inferior onca, It costs but little more to
raise & lhorso which, when aix years old,will
command & ready sale at 8400 or $500,
than one which can with difficulty be dis-
posed of for $100 ; or than it does to raise
a heifer or a steex which, at maturity, Is
worth 850 or $76. Tho best team for the
farmer 1 one which will best answer all the
purposes of the farm ; plowing, hauling,
taking the farmer and his family to town,
or his boys and their sweethearts fora
fively eleigh-ride ; and, in addition to sl
thie, Wil gave him a pair of colts every-
year, which will earn their keep from the
time they are two yeats old until they are
sold for 8800 or $1,000 at five or six The
team to do this is a pair of handsome bay
mares sixteen hands high, weigbing 1,200
to 1,250 pounds each, with small, bony
heads, large nostxils, broad forcheads; largo,
bright cyes ; small, tapering eyes ; long
necke, nicely arched, deep as they spring
from the shoulders and small at the throat-
Inteh ; long, oblique shoulder-blades ; mod-
erately high withers ; short backs, and deep
but not overbroad chests, becauso a horse
with a very wide breust, slthough ususliy
of good constitution and great etreogth, is
seldom a gracefal or rapid trotter; is apt
1o have a “paddling” gait ; and if nsed for
road work will generally give out in the
fore-legs from the extra strain put upon it
by the weight of the broad chest. Oar
tean must also have long, muscalar thighs';
large knee and other joints ; short cannon
(-h1n) bones ; legs broad below the knees,
and hocks with the sincews clearly defined ;
fetlocks free from long hair ; long moder-
ately oblique pasterns; rather smali, though
not contracted fect ; broad loins ; wide,
smooth hips, and long, full tails, They
must bave plenty of nervous energy- and
good knee nction ; must be prompr, free
drivers, capable of trotting a mile in four
minutes ; be fast walkers, and good,hearty
caters ; muet not “intexfere,”” and must
carry their heads well up without checks
when on the road,

It will readily be seen that these mares
are ncither Clydesdales, Normans, Cana-
diane, Arabians, thoroughbreds, nor trot-
ters ; but they are a team which will pull
the plow throngh two acres of land ina
day, will pull a ton, yes, two, if tho roads
aro good, of produco to the village four
miles in less than an hour, and trot back

with tho omipty wagon in half that time
without distressing thomseclves or thelz
drivor, Should the farmir bavo a trip of
twonty miles to make on business or ploas-
ure, ho can hitch them to his spring wagon,
tako bus wifo and children with him ; and
they nced not bo away from home more
than three hours, or should bo chooso to go
on horseback, he can mount one of the
wmares and enjoy A ride on a very fair
saddle-hurse. A team of Clydesdales may
pull & heavier load at a dead drag; Can-
adlans willstand more cxposureand poorer
fare ; Arabians are botter saddle-horses ;
thoroughbreus can outrun them ; troiters,
when mtched to a light buggy, can pass
them on tho road ; but ncithé? of theso
breeds comtine anything lixe the desizable
qualitics for a farmer thnt the team which
1 have described possesses, and when it be-
comes desirable to dispose of their produce
the colts of such mares will find & rendier
sale than those of any of the others, being
exactly suited to the wants of tho rich city
géntleman for his family carriage, for which
be muat have a airong, handrome, shotvy
team ; and, as such feams aro always szarce,
he must pay a good price for them.

Large dray-borses usually bring remun-
erative prices ; but few men will pay as
much for a team to haul their bales of
cotton or barrels of flour as they will for a
team to draw their families on a pleasure
tour.

TEXAS BEEF.

The great reservoir from which has been
drawn the bulk of-the cattle which are now
becoming 8o abundant in oll our Western
Territories is the State of Texas. In 1870
one-seventh of tho horned caftle in the
United States was found within its borders,
and it outnumbered the aggregate of those
of all the other States and Territories west
of the Missouri, California and the Pacific
comst included. This ratio was slightly
changed by the statistics of 1880, the State
representing somewhat less than one-eighth
of the whole number, while it etill contain.
ed more than all the others mentioned
above. From this source of supply has
been drawn-the great bulk of the range
cattle now to be found on the public lands
east of the Rocky-Mountains—an industry
which bas grown to huge proportions,and
yet dating back in these States and Terri-
tories a foew yearaonly, Asan evidenco of
this we note that in 1870 the number given
for Montana, Wyoming, aud Coloxado was
a little less than 280,000, Ten years later.
Wyomiog alone cqualled this, whils the
threo togethier aggregated nearly 800,000,
Weo do not doubt that an accurate census
taken to-day would more than double these
figures,

To Texas, then, we must still Jook for
the supply-from which to draw recruits to
further develop the capabilities of the
northern ranges, Like the tide of immi.-
gration which is daily landing thousands of
foreigners on the shores of the New Worlg,
more than equalling the relative birth in-
crease,so the annusl cattle.drive from Texas
must yet ba the base of supplies for ail the
country north.

TWORMS IN HORSES.

Intestindl worms aro parasites developing
themselvey in all domestic animals, each
possessing its own varietiea. Their presence
in their digestive canal is first marked by
an increased appetite, but the anikal, no
matter what food or how much he con-
sumes, falls off; hisskin is dry and hidec.
Lound ; his coat is rough, and is not shed

&t the ordinary time. ‘Thero is an annoy-
ing itching, causing tho horse to rub Lis
upper lij againat tho manger or on tho wall,
Somectimes there is considerable itching
about the rectum indicated by the bhorse
rubbing bis tail or rump against auything
within reach. Tho symptoms mentioned
would lead one to suspect the existence of
worms, but it is only whou theso appear
among the dung that wo carfspeak with
certainty on this point, and especlally when
the worms have Leeun developed in great
numbers the symptoms are much aggravat-
ed, tho horso bucoming emonciated and
suffering contiderably from colicky pains ;
tho flauk is tucked up ; the i{nside of the
oyclids is pale; he walks unsteady, aud a
fatal termination sometimes ensues. A doso
of aloes—four to six drachins—may be
given to expel the worme, If this fails.
divide 6 ounces of iron filings among 12
balls, and give ome every morning until
they are finished, then give a dose of aloes.
This will expel any worms which remain in
the intestines.

SEASONABLE HINTS,

Thoroughly ventilate the whole house
upon xising in the morning while tho air
18 quite cool. Then close the blinds and
doors for the day, leaving the rooms free
from direct sunshine upon hot days, allow-
ing uir to enter through the closed blinds.
Hang a thermometer in the sitting-room
and one out-ide of the house, Settle gli
disputes on the question by comparing the
olevation of tho mercury 1n each ther-
mometer. Heat is brought into the house
by conduction through its roof and aides ;
also by convection—bhot air ontering by
doors and windows, and by radiation—
beiog reflected from skies, buildings and
ground as well as directly radiated from
the burning san.

Light underwear is suitable in warm
weather for one who isxiding or sifting
still, but much needless anffering may be
averted by the removal, during the work
in the fierce sumhine, of underclothing,
and no danger is incurred if it ve puton
again before leaving tho field of action,
By far the largest part of the heat of the
body is caunsed by the oxygen breathed,

The heat thus formed in & man at rest.

would raise tho temperature of two tons
of ice.water two degrees. Tho remeining
one-fifth of tho heat of the bndy is pro-
duced from the food. The body heatis
nearly all lost by radiation and conduction

(thres.fourths) and by ovaporation of’

sweat (one-soventh), whilo through breath-
ing about one-tenth is lost, and by eating
and drinking cold solids and fluids only
about one-fiftieth of the heat of tho body
is removed. During Iabor half as much
again of heat is formed as during rest.

During nlnop hal[ as much is prod’uced D
during waking hours,

To avoid becoming overheated allow the
radintion and conduction of heat from the
body Ly suitable clothipg—subject to
changing at any hour, Maintain more or
less quict ; keep tho skin active. Ilot
water taken into tho stomach causes
sweating, but cold water docs not always
produce this result. The cooling effect of
acold drink is very trifling. When kot
and thirsty, pour a dipperful of cold water,
jn a small stream, upon the wrist, thena
very modagate drink will be sufliciont.
Hard work during exposuro to tho fierco
tays of tho sun in hot weather actually
raises the temperature of the body and in.
terferes with the proper action of the
hesrt aud lunge, and endangera the brain
and spinal cord. Iard work during ex.
posure to great heat is very apt to hinder
orto entirely arrcst digestion. In addi-
tion to this fact, it is often the case that
the stomach is filled with immature fruits
and vegotables, which, while greatly rel-
ished, can withstand the action of the di-
gestiveforces of the abdowen. Two baths
datly in lukewarm water—or cold water,
if oneisrobust-—are of immense importance
during the summer months. The night air
should find access to every sleeping apart-
ment lhrough open windows. An hour’s
sleep after dinner is very desirable for
hard workers. The cook is usually one
of this class, Happy is she if she hasa
shady room without a stove within to
knead, mix and mould articles for baking,
and to iron and wash, and thrice blessed is
she who hasa brick oven under a shady
tzoe, and a man to heat it for her. QGive
the babies water to drink when well, and
especially when they aro sick.

During bot weather the ability to work
and to digeat food is diminished, and Both
vork and food ¢hould be regulated gerord-
ingly. And where the decomposition of
animal and vegetable substances is go great
and rapid, great effort should be made to
keep the air one breathes pure, Cleanse
the cellars, let air and sunshine into them,
Froe and purify overy uuderground or
surface drain, wash the cistern walls, and
remove all sediment from the wells, The
cffect of intense heat upon the eyes is to
produce conjunctivitis, retinitis, blephari.
tis, iritis and neuro-retinitis,

Tho best time to answer a letter, when
it is possible, is immediately after first
readiog it.

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¥XTRACTING AND CURING HONEY

During the past thirteen dears we have
exteacted honey largely cach seasop, tak-
ing as mucl as vinteen tons ina single
season,

We have operated under almost every
variety of cozditions.

During tins time we bave notieed the
many foquiries, which have been made
through our jourpals, bLeating upon the
subject of extracting honey, It is a
growing intcrest, second to ponein vur
pursuit.

One of the most  important  ponts in
this connection, is the best une to ex-
tract.  Indeed to thiose who extract large-
ly. itis a question all impottant  Tet us
notice some of the udvantages of the iiTer-
ent methods,

We ghall claim, fiest, that as rogaids
the guality of honey. there is nodifier-
ance as to the time when 1t is extracted.
It may be cured cqually  welo after as
before,  ‘The ouly nceessity s that it be
cured,

The adviantages of extreling oy us
soon us it is gathercd me these. When
1t is being gathared sapidly, if it s e
tracted at once, rautnt iz offered tor the
queen o deposit hor eggs, and the opera-
tion seems to stimulale Zyonding  Fhe
large foree of bets thes wenred is of greal
pnportance iy scetions where the seasens
are long, or where fall honey s abundant

When eatracted ax 2onn as eathered the
bees are suved the Inbor of curing the
houey and of capping the cells, und the
operator is savad the Jabor of uncapping
the cells but the gieat advatitaee  in re-
movinz it from the combs as fasg as Sild,
80 that the bees may be fully oceupied
ip bringing in honey while the yield
continnes. 1'o us who a1 in scctjons
where the flow of honey is of limited
duration this is of extreme importance.

When the honey is first gathered, it is
mauch more easily thrown frem the combs,
and it is much more agreeable to operate
when the bees are busily at work.

‘The bearing this subject of properly
evaporated honey has upun holdiv,r honey
from onc season o auotber, is worth
our attention.

A thorouglh investigation of this subject
by bee keepers generally, will, prove to be
onc of extreme importance.—Bee Magazme.

« NOTES ON BEE CULTURK.

May rgiin with its Lud aud bloom, and

to the bee keeper, the plensant hum of

his  honey  gatherers  has  arnived.
April  was o cold, mlly, muggy
month, se that at this date, thongh

there is some sealed Arone hrowd and per-
haps a few drones in the hives, there is
searcely more brood than there was in the
Jast of March. Bloom is in profusion on

trult trees, and the fisst white clover heads
me to bo seen, hut nectar scems to bo
searee, fur one can bardly open hives with.
vut atttacting tobbera, ‘This must goon
change and the prospect is fiattering.

Twas xusptisad to find not a single
(ucen mibsing in <o many stacks, and since
the heew were et out, No. 5 lost a queen,
teccived from AL . 1T, last year, and
which promised, when set on summer
~tand, thivspring, to be unusually prolific.
This thing has occutred, in n fow cases,
every spring, and T am at a loss to account
fot§t, the losses are, almost invariably,
just where you would least expect them,

Crosvded with work and wconveniontly
siluated 1 did not give my bees tho close
allention usually bestowed upon them in
the early spring, so that somoe of the bees
that died in the cells were not removed
azsnon a3 they .aould bave been, asd
comcquently the bees have tried to get
vid of them Ly cutting the cellsaway , but
now if u single dead bee is in 8 comb the
«queen hay, without a single exception re-
fusid to lay in that comb. After trying
various ways T lave to depend mostly up-
on a darning or crochet needle, to remove
these dead bees.  Pass the needle through
the side of the next cell, and flip the bee
out. \Whero combs are not in use most of
them can be jarred out, after they have
dricd gud shrunken some, by turning the
comb on one side and tapping the top bar
upon something ; but this often fails, and
if one gots q little tov earnest, in tapping,
s nice ne'v comb is broken sometimes,

But what it was most desired to call at-
tenhiog to, in speaking of these dead bees
10 combs, was, that this was over-looked
by Messrs, iIill and Doolittle, in their
dircussion of Lox and moveable frame
hives.  Itis nota matter of any impor-
patanee 10 a hox hive man, as he knows
nothing of it, and “where ignorance is
bli:~ it ix folly to be wise,” but to any one
who has specially noticed the labor and
aclay put upon a colony by the presence of
iz dead members 1n the cells, it is an
arzument in favor of frames tbat cannot
Le «ffiet, We may pipea queen out of
the hive but you can't get dead Dees out of
the cells unless you first lift the combs
out of the hives.

I liave Teen anxiously watching for the
sermination of thesceds of several varie-
-2 of scrophularia, sent wme by Dr.
Tinker, but as yet bave scen nothing
areen. Secds of the Golden Honey Plant,
selt-sown lust year are coming thickly,
Figwmi sown four years ago shows a few
fine plants, but selt-sowa seed, from plants
that were cultivated with early corn, last
seazon almost cover the ground with green,

Nuture has a purpose in everything sho
ducs, and the fact that figwort sccretes
nectar continously, while in bloom proves
the nted of the coustant prescnce of in-
seots U fertilize its seeds hence this plaat,
growing where it has the full benefit of the
sun, and thousands of bees, it hasbad a far
greater pumber of seeds germinste than if
it hald grown in the shade, or away from
the lnves. My cfforts to propagate catnip
haye nat beenas I could wish., ‘The «1d
ronts die after ripening wuch seed, and
the young plants seem to choke cach other
out fora year or two. Still considerable
quantitics will come up in unlooked for
places.

Thisis May with its cyclones and tor-
uadocs, and many of my neighbors arc in
their storm-pits and cellarg, as 1 write for
the deep boom of the thunder shakes win-
dows and doors, while the air smells close
and oppressive.—B. K. Guide,

ABOUT DKE-MOT'HY,

A farmner who keops a fow bees,asked mo
if my beos are troubled with moth-worms,
o said that he saw bees swarm out on ac-
count of them, and he split open the gam
and found a peck of worms. ft is well to
bo rominded of the existence of theas
cnomics onco and a while, lest we furget
thoy exist,

Comb is valuable, for while the bees aro
building a pound of it, they could gather
twenty pounds of honey, aud it ought not
to bo uncared forin hives whora t10 bees
have died, to bo consumed by the larvio of
the beo-moth, These lars are great
cowards and when the combs are lifted
out of the hive, poke out their heads and
may bo deatroyed surely and quickly by
exposing them to the fumes of burning
sulpbur,

The moth 13 of the color of old wood,
and tho wiogs cross one another, turning
up like tho tail of a fowl. It may be seen
lurking around hives in the evening, try-
ing to gain admittance. Where fowls bave
the run of an apiary they catch tnany of
these moths on the wing. 'Persons speak
of moths runniog out bees! 1t would be
as proper to say that weels ruan out corn.
If from any cause, such as queenlssinesy, a
colony becomes extinct, or nearly eo, the
moth enters and takes possession, and it is
amistakon idea to attribute the destrac-
tion of the bees to the moths,

Comb, in frames, can bs kept over the
summer free from the depredations of the
Jarvas of the beo.moth it they are sus-
ponded in the light and air, and arc three
or four fest apart. Moths love darkness
and uncleanliness, and deposit their eggs
in cracks and crevices about hives, where
bees cannot gain access to them, Do not
permit refuse comb to lie around the
spiary or bee-house. I have put frames
of comb containing their larvw into a hive
of Italian bees, and in half a4 hour could
see the bees bringing themn vut. Thereis
no need of any other matb.trap; for thuy
are always baited and set. A haundful of
Italians will defend a hive.

rondoring wax, Itis simply a *basket”
ol perforated zinc)inside a ¥steamer" which
{s a6t over a kettlo of boiliug wator, The
rafusa comb {e*ylaced in the bLasket, and
tho steam risos and melts the waz, which i
caught by a false bottom in the steswer,
and runs out through a sprut in the side,
When there is not much wax to render, the
cappings of combe can be put into a tin
slove, the sieve covered, and then sct over
4 pan of boiling water. The steam will
melt the wax, which will run down aud
roat upon tte water in tho psn. The pan
and its contents can ba set aside until cold,
when the wax will boe found formed into a
cake. Another wmethod is to put tho
comnbs iuto a cloth sack, and the latter into
a wash.boiler—tho sack being held at tho
bottom of tho boiler by means of a stick,
the upper end of which preases sgainst dn-
other stick, lyiog acrass the top of tho
boiler, and tied to its bandles. When the
wax 13 mglted, the boiler is set ande until
the wax is cool enough to be removed.
Wax can be cleaned from vtenals, by using
a cloth saturated with kerosene o1l

A Lre Stiva Remepy.—Veleran bee-
keepers rarely trouble themselves with beo
sting remedies, but amateurs, and those in
whom ‘he flesh swells when stung near the
eyes, often wish for eomething that will ra-
duce the swelliog and pain. The best
remedy known to the writer is s tincture
of Piantain, mado by pouring alcobol over
the freshly gathered leaves, and allowing
it to remain until 1t turns b'ack, when it ia
poured off and bottled. If this remedy is
-applied immadiately after the wound is
given, the swelling and pain will be ecarcely
‘herceptible. If the person i3 severely
stung & fewy drops of the tincture can be
‘taken internally.—W. Z Hurcrinsox in
American Agriculturid.

TAK BEAN AS A FIELD OROP,

While every farmer plants a few beans
in his garden, but few grow enough to fur-
nish more than is wanted for home aso,
tho bean isa product that always finds a
ready markot at good prices, Those who
havo high land, with loomy soil can easily
raiso an acre or two of field beans that
would bring profitable rewurne, providing
care be taken in tho selectior of seed, It
is not safoto go into the open market and
buy sced, foraf they come from the South
they will fail to produce a crop that wil
ripen oven, and are more likely to run to
vinee, Estern beans are better, but he
who raises field beans should never truet to
tho open market for seed, but should buy
what ho has every assurance iy good. The
best way is to raise them, being careful to
start with the beat that can be found, and
to make every effort to improve them,
Selections should be made from” those
plants that produce the largest quantities
of good beans that ripen very neatly at the
samo time,

It is & great objection toa varicty if it
continues to blossom until the frost comes;
it being impossible, without great labor,
to eeparate the green from the xipe beaus,
It very mush ipjures the quality of beans
to havo green oues among them, aud re.
duces their market value, but;s varlety
that blooms full, covering all narts of the
plant nearly at the same tiwe, and then
stops eending out any more buds, wil! ma.
ture its seeds all at one time, which is what
is wanted for 5 market bean,” When they
ripen in this way they can be gathered
earlior and are in a condition to be put on
the market at once.

The first new beans in the market, if
good, will a3 a rule bring in an extra
price. It is very easy to get a good vari-
oty by selection, and when once obtained,
very easy to keep. The medium sized
pea besn is one of tb moet profitable va-
rieties for most markets, It produces
more to the acre than the small
size, and i as a rule, more uniform in
size, It always commands ¢, ready sale,
aud if put on the market early in the &u-
tumn, as it can be, it will command twenty-
five to fifty.cents a busacl more than the
beans that dor not. npen unhl the cold

weather sets in, - .

SAVE THE mQum’xnuas
One of our contributors a short timo ago
discussed pretty fully the wastes in the
manure yard, and among others epoke of
the wastes of lignid manure, or as’he
termed it, the manurs jnices, This 8ub.
ject is receiving a very greal desl of aften-

tion among scientifio agricultarists, and-

pumerous ate-the tests "and expeqments
which are being made.

According to the expériments of the best
{terman ch. ists, the liquid manure from
the horse amounts to one and-2 balf tons
per year, which contains 1itrogen and pot-
ash worth 812.75. The-cow fnmmhead’our
tcns, contatning $14.00 worth of the lgune
clements, These figures show the impor-
tance of saving all the ligid: manure poeai-
ble, even if only one half of the whole
quantity be voided at the stables., If; two
horses and ten cows are ket the llqnul
minure they would make, provided it
could all be saved, would bs wortia §165.50
or cnough to buy about four tons of gord
phosphate. If but one-half of it is vojded
in the barp, and the half of that is wasted
£r the lack of absorbonts, or washed away

by rains, it would requirc a ton of phos-
phate to replaco the Joss,

I it will pay to build a silo for a herd
of ten cows, will it not pay to build a
cistorn to hold the liquid manure of the
same number of aulmslal 1If dry earth or
peat bo used as absorbonts it would require
at least its own weight in the absorbont,
Would it not be easier to pump out and
spread forty tons of liquid, thau to draw
in forty tons of dry carth and draw out
eighty tons thus saturated with moisture?
These are practical questions for ‘the con-.

j | sideration of the farmers, and wirthy of

their study.

If such a cistern were built, would it not
pay to allow soapsuds and all waste water
from the house to run into it, thus saving
whatever of fertilizing value may be in
them, and at the samo time disposing of a
material which is too often a nuisance
about the house, and which, in a fow years,
may 50 saturato the ground near where the
sink plpea discharge as to drain back into
tho well and pollute the water supply of the
bouss? Such a dilution of the liquid
from tho stables would only better fiv it
for application to the soil,

Ol1L:NU WAGGON WHEKLS.

A well-made wheel will endure constant
wear from ter .0 twenty-five years, if care
17 caken to use the right kind and proper
amoutt of grease, but if this matter is not
attended to it will be used vp in fiveor six
years, [Lard should uever be used on a
wagon, for it will penctrate the hub and
work its way out around the tenons of the
spokes and wheel. Tallow is the best lu-
bricator for wooden trees and castor oil for
iron hubs, but many of the present axle
greases are also excellent ; and have the
merit of beipg cheaper and “asiecr to
bandle. Just grease enough “hou . be ap-
plied to.the spindle of a wagyon to give it
a thin coating, This is better than more,
for the surplus put on will work out at
the ends, and be forced by the shoulder
bands and nut washer into the hub around
the outside of the boxes. To oil an iron
axle tree, first wipe the spindle clean with
a piece of clotb wet with spirits of tur-
pentine, and then apply a few drops of
castor oil near tho shoulder andend. One
teaspoonful is sufficient for the whole,

BARNYARD MANURE,

The question of barnyard manure is
overy day growing a more important one.
As tho natural fertility of the soil lessens
from constant cropping, we are compelled
to look about for means of reatoration,
and hence there never was a time when
the coutents of the barnyard received more
catefui attention than now. And justly
too.; for if we would be saccessful farmers
we musi uvnderstand the chemistry and
economy of manures in relation to their
action on the soils. From the lengthy re-
port of Dr, Voelker, a most eininent and
reliable authority, we glean the facts given
below :

L. The soluble parts of manure are much
the most valuable, therofore it is import-
snt t0 saveo. the urine, and to keep the
manure protected from the rain. Manwe
thrown out and exposed to the rain be-
comes just as worthless s wood ashes thus
exposed.

2, Farm.yard manuro, in its fresh state,
contains soluble phosphates of limo, in-
soluble nitroger, and buta small propor-
tion of freo ammonia.

3. The urine of horses, cows and hogs,
does not contain any considerable amount

of phosphato of lime, but this is largely
contrined in tho drainage of dung heaps,
which are more valuable than urine.

4. Thoe most ciiectual manner of pre-
venting loss in fertilizing matter, when nov
composted, i3 to cast the manure dircetly
on tho field, whenever circumstances
will permit. On all soils with a moderate
proportion of <lay, thero is no waste if the
manure is not ploughed in at once. In.
deed,it is maintaineq by somo that it 1 the
beat to permit manura to lio on the sur.
face and allow the zain to wash 1t nto the
soil. In tho caso of dry soils it may bo
ovonly spread, and allowed to remain for
montbs without appreciable loss ; but, vn
light, sandy soilg, it is best to manure with
well fermented dung shortly bzfore the
crop is put in,

Well rotted dung contains & very much
larger proportion of solubie organic aud
saline mineral matters, than fresh dung.
It is also richer in nitrogen, and, wuight
for weight is more valuable,

During fermentation dung gives off or-
ganic matter in a gaseous form ; but if
proporly handled there is no great loss of
nitrogen. Organic acids are always form-
ed and gypsum is dovoloped, These fix,
or hold the amizonia as fast as it 18 gener-
ated, While fermenting, the phosphate of
lime ~hich it contains is more soluble
than when the manure is fresh. Am.
monia is given ¢ff in the interior of the
fermenting heap, but is arrested by the
organic acide, and the gypsum ia the cold-
er externnl layers, Turning heaps over,
therefors, occasions loss, though some
think otberwise,

LIVE.FOREVER,

Most of our gardens bave a bunch of
live-forever and there it is caltivated for
its beauty and the curinsity which is at-
tached to it by its great temacity to lfe,
In some parts of the United States it is be-
coming a great pest, and isreported by the
American  Agriculturist to be on the in.
crease. It ought to be attended to by our
Canadian farmers that it does not become
a nuisance in their gardens and ficlds. Its
character certainly would make it a formid-
able weed since it can find nourishment in
a crack in a board or on the roof, only a
littlo less readily than in a good rich soil,
We can remember when we wero boys at
home putting stalks of live-forever in
places of the kind and finding them after-
wards growing quite thriftily.  Better
drive the live-foraver out now and not let
it get established in the gardens and ficlds.

THRE TURNIP FLY.

The wavy-striped Flea-beetle, or  Tar-
nip Fly,” (Hallica striolata),is a great pest
to young turnips when first bLreaking
through the soil. If the young secedlings
can be protected at this time nutil a few
leaves form, they usually neced no further
care, Ono of the beit preventatives is to
have the soil rick and well prepared, that
the crop may push forward rapidly. Some
turnip growers have found it profitable to
employ boys with bags attached to curved
forked sticks, which arc run astride the
rows of yoang plante. The beetles, when
thus disturbed, jump into the bag and are
afterwards destroyed. A common applica-
tion is equal parts of wood ashes aud land
plaster, entirely covering the young turnip
leaves, Finely powdared air-slaked lime
may be dusted on with a bottle-shaped
tin dish, having holes in tho bottom, and a
wooden handle in the top.

CALVAGHES,

It is not too late now to plant cabbages
for fall or wiliter cating. 1tis acrop that
will pay. If it cinnot bo sold it can bo
fed to the cattle, the eheep or tbe hogs.

Seleet an largo varicties as you can, and
plant as carly as convenient. Plant in
rows three feet apart ; this will admit the
use of a hoo or a cultivator,

It ix not a great deal of trouble to plant
an acro of cabbago if it is gono about
properlv.  Have tholaud marked as you
would forcorn, aud have & plant dropped
in every bill and planted there,

TUINNING FRUITS,

Alniost every expetienced fruit-grower
witl convede the capediency of thomag
most kinds of fraits, will adomut that it
makes larger, fairer, better, more salable
fruit, that it cven inereases the bulk of
fruit that o tree wall yield, and yet, we
doubt whether one practical fruit grower
in & hundred practices it thoroughly. In
the following, by Mr. J. B, Rogers, of
Milburn, N. J., conttibuted to the dmeri-
cant Garden, we have the arguments Ion fa-
vor of the p ractice well stated:

Man, as a general rule, is avaricious,
In thy pursuit of gain he overtaxes his
physical’ powers, and caly death s the
result. He plaots a teee or bush, excites
by stemulating manures ity fruiting eapa-
city to the highest degree, and in his eag-
erness for abundant crops causes weak-
ness and an early death,

Nature perpetuates alt fruit by the pro-
duction of seeds.  The maturing of these
makes the heaviest drain on the vital cn-
crgics of the fruit. ‘Thinoing fruits les-
scus th number of frail to by ripened by
atree, and therefore fucreases its vigor.
Judicious thinning 1mproves the quality,
quantity and gencral appearance.

Puaches should not be allowed to be
nearer cachh other on a tree than four
jnches, and will then, as a rule, produce
more in quantity than when nearer.
Grapes, left to  themselves, sot many
hunchies of small siz2, having many green
terries, ripening unevenly, remove the

sreater  part, and you will be
rewarded.  ‘The tendency of the
Bartlett  Pear 18 to  over-production,

Thin severely while the fruit is quite
small  Repeat the sune operation when
the pear has made about half of its rapid
growth toward maturity = Ripen these
with care, and the result will be Bartletts
in perfection, and a week or ten days
carlier than those picked at the usuat
time. ‘L' Iack in size is more than com-
pensated for in quality. Plums, if not
attacked by the curculio, must be thinned
by band. Thinning apples acts benefici-
ally, and has ateondency to promote an an-
nual crop of fruit. Pick part of the crop
of currunts from cach bush while green,
for use, and mark the result. Goose-
berries being used generally before ripe,
are not as exhausting upon the bushes as
other small fruts,

Thinoing of fruits isalsoa great pro-
tection agamst disease of the tree and
fruit . it increases the vigor and health of
the plant or tree, adding size and color to
the fruit, imparting increased flaycr,
thereby gratitying the palate and pleasing
the oye.

‘The demand for strictly prime fruit 1s
much gredter than the supply, and those
who produce the heat aro nlwoys sure of ’
obtaiving the best prices. .

THIC DAIRY INTEKREST IN FUROPK.

James Long gives the following intercat-
ing statement In regard to the number of
mileh cows, including those in milk or
thoso coming in as per the official reports;
aud institutes some comparison between
home and factory operations. They will
bo fonud interesting to tho readers of the
Fanuer, “Eogland and Wales have 1,-
010,000 such cows ; Ireland 1,400,000, and
Scotland 385,000, [Total in Great Dritain
3,705,000.] TFranco bas 74 willious ; Swe.
den 14 millions ; Holland 1.million ; Den.
matk nearly one million ; Norway § mil-
tion, Great Rritain bas only one cow to
about twelve cultivated acres ; Norway
has } to 4 ecres. Sweden about 1 to 8
acres ; Denmark 1 to 9} acres ; Germany
1 to 10, althongh she has nearly twico as
many cultivated acres as Eogland. Bolgi-
um 1 to Lbtween 7 and 8 acres, whilo even
Frauce, the land of the vine, is about cqual
with Great Britain,

‘Now 1t will naturally bo asked how
the profits under one system compares with
those of tho other 7 I will give somo data
a3 to that, but first let me remark that 1
advocats the factory system, chicfly as a
means of encouraging the farmer to pro.
duco milk, which he certainly will not do
under present circumstances if he has to
stand the rieks of the trade in large cities,
or to devote most of his trme and that of
his family to the manufacturc of butter
and cheese. With a factory at hand, gocd
prices, ittle troublo and a regular monthly
cash check, the whole thing looks different.
and I confess I know many instances in
my own country where it would be gladly
welcomed, Now, first of all, I will mako a
comparison between a butter dairy farm,
and a butter factory, both of which actu.
ally exist in Eogland. The farmer makes
from 60 lbe. to 100 1bs, of butter per
week, and his prices aro from 24 to 39 cte.
in summer, and sometimes 32 cents 1n
winter. He can not obtain a realy sale
for fresh butter, and eo he pots it and sells
it to a dealer, 26 cts. a pound being a fair
average price, as it i3 in most districls
which are not near large centres of popu.
lation, To make a fair comparizon, I
am obliged te assume that his milk is of
the usual farm quality, and that each
pound of butter1s obtained from twelve
auarts. At this rate, bis milk eentinto
the factory would yicld 16 cents a gallon,
or about 450 per week, while the same
quantity converted into butter by him.
self would produce only about $28 30,
minus the ekm milk and buttermilk,
while 2ll labor would be dispenscd with,”

SHE EICEKED NO MORE.

We are 1 receipt of a letter froma
correspondent in one of the eastern districts
who claims to have a never-failing method
of putting an.end to kicking in dairy cows.
He says that his method is better than all
the halters, chaing, etc.,, which can bo car-
ried into a barnyard, and says that ho has
tried it without fail dozens of times,

When you start to milk if the cow le-
Rins to kick just catch her leg and hold it
until a companion milks her. She will
then, our correspondent claims, know what
bher log i3 kopt held up for,whoreas if.she
ki ks and is tied up a querter of an hour
afterwards sho has no knowledge what she
ig tied for, YWe have no doubt whatever
that our friends has succeeded with the
plain, but the objection to it in our mind
ig tho “holding up process,” We just im-

agino ourselves and our batter half attend-
ing to our “Molly” theso hot days in such
a way as our friend suggests, Woare con-
vinced that we stould be constrained t)
recommend another method of curing a
kicking cow, vz , shooting her. However,
Yaying such jocular strains aside, thera is
no doubt that tha plan recommerded by
our correapondent will provo effecdve, and
those troubled with kicking cows ought to
iry it. But the beat plan, in our opinion,
to curo Kickiog cows is to have no kicking
calves, Care, Xxindness, humanity and
gentility in the rearing of calves generally
gets the daicy rld of kicking cows.

SEASONABLE NOTEN ON HORTICUL-
TURE,

Qurrant Culturo for Profit,

BY LINUS WOLVERTON, 3. A., GRIMSBY,

Currant bushes are usuull.y tho most ne-
glected plants in tho farmer's garden ;
they are often allowed to become grass-
bound along the fence whero it is impossi-
ble to cultivate them except by hand ; and
bacause they will endure much neglect,
they regeivo it unmercifully, The old Red
Dutch too, is the kind commonly grown,
a good bearer, it is true, but too small,
giving endless trouble in sternming, and its
berrics grow on the atem so near the wood
that they cannot Le gathered without being
smashed. Undersuch circumstances it is
no wonder that people should say that
“there is no profit in currant culture.”

Having bad considerable experience in
growiag currants for market, we beg to
differ from the above statement, and call
attention to the following conditions of
success under three heads, viz: — (1)
Kinds ; (2) Culturs ; (3) Treatment of in-
sect enemies.

Kinds:—Of these there are two classes,
1st., black ; 2ud., red and white. The only
accessible kinds of black currants worth
growing for market are the Black Naples
aud Lee's Prolific. Tha old Black English
with its three or four berries on & stem, is
almost wortbless. A new kind is biing
introduced in Eugland, called the Black
Champion, said to excel any other, but we
have to be careful about new varieties of
any fruit.

Many people think that because black
currants sell at a bigher price in the mar-
ket than Red currants, that they are there-
fore more profitable ; but thisis a mistake
in most instances, The difficulty is to
make them bear. ‘Lo succeed in this, they
need a rich, heavy soil, and good cultiva-
tion ; and to bo planted about threo feet
apart in xows five or six feet apart. Under
such conditions good returns may be ex-
pected.

The most profitable Red currant is the
Red Cherry; though some claim LaVersaill-
aise is equally good. It does not fruitas
abundantly as eome kinds, but we are not
always advocating thinning for larger and
finer fruit, and here we have just the reali-
zation of our wishes, The new currant,
80 much “cracked up,” of late, v1z : Fay’s
Prolific may be tettex than the Cherry.
Certainly its bunches are longer and it is
wonderfully thrifty and promises to be en-
ormously produactive, but if itis smaller,
then thecharm is goue.

White currants are a failure for profit,
The usagl report from commission men
is “Don’t rend any more white currants,”
and the prices of them aro most unsatis-

factory. The White Graps is the most

commendable aud 13 quite desitalle for!
homo use, because it i lewacid than the |

Cv’ture:—Careful cultivation of the cur- |
rent bushes is judizpeneibis to sucees.

most favored, but since the stems are suh-
Ject tonjunies by meeety, and otherwise
it is now rccomaended by ruany to en-
courage the growth of a number of young
suckers and thus prolong the lifo of the
‘oushes,

Inscel Enemics:—Of theso thero are at
least a dozen; too many to be treated of 1n
a brief article hko this, We will <imply
call attention to the most common and
destructive ove, viz. the imported Saw-tly
(Nematus Ventowssvg) which from being
very rare in Canada ten years ago, way
now be found in almost everv garden.

Early in the season haud-
picking may be a suflicient remedy, butit
is now too late for that, fur the werms
have tcattered throughout the bushes,
The most ¢llicient means now of riddieg
the garden of them is the use of puwder.
hellebore. It should be mixed with water,
an ource to a pailful, and the bushes
showered from a wateringcan*  This ope-
ration will need repeating occasionally
throught the scasun to ensure the growth
of the fruit, and the preservation of the
bushes. Farther notes on the currant or
hints how to market it may follow at
gome future time.

It is noticeable that within the paat
two or three years a now and valu.
able industry laa arisen in Canada, W
rofer to the businces of fruit ovaporatingy
now extousively carried on in sowne parts
of the Dominion, aud likely to Lo en.
gaged in much -uore extensively in the
very near future. This now means of
fruic preservation has, whilst affording an
uncqualled means of keoping fruit for
tablo use, proven to be & very profitablo
occupation, So much so Indood, that
those who have thus far investol their
money in it are perfectly willing aud an-
xious to invest more in tho same businese,
We know of no recently opened up indus.
try which promises to be a greater source
of profit to our agriculturists than this one.
We nced say scarcely anything as to tho
manper in which the evaporation system
dous its work. All who bava tasted evap.
orated fruit, and compared it with the
dried article, are witneases of the superior-
ity of the new over the old process. Thers
can be little doubt that the introduction of
tho aevaporator process will introduce &
new era in fruit raising. This branchof
farming has, with fow excoptions, been
largely neglected throughout the country,
This is the more to be regrotted, because
the provinces--Ontario more especially—
aroin many ways adapted for fruit raisiog,
and the fruits which we nro enabled to
raiso are much more valuable in the mar.
kots of the world tham those of tropical
climes. Every pound of our evaporated
apples is worth fully in Csnadian roarkets
two pounds of the tropical dried fruits
and evaporated peaches have a value,
thren or four times ns great as figs, dates,
rafsing, prunes, ete, In other words our
fruit is immraengely valuable, and should be
looked at as of worth the same degree of
importance as any other of ourown princi-
pal products. Az such, it demands the
careful atteuticn of every fermer. There
should be more fruit raised, and no matter
how much there i3 raised, there need be no
foar that it will be a drug on the market.
The world is open for Canadian fruits,and
the evaporation process supplies a means by
which all that cannot be handled frofitably
in the fresh state can be kept from spoil-
ivg, to be disposed of at the very best ad-
vantage. Heretofore a large amount of
fruit, especially apples, bas gone to wasto
during the summer and fall seasons, 'This
need not be any more. It car all be saved
by using evaporators. The system of
ovaporating fruit has wmapy different
points of excellence, but the principal
points in its favor are the speed with
which it can be done, and the excellonce of
the flavor of the fruit thus prepared. The
flavors aro indeed tho very natural flavor,
and it would be difficult for an expert to
tell any difference between fresh peaches
stowed, and evaporated pincles properly
goaked and stewed. Just g5 18 it with the
balance of the fruits, The pricess of
evaporation is nothinz more than subject-
ing cut fruits to dry hot currents of air,
thus drying the strface quickly. It
presents no ditcoloration, and forms an
artificial skin or cuticle, and seals the cells
containing acid aund starch which yield
glucose or fruit sugar. Machinery in
aburdance can be had for the process, and

thero are evaporators made having a capa-
city of from 3 bushels to 150 bushelsin &
day. Every farmer ought to have an
ovaporator for use at home. Be would
find it to pay for itsel{ s bundred times

| every year.

A SAD ACCIDENT.

Wo do not nim at making the Canapian
Fariten a nows lotter to its readors, sinco
numerous other ably conducted newapa-
pers do that duty well, but a reference to
a torriblo acctdent which has just happened
within sight of our of'ico of publication,
will not, we are confident, be cousidered
out of place.

Oa Sunday morning Inst, Welland was
tho sceno of one of those terrible railway
accidents, which aro now becoming so fre.
queat on our principal lines of railway,
Two traius going very nearly at full specd
collided not twenty foet from tho depot,
and as a result two men wore killed and two
wounded, The shotk of the collision was
hoard almost all over the place, it waking
many from their slumbers, The news
spread rapidly, and ina very short timc
the townspeople, among the number not a
few kind ladics, were o2 hand. to render all
the asistance in their power. Wo were
thero ourselves fiu the practice of our old
profession, eundeavoring to do something
for the wounded, and rome most heart-
rending sights met our cyes. Justas wo
reached tho spot one poor fellow had been
taken from the wreck dead, aud was being
borne away with tender bands, Another
almost dead was & moment afterwards
taken into the waiting-room—it was
supposed to quietly die. 1In a little while,
however, heshowed signs of recovery,and is
now it is thought vut of" danger. 'o s
house just near the track hac becu taken
another of the injured  1I‘s hmbs was all
but scvered just above the kaee, and it
was evident he could survive but very few
moments. Xle talked fondly of his
widowed motber, and was remaakably
brave. Death relieved him, for in a few
moments his spirit took its flight, An-
othicr one of the train bauds was injured in
the foot, but not severely. 'f'he cars were
piled on top of one another, and presented
a wild looking sight, .\ pumber of them
were smashed to fragments.  Onc of the
engines were literally broicen to pieces, the
other was badly injured. ‘T'he accident
has east & gloom over the place, and will
brivg sadpess, no doubt, to & number of
hearts.

THE MAPLE BORER AGAIN.

Mi. Wm. Saunders, the eminent Can-
adian naturalist, has again given the note
of warning sgainst the maple borers. Last
year ho announced their presence and re.
comm;nded prompt action and as a resule
little harm was done, e now states that
ho bas examined some bundreds of trces
and found the borer present in quits a
number, especially in parts where the batk
has been rubbed. Mr. Sauuders recom-
monds as treatment that the treesbe wash-
ed with a mixture described in bis own
languaga as follows :

“The mixture to bo applied to the trees
may be made either from common hard or
soft sosp melted and diluted to the coneis-
tence of paint, with a slrong solution of
washing soda dissolved in water aed ap-
plicd to the bark with a brusb. The ap-
plication thould be mado on a dry day,
when the soap will soon barden aud form
a coating which rain will not easily wash
off.

CURK ¥OR BLOAT.

Ep, CavapiaN FarMER.—A couple of
weeks ago [ noticed in your columns a
couple of articles upon bloatin cattle, and
its provention and cure.  Some time ago
I -vas unfortunate cnough to lose a couple
of cattle by this means, having turned
them into a clover patch after their re.
ceiving nothing but dry hay. Naturally,
after I had expericuce, I inquired very
carefully into the cause and enis of bloat,
and I think I can nqQw provoatilas well
as relieve, if it should be brought on. The
cause is the formation of & large amount
of gas in tho stomach and intestines, to
which there is given no escape. To preg-
veny this I amn careiul to prepare my cows
to go on grasi by feeding them soft food
mixed with the dry for a week or so be-
fore puttiog them to pasture. I havo
tried tho following cure a dozen of times,
and never saw it fail. Take a piece of
chalk about as large as & hen’s egg, break
it into a powder, and then mix it witha
quart of strong cider vinegar, In abience
of vinegar, pour boiling water over tho
chalk and give the mixturo to the avimal
when quite warm. This mixture will also
relieve colic iu a horse very quickly. 1
have tried this remedy enodgh to know
that it is a good one, and 1t may be of use
to your readers. A. Crrws,

WRIT SPEOKS.

Ep. Cavap1aN FarMeER.—A little while
ago some of your correspondents discussed
tbe causo of whito specksin butter. and
how to get rid of them. I do not have
them, and I make a large amount of but-
ter, I think that the main pointin pre.
venting themis to observe the following
rules which should be hung up in overy
dairy :

1, Have cream crocks well ecalded.

8, Always cool the milk hefore pucting
in the crocks,

3. Nover put cold and warm wilk to-
gother.

4. Keep tho milk in such a temperaturo
that it will thicken elowly.

G, Churn at tho proper temporature, not
having the butter scalded.

6, When the butter is done put it
at once in a well.coeled buttex bowl,

7. Wash all the milk out of it thorough-
Iy.

By observing theze rules you won’t
bave any white specks or many other im-

POULTRY,

ROUP, .

Roup is one-of the yaganest poultry di:-
orders tha breeder had=4 combat, aud it
requires prompt attention and immediate
removal of the afllicted birda from the flock
of breeding birds, else the entire flock will
soon be contaminated, the disorder being
spread through the flock through the
medium of the drinking water, Where
there is running water through the poultry
yard, this dez.ex of infection is limited to
the minimum.

Roup is indicated by a thick dischargo
from the nose and watering of tho eyes.
The eyes ecome swollen, and,as tke diseace
progresses, the eyes become entirely clozed.
As this dwisease comes from continued ex-
posure to wet and dampnesy and is a
gevere form of catarrh or cold, preventa-
tives should bo taken, In most cases the
diseaso will run its course in & week or ten
days, and under favorable conditions will
not prove fatal. The birds should, hosw-
over, be separated from the rest, and the
beaks and eyes carefoily washed with warm
water and then dried, aud after wbich a
misture of laudanum and lead water is
used for anointing the eyes, Tho mouth
and tongue, in severs cases, should he
cleaned. * Douglass mixture ” should be
used in the drinking water, and the birds
should be fed sparingly on moist food.
Exercise can be allowed, and some little
green food,

WYXANDOTS.

This new breed, formerly known as the
Sea Brights, has 50 many good points to
vecommend them, both to the fancier and
farmer, that they suxely will become very
popular. Their plumago is wkite, heavily
laced with black, tho tall alonoe being solid
black; the lacing on the breast being
peculiarly handsome. They have a small
xose comb, close-fi'ting; face and ear.lobes
bright red. Their legs are freo from
feathors and are of a rich, yellow color.
In shapo thoy bear more reromblance to the
Dorkings thau asy other breed. Hens
weigh 8 to 9 pounds, cocks 9 to 10 pounds,
-when full grown. . They are very hardy,
‘matute early, and are ready to market at
-any ege. Their flesh iz very fine flivored
and close grained, whicl, with their yellow
skin, model shape and fine, plump sppear-
auce, particularly adapts them for marizet,

HOW TO KEEP EGGS.
13278 may Le kept from late summer or
autumn well into winter, or oven spring,

| but it is next to impostible to deceive the

dealers, and very few consumers are do-
ceived by tLem. “Limed cggs have their
regular market quotations throughout the
winter, and usually sell at ono quarter to
onc-eixth less than fresh ones, Thoy aro
limed by packing them into barrels or
amaller casks, point down, aud pouring on
them the water from limo slacked with
brine, to a thin milky comistency, using
just enough to cover the eggs sn that the
next layer can bo cor.veniently placed up.
on theee, and then more lime-water added.
When the cask is full, the eggs must be
covered with a cloth and this epread over
thickly witk the pasty lime, then, if the
water evaporates, or if the pasty limo cakes
and sracks, more water must be added. It
is essentinl that the eggs should be perfect.
ly fresh, clean, and sweet when packed, or
tho whole lot w1l go wrong. Thers is pro-
bably no better way of keeping eggs for
market than thia, For family uso .hey
may be greased, dipped in hot parafine
wax, tcalded, and perhaps preservid in
other waya. Tho lime and salt liguid im-
pa- no flavor, and docs not deface the
epg, which, when offered for sale, hasa
slight chalky eppearance foreign to and
distinguishes it from a fresh lad egg.

RAISING CH10KENS,

Do not be in a burry to iavest in incu-
batore, if you are a farwer, and bave any-
thing else to do besides lookiug after the
pdultry yard. The wooden incubators
are well enough for men who have plenty
of money, and make the raising of ctickens
a specialty, A pood many thinge about
incubators are not yet proved, and a farm-
er who brs bis bread to earn, can afford to
wait a little longer, and use the original
method for batchiog and raising chickene,
The henis good for a dozen eggg, and, if
left to lier own selection of nest is pretty
sure to hatch them if they are fertilized.
You may protect her against vermin, but
she covets privacy and desices to be left
alone. When her brood is off she needs a
little help, a coop for shelter, and regular
feeding with 2 mited diet of animal and
vegetable food, aud water or milk to drink
—the latter if you can get it. Nothing is
better than milk for the fowls, The
young chicks will help, rather than hinder
in the garden, until they are a month or
six weeks old. They will dettroy a multi.
tude of insects, and thriveon them. The
early hatched chickens ar& best for layers,
but late summer is quite as good for
broilere. They never come amiss at any
time on thq farm.

ATTEND TO THE NESTS.

While there ara mavy poultty breeders,
as well as farmers, who raise fowls in large
numbers, who reguniarly clean out *heir
fowl houses, removing und carcfully
housing the droppings thus obtainad, tho
number of persons who pay the proper
attention to tho nests and nesting boxes is
very limited, It seemns that a majority of
fow! raisers have an idea that a nest is good
enough for a year’s hard scrvice, when

once properly made, no matter how ninuy
times a brood of youug cbicks has been
hatcied 10 i, or how many «Imes laying
hens have visited it on business, Butit isan
absolute necessity that uests ave kept clean
nod well supplied with fresh hyy, straw or
other good nesting waterial, aud all good
ponitry ULrecdera recognize it as such,
Thoso who complaln of getting few ecgys

‘| are usually the ones wlo do not supply

their hens wihth plenty of good. and cleau
nests for them to Iay theireggs in, leaving
tho fowl to find places to Iay wherever
they can.  The result is, that only pars of
thie cggs are found, the remuinder going to
sustain aod fatten rats and other pests
which are always found under nod around
farm buildings, especially old ones.

We have found that the best placo to
locate the nests, so s to afford always the
surest preventive agamst tho heus cating
their eges (us somo kinds feequently wi'l),
is somowhero in the dark or in the darkest
and most secluded part of tue fowl-house.
1f the hien that is disposed to destroy her
o v vggs cannot sce them after laying,she
shortly gets cured of this habit. This 1s
oue advantage in the sccretly arranged
nest.

It is quito immaterial how the nests is
thus durkened. .\ narrow covered passage
leading to the nest, may be so arranged,so
thrt the hens will have to pass through this
to lny at the other end of it. Ialf-barrels
or cracker-kegs may be laid oun their sides,
and turned towards a plank wall, leaving
only room between the open end of the
kegs or barrels, a~d the partition for the
layer to creep into tus relired spot.  They
will quickly get accustomed to any place
thus piepared for their convenience, and
will lay their eggs very regularly in such
dark places. ‘U'hie very best kiod of nests,
however puilt, are secluded, retired, and
quite dark in thegggerior.
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COLONEL BRIGHAM'S I'ICNIC aD-
DRKYS,

At the Port Stauley picuic the finst
speaker was the well-known (* ), Biigham,
¢x-Sepator of Ohio.

He began by aliuding to the fraternal
rolations that had formerly cxisted between
Canada and the Umted States, aud to the
fact that while the day was unfavoratleto
the picnic it was bighly favorable to the
crops and would therefore be a blessing to
the farm(ra of the countsy. Ile spoke of
the importaunce of agriculture, the fuunda.
tion upoen which cvery thing must rest, aud
instanced the condition of the barvests in
the several years as guiding the operativus
of spcculators and business men.  He ad-
vocsted the protection and carcful foster.
ing ol agriculture, and asked who was to
do this, claimiog that for the accomplish-
ment of this farmers themsclves must do the
work, and tho question for farmers 1o con-
sider was how thoy were to accomplish it
He maintaived that by organization and by
training children properly the intercsts of
the farm could best be advanced. In
upion was strength aud by uniting they
could stand shoulder to aboulder, and
carry forward their interests to success.
In almost every busincss and profession
there was organization, and he asked how
could farmers cope with thew without an

¢ | mente,

organiztion equally strong. e referred
to the benefits acerning from organization
in a financiel, buiness and eocial acnse, as
hown in all profestlons, and especially in
mannfacturing industriee. 1o said when
man cam= i1 to the world ke met with as.
socialivns and tchedules; they followed
him through life and even when he passed
to that bourse whete all must answer on
their record the fuueral directors’ organ-
izalim followed him. Laking thisin view
ther, he asked what fatners could do
without orgwization of sonwe sort. He
depicted what would te the -esult when
farmers met togother,and asked where was
the eartbly power that could cope with the
tarmiers when thoroughly organized, meet-
ing together, discussing intelligently and
knowing what to do, Farmers must
organize and then they could have their
proper place, gain tbeir rights and protect
thum-clves aud the people Jrom robbery
even by any organized power. The
manufacturcrs orga. izsd pools, not gaing
by the law of supply or demand—thoy say
pay us our price or go without our imrle.
1f firmers would organize and say
these prices are arbitrary they could re-

k| duce the price. 1f the farmers held out
p | for a y car or two these men would be glad
¥

to compromise, All wish«d to advance
their prices and be had no doubt if the
farmers here could do so they would ad-
vaLce the price of wheat (laughter) aud all
were apt to do thia if they had the power.
But farmers could not do this, and let them
see tu it that no other branch of orgavizi-
tion could fix ardatrary prices. Me re-
verted to the fact that farmers are produe.
ing the wealth of thecountry aud if they
canuot ¢pjHy some of the fruits of it there
is something wrong. He next directed at-
tention to the question of taxationand ex-
pressed his belief that in Ontario asin Ohio
the farmers bear more than their just pro-
portion of the taxes. Farmers could not
hide their broad acres, their cattle or
sheep—they wero visible, but he asked did
the as ewsors find the whole of the property,
and he thowed him how the merchants
and others escaped their just dues by hid-
g their property, evading the assessor,
aud reducing the valuation. lie asked
bow farmers could protect themselves in
this matte. without meeting together to
discus the questionand protect themselves.
e spuke of the large public expenditura
aud coiraiptitn and eaid that the farmere
were to blame fur this, which showed the
uvcessity of educating the farmers and
their meeting togethir.  There was need
»f a chango in the representation, for all
classes should be represented, and the
overshadowing interest of agriculture was
scarceiy represeuted at all. The farmers
should sce to it that they wero properly
represcnted by men directly connected
with agriculture, for if they did not pro-
tect themsclves no one wovld, He re.
verted lo the ratlway question, deprecating
the discrimination and extorlion practiced
by the 1ailway companies in desling with
farmers and the public, illustratiog the
robbery of the farner as similar to the bees
who, after gathering a stock « boney have
it taken away by the bee-keoncr, but are
glad "u bave the hive and foundation left
to them. Mo apoke of bow in a good
harvest tho frcight rates were advaunced
and how a9 lung as there were nocommon
intereat. and no union amongst the farm.
crs this extortion would continue. Heo
atked who were to blame for this, and
claimed that the legislaturo should regulato,

tho yuices, and if they did not do 30 others

should be put in their places who would
do so. Ho believed railways are of the
greatest blessing as long as they performed
the duties for which they were constructed,
but.when they ueed their powsr for ex-
tortion the farmers mustsuffer, (Io main.
tained that whon farmers were educated
to understand their own interests thoy
would march to the ballot armed with a
freeman’s greatest privilege, and by votiong
to protect the peoplo could control oven
the giant railway corporations, Ile con-
demned the accoptance by representatives
of passes or auy favor from railway or
other corporations. Just as loug as the
legislators went along with these favors
they would vote against the farmers, and it
must be stopped. He referred to the work
of education and improvement that would
be accomplhished by meeting togother, dis.
cussing matters, exerci-ing intelligonce and
bringing farmers away f{rom the hermit
life that tos maovy of them led, This
would do all good—the old, the young,
and give them a botthr knowledge, and
enable them more successfully to battle

wolcome, After partaking of lunch in
a large, airy tent belongiug to the institu-
tion, Mr. Millsand Prof. Brown in short:
addresses explained the objects and work--
ings of the College, The remaindor of the
day was spont in examiniog the buildings
and exporimental plots, end the farm
generally.
