Ead similar legislation
existed hore also, the unfortunates would
not have been shipped at aI], and thus the
country would have been freed from a
most undesirable clses of emigrant, filthy
in their habits, and only adapted ta the
rudest form of manuel labor. -

Nor is it against this foreign element
alone that ibis fori of legislation ls
necessary. No one who lias witnessed
the emigrants huddled together on the
wharves eau fail (o see that many of them
are of the professional pauper class, sent
out by vestries to relieve the drain upon
the parochial funds. Now that the United
States l sternly repressing pauper eni-
gration, Canada le the only point wliere
this class can he safely and cheaply
forwarded, as the high òost of passage ta
Australia and New Zealand effertually
prevents their deportation to those colo-
nies. Consequently we are now ta witness
a constant stream of emigrants of the
pauper, if not ta some extent of the crii-
inal class, poured inta this couintry for the
sake of liglitening the load in Britain.

This class of emigrant is of no more
value ta the country lie cones to than the
one he left. Either he is unfitted by age
or physical defects from earning his living
by honest labor, or else the canker of
professional pauperism lias sa bitten into
his moral character that the constant toil
necessary to make hie way in a new
country is altogether repellent ta hlim, and
lie thus becomes either an addition to our
criminal classes, or else joins the great and
continually increasing army of tramps
which now migrate constantly ta and fro
over this continent. The pauper children
forwarded ta this country by benevolent
homes are equally objectionable as citizens.
It is difficult ta believe that this class of
child is in reality either morally or phy-
sically healthy. In many cases they are
the offspring of diseased parents and carry
the lereditary taint of secrofula and other
kindred disordors in their blood, while, as
ta their moral standing;iteis impossible ta
believe that a child brouglit up from baby-
hood in an atmospbere o poverty and
crime can be converted into a desirable
emigrant by a few weeks residence in a
Home. The experience of all thinking
mon seems ta be that neither of these
classes je needed in this country, and that
their presence in our midst is a source if
weaknoes rather than of strength.

Under suci circumstances we cnnçt do
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better tian imitate tie action of tire
American people. The. two countries
exist under practically the same con-
ditions, and if the constant arrival of
pauper emigrants forried so intolerable an
evil to a powerfurl and wealthy people like
tire United States, it rnrst be.still more
eleterious to ourselves. IL now-remains

to grasp the nUttle boldly, and by initiating
similar legislation e that found necessary
across tire border, put at once a stop te
what le now beginninrg te lian cvil. If
the stearnshlip conpanries are coipelled to
returnr pauiper emnigrants at their own
expense, as they rre lin American ports,
very rprperwill bebrorightiere,but,
wille the present condition of affairs con-
tnues, all those emigranits whom the
steramsipr agents feel sure tie Anericanrs
vill refuse are sent urnesitatingly te
Canada; te starve or not as ve may decide.
The case of the destitute Poles le simply
at example of many others, and before
long the inrcreasinrg burden of these ieip-
lees strangers will make itsell se severuly
ftlt that Crnardians will insi t urpon some
measuire of a restrictive nature in simple
self-defence.

DIMnlIhUTIOi IN PROFiTS.
The prescrit period, although u pon the

wirle a fiirly prosperous one, is not
favorable to 1he rapid accumulation of
wolt ilin ei ther mercantile or' imranurfactur-
ing purrsurits. The volume, both of busi-
iess and production, le vastly irncreased,
but tire mrrargin of profit obtainable le
diminished to suich an extent as te
effectuarrlly ieutralize any benrefit to be de-
rived fromr the multiplication of transac-
tiens or the inrcreased output of
mirartnfracturies. With Ibut few exceptions
both trade and the industries are mich
less lucrative thanl tley were îir past years
when boti were conducted on a iuch
smaiirller scale, and this condition of afftirs
le apparntly moro likely to beconie
aîccnituitted in the future than to be irrm-
proved unrlvess the prosert conditions under
which wu do business unrdergo a radical
chnirîge. When, for xrnple, we leari that
ni crrtain udry goods house lin Torouto,
whoseo turnover ls about a million n yerar,
imnst seU rat least half ra million dollars
worth of goods before it rn begin to coint
upon any mrargin, we canr forri sonme idea
of the depth to which prlit have filC.

There
is an increase of $300,000 in . loans to
governlents, and of nearly an equal
amount ta municipal corporations. " Loans
to other corporations "-substantially dis-
counts-have increased $1,200,000, which
it is to be hoped, is not any indication of
over production. Public discounts are
almost stationary ; so are overdue notes. It
will b observed that the totals of both
assets and liabilities show an increase of
about $3,300,000.

SPRING rFANCiES.

At last we have promise of warmer
weather but so lingering, and backward
bas been the spring that it will take a
week of continuous warmth before we can
expect the public to take hold of summer
goods in earnest. Even the proxiuiity of
Queoîn's Birthday has notstimulated trade
to any great'extent, and, so far as cottons
are concerned, retail stocks are practically
unbroken. The spring rush, usually a
conspicuous feature of the week preceding
the 24th, is this year of very«mild propor-
tions, and there is general complaint that
tho cold, backward weather'wo have ex-
perienced will prove a surious detriment
o the dry goods trade.

Great diffrence of opinion exists as to
what will prove to be the favorite color in
this country. In the States heliotrope is
still well run on, as it is considered prefer.
'able to pinlc for street wvar; and for
costumes a very soft grayish shade of
green, very becoming to blondes, and
known as absinthe green, has taken ex-
'tremely well. Serpent green, madeira and
ioak-brown are alsoifashionable colors in
light, «soft woollen materials that have
sold well. These materials are made up
'with glacé surah shot vith two colors and
tmay be made into very elegant combina-
tions. The leading yellows are tuscan,
buttercup, primrose and' daffodil. In
pinks we have a nîew light shade called
Venus and periwinkle pink. In greens
thero is a bewildering variety of shades,
oaci having its own circle of admirers.
-Besides absinthe ive have a number of
resthetic, Florentine and bronze shades;
some, like grasshopper green, only fitted
for millinery purposes, and others suitable
for costumes also, such as the new willows
with yellow tinte, clear liglt Nile green"
and the dark moss, myrtie and Cypress
greens. In reds the only novclty is " rouge
sanglant," intended for use in combination
with serpent green, and "Khedive," a dark
cardinal. In violets, the rosy pink shade
called " Wisteria," is the only one really
fashionable.

In new French flowers we find many
stalks, long stems, grasses and sprays used
for massing with flowers li high montures
to give the effeet of aigrettes. A feature of
new flower trimmed hats is the manner
in which lve or six different flowers are
put together. La'burnum and lilac, daffo-
dils and wall flowers, clover, poppies.
daisies and buttercups are all put togeth.or
on the one bat; and in one art bonnet a
bouquet of fox-gloves, ferns and dandelions
gave a very pleasing effect. Where gar-
lands are preferred, long wreaths and
chaplets of English and Ainerican ivy or
wild mountain vines, or even white and
pink roses may be used, and erns, wheat
oat', barley and rye, in green and'broiva
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colorings, are very effective as back
grounds to the brighter flowers.

Tie large Directoire bat, witl its pro-
truding front, is steadily becoming more
fashionable, and for those who love to go
to extremes there is tite Spanish « poke,"
in the saine style, which closely resembles
the scoop shape worn by the Salvation
Arny. TIe projecting brim le iined with
velvet and requires a quantity of frizzed
hair to 1ill in its penthouse front, but it
formts an admirable shade for the eyes,
althougli is la impossible to wear a veil
with it. Outside it is trimmed wvitlh large
loops of ribbon starting fron the centre of
the crown and falling forward. The new
black lace lats 'with a proinlent brin in
front and noue at the baîck, are very be-
coming, and are trimimed preferably withl
masses of margurites in the frotl, only.

New bonnets are really very pretty and
coquettishi. Tho airy sprays of flowers and
grasses springing from tieir sides gives
thon a peculiarly lighlt and graceful ap-
poarance. One Parisian s:unple had a
singularly iridescent effect. IL was com-
posed of black tulle, the crown veiled with
long dark green g'rasses blending 'with a
buncht of dark blie scabions and mignon-
ette springing up fron the back and laid
along the top Co trima Ute front. The brim
was covered vwith a fulled edging of fawn
lisse eniroidered wih tinsel. A silvor
gray bonnot., comuposed entirely of faille
ribbon with Lwo aide wings of-oxydiscd
silver, would have been very pretty had it
not been spoiled for nost. ladies' taste by
the sprig of green lime leaves whlici orna-

nuiited it being coverod witl hideotsly
roalistic earth beetles. Tt vas certainily
very pretty, but te beetles weresuflicient-
ly life-like to mtake a sensitivo person
shuddor.

'TH1E HARB1IIOR REPORT.

The imlore salient fentures of the report
of ite Montretal Htarbor Comnmissioners,
and the most important items of the
receipts and disbursements, have already
bee commniented ci lit our articles upoi the
subject of tho clinnel debt. It is there-
fore ojly noccssary to mention lhere that
the total receipts of lte Ilarbor Trust for
the year ended on the 318st Decomber last
amnounted to $656,575, and Chat the dis-
bursements were $831,700; thlus shioiving a
deficiency of $175,215 in spite of the fact
that the ordintary revenue of the port
showed au increase of $16,210 or about six
par cent.

Since the closing of the report the
ai5stml)tion of the chainiel debt by the
Dominion Goverunieut htas put a unew flace
upoi tmatters, and although the reinoval
of Lite necessity of the interest payments
las been sonewiat oil'set by the abolition
of tonnage dues, it shtoud resuit in the
addition of $42,000 aninuîîally to the income

of the port, which will forin the nucleus of
a fund for the extension of our wharfage
accommodation. At present there is a
most urgent denand for increased facilities
if we are to secure for the Canadian route
the freight destined to seek an outlet over
the new short line. by way of Sault St.
Marie. The Canadian Pacifie require more
room at Ilochelaga to erect elevators and
niet tie growing demands of traille, and
tite Grand Trunk require further facilibies
at Wind 1Mil Point for storing and shipping
grain and receiving inward freight. Out-
side of the railways, Loo, we have the
increase in general business to accomodate
or else the grambling for lack of space,
which was so freely indulged in by con-
signees lat surmmer, will end in the di ver-
sion of occan traflic to other and more
convenient ports. To meet these demanda
it is proposed to extend the construction
of shore wharves and piers at HIochelaga
some three thousand leet so as to enlarge
the barthing accommodation for that clasa
of vessels who bring ont whole cargoas for
one large establishment or railway, and
tius give more space in the central divi-
suito for ocean steamers and others whose
cargoes have to be distributed to hundreds
of diletrent consignees. In timipeit is pro-
posed te widen. ail the foresiore wharves
to 200 feet, son s to al]brd roomu for railvay
tracks tO traverse the entiro length of the
harbor anid leave space for the erection of
freigiht sheds and the necessary roadways.

During the year the cargoes shipped

These articles were carried by an ocean
fileet of 767 vessels having an aggregate
tonnage of 870,773 tous.

These figures show the large ramount of
Canadian product..s seeking Cheir intland
terminus at this port, and thould put a
stop Lo any idea tait the removal of the
tonnage ducs was performed solely in the
interests of Montreal. The assumption of
the channel debt was undertaken in the
iterests not only of the shippers of the
goodS W have just entumerated, but of
those who have hitherto forsvarded titeir
goods by American routes and whom the
increazsed cheapness of this port will
induce le raturn to the St. Lawrence. IL
was to further Mhe interests of the all
Cantadiai route that this important act
was reaÌly parformed and by all, except
those who are jealous of the progrese the
country lias made, it will be looked upon

as a tardy recognition of the sacrifices
made by an en.ergetic and bustling city
endeavoring to hold her own against ber
powerful rivals, aven when hampered by
a policy of false economy on the part of
those whose best interests sha was foster-
ing at the expense of her lown.

TRE OOLLAPSE IN TIN
The corner in tin, maintained by thoFrenuch

synlicate for the past five months, collapsed
ignominiously onthe 7th ulto. Up te that
date their buyers had taken all the straits tin
offKred at £166 per ton, but, a larger amount
of future tin falling due on the 7th than they
were prepared for, they refused te buy at any
price, and as a consequetce there was an
immediate fai to £105 which subsequently
continued until tin reacied £80 per ton, from
whence it lias reacted slowly until the latest
telegraims quote it at £84 10s on the spot. IL
was evident some little time before that the

.syndicate were findiug the laws.of supply and
demnand a little too strong for them. For
several weeks before the crash came the syn-
dicate suspended any purchases of futures,
and resolved te buy only for cash and delivery
the same day, an evidence of wcakness which
caused future tin te be quoted at £60 per ton
lower than tliat on spot; but no one belie"ed
the end was se near or tait the collapse
would be s% sudden as it turned out to bc.
At first some support was given to the theory
that the break was a trick intended te lower
prices sb .that the syndicate could get a fresh
grip upon the market and, under this impres-
sion, prices rose again somewhat, but it now
appears evident that tlie shrewd operators
wlho work under Mr. Secretan's orders have
become satisfied that the high prices have
stimulated production to such an extent as te
render their purchases inoperative, and hence
have decided to fight to longer against the
inevitable.

On October 31st, 1887, when the syndicate
commenced operations, the. total visible
supply was just 13,528 tons, but on the 30th
of ltst month this had grown ta 23,095 tons,
or li other words during the period that the
syndicate were at work the total visible
supply increased by 10,460 toits or 77 par
cent., until it is now the largest supply in
sight ever recorded. This resalt, of course, is
net brought about solely by increased output,
but is due largely te the greatly reduced con-
sumption caused by exorbitant prices. It is
only necessaiy te compare the' deliverieýs te
the trade for the six monthts of 1887-8 with
the correstonding onas of 1886-7 te see how
largely the higli cost bas reduced the con-
sumption. Frot November te April of 1886-7
the trade used 10,036 tons of tin ; but. in the
correspouding poriod of 1887-8 they only took
6,612 tons. Hence v sec that the buyers of
the syndictate have simply succeeded in cutt-
ing down the legitimate demand by 4,324
tons and have on theoir hands aise 6,145 tons
ci the total increase in tàvisiblesupply due
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to larger supplies, the bulk of which have
come from -the Straits, where the Chinese

proprietors bave worked their mines to the
utmost, and bave realised very heavy profits.
Probably tie whole of this 'increase In the
supply, together with au additional 4,000 or
5,000 tous, havecbeen locked up by thesyn.
dicate, te effect which froi $7,500,000 to
$10,000,000 in bard cash was necessary-a
sua which will. test the capacity of the most
wealthy combination..

Thera is one distinct tesson to be Icarnt
from this, and that is thlat, no .matter how
wealthy or powerful'the uicorner" may ,be if
the great bulk of consumers hold aloof a
collapse b isnevitable. Tin is a particularly
easy matal to corner, as the supply is always
restricted while tho demand is usualiy very
steady ; and yet we sea that the absence of

public support bas completely brokon down
an exceptionally powerful syndicate.. How
wili the collapse of the tin corner affect
copper ? <opper is a far more difficult metal
ta control thon tin and the Economdist points
out clearly that as time goes on, the pressure
of the increasing supplies will become more
and more burdensome, while there is no
rcason to believe that the demand will in-
creuse, and the result must, therefore, be a
collapse similar to that which bas just been
witnessed in tin. The end May, of course, bo
postponed for some time yt, but it is none
the less certain to come, and it may be
precipitated sooner ilian soie people expect,
owing to the loss of prestige which the syn-
dicate have sustained by their failure in the
tin market. What the consumer should do is
clear-stand altogether aloof frem the market
and so give the syndicate no chance to uload;
or, if investinents, have been incautiously.
made, realise then without delay. The end
of the copper. syndicate, which (however
disastrous in some respects) cannot fail to be
beneficial to trade, can be regarded with
equanimity. How the copper mining com-
panies will stand which have thrown in their
lot with ,the syndicate, and have made con-
tracta to cover several years ahead, it is
difficult to tell. They believe that thsey have
strong guarantees to fall baòk upou, but that
romains to be seen, and it must not ba for-
gotten that there aie such things as contracts
in restraint of trade which the Euglish law
refuses te recognise or enforce.

THE COTTON 0OMBINATION.
The paragraph in au evening contemporary

to the effect that signs were already visible
of a break-up in the cottoni combination and
that, as an indication of its approaching dis.
solution, some of the mills had declined to

pay their deposits ite tihe association, le
premature. -Although thore are evident signe
of discontent, no rupture is possible beforo
next August. At the April meeting eighteen
of the nineteen mille present signed the bond,
the only mill refusing, doing se simply because
iLs dolegate had not received.authority to

sigu. The Gibson mill was never a member
of the combination at &.1l, althogigh at first
Mr. Gibson stated lie would act in harmony
with them. As to the non-payment of the
deposit it must bu renembered that it does
not fall due till next August, that most of the
mills' have already paid it in, and that the
others are bound to do Bo by their signatures.
The runor doubtless arose from the fact that
in order to meet the competition of the
Gibson Mill the minimum price of white
shirtings was removed and each mill allowed
to cut thoir rates as they wisbed, but in ail
other Unes the combination minimum still
holds good. Of course the usual rumors pre-
vail that mills are not acting up to the
spirit of the agreement and are giving longer
credit, making their cottons of better quality
but less width and resorting to other induce-
ments to secure custom but these are only
rumors and in no case is it possible to secure
tangible proof. The glut of cottons bas been
much relieved by the contract recently se-
cured for 6,000 bales of Canadiain grey cotton
to be dclivered in China betweeu April and
November. The price to b paid is about 41-
cents less than that paid in this City, but wo
are assured that the cotton is a much cheaper
one than the Canadian grey cotton, baving
less twist'and consequently requiring les
labor in its production. l point of fact the
cotton aills are really no more overstocked
than the woollen ones. It must be remom-
bered that now-a-days the wholesale houses
buy only as they require the goods, and that
the mill is called upon to carry the stock.
The old days when a large house carried a
stock of one or two hundred bales of cottons
bas gone by, and the cottons that then filled
the warehouses now stand upon the mill floor.
Canada bas only one spindle where the
United States have four per head of population
and consequently so 'soon as demand springs
up the apparent surplus of production will
soon disappear.

AT THE conference between the deputation
from the Civio Board of Chairmen and a com-
mittee of the Underwriters association, the
underwriters presented their ultimatum in the
following demands:
- 1. The department.to be placed in charge

of a new and competent Chief, with a com-
patent Sub.Chief.

2. The Chief to have full control of his
mon, including the right of dismissing theni.

3. The alarm boxes to b litted with glass
fronts, or a small box with glass front con-
taining key ta b attached to -larm b'ox.

4. The whole apparatus of the department,
including steam and chemical engines, and
also balvage corps, te b placed and main-
tained in efficient working condition, and the
appliances to b increased if found necessary
by.the Chief.

6. A reserve call force of at least fifty men
to be established outside of the regular bri-
gade for readiness in case of emergency.

6. Each hose distributing station to be fur-
nished Lwith proper means of testiug and ex-
peditiously drying hose.

7. That ail steamers bo suppied. with
heaters.

Clomns-In the fiscal yearendingJune, 1887,
there were 125 licensed cigar factories in
Canada: 25 beiug in Montreal, 10 in Toronto
and 15 in Hamilton, the number of cigars
manufiactured beng 85,587,505; consiming
1,600,780 lbs. of tobacco. Of this ainount
Montreal furnished 40,436,100; which re-
quired in their manufacture 760,538 Ibs. of
tobacco. Toronto coutributed 6,605,700,
made fron 104,243 Ib. of leaf; and Hamilton
6,021,525 made from 115,375 lbs. of leaf. One
biontrea.l ira alone sold aiid delivered four
millions more cigars in 1886-7 than were
manufactured in ail the factories in Toronto
and Hamilton combined. It is stated thlat the
figures for the present fiscal year will show a
falling off of 10 te 12 millions in donestio
cigars, while au increase of 2 to 3 millions in
imported goods is looked for. la the United
States the winter's tobacco trade has ruled
dull, and we learn that the littl e spirt"
receutly started is uot likely to last.

TuE business community have learnt with
regret of the death of Mr. Alex. Gowdey, real
estate dealer, this city, which teok place the
22nd inst., in the 51st year of his lige, of
diplitheria, ifter a few days illness. Mr.
Gowdey bad been for some years a traveller
for Prothingham & Workunan, and au active
member of the Commercial Travellers' Asso-
ciation, of which ha was afterwards for sone
time presideit. A fewyears since lie organly-
ed tlhe auction, commiss:on and real estate
firin of Thomson & Gowdey, but sold out
lis interest about a 'car ago to carry ou the
real estato business alone. Hle was univer-
sally liked and triusted, and made friends
wherever lie went. His almost gigantic
figure was well.kueown, in the City, and in his
goutte disposition lie proved no exception ta
naturels geneîal iule. le leaves a wicow and
two children ,who have the sympaithy of a
wide circle of friends in tiheir bereavement.
Mr. Gowdey carried only a few thousand dol-
lars life insurance, of .which $2,000 is in the
Confederation Life Association.
