In the neighborhood of the cafes and
theatres this very modern tobacconist does a thriving business.

In-
stead of such pulp produet being limited to spruce, this mixture
transforma pine, especially slabs and edgings, spruce, basswood
poplar, hemlock, and tamarack, into such pulp; and whereas the
liquor now used in paper mills eats the tanks and machinery and
gives off violent fumes oftulphur, the new liquid does not cor-
rode and has no disagrecable odor. The inventer further asserts
that the new liquor is mtch less expe'nsive than that now in use;
ln fact, reducing the cost of pulp soine 50 to 75 per cent and this
with a go:i profit stili remaining for the manufacturer. The
quallty of paper thus produced is pronounced to 1le remarkably
good.

-Oun advices from Yokohama under date of 4th tilt,, note
that during the middle of October there was quite a large busi-
ness doue in tea, but latterly buying bas fallen off, and there las
been next ta nothing doing during the last few days preceding
the date of our advices.

On the coasts of
Spain, France and Italy sponge finds no home, but they are
round on the Turkish Bide of the Adriatic., Large quantities are
round in the West Indies, Cuba, the coasts of Florida, and
Mexico, and British Hiondurar. These kinds are ail cheaper
than the Mediterranean. Sponges are also found in the Red
Sea, the Indian Ocean and Australie, but they are not good
enough to repay for fishing.

whole country, but especially to those actively con-
cerned in the great river as an outlet for the trade and
commerce of Canada.

In 1894 and 1895 the water fell below the usual
water mark guage, and the ever present.'pessimists-with
one accord cried out, as their predecessors of like mind
had cried out in years gone by, that the change had
begun and that in obedience to natural laws our rivers
and water courses must eventually cease to be. Even
in the early part of the past summer wlen. there w ere
some slight indications that the sane conditions might
possibly.continue, learned men of science and even
civil engineers predicted that worse conditions were
about to happen. Fortunately for all concerned-ex-
cept it may be the credit of the prophets-the predic-
tions were not verified and no harm followed to any
serious extent. But good seldom results from gloomy
speculations. They have a chilling effect.

Now what are the facts about the depth of the water
in the St. Lawrence and the great lakes? What does
history show? It is within the recollection of many
now livingthat previous to the low water period of the
last two years the river twice had similar periods of low
water, during one of which a lower level was reached
than in 1894-95. The pessimists of those bygone days
lifted up their voices-just as they do now-a-days-and
cried that the drying up process hadbogun and would
continue until the river and lakes were as dry as the
proverbial ary boue. But then as now- the period of
low water gave way to one of high water, the alterna-
tion being the result apparently of some unknown or
at least unexplained law that appears to operate after
the manner uf a. cycle. However that may be, among
the good things that Canada. lias to be thankful for
mnay be counted not least the return of tne period of
the high water mark in our great river and its reservoir.

RUBBER, ITS SUPPLY AND USES.

to the schoolboy vith his boomerang, from the bicycle-
tyre to the London cab-wheel and.frou the dainty over-
shoe to the trouting-boot, rubber finds employment
through all our years and actions. During the last
four or five years the use of pneumatic tyres for bicy-
cles and of solid tyres for the wheels of horse-vehicles
has enormously increased the consumption of this
article and its introduction and use in all kinds of ma-
chinery add largely to the daily demand. New appli-
cations for rubber are continually being found. The
district of Para, in South America, which supplies the
best rubber of the world, has increased its export of
that article during the last 25 years from 5,500 tons to
20,000 tons per annum, and .the price fetched by the
best quality has risen from 50 and 75 cents to fron
$4.50 to $5 per lb. " It is," as remarked by the Lon.
don Spectator,'" the one jungle product which society
finds indispensable."' Hundreds of men bave rack-
ed ~ their brains to find a substitute, but
nohie has in any degree succeeded, *and such attempts
must be permanently discouraged by the 'knowledge
that india-rubber exists in limitless profusion -on spots
of the world's surface which must shortly be made 'ac-
cessible. In the swampy, tropical regions where vege-
tation grows rank, and so sappy that a knife will slash
through branches as if they were made of cheese, there
is pretty certain be found some one or two of the score -

of trees from which rubber is produced. Whole forests
of thema are known to exist in Central Africa, waiting
only to be tapped, but the regions which produce them
are'precisely those nost ,deadly to the white man, aud
when the rublber is inade, it has to come ta the coast on
the heads of negroes, scarcely paying the cost of trans-
port. When an accessible forest of rubber trees is dis-
covered, it pays better than a gold mine. The s.pctatar
gives an instance of a tree which was discovered in
Lagos which was believed to produce rubber. Speci-
mens of bark and foliage were taken home to Kew, and
the authorities pronounced it the right thing. "In
1895 the export began,.and amounted in a year t2,263
tons, of a value roundly of $1,340,000.1

India-rubber -would seem to be te one certain source
of wealth now locked up In Central Africa, and per-

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or can produce. Ivory is only a faney article, and
palm-oil lias many substitutes. Gold no doubt exists
there, but, in the first place, it is doubtful whether the
pure negro can be nade into a miner; and in the
second, gold is to be got in regions where white men
can live. It seems, therefore, as if the special function
of the tropics just now was to produce india-rubber,
which is wanted overywhere and cannot be grown else-
where. No cultivation is needed; Nature requires of
man very little skill, scarcely any exertion, and only a
reasonable avoidance of vaste. Yet this is asking more
than the African negro is at present able to give. The
great rubber-producing region of the world is the basin
of the Amazon, which yields about two-thirds of the
entire annual output. The quality of this rubber is
imnensely superior to all others ; the best Para will
fetci as niuch as 85 cents a pound ; the worst African
goes for under 25 cents. Brazil lias, of course, an im-
mense advantage in its great waterway ; ocean-going
steamers rua twelve hundred miles up the Amazon,
whereas every African river except the Congo has a bar
at its mouth, and cataracts not far distant from the
coast-line. On the other hand, the forests in Brazil
seeni even more impenetrable than in Africa. Not
even such roadways as the African man-paths can be
naintained against the encroachment of the jungle.

But the native Brazilian race is incoimparably more in-
telligent thani the negro. Their caoutchouc is botter

p'repared, and what is far more important, they fari
the trocs as carefully as the Red Indians used to farni
the beaver. In Africa the rubber is generally produced
not fron a forest troc, as in Brazil, but froin the Lan-
dolpiia, whiclh is a clinibing shrub. The negroes deal
drastically wili tUis, and simuply cut it down, and then
get wlhat milk they can out of it. So year by year the
rubber trecs are destroyed, and year by year the negroes
have to go f u rther afield to seek them. Il they are left
to tliemselves thcy simply cease to produce india-rubber
and there is an end of it. If they have the fortune to.
live in the happy Congo State a certain amount of the
stuff is exacted aînnally from each village ; whien the
trees within rencli are exhausted, the collector cornes
round, tinds no rubber, and goes home with a string of
cars and noses instead. No doubt the West Coast
negro is a trying person to deal with, but these methods
have been so long employed unsaccessfully that civili-
sation, ive hope, may discover a-better way, and educate
the blach inan instead of torturing him. One is sorry,
therefore, to hear that at Lagos, where the rubber is
being produced froin a forest tree, the Kicksia, the
natives have been allowed to over-drain the trees of
their milky sap and stop its production. The supply
of. rubber-producing plants in Central Africa is practi-
cally inexhaustible ; but the nuinber of places where

they exist within easy distance of some export' station
is small, so far as our present knowledge goes. Yet
for the present, speculators will probably hasten to be
ricb, and if they hit upon a forest will treat it like a
mine, anxious simply to take ont the maximum at the
minimumi of cost.

Wh'ether our State, or any other, will ever make this
a great branch of its tropical foiestry remains .to be
scen. The Germans, with their usual thoroughness,
have a strong scientifie staff at the Cameroons. The
Englisti, iii their usual make-shift way, content theim-

selves with sending home to Kew for suggestions. But
the Government of India have at least tried au experi-
ment upon the great scale. No private firm, however
wealthy,. %vould enbark upon the cultivation of
india-rubber ; ,the trees take a niatter of twenty years
before tbey can produce a pennyworth. In addition to
that, cultivation-must occupy a huge extént of ground
of such a nature that no European can enter it during
the rainy season, and where the growth is so thick that
twenty men miglit be tapping .trees within a mile of
the ranger, and lie none the wiser. Nevertheless, the
India Government have a nursery of Para rubber-trees
in Assan,extending over twohuidredsquareniles,which
will in time begin to yield; the industry is not con-
fined to Africa and South America; rubber comes from
Assam, Rangoon, Borneo, Penang, and Madagascar,
amongst other places, but last year's export frôm iagos
more than doubled the united output of all those that
bave been naned. Civilisation is spending a great deal
of energy on Africa, and one would be glad to find that
Africa makes some return, if it be only to lower the
price of pneunmatic tyres, as our contemporary puts it.

THE DRY GOODS TRADE.

The demand for heavy stîple lines of dr.y goods lias
been increased at both Montreal and Toronto by the
colder weather whicli lias prevailed of late. At the
opening of the season the orders for this class of goods
-were not as large as they might have been, but now
that the weather bas given the necessary inipetus to
the trade, it is confidently expected that the demand
will tend to increase until the end of the year. The
sorting trade which has becnu smnall owing .to the late-
ness of the season is now somnewhat better again. Re-

ports received fron commercial travellers who are now
out with spring saimples are on the whole decidedly
satisfactory and indicate that business shows signs of
improveient.

A decrease in October of nearly a million dollars in
the imports as compared with October of last year
shows among other things that our vholesale drygocds
houses have been importing nuch less than formerly
at this season of the year owing to the uncertaiuty con-
cerning the date on which the expected changes in the
tariff will comle into force. One of the largest houses in
Canada lias bought less than one half its usual sup.

plies this autumn. But if the uncertainty respecting
the date of the tariff changes lias been the cause of the
smaller imports it has not lessened the variety and the
beauty of the goods which the wholesale drygoods
bouses are showing to their custoners. Smail stocks
have been ordered, but they are subject to repeats by

telegraph, and are ini as great variety as ever-perhaps
more so. Several repeat orders have àlready been sent
to Bradford and Leicester for serges and cashmeres and
other dress goods, vhich indicate greater confidence in

trade circles.
In dress goods the popular and.leading shades which

are running now and which will be good for sprinîg are

greens and browns. ''hese shades in 11dress c'r]s"-

the new and favorite dress goods whieh are meeting

with wide favour-are especially attractive. Blues and

reds are also in deinand together with blacks. In

lighter -weights these dress curs goods are much sought
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Mter for the spring trade. Colored and black Hen-
riettas are coming in again and are at present greatly
iii vogue in the French and Englisli markets.
The success they have with on "the other side" bas
been remarkable. They are having a. great run in
London and Parig houses. Coloured velvets and
velveteens in the.new green and brown shades are in
demand for the winter trade. The cresse shade in
greens in this line is an especially.good' selling article,
and also the light mediui and dark in - brown. A
thirty-two inch black velvet is now made especially for
capes and is an article which has met witLh qnick favour.
It is having a generous sale for the winter trade. Fancy
silks in plain colours and in shot and brocade effects are
shown in rieh and bewildering variety. Black bro-
caded silk is one of the most fashionable articles for
the winter and spring trade. Glaces in. taffeta .weaves
are still in good enquiry. In hosiery cotton and lisle
thread in blacks and tans hold their own, the
shades in tans being a trifle darker than last
season. There is no change to note in staple cot-
tons. Grey. cottons of al] descriptions have been in
fair request, buyers coafiing their purchases to meet
the current requirements. Orders for bleached
cottons and for wide sheetin'gs have been large. Flan-
nelettes have been in good heavy demand. One Mont-
real house shows an increase in the sale of cottons of
twenty per cent over that of last year. Altogether,
the cotton trade is healthy. The prospects are for
slight advances in prices, the market to-day being steady
and firm. New lines of fancy calienes are now shown
for the spring trade for which a broadened demand is
expected. Prints and ginghams in fany styles are
good but call for no special comment.

Beaded trimnings in blacks and colours together with
jet in narrow widths are shown in endless variety.
Large fancy buttons hold their own as trimmings and
will be much used this winter and the coming spring.
Snall pearl buttons in rows of half a dozen or so are
very popular. These and other buttons are used only
for trimnings now. Hooks serve the purpose for
which buttons were originally made. .ibbons are not
mucli used for dress trimmings but they are still in de-
mand in the millinery department.

For the spring trade the present demand in woollens
is for ladies' tweed costume c-loths and men's bicycle
cloths of an untearable quality. Ladies, bicycle cloths
are also in large demand, and sone very pretty and ef-
fective designs are shown.- Ia ladies' cape materials
mixture box cloths are much asked for. "For men's
vear Scotch tweeds and worsted siitings are as popular
as ever, the tendency in trouserings' being towards a
wider stripe. Overcoatings of a Cheviot fabric, and
vestings in ùlay twills are leaders in these departments)
With respect to Canada tweeds it is satisfactory to note
tlat people are tiring of the .low priced goods. Better
class goods are more 'asked for, and the demand is in-
creasiig for 6-4 instead of 3-4 tweeds.

If at the beginuing of a season the wholesale
men had sufficient foresight to bit upon the
article which everybody would want and to lay in an
extra large supply of it the opportunity of doing a
luerative trade would be afforded. But unfortunately
it is impossible to tell what the article is to be until the
run on it is'begun, and then it is generally too late to

provide for it. In these days of early placing of orders Y
in the foreign markets the buyer is handicapped by
finding that after having concluded his purchase some
new craze for a shade or fabrie has' arisen, and in a
limited market like Canada every retail bouse makes a
demand for this particular shade or fabrie. But we
purpose dealing with difficulty later on.

PUSHING FOR NEW MARKETS.
la the course of his recent speech at the Cutlers

Banquet in London, Mr. Arthur Balfour remarked
that Germany spends noney on scientific research to
an extent and degree absolutely unknown in Great
Britain. This, which is not by any means new to
dealers on this side of the Atlantic, will probably ac-
count for the great progress which the Germans have
been making for some years in the vorld's markets.
Their goods are to be found in every British territory.
Belgian and German iron and steel have been gradu-
ally finding a profitable market in India. A Bengal
paper recently directed attention to the alarming pro-
gress effected in the past decade by exporters of woollen
goods from the continent of Europe, and cited the fol-
lowing figures: Shipments from the* United Kingdom"
have fallen off some 9½ per cent; Austria's have been
more than doubled; France's more than trebled; while
the shipments from Germany have been multiplied
by 6; aIl this in face of what Mr.Chamberlain has been
stating before the British public lately, that England is
holding lier own very nicely against Germany. Direct
lines of steamers are now running between German
and Indian ports. China is likely to be one of the
largest consumers for some time to come of materials
employed in railway building. Russia is stretching her
Siberian railway across Chinese territory by consent;
the French are continuing the .Annam railway across
the Chinese frontier into the heart of the Empire, and
Germany is making eflorts to get there also. Great
Britain has placed her finger upon so much of the
map of the world that it is not surprising she is not so
conspicuous in the Chinese awakening. It may be
news to some readers that Great Britain and Turkey
are the only free trade nations in Europe. The implied
comparison is as singular as that which binds the Rus-
sian and United States Governments in such friendly
intercourse. Extrenes sometimes meet.

MORTALITY FROM SUICIDES.
Dr. Marsh, the medical director of the Mutual Life

Assurance Company of New York, has issued a treatise
on suicide from the life -assurance standpoint. Al
whose life experience is extended, who have given at-
tention to social topics, must.have known cases of
suicide which presented an inscrutable problem. Cases
have been known of rich men, without any anxieties,
business or domestie, Men to whom all the enjoyments
of life were open, into which 'they entered 'with zest
but moderation, who, without any ascertainable cause
suddenly opened for themselves the gate of.the Beyond.
A deed often utterly mysterious in motive to those
closely intinate with the suiferer, presents a pheno-
menon so distressing and so bewildering it becomes us
to speak of suicide with charity and reserve. So far as,
life insurance interests are concerned, there are only
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two questions of any moment, the first being, whether
an applicant has shown any such symptoms of, or is of
a mental or physicalnature likely to develop, a tei-
dency to "self slauglter"; second, -is there in the con-
ditions of the application niade for a life assurance
policy, anything to suggest the probability of such an
application being tainted with a design to defraud the
company by a deliberate act of suicide contemplated
when the application is iade? The first question is
essentially a medical one. It presents probably the
iost difficult problen an examining physician has to

consider, for those sudden reversals of business; disap-
pointments in love; and those " slings and .arrows of
outrageous fortune," which drive men to suicide, come
to those who never showed before any distaste for life.
Under the sécond head there is certainly ground forsus-
picion if an application is made for a poliey far beyond
the financial capacity of the applicant to maintain.

Dr. Marsh has collated a large number of cases in
order to ascertain at what ages suicide is most frequent.
The evidence given shows that,at the ages from 20 to 29
the percentage of suicides te deaths from all causes was
3.93; f rom 30 to 3V, 3.59; from 40 to 49, 3.61; from 50
to 59, 2.00; from 60 te 69, 0.88; and at 70, and upwards
the percentage 'vas only 0.22. These statistics prove
that, there was no appreciable diference between the
percentage of suicides in proportion to all foris of
death in Lthose whose ages were between 20 and 4U. As
the vast bulk of all applications for life assurance are
made by persons between 20 and 49 years of age, it is
quite clear that, no period between early and mature
inainhood. is especially liable to develop suicidal ten-
dencies. Indeed we go further, for,. when we consider
how veryfew tace out life policies in their 20th year,
and that the percentagethen is as high as it is during
the next thirty years, we have good ground for conclud-
ing that life assurance plays no part as a factor in the
s uicide problen. The only point thesefigdres prove is
that fron 50 years of age onwards there is a decline in
the impulse te self.destruction. Takiug the niumber of
years during which the policies were current of those
who comnitted./lo-de-se, Dr. Marsh gives 2.35 per
cent. as the ratio of suicides te deaths' from all causes
in the lst and second years of such policies; 4.05 per
cent. in years 3 te 5; 2.70 per cent, in years 6 te 10
2.20 per cent in years 1l to 20, and in 21st and longer
ternis, the proportion is only 1.11 per cent. Assuming,
an intention on the part of an applicant to commit
suicide iii order to defraud a life assurance company, it
is n6t easy to explain wliy the deed is not cons uminated
ln the 1st or second year, and not postponed until 3rd
or 4th year, for it is most improbable for a man to
cherish'an intention te kill himself for three, four, or
five years.

Companies differ in the length of the term during
which a policy is made void by suicide, the. variation
being froni one to three years. He raises the question
whether the increase of suicides after the 2nd year of
a policy has not arisen from a provision having been
introduced into the- policies of his company whereby
the insured, " agrees net to die by his own act within
2 years." Although an increase of suicides anongst

olicy-holders who had beei assured 2 years' followed
the adoption. of this clause, Dr. Marsl is not inclined to
connect these as cause and effect. Our judgment is

that, life assurance is one of the most effective counter-,
acting influences to suicidal impulses, as it is to other
evils. • Men have ended their-lives owing to anxiety as
to the future of their families, a most irrational act, but
such deed.s always display a break down of the reason-
ing faculties from their being thro-wn into such con-
fusion as to justify a verdict of unsound mind. The
love of life being the most powerful of i.nstiticts,nothing
is so unnataral as self-extinction. That i1stinct is the
great safeguard of life insurance companies against a
forn of fraud frem whicli they would suifer heavily
were suicide not-so terrible an outrage against Nature.

THE CONVERSION OF 'THE PROVINCIAL
DEBT.

As a general financial principle, the consolidation of
the debts of a corporation or a Government is advis-
able, apart even fron any immediate economy secured
by this policy. A variety of bonds of different date's
of maturity, different rates of interest, different condi-
tions as to special security, or sinking-fund, are to sone
extent prejudicial to the credit of the issuer. A Pro-
vincial Government which shows a long list of loans is
apt to be looked upon as a persistent, clironic borrower,
which would not be favourable to its reputation. We
therefore consider "it is in the interest of the Province
of Quebec that its various loans should be consolidated
as far as practicable into one debt,. bearing a uniform
rate of interest and maturing at a certain fixed date,"
as is expressed in the preamble to the resolutions of
the Provincial Treasurer, which the House has adopted.

On looking at the first three of the above loans the
question arises, Why net pay them off out of their
Sinking Funds ? That is easier said than done, for the
sinking funds invested for their redemption consist of
the price of the Quebec, Montreal and Otawa Railway
and of the grant by the Dominion Government in con-
sideration of its construction.

Besides this
the Province holds $600,000 in hiand for the same pur-
pose, and $2,394,000 has been granted by the Parlia-
ment of Canada as a subsidy to that railway, whici has
also been appropriated towards redeeming the debts
due in 1904, 1906 and 1908. Practically then those
debts are provided for.when they mature, and we coi-

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GREAT BRITAIR'S: 0CTOBER TRADE.
The returns. of the English Board of Trade for October are

again satisfactory on the whole. The imports are valued
at £89,576,290, an increase of £2,716,422, equal to 7.3 per
cent; and the exports of British and Irish goods at X20,654;-
997, a decrease of £173,869, or 0.8 per cent. 'As regards the
exports of foreigu and Colonial merhaudise, the value is'
£4,759,026, and, compared 'with last year, is £701,378 less.
This heavy increase is mainly due to the su aller re-ship-,
ments, of foreign and Colonial wools. As regards the im.
ports, those of food and'drink, tobacco, metals, raw materials
for textile manufactories, other raw materials, sundry ar-
ticles and parcel post imports are each larger in value than
last year, and those which are lower are living animals.
chenicals, ails and manufactured articles. Of living animals
cattle are more, increased supplies having been received from
lhe United States. As to food, the highest prices .of cereals
will account for a considerable part of the increased value.

paid to the Gxovernmenti shall be invested in the hands
of Trustees so that any diversion of them .from their
proper purpose may be prevented. How far the oppo-
sition raised to the Treasurer's scheme was caused by so
large a fund being placed out of the reach of any
future government, is a question we do not presume to
answer.

"authorize the issue of inscribed stock bearing a rate of interest
"out exceeding four per cent. per annum, payable half yearly, to
"be known as 'Province of Quebec Inscribed Stocod."

IL is only proposed to couvert such debts as could be
advantageously dealt with. The amnount of .premium
that would be paid in securing the debentures afloat-'
buying them in as it were-will be restricted to the dif-
ference between the present value of the securiby now
outstanding and tho present value of the security in-
tended tô be substituted for-it. The'period for the new,
bonds vould abe 40 years, which terni is mnost favored
by investors. It will be noted that the resolutions in
regard-to the conversion of the Provincial debt are per-
missive, not mandatory. 'As the object of the man-
agement-its raison d'etre--is toeconomise by redueing
the annual charges on the debt-which Mr. Aivater
considers can be done to the extent of $200,000 a year
-we nay be confident that the authority to convert
the debb will 'not be exercised unless sone saving is
thereby effected. -The Treasurer wishes to bring the
eredit of tie Province to a 3- per cent basis. The time is
favourable for this; money is plentiful in all bte great
centres; long-terni bonds are in favour; the credit of
the Province stands high, and is enianced'by having a
Treasurer vhose proposed conversion of the Provincial
debt is evidently regarded with approval.

he declared values of wheat, wheat flour, barley and - oats
mount to £4,021,000, compared with last year of £3,874,000,
nd of the difference of £647,000 as much as £521,000 seems
o be due to the rise in prices. Wheat is valued at £1 8% 7d
or quarter of 480 lbs., against £1. 3s la last year. Russia,
ha Argentine Republic, and the British East Indies each
ent less of wheat, but Roumania, the United States, and
British 1orth America more than supplied the deficiency
hus occasioned. The quantity of Indian corn vas large,
and as was the'case in September, the bulk of the sbipments
ame from the United States and the Argentine Republic.
Other large increases of food are to be found in bacon, fresh
beef, cheese and apples. As regards the latter article, the
receipts were 1,602,000 bushels, compared with 479,000
bushels in 1895 and 1,229,000 bushels in 1894. Of metals
the chief feature is the démand for unwrought copper, the
quantity landed being 5,572 tons compared with 2,977 tons.
The increased value of raw materials for textiles is due to
he large receipt of raw cotton, and out of the total landed
the United States seit 1,188,900 cwt. For the tan months
the imports are valued at £355,926,761, which is £15,174,179,
equal to 4.4, beyond the total to the same period of last year.
As regards the exports of British and Irish produce, articles
of food and drink, raw materials, yarns and textile fabries
and chemicals are less in value; but living animals, matals,
machinery, apparel, articles of smàller industries, and parcel
post are each more. Sheep's wool is less, the falling off in
sbipments to the United States being very marked. Both
cotton yarns and textiles are less in quantity, but are higher
in value, and in each ease the decreased shipments are spread
over many countries. As in previous montbs, the
shipments of yarns and piece goods to the United States
are much below those of last year, except jute piece goods,
in which there is a considerable increase. Linon piace goods
and woollen and worsted tissues are especially affected by
this cause. The shipments of alkali and bleaching materials
are again less owing to thé United States taking smaller
quantities. For the ton nonths the exports of British and
Irish produce amount in value to £201,091,150, which is more
than last year by &13,641,847, equal ta 7.8 per cent.

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THE RISE AND FkLL OF A TRUST.

The National Cut and Wire Nail Association, or " Nali Trust"
met ln Now York Tuesday last, and after long discussion decided
to dissolve, This is due to outside competition. The collapse
of the trust meaus simply a drap in price2. Nails lately sold in
Chicago at $3.20 are likely ta be offered at $1.25. The U. S. nail
makers have facilities which on full time, will produce about
four times what the country requires. The export trade cannot
begin ta absorb the possible products of the Americans. The
Trust, which dates fron June, 1895, forced up the.factory price
in Chicago froin 80c a keg to $8.20, and retallers bad ta get $4 ta
$5 for them. Of late the price per keg base f.o.b. Pittsburg on
wire nails was $3.05 and on out $2,.80 per keg base in car load
lots. These prices are generally regarded as exorbitant. Mem-
bers of the Trust admitted that the prices were kept up too
high, and claim it was a mistake, as it stimulated out-
side competition. As far as possible the Trust bought up
competing -concerns and subsidized manufacturera of machinery
In order that they might not sell to those outside of the pool. A
tax of $1.50 per keg was levied by the Trust upon its members ta
meet these expenses, but as the business of the Association has
fallen off rapidly during the autumn, Its members Inherit very
heavy liabilities. The collapse of the Trust la not likely ta effect
prices ln Canada.

THE U. S. TIN PIZZLE AND FRAUD ON ENGLISE
INVESTORS.

To tia Editor of the JoURNAL ov CoMMlERE, Montreal

DEAR Sn,-I an of opinion that Canada af'ords the safest
opening for developmient and for the investment of capital of
any of the countries of the world.

Saine English papers naligned the Dominion whendIsappoint-
ment resulted from indiscretions, but history fails td find equi-
valents ta t he disastrous lasses which were inflicted upon Eng -
liait Invostors In the United States.

With ivish suporabundance, in expectation of moderate an-
nual earnings, hundreds of millions were placed i enterprises
during the past decade.

When Interest earnings failed ta come from the Argentine
Republic àr Australia, roalizations commenced in Amerlca; then
the fletitlous values ta the securities were evidenced in the no
values and falling confidence wiicli resulted. and the tricks or
soheiners were uncovored ta the discredit of .the mercantile
public.

One industry, Tin, which liad never acquired-because it was
not indlgenous-a foothold as a production in the United States,
vas given hope of discovery and development by the McKinley

tariff.
A manufacturer from Great Britain, with a machine to sell,

was lnstrumental in procuring the establishment of several tin
plate mills, which still'exist, but as ta the findlng, or the alleged
finding of tin n the bowels of the earth ln sone quantity, it js
not certain that It la ln paylng quantities, and the statements
nnstbe accredited ta scheniers who live upon those who have
money to-invest.

By such persons a company was formed In the year 1884,
called " The Harney.Peak Tin Mlning, Miillng and Manufactur..
ig Co." It deserves especal notice lu that Il le the onb com-

pany which pretended ta show that America might rival the.Tin
marts of the world by its'own productions. It also deserves atten-
tion because It shows how Englisl investors are-swindled. Two
years ago the great papers of New York in noticing actions taken
in court and the London financial papers commenting thereon,
had for texts such black type headings as

"PRAUD Is CHARoE D"-"IT IS A swiiDLE."

The English investors have hbd no redress. One of the pro-
moters lias passed ta his reward; anòther poses as the president
of a credit guarantee company, front which investors get no re-
turns, and the insured are dis-assured at times of adjusting
lasses. The New York Sun referred ta the origin of the com-
pany ln the words following, which imply all that Is said of the
scheming characters who organized the company :-

" James Wilson of Oleomargerine fame was largely instrumen
tal in-forming the company? William M. Deen, now of the Mer-
cantile Credit Guarantee Co. was his secretary and confidential
helper associate. " The trustees the first year were Jas. Wilson,
Wm. Deen, O. F. Berry (Deen's brother-in-law) Chas. D. Desler,
Herman Kutnkl, W. J. Russell, Chas. M. Field with 8. W. Full-
erton, counsel."1

In 1884 these trustees issued $5,000,000 stock of the company
which was put into the name of S. W. Fullerton as trustee for the
alleged purpose of purchasing properties; and the properties
purchased for said issue of stock Is said on oath'- ta have been
worth only $17,000-that the properties had been acquired by the
individtals or jointly at nominal valuations and outlay. In 3885
they increased the number of their board of trustees by James
Flanigan and Hy. Claussen, Jr.; Sant. Untërmyer taking the
place of counsel, no further reference being made to Fullerton
as counsel. In 1885 the board of trustees issued another $5,000,-
000 stock ta Oliver F. Berry as trustee. In 1888 the board of
trustees Issued another $5,000,000 stock ta Hy. Claussen, Jr., as
trustee. Saml. Untermyer becauie president li 1888. On Sept.
10, 1800, the board of trusrees, or the individuals thereof, after
agreement ta divide that $15,000,000 of stock ainong the mem-
bers, called a syndicate, sent S. Untermyer ta England where, on
that date, in the naine of and as acting for Jas. Wilson and The
larney Peak 'lin Mining. Milling & Mfg. CO., lie negotiated

with and sold ta Edward Sabine Baring Gould, Lord Thurlow
and John Taylor 90,00 shares of the par value $100 each at
£1,535,000 sterling, and it seems an English company was there.
by created.

The said English investors paid up nearly $5,000,000, unable
ta pay more, they made aier agreements, whereby they were ta
issue bonds of the English company for £1,000,000 and give them
ta the American syndicate ap security for the balance of the pur-
chase money on the said shares, but that they could not do.
The syndicate thon caused a mortgage ta be put on tlis Black
uills property for £1,000,000 and issued bonds ta the English

company which returned then in part as payment of the stock
and as instaliments thereon. The Anerican sYndicate got the
Englishmen ta place another mortgage for £1.,000,000 on pro-
perty, which was also ta lie turnéd over to the syndicate. As
apparent consideration for the mortgage, certain property owned
by the Englishi company in the Black lis, was to be turned
over ta the American company, but this part of the agreement
was never carried ont ; the Englishmen had turned this pro-
party over ta lorace Thurb-r, Jas. R. Cuming and W. M. Deen
as trustees, and It is still lu their bands.

After such machinations by the syndicate some respectable
names were procured to be added ta the Board of Trustees;
how much they knew of what was done does not appear.

It la alleged in the judicial proceedings " tht the issue of
".$15,0(0,00(0 stock,to the three trustees was a blind and that the
"stock books were juggled so that the real connection of the
"parties chargedi might not lie known, that the. stock was div-

ided by those to whom it was issued amongst a syndicate ; that
a syndicate ta take it was formed before the lth of Sept."
At the time of the making of that, contract, and at no time lie-

fore or since has the company sold from its mines a pound of
merchantable tin ! The suin total of work doue is declared un-
der oath ta have.been ie mining of 1,000 tons of ore, which re-
mains in ane of the mills untreated i
Notwlthstanding the coripany claim ta have expended

in payment of S. Unternyer for bis trips ta Eng-
land,Cash......... ................... $113,000

And stock, then worth in England..................... 90,000
'Tie Company claims ta have paid one superintendent

$2o,000 a year for 4 years and another since 1891,
$15,000 a year, which together would show for
superintendent service about........,.......

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.

Thursday Ev'g., Dec. Brd, 1890.

A generally cheerful feeling is apparent
locally, althougli in most lnes business le
less active, and a number of houses are
busy with stock-taking. A favorable fea.
ture is the continued strength of lea'ther
and boots and shoes, inspired largely by
similar flirmness in hides, and an improve-
ment in spring orders. Cements and fire.
bricks are firmer and have advanced under
a fair demand with a cessation of receipts,
while petroleum, paints and oils, etc., are
flrm. The collapse of the Nail Trust to
which reference was made last week has
been a topie of interest. Outside of a re-
duction in horse-shoes there have been
no further price. changes this week, but it
is believed that as cut nails are now higher
in price than wire nalls, they will soon be
reduced, and quoted prices are more or less
nominal. The members of the Trust met
during the week and formally decided to
disband. The business of the Trust will
be wouùd up as soon a possible. Reports
from dry goods houses are a little more
encouraging, although the sorting business
is not as good as it might be. On the
other hand, spring orders are coming in
more freely and retailers have had the
business stimulated by the colder weather.
Some interest has been manifested in the
auction sale of the MacLean stock of mil-
linery. It la understood that the results of
the first few days' sale were disappointing,
and it is reported that yesterday the sale
was brought to a somewhat abrupt conclu-
sion, the prices reallzed being very low.
The small prices realized were doubtless
due to the antiquated character of muci of
the stock. Collections generally are fair,
although complaints are still heard regard-
ing some sections. North-West collections
are decidedly better.

BOO'rs AND SHOEs-According to ma-
facturers a fair sorting business la being
done and orders on spring account are
coming in better tban they were. Collec-
tions too are fairly good. In sympathy with
the flrm position of the 'eather and bides
markets prices hold very firm.

CEMENT-A moderate businds is being
put througi considering the advanced ses-
son, and with no arrivals stocks are becoi-

ing a little lighter. In consequence prices
are strong and an advance of 10 cents in
cements and about $1.50 In fire-bricks ha
been noted. This makes English cemen t

sand.

It is salid that
the muefl-advertised sale. of a .bankrupt
stock has been discontinued on account of
very unsatisfactory prices that were being
realized. Collections are a little on the
slow side this week but are keeping up
very well from the North-West.

Fisui -Business lias again shown an lin-
provenent, due to the opening of the
Advent season, and prospects are that with
a continuance of cold weather a fair trade
wlt: e done for some little time t. corne.
R åpts are only light so far, and this
with the good demand keeps prices flrm.
Nova'Scotia herring have weakened some,
and are now quoted at $8.50, while green
cod la scarce and not mdch enquired for,
althougi firinly held by distributors at
$4.50 for No. 1, $5 for large and $5.50 for
draft. Pike and dore are scarce and more
or leBs nominal, and herrings sell at the
samo prîce as a week ago. In smoked fish,
finnan haddies soel well at 6 to 7c, and
bloaters at from 90c to $1.20. Oysters are'
decidedly firmer, and the general range is
fron $4 to $5 per barrel. Standard oysters
in bulk are still quoted at $1.30 to $1.40
per gallon.

FLoua-A fair local business is being
done in both Ontario and Manitoba flours,
but the bulk of the trading at present is on
export account. Furthe sales have been
made for shiipnment to Australia, and it is
said that ail the available steamship spaco
las been engaged for a couple of months
to come. Prices generally are firn. The
ieal market shows little of importance,
and trading is only moderate. In fact it is
said that it is smailler than is usual at this
lime of' the year. In feod there is not
muih activity, but prices are keeping very
steady, particubrly for bran and moullie.

GRAIN-A dull and on the whole steady
market is reported this woek. A few
sales of oats have been made locally at 26ýe
to*26Y4c, and of rye and barley at. quoted
prices. In the west there la very little
doing, although a few sales of the differ-
ent linos have .been made for export by
way of St. John, N.B. The closing prices
in Chicago for wheat to-day were as foi-
lows : Dec. 86%c, and May, 83-,V o.

NEW USE FOR OLD RAILS.

A novel use of old rails lias recently
been made by the Buffalo Street Railway
Company in employing them in place of
copper cables to increase the carrying
capacity of the rettrn circuit of the road
formed by the tracks, which experience
proved ta be inadequate to carry the large
current nocessary during hours of ieavy
travel. It was found that serious elec-
trolytic corrosion of water and gas pipes
within a radius of ialf a mile of the power
house was resulting fron this fact. Care-
ful measurement showed it would require
two copper cables, oe containing 3.55
square inches of copper and 1,500 feet
long, and the other 12.48 square inches of
copper 1,800 feet long ta overcome this
corrosion. Tie cost of this amount of cop.
per cable is $12,852. It occurred to the
engineer of the road that there were some
800 tons of old car rails on hand which
might be employed, thoir scrap price as
old Iron being only $8 a ton delivered.
These rails were bolted together and ar.
ranged so that the end of one rail was the
centre of its mate. These rails were aiso
provided with. a plastic bond and laid in a
wooden trougi illled with an insulating
compound.. The total weighst of rails em.-
played in the two lines was 260 t0n1S,
valued at about $400. The total expendi-

ture for laying, -bonding, etc., did not ex.

ceed $2,500, securing results which are the
equivalent of a $15,000 copper cable, in.
cluding the expenses of laying.

In this way the pro-
ducts of combustion and destructive dis-
tillation which result from the butrning of
coal and carbonaceous matter are collected
cooled, condensed and worked up. One
of the mothods noted as attracting atten-
tion in Germany consists In sucking the
gases of the furnace away and allowing
them to pass through water In the form of
smail bubbles, which removes the sobt and
dome Ôf the' products of combustion, the
gases being then led to a gasometer, from
which they'are drawn in the process of
utilization. A manufacture of this kInd,
it is urged, can easily extend pipes in any
direction and draw the gases of combus-
tion from other manufacturers-the puri-
fication of the atmosphere thus assured
being anothéÎ importgit result.Ph <
aelphia JRecord.
