These scrollsand ban-
ners, which are a new feature in this
Church, we owe chiefly to the good taste
and diligence of Miss Jennison. The
beautiful cross upon the altar was placed
there by Mrs. Ed. Parker, of this place.
Few Churchea can boast of a haadsomer
pair of f ontals than thosa which orna

The chancel window has in the
cenira a circular wroath of evergreen,
with trimmings of the same at the sides.
A wreath of evergreen is suspended from
the top of the chancel arch, andt festoored
on tazh side with a circular wreath below
cich end of it by the Communion rails
these are also decorated with evergreens ;

Between the
holy table and evorgreens at the base of
the chancel window is the sontemes,
ulways seen there, ‘I Am the Bread of
Life.” A cirenlar wreath of hemlock is
in tho centre of each window on both
sides of the Church, with a dependent
wreath from the top.
