Because—oh,
because, don't you know, it would be so awfully disloyal to deal
with those horrid Yankees! Such is the childish drivel the poor
slave of the Ewmpire is made to utter in reply to the question, and
the answer is thought to be a suflicient one, because it is too silly
to be replied to.
