This extraet : upplicable to the present iime,
Clicsierfield’s rocoramendstion was to undermine the
Catholic Religion by triflig concessions, and the es-
tablishment of Charter Schiwols. The cry of the pre-
sent day is to jucrease the number of mixed ~Model
and Traiting Scnools, to bunish the practices of the
Cxtholic Religion from them, and to briug ap all fu-
ture teachers in a sort of indifferentism, and withont
any sincere or strovg attachment to any creed.

Tt is of great importance that we shounld under-
stand the dangers with which we are menaced, and
that we should not allow ourselves 1o be deceived by
apparently liberal and plausible protestations which,
10 reality, mean nothing more nor less than the words
of Lord Chesterfield, who, with liberal professions on
his lips, was n determined and treacherous enemy. -
The best protection against this danger iz to make
every effort to give & Catholic education to the ris-
ing generations, and to establish schools under On-
tholic control.  All parents have a special obliga-
tion ta provide fur the education of their children in
the one true faith, and they ought to eudeavor to
make the deepest religious impressions en their ten-
der minds, from the ficst dawn of reason.

And bhere, in regard to mixed schools, allow me tu
repeat what I wrote oa this subject on another oc-
casion :-—-* As the douctrines and practices of the Ca-
tholic Chureh must he continually repeated and in-
culeated in order to make them produciive of good
fruit, yon will easily perceive, dearly beloved, that
your children cannot be properly educated under any
system from which religion i3 excluded, or by per-
sons professing opinions hostile to the teachings of
our holy Church. Hence, mixed eduneation, which
unites in the one school teachers and pupils of every
creed, and professes to teach the religions doctrines
of no church, must be looked upon as untit for Ca-
tholics, and calculated to promote scepticism and in-
fidelity.”

The creatment of the poor is another subject which
requnires our attention. They are our brethren, made
to the image and likcness of God, and redesmed by
the precious blood of Clirist. If we be animnted
with that spirit of charity which is the distinctive
mark of our holy religion, we cannot be indifferent
to their sufferings. But, alas, although so much has
been done in promoting charity in this eity~—~though
orphanuges and hospitals, and asylums for the old
and infirm bave been erected, yet, [ fear, we have not
usid sufficient attention to the condition of the poor,
who in such vast numbers are shut up in our poor-
houses, and are supported by you at a very heavy
expense. The condition of this large class of our
poorer brethren is truly lamentable; children bave
been treated in such a way as to bring on discase or
death ; immorality is promoted by the intercourse of
the degraded and the corrupt with the young and
innoceut; the old and infirm have been left without
a chepel in which they might, during the week, re-
ceive the counsolations of religion, and imbibe a
spirit of resignativa and patience iz their afflictions,
by communing with their Creator. In fine, charity
iz banisbed from the whole system, which appears to
bave been administered, not for the purpose of re-
lieving poverty, but with the view of degrading and
demaoralizing the poor, or totally destroying them.—
It is a matter of congratulation that the government
has now commenced to examine the state of things,
aud that parliament bas adopted some measures
which will tend to correct existing abuses. How-
ever, 1t 18 necessary that all who have any influence
should exercise it in so important a matter, and make
every exertion to obiain proper treatment for the
poor.

At present, one of the greatest wants of the prin-
cipal poorhouse in this city is the assistance of the
Chaplain. The worthy clergyman, who had for scme
time discharged the duties of that office with the
greatest zeal, has been dismissed iz the most wanton
and arbitrary manner by the Poor Law Comuizsion-
ers, who, being Englishmen und Protesiants, know
notling of the feelings of Irishmen, and are totally
unfit to pass judgment on the merits of a Cathulic
Chaplain.

Having dismissed the Rev. M:. Fox, the Com-
missioners called on me to sanction their arbitrary
act, by withdrawing his powers from that clergy-
man aed substiiuting another ia his place. Were I
to consent to their demand, I would be guilty of
punishing a priest for having discharged bia duties
conscientiously, and for having endeavored to pro-
tect innocence and virtue. I cannot consent to dis-
grace the oflice of a Clristian Bishop by consenting
to become a passive iostrument for carrying into ex-
ecution the arbitrary orders of Protestant Commis-
sioners in regard to the performance of the spiritual
dutties of a Cutholic priest.

Thongh the Chaplain is prevented by official hi-
gotry from dis¢harging the duties of his office, the
poor are not neglected, and their spiritual wauts are
provided for by the assistant Chaplain.

Tug RrRINSTATEMENT oF FatHEnr I"ox. —The prompt
and graceful reinstatement of Father Fox as Chap-
lain of the South Dublin Union on the part of the
Government, is on act of justice to that exemplary
clergyman, which we take no slight plensure in re-
cording. To the member for Tipperary, next to his
Grane the Archbishop of Dublin, we are indebted
for having the arbitrary and illegnl stretch of power
exercized by the Commissioners in this cnse brought
before Parlinment. Dr. Cullen’s firm determination
not to become n party either directly or by implica-
tion in the unwarrantable dismissul of & clergyman
who had so well and so faithfully performed his du-
ty, baflled the designs of the Poor Law Magnates,
and tended to place the iniquity and injustice of
their despotic act in a stronger light before the Go-
vernment snd the public. Hence too much praise
caunot be given to His Grace for his inflexible re-
solve on this as ou other occasions to stand forward
undountedly in defeace of his clergy, 2ad -all those
of his co-religionists who are the objects of injustice
and persecution. In demanding the reinstatement
of the Rev. Mr. Fox, the Ohief Secretary bas evi-
dently implied and probably expressed a strong cen-
sure on the Commissioners for having dismissed him
without any cause, hisconduct in the entire tran-
saction appearing rather to deserve approval than
condemuation. We have no desire to say anything
on the occasion calculatedto keep alive the angry
feelings which the unpardonable injustice done to
the reverend gentleman has engendered, but we are
simply giving expression to the general belief, that
the recurrence of similar and other arbitrary acts
prejudicinl to the salutary operation of the law for
the relief of the poor will be inevitable, unless the
present Board of Commissioners be considerably mo-
dified, and rendered less exclusively Protestant than
it is.—Dublin Telegraph.

wells, in Meath and Monaghan. These, and num-
bers of other landlords, use the Bibles of those so-
cieties which number the Panls, the Pullingers, the
Redpaths, and other snints dexterous in applying
their neighbors’ property to their own profit, and
they show similar tact in utilising to their own pur-
poses the funds of the Irish Natioual System. The
Misses Plunket, those young ladies, truly described
by eminent counsel as going forth *in gauze and
crinoline, the Bible in one hand and a *XNotice 10
Quiv in the other,” had used the Nntional System in
Partry, in order to subvert the fuith of the children
of their fathers’ Catholic tenantry. The Trenches
are so using the Nutional System in Galway, Tippe-
rary, and several other counties, OCaptsin King,
whose Parson seu-in-law is Patron of the Dromore
West National School, notices his Catholic tenantry
that he will deprive them of some of their holdiogs
if they do not cend their children to a National
Seliool, under his son-in-law, aud taught by a Teach-
er, professedly a Cntholic, but only a decoy to allure
the Catholic pupils. The Hon. Geoffrey Browne and
bis pious sister, Mrs. Colonel Ridley—-strange that
the military and naval professions should prove so
efficient A normal schacl for the training of saints—
used the fupds of the Natioual Bonrd to some pur-
pose in Ballindine, as was proved by the blasphemy
there taught for ten years, withoutles or bhindrance
on the part of Tyrone House. The Rothwells, also,
see the economical gpiritual irnde which can be
driven, through the means of the National Buard,
and accordingly, the family have long plied their
energics with its funds. At Rockfield. near IKells,
ooe of the family got up a National Scliool, in 1847,
and introduced, therein, for compulsery reading, the
Douay Testament with Notes, yet improperly bear-
ing the alleged autlorisation of the Iate lzmented
and venerated Archhishop Murray, but the prompt
and decisive interference of the Most Rev. Dr. Cant-
well, Bishop of Meath, quickly emptied tie concern
of Catbolics, and thus, for ever, closed the Rock-
fleld National Schools. The proselytising spirit, like
family likenesses is ofien intermittent, disappearing
in one generation, but sure to break out and mani-
fest itself again. So it is in the ease of the Roth-
weils. Thomas Rothwell is a Magistrate for Meath
and for Monnghan, Blackwater, near Navan, being
his seat in the former, and Shantonagh, near Car-
rickmacross, Lis seatin the latter.

Tue DnEss a¥D ORNAMENTS OF THE ANCIENT lursi.
—In a lecture delivered the other evening at the
Catholic University, by Professor Curry, on “the
dress, personal ornaments, and musical instruments
of the ancient Insh," amsrehwolagical question of
some interest 10 aatiquariung, and which bad ocea-
sioned some controversy rmongst them, was, par-
tially at least, set at rest.  The mu3senm of the Royal
Trish Academy furnishes abundant evidence that
gold ornaments had been in very general nze amongst
those of our remote ancestors, of such opulence 23
cnabled them to keep pace with the fashions, whose
electric velocity in our davs outstrips all but the
very fastest, and these pay highly for their cxertions
to keep the fickle divinities i view. It had been
denied that the gold of the ornaments was of native
produce, and ihat the irinkets themselves were of
cetive manufacture—a cat at our national pride, for
we had long been in the Tixbit of pointing to the
skilful workmaaship, as well &3 the enrly date of
civilisation :n our island.  Buat Mr. Curry has de-
duced the facts from documentary eridence, and
from traces of gold smelting works discovered in
Munster, that the metal and artists were ail our own.
The grandsoa of a celebrated provincial king was a
goldsmith, nnd the craft wos transmitted througl
his line for several generations, till both the line nud
the art died ont in the person of a priest, probably
about the middle of the sixth ceatury. [If the priest,
had been o luyman, Mr, Donegan, of Dunle street, the
wealthiest jeweller and goldsmith, might have deriv-
ed his blood und his calling from the artist, whose
rayalty of descent did not prevent his entering upun
s career of honorabie industry —a step, by the way,
whicl rescued his nume from oblivion ; for it is not
probubie that “Gardeiohe” the grandson of * Qlill
Olim,” would appear in print in the nineteeth cen-
ey, if tbis person bad notstemd pver the erafis-
uan's crucible in the early pavt of the third. The
names of uearly ail who wore the ornaments, vr used
the utenzils of his manufhcture have passed wway,
like most of the arunments and itensils themselves
but the name of the workawn was applauded in 8
modern nuniversity, by an cdueeated andience, aud it
will now live for ever in imuerishable print, for the
leetures to whieh it has added inierest ate w be puab-
lished.~ Dudiin Correspowdent, Merning Chrolicle.

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THE “TIMES' AND THE IRISH PAPISTS.
0 (From the Irishman.)

In the Times of Thursday, August2nd, there ap-
-peared. an article so extraordinary, even for the
Times, that we must revert to it. Some of the
wisencred who adorn its colomns with their lucu-
brations, thought fit to have another fling at Lrish-
men, through the medium of a leader upon Colonel
French's motion to arm us a3 Volunteors. .

In that article we learn, for the first time, that
Irishmen are divided into two factions—Papists and
-Orangemen—they seem to be two species, included
in the one gebus, which, so far, is brilliant of the
Tunes to discover. Having thus classified the Irish,
-the literary gentleman who immortalized bimself by
writing the clever sketch, proceeds to knock both
their heads together to prove--both to his own sa-
tisfaction and that of his readers—that they have no
right to carry rifles as volunteers. )

After indalging in this philosophical recreation on
parely logical principles— countering Papist with
-QOmngeman, nod Ornnge with Papist—just the game
-of hig batters—be decides that they are both pugoa-
cious, and could not carry arms, This is beautitully
shown and quite worthy of the Times. He then pro-
ceeds through the labyriuth of his discoveries, enst-
ing the light of his peculiar genius on the subject x3
he passes, and by a process of ratiocination, as
original ag it 13 perfect, he shows that as the Orange-
man and Papistsare equal, that the Orengemen are
better than tbe Papists. * For,” he says, ¢ what they
-do, they do openly and madly in the light of day,

and so for the matter of that do their Papist anin-
gonists.” Now any impartial reader must admit
that the conclusion drawn is perfectly consequent
upon this fact. But further in bis observations the
tengporal sage develops his argument more fully
upon this point. The Papists, it seems, shoot down
andlords and agents from behind hedges, and in the
darkness of night: but the Qrangemen only shoot
down Papists at any convenient opportunity. The
anorality of the thing is guite different—the Times
agrees with the law, and the Juw agrees with the
Times. Tor the law puts down the Ribbonman
which, nccording to the Times, i synonymous with
Papist—but the law preserves the Orangeman. The
shooting of un sgent or a iandlord, or even & burm-
less Orangeman, is assassination, because it is done
by n Papist; but the lodgment of a quarter-ounce
.of lead io the heart of & Papist i3 only a riot, be-
causo it is done by an Orangemsan.

The distinctions drawn by the Times in these mat-
ters are both subtle and beantiful, and could never
strike any one only for the Times. For our own part,
if we wece ever offered our choice to be shot down
like an unsuspecting agent from behind a hedge by a
Ribbonman, or see the wurderons muzzle of an
Orangeman’s musket pointed with dangerous
precision st ug, for ths life of us we could not
make an agreeable geiection although the Times
might.

i We know,” it says, *‘that we have to deal with
an annusal riot" (that is the Orange massacres),
¢ which most commonly nccurs in the month of July
but this is very diferent far, from the bloody sen-
tences of the [rish veAmgerichy” Thiz at once dis-
poses of the relative guilt of the parties in the most
impartial manver, and also helps to account for the
fact that the law is powerless to deal with the
Orange confederacy. And then the whole jumble of
fancy and fiction, logic and law, is constituted by
the Times into a conclusion-—that the Irish people
are ot to be armed.

Now we have n secret for the Times, and as
O'Connell used to say, at the monsler mectings, we
don't mind telling 1t here. The argument of the
Témes is founded on fulse promises and ends in false
-conclusions—that i3, to speak more plainly, itis A
thorough lie from begining tc end: a lic, s notorious
Times lie, without » single mitigatory trath.

The Irish Ribbonman is as distinct from the Papist
a3 the Orangeman is from the Irish Protestant.
Ribbonism i3 a normaul school for informers, who are
an institution of the British Government; of great
usc to it sometimes in thinning our surplus popula-
tion, or for getting up & coercion bill by their little
distvhavces.  These useful agents then sometimes

ori  -ed & little Ribbon conspiracy, in order to
de . rood private speculation for themselves, and
to the British Government nfterwards, by re-
co i its pay for swearing away the liberties, and

sonaglimes the lives, of their dupes. But thanks to
the exertions of the Irish priesthood-—the Catholic
priesthood —~Ribhonism is suppressed in Ireland us
being nupatriotic und immoral, and from shore to
shore within the seas thet cirele our conutry there i3
zezrcely a Ribbonman to be found—except perbaps
in the Castle—and there is not a more penceable,
orderly, moral nation 1than that composed by Irish
Papiats in all God’s eacth.

So much for the right, the abstract right o de-
prive the Irish Papists of carrying arms, derived,
from their morality, as citizens—so wmuch for the
lying statenients of the Times.

The Times ndmits that the Orangs Societies ought
10 be suppressed ; but it querulously argues, “if they
stop short of open violation of the law, bhow can they
be put down?” Beautiful reasoning/ What coun-
stitutes open violation of the law snccording to the
Zimes? Does ontrage ?—docs murder, actual or
attempted ? Doez brutal agsaults committed with-
out regard toage or sex? Do wanton devasta-
tion, wilful and mxlicious wreeking of property ? Do
any of those things constiiute open violation of the
law—the precious law of British government as ad-
ministered in Ireland? And yet all these things are
cotnprised in that sunnal riot of Orangeism which
the Times considers snch a trivial affair, and w .ch
it declares the law cannot reach to suppress. This
is another lie for the Times!

When O'Connell nasembled the Irish people in
hundreds of thousands—when they came together
peacefully and morally—when, amidst all their
orderly legions, no man committed the slightest
violation of the law—woen, awmidst all that vast
organization, not even the shadow of n crime could
be nlleged agninst a single individunl, the British
Government in Ireland stepped outside the law, and
suppressed a meeting perfectly legal, perlectly
peaceable ~not by an acet of pearliament, but by an
arhittary proclamation issued in the dark of an
October evening, issued in the gloom aud silence of
the night, in ovder that the dogs of war, arrayed on
Clountarf strand, might fall npon the unsaspecting
and unarmed erowd, and slanghter them without
mercy. Their murderous attempe waa foiled. But
their vengeance was not—ihey seat that great-
bearted old man -- that princely patriot, who, what-
ever were his failings, snd they were not many, must
ever be the pride and boast of Iretand—0O’Connell—
they sent him Lo o gaol, and by such base means, thar
the Liord Chief Justica Danman declared, when re-
versing his senteace, that trial by jury in Irelund
was ‘a4 mockery, n delusion, and o snare.” And
yet, in the face aad memory of these things, the liar
—tihe mean, pitful, liar of the Times~tho ignorant
linr—-agserts that law cannot reach the sanguinary
Orange Society! Does be think that any one will
believe that & government which never hesitated to
do injustice when it suited its tura to be unjust, even
in flagrant violation of nll constitutional law—does
be thinlk to make us believe that that government
could not put down by force of law, backed as it
would be by public opinion, a conspirncy against
order like that of Qrangetsm? We will not be-
lieve it,

Orangeism is the only blot which remains upon
our country. It perpetuates bigotry and feeda its
lurid fires. [t is the ouly remnant of intolerance
left in Trish hearts, and it is kept up for their own
base personnl purposes by a few mean political
tricksters, who, taking advantage of the ignorance of
a portion of their fellow-countrymen, who profess
the Protestant religion—~make a trade of their pre-
Jjudices—make & trade of their follies—and derive
place, or pension, or title from the despicable traffic.
The herd of Orangemen gain nothing—nothing but

infamy, from their absurd hatred to their Roman
Catholic fellow-countrymen, whilst the ‘sleck’ vil-
laing who 'stimulaté ‘“heir evil passions; derive all
the emolument. ‘These men, in their selfishness,
would barter Protestant and Catholic alike against
theic own venality; they are of the tribe of that
I[rishman who thanked his God he had a country to
gell. Hence, then, every man who desires tbe future
prospericy of his native land, will lahour for the ex-
tirpation of Orangeism, and the government has no
excuse to preserve it any longer, notwithstanding
the aszertioans of the Times.

We bave now done with the Times—wo have
shown that there wre not two factions in Ireland,
Papists and Orangemen—-we have shown that there
is but one—Orangeism—and that that faction is
permitted, if no: encouraged, by governmeat.

What, then, becomes of alltke fine reasoning of
the T%Ymes; why the people—the moral, orderly
people—of Ireland are to be deprived of the right of
being organized as Volunoteers for the defence of
their country ?

The czuses are not those alleged by the Times;
but the cause is—that if there were an army of Irish
Volunteers, armed and organized, it would defend
from every enemy, and at every haznrd—Ireland for
the Irish.

Gwsepors Sussp Cass—County DonkGav.—Lif-
ford, August 1.—This moraivg, Chief Justice Mona-
han entered the Crown OCourt at Lifford, at ten
dclock. Anapplication, which had been mado to
his lordship the previous day, was renewed, viz,—
For leave o0 traverse the presentments for alleged
malicious destruction of sheep in Gweedore, in the
mounth of January last, and to bave the entire case
reviewed before his lordsbip and a petty jury. After
A lengthened discussion by counsel, both for and
against, his lordship granted the application. The
jucy waa then sworn, and was composed entirely of
respectable farmers residing in the barony of Raphoe,
aud total strangers to tbe district of Gweedore
(which is situate in the barony of Kilmacreecoan). It
is also right to remark there was not a Roman Ca-
tholic on the jury. Theonly evidence to sustnin the
presentment was that of two Scoteh shepherds, Wil
liam Byers (the shepherd of the apolicant)and Archy-
Campbell (the shepherd of a Scoteh gentleman, na-
med Woodman). Byers stated on his oath that on
Saturday, the 14th of January, 1860, he found two
sheep ata certain place on his mountain called At-
tany, lying dead, with their skulls broken; that he
sent the intormation to Robertson , and asked him
to send for Archy Campbell, a distance of ten miles;
that Campbell came on Sunday mornig, the 15th
January ; and that be (Byers) met Campbell that
morning at Attany ; and that Campbell found an-
other sheep lying dead with its skull broken; that
he (Byres) then sent Campbell with information to
the poliee, that the police came to Attany on Mon-
day morning and saw the three sheep with
their skulls broken and found four more sheep
dead, with their skulls broken; that they search-
ed the mountains and could not find more ;—
that be counted the sheep with Camphell an
that day and tie next, and found that there were 238
gsheep wanting, which could not be found dead or
nlive, save the seven with skulls broken, and that
these were all found at Avtany, within a short dis-
tance of each other ; that they finisbed counting the
sheep on the 17th, rnd on that day he (Byers) went
before a magistrate and swore an information &s to
the loss of the 238 which, be believed, were all mali-
ciously destroyed. Byers swore positively that Camp-
bell did not come to him before Sunday, the 15th
January, and tbat it was Robertion (Lord George
Hilt's agriculturist) sent for Campbell, for that be
(Byers) did not send for him. Campbell stated on bis
outh that he eame down to Roberison’s (the agricul-
tarist) on Saturday, the 14th of January, in conse-
quence of a letter he had received by a messenger,
signed with Byers's name, that he remained in Rob-
ertson's all night on Saturday, and went to the moun-
tain, and met Byers at Attanty on Sunday mornieg
that he found one sheep there that day dead, with
the skull broken—that he (Campbell) was seat by
Byers to tell Robertson and the police, and that was
all the sheep they saw up to that Sunday with marks
of riolence. On cross-examination this witness admit-
ted that he had heard Robertson swear before the
grand jury that he had not seen him (Camphell)
on Saturday the 14th of January, and that he (Robert-
son) hod not heard a word of any sheep being found
with their skulls cracked until Sunday the 15th of
January, when he (Campbell) came to him with the
information. And also that he (Robertson) bad nnt
sent for him (Camypbhell) on the l4th of January.
During the vross- examination of this witnees he took
a piece of paper out of his pocket and wus lo king
at it, holding it under the witness box. Connsel then
asked what it was ; be replied 1t was nothing. Coun-
sel then asked him if it contained any memorandum
about the sheep, and he (witness) said not, and put
it into his pocket. Counsel asked him to hand it ever
to him, and after n great deal of difficulty it was got
from him. [t contained a memorandnm of the sheep
m tilated as deseribed. He (Campbell) then said in
reply to counsel that he had sworn falsely. (This
crented a great sensation in court. ) It also appeared
by this memorandum that the sheep found mutilated
on Sunday, the 15th, did not correspond with the
number both Byers and Campbell bad sworn to as
being found on the 15th. Several other witnesses hav-
ing been examined, the case closed. The jury were
not ten minutes coming to a decision, which was
agaiost tlie presentments. The judge after the verdict
was announced said—* [ am as satisfied, as [ am of
my vory existance, that those sheep were not mali-
tiously killed.®

Duriag the past three weeks large numbers of pigs
died in the neighborhood of Newtownbarcy, and about
Kilrush, of a disease called the “black sickness.”
The animals are seen to go about moping, disinclin-
ed to ¢at their food, and die in a few hours, the bo-
dy turning purple, [ beurd of a eouple of cases
where parties lost from 15 to 20 pigs.— Wezford
Constituiion.

Two Sisters Drowsep.—Two fine young women
sisters, namead Doolan, aged cighteen nnd twenty-
three, fram the neighborhood of Newtownmountken-
nedy, were drowned on Friday, while buthing off
the Strand, nt Newcastle, county Wicklow ; one of
the ill-futed sisters venturing in too far was carried
out from the abruptly retreating beach, and was im-
mediately oeyond her depth, when her less daring
sister, 10w bold as n lion, in the strength of her af-
fection, vushed to the rescue; but unhappily with no
butter result than to share her uatimely fate.

Coxvrasiox.—0n Sunday last, Mr. Denis Coanell,
of Tralee, was received into the Catholic church at
St. John's Limerick, by the Rev, Mr, Cook, P.P. of
Stonehrll,—Limerick Reporter.

On Saturday, 28th ult, during a sudden squall,
five fishermen were returning to Ballintoy after their
day’s fishing, when a sca filled their boat, which up-
set, and the whole boat’a crew were lost within sight
of their wives and families. Other boats’ crews land-
ed at Sheep Isiand, and thereby cscaped. Soon after
they attempted the reacue of the missing crew, but
without success. The bodies have not yet been
found. The names of the men lost (the families of
whom are destitute), are James M'Erlane, wife and
two children ; Robert M‘Erlane, (his brother), wife
and four childrer; James M‘Auley, wife and two
children ; George Borland (an old man), wife and
family ; Hugh Gillan, & young man and unmarried.
A painful interest cxists along the coast about this
melancholy event, though parailels to it are not of
unfrequent occurrence in the lives of the poor fisher-
men on the coast.~ Belfust Mornwng News.

—— depnrted this life under circumstances, which
at first sight, appear opposed. (o the ordinary course of
nature, The Courier is an ultra-Orange Britigh news-
paper, and we may therefore accept its estimate of
(Englisb) human nature 88 not inaccnrate when it
informs us self-murder by the **deathof a dog” (as
anether Englishman once termed it) is “opposed to
the ordinary course of nature” only at * first sight.”—
Of coarse a moment's thought will dispel the fuolish
ides of suicide being " opposed to the ordinary courae
of nature” in this country. Indeed it is the ordinary
course; but the fact of recording a suicide as “‘n
sudden nnd unexpected demise” (1) i3 so racy of this
soil, that  cannot forbear calling your attention to
it.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Tue Arcusisiop of WesTMINISTER.—We are happy
to say that favorable intelligence continues to arrive
with regard to the health of the Cardinal Archbishop
of Westminister. His Eminence, in a letter to the
Vicar-General, says:—“I go into the country to
complete my convalescence, previously to making a
start northward,” and a letter {rom Dr. English, alsc
to the Vicar-General, says :—*‘ The Cardinal i3 out
for a few days at Castel Gandolfo. Tle is wonder-
fully better."— IWeekly Register.

The weekk has been tolerably exempt from any
very exciting crimes, such as the Wolworth tragedy
of the previous week. Suicides continue of frequent
occurrence, but murders were not 8o rife, In Lon-
don four children were reported on Thursday as
murdered, and five infants as “ suffocated in bed," of
course accidentally, but these are mere trifles in this
eminently enlightened generation.

Protestant Sisterhoods are not such an innovation
as some assert. In 1679 the Baptists of Bristol had
an iastitution of Deaconesses, who were “get apart
for their office by prayers and fasting.” They laid
themselves under an obligation not to marry—no
great sacrifice, perhaps, for they were all over sixty
year3 of age : their duty was to visit sick sisters and
brethren, to take care their wants were supplied, to
speak words of spiritual consclation to those who re-
quired it, and to act a3 nurses.—Guardiun,

Of the twenty-five barons who were appointed to
enforce the observance of Magna Charta, says Sir
Bernard Burke's Second Series of Ficissitudes of
Families, thereis not now in the House of Peeraa
single male descendant,

ExTENT or Lonpos.—London, says the Registrar-
General, now covers 121 square miles—a square of
cleven miles to the side. It is equal to three Lon-
dons of 1800, it increnses at the rate about 1,000 a
week, half by births (their excess over deaths), and
half by immigration (its excess over emigration.)—
It i3 remarkable that in London one in six of those
who leave the world dies in one of the public insti-
tutions—a workhouse, hospital, asylum, or prison.—
Nearly one in a eleven of the deaths is in a work-
house.

Lonp Paruerston's ITaLiaN Pottcy.—The Lon-
don correspondent of the Freeman's Journal says:—
% The speecl. of Lord Palmerston, delivered at the
meeting of members at his private house, has cre-
ated the strongest indignation among & portion of
the Catholic members whom the Premier had in-
vited to sustain bim in what he believed to be an
important erisis in bis political life. The noble lord
clajmed confidence in the Governmenton the ground
that in this crisis it was imperatively necessary that
there should be & strong Government in England,
ag foreign complications had arisen, and he was hap-
pr to tell them thava telegraph had just been re-
crivel announcing that Garibaldi's forces had land-
ed on the coast of Calabria. Hence, he said, it was
necessary that the Goverument should possess the
confilience of the country, in order to sustain the
people of Italy in selecting their own form of Go-
vernment. This declaration excited, as I have stated,
the utmost indignation among the Irish Liberale, as
it was clear that the Premier was endenvoring to
shadow out a policy inimical to the independence of
the Roman States”

The great event ot the week has been the Division
in the House of Coromons upon Monday night. The
immediate redtiction of the Customs duty upon
French paper was carried by a majority of 33, though
the chird reading of the Bill for abolishing the Ex-
cise Duty upon Paper had only been carried last win-
ter by a majority of 9. This decision of the Ilouse of
Commons is all the more important because it was a
vote of confidence iu the Ministry, and an approval of
their foreign poliey respecting Itely. Everybody
knows that Lord Palmerston, Lord John Russell
Mr. Gladstone, and the Whig Ministry sympathises
with Garit... ', and with those Italians who desired
to subvert the Pope's Lemporal Sovereignty and seize
apon his temporal possessions. These are Lord Pal-
merston's own wishes, and he has repeatedly ex-
presged them. Since the votes of twenty-one Irish
Catholic members put him into power in 1859 Lord
Palmerston has been able to contribute very mnteri-
ally towards this consummation. He never had a
better chance of helping it on than now, for the
French Emperor i3 anxious to follow the policy of
England in Italina affaivs. He says ke wishes to see
peace restored to Italy by any means, provided the
security of the Holy I'ather be provided for. Napo-
feon I says nothing of the Pope's Sovercigoty, or
of his independence, or of the integrity of his domi-
nions. The Pope's peraonal security is now the Em-
peror's care, and to this the Whig Ministers bave no
objection, for even Mr. Gladstone, in the wildest
flight of his Jacobianical enthusiasm, has never really
wished to see the Pope hanged in St. Peter's.—
London Tablet,

Tue Irisy 1v ExGLanp. — Followiang the exawple
set by the Italians in England who made demonstra-
tions the other day in favour of their nationality, the
Irish residents in our larger towns are agilating in
favor of & restoration to Ireland of her native Gov-
ernment. Among other places, an enthusiastic meet-
ing has been held at Birkenhead, at which resolu-
tions were carried by acclamation demanding from
Engtaud, &3 an act of retributive justice, the re-
storation to Ireland of a domestic Parliament, of
which she was unjustly deprived by fraud, treachery
and bloedshed, unparalleled in the bistory of nations
to carry the accursed act of union, which provin-
cinlized their country and made them aliens in tbeir
nxtive land.

He had in his posscssion a copy of
sour paper, & Family Herald, and o Cussel's Family
Buper, and it being proved that he was offering them
for sale, our worthy mngistrate committed him to
prison for twenty-one days with hard labor. On the

Tre WaLwortre Mcipers.—The following fucts
throw a light upon the cause of one of the terrible
geries of murders known ag the Walworth tragedy,
namely, thal of Mary Weels Strecter, the sweetheart
of Willinm Godfray Youngman, who now staunds ac-
cused of lher death. After the examination of the
prisoner at Lambeth Police Court, on Tuesdny last
Inspector Dann proceeded to the residence of the fa-
ther of the young woman, near Wadliurst, in Sussex
and broke the fearful intelligence of the murder.
The various members of the family stated that such
bad been their forebodingsof some dreadful event
that they could not settle down 1o their work, or do
anything on the Tuesday. Youngmnan had made use
of the most unfourded misrepresentations to induce
the young woman to marry him, and to obtuin the
consent of their friends to their union. In the first
place he represented that he had an independent
income of £200 a year, that be intended taking s
house for her at Brighton, and keeping ber 8s a Iady
when on the contrary, he had nota single pound,
and oo the morning of the murder, he did not pos-
sess a single penny. It further appenred from his
correspondence, that for some weeks previous he had
been strongly urging ber to allow him to inzure her
life for £100, and on mentioning the £ 't to her fu-
ther apd friends that they so strongi. ..ivised her
not to do, that she positively as.ured them that she
should do ro such thing, and they were in hopes
that she did not.  In the last lotter nddressed by the
prisoner to Miss Streeter, be strongly urged her to
come to town, to bring all the money she could with
her, and to borrow from her friends, and particularly
stated that there wns no necessity for getting the
wedding things made up, as they conld be had in
town. Ife nlao bad the banos published at St. Mar-
tin-in-the-Fields ; but it i3 a very curious fact, and
one which shows that the unfortunate young woman
must have had some foreboding that something ex-
traordinary was to happen, that on Monday night
that she folded up ber purse, containing all the mo-
ney she possessed, namely £1 23 2d, in her petticont
apd stowed it away some distance from the bed. In-
spector Dann, on gesrching among the prisoner’s
papers, found the policy of an insurance ecffected by
hini on the life of Miss Mary Welis Streeter for £100
payable to bim oo her death. The policy was dated
on the 25th of July, just six days Lefore the murder.
Tt has also been found that at the Sessions, held at
Staflord on the Sth of March, 1859, the prisoner had
been convicted of stealing & quantity of plate be-
lJonging to his master, Mr. J. Keate, a Stalfordshire
gentleman, and sentenced to 12 months hard labor.
iIe was discharged in March lnst. e then procured
a gitaation at Mr Duncan’s Henrietta-street, Covent-
gardes, by a false characler, or rnther false repre-
sentations, and was discliarged from there in the be-
ginning of the Iast mmonth when he renewed his ue-
quaintance with Miss 8. ‘er. On Friday the body
wans remuved to Wndhursy, to be interrea alongside
the remains of her sister, who died but a few weeks
since of consumption. The priscuer persiste in his
former statement that his mother had done it, and
that he only killed her in self-defence. Hec ents and
drinks well :nd does not exhibit any aberration of
intellect.  With the above facts; the diffieulty of
discovering 2 wotive for the above murders immedi-
ately vanishes. The murderer wus seen ¢ redhand-
ed ;' he ruthlessly resolved to remove sl the wit-
nesses of Lis erime, and three more persons perished.
A verdict of wilful murder has been returned against
Willinm Godfray Youngman in each casc.— Qb
sereer.

Tatest dates
from Great Britamn represeats the weather us
very uniuvorable foc karvesting prospects, and
breadstulls as on the rise.

THE PRINCE OF WALES.

Laspixe at MorxTrear.—The morning of
Friduy. the 24tk wmstant, — the day onginally
designed for the Prince’s laadig - hroke with

torreafs of rais which lasted withowt interruption
wutil abowt twe n’clock i the 2fternnon. Fvery
thing, however, had been prepared [or the grand
cevemanial ; 1he Societies bad ioustered under
their rexpective bawuers, and the citivens en
swasse 18 spite of the wnpromising aspect of the
weatber had turzed ont to greel the arrival of
the sop of their beloved Qneen.  About 2 p.m.,
the «ky cleared a little ; but i eonsequence of a
requesi—we believe—{rom the Corporation or
Reveption Committes, His Royal Highness was
graciowsly peesed to postpone bis official en-
trance inlo Moutieal to Satwrday morning.—
Plarurds to this effeet were posted up about
towu, and t:¢ mmmense crowds slowly dispersed.
fa the eveniug there was a partial illumination,
and an occasional display of volunteer fire
works.

Suturday mormag dawued gloamily. The sky
wys surchirged with clouds, and still the rain
came peuring down.  About 8 am., however,
the weather cleared, and the preparations for
the Prinee™ reception agais went forward with
bearty good will, Sooa ths sleamer vwith the
Royal Standard was to be seen making her way
up lo the spot where the Prince was to land ;
and shortly after vive o’cloek the roaring of the
guas from the men-of-war lying 18 the port, an-
nounced that s Royal Highness bad at last ar-
nved among=l u~.

The Privee wun recesved by His Honor the
Mayor and the members of the Corporation, the
Bishap of Montreal, Dr. Fulford the Anglican
Bisbop, and nther diguitaries civil and military.

To which H. R. H. was pleased to reply as follows

Gentlemen,—The Address you bave just pre-
seoted tome, in which you proclaim your loyalty to
the Queen and attachment to the British Crowa
demands my warmest acknowledgments.

The impression made upor me by the kind and
cordial recepiion which bas been accorded to me
oa this first visit to Canada cau never fade from my
wind ;—and deeply will the Queon bo gratified by
the proof which it affords that the interest which she
tukes in the weifure of this portion of Her Empire,
and which she has been ansious to mark by my pre-
gence amongst you, is met in their part by feel-
ings of alfectionate devotion to herself apd ber
family.

For inyself [ rejoice at the opportanity whick has
been afforded me of visiting this City—a great
emporium of the trade of Cunadu—and whouse
growing prosperity offers so striking un example of
what may be effected by energy aud enterprise inier
the iufiuence of free institntions.

That tbis prosperity may be still forther enlarged
js my enroest hope, and there ean be little doubt

In this order the Procession moved through
the principal streets of the City to the Exhibi-
tion Building, the opening of winch was the first
part of the day’s proceedings. Here H. R.
Highness was received by a Guard of Honor,
furmished by our Montreal Light Infantry under
the command of Col. Dyde. Precisely at a 11
a.m. the Prince entered and took his place upon
the Dais, whilst the National Anthem was bril-
liantly executed by the Oratorio Society. At
the close of the Anthem His Excellency the
Governor General, advancing towards the Prince,
delivered the following Address :—

“May it please your Royul Highness :

“ The people of thig Province are aware of the in-
terest which Hor Mnst Gracious Majesty aud the
Prince Consort honoured the Exbibitions of 1851 and
1855,

“ They kuow that nmong the objects which ex-
cited attention on those occasions, the productions of
Canada hold an important place ; and they venture
to hopo that your Royal Highness will, on the pre-
gent occasion, . condescend to meot their wishes by
opening the Exhibition which is to take place in this
building.

% They believe, Sir, you may find that the ohjects
submitted to ycur notice afford some evidence of the
industrial progress of Canada, and some promise of
Ler future progresa.

100 the part, therefore, of the Provincial Govern-
ment, T pray Your Royal Highness to do us the honor
of opening in the city of Montreal, this Exhibition,
and we trust that such condescension on your part
may slimulate our paople to greater cxertinns, and
may be long remembered among the gracions acts
which are destined to mark the visit of the Heir np-
parent of the Throne of Great Britan. ”

To tbis Address His Royal Highness was gracious-
1y pleased to reply as follows :—

# Gentlemen :

The Prince, attended by lus suite, then pro-
‘ceeded to inspect the building, and after having
declared the Exhbition opened, he retired to the
residence prepared for his reception. '

After a brief rest, the Prince again started
with his suit and escort for Point St. Charles,
where he was met by the Tlon. Jobn Ross, Pre-
sident of the Grand Trunk Railway Company
and the Members of the Lxecutive Couucil of
the Province. Mr. Ross bad the honor of pre-
senting the following Address :—

To His Royal Highness Albert Edward, Prince of
Wales, &k¢., &c.:—
May it pleasc your Royal Highness—

The Directors of the Grand Trunk Railway Gom-
pany of Canadu Leg leave to offer to yeur Itoyal
Highness a respectful weleome to the Province.

The Canadinn Pazlisment has made the comyle-
tion of the Vietoris-Eridge the occasion ou which to
invite our most gracious Sovereign to visit her Ga-
nadinu poggessions, and, ju welcoming your Rnyal
Bighness to Canada as her representative, they In\r_e
referred, with just pride to this great work us evi-
dence of the resnits achieved throngh the unicn of
British capital and skill with Canadian enterprise
and progress. .

The Victoria Eridge, ns your Royal Highness is
aware, bas heen constructed in the face of the great-
est engineering diflicullies. It i3 the conneeling link
of elever hundred mijes of railway, extending from
the extreme Westeren limits of Uanada nearly to its
Enstern boundary, and alao affording an outlet to
Provinciul trade to the Atlnntic when the rigour of
nar climate closea the natural chancel by the Saint
Lawrence.

This great national highway has been carried
through by a vast outlay of British capits, foatered
hy the most wise policy and generous aid of the
Canadian Parlinment, and, us now completed, will
develope and promote not only the interchange of
commerce and intercourse between the various dis-
tricts of this widely extended Province, but will also
secure to it, a large share of the rapidly increasing
trade of the West.

Canada now possesges a complete system of rail-
way communication, combined with an internal
navigation of unrivalled extent; and, in your future
progress to the West, your Royal Highoess will ob-
serve the best evidence of the wisdom and energy
which have thus been applied to the developraent of
the resources of this great Province.

The Directors have now to express their profound
cratitude to their most gracious Sovereign -and te
your Royal Highness for your consideration in honor-
ing this enterprise with your presence, and they pray
that your Roral Highness will now be plensed final-
ly to inaugurate the completion of the Victoria
Brigde, and thui to permit the greatest engineering
work of modern days to be associnted with the au-
apicions occasion of the first visit of the Heir Appar-
ent of the Throne to her Majesty’s loyal Province of
Canada.

To which the Prince made the following reply :—

Gentlemen,—It is with mingled feelings of gratifi-
cation at the duty which I am called upos to under-
take, and admiration of the magnificent spectacle of
suecessful science which is before rae, that I proceed
to comply with your invitation, aud, in the name of
the Queen, to inaugurate a work a5 unsurpassed by
the grandeur of Egypt or of Rome, a3 it i3 unrival-
led by the inventive genius of these days of ever-ac-
tive enterprize. ~

I regrot that the great man, whose pame iz now
doubly enrolled in that page of my country’s history
in which ita worthies are inscribed, has not lived to
gee thia day. T regret that ill health prevents the
presence of another who labored with him to plan

snd execute this vast design ; but to them and to the
eminent firm and those employed by them, in carry-
ing ont the works, o less than to your countrymen,
whose energetic exertions firat gave birth to tbe
scheme of which this bridge is the consummation, the
thanke of the great community of North America are
due,

Your Sovereign has testified hor appreciatioz of
the magnitude and importance of the enterprise, by
deputing me to come go far to commemorate on the
apot, on ker behslf, the completion of &« monument
of engineering skill, which will, henceforth, bear lrer
name, and convey to future generations another
proof, in addition to the many which exist, of the
succeasful industry of the great people committed 1o
ber rule.

May this ceremony be auspicuous to all soncerned.
May the Railway and this Bridge, which i3 its con-
necting link, realize all the expectations of its pro-
moters, and continue throughont the great future of
this Province a aource of permanent aad ever in-
creasing prosperity.

At half-past 1 o'clock precissly, H. R. H. arrived
at the bridge, riding, with Lia suite, from the station
in a beauntiful carriago open at the sides, lined with
crimson velvet, and wit hpanels appropriately deco-
rated. This carriage was driven by Mr. McKengie,
the superintendent of the machinery of the Jompany
The Prince immediately ascended the stairs to the
top of the pier. He was met by Mr. James Hodges,
and was accompanied by tbe Duke of Xewcastle,
General Bruce, Lord St. Germains, Qeneral Wi!-
liams, and the respective suites of His Royal High-
ness, the Governor General, and the Commandsr in
Chief. Mr. MHodges then, hat in band, presected to
the Prince, who also bowedl and was uncovered, n
wooden mallet and a ziiver trowel.

THE TRUWEL.

The trowel bore on ke inside the following in-

eription :—

Highness Albert Riward Prince of

On she reverse was an engraving of the bridge.
The bandle was wrought into the form of a Beaver,
which was atiached to the blade by a Prince of
Wales’ plume, the edges of the blrde being decorated
with o borderof the Rose, Shamrock, Thistle and
Maple Leaf.

LAYIEG THE BTONK.

His Royal Highuesa took the trowel, and with a
fow dexterous strokes levelled the mortar, previous-
ly roughlr sproud. The stone was then lowered un-
der tho direction of Messrs. Maibew Turner aud
Daniel Wilson, who have been Mr. Hodges' foremen
in the masoury department from the beginning of the
bridge. While the tuckle was being ndjusted, H. R.
B. Jooked with evident interest on the hroad river
scenery before him, and madesniling observations to
the Duke of Newecastle and the Governor General
At length the large mase was lowered to s perma-
nent resting place. It was & stone 10 feet by six
broad and two deep, weighing sevaral tons. The
Pringe concluded thig part of the ceremony by giv-
ing one or two formal taps with the maeonic gave!,
and the Bridge was compleied, and to be henceforth
kuown by the name of Victoriu.

THR LAST RIVRL.

The last stone having been lnid, H. It. H. and a
large number of ufficinl gentlemen in atiendance
upon him, took the royal car and proceeded to the
central Arch, where the last rivet was still 10 be
driven,~—un operatica which was executed hy the
Prince with great spirit and gond will.  Thres rivets
were first deiven by tho wen, the Princ= having first
selected the bole swhich ho wounld i, "Thia bappen-
ed to bea tolerably high one—about the lovel of bis

368t the. rivets driven know {hat it is doe with:'a’
very rapidly repeated stroke, and when H, R. H. ob-
served the dexterity of the workmen, he observed that
he was afraid be should prove only a bungling hand.
However, {he last rivet being pushed through, bs
taok thesmall hammer, and sfter giving. two or three
taps tostesdy the bolt, Nr. Hodges haring applied
the cupping tool and given him & large hammer of se-
veral pounds weight, he gpecdily completed thig vary
last touch to the great structore.
THE BANQUET.

The Victoria Bridge haring beenr thus ausp:-
ciously completed, the Royal guest, aceompamied
by his suite, the Governor General, the Mag-
nates of the Province, and those to whom invita-
tions bat been extended, proceeded to the station
where a suroptuous vejewnsr had been provided
for them. Ample justice was done to the good
cheer.

TUV. 8PEECHES.

In about baif am hour Ifis Excellerey the
Governor Gieneral rose and pruposed the health
of Her Majesty Queen Victoria, which was re-
sponded to with loud and emthusiastie sheer-
ing.

gln a short time His Ixcelleney agatm stood
up und proposed the health of the Prince Con-
sort, which was rapturously received.

Next came the toast of His Royal Highness
the Prince of Wales; und after the thunders of
applause with which this was received had sub-
sided, the Prince rose, and gracefully proposed the
health of the ¢ Governor General,” * Success to
Canada,” and ¢ Prosperity to the Grand Trunk
Railway.” 'The graceful unaflected delivery of
the Prince was much admired, and giving the
time, he called for three cheers, which of eourse
were delivered with hearty gocd will.

This closed the ceremonial ; no other speeches
were delivered, for rising up and bowing several
tnnes to the company, this Royal Highuess, at-
tended as upon his arrival, retived, and after a
short visit to the works, returned to bhis resi-
dence.

NS GENERAL ILLUMINATION.

In the evening the City, pursuant to nolice,
was universally and brilliantly illuminated, whilst
a magnificent display of fire-works trom Point
St. Charles gave additional interest 1o a spec-
tacle which for beauty and grandeur could hard-
ly be surpassed. The sky was cloudy, and about
7 p. m.a smart thunder storm passed over the
city ; yet in spite of these contretemps the work
gaily proceeded, and by eight o’clack the whole
City was one mass of light. Where all did thewr
best, where most did well, it would be almost in-
vidious to specily. Yet we cannot but notice
the exquusite skill displayed n the illumination of
the Banks, particaterly of the Bank of Mon-
treal, and the other public offices. The Bishop’s
Palace, the Convents, and other religious insti-
tutions were beautifully ~ecorated ; and the
newly erected fountains which were all playing in
full power, Lhad an almost magical appearance. —
The illummation indeed, whatever may he said
of the Procession and other incidents of the'Re-
ceplion, was a perfect success. In the caurse
of the evening the DPrince, accompanied by the
Duke of Newcastle and others of bhis suite, but
all in plain cloties, drove throngh the principal
streets of the city to enjoy the fairy-like scene,
with which they declared themselves highly
pleased. Every thing passed over in good order
and without an accident.  About midnight the
crowds dispersed, and darkness and sleep asserted
their wonted rights.

Sunday was of eourse passed in quiet. Ilis
Royal Highness attended the Anglican Cathedral
which was densely crowded. "There was no dis-
play of any kind at aight.

The festivities of Monday commenced with a
grand series of Indian Games at which His
Hoyal Highness and swte assisted. Unfortu-
nalely the sky became again overcast, and beavy
showers brought the amusements abruptly to a
close. Several games at Lacrosse were, how-
ever, keenly eontested betwixt the Indians and
the Montreal Club, the former as usual carrying
off the prize. About 1120 a.m., the Prince
left the ground in order to amsist at the Levee
which wag to commence at noon in the oew
Court Housa.

THE LEVEE,

Punctual to the bour named His Royal High-
ness drove up to the Court House, and taking
his piace the Levee commenced. The Anglican
Bishop was first presented, after which his Liord-
ship the Bishop of Montreal with his Clergy,
mustering betwixt one and two hundred, had the
honor of a presentation ; most of the Ministers
of the numerous Protestant sects were also
attendamce. The Clergy and the Bar having
passed before the Prince, the general Levee
commenced, and some two thousand persons had
the honor of waking their bow to the Prince of
Wales.

Tn the evening there was a Grand Ball in the
Pavilion erected for the occasion near St
Cathesine Street.  About 10 p.m. the Prince
and suite entered the room, and were greeted
with the National Anthen, alter which dancing,
in which His Royal Highuess yoined, commenced
in good spirit, and was kept up till a late hour
the followmg morning.  Drummoad Street,
in the vicinty of the DPavilion was brilliantly
illuininated on the nccasion, and the arrange-
ments clicited general satisfaction.

Tuesday was devoted to an Excursion by
Rail anil Steamboat § returning at about 8 p.m.
the Prince descended the Lachine Rapmds, and
in the evening honored the Musical Festival with
s presence. This entertamment, ope of the
most extensive of the kind ever given on this
Continent, was a perfect success. During the
day there was an interesting trial of skl be-
twixt the members of the several Fire Con-
panies on the Haymarket Square.

The proceedings of Wednesday eousisted of
a Review of the Volunteer Foree at Logan’s
Farm¢ and in the evening there was a graod
Torch Light Drocession of the several Ifire
Compagies. This affair was adinirably managed,
and reflects great credit on its arrangers.

Thursday the DPrince paid a visit e Sher-
brooke and returned in the evemng. A splendid
display of Fire Works, by the Corporalios, at
the Reservoir, tlosed the series of the week’s eu-

hexd, and some of the bystanders suggested that &

more eunvenient one shoutd be selected. Kut the |
Prines ndhered to his own chioice. Those whu have

tertainments.  On Friday the Prmnee was to
take bis departure for the City of Oftawa.

MASS MEETING OF THR CATHOLICUS OF -

Upwards of
a thousand persons were present, including a
large number ot clergymen, and on the motioy
of Mr. Macarow, the Very Rev. Mr. M:Donell,
Vicar-General, was ealled to tbe Chair. M.,
Aanthony O’Reilly was named Secretary to the
Meeting.

The proceedings eommenced with an Address fron,
the Very Revercnd Chairman, shich was listened 1,
with marked atlention. He explaived the object of

He considered
the official notice given by that Society of their
intention to do so, an innult offered to every Cathic.
lic in Upper Canada, and believed that, if properly
represented, our illustrious Privce, und the diz.
tinguished Noblemen who accompany him, woulg
never countenance such an outrage upon publie
decency aud public ' morality. The Oraugemep
might talk of their loyalty, and boast of their aitach-
ment to the British Crown—we 21l knew what that
mennt--but he believed, and he hnd good cause for
knowing, during his residence of over siziy years
amongst them, that Her Muajesty iiad no more de.
voted and loyal subjects in the world than the
Catholics of Upper Canada. Ile remembered well
the time, when the loyalty of Upper Cuuudians wiy
put to the test, and noze stood more truo and fuith-
ful to their allegiance than the Catholies of the
Upper Province, He belicved thore was more trye
loyslty in the large meeting of Catholics Le saw
around him to-night, than could be found amongst
the majority of those who formed the Qrange So-
ciety in Upper Canada. They were loyal from prin-
ciple—-it was the docirine of their religion—but
Orangemen were loyal when it amted their own pri-
vatg or political pnrposes. He called upon the
Heeting to take cnergetic action at the present mo-
went—Iit was one big with the most importan', con-
sequences to them and their co-religionisis through-
out the Province.

The proceedings above reported do credit to
the heads and to the bearts of the Irish Catliolics
of Kingston, showing to the world that whist as-
serting their own dignity, they are equally care-
ful to respect the feelings of others, For the
sake of peace they cheerfully consent to waive
their right to walk 1a the Privce’s Procession, if
Orang=men will but evince a like moderation,
and abandon their insolent pretensions. The
British Whig says, we hope upon good au-
thority, that the intention of the lafter now is
merely to line the Streets through which the
Procession 15 to pass, without displaying any
offeasive flags, bansers, or party emblems, and
abstaining {rom all party cries or tunes. To
this ko reasonable person can object. It is not
the presence of the individuals that we depreeate,
bat their appearance in a State ceremonial in
their character of members of a secret politico-
religious organisation. What the result may be ;
whether prudence and charitable counsels shall
prevail, or whether the Upper Canadian Orange-
men will persevere in their orginal designs we
cannot saf ; but it is to be hoped from the sub-
joiued paragraph which we clip from the King-
ston Brauish Wiz that by mutual concessions,
harmony, and good order may be preserved.—
The Whig says:— .

There was a full attendance on Saturday after-
neon, but though s great deal of time was gpent in
taik, very little was really done. Copies of the re-
golutious passed at the Roman Oatholic meeting of
Friday night were read by the Secretary, and a long

In the Programme for the Prince’s reception
at Kingston, published by the Kingston Daily
News of the 30thinstant, ¢ as finally amended
and adopted,” a place is oflicially assigned to
the Orange Society. It remains now to be seen
if the Governor General of Canada and lis re-
sponstble advisers will do their duty ; if they will
warn the Prince and his Suite of the sad conse-
quences that will probably flow from this Orange
persistence in a career of outrage and insult to-
wards Catholics, in spite of the great forbear-
ance of the latter, as shown by the Resolutions
adopted at their Meeting. IF our rulers will not
do their duty in this emergency, at their doors
be laid the blame of 1he painful consequences to
the Prince of Wales, should bis tour in Upper
Canada be marked by riot and murders; on
their heads be the blood that their culpable
neglect of duty shall have caused to flow.

And drawing himaell up to bis ful}
height, headded: “ Ireport for tho Murning Chronicle
and the press of Canadsa, and I have been placed by
Government near the Prince, to fullow him in his
progress, and make reports of it.” * Buat, remrimber
Sir, [ do not refuse to give the Address, but | want
to be allowed a shors time befors giving it to you.”
7 Yery well, I will report it has bean refused to mne.
Now, mind I report for the press of Cananda, and !
have heen placed by the Provincia] Government
near the person of the Prince fo follow him where-
ever he goes.” After a few repetitions of his high
sounding titles, the reporter of the United Press of
Canada left in dudgeon, and went to the Ursuline
Convent to make a similar demand. Here likewise
he wagat first dissatisfied, becauss the Address of the
Latdies could not be given immediately. Whilst at
the Oonvent, he met the Rev. M. Caxean, Vicar-Ge-
neral, who, not knowing his previous behaviour,
mads bim an offer which was at first ungracigualy
refused, but accepted upon second thought. Per.
mission was obtained from the Bishops, who were
now assembled ; and, no difficulty standing any
longer in the way, the Addreas was given to the re-

Do not foreo
them to join in your ovations ; do not ask them to
sing Te Deums or bless standards. Govern without
them, and permit them to pray without youn. Respect
the sanctuary of copscience. Forced proyers are
neither useful to you before God, nor honorable be-
forc men. That, I think, is a simple and casy way of
living in peace with the Church. The Goveroment
will gain by it, and go wiil the Church. ¥ bare the

Tue FrRENcH GOVERNMENT AND THE PoPE.
—The Bapress publisbes the following 'circular
as having been addressed by the Minister of
Pubhe Instrnction and Worship in France to the
Bishops on the subject of a society which has
been established for the defence of the Pope :—

' Monseigneur— A society has just been formed at
Lyons to suppory the Iloly See in all its righte,
spiritual and temporal: its rule of conduct i3 entire
submission 1o the Chief of the Church, without ever
going beyond what he wills, but also without incur-
ring the least delny or manifesting the least hesita-
tion in the accomplishment of it; its means are
prayer, the publication and circulation of the best
works in favor of the IHoly Apostolic Sce, and the
raising of the subscriptions known under the name
of Peter’s pence. [t may also employ nll other means
whether teansitary ov secondary, indicated by cir-
cumstances. The society is directed by a rector and
vice-rector, and is administered by o central coun-
cil sitting at Lyons, and by diocesan courcils co-
operating with tbe Intter. Fioally, it corresponds
with s commission of Cardinals and with General de
Lamoriciere. It will appenr to everybody from
the faithful analysis of the statues of the * Archi-
confreric de Saint Plerre €5 Liens, and from the cir-
culars of the central committee, that this socicty,
which is principally composed of laymen, hins & poli-
tical as well as a religious object, and that it openly
denies the rights «f the State and the obligations of
tbe citizen, by imposing on its members entire sub-
mission to the Sovereign Pontiff without distinguish-
ing the temporal order from the spiritual. I add

that in reserving to itself the facility of acting ne-
-cording tu circumstances and by al} the menns cal-
culated to defend, Roman policy in the external af-
fairs io which it may be engaged, the society nsurps
a sovereign part which only belonga to the Govern-
ment of France ; and that it assumes completely the
attitude of a sezret apd prohibited society by en-
deavoring 1o extend over the country, withour any
legal authorizution, a system of enrolment aod cor-
respondence, directed by & central and diocesan
committee. [ have not to pronounce, Mooseigneur,
on the veritable intentions of the founders of this so-
ciety ; I tuke pleasure in believing them upright and
gincere ; but your grandeur will not the less admit
that such no associntion, which eadeavors to organ-
ize an oceult power in the midst of the State, which
enrols citizens in politien] enterprises, and the means
of execution of which are undefined, may ingpire just
distrust in the country, nnd disquietude to the Gov-
ernment. I am nssured in advance, Monseigneur,
that the simple reading of the regulations, which
will no doubt be addressed to you, will prevent yon
frum lending your co-operation to this ussociation;
but I consider it opportune to pray your grandeur to
make known {0 such members of your clergy as may
be disposed to join it thoi the Government will not
hesitate 1o dissolve n society the mere existence of
which is an infraction of our penal laws. Receive,

Now, Le hes,
without really taking in anybody, when he de-
clares that the forces of France are less numer-
ous than in the peaceable days of Lows Phi-
hppe.  He bas given a deep wound to ocur na-
tiona! feehngs in confessing (o you that Algena
is only a source of weakness to Frarce, as if the
army of Pelissier and M¢Mahou bad unot been
formed in the school of Lamorwciere and Be-
geaud.  This lettee, which a mere schoolboy
could easily improve upon, adopts the principle
of intervention in Turkey, und of non-interven-
tion in Italy.

In this in-
stance, however, T apprehend that the joke is
carried 2 little too far. Had be conteated him-
sell with thanking his ingenious Tipperary cor-
respondent for having enlightened the popula-
tion 1hat Jwell on the banks of the Suir as to
the real policy of the Eiaperor of the French
on the Roman question, the letter might be re-
garded as a counterpart to previous similar com-
munications, and the edstor of the ¥pperary
Ezamaner might rank with the ¢ Liverpool mer-
chants,’ who, as you may remember, also had the
honor of a stray ¢ leal)’ from the same mysteri-
ous grove. But M. Mocquard slightly exceeds
the litits ot pleasantry swhen le talksabout ¢ the
press forgetting ttsell wn order to calumniate and
misrepersent the intentions of a foreign Sove-
reign,’ &c. The Irish papers alluded 1o, de-
nounced, 1 suppose, the Tinperial policy towards
Roine, as the Tipperary Lzaminer declared its
dissent from these charges of Imperial enmity to
the Pope. But, whether it judged rightly or
wrongly, the ¢ press’ is wot the only quarter
whence these charges came.  Whether the Pope
cught to possess tewporal w addition to bis spi-
ritual power is a point that ias been much dis-
cussed, even among Catholics, many of whom
believe that 1t 1s but «n embarrassment, and that
it derogates (rom his authority as head of their
Church. Be tlis is as it may, it is clear that
the Emperor’s views on these points were very
distinctly put forth in the celebrated pamphlet,
The Pope and the Congress, which recom-
mended the reduction of the Papal authority to
the smallest possible point.  Ttis equally clear
that the arguments which that pamphlet ad-
duced in support of these views iere de-
nounced in no weasured terms by one who
had some interest in the gquestion — namely,
the Holy Father Himself, who described them as
+a tissue of hypocrisy ;> that they were so char-

pampllets on the subject, and that the Bishop of
Orleans himself, Gallican as he has been, was
prosecuted for the strong opinions he expressed
on the same subject ; that the mass of the French
clergy thought with him is evidenced by the pray-
ers offered up in all the churches for the Papacy ;
that M. Villemain, who was never suspected of
over partiality to the authority claimed by the
Dontiff, wrote a very stinging essay on the Papal
question ; that M. Montalembert barely eseaped
prosecution for the emission of the same opi-
nions ; and that, in consequence of the Imperial
policy, a portion of the Pontifical States is ac-
tually annexed to Piedmont.

« [ allude to these circumstances merely to
show that, whether the ¢ press’ was right or
wrong when it described the Emperor as actu-
ated by enmity to the Pope, it only echoed the
sentiments of the Pope himself, and of his de-
fenders tn Frauce ; that it was not alone, nor was
it the first, in ¢ forgetting itself in order to calum-
niate and misrepresent the intentions of a foreign
Sovereign 5 and that the Pope and the Bishops
of France deserve M. Mocquard’s censure quite
as much as the ¢ press.’”

It is clear that the meeting at Toplitz has led
to more solid results than either the French
press, or the Prussian Liberals are willing to al-
low. In complete accordance with the an-
nouncement in the Prussian Gazette, the Emper-
or of Austria, immediately after lus return from
the Cooference, desired his Ministers to finish
and promulgate the whole programme of the
contemplated reforms as early as possible. Itis
supposed that the Imperial birth-day, August 20,
will be the day chosen. The Reichsrath met
last Monday ; the ineasures to be proposed to it
bave first to pass a committee of twenty-one
members ; Count Szecsen, on the part of the
Hungarian members, is said to have presented
a memorandum demaading that the veforms shall
be made on a federal basts, so that Austria
would be rather a confederation than an en-
pire. It is asserted that this LRepeal of the
Umion has a prospect of being supported by a
considerable majonty in the Council.

We believe that the interview has led to the
following results:—Austria engages to help
Prussia in defending the German frontier of the
Rhine. In case of Austria bemg attacked in
Venetia, she will withdraw her tederal contin-
gent, and Prussia durimg such withdrawal
guarantees the Austrian provinces of the Con-
federation.

"I'here are reports ot a coming meeting between
the Regent of Prussia and the Emperor of Rus-
sia al Warsaw. Some say that the Ewperor
of Austria will go there too. ‘t'he Regent will
not visit Napoleou III. at the camp at Chalons,
as had been announced ; the Imperial visit is on-
ly formally repaid by the Duke of Baden.—
Weelily Register.

A letter from the Independance Belge states
that the Hungarian regiments in Venetia are
subjected to the strictest surveillance. Whole
detachments had planned a general desertion on
the Mantuan side, but the plot had failed, an ac-
complice baving given inforination to the officers.
The facts have been concealed as much as pos-
sible by the Austrian authorities. The fortifi-
cations of Venice are being strengthened in
every direction; works are even in course of
construction in the interior of the city, and at
the railway station. The garrisons on the main-
land have all been reinforced, and the troops are
eschellonnes in the envirops ot Venice, from
Caorle to the mouth of the Po.  Arrests and
domnicifiary visits have been made at Verone,
Chioggia, and other places.

ITALY.

T
need not point out to you how difficult the posi-
tion of the Sardirian government is rendered by
this determination on the part of Garibaldi, and
by the imminence of his landing at Naples, where,
according to what now seems the general opi-
mon here, he would fiad more friends than ene-
mies, and would meet no effectual resistance.—
embarrassment that would thus be occasioned to
the Cavour Cabinet is so strongly felt as to bave
given nise to various rumors as to its impending
resiguation.  Such rumors, however, I believe,
and it isto be hoped are unfounded, or to say
the least, quite premature.”

The same writer :—

“ Various correspondence from Turin speaks
of several expeditions preparing to leave the
Sardinian States, and the departure of which
that Government strongly disapproves, but will
in all probability find it impossible to prevent.—
Among these reports 15 one of an expedition in-
tended {o land in the Roman States, where, ac-
cording to one account, great agitation prevails
in anticipation of 1ts arrival. There appears no

doubt that General Goyon 1s about to leave

Rome, and indeed he has probably left it by this
time. Upop these various circumstances is based
an on dit that the French troops in Rome have
received orders to remain in their barracks in
case of disturbances, and that the Pope would
leave for Ancona, where he might take ship in
case of need. I give youthis as a mere ru-
mor, leaving you to judge of its probability.—
It would certainly be fully carrying out the prin-
ciple of non-intervention iu ltalian affairs.”

Tue Meerine at Toruirz.—The Espero
states that Count Cavour has applied to Count
Brassier de St. Simon for explanations on the
sabject of the Toeplitz Conference, and received
a very satisfactory reply, to the effect that Prus-
sia had no intentton of meddling with the affairs
of Tialy, unless matters should take a turp pre-
judieal to German interests.

RoMe.—The accounts from Rome are con-
flicting and vague. General Lamoriciere is said
to have suppressed an insurrectionary movement ;
and a landing of 1,500 Piedmontese volunteers
at San Stefano is reported to have taken place
upon the 1st iast.  The Irish volunteers have
orders to be in readiness to take the field in
three weeks, and a rather desponding letter as
to their prospects has been printed in the Dublin
Papers.  On the other hand, the Morde gives a
more cheerful account of General de Lamori-
ciere’s sentiments. ‘The General is reported to
consider his preparaticns as complete, and with a
small but thoroughly efficient force, 25,000
strong, to consider himself equal to any probable
emergency. The Paris correspondent of the
G1:be speaks of an intended occupation of Um-
bria by Sardinian troops in case of an wvasion
by Garibaldi, and says that the French garrison
at Rome is under strict orders to confine its
duties to the protection of the Court and person
ol the Pontiff in that capital. According to
other accounts the Emperor’s policy is consist-
ent with itself. The protection of the Pope
consisis in tlus: ibat be will not allow Austria
te defend the Papal States, but that he will al-
low either Victor Emmanuel or Garbaldi to -
vade and seize them. e will protect the per-
son of the Pope Z.e., Pius the Ninth will be kept
in his custody, while lus territores are disposed
of according to the plan recommended 1 the
pamphlet ¢ Le Pape et la Congres.” The terms
agreed on between Austria and Prussia are un-
derstood to be that Austria will be left to de-
fend Venetia single handed against any Ttalian
force that may be brought agsmst her; but
should France again take part m the contlict,
the ¢.. s of the German Coanfederation are to
be arrayed in Austria’s delence.— Tablct.

A letter from Rome in the Guzelie de Lyons gives
the foliowing particulars respecting the Pontifical
army :—* Since General de Lamoriciere has taken
the command great reforms have been made in the
staff, material, and effective force of the army, He
proceeded ou the principle that, as the Popeis the
spiritual sovereign of all Roman Catholic nations,
queaticas of nativnality ought to be set nside; and
he accordingly created a battalion of Pomifical
sharpshooters, improperly called Franco-Belgium, in
which French, Belgizn and other volunteers are en-
rolled ag they present tbemselves. The Pope, with
God's belp, is able to pay his soldiers 11 bajjocci per
day ; of these six go to pay for their food leaving
the men five, which is a great deal, especiully as
compared with the French army, in which the payis
only 40c., and the soldier bas only 5c. a day for
pocket-money. A corps of cavalry has been formed
on the same conditions, and there is to be .- +ther, if
found necessary. The rumors in circulation respect-
ing the impossibility of organizing the Pontifical ar-
my are, therefore, altogether unfounded. Itis no-
thing extraordinary that the formation of a ragular
army cannot be nchieved in u fortnigit, as many
peraons who come to Rome scem to expect would be
the case with the Pope's.”

There nre reports of movementsin the Papnl State
which have, however been suppressed. At Arpino
the people shouted for Garibaldi. Troops bave been
despatched by Lamoriciere to Terracinn—nand the
quiet village of Monte-Porzio, so dear to cur Eng-
lish students, has been distinguished by the queer-
est attempt at an agrarian revolution ; the populace
began to divide the landed property of Prince Bor-
ghese ; men women and children took partin the
distribution of lots. Did the poor people expect to
be able to carry off and secrete their plunder ?

The Pope has written an energetic letter to the
Bishops of Syria, expressing his horror of the bar-
barities of the Turks, speaking highly in favor of the
French expedition, which is very popular in Rome,
and exhorting all Princes to join tlie crugade against
the enemies of morality, religion aud socinl order.—
Weekly Register.

Tae Iriea Brigape,—The following is from a Dub-
lin Priest, well known and warmly regarded by all

who knew him :— :
To the Edilor of the News

CarvemiN ConvexT, Ancona, July 15, 1860.
My Deor Sir—1I take the liberty to forward you

the” following concerning the Irish Brigade. Al-
thougli'you ‘may “Hiave already.‘received many com- -
‘munications which'mustthaye perplexed you, belng
“entirely contradiotory sndivarious'in ‘detsil ; never-
‘theless Iam certsin that a few lines coming from
.one who has taken the gréntest”paias to understand
the question; will'not be'snpsrfiucue, bit-on the eon.
‘trary, acceptable, yea, "absolutely necessary. I ar.
‘rived here-direct from Rome on the 12th July, and I
immediately called on” Major Fitzgerald, to ascertain
if the rumors I had heard - so repeatedly en route
were really to berelied upon. I could not under.
stand that men whose attachment to the head of
their Church at home is so sincere and so earnest
could beso changed abroad. Glad I am_exceeding.
ly to say, that such is not the case. No doubt I
found that there were evil agencies at work amongst
them. No doubt that English gold had purchased
a place for its friends, admirers and partizans among
their hallowed ranks; but the Itish Brigade is Irigh
still—true to their colours and cause, firm and loyal
to him, whom they lionour and revere ag their Pon-
tit and Father.

First, in stating the facts, let me promise that [
understood there were some complaints amongst my
countrymeit, as to the preparations for their receptioh
on their arrival in this fortress—that there was also
an insufficient commissariat. These complaints were
partiatly true, but not to such an extent as cerisin
popers exaggerated. It is natural to suppose that, on
account of the quantity of troops previously concen-
trafed here, there was, no doubt, a want of that
accommodation which it was the most earnest desire
of every official to give to the Irish defenders of the
dominions of his Holiress. But there was no murmur,
no complaint amongst those brave fellows, until somé
men, who have since been known as—I will not say
spies or agents of disaffection amongst them, bLut
whose conduct bore that character, and that charae-
ter alone— urged them as far a8 they could to mutiny
and sedition, to disobedience against their officers
and thus to partial disorganisation. Thapks to the
judgment of the general mass—thanks to that innate
spirit of fidelity and bonour which is the character-
istic of every true Irishman, their influence over
them was but short-livéd. The Irish Brigade return-
ed to its dnty—the worthless and the vile were ex-
pelled from its ronks—tbe truc and loyal are anx.
iously swaiting the mowment whea they shall be
called upon to add new luatre and renown to the old
historic glories of the Irish name.

At the express desire of the superior officer I de-
termined to go amongst the men ; so I immediately
turned my steps towards the Lazzaretto. I was
agrecably surprised at my entrance by meeting two
gpecamens of Irish manhood on guard, wio present-
ed arms at my approach. I was received in the
kindest manuner by the officers, who on baving learn-
ed that I wished to see all the men, gave orders to
the sergeants of the different companies, each of
whom nsgembled his men as I went along the bar-
racks. 1 addressed them, asking if any canse of
complaint existed amongst them, and they declared
there did pot—that since they had forwarded their
statements to the superior Authorities cverything
which they required had been amply provided for. I
then exborted them to be on their guard against the
wolves iu sheep’s clothing, tounity and brotherly
Jove. After my observations to them had been con-
cluded their enthusiasm was beyond all description.
I know of no words to express feelings on the
occasion ; but how far hehind . suld any language
fall to measure theirs. Tioe great majority of the
men whom I addressed had but recently arrived, ard
they asked me with an ardour that edified and de-
lighted me beyond measure to andmit them (o the
Sacrament of Penance. Their chaplain bad gone up
1o Spoleto with a detachment, and bad been absent
eome days, and they had not as yet seen an Irish
priest since their arrival ; bence their great bappi-
ness at meeting wme. Of course I gladly arranged
that they should come to the Capucbin Church on
the next day, and I left their quarters filled with
happier and brighter thoughta than those with
which an hour before I entered.

After the morning devotions were over the sound
of trumpets resounded in the streets; every door and
window was crowded with eager gazers. ‘ Ecce gli
Irlandesi!? was the exclamation amongst them as
our countrymen accompanied by the officers, were
marching in serried ranks up the deep ascent which
leads to the Capuchin Church. According as they
were dismissed from the confessional, having prayed
for a short time, they wandered about the cioisters,
dormitories, and grounds, accompanied by the fa-
thers of the convent (who presented each with rou-
venirs of their visit—medals, rosaries, &c.) until
company wand finished ; then they returned to their
quarters. It was late in the evening when the last
company departed. Oa the fo.lowing morning they
returned at o very early hour to the conventin the
game orderly manner; they crowded the church, at-
tended Mass with ti' - mos: earnest devotion, after
which nearly all wpproached the Adorable Sacra-
ment of the attar. What more striking proof could
be given of the- fidelity to the sacred cause they
espoused ? If they had not been stimulated to divi-
gion by the same insidious means which always
creater discord amongst Trishmen at home and
abroru . shadow could have dimmed for a single
momeun. :he unsullied brilliancy of their honor aud
truth,

But it was, my dear sir, at the moment when they

were all, officers and men, assembled on the grounds
of the convents to take the oath of alleginnce to the
Sovercign Pontiff; that this fact could be fully un-
derstood. General Lamoriciere had proposed to be
present nt ihis interesting cereony, but other pres-
ging circumstances prevented him. General La
Guerra, with his staff, however, atteuded to witness
the ever-memorable deed. As soon as cvery or-
rangement had been made, [ was called npon to ad-
dress my countrymen. After explaining the motives
and naturo of the oath, and the duties they had to
perform in words which borrowed fire from their
enthus :3m, I administered the sacred oath. Then
upwarc : swelled, repeated word for word after we,
from every Irish bosom that solemn vow of alle-
giance—hend uneovered, hand unpeaised—earsh and
heaven wus nattested to their fealty. General La
Guerra then addressed them, through his interpreter
words of congratulation, love, cncouragement and
admiration. As he concluded they gave three
cheers for his Holiness, nnd three times three for
Yould Ireland.! GConfident in their uwn earnestness
they departed for their barr:icks, fitled with thoughts
of the solemnity of their mission, ready not only to
overcome those minor diffienlties inseparable from
their position, but willing to shel the lxzr drop of
their blood iu the defence of the sacred persan and
territories of the Roman Poniiff, the successor of
St. Peter, Christ's Vicar on earth. [ have no doubt
of the Irish Brigade, my dear friend —do doubt of
its fama—: doubt of it3 glory. It may be maligned,
it may be misrepresented, but its honour, its truth,
will remain intact. The aame has been honoured
long ago, It will be honoured to-day. There isa
future for it under [talinn skies, as there has been
& post for jton the soil of France. Wherever that
designation has been heard before, it has ever been
associated with valour and renown. Who dare fesr
for it to-day ? I do not—I cannot, and I know tho
truth. The tiara and keys of Peter are as sigrif-
cant as the lillies of Gaul to those who have justly
won the proud title of being,

Semper et ubique fidelis. PJ.C.M

The troops in Naples
rofuse o fight.. JFiftéen hundred: Garibaldiaas have
jnvested a town in Calabrin. The Garibaldi com-
sittee at Naples have summoned the General thither
to nssume 'the direction of the Government. The
troops . are ‘withdrswn ‘from the -Abruzzi, and con-
centrated around Naples, Such are the details given
by the telegrams. In Sicily the Dictator Depretis
bas promulgated the Sardinian statute, and is busy
in blowing up the fever of Italian Unitarianism, No
doubt the result of universal suffrage will be in fa-
vor of annexation to Piedmont.
