Crants from the Department of External Affairs will permi t
various theatrical and dance groups and several individual artists to present
differing aspects of Canada's cultural life .

The croup "Les jeunes comédiens du Théâtre du Nouveau Monde" from
Pk,ntreal will present "Quichotte", the adaptation of Cervantés' novel a t
the Cultural Centre "Les Chiroux" of Liége . A modern dance presentation will
be given by "le Croupe de la Place royale" from Nontreal .
