Fromn

every province and indeed from every community the response to the cail of duty

bas been ail that could be desired. The -spirit which thus animates Canada inspires

also Hi-a Majesty's Dominions throughout the world; and we may be assured that

united action to repel the common danger will not fail to strengthen the ties that

bind together those vast Dominions in the possession and enjoyment of the bless-

ings of British liberty.
As representative of His Mai esty the King, I must add my expression of thanks

and admiration for the splendid spirit of patriotism and generosity that has been

displayed throughout tbe lengtb and breadth of t he Dominion.

Resolved, 1. That it is expedient to enact legisiation to ratify and conflrm
measures consequent upon the present state of war.

2. That the issue of a proclamation by Ris Majesty, or under authority of the
Governor in Council, shail be conclusive evidence that war exists and has existed
for any -stated period, and that war bas continuously existed since the 4thi day of
August, 1914, and shaU be deemed to exist until the Governor in Council by procla-
mation, declares that- it no longer existe.

3. That the Governor in Council may authiorize such acts and things and make
such orders and regulations as he may, by reason of the existence of real or appre-
hended war, invasion or insurrection, deem necessary or advisable for the security,
defence,ý peace, order and welfare of Canada; including,-

(a) Censorship and the control and suppression of publications, writings, maps,
plans, photographs, communications and means of commrunication;

(b) Arrest, detention, exclusion and deportation;
(c) Control of the harbours, ports and, territorial waters of Canada and the

movements of vessels;
(d)~ Transportation by land, air, or water and the control of the transport of

persons and things;
(e) Trading, exportation, importation and manufacture;
(f) Appropriation, control, forfeiture and disposition of property and of the use

thereof.
4. That compensation shaîl be miade for property permanently appropriated under

any enacted legisiation, order or regulation; that ships or vessels used or moved, or
goods, wares or merchandise dealt with contrary to order or regulation, may be seized
and shall be hiable to forfeiture; that penalties may be imposed for violations of such
legisiation; that no pe-rson held for deportation or under arrest or detention as an
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alien enemy or upon suspicion, or to prevent bis departure from Canada, shail be
released upon bail or otherwise discharged or tried without tbe consent of the Minister
of Justice, and that every order and warrant made or issued by any IMÎnister under
sucli legisiation, or Order in Council, or regutation thereunder, shall be conclusive
evidence of ail statemnents and matters therein muade or contained, and no court or
judge shaîl enquire-into or inake any order in respect thereto.

5. That tbe Immigration Act be amended to provide tbat no resident of Canada
wbo leaves Canada to perform any military or othier service for any country then at
war with His Majesty, or for the purpose of aiding or abetting in any way His
lMajeaty's enemies, shahl be permitted to land in Canada, or Temain tberein, except
with the permission of the Minister.

6. That, notwithstanding the provisions of section 8 of tbe Royal Northwest
Mounted Police Act, iRevised Statutes 1906, Cbapter 91, the Governor in Council may
from time to time authorize the appointment of such number cf constables, super-
numerary constables, scouts an(! boys, in addition to the numbers limited by tbe said
section, as be thinks necessary.

(a) Authorize the making of advances to, thie Chartered Banks by the issue of
Dominion notes upon the pledge of sedurities, deposited with the Minister of
Finance, of such kind and ainount as may be approved by the Treasury Board; aucli
advances to be repayable at such times as the Board may determine, with interest at a
rate likewise determined by the Board of not less than fixe per cent per annum;

(b) Authorize the Chartered Banks to niake payments in the hauk notes issued
by such hanks instead of in gold or Dominion notes, the total amount of the notes
of any Chartered Bank circulation at any time not however ta exceed the amount of
its notes issuable under the provisions of the Bank Act, and of an enactment founded
upon the next succeeding clause of this resolution;

(c) Authorize the banks to issue excess circulation, from and including the llrst
day of March in any year to and including the last day of August next ensuing, or
during any part of such period, to amoullts not exceeding fifteen per cent of the
combined unimpaired capital and rest or reserve fund of the respective baziks, intereat
to be payable on such exceas circulation at a rate flot lesa than five per cent per
annum;

(d) Suspend the redemption in gold cf Dominion notes;
(e) Authorize, in so far as the same may be within the legisiative authority cf

the Parliament of Canada, the postponement cf the payment of ail or any debta,
hiabilities and obligations hewever arising, te such extent, for such time and upon
and subjeet ta such terms, conditions, limitations and provisions as may be specified
in the proclamation.
