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VIOTORIA’S WATER SUPPLY.

R

The motion made by Alderman Robertson
to enquire into the source of the city’s
water supply with the view to fiad some
way to' improve it is, if properly carried
out, calculated to produce good effects. It
is time that the citizens should know
whether or not it is poesible, to increase the
supply from Eik Lake, to improve its quality,
and to add to its .pressure so that it conld
be depended upon in all parts of the city
and in every emergency.

It would be well to know the cost of the
improvements which are outlined in

Alderman Rohertson’s resolution. It will,

no doubt, take a great deal of money to con-
struct a dam-that will raise the water of
Elk Lake high enough to increase the pres-
sure tfo such an extent that all parts of the
city can have a continuous and a sufficient
supply of water both for domestic use and
for the purpose of extinguishing fires. Then
to clean out Beaver Lake, which
is absolutely necessary if the city is
t0 have pure water, will be somewhat ex-
pensive. The citizens should know what it
will cost to lay a complete system of filter
beds. Every one who is compelled to drink
Elk Lake water knows that these are indie-
pensable. To use the water of the lake in
its present . condition is simply tempting
Providence. The water tower and hydraulic
ram which under Mr. Robertson’s system
will be required will cost money. Whether
if the improvements at the lake are what
they onght to be these will be needed isa
question which the engineer who makes the
investigation will be prepared to answer.
He will also be able to tell the ratepayers
whether it is possible to increase the sup-
ply of water that runs into Eik Lake. The
area from which that lake is fed is quite
limited in extent, being, when allowance is
made for the area of the lake itself, not
much - more than 25,000 acres. The rate-
payers will see that-it would be folly to go
toa very heavy expemse to improve Eik
Lake as a reservoir if when all the improve-
ments are made, the quantity that can
be obtained from it is not materially in-
creased and also improved in quality. The
population will, no doubt, increase, and its
water supply must increase in a still greater
ratio. Victoria consumes a great deal more
water now per head than was calculated upon
when the present water works were pro-
jected, and it will, as time advances, require
a larger and larger supply. It will never
do, after the city has spent a quarter million
or 8o in improving its source of water sup-
ply, to find that it has not emough for its
needs, Alderman Robertson proposes, no
doubt, to provide not only for the present but
also “for the  prospective water con-
Fumption; of the, oity. He does. well
t0 propose  a thorongh renovation of
the works. There has been patching
enough. Piecemeal improvements and tem-
porary expedients are generally wasteful
and extravagant. -The thoreugh improve-
ment which his echeme ‘contemplates will,
in the end, be found the most economical.
Bat it must accomplish its purpose. Tt
maust give the city plenty of good water for
* all uses for many years to come. If it does
not do this the money spent upon it'will be
in tpart thrown away. The ratepayers,
a/s::l‘l as the City Councillors, will have,
in the first place, to satisfy themselves if
the city can_be supplied with enough water
of the best quality for all purposes from Elk.
Lake, and then they must be convinced
whether the improvements proposed are
sufficient and of the right sort. _The matter
is one of very great inportance and is
worthy of their most serious consideration.

DIFFERING IN OPINION ONLY.

The Times is affl cted with a prejudice
with respect to all that relates to the
Provincial Government that may be said
to be invincible. This prejudice confuses
its judgment, and makes it blind to facts
which are clearly discerned by all fair-
minded pebdple. Our contemporary is scep-
tical with regard to the reports of the
meetings held in Cariboo during the Pre-
mier’s visit to that district. It affects_to
doubt the correctness of those reports, and
quotes two versions of the meeting held in
the 150-Mile House to justify ite in-
credulity. The fi.st is part of the special
telegram to the CoLoNisT, and is as follows :

Theodore Davie spoke for upwards of an
hour, demolishing the ‘Mainland petition,
and vindicating the Government’s action on
the subject of Parliament buildings and
other public matters.

ture and effect of a leading . politician’s
speech. An admirer often honéstly be-
lieves that his leader smashed his oppon-
ents, one and all, inh-_mitheruu, while a

critic whe is an opponent just as honestly|

oconcludes that the same speech was & weak
and tame affair, which was - torn to pieces
by the orator on the other side.
Mr.. Davie's friend and follow-
er, no doubt, believed that his
leader had demolished the Mainland peti-

tion and vindicated the action of the Gov-
ernment. That was his opinion. Mr. Borland,
who is on the other side, was just as sincere
in concluding that Mr. Davie did not
demolish the Mainland petition or vindicate
the Government's acts. That was his
opinion. But as to the statement of fact
that Mr. Kitchen disclaimed having any-
thing to do with the Mainland petition, but

dmitted that he had headed it while it was
circulating in Chilliwack, there is not the
shadow of a difference in the two accounts.
We are surprised that our contemporary
did not see at a glance the substantial agree-
ment of the two accounts in everything in
which the credibility of the writers was
concerned. They agreed as to the facts,
but they differed in opinion as to the merits
of the Premier’s speech. This was quite
natural, and quite consistent with their
being both honest men,

THE COUNCIL'S OPINION OF
COUNCILLORS.

. The report of the committee of the City
Council on the late Sanitary Engineer’s re-
quest for an “investigation is rather a
singular production. It certainly does not
appear either manly or fair for City Coun-
cillors to 'make very serious reflections
upon a city official’s integrity and his pro-
fessional character, and then refuse him the
opportunity he asks to prove whether those
aspersions were well grounded or not.

If what some of the aldermen said publicly
about Mr. Mohun is true, it is their duty
in the public interest to investigate his con-
duct and to prove that he did not under-
stand his business, and that his relations
with the contractor were what they ought
not to have been. The last sentence of the
report, however, shows why the committee
considered an investigation in the interest
of Mr. Mohun unnecessary.” This is how it
runs : *“ We do not think th&tanything that
may have been said by Alderman Baker 3
any other alderman at Council meetings
was intended to reflect on the character
of Mr. Mohun as an . engineer, and
could not seriously affect his standing
unless borne out by the results of his work,
which, so far as we can ascertain, has not
been the case.” This is a roundabout and
not; very clear way of saying that an aldet-
man’s tongue is no slander—that whatever
an alderman may say about a city official or
anyone else, in Council, is not entitled to
any weight, and ‘cannot possibly hurv his
reputation. We are not at all surprised at
the comment on the report made by the
Mayor: “This report does not place much
importance upon what was said at the
Council meeting.” :

1f we could be surprised at anything that
the Council does, we would be surprised to
sce the aldermen endorsing the committee’s
pstimate of themselves and their acousations
They have by their vote declared as
solemnly as they can declare anything, that
they’make charges without intending to re-
flect on the character and ability of the man
they denounce, and that what they say can-
not, unless confirmed - by reliable evidence,
affect anyone’s standing. The committee
were, no doubt, rigat; they have formed what
they believe to be a true estimate of the
moral and the intellectual worth of the men
‘who denounced so pertinaciously and so bit-
terly the late Sanitary Engineer.

The accus-
ed young lady, overwhelmed with confusion,
and not knowing what to do, wrote and
signed the document which Miss R. had
desired.

We are not surprised to read further on
that a atorm of indignation burst over the
heads of the managers of the club. Every
one who has any sense of justice must see
that Miss Bateman had been most cruelly
treated.

They cannot accom-
plish any object which is worth contending
for where the community at large dis-
approves of the course they take, They
want the help and the sympathy of their
fellowmen. They cannot do without them.
., But these they cannot get if they are un-
reasonable and if they act in disregard of
the rights of others.

WHAT NEXT?

Mr, Gladstone’s position is being discuss-
ed both at home and abroad. There are
some who say that the proper thing for him

"to dois to accept the ohallenge virtually
made by the House of Lords and appeal,
with the least possible delay, to the people.
This, they say, he would do without hesita-
tion, if he were reasonably sure of a favor-
able verdiot. That he does not do it, is to
them proof positive that he knows that the
nation is not on his side. If he appealed
from the Lords to the people, and obtained
a verdiot favorable to his policy, the victory
would be & signal one, dnd would ensure the
extension of . Home Rule to Ireland. Mr,
Gladstone, it is contended, would not lose
the chance of gaining such & triumph over
his opponents if he believed that & majority
of the people are favorable to his policy.

Bat it is evident that Mr, Gladstone has
no intention of trying to obtain the sanction
of the people to hls policy. It is clearly his
intention to hold on to power as long as he
‘can, whether he has the nation on his side
or not. There is talk of his attempting to
prevail upon the House of Commons to
pass his bill & second time and to give the
Lords a chance of rejecting it again. This
they oertainly will do, and they will have
even a better reason for rejecting it a
second time than they had the first. They
will then have more cause to believe that
the nation is not in favor of - his Home Rule

policy than thsy had a few. weeks ego,

when they threw: his- bill out by such.a
sweeping majotity. Of course, the Radi-
cals will set up the ory ‘“Down with
the House of Lords” more furionsly than
ever, but they will find then, as they do
now, that the nation is not with them. 1t
is very evident that the people of Great
Britain are with the Lords in this matter.
There are no indications that their action is
disspproved by the great mass of the
people. On the contrary, there are signs
that the nation is well pleased that the
Lords bhave exercised their power in the
way they have done,

It is pretty clear now that the Queen does
not intend to call upon Mr. Gladstone for
his resignation. Her Majesty is too wise to
give him an opportunity of posing before
the nation as a martyr. The Prime Minis-
ter has it in his power, by advising a disso-
lution, to end the controversy between him
and the House of Lords in the regular con-
stitutional way, and also in strict accordance
with the principles of the Liberal party. If
he does not see fit to avail himself of it, it'is
not the part of those who are opposed to his
policy to help him out of the difficulty in
which he has placed himself, It is clear
that Mr. Gladstone is to be allowed rope
enongh, but what use he will make of it
does not yet very clearly appear. It iscer-
tain, however, that, sooner or later, there
will be an election on the Home Rule issue.
In that election the cry against the House
of Lords will be made to do duty on the side
of the Home Rulera. But it will be singular
if it has any effect, for if it were not for the
action of the House of Lords, the people
would never have the opportunity of pro-
nouncing on Mr. Gladstone’s scheme of
Home Rule.

A MIXED ASSEMBLAGRE.

The Parliament of Religions lately in ses-
sion in Chicago, was, as an assemblage, per-
fectly unigue and ite proceedings are most
interesting to all men and women who are
seriously inclined, whether they are what is
commonly called religious or not. Men of
different and what are generally supposed
to be antagonistic religious systems were
there on the same platform, perfectly free
to say what they believed to be the truth.

The speeches made and the papers
read by the representatives of the different
religions were listened to with respectful
attention and it is needless to say that per-

The reader will be able td form some idea
of the proceedings of this' very peculiar con-
gress and of what - apparently incongruous
elements it is composed, when he learns who
were the speakers at one of last week’s meet-
ings.

'When he was young he found it
difficult to believe that a Democrat 'could
be saved, but when he had grown older he
was able to say : ‘It has been my fortune
to travel in many lands, and I have not been
in any patt of the world so dark but I have
found some rays of light—some proof that
the God who is our God and father has been
there, and that the temples which are
reared in many .religions resound with sin-
cere worship and praise of Him.”

Mr, Field was followed by the Rev.
James Brand, of Oberlin, 0., and the next
speaker was Count A. Bornstorff, “a
blonde-bearded, broad-shouldered Teuton.”
He read a paper on the religious state of
Germany. '

Mahommed Alexander Russel Webb, the
American converf. to Mahommedanism, next
gave a reason for the faith that is in him.
He had the audacity to ‘defend polygamy,
and while he was doing so,the audience was
not backward in showing ite disapproval
of what he said; but he continued, never-
theless, When Mr, Webb cameé to speak of
the devotien of the Mahommedans, and  of
the conscientions regularity with which
they repeat their prayers, he was warmly
applauded, His speech was an instructive
one, and was, no doubt, listened to with in-
terest and curiosity to hear what a man
who had been brought up a Christian could
say in favor of the religion of Mahomet.

" THEI MIDWINTER FAIR,

The promoters of the California Mid-
winter Fair deserve the greatest credit for
their energy, their pluck and their enter-
prise. The idea of having a fair in mid-
winter was an original one, and when it was
first mooted it was very coldly received.
But it was earnestly and judiciously advo-
cated, and the more it was talked about and:
written abont the more attractive and the
more feasible did it appear.

The Fair is to be an International one
and it is planned on an extensive scale. It
goes without saying that to get itup in any-
thing like adequate proportions avd in a
creditable style will require a great deal of
money. Of this its projectors were fully
convinced, but the conviction did not daunt
them in the least. They set about raising
the necessary funds, and before the tirst
spadeful of earth was turned for the foun-
dation of the buildings, the very consider-
able sum of $400,000 had been subscribed.

There were as many as eighty thousand
persons present in the Golden Gate Park on
the 24th of August to assist in the initiation
of the project. The buildings are to be
both spacious and handsome. The Manu-
factures and Liberal Arts building is to be
450 feet long, 250 wide, with a height of
|55 feet. It is' to be Moorish in design.
The roof will be covered with curled metal
tiles, and the building will be lighted
from the roof and the sides. The material
used in the construction will be wood, plas-
ter and cement. Like the exhibition build-
ings in Chicago, it is to be white, with a
roof 0 a color that will be in contrast with
the walls; and the interior is to be, as far
as color is concerned, gorgeous.: It is cal-
culated that this building alone will cost
$105,000.

Baus this is not to be the only large build-
ing of the Exhibition. The Mechanic-Arts
Bnilding is to be 324 feet in length, 160 feet
in depth, and 60 feet high. It is to have
an annex 246 feet by 35. This is to be
used as a power house and is to have' space
for thirty boilers of 100 horse-power each.
The cost of this building is estimated at $75,-
000. Then there is to be an Administration
Bailding which is intended to be of great
architectural beauty. The .style is to be
Byzantine-Gothic and it is to have towers
and domes covered with glittering material
#0 as to make a brave show when the sun]
shines. As:the building is to.be made of
cheap material the ormamentation will not
be 80 costly as its appearance would indi-
oate.

Midwinter
Fair have been indebted to the designers of
the Chicago Fair for many of their ideas,
but it does not appear that the imitiation is
to be in any respect a slavish one. The in-
tention is evidently to give the San Francis-
¢p Fair a character of its own. The build-
ings are situated in & park of sixty acres in
extent, so that the managers ‘will not be
hampered for robm.

A GREAT WORK.

The work done by the first General Synod
of the Church of England in Canada has
been most important. That Synod was
composed of able and zealous men, who had
no other object than the good of the Church |
of which they were ministers and members.
The Toronto Globe in an article on the
Synod says this of its work and the men who
performed it :—

The work of the Synod was much acocele-
rated by the high character of its composi-
tion. Out of forty-one lay delegates three
are justices, four judges, ten Q. C.’s, one
university professor, one semator and one
sheriff. A singularly high tone of debate
was maintained throughout. The discus-
sion was full, but not one badly delivered,
not one foolish, not one intemperate speech
was made, u

This is what the Toronto Empire says
about the work which the Synod accomp-
lished :

The Church of England in Canada has,
during the last week, taken the most im-

ant step in its history. Instead of a
lonial ‘appanage of the great Mother
Church it is now a distinct' Canadian insti-
tution, appealing to the sentiments of 644,-
000 adherents as the national centre around
which their affection and loyalty may grow
msgi.lg and closely. 'Instead of an nnor-
ganized, scattered mass. of worshippers,

*“ matters affecting the general interests and
well-being of the church,” due care being
taken of diocesan rights. Doctrine, worship
and discipline, together with the general
missi and educational work of the
church, and the establishment of an appel-
late tribunal, are among the subjects men-
tioned as falling more particularly under
the General Synod’s control. ~ All rights at
present by Provincial Dioscesan
Synods are declared conserved, and a check

DYNAMIFE ARGUMENT.

Union Seamen’s Outrageous Endeavors to
Silence I'nose Who Are Opposed to
Them—Intense Indignation.

Sax Frawnorsco, Sept. 25.—One of the
most fiendish deeds in the criminal history
of the city was perpetrated here on Satur-
day night. Shortly after midnight a dyna-
mite bomb was exploded in & water front
boarding house filled with non-union sailors,
resulting in the instant death of ‘three in-
mates and the prebable fatal injury of seven
more, while others sustained less serious in- |
juries. THe terrible explosion occurred in a
house on Main street, between Howard and
Folsom, kept by John Curtain. The house
was filled with non-union sailors, and it was
Curtain’s custom to secure berths for his

atrons on ships employing non-union men.
En this way be naturally incurred the enmity
of the sailors’ union,

Less than a week ago his place was en-
tered by a crowd of union men led by a man
named John Terrell. Curtain was threaten-
ed, and, upon leaving his house, the men
told him he had only a short time to live.

All the inmates had retired as usual, and
the house was quiet when the explosion
occurred, shaking the city for blocks. The
entire front of the boarding house was torn
away, carrying the front of an adjacent
structure along with. Men were thrown
from their beds across the street. A large
hole was blown through the sidewalk into
the basement, into which numbers of men
were thrown. 'Main street was filled with
the debris, among which were the dead and
dying. An ambulance was quickly on the
scene, and, taking three severely wounded,
started for the hospital, but one of the men
died before it was reached. As the work of
rescue progressed, it was found that several
men had had limbs torn from their bodies.
8o far, two dead bodies have been taken
from the ruins and seven severely injured.

Two of the dead are Brick McGinnis and
George Holmes. John Terrell was arrested
in a neighboring lodging house and placed
in prison. The police are looking for seven
other union sailors whom they suspect of
being implicated in the plot. -

Five hundred and fifty-seven houses were |
carrjed away and 52 persons were killed by
the falling buildings or drowned before as-
sistance could reach them, 16 being severely
injured.’ On the 22nd uitimo, the river
Gunjo-Gawa overflowed its banks and all
the people in the distriot fled for safety to
the temple Jionji, which, as it was placed
upon a hill, was looked upon as a temple of
refuge.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 25.—An important
conference was held to-day at the Depart-
ment of Justice between Attorney-General
Maxwell, Assistant-Secretary Hanlin, and
Mr. Tingle, chief of the special agents of
the Treasury ent. in regard to pre-
parations being made for the prosecution of
cases at Portignd, Or., at the
November term of the Court.
