According to Thomas, the type used was Roman, of the size of small bodied English,

entirely new. The punctuation is very bad, monosyllables being often divided at the

ends of lines by hyphens, and polysyllables divided without them, and there are many
typographical errors. For some unknown reason, the heading at the top of every left-

hand page is printed "PSALM," while on every right-hand page it is spelled and

spaced "PSALM E." A few words in Hebrew letters, which appear in the preface,

may have been cut for the occasion on wood or on metal, as they evidently do not

belong to any regular font of Hebrew type. Nine copies of this remarkable book are

known to be extant, five of which were at one time in the "New Engl.ind Library"

of the Rev. Thomas Prince. They are distiibuced as follows: (i) The Bodleian

Library at Oxford, bequeathed with Bishop Tanner's books in 1735 ; (2) the Lenox

Library, bought at the sale of the residue of Mr. Pickering's books at Sotheby's, Jan.

I2th, 1855 (in lot 531); (3) the John Carter Brown Library, originally Richard

For more than a century after it was first

printed, and during the most important period of maritime discovery, the work was

considered to be the highest authority on the subject of geography in general ; and it

was frequently augmented by supplementary maps and descriptive text, illustrating the

progress of the science and the gradual discovery of the Ameri> n shores. This edition,

and several of the following, are included in order to m?k" * list more complete.

This remarkable edition contains the first printed atlas, and the first collection of

maps engraved on cupper. It may also claim the honor ot' containing the earliest

known specimens of copperplate engraving t'ur books, although that distinction has

been often awarded to Antonio Bettini's *' Monte sancto di Dio," printed at Florence

in 1477, which is indeed the earliest with a date. The maps are the finest that

appeared in any of the early editions. They were commenced about the year 1472 by

Conrad Sweynheym, tlie first printer in Rome, who spent nearly three years in super-

vising the engraving. The work was not completed and published, however, until

1478, several years after his death. The preface givcu the following account of the

origin and progress of the edition: " j^ua in re ne librariorum inscitia tue Sanctitatis

aures otfenderet. Domitius Calderiniis Vcronensis cui huius emendationis prouintia

demiidata fuerat earn cura suscepit afferens cum uetustissimo greco manu gemisti Philo-

sophi emendato latinos codices se colloiaturii3 Magister uero Conradus Suueynheym
Germanus a quo formandoru Rome liororu ars primii profecta est.

Greek manuscript of Ptolemy preserved at Vienna, with the addition of some names
from the text, and a Latin translation of tlie Greek inscriptions. They are each in

two plates, printed (with one exception) on leaves of separate sheets, which are placed

face to face in pairs, and arranged in six gatherings of four sheets each, and one of

three sheets at the end, comprising 54 leaves in all. The inscriptions were not

engraved, but were made with a punch and mallet. A specimen facsimile is given in

Dibdin's " Bibliotheca Spcnceriana," iv. 538. They were reprinted, from the same
plates, in the Roman editions of 1490 and 1507-8. The " Registrum foliorum huius

libri," printed on the final page, fails to mention one of the sheets in the last gathering

beginning with the word diem, which may account for the error of Laire ("Specimen
TypographiiP Roman*," p. 241) in stating that the volume is complete in 68 folios.

From the title given by Graesse it would seem that in some copies the word pictvris

in the eighth line of the colophon was spelled pictsiiris. It is one of the raiest and

most valuable of all the editions. Mr. Perkins's copy sold in 1873 *°'' <£8o. Priced

52. (marked Ta-
bvla 26). Bernhart (cited by Hoffmann, "Lexicon Bibliographicum ") describes a

copy in which the first tlir»e of the African maps were differently arranged and num-
bered. The paper on which :he text was printed has three different water-marks: a

horseshoe, a sort of three-fingered hand with a rod bearing a cross, and what was per-

haps intended for a flower. The paper of the maps is much thicker and stronger, and

has the water-mark of a crown. The twenty-six maps were very rudely engraved on
copper or some :ther soft metal, and differ considerably in style from those in the edition

of 1478, but are arranged nearly in the same order, and may be classed with them
among the earliest examples of the art of engraving. A specimen facsimile is given in

Dibdin's " Bibliotheca Spenceriana," 11. 300. They alio contain (igurei of ships, which
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and

do not appear on thoie in the 1478 edition. According to Heinecken ("Id6e Ginsrale

d'une Collection d'Estampes," pp. 145-6) the zigzag lines representing the vvnter were

iimilar to those made by silversmiths on their wares, showing that they must have been

the work of some such artist. In the prefatory note to the maps, the editor refers to

"mirifica imprimendi tales tabulas ratio," and characterises the discovery of the art of

engraving as not less praisewortliy than that of printing.

The date of 1462 is certainly an error, as printing was not introduced in Bologna

until 1471; besides, no sperimrns of the typography of Dominicus De Lapis are

known dated e.irlier than 1476 nor later than 1482. According to Audiffredi ("Spe-

cimen Hisc.-Crit. Edit. Ital.," pp. i ^, 35 1 the same type, evidently new, appears in

Galeottus Mai tins " Refvtatio Obiectorvm in librvm de Homine," and in Benedictus

de Nursia "Opus ad sanitatis coscrvationem," printed by De Lapis at Bologna in 1476
and 1477 respectively; and a comparison of these two works with the Ptolemy proves

that the latter must have been printed several years later, as the type used in it is some-
what worn and damaged, while a number of improvements are evident in the use of

initial letters, signatures and register, and also in the presswork. Moreover, Philippus

Beroaldus, the editor of the work, was not born until 1453; and probably the Arst

book edited by him, " Lvtii Flori Gestorvm Romanorvm cpithoma," was printed at

Parma about 1473, during his residence in thnt city. He was certainly at Bologna in

148a, and remained there until his death in 1505. From these flicts it would seem
probable that the book was printed about the year 1482; and'this opinion was adopted

by Raidelius, Meerman, Heinecken, Audiftredi, Panzer, Dibdin, Hoffmann, Hain, and

others, and has been followed by most modern bibliographers. The error has been

explained by supposing that the letters "xx" may have dropped out accidentally, or

been misplaced in the line below. Bernhart (in Aretin, " Beytrage,") suggested the

year 1480, which is also worthy of consideration. De Bure (" Bibliographie Instruc-

tive," No. 4192) and Gamba ("Osservazioni "), relying mainly on the appearance of

tlie typography and the engraving of the maps, proposed the year 1472 as the true date.

Breitkopf ("Ueber den Druck der geograph. Charten," p. 6) supposed that an "i"
might have been put in by mistake instead of an "l," and that the date was intended

to read m.cccc.lxli., /. *. 1491. The uncertainty of the date, and the fact that the

maps were among the earliest printed—being the first of the kind produced at Bologna

— have together rendered this volume famous; and it is now the rarest of all the edi-

tions.

The map of the world is inscribed at the top

Insculptum est per yubanne. Scbnitzer de Armszbeim. These maps were redrawn, cor-

rected and improved, some time between 1464. and 1471, by Nicolaus Donis, a Bene-

dictine monk of the convent of Keichenbach in Bavaria, who dedicated the work to

Pope Paul II. He also added the five modern maps, one of which contains the rirst

printed representation of Greenland, laid down as a peninsula of northern Europe under

the name of Engronelant. South of this the same name is also given to a province or

country adjoining norbegia. Tlie copy described above is in the Lenox Library.

Bernhart (in Arctin, "Beytrage," v. 531) as cited by Hoffmann, describes in detail

two varieties of this edition, in one of which the recto of the colophon leaf was printed

from a woodcut block with the last map, while in the other the same page was printed

from movable types. The pages of descriptive text on the backs of the maps also dif-

fered in style and arrangement, and the ornamental woodcut borders surrounding then)

were of a different pattern. In other respects, however, the two impressions were alike,

even to the typographical error Imprssvm in the colophon. According to Panzer,

Brunet and Van Praet, an index and a brief treatise, both written by Donis, were after-

wards added to some copies. The index in 29 leaves was prefixed to the volutne,

beginning on the verso of the first leaf, recto blank, with " Nota ad inveniendum
igitur regiones," and followed on the recto oi" the second leaf by "Registrvm Alpha-
beticvm{svper octo libros Piolo|mei incipit feliciter," which ends on the recto of the

twenty-ninth leaf, verso blank. The treatise in 17 leaves was placed alter the m.i|>!j,

beginning on the verso of the first leaf, recto blank, with • Incipit Registrum," and
followed on the recto of the second leaf by " De locis ac mirabilibvs mvn|di: et primo
de tribvs orbis|partihvs," which ends on the seventeenth leaf. These 46 leaves weic
printed in double columns and in smaller type, with 56 or 57 lines in a full column,
and do not belong to the edition of i486, as suggested by Gracsse, Hoffmann, and
others, but differ considerably in typography from those in that edition.

dozen copies are known printed on vellum, one of which— that in the Rhediger lihraiy

at Breslau—omits the name of the engraver from the top of the first map and also

the names of the place and printer in the colophon, which ends with " Kalendas. xvii."

Below this a former owner had written with a pen the word Romae, which gave rise to
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the erroneous belief in a Roman edition of 1482, which is discussed by Audiffrtidi in

his "Specimen Hist.-Crit. Edit. Ital.," pp. 251-4. Mr. Murphy's copy sold tor $85,
and a set of the maps only, printed on vellum, was priced by Mr. ^luritch in 1885 at

This grand and important edition was commenced by the Saint-Die geographer Mar-
tin Waltzemiiller i" Hylaci mylus") ab, ut the year I 505, partly ^it li>o expense of Duke
Rene of Lorraine, who also contribute! the celcbr.\te'l " Hydr>.gr:iphia" or Admiral's

map. Mathias Ringmann (" Pliilesius") was aho employed on the work. The modern
maps were prepared liy \\'a!t/eniijllcr, and mi st of them—perhaps all—engraved as

early as 1507. The completion of the text, however, was delayed; and in 1508 all of

the material passed into the hands of jac.jbus Eszler and Georgius Ubelin, two promi-

nent citizens of Strassburg, who edited and finally published the work in 1513, assum-

ing the entire credit of the undertaking. Under their care, assisted by Ringmann, the

version of .Angelus was compared with an important Greek manuscript furnished by

Mirandula, the Greek names of places were adiied, and the text revised and corrected

throughout. The title to the Supplement contains on the verso a prefa.e " Ad Lecto-

rem" in 39 lines, which gives the following interesting information relative to the new
map of the world ("Orbis Tvpvs"), and the "Tabvia Terre Novc," both of which

first appeared in this edition :

The colophon is printed on the verso of folio 54 (sig. Kiij) within a border like that

on the title-puge. The 47 woodcut maps are each on double leaves, with the exception

of the first [Lotbaringia) and twenty-eighth {Taf>ro/>ana), and were evidently printed

from the same blocks as those in the edition of 1 51 3. They comprise " Lotharingia

Gi (folio 37), and ends on the

verso of R6, recto blank, with the table of maps. Book viii of the text was continued

on the backs of the maps, with additions by the editor. The pages of text and the

maps are surmounted by scrolls for the headings, and the map descriptions are surrounded

by borders. The 50 woodcut maps are each on two leaves, with one exception, and
comprise ten of Europe, four of Africa, twelve of Asia, Generale Ptho., and the follow-

ing modern maps: Tabvla Ter.

The text, however, was the translation of Jacobus

Angelus. The introductory epistle of Aucuparius refers to America in the following

words : " Quoru omniu Imprimis et no vulgari celebradus est honore. Americ' ille Ves-
puti?: Americe terre. Qua hodie America: Nouu mundu vel Quarta mudi parte

vocat," etc. A note by Phrisius on the verso of folio loo contains the first public

acknowledgment of the labors of Waltzemiiller (" Ilacomylus ") in the preparation of

the modern maps which first appeared in the edition of 1 51 3, and which served as the

basis for those in the present edition. They were reengraved, however, on a smaller

scale, with the exception of the map inscribed at the top " Qvinta Asie Tabvla," which
is larger than the others, and appears to be the same as that in the edition of 1 51 3.

Although various alterations and additions were made, they are considered to be inferior

to the originals in execution and accuracy. Two new maps of India and a new general

chart were added. The first of the modern maps, "Tabvla Ter. Novae," resembles

that in the edition of 151 3, of which it is mainly a copy. About fifty-seven names are

laid down along the coast, which stretches in a continuous line from North Lat. 55° to

South Lat. 35°. The West Indian islands include

the inscriptions are Itabella Insvl. and Spagnoha [i.

Parias on the northern, and Terra No-va and Terra Papagalli on the southern continent

The latter also contains the lines, " Hec terra cum adiacentjb^ insulis inuenta est p
Christoferum { Columbum ianuensem ex mandato Regis Castelle," with a curious wood-
cut of the cannibal natives and a certain strange animal. Another inscription relating

to the discovery of the country is also given, inclosed in a square, underneath the island

Spagnoha. The two pages of text on the back of this map contain a relation of the

voyages and discoveries of Columbus. The "Tab. Nova Norbegiae et Gottiae" repre-

sents Engronelant as a peninsula of Europe. The same name also appears in this map
on a part of the peninsula with Norway. The last map but one, entitled *'Tabv. Mo.
Gronlandie et Rvsie," is really a map of the world, and resembles somewhat the "Orbis

Typvs" of the editions of 1 51 3 and 1520. At the top are the words " Differt sitvs

orbis Hydrographorvm ab eo quern Ptolomevs posvit." Two small parts of the Amer-
ican coast are depicted with the names caput, s. crucis and Terra papagalli on the south-

ern part, while Gronlanda appears as a portion of northern Europe. The final new map
of the world, "Orbis Typvs Vniversalis ivxta Hydrographorvm Traditionem exactis-

sime depicta 1522. L. F.,' was the production of Laurentius Fries, whose initials are

given in the heading. It is a revibbn, with alterations, of that in the preceding editions,

and is remarkable as the first map with the name America that appeared in Ptolemy's

work. This name is inscribed on a portion of the South American continent, together

with the inscriptions Baloia, Canibales, and Caput, s. cru., above which appear the islands

ijsabella and Spagnola. It shows no part of North America. These fifty maps were

reprinted in the editions of 1525, 1535, and 1541, all from the same blocks, with the

exception of "Qvinta Asie Tabvla;" but the ornamental borders and map titles which

accompany them differ considerably in the several issues, and were sometimes omitted

entirely. The account of Palestine, wrongly attributed to Servetus, and which served as

one of the pretexts for his execution, was first printed in this edition on the map of the

Holy Land. Mr. Murphy's copy sold for $55; Leclerc, 1867, 560 francs; Leclerc,

In some copii.-s the map "Scheda Prior" is accom-

panied by another entitled " Scheda Posterior," probably taken from another work. The

the intervening leaves contain the descriptive text. Most of them had been engraved

for earlier editions of Ortelius's Atlas, and some are d.ited 1590, 1595, 1596, 1603, etc.

In some copies the maps " Britannica- Insvlae," " Hispania," " Germania," " Sicilia," and,
" Palsstina" are slightly different, and have the descriptive text on the backs in double

columns, and in larger type—perhaps taken from the 1624 edition of the "Thcatri

Urbis Terrarvm Parergon " of Ortelius. The portrait of Mercator is the same as in the

edition of 1605. Brunet describes a copy in which the verso of the dedication leaf con-

tained a portrait of Petrus Bertius.

The second issue of Berlinghieri's metrical version of Ptolemy's geography differs

from the first in having a new title printed in red ink on the recto of the original title-

leaf which contains the old title on the verso, and in the addition of a page of text at

the end of the book, containing tiie "Registro" uith the names of the place and

printer in a colophon below, verso blank. These two pages were evidently printed at a

later date than the rest of the volume, which in every other respect is identical with

the preceding edition. The register was probably made and printed before the new title

was added, as it begins " Prima Alba ;" and some copies may have been issued with it

in that form. The kind of type usi;d in this le.;f appears to be the same as that in the

book itself; and if it was executed by the same printer, cannot be dated later than i486.

The new title in red, however, is in a different style of type, and is supposed by some
critics to have been printed in the early part of the sixteenth century, when title-pages

had come into general use, for tlie purpose of helping the sale of the remainder of the

edition. It certainly has a much later appearance than the rest of the book. The two

varieties of the first issue are also found in the second. In the Astor library copy the

last gathering (sig. f ) consists of ten leaves in five sheets. The text ends on the verso

of f9, and the register and colophon are on the recto of the final leaf (f 10), the verso

of which is blank. The heavy impression of the type in the new title can be seen leg-

ibly on the recto of the second leaf, and that of the page containing the register and

colophon (f 10) also shows plainly on the recto of the other leaf of the same sheet (f i).

This peculiarity does not appear elsewhere in the volume. In the other variety sig. f

An edition with 27 copperplate maps, said to be without Indication of place or

date, but printed about the year 1500, is mentioned by Graesse on the authority of the

Butsch catalogue. This was probably a copy of the 1490' edition, lackini; the final

treatise " De locis," which contained the colophon.

M. p. XXXII., in the collections of Buckingiiam Smith, now a part i.f the library

of the TJi w York Historical Society. The fly-leaf preceding the printed title-page con-

tains in manuscript the title given by Harrisse, handsomely engrossed with pen and ink.

The word Eindaui should be Landaui, howrver, and the printed title is in its proper

place in the volume as well as in Harrisse, No. 170. The edition of Baiiliae, 1555,
given by Winsor on the authority of Miiller ("Catalogue," 1877, No. 2626), was prob-

ably a lopy of the edition of 1545, with which the description seems to agree. The
171 5 edition quoted from Lelewel by Winsor, is merely .1 reference to a list entitled " In

sequentes varias Geoj;raphix Claudii Ptoleniafi Lectiones," pp. 611-768 of Bernard de

Montfaucon's "Bibliotheca Ciisliniana, olini Segueriana," I'lirisiis, m. ncc. xv. Santj-

rem (in the "Bulletin de la Societc de Geogruphie," viii. 175-6, Pdiis, 1837) gives a

brief list of" vingtcinq editions de Ptolemee que nous avons consullees, depuis celle de

151 I jusqu'a celle de 1584," which includes several not mentioned elsewhere.

A copy of this volume in Harvard College Library contains an earlier impression of

the engraved frontispiece, dated 1614 instead of 1625. A copy with a 1614 frontis-

piece is alto noted in the sale catalogue of the Sunderland library, sold in i88l, No.

10376. There are other variations in different copies of this volume, caused by the

cancelation and reprinting of several leaves in order to modify some aspersions on

the Dutch. Concerning this matter the author has "A Note touching the Dutch,"
following the preface, in which he says that "The necessitie of a Historic is, as of a

sworne Witnesse, to say the truth, all the truth (in iust discretion) and nothing but

the truth. This I haue indeuoured in the whole Worke. But, Veritas odium parit.

Some perhaps will blame me for relating some Truths, specially the Dutch Ze/ots, in

that I haue related such abuses of some of that Nation in the East Indies and Green-

land to the English there, at if I sought like an vnseasonable and vncharitable Tale-

bearer to raise discord betwixt Neighbours. I answere that no Nation is in this World
so pure, but hath both officious members, and some bad members also as Diseases

thereof; ... I question not, but that the English haue also such, and such wee haue

occasionally noted, Fugitiues, Apostataes, Theeues, Murtherers, &c. which yet are not

Nationall faults, but personall, ... If the Dutch haue such also, in the History of both

I must mention both, and yet protest befort; God ... that I am not guiltie to my selfe

of hatred to that Nation, yea in these Discourses I haue honoured it with and before

others, following them round about the World to that purpose.

The gaps in the pagination of the different volumes are not repeated in the

signatures, which run in regular order without a break. The paper in some of the

volumes is very thin and poor, and much care is required in the selection of a good set.

The four volumes of the " Pilgrimes" in the Grenville collection at the British Mu-
seum are described as being quite uncut, measuring exactly fourteen inches in height,

and the fifth volume ("Pilgrimage," 1626) as containing many rough leaves, though

considerably shorter than the others, thus proving clearly that it was printed on paper

of a smaller size than the four other volumes. The five volumes of the set in the

Lenox Library are of about equal height, measuring 13^ inches on the leaf. Mr.
Murphy's set sold for $265. Priced by Quaritch, 1885, from j£8o to £100.

or such other as the magistrates shall uppointe, (the party being willing to do it,) in the

market place in Boston, on the morrow immedjately after the lecture." On October

1 6th it was resolved by the Court that " Wee doe heereby condemne the sajd bookes to

be burned in the market place at Boston by the marshall, which was done accordingly."

It was also ordered " that the declaration published yesterday, concerning the booke sub-

scribed by the name of William Pinchon, in New England, Gent', shall be signed by

the Secretary, and sent into England, to be printed there," and " that Mf John Norton,

of Ipswich, be intreated to answer Mf Pinchons booke." The author was also sum-

moned to appear before the next General Court. See Massachusetts Records, Vol. iii.,

pp. 215-216, 239, 248; Vol. IV., part I., pp. 29, 30,48,49, 56,72. Roger Williams

regarded the treatment of the author and his work as a discovery of " what liberty con-

science hath in this land." It is a volume of extreme rarity. In the copy described

above, now in the library of Mr. S. L. M. Barlow, of New York, pages 35, 46, 47,

134, and 135, were misnumbered 53,47,46, 136, and 137; and in Mr. Brinley's copy,

which sold for $205, the same misnumberings occur, with several variations beside), as

follows: page 56 was not numbered, and pages 154, 155, and 158, were misnumbered

148, 149, and 152.

Dr. Brushfield, in his b-' liography of Raleigh

in the "Western Antiquary," v. 219, says: "A copy of the letter from Sir Robert

Naunton to the Marquis of Buckingham ... shows the date of publication to have been

November 27th, 1618 ; and relates particulars of the great haste of the Government to

publish both it and Sir Lewis Stukeley's petition. ... According to Edwards (1., 654-5,

715), Lord Bacon suggested it, 'penned it and published it;' and he attempts to exon-

erate the king, not only from all knowledge of it, but from any blame attaching to it.

Apart from the extreme improbability of this, we have the following distinct statement

of Lord Bacon, in a letter to Buckingham, under date November 22nd, 1618 :
—'We

have put the Declaration touching Ralegh to the press, ivitb his Majesiy^t addiiiont,

which were -very material, andJit to proceedfrom bis Majesty.''
"

The following remarks on two of the editions, by John I'ayne Collier in his " Bib-

liographical Account of Early English Literature" (American edition), iti. 268-71, will

apply to all three editions : "That there were two distinct impressions of the above work
there can be no doubt, although the important circumstance has been passed over with-

out notice by all Raleigh's biographers, and has only recently been touched upon, when
•some trifling typographical differences ' were alluded to, but not pointed out. The fact

is, that Raleigh's ' Discovery of '^- .iana' was reprinted in 1596, from the first pagt- to

the last, and the typographical Terences are to be reckoned by thousands, many of

them upon each page, and some of considerable interest. The title-pages of the two
editions, to a cursory observer, look like the same; but we have both before us while

we wiite, and we find that there are at least a dozen variations in the fore-fronts only:

on the third page of the Dedication nearly forty changes were made, and they extend

even to the manner in which the initials of the author were appended in both instances.

In the whole there are about 200 ditU'rcnces of t)pi)grapliy in those eight leaves. Of
course we cannot go minutely over the whole work, but in the last sentence of the body

of it we detect a proportionate number of changes, not indeed altering the sense, but

proving that every line in the book was recomposed. The fact is important, because it

shows that tiie interest taken in the subject was so great, directly after Raleigh's return,

that whatever number of copies was struck oft' in the first instance (and we may well

believe it to have been large) it was insufficient to satisfy public curiosity. The names,

especially of the Spaniards and Peruvians, are differently spelt in the two impressions;

words are now and then omitted which are absolutely necessary to the sense, and the

tense of verbs in not a few cases amended. In both editions Robinson, the printer, may
be said to have done his work well, considering the haste, and the nature and imperfect-

ness of his materials in the first instance. The second impression shows that compara-

Ramusio's collection of voyages is one of the earliest and most important. It was
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edited with great care, and includes several relations not printed elsewhere. The third

volume relates almost entirely to America. It was the intention of Ramusio to publish

a fourth volume, but the plan was interrupted by his death in 1 557. The preface to

the third edition of the first volume (1563), and the introduction to the account of

Peru in the third volume, both contain references to this proposed continuation. The
most complete editions uf the several volumes are: vol. i., 1554, and the reprints of

1563, 1588, 1606, and 1 61 3; vol. it., 1583, and the reprint uf 1606; and vol. 111.,

1606. Some bibliographers have mentioned editions of vol. 11. dated 1564 ;ind 1613,
and of vol. 111. dated 1613; but I have found no proof of their existence.

The
sentiments and criticisms contained in it prevented its publication in France j therefore

the Abbe Raynal, according to j^uerard, cauied three copies to be first printed at Paris

by Stoupe, one of whicii he left in the care of the printer, the second he reserved for

himself, and the third he sent to Geneva to be reprinted as above. The book was

condemned by the French parliament and church dignitaries, and Raynal was obliged

to leave France.

It shows Europe, Asia and Africa—the latter with

the eastern coast line continued along the bottom and side of the map until it joins with

Asia. On the lower part is the inscription which has been supposed to refer to the dis-

covery of America : " Hie non terra sed mure est ; in quo mire magnitudinis Insule,

sed Ptolemeo fuerut incognite." There is no allusion, however, to this matter in the

book. West of Africa are the Iniule fortunate. The work is a sort of hand-book or

encyclopaedia of natural and moral philosophy, presented in dialogue form and illustrated

with a large number of woodcuts. The twelve books in which it is divided relate to

grammar, logic, rhetoric, artificial memory, correspondence, arithmetic, music, geometry,

astronomy, cosmography, astrology, natuni philosophy, chemistry, alchemy, botany,

optics, mental philosophy, theology, and moral philosophy. The numerous editions

which were published attest its popularity as a text-book during the early part of the

sixteenth century. The map is often lacking. Denis, Panzer, Hain and some other

bibliographers mention a supposed edition o( Heidelberg, 1496—a mistake which origin-

ated from an imperfect description of the edition published at Strassburg by Schott in

1504. iSm D'Avezac, " Martin Hylacomylus, Waltzemiiller," pp. 94-99.
