In 1907 he retired from active
service, when he was granted the rank
of major-genera] by the Dominion
Government.

A short time ago he presented the
Montreal -Jockey Club with the Wilson
Challénge Cup, to be competed for by
Canadian-owned steeplechasers, at a
distance of two and a half miles.

The deceased in 1892 married Flor-
ence Adelalde, daughter of the late Sir!
Hugh Allan, who survives him. There
were no children.
