GERMANS STIFFEN UP
RESISTANCE T0 ALLIES

”Enemy Engages in Most Des-
perate Attempt to Hold Vital

——

London, Oct. 2.—The consensus of
opinion among the correspondents is
that the German resistance has stiff-
ened, and that the enemy is fighting
in a_most desperate attempt to hold
vital.positions. The struggle is most
furious :around Cambral, which the
German high command evidently con-
siders essential to the whole line of
defence. Twelve German divisions
have been flung into this sector since
Sept. 27, of which six are on a front
of five miles. On the other hand, the
British are fighting with incompar-
able spirit, advancing steadily, if
slower than recently.

The fact that the Germans have
deliberately set fire to Cambrai shows
that they are not hopeful of holding
the town. Several papers are of the

opinion that in view of the wanton |

destruction of cities like Cambrai, the
aliies should announce their intention
to make reprisals.

It a8 pointed out that Marshal
Foch's skill is threatening the enemy
strategical line at three points, name-
ly, Metz, central France and Belgium.

British, French, Americans, Rus-
sians All Advance on Arch-
angel Front.

Archangel, Oct. 2.—British, French,
American and Russian troops today
oceupy villages on both banks of the
Dwina River to a point 125 miles north
of Kotlas, in the Government of Vol-
ogda. They have advanced 75 miles
in the past two weeks and ‘hey are
now about 375 miles southeast of
Archangel, The river is blocked fur-
ther south by Bolshevik mines and
barges which have teen sunk in the
¢thannel. Up the Vage River, how-
ever, progress is unobstructed and the

allied forces are occupying the - im- |

portant Town of fhenkursk. The
Aurora Borealis is already flaming in
the northern sky.

London, Oct. 2~Damascus, the cap-
ital of Syria, was occupied by CGeneral
Allenby's forces on Tuesday morning,
according to an official. statement is-
sued today by the British war office.

Damascus is “he Turkish base in
Syria and Palestine, and its reported
fa!l probably means the end of all

| Turkish resistance to Genefal Allenby

in Palestine and Syria. [The city,
which. dates back'to the dawn of his-
tory, is the junction poin* of railroads
leading to the Port of Beirut and Al-
eppo, 180 miles northeast.

Aleppo is the most important Turk-
ish rase in this region of Asia Minor,
as it is a junction point of the rail-
roads from Palestine and Mesopo-
tamia.

Damaiscus is the capital of “he Vil-
ayet of Syria and has a popula‘ion of
about 150,000. It is one of the holy
cities of the Mohammedans, and the
Arabs regard it as one of the Zpur
paradises on earth.

The capture of Damascus marks an
advance of 130 miles by Gen. Allenby’s
forces since Sept. 20, the day he
launched his victorious a‘tack north
of Jerusalem. In that time the Bri-
tish have capiured more than 50,000
prisoners. destroyed at /Jeast three
Turkish armies and driven the enemy
from Palestine and a grea*t part of
Syria.

BRITISH DETACI'MENTS
MAKE CROSSING OF LYS

London. Oct. 2.~The statement re-
garding Beigian operations reads:

“On’ Oct. ‘1 the operations ln Flan-
ders, under. the commnnd of the King
of Belgium, developed favorably de-
spite the resistance of the enemy.

LIFE-SAVING CREW
HURRY TO RESCUE

Following up a call received by the
life-saving station shortly before noon
yvesterday, the crew, under Captain
Chapman, made a hasty trip sixteen
miles down the lake shore to a point
off Centre Shoal, Scarboro Bluffs, to
pick up a man thought to be Robent
Hall of Toronto, who had fallen from
the top of the bluffs, a distance of 125
feet, to the beach below.

n of cases, and what 1s more
they were whacked by police officers,
but at the same time the policemen
were being struck by various ecitizens;
s0 that from a perfectly human nd-
point it was six of one and half a
dozen of the other. But that does not
mean that they were performing their
duty, in an official way, because they
were not, but if they did not have
officers to tell them what to do, very
naturally they were going to take
matters into their own hands and de-
fend themselves, if they killed one-
half the population in the attempt.

So far it has not been possible for
the officers in authority to say that
any man was at any particular point
during the entire siege. Does not that
prove most conclusively that the sys-
tem is all wrong? If there was any
systematic way of “carrying om” on
the Toronto police force, it would be
merely matter of minutes before every
officer would be accounted for, and in
a city as large as this one, it is simply
what the ordinary citizen would ex-
pect would be most possible.

Dozens and dozens of ‘policemen
have been called ‘who were supposed
to have been stationed at the points
where people were battered, but not
one of them will admit of having hit

-l any particular complainant, nor will

they tell who did. Once again we say
that.this line of conduct is most nat-
ural, “becajse. you know, as well as
you know that you are alive, that any
man who would deliberately “smitch”
on another is the worst sort of rep-
tile in the world. Knowing this, surely
the commissioners might show a
slight wsign of reason, and spare .not
only the members of the force, but
also the oitizens.

And spesking of the citizens, they
are given almost as much considera-
tion by one or two members of the
commission ' as murderers would
get in a, night’court. ‘Apparently Col
Denison does mot think that it is
worth his valuable time to even ex-
tend them the - ordinary every:day
courtesy which one .man is supposed
to use toward another. Several re-
porters gave .evidence yesterday, and
they were treatell in a most disgust-
ing manmer, in fact, in one case the
person ‘in the box was nidiculed be-
yond words. That sort of thing may
be fearfully witty and clever, but it
is also most unnecessdry, and prob-
ably the surest method known to
ﬁwde-m sclence of getting oneself dis-

ked, ¢ i

With the passing of every hour in
the police investigation it becomes
more apparent that the police com-
missioners should not have been per-
{ mitted to sit on this casd. They are
the people wha are gullty of whatever
charges are being made, and surely it
is not their place to judge their own
mistakes. If the authorities at Otta-
wa and those in the parliament build-
ings here are not sufficiently interest-
ed in the weilfare of the citizens of
Toronto to want to see them get a
fair deal, then indeed is it high time
for a change in governments, or at
least In government officials.

And when this farce is over its will
be most interesting to sit back and
watch while the various persons who
were hurt get busy with their law-
suits, It 'should be most interesting
reading when the commissioners are
called to account for their share in
the “doings.” Besides that, it should
show the people of Toronto just how
very incompetent the present police
system is, and how badly in need we
are of a thoro shaking up, not only
tn the police deparfment, but in the
police commission.

Of late, however, conditions
have not been so favorable, and in
addition the war 'requirements have
been largely increased, and ‘there is
every prospect now ‘that various
states will find themselves short of
their allotted supply. Canada must
expect to suffer with the rest, On-
tario in proportion.

o GERMANY WANTS BACK
COLONIES WITH PEACE

Dr. Solf Declares, Otherwise She
Will Have Insufficient
Raw Materials.

Amsterdam, Oct, 2.-Dr. Solf, Ger-
man colonjal secretary, lecturing be-
fore an audience in Munich, said the
national importance of Germany re-
gaining her colonies was unsurpassed
ty any other task. Substitutes for
vaw materials could not suffice for
peace requirements. ¥For wool alone
Germany would have to keep fifty mil-
lion sheep, which was practically im-
possible. The supply of raw materials
was the weakest point in Germany's
world economy. Hence the need for
colonies.

Dr. Solf agrees that Germany must
rave colonies to prevent her com-
mercial isolation, . He said the policy
of the open door must be ona of the
most important demands at the con-
ciusion of peace. Germeany had no
thought of militarizing Afyica,. but
desired to prevent the emplbyment of
colored men in Wurope. The Imperial
German Government adhered firmly to
fis demand for the return of its Afri-
caun and Soutb  Sea possessions,  as
well as fresh 'partition of ‘Africa, so as
to consolidate Mermany's scatfered
possessions.

The colonial secreiary  added ' that
Belgium, Portugal and France pos-
sessed excesslvaly large stretches of
territory, but added that Germany
d!d not want the lion’s shnre

RECONSTRUCTION PLANS
OF GERMAN MINISTRIES

Amsterdam, Oct. 2.-At a sitting of
the main cominittee of the German
Keichstag on Monday, Vice-Chancellor
Von Payer read a decree from the em-

He
announced that the former chancellor
had called a meeting of party leaders
t discuss the situation. An indefinite
adjournment was then taken by the
committee.

The vice-chancellor, the news-
paper says, received the leaders of all
the parties yesterday and discussed
the contemplated parljamentarization,
which the vice-chancellor declared
woyld extend to the Prussian as well
as to the imperial ministry. He also
gajd that the abrogataion of portions
of articles nine and 21 of the con-
stitution must be taken in hand as
soon as pouible

ENVELOPMENT PROCEEDS
