VERDICT BY JURY TODAY

Winnipeg, Dec, 23.—Judge Metcalfe
aduressed the jury in the:Russell sedi-
tion trial untii midnight, after which
Counsei Cassidy entered a number of
objections. I he jury were then tocked
up for the night to report at 10.30 to-
morrow morning. Judge Maetcalfe in
pis address told the jury that a sym-
pathetic strike was illegai, intimidation
was illegal and that agitation to spread
dissension in the country was illegal.

of R. B. Russell, one of the eight
strike leaders charged with seditious
conspiracy, and committing common
nuisance, Mr. Andrgws, K.C., senior
counsel for the crgjr:,v stated that. he
would. finish his address to the jury
this afternoon. The judge then said
taut he wouid be enabled to conclude
hhe charge to tha jury at the evening
sregsion tonight, leaving all day to-
uiorrow for the jury to come to a de-
cision. 2 -

The leading feature of Mr. Andrews
address was his reference to /the
communist manifesto, published and
circulated thruoout tae Dominion b}{
the Socialist Party of Canada, of
which Russell is a member, when he
declared that it contained staipments
advocating killing of all n.a.tmpal
seatiment and abolishing the family,
taking women from the pedestal which
she had been placed upon.

i Hot Denial by Cassidy.

Mr. Cassidy at this point rose and
heatedly denied - that the document
contained anything of the kind, /and
Mr. Andrews read from the pamphleis
statements forecasting abolishment of
family ties and casting slurs on what
were termed. the present bourgeoise
family " system, which the mamfes‘to
predicted would terminate with the
banishment of capital.

‘“Phis is the kind of stuff they are
circulating to establish class con-
sciousness,” he said. “It is a lie; no-
where is the home more sacred than
among thes honest working man.”

“The crown counsel stated that Rus-
sell and his friends did not advocate
this system of a government except as
a means that they might become the
dictators, the Lenines and Trotzkys of
* Canada. =
Asks if Jury Dreamed.

Pointing to the mass of literaturg
before him, Mr. Andrews asked the

jury if they ever dreamed that such
propaganda was being carried on ia
Canada. He referred to the associa-
tion 6f Mr. Russell with other Social-
ists in the Dominion, naming particu-
larly Joseph < Knight of Edmonton,
Berg, Edmonton; MacGuire, Edmon-
ton; Stevenson and Kavanugh, Van-
couver; Cassidy of North Bay, and the
other seven accused.

' JEWELS NOW USED
FOR PROPAGANDA

.Russian Soviet Government
Raises Money by Sale of

Confiscated Gems.

Amsterdam, Dec. 23.—The Lenine 8oV~
ernment in Russia, balked by the world
financial blockade from sending money
abroad for propaganda purposes, is now
conducting a huge traffic in confiscated
jewels thru Germany to Holland mar-
kets, according to The Handelsblad, 1in
connection with a charge that Com-
munist Member Lisser of the Amster-
dam council offeréd the Russian Em-
peror's diamonds for sale.

“During the first months of the estab-
lishment of the Soviet republie,” says
The Handelsblad, Communists in Hol-
land and Germany were supported by
the Russian Bolsheviki with money from
their treasury. Many cheques on the
great Dutch banks were cashed. . But
this method became more difficult this
year. Lenine and Trotzky had no more
money to spare, for not only their Dutch
friends, but the German Spartacans,
especially, used huge sums from the
Russian treasury.

“Now another way has been found.
Soviet couriers have brought in dia-
monds and jewelry thru Germany to
Holland, and “the amounts realized ou
their sale are being used to continue
the Communistic campaign. A Holland-
er who ©ccupied aw important post un-
der the Bolsheviki in Petrograd has re-
turned to Holland with his wife, who
also is a Bolshevist, and settled down
in a provincial town. The wWife has

made several trips to Russia, " coming
back with jewels/ Once she was stop-
ped at the German frontiér, but finally
We ermitted to enter Holland. Many
large jewels of mysterious origin re-
cently have been offered for sale on fhe
Amsterdam diamond market.”

LONDON PREPARES
FOR LAVISH YULE

'More Lavish Expenditure for
Christmas Gifts Than Ever

Known Before.

London, Dec. 23.—Without the im-
mediate cause for rejoicing which
characterized last Christmas, when the
armigtice had just been declared, the
present Christmas bids fair to surpass
it in display of the popular hoiiday
Spirit. Christmas Day, the day fol-
lowing it, known as “Boxing Day,” and
Saturday have been declared public
holidays, and hence there will be an
entire cessation of business ' from
Christmas eve until Monday, during
which time virtually the whole popu-
lation will give itself over to pleasure.

Thruout the past week there has
been an unprecedented crush in the
shops“and stores and a more lavish
expenditure for Christmas gifts thaun
ever before experienced. Contrasted
with last Christmas, when the sireets
were full of khaki clad men -on ieave
from the front. an officer or soldier
today is rather a rarity.

There is greater evidence than ever
of the newly-made wealth, and the
more ‘expensive of luxuries in the shape
of furs, jewelry and costly articles of
every kind, find ready purchasers.
Every other person on the streets to-
night is carrying a load of parcels.
The railways are ready for a redord
rush of people to the country, and the
hotels are preparing to provide their
customary dances and other festivi-
ties.

Circular letters relating to the wide-
ly-known “‘Spanish prisoner fraud”
have recently been observed in unusu-
ally large numbers in the Canadian
mails. This fraud has' received so
much publicity thru the press in the
past that it is-hardly probable that
many people in Canada are now de-
ceived by it; but, in view of the ae-
tivity which the scheme is at present
manifesting, it is considered desirable
again to place the public on their
guard against it.

' Must Consider Consequences.

The city solicitor submitted an au-
thority to show that the attorney-gen-
eral must be a party to an action to
enforce a public réght. He might say
that Mr. Mowat's clients were trying
to force vaccination down the throats
of the city council whether they would
or not, but he would not. They either
had rights or they had not. The court,
after co ering the material submit-
ted, t coeme  .to the conclusion that
the consequences of enforcing vaccin-
ation might be so great that manda-
mus should not be granted.

Justice Sutherland said: “I am not
going to go into the merits of vaceina-
tion. The law says that where small-
pox exists, the council shall order the
vaccination of all the citizens of the
corporation. I assume that in passing
that law the legislature went into the
question and decided that where small-
pox occurred vaccination was neces-
sary. That is applicable to this cor-
poration: to this court, and everyone.
If you have the power to apply, an
affidavit saying that there are 1000
cases of smallpox in Toronto would
be all that is necessarv.”

There are only two questions of real
importance to the citizens in the ap-
proaching elections. These are the
policy to be pursued on the street rail-
way franchise and the attitude to be
adopted regardjng city finance, In
many respects they are one and the
same question, but ,they must be re-
garded separately.

No man who is not absolutely sound
on the street railway issue shouald be

voted for by any elector who values

his time, his convenience, his ghare in
the city’s prosperity, or his interest In
the enhancement of his own property,
if he has any, in Toronto. The con-
gestion of recent years in street car
traffic has been one of the greatest
deterrents to the advance of the city,
apd it is only under direct city control
that natural advance can be made.

Those who have any doubfs on this

score need only go over the civic lines

on St. Clair avenue; on Danforth
‘avenue, or on Gerrard street and note

what the effect of a few years of civic
. service has been.

We are crossing the stream in the
period just ahead of us., and to swap
horses at this juncture does not seem
wise to most of those who have the
city interests deeply at heart. What-
ever Mayor Church may have been he
has been actively loyal, to all the
policies that depend on the resumption

Such a hold will the government stiil
retain on the roads, so dependent will
the roads -be upon the government for
their- very existence that the end of
it all can be easily guessed. The
American roads will be as inevitably
nationalized as our Canadian roads
one after another are being absorbed
into the National Rallway System.
Does The Mail and Empire condemn
the Union government for taking
over our Canadian roads? If govern-
ment operation be inherently bad, it
must be obnoxious wherever found.
And The Mail might tell us who has
suffered by government operation in
the United States. The roads are in
better condition, the men are better
paid, and the shareholders and the
public alike have been free from the
raids and manipulations of Wall
street. The government created no
mess, but did its best to clean up the
disgraceful mess which private own-
ership and Wall street ‘rascality had
created. /

What is the Naval Burden ?

While we are walting to learn on
what basis Lord Jellicoe’s pending re-
port to Sir Robert Borden will calcu-
late Canada’s naval duty, it is worth
while glancing at the 'British revised
navy estimates just submitted to par-
liament, ° The amount is £157,528,800
or over $750,000,000. and 275,000 offi-
cers and men are asked for. The esti-
mates for 1914-15 were. £51,550,000—
less than one-third of what they now
are.

The pre-war naval cost was regard-
ed as almost unbearably high. The
only fear was from the German navy,
for the entente with France was well
established. The war has ended the
serman naval menace, has solidificd
the entente with France, and has put
hostility from the only other great
navy in the world—the United States’
—out of the question. The risk has
diminished. The cost of insurancze
has trebled. The navy alone is to
cost over half as much again as the
whole expenses of the imperia}dgov-
ernment did when they reached a
figure that appalled Mr. Gladstone.
Whether this is necessary from the
United Kingdom’s point of view is not
primarily a Canadian affair. It has
been assumed by the admiralty that
the Dominions will “come across” with
The colonial of-
fice tells us that future imperial policy
must aim to make us all equally liable
for the governance of all the empire.
That governance means provision for
naval defence from the empire rather
than from the Canadian point of view.
How is the Canadian liability to be
determined ? When the predominant
partner sets her gait at $750,000,000
for the year the officials responsihie
for policy will use every influence to
ensure that the Dominions’ naval un-
dertakings will answer to their own.
Tc them the Canadian interest will be
altogether a subsidiary consideration
—they will always be trying to bring |
Us up to their scratch, But to Can-

ada that interest is the sum
sponsibility and effort.

If Lord Jellicoe should think thaf
our assessment ought to be on a
population basis (and we are one-
sixth as populous as the British Isles)
he would suggest that we incur a
navat liabilitv of about $125,000,609
per annum. If a less burdensome view
should hold, and our proposed assess
ment be in the proportion that our
national debt bears to the British na-
tional debt—one-twentieth—we shall

Straw Money.
Dr. R. D. McLaurin has been calcu-
lating the possibilities for fuel our-
poses in the waste straw of the west.
The equipment provided or devised by
George Harrison of Moose Jaw in-
volved the heating of the straw in a
retort, when, as a result, gas; tar and
ammonia are given off, and a valuable
carbon residue remains. From a ton of
straw 12,000 cubic feet of gas are oh-
tainable. To heat the retort either
straw or gas may, be used, the net
product being about 7,000 cubic feet
of gas.
It is estimated that 20,000,000 tons
of straw go to waste in the west. The
gas from this in terms of Hydro pow-
er, taking the he'a.tinx value of straw
gas at 400 B, T, U.s per cubic foot,
would be equal to 2,511,000 horsepower
years, or seven times the power gen-
erated at Niagara Falls on the Cana-
dian side.
The other products from the residue
are potash, ammonia, phosphoric acid
and carbon. The minimum amount of
potash from 20,000,000 tons of straw
would be 180,000 tons. The most as-
tonishing thing is the value of the
carbon resiGue as lamp black. It is
now valued at $50 a ton by experts,
If a market at this price could be
found for it the value of the §,000,-
000 tons of carbon obtainable from
20,000,000 tons of straw would be
$300,000,000. No wonder the farmer
financiers are optimistic about sources
of revenue!

His Majesty Regrets Condi-
tions in Russia and Deals
With European Economics.

THE PRINCE'S VISIT

London, Dec. 28. — The house of
commons was prorogued today wuntil

Feb. 10. The session was lormally
closed by the King’s speech of pro-
rogation. 5
The King, in his speech, referred to
the ratification of the peace treaties
that have passed the final stages, and
expressed the hope that others would
shortly: be concluded. He voiced re-
gret over the conditions in Russia,
and alluded to the triendliness of the
relations among the allied and associ-
ated powers. The speech recorded t8:
conclusion of the agreement with Per-
sia, '‘mentioned the satisfaction in
Great Britain over the cordiality of
the reception accorded the Prince of
Wales in Canada and the Unitéd
States, and announced the measures
taken to give India a responsible gov-
ernment. y -
The speech foreshadowed a reduc-
tion in the national debt. It reviewed
the gravity of the economic’ gituation

In beginning, the address noted that
the deliberations of the plenipoten-
tiaries of the allies in Paris had been
crowned with success, and that treat-
ies of peace with Austria and Turkey
had been included. .

*“1l signified my approval of the
treaty of peace with Germany.” the
speech continued, ‘“‘and ratiqad it.
Peace still remains to be concluded
with the Ottoman Empire and the re-
public of Hungary. ‘I earnestly trust
that the necessary negotiations to this
purpose will shortly be brought to a
satisfactory conclusion.

No Improvement in Russia.

“I regret,” said the King’s speech,
“that there is no improvement in the
unhappy cond:tions prevailing in Rus-
sia and no immediate prospect in that
country . of the establishment of the
constitutional government which alone
can conduce to its permanent pros-
perity. .

“My relations with my allies and as-
sociates in the great war remain of
the most friendly character, and I
have every expectation that the close
and intimate co-operation which led
to the final victory will be long con-
tinued to the benefit of all.

“In August last my government con-
cluded with the Persian government
an agreement tending to cement the
ties of friendship between the two
countries’ which have so0' many inter-
ests’ in common and to promote the
welfare and ptrogress of Persia.”

Prince’s Visit to Canada.

The King referred to the visit of
the Prince of Wales to Canada and
Newfoundland, which, he said, “filled
my heart with feelings of pride and
satisfaction. He subsequently,’” con-
tinued the King, “visited the United
States of America, where he was
greeted with a warmth and kindliness
which will, I am confident, have the
bhappiest effect upon the relations of
the British Empire and that great re-
public.” o

Referring to India, the speech said
that a measure marking the first
stage of the development of a respon-
sible government in India has become
a law. *“I rely on all my subjects,”
continued the speeczh, “to work toge-
ther for its success. In a proclama-
tion which I am addressing to my
viceroy and to the princes and the
people of India I am expressing my
hope that a harmonious political life
will steadily be huilt up on the foun-
dations =~ thus laid, and I am an-
nouncing my intention of sending the
Prince of Wales to India to inaugurate
the new constitution.”

To the members of the house of
commons the King gave his thanks
for their provision during the vear for
the public expenditure, which had con-
tinued abnormal, largely exceeding the
permanent and temporary revenue,
and he trusted that next year, with
tHe return of more normal conditions,
the first steps would be taken toward
the reduction of the national debt.

“The condition of our finances and
the state of our credit continue to oc-
cupy the serious attention of my min-
isters,” he went on. “Only by strict
economy, both in public and private
lexpenditure, and sustained by in-
creased production, can the country
maintain its historic position in com-
merce and finance.”

Europe’s Economic Position.

In addressing the lords, as well as
the members of the commons, the
speech expressed concern over the
grave economic position. of a large
part of Europe. The task of restoring

He referred to the action of the league
of nations in favoring the eight-hour
day, but pointed out that a minimum
wage fixed by that body would not
apply in a country like Canada, where
the standard of living was much high-
er than in most European countries.

#Backs Up Police Unions.

Alluding to the resolution regarding
poiice unions, Mr. Moore spoke of
the recent commission which investi-
gated the police union of Toronto. “The
‘decision of the commission which for-
bid the police to organize was mm-
proper,” he said, “or to affil.ate witn
the Trades and Labor Congress, a
purely legislative bedy. Labor pro-
tests strongly against any legislation
being put in the statutes which pre-
vents these men from associating and
affiliating with an - assoc.ation which
would help the coditions under which
they live. 'The finding of the com-
mission should not be put in legisla-
tion.”

“Does this give them power
strike ?” asked Premier Drury.

“The Trades and Labor Congress
has no power whatever to call a strike.
It is purely a legislative body,’ Mr.
Moore replied.

- Want Hydro Representative.

Fred Bancroft called the attentimn
of the cabinet to discrepancies in the
workmen’s compensation act.

John Fiett urged labor representa-
tion on the Hydro Commission.

John Bruce asked that the housing
plan come directly under the prov-
ince, and that in this way present re-
strictions be taken off the loans for
‘building workmen’s houses.

‘Charles O'Donnell spoke for the
moving pictures and stage employes,
who at present are not included
under the . worRmen’s compensation
act. He claimed they should be ia-
cluded in this act.

William Varley urged increased op-
portunities for workers to vote. “If
#lection days could not be public holi-
days, then the polls should be open to
8 p.m. Altho men are entitled to two
hours for voting many employers
would fire a man if he took this
time,” he added. He suggested also
that sailors on the great lakes should
get a chance to vote the same ag rail-
waymen. “At the last election;’ many
sailors were disfranchised because
they were not home to vote,”” he con-
cluded.

English Promoter Says There's
a Surprise in Store
for Dempsey. »

s

New York, Dec. 23.—Georges Carpen-
tier, heavyweight boxing champion of
Burope, will surprise Jack Dempsey,
world’s - titleholder, when the two come
together in a bout for the world's title,
for which American and European pro-
moters are now frantically bidding. This
was the inference to be gained from the
remarks of Georgeé McbDonald, British
promoter and manager of boxers, who
arrived here on the Baltic. :

“Carpentier will beat any man he can
hit solidly,” sald Mr. McDonald, when
asked as to the prospects of the French
idol ‘against Dempsey, if they should
come together. ‘‘The French boxer hag
tremendous punching ability and is won-
derfully skilful and clever. Mind, I don’t
say he will beat Dempsey. I couldn't
very well commit myself to that extent,
for I haven't seen your champion in ac-
tioni. I understand Dempsey is a won-
derful fighter. He must have been Lo
beat Jess Willard. From what I have
seen of Carpentier, however, I will say
without hesitation that any boxer who
feels the full impact of his blows must
experience defeat.

Carpentier a Master.

“I've seen many great fighters, includ-

ing John L. Sullivan, whom I helped

T prepare for his memorable bout at Chan-

tilly, Frdance, against Charley Mitchell.
In his fight against Beckett, Carpentier
convinced me that he ranked With the
best of them. He didn't make an un-
nhecessary move. He worked like a mas-
ter, and made every move count. Beck-
ett hadn’t a chance to geﬂ started be-
fore the match was over, and tl_le blow
that ended Beckett’'s interest 'in the
bout did not travel more than a- foot.
My, when I look back on that match, I
must confess I saw more real, interest-
ing action in the short space of time
required for the bout than I had seen
in twenty previous bouts.”

When asked as to Carpentier's ability
to take “punishment, Mr. McDonald ex-
pressed the opinion that the French
idol’'s ability in this regard was not
fully appreciated. The British promoter
pointed out that in many of his bouts

Carpentier had been forced to assimi- |

late considerable punishment, mention-
ing specifically the bouts against Joe
Jeannette and Frank Klaus, in both of
which Carpentier was the loser. Mr, Mc-
Donald. declared that, while the French
boxer lost these matches, he neverthe-
less stood up under hard punching and
his courage. :

e International Matches.

Mr, McDonald is interested in the
efforts to clinch a DempseyCarpentiasr
bout, but to what extent he refused to
commit himgelf. The visiting promoter
preferred to await the arrival here of
C. B. Cochrane, leading Europ:an pro-
moter, ‘'who is now on his way to this
country, Promoter McDonald 1s here
primarily for the purpose of disposing
of the American rights to a British me-
chanical’invention which he expects will
interest the leaders - in the American
steel industry. In addition, however, he
plans to’ investigate boxing conditions
here with the view of arranging matches
between American and English boxers.
He expects to be in the city for several

City Hall Nominations. /

The city ha.l yesterday morning was
fairly weil filled with an orderly and
quite impressive beay of people, who
seemed to have wandered to the coun-
cil chamber out of mere curiosity to
“look” on the candidates for munici-
pal honors more than genuine interest
in local polit.cs. The whole proceed-
ings were very humarum, and John
O’Neill, M.L.A.; Tom Foster, M.P., and
F. G. McBrien, who were present yes-
terday, must have wondered when the
good oid days of heckling had depart-
ed. ' Each of the candidates, both for
the mayor’s office and for the control-
lership, after nomination addressed the
assembled public and put forth their
particuiar ideas with vigor. At times-
there was some applause, but taking it
all thru it was a very dull affair. The
most outstand:ng feature of the
speeches was Controller McBride’s en-
deavor to explain away some of his
actions and speeches in -connection
with the returned soldiers. He had
his statement on that subject type-
written and read from script. He de-
clared any man who tried to exploit
returned soldiers as a vote-catching
proposition is not a man, in the con-
troller’s estimation, who should be In
public life. The controller evidently
tried to get into Mayor Church’'s dug-
out, but from the lack of applause his
endeavor to undermine the soldiers’
vote was not a very successful one.

Mayor Church’s Stand

The present mayor dealt with trans-
portation questions and said public
ownership was out to stand or fal] on
its merits. Motor buses were a pos-
sibility of the future. ‘“We must see,”
ae said, ‘that wehave control- of that
form of transportation. We mupt
increase the safeguards to protect the
streets of the city. We hope to get
the Grand Trunk Railway head office
in Toronto.”

The mayor then dealt with the
Hydro-Radial bylaw to raise $4,000,-
000 for the eastern line. “The Hydro-
radials,” he declared, “are not a lux-
ury but a necessity. .The province
aas lost population. Peeple have gone
west and gone to the ocities owing to
*he lack of transportation, lack of
good roads, and proper telegraph and
telephone service. Fhere will be cheap
light and power and this will resuit
in production. The Hydro-radials
which have been such a magnificent
success in Michigan, Ohio and New
York, have shown what can be done
in that connection. I have every
confidence that they will ke a suc-
cess. The people have carried the
oa1e to Niagara Falls and. London,
and we are now voting on the one to
the east”

FARM CONDITIONS

Milch Cows Incréasing in Value—
Pure Breds in Demand.

e

The following is a summary of reporfs
made by agricultural representatives to
the Ontario Department of Agriculture:

While several representatives state
that too many .cattle are going to mar-
ket in a lean condition, others report
some fine baby beef being sold, Duf-
ferin, quoting as high as 23%c a pound
being paid.

There is an increase reporte in the
quantity of milk going to powddred milk
factories and other conden es. Prince
Edward states that, Judging by the
prices paid at-auction sales, milch cows
are increasing in value, and adds: “The
demand of two local condenseries, which
are planning to operate for the first time
this winter, and that of local creameries,
are responsible for a large number of
(;ur dairy farmers adopting winter dairy-
ng.” : i

Grenville reports that buyers from
Syracuse and Liverpool, N.Y., have been
purchasing both pure-bred and grade
Holsteins in various parts of the county
in "large numbers and at fair prices,
from calves to fairly aged cows, and
also a few bulis,

Hogs ‘have been freely marketed. Lit-
tle pigs in Brant are described ‘a8 being
a drug on the market at $4 each.

Eggs Scarce.

Fresh eggs are comparatively scarce
and very dear. Simcoe County reports
prices to the farmer as ranging from
66c to $1 a dozen,. but that dressed
poultry for the holiday season are plen-
tiful.

Middlesex complains that apples are
not keeping well. Prince Edward reports
that 15,000 barrels of apples have al-
ready been brought  into that county
from Nova. Scotia for canning purposes.

Very little grain is moving, except at
auction sales. Hay is being sold at from
§20 to $24 a ton in the older portion of
the province, and at from $25 to $30 a
ton in the northern districts,

Brant reports that most of the clover-
seed raised in that county has been
disposed of already.

Speaking of handling supplies, the
Prince Edward representative says:
‘“Farmers are now accustomed to being
organized in groups and ordering feed
and other supplies by the carload.”

SHIP SILVER TO CHINA
TO SUPPORT EXCHANGE

Three Million Dollars to Leave San
Francisco on Christmas Day.

New York, Dec. 23.—Three million
silver dollars will be shipped to China
from San Francisco Christmas Day for
the purpose of stabilizing far east ex-
change and conserving this country's
supply of gold, it was announced here
today. The shipment is being made on
joint account by the International
Banking Corporation, the Park Foreign
Banking Corporation and the Asia
Banking Corporation.

Twelve million silver dollars pre-
viously had been forwarded to China on
private account, one of 3,000,000 on
November 25 and another of 9,000,000
on Dec. 10. The Christmas shipment,
however, will be the first under the ar-
rangement made hetween the Foreign
Banking Corporation and ,the govern-
ment in accordance with the terms of
which silver dollars -have been pro-
cured against tender of current funds
from the free supply carried by the
government in its general fund.

Many U. S. Distillers and
Brewers May Establish
Plants There.

New York, Dec. 23.—Montreal may soon
be the Mecca of a horde of distillers and
brewers, according to tentative plans
being formulated by these manufac-
turers under the stress of forcible ex-
propriation of their plants in the United
States under the national prohibjtion
amendment. American brewers and dis-
tillers, it was learned today, are dis-
cussing the advisability of re-establisn-
ing their places of business in Canada
and Cuba, in the event that their appeal
to the supreme court meets with no
success. :

No decision has yet been made by any
of the liquor interests to move away
from the United States, so far as could
be learned, and no definite plans will be
made until every legal resource is ex-
hausted. However, if conditions should
warrant, plans will be drawn up am;
o
building breweries an( distilleries in th.
Dominion and the island republic.

Machinery used by the liquor inter-
ests in the United States will be sal-
vaged and shipped out of the countx&y.
The only additional expense to the trade
would be the buildings where the liquor
would be manufactured.

Montreal has been  mentioned as the
city where American liquor interests will
build breweries and distilleries if they
were driven out of the United States,
and, in view of the recent defeats of
their cause, it appears a foregone con-
clusion that they will be forced to leay®.
After Jan. 1, when the ban on liquor is
lifted in Canada, it is expected that
large shipments will be made to that
country.

In thé* meantime distillers are making
frantic efforts to ship their products out
of the country before Jan. 16, the date
when the prohibition amendment goes
into effect. !

About the only hope for the lquor
that will be left in this country to
escape destruction at the hands of fed-
eral agents is that druggists may acquire
it, or that it may be re-manufmc&tured
into a form of alcohdl lending itsélf® to
industrial uses.
