AN ACTIVE PROPAGANDA IS URGED

pritain Should Trade With Colonies
Rather Than With Alien
Nations,

The duty of Britain to the colonies In
the matter of trade and particulariy*as
pegards the food supply was the most vital
pote struck at the meeting of the Britisa
Empire League in St. George’s Hall last
night. The point was made by Hon. G.
W. Ross, who advocated a vigorous pro-
paganda on this line and also in the mat.
fer of emigration from Britain to the
colonies, which, be said, to be effective,
ghould be in the hands of a commission.
Hon. G. B. Foster forcibly endorsed the
propésluon that Britain should deal with
the colonies in preference to dealing witb
alien countries, wherever practicable, and
this, he said, would prove the compensa-
tion within the Empire for its ‘enormous
responsibilities and sacrifices. Dr. Parkin
took a different line and called for a pro-
paganda to be sent to Canada to know
why .at this critical stage of the war—for
be held it was still at a critical stage—
Canada’s boasted mobile forces were un-
represented in South Africa, while Aus-
tralia, New Zealand and the South African
colonies had thousands of men In the field.
Major Merritt’'s Offer.

In this connection it is timely to call
to mind the offey made in December last
by Major W. Hamilton Merritt to the Bri-
tish government and accepted by them, to
raise and equip a mounted regiment of 600
men to be known as the Canadlan Rangers.
Mgjor Merritt had his own command in
the field in the early stages of the war
and also served on Gen. Brabant’s staft
and is intimately acquainted with the
needs of the case. For some unexp'ained
reason the offer has never been endorsed
by the Canadian government, but is still
good. £

It was quite a distinguished gathering
which faced the speakers last night. So-
clety was well represented in the persons
of several prominent soclety ladies, whiie
piany professional men and leaders in fin-
ancial and mercantile pursuits whose pro
nounced federation sentiments are well
known were to be seen.

The .Cheirman’s Address,
' The chairman, in opening the meeting,
sald this was the first time since the league
had been established in Canada that they
had had accredited to them a member of
the league from Britain im the person of
Sir Frederick Young. [Applause.] For 30
years they had been friends and the col-
onies had no better friend than Sir Fred-
erisk Young. [Applause.] As hon, secre-
tary of the Colonial Institute, he had been
particularly active and successful in edu-
cating the public mind of England up <0
the true relations which should exist be-
tween the colonies and the Mother Coun-
try. [Applause.] No man he ventured to
say, had accomplished more in this direc-
tion than the guest of the evening.

Sir Frederick Young’s Speech.

Sir Frederick - Young, who followed the
chairman, received a very cordial wel-
come. After a brief personal preface as
to his work in England, the speaker went

: to to say that many years 2go, when he

had first publicly advocated the federation
gentiments which are now so generally ac-
cepted as practicable, he had been derided.
But time has confirmed them so much that
he was encouraged to believe that they
were rapidly coming within the domain of
practical polities. [Applause.] Briefly bis
theory of Imperial federation was com-
prised in the following words : “The gov-
ernment of the Empire by the; hmpire.”
Imperial federation would in no conflict
with the self-government of the colonles.
Such questions as national defence, com-
munication between the Mother Couantry
and the colonles, Ascal matters, immigra-
tion and colonization, were grave snbjects

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Rumor Renewed in London That M
Chamberiain Intends to Launch
This Proposition.

WOULD NOT SURPRISE POLITICIANS

Public Opinion Appreciates the
Need of Some Alteration in

Fiscal Poliey.

London, Oct. 25.—The rumor is revived
to-day that Mr. Chamberlain Jntends to
launch some proposition for the establish
ment of an imperial mutual preferentiu
tariff before the next general election,
which is now looked for as soon as the

war Is really over.

1t cannot be traced to any substantial
source, but it would not surprise politi-
clans. It Is quite certain that public
opinion among the masses is rapidly being
converted to the necessity that exists for
some alteration in the fiscal policy of tue
Kingdom, if Great Britain is to maintain
her commercial position.

The introduction of the stiff scale of pro-
tectionist duties in the House of Repre-
sentatives of the new Australian Common-
wealth has done more to awaken British
commercial Interests to the danger In
which they are placed of losing their mar-
ket in the colonies than anything else of
recent years, and to the conviction that
the future salvation of the Empire from
a business point of view depends upon
some fiscal arrangement with the self-gov-
erning colonies.

All the
dope fiends and stable boys in Toronto are
backing Allie Gates’ b.f. 2. ‘“Murrimunt”
at Chicago. Don’t be afraid to roll the
“p” g little in these -words. In fact iIf
you do not roll the “r”’ in these words
you caniot say them properly. Test your-
self, and once you have these words right
you have improved your speech. As to the
word ‘“very” ninety out of every hundred
Canadians mispronounce it. They either
put a kind of “a” or a light “u” for the
light *‘e” that ought really’to be used.
The women of Canada especially are ad-
dicted to this mistake. It Is a word that
is not only mispronounced, but misused.
It is one of the words like ‘‘turribel” and
sgwful” that seem to be kept in a sort
of mixed pepper box and spattered all
over the speech of our people. Drop us-
ing the word ‘‘very”—you do not need to
use It once in ten times that you do use
it. And for that word ‘‘turribel”—‘“turri-
bel cold, ‘‘turribel good” (ve gods, how
often even this is said by Canadians)—
what shall T say? Drop it. also, ninety-
nine times out of the hundred that you
are tempted to use it. Nick 8.

Bditor World : Your very liberal imvi-
tation asking for contributions of words
mispronounced by Canadians prompts me
to supplement the brief: list with which
I am credited in this morning’s World,
taken from a paper I had the privilege to
iprepare and read before Wrycliffe College
Algmni at its annnal meeting, Oct. 3.
My only fear in offering this contribution
is that I may occupy an excess of valu-
able space to the exclusion of other cor-
respondents. * In submitting the follow-
ing list I ,have exercised care in the
choice of tl;ose ,words common to us in
everyday life, words which do not rye-
quire the hair-splitting process in order to
determine correctness in their pronuncia-
tion, at least so far as distinctness is
congerned. The term pronunciation in-
cla so much that one finds it difficult
to eenclude just what phase or feature of
it Is under discussion. From what has
already been said thus far, I infer that
that which is referred to more directly in-
cludes Syllablc clearness, void of abbrevia-
tion or expansion, and also a distinct manl-
festation of the consonant sounds.

It is of course an accepted fact that
form and distinctness, tho closely allied,
are neverthetess two separate features of
pronunciation, since it is clear that pro-
nunciation, tho distinct, may yet be of
bad form. The specific nature of the dis-
cussion leads me to confine my remarks to
the latter and to single words to the ex-
clusion of errors made under this head-
ing in combinations of words or sentences.
Referring to syllabic abbreviation, an ex-
ample or two will suffice : P’lite instead of
polite. In this we have abbreviation by
way of omission of the vowel “0.”  Again,
prineip’ly for principally. Here the same
error 18 evident thru onfission of the
vowel “a.” The following examples will
suffice to make clear what is meant by
syllabic expansion : Elum for elm. This
word, containing but one syllabie form, is
represented as embracing two. Bulame for
blame. Here the same violation of sylla-
bic rule occurs as in the preceding. Bar'l
for barrel, bar'n for barren, and an in-
numerable host of similar gross imperfec-
tions. These errors are common amongst
our children on the street. in the home,
and the school; our young people, our
business and professional men and women;
we meet them at every turn on every
hand, among the poor, the rich, the edu-
cated, the ignarant. Observation will
prove conclusively to any painstaking
listener that we, as a people, are very
far from being an English speaking com-
munity in the broad,practical sense of the
term, or In other words, having a distinct
English pronunciation without frills or
omissions. There is no getting behind
the fact that we are careless, thoughtless
and slovenly In the delivery of simple,
pure English. The bad effects upon us
as a nation will in due time be manifest.
1 append a very limited list of mispro-
nounced words, which may be heard to a
greater or less extent in every stratum of
society and business and professional life
in our midst. Such indulgence on our
part destroys the beauty, power and ex-
pressiveness and sense of the language.
To all thinking persons the warfare which
The World has had the temerity and moral
courage to inaugurate against & common
enemy to our best educational interests
as a community—bad pronunciation—is
highly commendable. Following is the

CAMPAIGN PAMPHLET DENOUNCED

Mr. Whitney Célls It a Disgrace to Any Party—It 8hows That the Liberals, Fearing

J. P. Whitney, leader of the Conserva-
tive opposition in the Ontario Legislatuve,
arrived in the eity last night and was seen
at the Albany Club by a World. reporter.

Said Mr. Whitney, touching the Mabee
pamphlet:

_“I think it a great pity that the leader
of the government has found that clreun-
stances have forced him to take such a
line “9f policy. My connmection with the
matter Is simply this: An atiempt -was
made to get me to sanction the publica-
tion of campaign literature that would
have been from every point of view a dis-
grace to any political party wiiling to use
it. The proposition was made to me
months ago. I refused to have anything
to do %with such a publication. Had I
consented I would have beepm unworthy of

the position I hold, and unworthy of the,

respect of all decent men in-the provinee.
A short time ago the threat was made to
me that it would be published without
my consent. This is all I need say with
reference to the facts.

“It is a matter of great regret to mysell
and should be to every good citizem, that
the leader of any party, and especially the
party in power, should conclude t@_at the
circumstances which surround him compel
him fo de a thing of which he must, in
his heart, feel ashamed.

“However, I may say that about fen days
ago 1 received undoubted evidence that
the government realize thoroly that they
must expect to face defeat unless some-
thing unusual and unexpected should oc-
cur. Possibly this may account for Mr.
Ross’ determination to win at all costs,
even at that of his own self-respect. What
surprises me is that Mr. Ross threw the

homb prematurely, instead of holding W
back till the elections were close at hand.
My faith in the sense of British fair play
which characterizes our people enables me
to look forward with confidence to the
popular verdict on this, as on other ques:

HIGHTEEN KNOWN 10 B¢ DEAD

Worst Fire in History of Phila-
delphia Spread With Awful
Rapidity Yesterday.

SPECTATORS WATCH VICTIMS BURN

Unable to Lift a Helping Hand—
Made Insane From Fright-Ter=
rible Leaps for Life.

Philadelphia, Oct. 25.—Eighteen known
dead and property loss amounting to up-
wards of $500,000 is the awful result of
a fire, which occurred to-day In the busi-
ness portion of the city. The number of
injured is not knowa definite'y, but fuily
a score of victims were treated at varicus
hospitals. Police and firemen are topight
delving into the ruins in search of bodies
supposed to have been buried beneath the
debris, as it is feared that others besides
the known dead may have lost their lives

in the flames.
The buildings destroyed  were the eight

storey stricture occupied by Hunt, Wilkin-
son & Co., upholsterers and furnitore deal-
ers, and three three-storey buildings occu-
pied by small m chantpen.

Awful \Rapidity.

Never in its hist has Philadelphia
experienced a fire which spread with such
great rapidity. At 10.20 o’clock this morn-
ing the blaze broke forth, and one hour
later the horrible sacrifice of life had
been made and the immense loss of pro-
perty had been accomplished. The origin
of the death-dealing conflagration un-
known. It is stated that an explosion ‘of
naphtha or gasoline in the basement was
the cause, but this Is denied. Rumor has
it also that an elevator constructor at
work in the basement permitted the uame
of his lantern to communicate with some
of the gaseous liquids stored in the Lase-
ment.

Roasted to Death.

Such a disastrous fire, attended with so
great a loss of life in such a brief veriod,
was never before known in this city. Men
and women died a lingering, agonizing
death in the presence of thousands of
spectators, who were unable to lift a
hand to their assistance. The rear of
Hunt, Wilkinson & Co.’s building faces
on Commerce-street, a small thorofare. On
the fire escapes at this end: of the bLuild-
ing two men and one woman were slowly
roasted to death, while the horror-stricken
throng on the street below turned sick
at the sight. In front on Market-street,
a woman driven to despair, leaped from
a window on the top floor, and was
dashed to death on the pavement. These
are but a few of the heartrending scenes
attending the conflagration.
to have seen men and women unable to
reach the windows or fire escapes burned
to death in the interior of the building.

sixth Floor Deaths.

Seventy-nine of the 100 persons in Hunt,
Wilkinson & Company’s building when ‘he
fire started were employes, and the 1e-
mainder were customers and outside work-
men, who were engaged in putting ' the

CROSSING TRACKS WITH COMPANION

Stooped to Pick Up a Stick and Was
Hurled Violently Several
Feet.

Twelve-year-old James Duggan met a
terrible death yesterday afternoon at
Scarboro while returning from school. He
was struck by the Grand Trunk Interna-
tional Limited train and death was in-
stanteous.

Duggan was one of the bright st*holar‘
in the Scarboro Public School, and when
they were dismissed at 4 o'clock he and
a little chum started for their homes.
Near the school house and about a mille
west of Scarboro Junction is the Grand
Trunk crossing,- and this the two boys

had to pass. In crossing the tracks Dug-
gan stooped to pick up a small stick and
did not see the rapidly approaching fiyer.
His companion saw the train and cried
to Duggan to get out of its way. Just as
the lad looked up he was struck with
great force by the train and hurled several
feet away from the tracks. The train was
stopped, and the engineer and .conductor
hurried to the aid of the boy. 3

Mr. J. W. Everest, the teacher at the
school, who had just left the institution
and was on his way home, was netitied
and he hurried to the railway crossing.
The remains were picked up and carried
to a near-by shed.

Badly Mangled.

The lad’s right leg was broken above
the ankle and his skull was badly frac-
tured. The remains were conveyed te
Undertuker Hunter’'s establishment at East
Toronto, and Coroner Button was notified.

The fatality was the first on the eross-
ing, and Duggan was the first pupil of the
school to meet with a tragic death.

The lad was a son of James P. Duggan
of 701 West Queen-street. He attended
school during the day, and also worked
for Edward Trott at"Scarboro. The family
were to remove to Ohio in a few $Veek's
time. Dececased’s father left for Ohio
only a few days ago to make preparations
for the reception of his family at their
new home.

The funeral will take place from the resi-
dence of his sister at 47 Allan-avenue.
The date will be fixed after the coroner's
investigation into the fatality.

GREATER SEVERITY NEEDED

Chamberlain Makes an Important An-
nouacement re the War in
Edinburg Speech.

WILL LIMIT IRISH OBSTRUCTION

House of Commons Will Be Asked

to Frame New Rules to
Carry This Out.

Edinburgh, Oct. 25.—Mr. Chamberlain,
the Colonial Secretary, addressing upwards
of 8000 persons in Waverley Market, Edin-
burgh, to-night, announced that the gov-
ernment intended to frame new rules for
the House of Commons, so as to limit Irish
obstruction.

““We propose,” sald he, “to bring forward
rules which shall give to the majority of
the Commons greater control over its own
business and greater control over the men
who insult and outrage it; and we shall
endeavor to protect the mother of parlia-
ments from those who would destroy her
usefulness ' and reputation.”

But this was pot the only thing Mr.
Chamberlain declared the government in-
tended to do.

“The present representation of Ireland

4 is,” said he, ‘‘an abuse and a scandal. No

alteration can be made except in im-
mediate anticipation of a general dissolu-
tion, and we are not contemplating that.
But when we get nearer to the time we
shall ask you whether you think Irish
representation is so precious to you, is so
valuable to the national interests, more, it
is desirable to continue on a scale which
gives the Irish a representation enormous-
ly exceeding the proportionate representa-
tion of Scotland and England.”

The Colonigl Secretary went on to point
out that ‘on the basis of population Ireland
had 30 members too many in the House of
Commons, and on the basis of her contri-
butions for Imperial purposes, as cousid-
ered at the time of the union, she had from
40 to 50 members too many.

“I say that this constitution is an abuse,”
he continued, ‘‘and there is no reason why
it should be perpetuated.” 2

In another portion of the speech, which
was largely devoted to the Irish question,
he observed : *If these gentlemen who
now openly shout for the Mahdian and
pray for the Boers, if they had a Parlia-
ment of their own, if all the strings of
Irish government had been in their hands,
if they had had the power, I am not cer-
tain that they would have refused to pay
their contribution to the war, and that
they would have placed us in a position of
embarrassment.”

In reviewing the war in South Africa,
which he declaved again had been -forcedl
upon Great Britain by the. Boers, he said
the government acknowledged that it haa
made a mistake as to the time of ending
the war, and that he admired the tenacity
of the Boers; but he insisted that it was
the duty of Great Britain to meet this
tenacity with equal resolution. 'I'hen fol-
lowed what I8 regarded as a most import-
ant declaration.

“I think the time has come or Is com-
ing,” said the Colonial Secretary, ‘‘when
measures of greater severity may be ne-
cegsary, and, if that time comes, we- can
find precedents for anything we de in the
actions of these nations who new eriicize
our ‘barbarity’ and ‘cruelty,” but whose
example in Poland, in the Caucasus, I
Algeria, in Tonquin, In Bosnia and the
Franco-German war we have never ap-
proached.”’

His Charge Begun, But He Intends

Brantford, Oct. 25.—In the White murder
trial the accused resumed her testimony
this morning. She said that she might
have mentioned something about the in-
surance to Mrs. Bush when she called,
but that she would not swear that she had
not told Mrs. Bush that she was the benefi-
ciary. The witness could 'not remember
what had been said either by the doctor
or by Mr. White. She remembered that
her husband had said that he was awful
sick. She did not hear him say that he
was going to die. She remained in the
room while her husband had the first con-
vulsion and until the doctor pronounced

.him dead. Then she was taken downstairs.

She thought her husband' was dead until
the time that Dr. Marquis came down and
told her that he was still alive. It was
while she was downstairs that she told
Dulmage that she had given her husbana
soda in water and soda in tea. She could
not remember having told Dulmage that
her husband had eaten a heavy breakfast.
She did not think that she had told Dul-
mage that the first she knew of her hus-
band being ill was when she found him
on the floor on his hands and knees, suffer-
ing from a cramp. She dia remember
telling Dulmage that her husband had
taken a seidlitz powder, and she had asgked
him if he thought that the glass of liquor
her husband had taken on Saturday night
was responsible for the illness.

There were 11 employes and a number of
ontside workmen on the eighth floor. A
jadder from this floor to the roof would
have enabled those on that floor to reach
the roof of an adjoining eight storey bulld-
ing, but in the excitement this means of
escape was forgotten. Several made the
terrible leap to the sidewalk and were
crushed, while the others ran the gauntlet
of smoke and fire down the rear fre
escapes. Among those on the eighth floor
who jumped and were killed were M. A.
Sparrow, an expert electrical contractor,
and Charles B. Sparrow, his nephew, and
assistant. A colored scrub woman also
jumped from this floor, and was crushed
to death in the street.

Insane From Fright.

Most of the fatalities occurred in the
rear of the building. As if by common
impulse the majority of the employees
attempted to reach places of safety by
means of the firé’escapes on the Com-
merce-street end of the structure. Many
of them, rendered practically insane by
fright, leaped to the ground, and others,
becoming unconsclous from the smoke and
intense heat, fell Yo the pavement. ‘When
the firemen arriv Commerce-street was
filled with these unfortunate victims, and
for the space of an hour the police and
hospital service was taxed to its utmost
capacity. But at 2 o'clock the fire was
out. The loss to-night 1s estimated at half
a million dollars. !

THE CENTRALIZED TOWNSHIP
a SCHOOL.,
The latest thing is the centralized town-

ship school. It Is working in different
parts of the United States, and the system
is well worth looking into by the people
of this country. The centralized township
school involves the closing up of the little
red side-line school houses, and the build-
ing of one large school in the centre of the
township. The children are conveyed to
and from the schodl in wagons at the
public expense. Among the advantages
of the system are these: Pupils from
every part of the township enjoy a graded
school education; with the grading of the
school and the larger number of pupils
come teachers of a more highly educated
class; higher branches ‘of (study are
taught; the salaries of the teachers are
higher; the puplls are not compelled to
walk to school in slush and rain, or to
sit with wet feet in {ll-ventilated bulld-
ings; the attendance is larger ard tru-
ancy is unknown.
The Canadian Teacher gives particulars of
the working of the system in the United
States, where it has been found to be a
complete success. In Gustavus Township,
Trumble County, Ohio, it has been working
since 1898, and has now secured such a
‘hold upon the people that even those at
first opposed now frankly admit the su-
periority of the central school. Gustavus
Township is exactly five miles square.
The school building is located in the centre
of the township. It is a four-room school,
having a principal and -three assistants.
The children of the township are Brought
to this central school In nine wagons.
The wagons are provided with curiains,
Inp-robes, m®oap-stones, etc.,, for severe
weather. The contract for®each route is
let out to the lowest responsible bidder,
who is under bond to fill his «bligations.
The drivers are required io have the
children on the school grounds at 8.45 a.m.,
which does away- with tardiness, and to
leave for home at 3.45 p.m. The wagons
call at every farm house where there ire
school children, the children thus stepping
into the wagon at the roadside and are
set down upon the school grounds. There
is no tramping thru the snow and mud,
and the attendance is much increased and
far more regular.

The routes pay as follows :

There is an organ in every room of the
school, and the walls are being decorated
with pictures. They have started a M-
prary. In the high school room fifty-two are
enrolled, with fifty present. - The building
is a frame structure erected at a cost of
$3000. It is heated by steam. The cost
for fuel last year was $50. The janitor’'s
galary is $12.50 per month. The principal
gets $80 per month. Before the adoption
of the centralization the average dally at-
tendance was 125 pupils. It increased to
144 at the end of the second year. Be-
fore the schools were centralized the cost
for the entire township was $2000. Now
it is $3156, being an increase of only $256
annually. Already twenty-three towasaips
in Ohio have completed ‘centrnilzatlon, and
the movement is rapidly spreading over the
entire state. This has been followed by
forty townships in Indiana, and by twenty
in Iowa. ¥

The centralized township school presents
an idea that is worth thinking about.

British Eager to Dominate Commerce
in Asiatic Turkey and
the Levant.

MERCHALTS BEING TAUGHT METHODS

London .Board of Trade is Schooling
Manufacturers to Outwit
Their Competitors,

London, Oct. 25.—Bent on securing the
first place for British trade in’ Asiatic
Turkey and thruout the Levant, the com-
mercial department of the Board of Trade
has started a series of publications for *he
purpose of schooling British manufactur-
ers and merchants in the methods neces-
sary for the proposed achievement. The
fnitial number, which appeared to-day,
says :

«Since the attempt made by Germans
and Americans to further their trade In
the near East by means of sample-rooms
and museums has proved a fallure, now is
the time for the British to act.”

Outlines Plans for Trading.
Space is given to a communication from

His Majesty’s Vice-Consul at Adana,
Lieutenant-Colonel P. H. Massey, in which

he defines a scheme which he thinks will
enable the traders of Great Britaln ‘o
dominate the vast reglon between Italy
and the Euphrates. The Vice-Consul’s plan
calls for the ousting of foreign commercial
travelers and the elimination of thie Levan-
tine middleman. -

“In order to capture the best markets of
the Mediterranean,’” says Colonel Massey,
“British merchants require reference
offices in the principal cities, especlally
in Constantinople, thru which quick com-
munication may be carried on with their
patrons. These offices should be manned
by Englishmen, speaking the language of
the several countries concerned. Thzy
should be prohibited from engaging in busi-
ness themselves.

Native Drummers a Harm.

“They should compile and distribute
catalogs and price lists, act as translat-
ors and interpreters, instruct drummers In
the customs and requirements of the lo-

calities they intend to visit and otherwise |

promote intercourse betweem the British

more foreign traveling représentatives
should be employed: and reference offices
should completely supersede native middle-
men.”

The Vice-Consul admits that Levantine
drummers work for 50 per cent. less than
British, Germans or Americans, but he
says they carry a dozen lines of goods and
do justice to nobody.

Typhoid Fever -Scarce,

There is less typhoid fever in Toronto at
present than at any other period for this
time of the year in the history of the city.
Only 14 cases have been reported so far
this month, against 27 for 1900 and 57 for
October, 1899. So far this year there have
been 89 cases, against 173 for the same
period last year. About 20 per cent. of
the typhoid cases prove fatal. Medical
Health Officer Dr. Sheard says that a good
many of the typhoid cases whicih develop
in the fall of the year can be traced to
sammer resorts, where well water 18 drunk,
and in some cases sanitary conditions are
not as perfect as they should be.

The failures in
the district are few and small affairs.

There has been a good steady trade done
in wholesale cireles at Toronto this week.

Stockers and light feeders were plentifml
and sold at lower prices than at any time
this fall, as will be seen by the quotations
in the different sales given below.

Prices for sheep 'and lambs were easy at
prices given in table.

Ten mileh cows and springers sold at $30
to $50 each. Only one cow brought the
latter figure.

Deliveries of hogs were large, over 000
being delivered at the market and Park-
Blackwell’s. Prices are unchanged, se-
lects selling at $6 and lights at $5.75 per

cwt.
