FATHER AND CHILDREN PERISH

Inmates Take'Fright and Huddle Like Sheep Around Fire
Escape Which Had Not Been Lowered---Police Club
Them Back and Many Lives Are Saved.

WHEW YORK, Sept. 8. — While trying]
o save his two children, a son and a!
daughter, both under ten years of age,
from a fire in a crowded tenement build-
ing in East 7lst street early today, An-
tonio Coletto and both children were suf-
focated by the smoke. .

The body of the father:was found lying
in the hallway of the fifth floor with
the children clasped in his arms, where
he had fallen in an effort to rveach the
window where the firemen were taking
others down their ladders. Coletto had
already helped to carry his invalid wife
to the roof, where she escaped to an
adjoining building.

There were 24 Italian families, number-
ing 195 persons, in the building, and all
were asleep when the fire broke out. It
started in the basement and spread to the
hallway of the first floor, cutting off all
escape from the floors above.

A policeman awoke the gleeping ten-
ants, who then swarmed down the fire
escapes in the front and rear of the builgi—
‘_ing. Those on the front  became panic

stricken when they reached the first floor
above the street, where the ladder reaching
to the sidewalk had not been lowered.
None had presence of mind: sufficient to
drop the ladder, and a policeman climbed
to the lower platform of the fire escape
and with his club drove back the fright-
ened men, dropped the ladder and permit-
ted the women to descend first.

Michael Anglin, his wife Mary and
daughter Nora, were badly burned in a
hurried ' flight from their roome on the
upper floor to the roof. In their haste
the Anglin family left three of their chi'-ld-
ren in their rooms, and the firemen who
went up on scaling ladders found the two
boys and one little girl penned in 2 smoke-
filled room from which they were unable
to reach the fire escape. They ‘were re-
moved in safety and passed down the scal-
ing ladders.

At the height of the noise of screaming
and shouting erowds the firemen found an
Ttalian family sound asleep in their tene-
ment where the flames had not yet pene-
trated. The fire was quickly extinguished.

JAPANESE

TOKIO, Sept, 8—6 a. m.—Last night’s
disorders were mot particularly serious.
Thirteen cars and one railway kiosk were
destroyed. Thirty persons were wounded
during the clashes with the police and
many others were slightly wounded by
stones and the crushes of the erowds.

The disturbances in the Kanda -district
of the city proved not to be serious. The
crowd first threatened to burn the Rus-
sian cathedral but a sergeant of the guard
cleverly prevailed upon them to desist by
telling the crowd that if the cathedral
were destroyed he and the guard would
commit suicide. The crowd agreed mnot to
touch the cathedral, There was consider-
able disorder and noise in the district but
there was no destruction of property and
no serious clashes. between the crowd and
police. Demonstrations against the: met-
rovolitan police headquarters continued
until a Jate hour. Crowds swarmed around
the jail and hooted and threatened.

The newspapers generally assail the po-
lice authorities for withdrawipg streeet
patrols and leaving the city unprotected.
Soldiers are proving to be more effective
than the police in Handling the crowds.
The eoldiers are popular and the crowds
generally obey their orders.

Accompanying the ordinance declaring
martial law is an urgency ordinance in-
creasing the restrictions on the press and
giving authority for the suspension of pa-
pers guilty of increasing the excitement
and other breaches of order. Under this
ordinance the government has suspended
the publication of the Miyako, the Yuro-
zu and the Niroku. °
& The Tokio municipality has passed a
resolution denouncing' the terms and fav-
oring the abandonment of the peace
treaty.

The municipality had planned a mass
meeting at Hibaya Park today, but on ac-
count of the danger of disorder, voluntar-
ily*cancelled. the meeting.

Rioting in the Streets

TOKIO, Sept. 6, Wednesday, 9.50 p. m.
—(Delayed in transmission) . —The city was
quiet throughout: the day, although there
was excitement and a ;slwity of feeling
everywhere ‘manifested, Nightfall brougit.|
a verification of the prediction of renewed
trouble. The streets in the centre of the
city began filling at dark. The first dis-

turbance occurred in the vicinity of the
residence of Minister of Home Affairs
Katsura. A -mob, again attempted to
fire the structure, but were restrained by
the .guards. = Considerable roughness and
fighting followed, menacing erowds gather-
ed in the neighborhood of the metropo-
litan police headquarters. They refrain-
ed from attacking: on account of the pre-
sence of a étrong police reserve.

The passage 'of stfeet cars through the
crowded streets' angered the people and
they began attackimg and destroying the
cars. They drove off the crewe and
passengers and eet fire to the cars. Ten
large cars were speedily destroyed. Later
an outbreak occurred im the Kanda dis-
tricti of the city, ‘where a fife was started.

Because of popular emmity, largely di-
rected towards the police, street patrols
have been withdrawn and the police have
been cemtred at the danger points. The
withdrawal of ‘the patrole has left the
streets unguarded and hae given license to
much minor disorders,

Up to tonight the number of arrests to-
t"']f 800. They are on charges generally
of ‘rioting and ineiting: miot. The Bar-
risters’ Association has resolved to defend
all arrested free of ‘charge.

' Think Warst Is Over

TOKIO, Sept. 7—9 p.m.—Strong influ-
eneces are working toward calming popu-
lar excitement and checking the rioting.
The opinion ‘is”expressed tonight that the
worst has passed and that conditions will
speedily mend. .

General Sakumo, who assumed charge
of the capital today, under the authority
of emergency ordinance has, in his proe-
lamation, created a good impression ow-
ing to the cone¢iliatory one in which it is
expressed, and its /note of firmness in
declaring that the eoldiers will resort to
extreme measures if forced to do so.

MANY ARRESTS

Serious Rioting Occured pn if,Wédnesday---Rioters Burned

Street Cars---Eight Hundred Arrests Made and Six

People Killed---Tokio Rapidly Becoming as Bad as St.
Petersburg---Comments of the Press.
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'the rallying ground for all elements of
disorder. Political leaders are counselling
the people to remain quiet and are con-
ferring with the government, urging the
speedy calling of a special session of the
diet. Many believe that the issuance of
the summons for the special session of
the diet will fully restore tranquility
among the public.

The report that trouble has spread’ to
Chiba forty miles distant from Tokio,
has been partly confirmed. It seems cer-
tain that the police station was destroy-
ed, but the destruction of the prefectual
office and court is not' confirmed.

Japanese - representatives of the Asso-
ciated Press, who have been watching the
rioting, report that the character of the
crowds has changed materially of late.
They say that earlier in the trouble thou-
sands of responsible citizens joined in.the
rioting, but that now the crowd is large-
1y formed of the disrespectable classes,
students and young rowdies.

What the Papers Say

TOKIO, Wednesday, Sept. 6, 8 a. m.—
(Delayed in transmigsion).-—-With the ex-
ceplion of the Kokumin, the government
organ, the newspapers this morning gener-
ally express anger over the action of the
policein closing Hibaya Park and attempt-
ing to suppress meetings. They wmay the
measures of the police were unwarranted
and foolish and served to excite, the
crowds, °

The Ji Ji says: “Such deplorable action,
in a city where the emperor resides in
simply eignificant that the oply course
open to the cabinet is resignation.”

The Hochi deplores such occurrences in
the capital of a victorious country and
says that Tokio has been converted into
a St. Petersburg. It further urges a re-
fusal to ratify the treaty of peace which
it says is the sole cause for the ‘“‘shameful
and sad occurrences.”

 SUICIDE!

Street Railway Man
Was Found Dead This
Afternoon.

Word of a suicide in one of ‘the cars
in the I. C. R. yard has reached this of-
fice as the paper goes to press.

The body was discovered in the closet
of a second-class car on the Bussex ex-
press train -which was standing on the
tracks near the round house. It could not
be learned what his mame was, but he
wore the uniform of a conductor in the
St. John Railway Co.

Coroner Roberts has been notified and
Chief Clark is mow at the scene of the
tragedy.

It is not known what prompted the
rash act, but an investigation _will be
made ‘at once by both the police and
coroner. ‘

Further particulars of the tragedy in the
I. C. R. yard have been received. The
young man’s name is said to be Mansford
Golding, who boards at the Ferris Ho-
tel, Indiantown.

He is about 20 years of age. l

The body was found in the toilet room
by one of the car cleaners who was mak-
| ing his rounds. He tried the door of the

closet' which was found to be fastened.
He then ‘procured a ladder and got in
through the window. i

When he had opened the window a
ghastly sight met his view. Crouched
on the floor of the box like room, was
the body of a man, while on the floor
at his side lay a deadly looking Colt’s
revolver. Clambering in through the
window he was able to make a closer ex-
amination, when it was found that the
man had shot himself through the head.
He was attired in the uniform of a con-
ductor of the St. John Railway Co.

The official who made the discovery
immediately gave the alarm, and word
was sent to Coroner Roberts, who arrived
shortly after.

Chief of Police Clark was also notified
and immediately went to the scene.

The report was quickly spread about
that a man had committed suicide and a
large crowd quickly gathered.  Golding
was unmarried and has worked as a spare
man on the street railway system here
during the summer months.

His home is said to be up the St. John
river though just where could not be learn
ed. His mother was in the city a few
days ago to visit him and friends could
not explain his rash act as he is said nov
to have been drinking.

When Coroner Roberts arrived he im-
mediately made an examination, and
found that the bullet from the revolver
had entered the right temple and come
out back of the left ear.

The tragedy had evidently taken place
whilé¢ the car was on its way from up
the line, as when found. it was very
rigid, denoting that he had been dead
some time. \

The floor of the room was covered with
b]o<l>d and he had evidently bled 'a great
deal. .

A number of letters were found in his
pocket, but the contents of these the cor-
oner refused to divulge.

—A violent earthquake at 3.55 o'clock
this- morning caused serious loss of life
and widespread destruction in Calabria.
Towns of Calabria and Martirano were
almost entirely destroyed. At Monte
Leone di Calabria seven persons were kill-
ed ‘outright, and many were injured by
the collapse of the prison' there.  The
Pizzo district is eaid to be almost entire-
ly destroyed.

Locally the shocks lasted eighteen se-
conds. The walls of the hospital hetre
collapsed and some of the patients were
injured. The inhabitants of this city
| fled panic stricken from their houses.

All the houses at Ste Faconi have been
wrecked by the earthquake. It is fear-
ed that a hundred persons-are buried
in the ruins.

Members of. Massachusetts
Councils Show Little Interest
and Withdrawals Continue.

(Boston Transeript-)

The action of the supreme council of
the Royal Arcanum in refusing to rescind
the new rates is having its effect in ad-
ditional withdrawals from the order as

well as general lack of interest in its af-}.

fairs. Seven members of Abajona Coun-
cil, 1902, of Winchester, withdrew their
names at a mceting held last night. A
few members had withdrawn at previous
meefings, leaving the present member-
ship about one husdred. . Last night’s
meeting was harmonicus and almost de-
void of discussion, the only business be-
ing the appointm:nt of a ccmmittee, in-
cluding Regent Orion Kelley, Secretary
W. F. Foster and Collector F.
Scales, charged with notifying the mem-
bers of the change of rates.

At a regular ‘me:ting of Linden Coun-;

¢il 172 of Ma.den, there were only eight
members present out of a total member-
ship of seventyfive. G. G. Shipp, regent
of the lodge, said the raise in rates was a
death-blow to the organigzation, Twenty-
seven members have dropped out of the
council since the agitation over the in-
creased rates, and by the next m eting,
a month hence, he thinks that every
member will drop-out. He says nearly
all the members have expr ssed their
opinion in favor of abolishing the coun-
cil, and that all the members who have
withdrawn are young mcn. Mr. Shipp says
he is to resign, and as soon as they re-
ceive official confirmation of the increase
in rates from the supreme council there
will be an exodus of members from the
order.

Mystie Side Ccuncil 265 of Malden also
met and there were only tweoty-two
present out of a total memhership of
207. John N. Faulkner, the ctollector,
gaid four meombers have dropped out
since the increase in rates. If the pro-
pes-d change in assessments goes into
effect he does mot think mofe than
twenty-five per cent. of the members will
drop out. Mr. Faulkner says there is
considerable dissatisfaction among the
members over the proposed change in
rates, and the test for or against the
plan will Yome at the next monthly mect-
ing.

Scarcely a baker’s, dezen of members
of Roelindale Council 1306 were at the
meeting in Fairview Hall, Roslindale, De-
cause of the lack of interest on the part
of members at the present stage of Ar-
canum matters, Regent Willam Wall
said: “We voted to await the action of
the commitbee df fifteen appointed by the
various councils of the State te look after
our interests and present to the supreme
council a new rate list.

NEBOGATOFF IS OUT

The
emperor has ordered all other officers who
surrendered their vessels to be tried on
their return to Russia.

THE ANGLO-JAP TREATY

LONDON, Sept. 7—The substance of the
new Anglo-Japanese treaty has been com-
municated by the British foreign office to
the state department at Washington, through
the ambassador of Great Britain, Sir Morrel
Durand.

From now
on the tendency will be in favor of comn-
sumers, and we are credibly informed that
those who hold large stocks of copper,
whether here or abroad, are trying to mar-
sset their holdings cautiously so .as not to
disturb the market too violently at this
time.” 1t says of the statistics which we
have summarized: “We base our estimate up-
on government returns for 1904. 1t is well
known that production has increased enor’m-
ously since the first of the year and will in-
crease still further durin the next four
months. Montana will have increased 501,-
000,000 pounds during 1905, Arizona slightly

less. There will also be an increase in Utah,
Alaska, Wyoming and Idabo.

On this showing, with no increase in pro-
duction in the current four monmths, the
United States will show some 954,000,000
pounds’ production for 1905, figuring the tons
at 2240 pounds, and imports would add 200,-

the 121,000,000 pounds of surpius or -
ulated stocks Jan. 1; grand total 1.275.00(_).,_000
pounds of copper for 1905.

“I"Copper is sold well ahead; many of the com-

panies have disposed of balance of 1905 out~
put. “The past, at least, is secure,”’ and
1905 has been a great year for the produc-
ing companies. Stockholders have done well
in'dividends, though it is but just to say
that these yet have to increase at all propor-
tionately to the presumable increase in net
profits of the year.

Since 1905 began the metal has ruled above
15 cents, and probably 15% cents is a fair
average, which contrasts with 133 cents
average in 1904. That 2% cents’ added profit
on 954,000,000 pounds’ product, if that estim-
ate, of 1905 product is correct, means $21,-
465,000 more profit to American copper mines
than they made last year. There has been
an overdoing of copper business, no doubt;

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DRUKEN LOGGER TERRORIZES

SETTLEMENT

FOR THREE DAYS

' Joseph DeMars, Bad Man With a Gun, Shot up a British
Columbian Hotel, Put a Bullet Throught the Bartender
and Made Citizens Lock Their Doors in Terror.

(Vancouver World, Sept. 1.)

This is the etory of how Joseph DeMars,
bad man, shut up the Waverly Hotel, at
Shoal Bay, on Sunday night, put a bullet
through the back of the bartender into
his lungs, and terrorized the eettlement
for three days, during which time men sat
up all night with loaded rifles across their
knees guarding their women. It is aleo
the story of the cowardice of ten men,
who left two women and several children
to the mercy of a drunken maniac. Fur-
thermore, it i an authentic account of‘
certain incidents which are not unlikely to
form the basic strata of the accounts of
life in British Columbia, which three Eng-
lich ladies who are spending the summer at
Shoal Bay will give to their friends when
they return home for the winter.

Joseph DeMars is a hand-logger of Phil-
Lips’ Arm. On Sunday evening he arriv-
ed from Shoal Bay and went up to the
Waverly Hotel. He was armed with a
revolver and a Winchester rifle, and after
fortifying himself with several drinks, pro-
ceeded to take charge of the bar.

“Come up, you —,” he shouted, “‘come

j up everybody, and drink with me.”

The ten men present in the bar declin-

ed the invitation, whereupon DeMars pull-

‘ed out his revolver and forced them to
accept his hospitality. The men lined up
end drank. Then they drank again, De-
: Mars pointing his weapon at them all
| the time. Ed. Bergher, one of the com-
pany, took advantage of a moment’s di-
version to make a move for the door. De-
Mars followed him and struck him over
the head with the butt-end of the revol-
wer, inflicting a nasty cut. Bergher re-
“sumed his place at the bar, and for the
time being there was no further attempt
.%o break up the festive gathering.

The bartender, Thomas Dunbar, mean-
while, was going on with his work. De-
Mars engaged him in conversation for a
moment, and then as he turned around to
his bottles, wantonly shot him through the
back. Dunbar fell to the floor behind the
bar and the other men broke wildly for
the door, while DeMars discharged his
gevolver and rifle in every direction,
smashing windows, mirrors and furniture,
end not ceasing until he had emptied both
chamber and magazine. One bullet, pase-
ing clean through the wall, struck the head

Threatening the old man with the club,
DeMars made him give up the rifle and
then demanded cartridges. Ward - knew
nothing about the cartridges, but DeMars
said that that did not matter, and pro-
duced a number from his pocket. Going
down to the water front, rifle in hand,
he demanded a boat from its, owner and
started off for Phillips’ Arm.

Meanwhile two men had gone to Val-
dez Island to notify Constable Jones,
while ‘two others were on their way to
Rock Bay with Dunbar, who was danger-
ously and probably fatally wounded. That
night there was no sleep for anybody at
Shoal Bay,
might return at any minute. All night
the men of the settlement mounted guard
over their homes.

He went to Postmaster Forrest
and proposed to give him:... ip, but as
he was still carrying his rifle, Forrest got
inside the office as quickly as possible
and locked the door. Nothing was done
to effect DeMars’ arrest until Wednes-
day, when the Cassiar arrived, people
meanwhile remaining in their houses with
doors locked and windows barred,

The people on board the Cassiar had
already heard of the Shoal Bay affair,
and when the boat tied up at the wharf
they laughingly enquired if it was safe
to come ashore. To their astonishment
thef' were answered in whispeis and the
malefactor himself, who was standing on
the slip, was pointed out to them. Mr.
W. F. Macready, J.P., one of the local
men, and the Cassiar people then held
2 council of war which ended in M.
Macready asking 'for a. volunteer -who
would be sworn in as special coustable
and arrest DeMars. Mr. Robest Bryce,
of the Cassiar, came forward-- Mr. Ma-
cready walked up the elip and after he
had passed DeMars turned and spoke to
him. Mr. Bryce, following with two
lusty deckhands to assist in case of emer=
gency, seized DeMars at the critical mo=
ment, and put him under lock and key
aboard the Cassiar, thus earning the
thanks of the entire settlement. The boat
then went on her way, but had not got
very far before Constable Jones was met
speeding down in his boat. He came
aboard and took charge of the prisoner,
who was brought on to Vancouver where
a formal charge was preferred against
him ‘in the provincial police court this
morning, and adjonnment being taken
for a week.

The Cassiar called in at Rock Bay on
her way south, and it was learned there
that the wounded man, Dunbar, was not
likely to live for another 24 hours.

The prisoner, who may possibly be
charged with a capital offence, is a tall,
powerful man in the prime of life. He
is somewhat surly-looking and must have
lopked a particularly ugly customer as
he stood in the bar, revolver in hand.
