"Your case suffered nothing for want of 
tact, ability, attention, zeal and labor on 
the part of your devoted counsel..

“The short absence of the jury from the 
court room is evidence that the men to 
whose opinions you consented to submit 
the finding of the tr|th on the issue you 
raised, found no difficulty in concluding 
under their oaths, that Ethel Train told 
the truth as to the crime, and that she was 
not mistaken as to your identity.

“The crime is a serious one. Had you 
been tried for actual commission of the act, 
for an attempt at which you have been 
fpund guilty, your life Would have been 
in jeopardy, and the evidence of Ethel 
Train, as to the complete commission of 
the act by you, would have supported a 
verdict of guilty, if so found by a jury. 
You have very narrowly escaped having a 
judge called upon, infcthe discharge of his 
duty, to decide wiiu$5r you should be de­
prived of life or liberty. To his judgment 
and discretion would have been left the 
painful duty of saying, as to whether the 
interests of justice, the correct example 
to give to evilly inclined people, the full 
consideration of the reparation due the vic-

The adjourned sitting of the circuit court 
was resumed this morning at 10.30 o’clock, 
and William E. Clarke, who was found 
guilty of attempt to rape Ethel Train, was 
sentenced by Judge Landry to five years 
in Dorchester penitentiary.

At 10.45 the presiding judge requested 
William E. Clarke to be brought into 
court and Constables Gibbons and Haw- 
lings obeyed the order.

When Clarke was brought in it was quite 
evident that his lengthy confinement had 
paled his countenance, but he nevertheless 
walked in with that erect and soldierly 
manner which was characteristic of him 
during both trials.

After jie was seated J. B. M. Baxter, his 
counsel, shook' hands with him and spoke 
a few I words in private.

Judge Landry having requested the pris­
oner to stand up, Clarke remained stand­
ing during the pronouncing of sentence, 
and did not appear to be affected beyond a 
slight look of anxiety.

Judge Landry then imposed sentence and 
in so doing said:

'* X ou have been twice tried for a crime 
that is abhorrent. A jury of twelve good 
men, i your countrymen and fellow citizens, 
has fonud you guilty, each one of whom 
called upon in open court, to give his in­
dividual finding, unhesitatingly proclaimed 
in your presence, looking yon in the face,

-»

horrence of the possibility of 
going unduly punished, and the adequate 
vindication of the law, did not make it im­
perative on him to pronounce the death 
sentence. Fortunately for you you have 
escaped that fearful condition after coming 
within a most dangerous proximity to it.

“The crime of rape is one which the 
laws of a Christian country, where moral­
ity is highly valued, should watch with 
the greatest jealousy and care. Murder, 
that carries death penalty, is atrocious, 
but the motives and passions that prompt 
rrunder are not so easily brought into ac­
tion, as may be the motives and passions 
that make possible the commission of the 
crime with which you were first charged.

“If the honor of the women and girls of 
Canada is not rigidly protected by our laws 
and by a healthy popular sentiment 
taming those laws, evilly inclined people, 
with the knowledge or belief of the exist- 

of lax laws and of the indifference of 
the public as toj their enforcement, 
look for and find! more opportunities 
the commission of this crime than for any 
other.

“Hence the importance of the existence 
of the laws on this subject, hence the ne-

The American schooner W. E. and W. 
L. TuJi in command of Captain Donovan, 
arrived in distress last night from Her- 

-ring Cove near Alma, N. B. in tow of the 
tug Lord Kitchener.

The Tuck cleared from this port on 
January 7 for Bridgeport, Conn., and 
sailed next day.

On January 9th one of the worst gales 
of the season set in at 4 o’clock on the 
afternoon of that date and continued un­
til next morning with the wind from the 
north west. The velocity reached 48 miles 
an hour, with the temperature away be­
low zero.

' It was- in this gale that the schooner 
W. E. and W. L. Tuck nearly became a 
wreck in the Bay of Fundy.

Captain Donovan reports _$bat hie vessel 
at times became unmanageable and he tried 
to work her back to this port, but instead 
she wgs driven up the bay by the fierce 
storm. The wind was so terrible that the 
foresail and mainsail burst and blew away 
and the deckload began to go overboard. 
Toward morning land was sighted and 
the captain put his vessel into Herring 
Cove, near Alma. .

, “it was a terrible night, said Captain 
Donovan, “the vessel was dreadfully iced 
up and a number of the crew were frost 
bitten and to make matter» worse the 
vessel was dangerously near the ledge off
xtilrring Cove.”

Worn was sent to St. John as soon as 
a landing could be made, which was some 
time as the storm did not seem to abate, 
and the vessel was dragging her anchors 
nil the time. Finally the word was sent, 
and the tug Lord Kitchener went up to 
the disabled schooner yesterday

After she arrived there another storm 
ict in and anchors and chains belonging 
to the Tuck had to be shipped in order 
to save the vessel from going on the ledge 
which at this time was only four lengths 
off tne vessel. Captain Donovan says he 
was for a whole day, before tim tug ar­
rived trying to get the anchors but they 
became so tangled and the -crew so dis­
abled that he was unable to secure them. 
The anchors with 70 fathoms of cham will 
probably never be recovered.

Part of her deckload was washed over­
board. Two of the sailors who were badly 
frost bitten were left at Alma for treat-
ment. e it .

The agent of the vessel at this port is 
J. A. Gregory, who will have her fitted 
out, with new sails and her deck load re- 
placed. The tug Lord Kitchener aimved 
just in the nick of time to save the ves­
sel for the Tuck was surely drifting to 
destruction in yesterday’s storm.

Resolved, that the exposures of politic­

al corruption made in our courts from 
time to time reveal a state of public mor­
ality greatly to fee deplored. The Can­
adian . people have learned with shame 
and humiliation, of the bribery practised 
in connection with elections, and of ballot 
switching and other imriioral 
ful means used to render void the purpose 
of the electors.

We protest in the strongest manner 
against those attempts to corrupt the el­
ectorate and to1 frustrate the VriU of the 
people, and respectfully urge our fellow- 
citizens to use every possible means to 
insure the free exercise of the franchise 
and the honest discharge of public duties.

Whereas recent investigations of indus­
trial, commercial and financial affairs in 
this country have revealed a deplorable 
condition, and have made it clear that 
there have been combinations to defraud 
the public, unjust attempts to raise the 
price of goods and improper administra­
tion of public trusts, and i‘

Whereas the, worst feature of such a 
revelation is its indication that the moral 
sense of the community is not sufficiently 
acute, the public consèiende. stupefied and 
the distinction of right and wrong not 
held with sufficient clearness, and

Whereas we are firmly convinced that 
the only sure and permanent foundations 
of business and financial prosperity are 
the elementary and sturdy virtues of hon­
or, honesty and integrity, manifester), not 
only in private and personal affairs, but 
also in public and corporate affairs,

Therefore, be it resolved:
(1) That we express our regret and 

humiliation on account of these revela­
tions, and utter a strong protest against 
the tlishonest methods and immoral prin­
ciples which have taken such a hold of 
the conduct of private business and the 
administration of public trusts.

(2) That we express the conviction that 
the causes of this regrettable and humil­
iating state of affairs are to be found (1) 
in the apathy and indifference of the gen­
eral public; (2) in jiM lack of plain, dir­
ect teaching regarding personal integrity 
in relation to commercial morality, and 
(3) in the absence of a sense of personal 
responsibility for corporate- transactions.

(3) That we, therefore, urge upon those 
who are moulding character and shaping 
public opinion, namely, the home, the 
school, the pulpit and the press, the im­
perative duty of using their opportunities 
to develop such healthy moral convictions 
as shall greatly reduce these evils, if not 
make them impossible.

Resolved, that, inasmuch as recent dis­
closures have revealed the fact that not 
only do evil practices prevail, but also 
the moral standards of many jn the com­
munity are altogether inadequate to se­
cure political and commercial rectitude 
this meeting is of the opinion that it is 
desirable, as one means of raising the 
standards, that there should be given in 
all schools, both primary and secondary, 
systematic instruction In Christian ethics, 
and their application to the duties of 
Christian citizenship.

These three resolutions — protesting 
against the prevalence of corruption in 
the political and business life of the coun­
try as disclosed by the recent investiga­
tions, calling upon the pulpit, the school 
and the press to make greater use of their 
opportunities in developing a healthier 
moral sense in the community, and advoc­
ating specific instruction in Christian 
etchics in the schools as the most im­
portant step towards remedying the evils 
complained of—were passed at a public 
meeting at Victoria College last night, at­
tended by some seventy citizens of vari­
ous religious denominations interested in 
moral reform.

Success covered a multitude 
of sins. And this glossing over of frauds 
in every constituency was assisted by the 
mutual agreements as to saw-offs made 
by “a few shyster lawyers” representing 
each party who met in Toronto after the 
election.

CORRUPTION IN BUSINESS.

In n^oving the second resolution, rela­
tive to corruption in industrial, commer­
cial and financial affairs, Alexander Mills 
specified
plumbers’ combine, the Grocers’ Guild, the 
Ontario Bank revelations, and the testi­
mony given before the Insurance Com­
mission relative to misleading reports to 
the government, etc. There were, he 
said, some financiers in this country who 
would virtually steal every dollar they 
could get their hands on.

Rev. J. W. Pedley seconded the reso­
lution, declaring that he found some of 
the old-fashioned virtues of honesty and 
fair dealing were showing signs of de­
cay. The public seemed to be consider­
ed not as a body to be served but to be 
robbed.

Before the resolution was carried some 
objection was taken by Rev. J. B. Silcox 
against allowing the impression to go 
abroad that they considered the moral 
sense of the people as a whole to be less 
keen now than in other days. The frauds 
and peculations of a few did not mean 
that the whole body of business men were 
dishonest.

Prof. Reynar pointed out that what was 
really meant was that the moral sense of 
the people was not sufficiently keen. Of­
fences against morality were no new 
thing. The methods only were new, and 
demanded eternal vigilance if they were 
to be kept in check.

1THE BIBLE IN SCHOOLS.

Rev. Dr. Crummy, who moved the third 
resolution, thought that it was a good sign 
when the evils of the present day seemed 
greater than those of other days. Hie 
moral conscience was growing keener. Per­
iods of prosperity naturally begot an in­
creased passion for wealth, with its conse­
quent moral decadence. He believed one 
sepret of the evils now deplored lay in 
the lack of a proper ethical training of the 
youth. In the. schools sdecess from the 
material standpoint rather than the culti­
vation of character was the basis of the 
training. He urged the necessity of teach­
ing in the schools the ideals of character 
as exemplified in the' Scripture, and he 
suggested the appointment of a committee 
to' prepare for use in the schools a book 
of Bible readings.

REV. DR. MILLIGAN’S ADDRESS.
Rev. Dr. Milligan, who seconded the re­

solution in a vigorous and cogent address, 
pleaded for a better realization of the basic 
principle that the home, the church and 
,the state should not be considered merely 
as utilitarian, mechanical organization,, 
but rather as living organisms, making for 
the development of the highest spiritual 
life. A patriotic, honest, pure public 
spirit must begin in early life, and the 
school was the best place to teach the 
children to stand by the cardinal principle, 
of Christian ethics. What the Hon. Geo. 
W. Ross had tried to introduce in the 
schools through a well-selected book of 
Scriptural readings was a capital thing. It 
was abominable that partyism had driven 
it out.

Rev. Dr. S. D. Chown in closing the dis­
cussion declared that any system which 
failed to incorporate into the education of 
the young the inculcation of principles of 
honesty, honor and virtue was not true 
to the best ideals of the country. Why 
was it, he asked, that there was a higher 
sense of honor among the boys of Eton 
and Harrow in England than among the 
boys of our own schools?

A committee consisting of Chancellor 
Burwash, Wm. Scott, Professor Delury, W. 
C. Good of Brantford, E. Fielding and 
Henry Moyle was appointed to bring the 
resolutions before the governmental and 
educational authorities.

189%Judge Trueman said that he had been 
told by a parent, Mr. Cochran, that diph­
theria existed in Victoria school before it 
was closed and that he could tell the 
name of the teacher from whose classes 
the children stayed away. Dr. Bridges 
stated that no children had remained 
away and produced the teacher’s register 
to prove it.

Mr. Maxwell said that it fîhd been 
shown that there had been some negli­
gence and an investigation should be held.

The letter from a school teacher, in Sa­
turday’s Times, showed that many female 
teachers in St. John are paid what may 
fitly be termed starvation salaries. Doubt­
less the city council will look into this 
matter and provide for an increase. For 
their encouragement the Times presents 
the following report of a meeting of the 
board of education of the city of Hamilton, 
Ontario, one evening last week:—

“At the meeting of the Board of Educa­
tion tonight, the report of the special sal­
ary committee was adopted. It recom­
mended that all female teachers receiving 
under $350 should at once be placed at 
$350, and all teachers now or hereafter re­
ceiving over $350 and under $400 shall be 
advanced the yearly sum of $25 per an­
num till the sum of $400 a year be received. 
Those receiving $350 and $400 or over to be 
advanced the yearly sum of $50 per annum 
till the maximum of $750 be reached. The 
minimum salaries of the kindergarten 
teachers was fixed at $350 per annum, and 
an increase1 of $25 a year for two years 
and $60 a year thereafter till the maxi­
mum of $550 is reached. The salary of 
the assistant kindergarten teachers was 
placed at $250 to begin with and an in­
crease of $25 a year till $350 be reached. 
All these increases to date from Jan. 1st 
»f this year. Those increases will mean an 
ixtra expenditure of $2,000 a year.”
It was found in Toronto at the opening 

or the schools after the recent holidays 
that there was a positive scarcity of skill­
ed teachers. The complaint is becoming 
universal. The remedy is obvious. Make 
it worth while for a teacher to remain in 
the profession by paying a fair living 
wage.

The question of a tax on incomes con­
tinues to be a vexed one, on which there 

lis a wide difference of opinion. This fea­
ture of the proposed new assessment law 
in St. John is by some citizens sharply 

i criticised. It is therefore interesting to 
note the views of the New York state tax 
commission, appointed specially to report 

; on the question of taxation. A despatch 
states that this commission will recom­
mend changes in relation to the tax on 
banks, railroads and corporations, as well 
as a general revision of the inheritance 
tax. On the subject of income the de­
spatch says:—

“A majority of the members of the com- 
] mission favor an income tax, and while 

several measures of this character have 
beeen presented to it, these proposed bills 

j have invariably been rejected, 

qucnce of a difference of opinion arising 
among the commission as to how the tax 

; should be collected, as to administrative 
features. William H. Sutherland of Roches- 

1 ter, counsel to the commission, has now 
prepared another bill, which will be pres­
ented on Saturday, calling for the levying 
of a tax on all incomes above $500 annu­
ally. An income up to $500 a year is to 
be exempt from taxation, but on all annual 
incomes up to the first $10,000 above the 
amount of exemption it is proposed to levy 
a tax at the rate of 1 per cent. On all 
incomes above $10,000, up to and including 
$20,000 the rate as proposed is 2 per cent.; 
above $25,000, up to and including $50,000, 
the rate is 5 per cent.; over $50,000 up to 
and including $100,000, the rate is 10 per 
cent.; all over $100,000, up to and including 
$200,000 is to be taxed 15 per cent., and 

1 all over $200,000 is to be subjected to a tax 
of 20 per cent. With the enactment of the 

; proposed income tax law the personal 
1 property tax will be abolished. The new 
measure provides for one-third of the in­
come going to the state, and two-thirds 
to the locality in which the tax is collect­
ed. The proposed bill also provides that 
every person domiciled in New York 
State, or having a residence therein equal 
to a period of three months during a year, 
or who shall become a householder or have 

1 an office for such a period within the state 
' shall be taxable.”

On Sunday afternoon in Union Hall, 
Rev. A. B. Cohoe delivered the first lec­
ture in a series of ten under the auspices 
of the north end W. C. T. U. In the 
course of his address he condemned 
strongly the using of strong drink by men 
in prominent positions.

Mr. Cohoe first dealt with the liquor 
traffic from the view of the personal ele­
ment of the saloon keeper. He said ex­
perience taught us that nothing could be 
gainedj by abuse. A saloon keeper is a 
man and is to be influenced as a man. 
The business is not worthy to command 
the energies of any human being and 
while the saloon keeper may seek to jus­
tify Himself, when abused very frequently, 
he will-admit the disgrace of his business, 
when approached in a spirit of business.

Mr. Cohoe said the enforcement of the 
present license law was open to criticism 
in some ways. The government commit 
the supervisai of seventy-five saloons to 
one man and are reputed to make no al­
lowance for defraying the expense of pro­
curing assistants for special work. The' 
government in this respect, he said, dis­
played the wisdom of the serpent or the 
innocence of the dovfe and one is inclined 
to think that it was the! former. Publie 
opinion which might not support prohibi­
tion would certainly sustain the more 
rigid enforcement of the present license 
law.

The prolific ca 
speaker said, wai 
his maudlin foolishness, much less the 
drunkard’s home with its distress and 
poverty. Indulgence in strong drink was 
fashionable because men in prominent 
places in life openly countenanced and 
praticed the habit. A judge, a cabinet 
minister, a leading politician or a success­
ful merchant by indulgence created the im­
pression that it 'fcfiS'sa manly habit.
, “Public opinion,” said Mr. Cohoe, “has 
said that the position of a preacher must 
be denied a man who openly encourages 
the drink habit. It is to be hoped that 
public opinion will become consistent and 
deny the public offices, which are in the 
gift of the public, to a man using the 
position to encourage drunkenness. A 
drunken judge on the benoh fosters more 
evil than a sober preacher behind the pul­
pit can ever eradicate.”

Fishery Report BAND
THIS AFTERNOON 

and NIGHT

In his annual report to the government 
Fishery Inspector J. Fred Belyea places 
the total value of the catch in St. John 
county last year at $144,200, exclusive of 
cod and herring. ï'his is an advance of 
$25,200 over the average value.

Tne shad catch was placed at $10,000, 
a falling off of $5,000, the price, however, 
being almost double the average.

The salmon catch was valued at $44,000, 
just double the average. The lobster catch 
was worth $11,000, which is $3,000 below 
the average.

The smplt catch was valued at $1,200 
and the sardine at $8,000. The value of 
the cod, haddock and other fish not in­
cluded in the inspector’s estimate will 
probably bring the total annual value of 
the county’s fisheries up to $175,000.
