Washington, May 1.—The United
States has already placed a considerable
amount of ship tonnage at the disposal
of the Entente Allies, Lord Eustace
Percy, ship expert with the British mis-
sion, said today that the government
had supplied certain vessels to be used
according to the Allies’ needs, but re-
fused to indicate what they were or if
they were the seized German ships.

Lord Percy declared that the present
rate of British construction of ships and
the present estimated American rate
coyld not keep pace with the present
rute of destruction by submarines.

“The balancing figure in the world
struggle,” said Lord Percy, “is the ton-
nage the United States can supply.”

New York, May 1—An Associa

“A vigorous attempt made in the
House of Commons yesterday 'failed to
persuade the government to adopt
policy of greater publicity with regard
to the submarine warfare.

WORST WEEK YET FOR
NORWEGIAN SHIPS

Twenty-three Sunk—Plan te Try
New Style of Motor Ships

London, May 1—A Christiania de-
spatch to the Daily Mail says that twen-
ty-three. Norwegiin ships, aggregating
86,000 tons, were sunk by submarines
last week. This is a record for Nor-
wegian losses. The correspondent says
that an experiment is about to be made
with two motor ships, the hulls of which
are constructed of ferro-concrete, to test
the fitness of such vessels for North Sea
trade.

The boats will be of 1,000 tons and 600
tons respectively. Ferro-concrete light-
ers have been used successfully for some
time in.the Swedish coast traffic. T'he
Norwegian boats can be built in four or
five months and are cheaper than those of
steel or wood.

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UNTED STATES' GREAT TASK

She Faces Work of Feeding the
W etld—Commissioners Confer-
ring—Appertionment of Cargoes
Among Allies Likely

Washington, May 1—It was said to-
day that ministers of British and
French war commissions will take up
shipping problems with the shipping
board immediately.

This question is one of the most seri-
ous faced by the allied government and
is one that has given the United States
government great concern .in planning
for trapsporting and supplying American
troops abroad in the event an Ameri-
can army eventually is put on the firing

line,

It is believed the commissions will
work out with the American governmen$
some definite plan of apportionment of
cargoes among the allies so that each
will be assured of sufficient supplies. A
balance, too, will have to be
for the classes of supplies sent abroad
so that food and munitions may be furn-
ished in proper proportions. The ad-
ministration within a few days will have
introduced in congress, legislation to give
the president and the shipping board a
firmer grasp of the nation’s shipping so
that cargoes may be directed best to
serve the country’s interests. America
faces the task of feeding the world and
through the shipping bill and the exporg
embargo bill pending in congress the
United States government will be in a
position to determine the amount of ex-
ports and the direction they shall take.

Petrograd, May 1.—The minister
justice, M. Kerenski, has given a clear
presentation of the present state of po-
litical and economic affairs in the coun-
try, and, with the aid of concrete facts,
contradicted the rumors of disorganiza-
tion in the army and factories, génerally
circulated in Petrograd in the last few
weeks. The minister.stated that not
only was the army better prepared and
more willing to fight than before the
revolution, but that the factories werc
putting out more ammunition than at

any previous stage of the war. He said: |+

“In the first place, it is necessary to
sweep aside the vast number of rumors
and criticisms of the government con-
tained in part of the Petrograd press.
The inference drawn from this gossip
by foreigners and other casual observ
ers is quite erroneous. ‘Duality of
Power' and the danger arising there-
from is a newspaper phrase, a news-
paper illusion. Frankly, I cannot un-
derstand or discuss this, because such a
state of affairs does—pot exist.

“It is also comfr{;g{y stated that we
have no power to\inforce authority. This
idea originates from the fact that we
decided that we can better attain our
ends without use of force or rigid au-
thority. For instance, we might have
arsested Lenine, but we have accomp-
lished far more by allowing him abso-
lute .freedom of speech and action. The
result is that he is fully discredited, and
has actually ' done an unintentional
service to his country by the reduction
to absurdity of the views of himself and
his adherents.

“Most of the weaknesses, attributed to
the present government, are the accumu-
lated deficiencies of the old regime,
whose burdens we have to bear. All
these weaknesses were studiously con-
cealed by the old government, and little
was said about them.’ In the new era
of democratic freedom these faults are
frankly acknowledged, but they are the
fruit of inefficiency of the past.

“You hear stories of the tremendous
number of deserters from the front, as
if desertion was an unheard of crime in
Russia. Yet before the revolution more
than 1,000,000 cases of desertion were
reported  every year. Compare that
with the present facts. Just after the
revolution a number of soldiers did leave
their positions and return home, but de-
sertion has now ceased and telegrams
have :been received from all points in
Russia that large bodies of ‘deserters are
asking permission to return to the front
and protect the country against the pos-
sibility of a German advance.

“Gaps in the ranks -were filled long
ago with returning soldiers, who went
back not because they were compelled,
but because the spirit, which: directed
the revolution, was a desire to save the
country. The army is now actually
stronger than eyer and it is moved by
new impulses—enthusiasm and a desire
to fight”

M. Kerenski then turned to a con-
sideration of conditions in the factories.
He said that despite assertions to the
contrary, the factories were putting out
more ammunitien than ‘before the revo-
lution.

“Under the old regime,” he said “the
output dimfhished month by month, but
it is now steadily increasing. The spirit
among the workingmen is excellent.
They are represented by their council
of deputies and this body is in complete
harmony with the government. Thers
can be no talk of divided power, for this
council is a lodal organization which will
exert influence only so long as it ad-
heres to the ideals born in the revolu-

EXPLORER TALKS
OF GREAT WAR

Approves Adosption of Draft
System

GLAD UNITEG STATES 1S IN

Tells of His Amazement at Great

Evenis After Having Been In
the Antarctic Fer 20 Months

New York, May l.—Lieutenant Sir
Ernest H. Shackleton, the Antarctic ex-
plorer, arrived in the city on Friday and
will stay a few days before going to
England to enter the war. At the Ritz-
Carlton Hotel he told of his adventures
in the Antarctic during more than two
years of exploration. Sir Ernest left
England on his last expedition to the
south polar regions on Oct. 26, 1914.

“The war had just begun, of course,”
he said, “and I offered my services to
the king, volunteering to abandon the
expedition, but the king told me that I
would not be needed. So we sailed away
—and were out of communication wiih
civilization before anything unusual for
wartime had occurred. I did not hear
from the world until May 20, 1916, when
I landed at New South Georgia. I had
heard nothing of the events of the war
for about twenty months ,and the first
question I asked the Norwegian agent
who greeted me was ‘When .was the
war over?® He told me that the war
was still going on, and then for the first
time I heard of the sinking of the Lusi-
tania, of ppison gas, liquid fire, and the
extent of the fighting and killing in Eu-
rope and Asia. All that people in civil-
ization had learned of gradually, day by
day, as occurrences were reported, came
to me with cumulative force—most of it
in one conversation. The men with me
and I felt as if we had been asleep for
a long time and had suddenly waked up
to seec the whole world changed. '

“But in one way our experiences gave
us an advantage, I think. It put us in a
position to view the war from a distance
without the confusion that comes from
experience; we felt as though we were
reading history; and I think we realized
more clearly than most that Germany
was beaten, that she had stirred up
against her irresistible forces, but that
the Allies had a long, long roud to travel
before overcoming her.”

Asked at this point how long he
thought the war would last, Sir Ernest
said that, of course, he could not predict
with any certainty, but that in his opin-
{ion the fighting would go on for many
| months, for two or three years, perhaps,
| before the German menace Wwas de-
‘ stroyed.

Sir Ernest was reluctant to discuss
American affairs because he did not
wish to put himself in the position of
meddling, but he was asked directly
what he thought of America’s entry into
the war and whether he believed con-
scription should be 'adopted.

“It was splendid of the United States
to go into the war,” he said, “but I hope
you don’t suffer here as England and
France have suffered. You must remem-
ber that this war has destroyed some of
the best lives of thie white race, and that
the stock will be impaired unless mea-
sures are taken to protect it. The world
is looking to America Yo furnish this
protection. 'This country will have to
supply fuch of the mind and blood that
will rehabilitate the race.

«“And for this reason, if for no other,
I believe in the selective draft, by which
men best fitted for fighting. may be
chosen’ for the ‘trenches and other best
fitted for work at home and for the pre-
servation of the race may be conserv-
ed.” .

Sir Frnest added that he thought Wil-
liam Hughes, the Australian premier,
would carry the commonwealth in favor
of draft in the coming elections. The
volunteer system had brought many
men to the colors there, he said, but he
was of the opinion that its power to pro-
duce soldiers had about been exhausted.

“One reason the colonies have re-
sponded so to the call from England,”
isaid Sir Ernest, “is because the troops

and glorious part in the war. Troops
from Canada, New Zealand, and Aus-
tralia have been the spear points of the
allied attack, and this has had the
psychological effect on the colonies of
stirring their patriotism to the highest
| piteh.”

| Many of Sir Ernest's thrilling expe-
riences in the Antarctic have been told
by cable and telegraph, but it gave them
new life yvesterday to one who saw the
man—a big, strong Irish-Englishman—

and twenty-two men lived for five and a
half months on floating ice after their
boat, the Endurance, had been crushed
in an ide pack in the Weddell Sea; how
these men traveled 150 miles in an open
whaleboat through perilous waters to
Elephant Island, and how he and three
or four others successfully dared the 800
miles to New South Georgia in the same
boal, so that they might obtain a ship
with which to rescue the party left on
Elephant Island.

Concerning the scientific fruits of his
expedition, Sir Ernest said that it had
fixed definitely the location of the south-
{ern magnetic pole, which meant that
vessels sailing to  Adustraia and the
South Seas could steer their courses so
as to have from one-half to one hour on
every trip; that it had ascertained .that
a weather observation station in the
Antarctic would be able to advise coun-

George, Toronto; Sir Henry Egan, Rev.
Dr. S. D. Chown, Toronto; Dr. James

Is Recruiting at

an End in Canada?

(Toronto Star)

The forces :training here for overseas
are pretty nearly all gone. Camp Bor-
den has been equipped to accommodate
ten thousand troops on and after the
first of the month. - There is no such
force in sight, and nothing is being done
to create any force, either for overseas
service or. for home defence. The whole
machine has simply run down and stop-
ped, and nobody is doing anything about
it. -Recruiting continued as long as
individual officers and civilians kept put-
ting up the energy and paying the ex=
penses. When they, at long last ,quit,
that was the end of it. The govern-
ment, at no time, had anything to offer
in the way of an organization or a
plan.

There was a scheme for raising a
-Canadian Defence Force, originating no-
body knows .where, but endsrsed by no
military authority so far as we can learn.
It was a badly conceived plan and lit-
tle has come of it as yet, and there is
small chance that anything will. The
question now is this: Is Canada
through? Does the present inaction
mean that, local effort in recruiting hav-
ing spent itself, the government has no-
thing to add to the fund of local and
personal energy now completely ex-
pended?

For eight months past new plans
have been promised by the government
and looked for in vain in Toronto and
Hamilton. There .is, evidently, to be
nothing new. In that case, if the war
keeps on with the heavy casualties r&-
orded every day, how long will it be
until the fifth division 'in England will

visions in the field? After that how long
will it be until the four Canadian divi-
sions are reduced to ‘three, or kept up
to strength by English ‘drafts? Or can
it be that American drafts are to he
called in to keep up the ranks of the
Canadian divisions?

The prime minister is in England is-
suing solemn and ponderous assurances
that the Canadian people have dedicat-
ed themselves to the winning of the war,
and will devote the last ounce of their
energies to the cause.

More
than that, it is the symbol of the new
agriculture, the banner of the revo!u—x
tion that is likely to turn the man with
the hoe into the man at the roll-top desk.
t may transform farming from an occu- |
pation into a profession; it may save;
the world from famine and have an in-!
fluence upon the habits of human beings,
comparable to the influence of .the tele-
phone and the trolley car combined. It
will, if properly used, banish the spec-
tre conjured up by Malthus, abolish the

almost except the tendency to baldness
that_assails men after they become mid-
dle aged. That is, it will do these things
unless it should follow the example of
liquid air, another marvel. Liquid air
could do everything except be of some
use te somebody in some conceivable
circumstances.

Do Not Blame ther War,

In an article entitled “Time and Tract-
ors, the Essence of the Food Problem,” in
the New York Times, Edward A. Brad-
ford discusses some phases of farming
which are problems in Canada as well as
in the United States. Mr. Bradford
takes the ground that the war has had
but a secondary effect upon agriculture,
and that if the world is threatened with
famine it is not on account of the war.
His proofs, being derived from the Unit-
ed States alone, are not altogether con-
clusive, but it is nevertheless astonishing
to learn that in the two years before the
war began ther United States was con-
suming more food than it produced in
twe years of the war the United States
produced more’ food than it consumed
and exported 76 per cent more. He says
that the New York food riots and other
evidences of a food shortage were not
caused by a failure of the crops, but by
' the presence in American markets of for-
eign governments buying for their arm-
ics. These purchasers were using capital
rather than income to supply their wants,
and naturally the American consumer
who hoped to buy his food from income
‘or interest was hopelessly ottclasser,

1 Get Rid of Horses,

This, however, is not of the first im-
portance. To the man who has 85 a
week to spend on food it is an insigni-
ficant detail whether he can buy the
food for $6 or whether there is no food
to buy at any price. Mr. Bradford ad-
mits that the present shortage is likely
to continue, and he says that the proper
{way to supply the demand is for the
{ farmers of the United States to get rid of
itheir horses and oxen and turn to the
itractor. He points:out that the British
i g wernment has announced that it wants
2,000 American tractors immediately,
and that the French government has put
in a call for a similar number for the in-
vaded districts of France. 1In Europe
men erc scarce, and machinery must do
their work. They are scarce because of
the war, but as has been remarked be-
fore, a policy that is a good one in time
of var, proves to be equally good in
time of peace, in nine cases out of ten, If
tractors will help now to solve the prob-
lem of tilling the land they will help af-
ter the war is but a nightmare of the
memory.

Right of Dominion Government
Questioned By Opposition

ACTING PREMIER HAS NO ANSHER

Contention is~That, Under Exten-
tion, Appeintments to Senate
Should Net be Made While

People Are Deprived of Right

of Filling Vacancies in House

Ottawa, Ont, May 1—The right of
the present administration under its ex-
tended term of office to fill with its own
political friends vacancies in the non-
elective upper chamber, while the people
are deprived of the right of filling vac-

ancies in the elective chamber of parlia-
ment was called in guestion by the op-

ciple was developed in the course of a
debate of a motion by A. K. MacLean
of Halifax, to the effect that no more
senators be appointed until after an elec-
tion.

At the present time the people of the
dominion are unrepresented in the Com-
mons to the extent of about forty seats,
including vacancies which have occurred
from various causes, and which in some
cases date back two years, and addi-
tional seats called for by the redistri-
bution made necessary by the decennial
census of 1911.

Numerous vacancies have also occur-
red in the senate. But while the govern-
ment from time to time has been filling
these from the ranks of its friends and

‘

supporters it has for more than a year|®

refrained from appealing to the elector-
ate in the filling of commong vacancies.

Mr. Maclean contended that, as the] :

government enjoyed its present tenure
of power by grace of the opposition, and
without mandate from the people, it
should in the meantime forego its

“rights” of patronage, and cease filling
vacancies in the non-elective chamber.

It may be that Sir Thomas White,
acting premier, was impressed with the
aiguments of Mr. MacLean, or it may
be again that he was not ready with an
answer. He -ose uncertainly from his
seat and sugges cd that the motion stand
over.

Not so the solicitor-general, Mr. Meig-
hen brushed up against the shoulder of
the acting prime minister, as the latter
sat down. It is a mighty poor cause
which he is not prepared to defend.

Under extension, he ' contended, the
rights and obligations and duties of the
government rem:ined the same as during
their ordinary lease of power. “We can-
not,” he piously concluded, “absolve our-
selves of the duties placed upon us in
ncrmal times.”

Hon. Geo. P. Graham summed up the
argument as follows: “The argument of

the solicitor-general is that one portion
of parliament ought to have new repre- |
sentatives sent from the west, but that;
the other portiont of parliament, which |
represents the people directly, Is to bc‘i
deprived of representation.”

This is the only government in all the |
dominions,” declared E. M. MacDonald,
“wiich has maintained all the functions|
civil and military, unim-|
paired since this war commenced.” i

Star B‘nxing
Contest Tonigh

Lightweight and Featherweight

Champiens Will Meet ia Teni

Round Beut

New York, April 80—Freddie Welsh,
holder of the world’s lightweight cham-
pionship title, and Johnny Kilbane, the
jeader of the featherweight class, will
meet on Tuesday night at the Manhattan

A. C., 155th street and Eighth avenue,
in what may prove to be the star box-
ing contest of the season. These two
performers stand - out alone in their
respective classes as the foremost boxers
in the matter of cleverness and ring gen-
eralship in the roped square today.

Efforts have been made on numerous
occasions since they came into possession
of 'their champignship titles to bring
them together in a bout, but all previous
attempts failed. Kilbane has often de-
clared his eagerness to oppose Welsh in
a ring bout, but for various reasons a
match between the two has never been
scheduled until now.

The Cleveland boxer seems imbued
with the idea that he can knock out
Welsh before the expiration of the sche-
duled ten rounds, but an upset to’ his
calculations would not come as an unex-
pceted surprise, for Welsh is regarded
as one of the greatest defemsive fighters
that ever drew on a glove. Kilbane pos-
sesses the necessary hitting power to
land a knockont blow, and he has shown
on several occasions that he is remark-
ably adept at terminating bouts decisive-
ly. A knockout for the Cleveland lad in
his bout Tuesday:night: would give him
undisputed right to the world’s light-
weight championship title in addition to
his featherweight laurels, and in the ad-
vance notices sent out by the manage-
ment of the Manhattan A, C. it has been
said that Kilbane will strive to finish the
bout before the end of ten rounds.

To comply with the rules of the box-
ing commission, which stipulate that no
bouts be permitted between boxers at a
variance of more than ten pounds in
weight in the lightweight class or under
Welsh will have to train hard to reduce
to the necessary weight. Kilbane at his
best weighs 122 pounds, and Welsh has
oftey refused flatly to consider meeting
a rival at less than 133 pounds. The
Englishman is training for the bout at
his newly acquired property at Summit,
N. J., while Kilbane is doing his prepar-
atory work at Douglaston, L. I, where
Welsh formerly. worked out. Both are
reported in excellent condition.

A Winnipeg Hotel.

The manager of a first-class hotel in
| Winnipeg says, in answer to the question,
iHow is prohibition affecting the hotels?
|_“We naturally lose the liquor receipts,
and the profits from the sale of liquor,
but we are trying to adjust ourselves
to meet the new conditions, and we are
glad to say that the volume of business
is now about equal to what it was under
the old condition even in face of the loss
of the bar. This is effected by an in-
crease in our rates and possibly .more
‘travel’ coming to the city of Winnipeg,
together with a substantial increase in
the amount of local business.

“In my opinion the bar is not essential
in the matter of dividend payments,” this
Winnipeg manager states, “but I certain-
ly believe that we should be allowed to
dispose of liquors, particularly light
wines and beer, as they do in clubs, either
by service in the rooms or in the res-
taurants. If that were allowed, we
would not be so much interested in the
return of the bar,”

United States Opinions.

The opinions of a few United States
hotel managers may be instructive. A
manager in Denver says he never again
would - have a bar in his hotel, even if the
state reverts to the old policy. He would
gell in the dining rooms, however. An-
other hotel man in the same district is
“perfectly satisfied with dry conditions.”

In Iiwa a “dry” state, the business of
operating a hotel is as prosperous as any
hotel in a “wet” state.

The Position Summarised.

It would seem that hotel-keepers have
adjusted themselves to the new condi-
tions by various economies, and by ex-
tending the scope of the hotel by enlarg-
ing dining rooms, giving more attention
to lunch rooms, delicatessen, outside cat-
ering, ete

It is also evident that hotel proprietors
in Canada and the United States are en-
deavoring to secure a modification of the
present policy of strict prohibition, and
secure in its place, special privileges to
enable the supply of refreshments to bona
fide travelling guests, such as the latter
may be accustomed to in their own
homes.

The above Opinions, gathered from a
great many sources show, however, that
from the point of view of capital invest-
ments the “dry” hotel may be made as
profitable as those who enjoy the priv-
ileges of a liquor license.

CANNCT FO0L THE WEST

(Winnipeg Free Press)

We may safely count upon the Otta-
wa government attempting to save its
face in the matter of its somersault upon
the question of free wheat by some in-
genious explanation concocted by Sir
George Foster and Arthur Meighen, both
of them accomplished hair-splitters, in.
which an effort will be made to convince
the public that changed gircumstances
have now made proper the action which
the government refused to take in previ-
ous years on the ground that it was not
in the interests of the country.

All such representations will be just
so much moonshine.” The case for free
wheat is no stronger today than it was
in 1918, 1914, 1915 and 1916—years in
which the government refused to accept
the reciprocal offer contained in  the
United States tariff act. It is a little
over a year since Mr. Rogers and Mr.
Meighen expounded to the house the
dangers to which Canada would be ex-
poscd by the adoption of the free wheat
resolutions submitted to parliament by
J. G. Turiff, M.P. The position taken
by Mr. Rogers on that occasion was
that parliament should intervene on be-
half of the western farmers, who did not
really understand, in asking for free
wheat, where their real interests lay. He
said that the reputation of Canadian
wheat would be ruined if it were divert-
ed lo American channels and there mix-
ed with inferior grades. Upon the same
occasion Arthur Meighen declared that
the people of Canada had decided the
guestion of free wheat in the elections
of 1911; and he thought the decision
should stand.- He denounced the free
wheat agitation in the west as ninety
per cent. politics-and ten per cent.’ un-
sound economies.

Mr. Rogers and Mr. Meighen can ex-
plain their’ right-about-face as they
please; but let them not expect that
their performance will evoke loud cheers
in (the west. After sacrificing the im-
terests of the west year after year to
the demands of the milling and railway
interests, which opposed free wheat and
free flour they are not now to be com-
mended for an eleventh hour conversion
brought about on the eve of election
through fear of the electors. This is
an attempt to placate the farmers of the
west; but they are not likely to forget
that they have been deprived for five
years of access to the United States’
markets. The restlting loss to them can
be counted by the millions; they will
duly apportion the responsibility and
exact the penalty.

There never was any case against free
wheat. The argument in its favor was
always a hundred per cent. economical-
ly sound. The failure of the govern-
ment to accept the reciprocal offer of
the United States as to wheat and flour
was inexcusable—it was a wanton in-
jury to the west, persisted in year after
year in the face of increasing pressure.
Now, with elections pending in Sas-
katchewan and in sight for the domin-
ion, it yields in the vain hope that it
will thus placate an angry electorate.

Upon the value to western Canada
and to the dominion at large of free ac-
cess to the United States’ market for
our wheat it is not necessary at this mo-
ment to dwell. It may be said that it
puts wheat raising in western Canada
upon a permanently sound basis; and
will make possible that rapid develop-
ment of the west which is essentjal if
the dorfilnion is to prosper and grow.
It has long been obvious to those who
had eyes to see that we must either
get the United States’ markets for our
wheat or limit our wheat production.
This boon has now been obtained; and
we have no doubt it will never be lost.

Nebraska Also
Gnns_gr_y Today

Very Stringent Prohibitory: Law—
Churches to Open Colfee
Houses—The Law as te Drug-

gists

L

Nebraska has taken her seat on the
water wagon. Yesterday John Barley-
corn was formally laid to rest and the
state went “dry,” in pursuance of the
will of the people as expressed in the
referendum vote last November, when
a new prohibitory amendment was add-
ed to the state constitution by a major-
ity vote of 26,000.

The prohibition amendment provides
that on ond after Tuesday the manu-
facture, the sale, the keeping for sale or
barter under any pretext, of malt, spirit-
uous, vinous or other intoxicating lig-
uors are “forever” prohibited in Ne-
braska, except for medicinal research,
mechanical or sacramental purposes.

Buildings in which liquor is sold after
the amendment becomes effective may be
closed, and sales under all devices, clubs,
included, are forbidden by the new act.
Advertising and soliciting for liquor sell-
ing inlerests is prohibited. Counties,
citles and villages are declared liable for
all damages resulting from sale of in-
toxicants through non-enforcement of the
law, in addition to the persons respons-
ible for such sales being made.

The “loop-hole” section of the act per-
mits not more than one member of
family to receive a half gallon of wine,
three gallons of beer or one quart of
whiskey, or more than one of the three
kinds within thirty -days. Wholesale
druggists having a stock valued at $25,-
000 and paying the government tax, may
sell under prescribed conditions.

The adoption of the amendment
marked the culmination of a contest
waged by prohibition workers of Ne-
braska for years.

Various organizations in the large:
cities have undertaken to supply work
to the men who will bes thrown out of
employment by the suppression of the
liquor traffic. The majority of these
men, it is said, have anticipated the new
conditions and have already sought and
obtained other employment. In Omaha
and other cities, according to reliable
reports, the most of the rooms that will
be vacated by the saloons have already
been rented for other lines of business.

Church and other organizations have
planned to open coffee houses to take the
place of the saloons. Omaha churches
will try out the coffee ‘house idea and
if it is successful they will scatter a
number of them, all over the city. The
plan is to make the coffee house a social
club for working men.

ought to exist during these great days.
At a time when all the people as indi-
viduals are ‘moved as never before by
a common national impulse, it is pro-
posed that people from all the provinces
shall meet together, and in honest con-
ference decide upon plans of common
action throughout Canada as regards the
war, so that those who live may prove
themselves worthy of those who die.

Representative men and women from
all the provinces will attend this na-
tional convention, bringing together, no
doubt, many different views, but all ani-
mated by the one ruling purpose—to dis-
cover the basis on which Canada as one
united country can throw her energies
into the war in which at present she
is involved. It is believed that it will
be found that the political and other
distrusts which impede national action
will be dispelled in honest conference,
and that the voice of the country will
find earnest expression.

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Retail Vendors to Number Five
But Not Yet Appointed

INSPECTOR 1S N CITY

Some Left-Over Stock in Steres
Being Shipped Away, Chiefly
to Montreal—St. John on Last]
Night of License ;

Tailored and Semi-Dressy Designs
With Original Treatment '

Not more than five ‘retail vendors’

licenses will be issued for.the city of St.
John under the new prohibitory act, and, |
so far, not even the five have been se-
lected. The chief inspector, Rev. W. D.
Wilson, who 1 in the city today, an-
nounced that he would make recommen-
dations for the appointment of certain®
vendors to a meeting of the provincial
government tomorrow night, but said
that he was not yet prepared to recom-
ment the entire number.

Regarding the operation of the law
under the new system, Mr. Wilson said
this %norning that there. would not be
sufficient business, under the provisions
of the act, to enable any person to make
a living as a vendor—and that they in-
tend to cee that the sale is confined to
this limit. Consequently, it must be
handled as a side line and he regarded
the drug stores as the proper place for
the sale of the goods for medicinal pur-
poses. The only reason that he will
recomniend so many- as five is the pe-
culiar geographical layout of the city,
which makes it impossible to serve the
entire city with a lesser number.

Regarding the appointment of addi-
tional inspectors, Mr. Wilson said this
morning that he had nothing to announce
at present.

So far as legal sales went, at least,
St.- John is “bone-dry” today. As the
old licenses expired last night the for-
mer dealers could make no sales and as
the vendors have not been appointed
under the new act there was ho one who
had the right to sell. As the two whole-
sale drug houses which are to act as
wholesale distributers can sell only to
licensed vendors, they had no one to
whom they could sell and so could make
no sales, either,

Despite their efforts to get rid of their
Stock, and the earnest co-operation of
the public, most of the wholesalers and
some  of the retailers still had some
stock on hand when their licenses ex-
pired last night. There is no provision
under the act for the disposal of this
surplus, but it is understood that most
of it is being shipped out of the city as
rapidly as possible and that this is be-
ing permitted.

As the provinces of Quebec and Brit-
ish Columbia are thé only places in Can-
ada where the sale of liquor for gen-
eral use still is ‘légal, and as the latter
province is too far away, practically the
entire stock left in St. John is being
shipped to Montreal. This does not ap-
ply to the stocks in bonded warehouses
as these goods may be held and shipped
to “wet” territory as the owners may
wish,

The change from license to prohibi-
tion took place in St. John with less ex-
citement than was expected in some
quarters and, as a result of last night’s
celebration only fifteen arrests were made
for drunkenness. The police seemed to
be in a fairly charitable mood and those
who had more than they could comfort-
ably carry but who still were able to
look after themselves seemed to be al-
owed the opportunity to reach their
homes.

The chances for a last minute orgy
were lessened to a great'extent by the
fact that many of the saloons closed
early in the day and by seven o’clock
only a comparatively few were doing
business. These, however, had all the
business they could handle and, in many
cases, the door was kept locked and only
a limited number of customers were per-
mitted to enter at one time.

BOARD OF HEALTH CLOSES HOUSES

The Board of Health officials have
placed their sign, “closed, unfit for habi-
tation, by order of the Board of Health”
on several houses. The landlords were
given the usual fifteen days’ notice with
which to comply with the necessary
regulations, but failed to comply. Two
houses were ordered closed this morn-
ing and there are several more to meet
the same doom,

The local board have taken on two ad-
ditiopal rooms in'the Ritchie building
with the purpose of turning them into{
a lavatory. Vaccination will be carried |
on in these new rooms, and T. M. Burns, |
secretary, said this morning that several
changes were in line. It is understood !
that the offices, including the additional |
rooms, will be remodeled and utilized for
the various activities of the board.
