‘and navy on the side of ‘the Entente,
thus making for a greater Greece.

Casualty Lists Often Shew Entire
Battalions Decimated, But Com-
paratively. Few Officers Appear

London, Nov. 22—The appalling extent
of the German losses is revealed by a
perusal of the official casualty lists is-
{ sued daily by ‘the German government
for the information of families, although
newspapérs are prohibited from repro-
i ducing them. The outstanding facts in

! these lists are the enormous gaps in cer-

ficers lost, and the great number of vol-
unteers killed. g

The latest lists available cover the
losses for October. For Prussia, Wurt-
temberg, Bavaria, and Saxony there are
| more than 200,000 names. It will be re-
called that at the beginning of Novem-
ber the Prussian losses alone were es-
timated to be slightly more than two
million.

The lists for October 28 alone give
10,000 casualties. The Prussian list in-
cludes nine regiments of the Guard,
eighty regiments of Grenadiers and- Fus-
iliers of the regular infantry, thirty-one
regiments of reserves and twenty-one of
the Landwehr, and many from the fleld
artillery.

The second battalian of a Guards re-
giment lost 487 men and only three of-
ficers. An example of the terrific losses
of certain regiments is furnished by the
84th Prussian Infantry, the third bat-
talion of which lost 582 out of a full
complement of a thousand. A battalion
of the Prussian 157th infantry regiment
lost the following numbers in four com-
panies of 250 each: First, 176; second,
188; third, 171; fourth, 158.

In a similar manner companies (250
men in each company) of the 224th Re-
serve Infantry Regiment lost men as fol-
lows: 208, 205, 215, 194, 111, 195, 157,
168, 142, 164, 182, and 216. 'The 78th In-
{fantry Regiment lost 1,077 men out of
1 8,000. :

These losses were probably suffered at
Loos and Tahure. The Landstrum re-
giments are generally kept behind the
firing “Tine, yet they show heavy losses
caused by illness. In the fourth com-
!panies of the 224th Reserve Regiment,
819 men and five officers were lost. The
183rd Infantry Regiment lost 507 men
and seven officers.

Rotterdam, Nov. 22—The latest -ten
lists of Prussian losses contain the names
of 79,464 killed, wounded and missing.
This makes the total d’russian losses 2,-
178,918.
