VETERAN PRINTER
IS VISITING CITY

James Colwell Helped to Get
Out First Edition of Daily
_ Telegraph.

Away back in July of 1870 the first
number of The Daily Telegraph of
Saint John was printed at an office in
Prince William street. It was the day
of hand-set type and when the first
number was to be brought out two ex-
pert printets were called from Freder-
icton to help get the new venture start-
ed. One of those printers was James
Colwell and the other Andrew Lipsett.
Last night Mr. Colwell, hale and hearty
at 76, walked into the office of The
Telegraph-Journal.

Glancing along the lines of linotype
machines of The Telegraph-Journal
Mr. Colwell smiled as he said there were/
more printers in the composing room
when the first copy of the paper was
got out. It took keen eyesight and
much time to set by hand the very
fine type which had been used in the
first copies of The Daily Telegraph.

63 YEARS A PRINTER.

Mr. Colwell has been a printer for 61
years and is now of the staff of the
University Press, of Cambridge, Mass.,
which was first established as a pubs
lishing house in 1639. Mr. Colwell be-
gan his apprentireship as printer at the
age of 15 in the office of the Headquar-
ters in Fredericton and John Graham
taught him the ‘art as it was then
known., Crude implements were used
In those days but they were good and
good work was done. Mr. Colweil
stayed for three years on the compos-
ing room staff of The Daily Telegraph
and then went to the United States snd
joined the staff of the University Press
in Cambridge.. It is almost entirely
book work at the University Press and
the staff at present varles from 100 in
the slack season to 150 in the rush of

winter time. The strike of the printers -

in Massachusetts about three years ago,
Mr, Colwell says, was-a serious sct-
back from which the printing ,estab-
lishments in that state have not yet
fully recovered,

Mr. Colwell has not been in Saint
John for 11 years and he is now visit-
ing Dr. and Mrs. W. M. Bonnell at
their home in Queen square,

In issuing his
official invitations to the function, one
of the most notable of the London sea-
son, Lord Birkenhead had the intima-
tion “levee dress” put on the cards,
and the guests carefully observed these
instructions, greatly to the uufnm-
cence of the spectacle in the India
Office quadrangle. But Court officlals
are simply aghast at a Whitehall de-
partment daring to order levee dress,
because levee dress is Court dress, and
Is r only to Royal occasions, It
is true that Lord Birkenhead’s recep-
tion, with the Indian Viceroy present,
was at least semi-regal, and that a
peculiar tradition permits Coupt dress
at Mr. Speaker’s receptions. But we
shall shortly see explicit and emphatic
orders about ceremonial dress pub-
lished in the Gazette. :

GAUDY WHITE WAISTCOATS.

Evening dress for men gets brighter
and brighter.

WEMBLEY FIASCO.,

The comparative failure of the Wem-
bley Exhibition last year from the
point of view of popular attendance
was explained by the very bad sum-
mer of 1924, Unfortunately that ex-
planation can no longer be held valid.
So far the present summer has been
exceptionally fine, but notwithstanding
this the average attendance at Wem-
bley has not been more than about
half what it was last year. Last year
the average daily attendance worked
out at well over a 100,000. This year
it has been barely 60,000. It is signifi-
cant that, again this year as last, it has
been the provincial and overseas visitor
who has patronized the . exhibition.
Londoners are, in spite of Royal efforts
to set the fashion, showing through-
out a curlous apathy. Arrangements
have been made by the railway com-
panies for heavy Wembley trafiic dur-
ing the next two or three months, but
it is fairly obvious now that this year
again the exhibition is not going to be
a financial success.

MORE SENILE DECAY,

It is a remarkable fact that just at
this time so many London buildings
of note should be showing signs of
senile decay- We have a formidable
list of them now—St. Paul’s Cathedral,
Waterloo Bridge, London Hospital and
Westminster. None of these famous
architectural works ig of any real an-
tiquity, and yet they show clear signs
of old age. Years ago the Abbey was
reported to be turning into Epsom
salts, but it still weathers the post-
war epoch, while its juvenile neighbors
begin to totter. That 85 tons of de-
cayed masonry should have been re-
moved from the Houses of Parliament
during the last three or four years is a
staggering fact. The place is not yet a
century old. But to put it Into really
sound condition, according to the ex-
perts, will entdil the expenditure of a
million sterling!

NAVY AND FASCISTL

The Admiralty has issued an order,
similar to that recently circulated by
the War Office, forbidding officers and
men enrolling as members of  the
British Fascisti. In both cases objec-
tion is based on the general ground
t¢hat association of serving officers and
men with political organizations may
be subversive of discipline. The Fleet
Order reads: “Inquiries having been
reeeived whether officers and men on
the active list should regard them-
selves as free to enroll as members of
the British Fascisti, .thelr Lerdships
desire it to be known that they think
it undesirable that officers and men
on the active list should joln any soct-
ety which may be under the suspicion,
however slight, of having a political
tendency, and that the organlzation In
question must be regarded as coming
within this category.”

The Fascisti organization is. much
stronger than is generally supposed,
and it is steadily increasing in num-
bers, especially among ex-service men.

THE IMMENMORIAL CHINK.

A solicitor practising in the Dutch
Fast Indies tells me that in Java the
income tax laws work in strange ways.
A Chinese merchant, to the amuse-
ment of the whole place, has recently
escaped payment of close on £20,000 in
income tax, thanks entirely to the
system- The incomme tax authorities

have the right to demand books of
account, and can inspect them at their
leisure. They did so in the case. of
this Chinee, giving him the usual re-
celpt for the hooks. A month later

he blandly turned up at the income
tax office, and demanded his books
back, saying that his office was being
disorganized for lack of them. He
waved the recelpt as evidence they
had the books. But they could not be
found. It is reasonably certain that
the Chink had had them stolen—not a
difficult thing in Java—and was the
only man who knew where they were.
But the income tax office could prove
nothing, could make no assessment,
and are heing threatened with an
@ction for their retura.

THE MONOMARK,

A scheme which may have an im-
portant bearing on British trade was
expounded at a lunch held at the Vic-
toria Hotel, London, ‘under the auspices
of the British Monomarks, Limited.
This organization has instituted a sys-
tem, devised by Mr, Willlam Morris
(managing director) for abbreviating
and facilitating commercial and private
communications. It was explained that
a monomark is a symbol for three to
five characters, each one being undupli-
cated throughout the world. There
are 25,000,000 available for Great
Britain alone. Typical monomarks are
BM-EVO and BM-AOTA, and any of
these marks used on merchandise in-
dicated the country of origin. Inquiries
and other communications addressed to
a monomark, it was claimed, will reach
the holder of the monomark without
delay in whatever part he or she might
be. This is made possible by arrange-
ments which have been concluded with
the G. P. O. Under the new scheme
one of these monomarks may be ob-
tained for a fee of five shillings per

year.
DIPLOMATIC TRAGEDY,

The select circle of London’s corps
diplomatique has been shocked indeed
today by e tragedy  rare within its
social orbit. Despite Mr, Galsworthy’s
“The Show,” with its indictment of
ghoulish curiosity, there is natural
speculation as to the causes, be they
tragic or humdrum, whicn have im-
pelled g young diplomat, first secrétary
of our Constgntinople Embassy, with
a wealthy father, a young wife and
baby son, to shoot himself almost im-
mediately on returning to his post at
the, Golden Horn after home leave.
Eri¢ Adams was the son of a Manches-
ter baronet, who amassed a fortune in
India, and his wife is the widowed
daughter of an Oxford Don. He was
actively engaged at the Peace Confer-
ence in Paris, receiving a C. M. G. for
his work, and is well known to Mr.

HUGE CASH DEAL.

The sensational insurance deal an-
nounced today—principally sensational
because the Solid “tariff” companies so.
seldom do the unexpected—involves one
of the biggest cash transactions ever
put through in ‘the City of London.
The Norwich Union Life Company is
paying over £6,50),000 in cash to the
Phoenix for the ordinary shares of the
Norwich Union Fire Company, a strik-
ing proof of the enormously-enhanced
value of the shares of all the solid
companies. The shares are nominally
worth 20 ehillings each. They are
charging hands at £147 each. The Nor-
wich Life Company should have little
difficulty in finding the money. The
company holds Stock Exchange securi-
ties to the value of £11,000,000, of
which considerably more than half con-
sists of Government etocks.

. A SCOTCH GIRL.,

Lady Mary Campbell, the Earl of
Breadalbane’s sister whose engagement

Captain Hansorr white speaking in
the Imperial theatre yesterday after-
noon kept his audience in great good
humor with witty sayings while he
pictured vividly the work of the
Church Army.

Captain Hanson paid a
high tribute to the Jewish paople, saying
that maybe in the present generation
great things would be heard of God’s
own people. He closed with a plea
for everyone to help “lame dogs over
stiles” and to cultivate the sympathy
which rejoices with the repentant sin-

NOTICE TO MARINERS,

A notice t» mariners has been issued
by the Canadian Government regard-
ing ports in the Union of Soviet Re-
publics. It warns them that vessels
entering Soviet ports have to follow
some strict regulations. One law per-
mits foreign vessels to use only ports
where there are customs houses or
those open to foreign whalers, The
notice also gives warning that, where
ports are closed to trafic, three vertical
red lights by night and three vertical
red balls by day are displayed. No
entrance is permitted in thick weather
without special permission by wireless.
A list of ports included in these regu-
iations is given and showes some on
the Arctic Ocean, Gulf of Finland,
White Sea, Black Sea, Azov Sea and
Pacific Ocean. The Canadian Govern-
ment report also shows a list of the
wireless stations on the Soviet Repub-
lic coast.

GIVES RULES FOR
IMPORTING ~ CATTLE

Must Remain in Quarantine in
England After Arrival From
The Dominions.

The following has been issued by
the office of the Canadian High Com-
missioner in London:

The conditions under which pedigree
cattle may be imported into the Unit-
ed Kingdom from the Dominions have
now been laid down by the Ministry
of Agriculture and Fisheries. Applica-
tion must be made to the ministry for
permission to import such cattle and
the Minister of Agriculture must' be
satisfied in the case of each application
that the animals are registered as pedi-
gree in a herd or flock book recognised
by him after consultation with the
Royal Agricultural Society of England
and the Highlands and Agricultural
Soclety of Scotland. A certificate will
be required from the Government of
the exporting country as to the freedom
from disease immediately before ship-
ment, both of ‘the animals and of the
country from which they are brought

QUARANTINE PERIOD.

In each’case of importation a period
of quarantine will be specifically im-
posed by the order authorizing the
landing, which would not usually be
less than 28 days, and which, in cer-
tain cases, would be extended to six
months.

It rests with the importer to make
the necessary arrangements for the ac-
qiisition of premises to be used as a
quérantine station (subject to the ap-
proval of such premises by the minis-
try) and for the care of the animals,
and to defray all expenses connected
with the importation and with the de-
tention of the animals during the period
of quarantine.

NOT RESPONSIBLE.
In no case will the ministry accept

any liability for any loss occasioned at

any time by the death or illness. of any
animal imported under the act, or by
an accident or injury to any such ani-
mal. No compensation is payable un-
der the Diseases of Animals Act in re-
spect of any animal which, having been
allowed to be landed under the act ot
1925, is slaughtered in a quarantine sta-
tion by reason of its being diseased or
suspected of disease or of its having

been ecxposed to the infection of any
diseasc.
