(New York Times.)
The astounding increase of political 

sldrkers is one of the strangest and 
most disquieting facts in the life of 
the American state. Few persons 
stop t > remember that a limited suf­
frage, a sort of oligarchy, prevailed in 
the e domes and in many states. George 
Cabot, who held “democracy in its 
natural operation to be the government 
of the worst,” wrote, in 1804, that “if 

man In New England could vote for 
legislators who was not possessed in 
his own right of two thousand dollars 
value in land, we could do something 
better.” Yet the Massachusetts consti­
tution then restricted the suffrage to 
persons “having a freehold estate with­
in the commonwealth of an annual In­
come of three pounds or any estate of 
the value of sixty pounds.” This was 

federalist, no New England, pecu­
liarity- In New York a voter must 
have a freehold of twenty pounds. In 
Republican Virginia he must own 
twenty-five acres of improved land; 
in Maryland and South Carolina fifty.

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Pawtucket, R. I., September 25.— 
New England may see a series of tex­
tile strikes carried out under a new 
plan of industrial attack this fall and 
winter. President Thomas F. McMahon 
of the United Textile Workers of 
America, with authority from the 
national convention of that body, lias 
announced a plan based on the army 
system of organization which he says 
will be placed in effect at those plants 
which have reduced wages, unless they 
restore the cut soon.

The army idea has been developed 
by the labor union leader from the 
machinery for a “zero hour” of attack, 
for which orders would be given only 
at midnight of the day before, to the 
organization of a commissary system 
to feed the participants “after the bat­
tle is on," as he jput it. He said lie 
was not talking “strike” at this time 
and did not want to use that word, 
but he was getting votes of confidence 
from affiliated organizations, such as 
the Rhode Island Textile Council which 
pledged him unanimous support last 
Sunday, for such action as he might 
decide upon. He added that when he 
presented behind closed doors the rea­
sons for asking the authority, he gave 
the delegates also the details of the 
army plan of attack.

President McMahon said he planned 
to go personally before every local 
union possible for endorsement of his 
programme, adding that he expected to 
go to Manchester, N. H., today to put 
the matter before the U. T. \V. mem­
bers among the mill workers there fut 
a similar authorization to call them 
out when, as and if he should con­
sider it necessary. He had already re­
ceived assurances, he said, that the 
workers of the Amoskeag Manufactur­
ing Company, which normally employs 
14,000 persons, would stand behind the 
United Textile Workers in any action 
decided upon to enforce restoration of 
the 10 per cent, reduction put into 
effect last week by agreement with a 
committee of the Amoskeag’s employes. 
This committee was composed of mem­
bers of the Amoskeag company’s own 
union organization.

To date the Manville-Jcnckes Com­
pany, employing 8,000 persons at capa­
city and operating six cotton mills in 
the Blackstone Valley with headquar­
ters in this city, a plant at Gastonia, 
N. C., and another at Dnimmondville, 
Que., is the only other mill interest 
to put the ten per cent, cut into ef­
fect. Labor leaders, however, said 
there had been reports that other cot­
ton interests were considering similar 
action and that was why “the lines of 
battle” were being drawn.

“We do not expect a cut under pres­
ent conditions in any other mills, how­
ever,” Mr. McMahon added.

P TESTIFIES ECZEMA IN

ever paid for a fiddle was $10,600. The 
instrument had a curious history, Olga 
Racster tells in her intieresting volume, 
“Chats on Big and Little Fiddles,” re­
cently published by a London firm.

Tyi thousand fiddles are attributed 
to Stradivarius, and this one, “the 
Messie,” is dated 1716,. 20 years before 
his death. It was still anwsy the 91 in 
his possession when he died, and be- 

the properly of his son, who 
treasured it carefully until his own 
death in 1775.

Then it was sold to Count Coelo di 
Salabue, the well-known Italian col­
lector, and reposed calm and untouch­
ed for another 50 years. Next sold to 
Luigi Tarisio, a connoisseur, it passed 
30 years in the bottom drawer of a 
ricketty old bureau. Tarisio was found 
dead one winter’s morning In 1854. 
Round him on every side were price­
less fiddles. Nothing else; no luxuries; 
no comfort even. Merely 246 exquisite 
fiddles, crammed into one attic. When 
it was played the “Messie” had had 147 
speechless years, yet it answered In 
tones more mellow, more clear than a 
Strad that had been throbbing for 
years.

One fiddle, which Stradivhrlus made 
when he was 89, belongs to Ysaye, the 
Belgian violinist, and one he made In 
1687, before the appearance of any of 
his famous instruments, to Kubelik.

2266—10—2 London, Sept. 25.—Hardly had Big 
Ben chimed the hour of three a few 
days ago when a policeman at either 
end of Westminster Bridge drew a rope 
across the roadway.

For five minutes there was a dead 
silence on the bridge i not a single 
vehicle passed over it. Even a Royal 
Mail van was held up.

The only persons allowed to remain 
on the bridge were a small group of 
London County Council engineering 
experts and representatives of a 'well- 
known firm of engineers who were 
supervising a series of strain tests, 
feeling, as it were, the bridge’s pulse.

There were two “silence” tests yes­
terday. The first was at 6 a.m., when 
the bridge was clear of traffic for a 
few minutes. The two tests will show 
what effect (if any) variations of tem­
perature have on a bridge made largely 
of metal.

In each case the chief comparison of 
strain will be between the “silence” 
and the flow of traffic immediately 
following the “silence.” But the result 
will not be known for some time.

Hundreds of people stood at either 
end of Westminster Bridge during the 
afternoon “silence.” They saw two 
men on the green of the Houses of 
Parliament gazing through what 
looked like telescopes mounted on 
camera stands at instruments like 
large thermometers on the pillars of 
the arches. The ‘Sdesnopes” were 
theodolites, and the “thermometers” 
were scales.

On thé middle arch of the bridge 
were gathered the experts. Immedi­
ately underneath them, on a platform 
in the arch, to which access was ob­
tained through a manhole, were men 
with various instruments. From end 
to end of the bridge ran a mysterious 
wire, on which was suspended a very 
sensitive pendulum, which recorded the 
“rock” of the bridge caused by traffic.

Analyzed, the object of the tests 
was to determine:—

Rise and fall of the piers.
Tension on the lower part of the 

arches and the compression on the top.
Vibration of the piers.
"Lift” of the arches.
But to most of the spectators the 

whole thing was a dark mystery.

Brougli, England, Sept. 25—Great 
Britain’s dreadnought of the air made 
its first flight recently from the air­
drome Which was the hopping-off 
field of the American world fliers when 
they left England for America tiy way 
of Iceland and Greenland.

The monster machine is said to be 
the most powerful single-engined air­
plane in the world. From wing-tip to 
wing-tip it measures 88 feet, stands 19 
feet from the ground and from nose to 
tall is 54 feet. The plane was built to 
take the new 1,000 horsepower Napier 
Cub engine, ciaiifted to be the most 
powerful air motor in existence. It 
has 16 cylinders, yet weighs only 2,200 
pounds. A railway locomotive, devel­
oping the same power, weighs over 
1*7,000 pounds.

Foreign ÿiir attaches came to Brougli 
to see the trial flight of the “Cubaroo," 
as the plane is called, 
space the engine was run, and then 
with a great roar the plane taxied 
across the airdrome and was away into 
the air, with Flight Lieutenant Ban! 
Bulman, one of the most daring pilots 
of the Royal Air Force, in command. 
When the flight was - ended Lieutenant 
Bulman said the air leviathan had been 
handled as easily as a small plane. The 
response to the control was wonderful, 
and on landing there was no suggestion 
of the enormous size of the machine.

Some idea of the proportions of the 
plane is indicated by the fact that the 
single propellor is more than one and 
one-half times the size of a full-sized 
English billiard table. The tall alone 
is as large as an ordinary scouting 
plane. Two staircases from the central 
cabin lead to separate parts of the ma­
chine. One goes to the pilots' cockpit, 
which lias accommodation for two, and 
the other gives access to a compart­
ment behind the wings which may tie 
used as a machine-gun tower.

The plane is without armament of 
any kind, but when being used for 
military purposes it will carry about 
three tons of bombs or torpedoes. The 
machine is ostensibly a three-seater, 
but there is accommodation In the 
cabin for a large crew, and the stair­
ways make it possible for pilots and. 
gunners alike to be relieved when the 
machine is in flight or even in action.

Of these 
industries none had shown more re­
markable growth than mining and pulp 
and paper.

I,t was in a railway cutting made 
during the construction of the C. P. IV 
in 1884 that rich copper deposits near 
Sudbury were revealed, and. through 
the refining of this copper ore, that the 
enoromus deposits of nickle, the great­
est in the world, were discovered.

The call for capital must Continue

“I raise this question," he said, “be­
cause there Is a tendency among ceN 
tain classes of the community to speak 
of capital as something iniquitous, 
something which should be taxed to the 
limit, if not taxed out of existence al­
together."

The financial standing of the C. P- 
R., he said, was taken by the investors 
of the world as a barometer of general 
financial conditions, and any legislative 
or other action which would impair the 
earning powers of the company must 
as a result have a corresponding effect 
upon the credit of the country at large. 
That was one of the reasons why the 
present attempt to lower the freight 
rates to a degree where they would 
involve an actual loss should be con­
sidered as having a very serious bear­
ing on the international credit of every 
Canadian enterprise which relied upon 
or expected to benefit by loans raised 
outside Canada.

“My own opinion is that we Cana­
dians should do everything we can to 
encourage the influx of outside capRol* 
for it is capital almost as much as any­
thing else that we require. We are be­
ginning to realize that the future of 
Canada is not longer bound up merely 
in a narrow stripvof land along the 
International boundary, but that our 
heritage north of the height of land is 
just as great as that, which has been 
opened by railway construction and 
settlement to the south.”
