Austrian reverse in Italy is becoming known within the German lines and is 
causing depression, according to prisoner s captured by the British. The German 
soldiers are surprised at the Austrian defeat as It was believed firmly that the 
offensive movement, intended to administer a knockout blow to Italy, would be 
a complete success and thereby hasten an early peace.

RAIDING WORK 
ON BRITISH FRONT.

With the British Army in France, 
June ’26—(By the Associated Press)— 
British raiders are still tapping the Ger­
man lines between Flanders and the 
Somme, sampling the garrisons new to 
the battle front to test their strength 
and the state of concentration in the 
camps behind them.

In one of the battles today twenty- 
one men with an officer and ten machine 
guns were brought in from the enemy 
lines southwest of Arras. (This was the 
Canadians’ work.) From the upper side 
of the River Scarpe six prisoners were 
brought back by a raiding party. Heavy 
bombardments, varying in length, are 
being laid on the British trenches at 
odd hours. Some of them are in the 
nature of rehearsal barrages, but the 
German infantry, is keeping quietly in 
its own trenches.

ASQUITH’S PROPOSALKuehlmann, in disclaiming world 
quest as Germany’s chief aim, is asking 
the world to disbelieve the evidence of 
its own senses.

The Daily Express says Knehlman’s 
elaborate speech is a naive admission 
that Germany, having rifled the orchard 
of Eastern Europe, is eager to be left 
in peace to eat the apples.

The Times contends that the speech 
is a bold profession of the policy of 
militarism without the faintest trace of 
doubt or repentance. The war will cer­
tainly last as long as Germany supports 
such a policy. The speech was even 

remarkable for the omissions, the 
Times says, for what it contained. Kuehl­
mann was absolutely silent as regards 
America’s participation in the war, which 
was the great event of the year. He 
said that the Allies had not stated their 
war
with precision that Germany dared not 
imitate, in President Wilson’s speeches.

Italian Army Headquarters, June 28— 
(By the Associated Press)—It was a 
terrible sight as the maddened Austrians 
fled across the Piave under a deluge of 
Italian bullets and shells. They leaped 
into the river and grabbed pieces of 
wood or anything that would aid them; 
they tied themselves to mules and 
horses, but their efforts were in vain, 
for as the enemy troops reached the 
opposite bank they were again caught by 
the fire of Italian guns which had been 
trained accurately on the eastern side 
for some days.

On the Montelio the slaughter was 
terrific. At one place the correspondent 
counted 800 bodies floating down stream 
in a distance of half a mile. One regi­
ment of covering troops, which origin­
ally was composed of more than 2,000 
men, had left on Monday morning but 
eighty-eight men. to the company, and 
these were prisoners.

Along the lower Piave the Austrians 
found themselves, if possible, in a worse 
position and sustained heavier losses.

A single episode shows how and why 
the retreat started. On Saturday the 
Austrian command sent the 91st Schuet- 
zen brigade, composed of regiments No. 
81 and 32, with orders to widen the 
Austrian breach at Lampol, and to do 
this at all hazards. The brigade at­
tempted to carry out this order and 
fought like wild men, but the Italian 
pressure was so terrific that they were 
unable to accomplish their object, which 
was to succor the Austrian divisions al­
ready surrounded in this section.

After six attacks, which continued on 
Saturday night and Sunday morning, 
there remained at 1 o’clock on.Monday 
afternoon only ninety men of this bri­
gade. The others were either prisoners, 
wounded or dead. The commanding of­
ficer then committed suicide and the 
ninety men surrendered.
Anniversary of Solferino.

Yesterday was the anniversary of the 
battle of Solferino in which the French 
and Italian armies defeated the Aus­
trians fifty-nine years ago. The victory 
was proudly emulated by the Italian 
army in the present fighting.

In fleeing, the Austrians left behind 
them much war material The enemy 
troops even threw away rifles and de­
serted hundreds of machine guns which 
were to have been used to protect the 
retirement.

From the first day of the offensive 
Italian morale was of the highest among 
both the troops and the civilian popula­
tion. Venice appeared to be little con­
cerned over the fact that the enemy was 
striking in her direction only twenty 
miles away. Today, however, Venice 
awoke to celebrate the Italian victory.

London, June 26—At the opening of 
the conference of the Labor party here 
this morning W. F. Purdy, presiding of- ■ 
fleer, made it clear that there would be 
no wavering among the members of the 
party in their determination to bring the 
war to a successful conclusion. Having 
spoken of the necessity for reconstruct­
ing the party, Chairman Purdy said:

Clothed In Paper 
She Left Germany

Miss Olga Wârzberg, Returning To 
America. SaysTeutoas Suffer Severely 
—People Abandoning Hope

An Atlantic Port, June 26—Among 
the passengers arriving here on a Nor- 
Wegian-American liner was Frederick 
William Wurzburg, eighty-four years 
old, proprietor of a department store at 
Grand Rapids, Mich., with his wife 
Theresa and hlS three daughters, Olga, 
Elsie and Dorothy. The daughters went 
to Germany six years ago to be edu­
cated, and were caught by the war.

Mr. and Mrs. Wurzberg were born in 
Westphalia and came to America whçn 
they were children. The daughters were 
born in Grand Rapids. They made 

‘several attempts to get back after the 
war began, but were unable to obtain 
the necessary papers until May 9, Mrs. 
Wurzberg said. The family were living 
at Godesberg, near Bonn, on the Rhine, 
and left for home by Berlin and Copen-» 
hagen, where they were detained two 
weeks until their passports arrived.

Olga Wurzberg, the eldest daughter, 
who spoke for the party, said that they 
kmd been forced to leave Germany be­
cause the food was so bad.

“You should have seen us when we 
reached Norway in our paper clothes 
before we were fattened up with human 
food,” she said. “We looked 
ferent then. The clothes were sent to 
fee dry cleaned and all fell apart, so wli 
had to buy a new outfit in Norway. The 
only souvenir we have of the, hard times 
*ln Germany is a pair of wooden shoes 
which we had to wear because leather | 
^nes could not be obtained. Mother lost 
pfty-eight pounds in- weight. I was re­
duced twenty-four pounds, and my sis­
ter, Elsie, suffered so from malnutrition 
that her face became partly paralysed. 
Germans’ Morale Low.

“The morale of "the German people is 
very low on account of their suffering 
through the long war, and they are be­
coming homeless regarding the victories 
they have been promised to repeatedly 
by the war party. In my opinion they 
are neariy in a state of revolt, and some­
thing will 
get better food before long.

“When I was ill in a hospital at God*
! esberg a Clumber of woünded soldiers 
were there, who took me for a German 
woman because I speak the, language so 
well, and they talked to me freely of 
their grievances. They said the food 

1 given to the men in the hospital was of 
the poorest quality, without any nutri- 

i ment in It, while the officers were fed 
on the fat of the land. The men’s food 
prevents them from recovering quickly, 
and reacts on their systems to such an 
extent that many of the soldiers never 

i recover their health, 
i “One soldier said to me shortly be- 
j fore we left Godesberg: ‘Some day we 
are going to lay down our arms. Why 
should we fight? Our officers used to 
lead us into battle, but now they follow 
in the rear because the government 

lavishes to preserve them from danger.”

As the preserving season approaches 
it is good news that Cuba has been har­
vesting and grinding the greatest crop 
of sugar cane in her history. This isl­
and of “milk and honey,” which, fortu­
nately, lies so close to be almost free 
from war’s menace, has become of in­
creasing importance under the disturb­
ing conditions of the past four years. 
The island Is even spoken of as the 
“world’s sugar bowl,’’ for of the sixteen 
million tons of sugar annually pro­
duced in the world, Cuba will supply 
this year some 3,500,000 tons. Her near­
est competitors are British India, with 
2,500,000 tons, am* Java, where sugar is 
now a drug on the market, owing to 
lack of ships, with 1,500,000 tons. There 
are also large crops in Hawaii, Japan, 
Peru and other tropical regions. The 
continent of Europe, which formerly 
produced 5,000,000 tons of beet sugar, 
mainly in Russia and Germany, is 
scarcely a factor now, at least outside 
the Central Powers, for war has upset 
the industry.

Some years ago 
foundations for a befet sugar industry, 
mainly in Ontario, but the production 
of beets has not been maintained up to 
expectations.

SNAPSHOTS (Toronto Star.)

Much is said of scarcity of food in 
Germany ; little about scarcity of ma­
terials for clothing. Yet Germany is 
even worse off in the latter respect than 
in the former. The chief sources of the 
world’s cotton supply are the United 
States and India; of wool, Australia, 
New Zealand, and Argentine. From all 
these Germany is cut off.

Neither Germany nor any of its allies 
is a great sheep-raising country, nor pro­
duces large quantities of wool. Before 
the war Germany produced 25,600,000 
pounds of wool and imported 439,000,- 
000 pounds. Austria-Hungary produced 
41,600,000 pounds, and imported 52,900,- 
000. Russia, however, produces more 
than one-third of the European total, and 
it is possible that the enemy may obtain 
wool from this source.

Of cotton Germany and its allies con­
trol practically none, the exception being 

produced in Turkey. The report 
that clothing was being made of paper in 
Germany is quite credible wheit the 
scarcity of wool and cotton is considered.

A report on the activities of the water 
and sewerage department has just been 
prepared by. Commissioner Hilyard and 
will be presented to the council at an 
early date. The report was compiled 
with a view to the settlement of finan­
cial matters with respect to this depart­
ment. The report is in part as follows:

The water assessment for 1918 is now 
nearly ready for filing and amounts to 
$155,600 which with arrears and receipts 
from other sources will give us an in­
come of not more than $230,000 provided 
no cash discount is allowed. If ten per 
cent is allowed it will probably reduce 
the revenue about $10,000 ; if five per 
cent the reduction will be about $5,000.

The estimate for expenditure at the 
first of the year was placed at $230,000 
for water purposes. Without making 
any provision for increased revenue the 
appropriations at $17,000 for sewerage 
maintenance and $10,000 for fire hydrants 
were made charges on the water main­
tenance account.

This the report points out leaves a 
deficit of $27,000 provided no discount 
is allowed, $37,000, if ten per cent, and 
$32,000 if five per cent is allowed.

The increase in prices and the en­
hanced price of all supplies will amount 
to between $5,000 and $10,000.

♦Last year the water assessment was 
reduced about $17,000 and at the time 
of filing, a cash discount of ten per cent 

allowed, which amounted to about 
$13,000, a total of $30,000.

The commissioner then makes the fol­
lowing recommendations in his report :
. “That the expenditures on account of 
water maintenance, sewerage mainte­
nance and fire hydrants be limited to 
the income of the water department by 
reducing the renewal of wafer mains, 
main sewers and hydrants.

“That bonds be issued to the amount 
of $80,000 for the payment of excavat­
ing, providing and laying lock joint 
cement water main at Lake Fitzgerald.

“That a reduction of five per centum 
be allowed on all water rates assessed 
in the present year under schedules B 
and C and paid in at the office of the 
receiver of taxes on or before the first 
day of October n^t.

“That a similar reduction be made 
each year hereafter paid in on or before 
a date to be set when rates are fixed, 
not later than the first day of October ; 
in each year.

“That hereafter all unexpended bal­
ances of water revenue be set aside at j 
the close of each year and placed in 
an account to be known as water reserve ! 
to be used for the renewal of water ! 
mains.”

the outlook for sum-Rev. Mr. Colpitts of the Maritime 
Baptist publishes in this week’s issue a 
letter he has received from Rev. W. F. 
Parker, chaplain, recently wounded in a 
German air attack in an hospital area 
He was in his tent at the time, preparing 
to retire. “It was fortunate,” he writes, 
“that I instantly prostrated myself upon 
the floor qf my canvas hut, as immediate 
ly it was pierced by flying shrapnel that 
would have caught me had I been stand­
ing or sitting. Several suceeding at­
tempts to rise and dress had to be aban­
doned for the same reason. About twen­
ty minutes after the bombardment be­
gan, I was pipped in the right knee by 
a low-flying piece of shrapnel, the only 
one, so far as I know, of the many thàt 
shattered my hut that struck so low. 
Had I been sitting at my table writing 
you, as I had intended, an account of 
the wonderful work of grace going on 
at the “S. C. A.” hut, my head and 
chest would have been riddled with bits 
of the shells that burst around me. For 
over an hour I lay helpless on the floor 
with the missiles of death raining around

“How any of us in the whole area es­
caped death or wounds is remarkable, 
for Fritz did his best, under the most 
favorable circumstances for his purpose, 
to exterminate us, and only left us when 
he had apparently emptied his magazines.

“After the raid I was taken by our 
faithful stretcher-bearers to the operat­
ing theatre of our hospital and skillfully 
attended to. As we have no officers’ 
ward in our hospital, the next day I was 
brought with the other ÿvo officers of 
our unit, who were wounued in the raid, 
to this very practical expression of the 
‘Liverpool Merchants’ goodwill towards 
our army.

“My case is progressing very fav orably, 
and I am being well cared for. Provi­
dentially not one of our nursing sisters 
was hit. They all stood bravely by their 
posts, performing their duties most faith­
fully towards their helpless charges. 
Many a wounded soldier was comforted 
and delivered from overwhelming fear as 
he lay powerless on his bed, by the cour­
age and fidelity of our noble ‘Sisters.’ 
God bless them ! We never could win 
this war (as we shall) without them. 
I regret very much that my work has 
been thus interrupted, but hope soon to 
be at it again D. V. Meanwhile Rom. 
8.28 ensures a ‘good time.’

“As writing while lying on the back 
is not easy, may I ask you to let my 
many friends in the dear home churches 
know that I am getting on nicely, with 
good prospect of full recovery.”
