Niacara Favrs, September 7.—Steve
Brodie, the Brooklyn bridge jumper, ar-
rived here yesterday morning with
Ernest Jerold, John McCarthy "and John
Ledger. They were met here by W. E.
Harding of the Pol‘ce Gazette, who had
been visiting the fair at Toronto. The
whole party registered under fictiti-
ous names at the Waverly house, in
this town. This morning the party
walked to the Falls on the Canada side,
and procured Brodie’s rubber suit, from
where it had been sgnt up last evening
and secreted away. At5.30 Brodie don-
ned his rubber gnit, and by the use of
two paddles, paddled himself out in the
river, about 600 feet above Horseshoe
Falls, and floated down over the Falls.
About 5.35 he was taken out of the river
about 200 feet below the Falls, bleeding
from the mouth, at a point known as the
Bass Rock Eddy.

weaker market.

First the imports into the United King-
dom for the previous week were 3,216,
000 bushels and 197,000 barrels of flour,
or; reduced to wheat, 883,000 bushels, to-
gether with farmers’ deliveries of almost

000,000 bushels, which is about 750,000
bushels more than required for consump-
tion.

The receipts at Liverpool for the past
week were 256,000 bushels from American
ports, and 512,000 bushels from other
sources, showing that the English buyers
although taking apparently large amounts
from us, are still securing the major part
of their supplies from elsewhere, and
that while onr accumulations are very
slow theirs are very large.

The stock in store in Liverpool for the
month of August shows an increase of
400,000 bushels of wheat and 50,000 bar-
rels of flour, or a total increase of 625,000
busbels of wheat and wheat flour.

These facts are rather against any
material advance, because if wheat is go-
ing to clear out of this country and only
accumaulate, and not gointo consumption

will be as much of a lever for the bears

here as it would be if the export clear-
ances were light and our accumulations
more rapid.

Our local market was depressed by
large arrivals on one or two days during
the week. It was generally supposed
that these arrivals by canal had been
well diséounted and would have little or
no effect, but this goes to show that our
market has been for the present bulled to
death. Everybody is long a little wheat,
and when the market refuses to be in-
spired by anything that is really bullish,
or anything that looks bullish, they grow
tired, drop out one by one, and thus we
get our weak markets and very narrow
ranges in prices because of the cautious
tactics of the bears who run in and cover
at the first sign of strength. «

The stock in store in Chicago is very
light comparatively, and they do not
seem willing to sell short upon any
uncertainty, but as the receipts grow
larger they appear more aggressive, and
the amount of wheat in Chicago can be
easily handled by any one of a dozen of
the large speculators in that city, and
the bears, who are quite aslalert, as the
bulls, will not be caught napping.

They are conservative as the bulls and
have as. much money back of them,
possibly more.

The cable despatches continue in their
humdrum tone, with very little change in
quotations except for our gualities of red
winter wheat, which are quoted occasion-
ally cheaper. Thegeneral tone, however,
is weak.  Some bulls figure that this is
a sure sign that they are picking up all
the wheatthey can get here ina quiet
way, and that it would be folly for them
to send advancing cables while they
want so much wheat, which sounds like
good logic, but, on the other hand, how
can we account for their successful pur-
chases of wheat in double quantities
from other countries than ours, and the
actual receipt of the same in their
markets, if this be true?

It looks to an uninterested party very
much as though their quotations were
genuine and legitmate, based upon sup-
ply and demand: that the reports from
abroad regarding the crops were ex-
aggerated iu the same manner as last
year, and that our speculating fraternity
will only awaken to that fact after im-
porting countries have made their ar-
rangements for supplies from other
sources.

Then it will be two late; our prices
will reach to a level that will be unprofit-
able for the farmers to sell; our carrying
charges will all dwindle away, and the
inducement to the elevator men to buy
wheat for the carrying charges will dis-
appear and we shall end up the crop year
with a large surplus and nodemsnd for it.

his is not a popular view, and is not
the way nine out of ten people figure it
out, but it is well at times to look for-
ward, and as it were, copper the senti-
ment.

It is to be hoped that our surplus
wheat can all be sold to foreign countries
It will not oniy insure good business for

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THE DEFENCE OF BALTINORE.

Our American cousins are great hands
at celebrations. They have one going
on at present, the occasion being the an-
niversary of the defence of Baltimore in
1814,when Francis Scott Key wrote “The
Star Spangled Banner,” The inspira-
tion of this poem was the sight
of the American flag flying over Fort
McHenry after an all night bombard-
ment by the British fleet. This poem
was the only tangible result of the oper-
ations about Baltimore on that occasion.
General Ross, the British commander,
was killed in a skirmish on the 12th.
Sept. and his death was the principal
reason why the operations against Balti-
more were not conducted with more vigor
and the place captured as Washington
had been a few days previously. On the
13th. an engagement took place ‘between
the British army and the American
forces in which the latter were defeated
and driven off the field. It will bein-
teresting to see how that part of the
transactions around Baltimore will be
celebrated.

THE HAYTIEN WAR.

General Legitime, who is now in New
York on his way to France blames the
result of the war and his own exile as
due to the action of :he officials of the
United States. He says that Dr. Thomp-
son, the United States representative at
Port-au-Prince acted as a sort of spy»
informing Gen. Salomon of whateyer
was going on among his colleagues in
the diplomatic corps. Gen. Salomon re-
warded Dr. Thompson for this service,
paying him various sums. When Legi
time was elected provisional president,
Dr. Thompson had already taken sides
with the other faction, and, though he
constantly evinced his readiness to do
all in his power for the people and for
the government of the United States, Dr.
Thompson was his bitter enemy (o the
Jast. During the seige of Port-au-Prince
e was, inside the capital, the centre of
the elements resisting Legitime’sgovern-
ment ; his house harbored and sheltered
conspirators arrayed against the presi~
dent. i

Legitime says that the canse of Hip-
polyte’s success was the help he raceived
from the United States. The Haytiens
he affirms became the victims of Mr.
Cleveland’s policy. We auote:—

In the first place, I was lawfully elect:
ed President of the republic of Hayti.
At the time of my election I was in un-
disputed control of all the machinery of
the government; my authority was recog-
nized by over two-thirds of the whole
republic. Nevertheless, Mr. Cleveland’s
administration withheld that recognition
to which I claim-my government was en-
titled. This deprived my government of
the protection it should have been able
to find in the courts of the
United States against the fitting out in
this country of nnlawful exliedilions.
That was the reason why the Mercedes
and the Carondelet, which had been
secured for the service of the northern
insurge: ts, were allowed to leaveithe
port of New York. In the next place,
our blockade of the four insurgent ports
the effectiveness of which was
recognized by all the European powers,
was disregarded by the United States,
and thus it happened that Admiral
Gherardi conveyed to the then beiseged
port of St. Marc the Caroline Miller an
American ship which had on board
large supplies of contraband goods, the
timely arrival of which saved the city
from ¢apture by our forces. Then there is

the treatment we received at
the hands of the United States
in the aflair of the steamer

Haytien Redublie, an American steamer
chartered by the revolutionists of Cape
Haytien, and which was captured by
our navy in the very act of conveying
armed revolutionists to various parts
where they were provoking insurrection.
Notwithstanding these facts, it was held
by Mr. Cleveland’s administration that
the seizure was unlawful and an ultima-
tum was presented by Admiral Luce to
the effect that the piratical ship must be
delivered to him. You can readily un-
derstand that my govgrnment could not
hesitate. We bad to surrender that
rebel property; the policy was forced
upon us. The effeet it had upon further
events can be readily understood.

If these statements are true they pre-
sent the government of the United States
in a very unfavorable light before the
world. The Yankees made a great fuss
over the escape of the Alabama,but in the
case of Hayti they seem to have utter-
ly disregarded those principles of inter-
national law to which they assented at
Geneva,

IRISH EMIGRATION.

While the volume of emigration into
the United States this year isless by one
third than it was last year the outflow
of population from Treland shows no
signs of diminishing. For the fiscal
year just ended the number of persons
who emigrated from Ireland was 75,684
against 73,195, for 1888 and 78,901 for
1887, This means that the population
of Ireland is being steadily drained out

of it, the emigration being about
three times as great as the
natural increase. For the year 1886

the births in Ireland were 113,927 and

the, deaths 87,292, In 1887 the births

were 112,49 and the deaths 88,711. The |
natural increase of population was tkere- |
fore only 25,000 annually, while the loss |
from emigration has averged 75,000. The |
population of Ireland at the present time |
does not exceed 4,737,000 a falling oft of |
437,000 since the census was taken in |

1881. At this rate Scotland will soon be
as populous as Ireland for the population
of the northern kingdom is now 4,080,000
and is increasing at the rate of about
42,000 a year.

Pigeon Flying.

Pigeon flying is one of the delights of
the Black country, and a Bifmingham,
Eng., paper gives a curious account of
it. It is a passion with the working-
men, and it takes some of them com-
pletely away from their work., With
the majority, however, it is 20 more than
the ordered pastimes of the first day of
the week. It has developed quite p new
branch of railway traffic in the district.
It is the practice of flyers to send their
birds in baskets, addressed to the station
master at a particular station, with the
request that he will release them, mark
on the label the time they were released
and return the basket. What is most
singular is that this is regularly done.
An important traffic. has grown up in
this way, with a tariff for pigeon baskets
and returned empties. Railway com-
panies at first set their faces against it,
but finally took a more enlightened view
of their own interests and of the wants
of their customers. They were probably
influenced by the consideration that the
officials rather liked the work. Incloudy
weather porters have been known to
feed birds three days before setting them
free. The only inconvenience is that,
where a bird fails to reach his destina-
tion, the obliging official is sometimes
accused of being *‘got at” by a rival
flier. This suggests a certain demoral-
izing tendency in the pastime, and the

uggestion may fi d by the re-
vival of a well worn anecdote. An aged
penitent, who had loved pigeon flying
not wisely but too well, was assured by
his ghostly comforter on his death bed,
that they would both meet ina better
place with wings to their backs. The
dying man suddenly forgot his anxieties
in the ribald offer to *‘fly” the parson
for a sovereign when they arrived.

To Restore Worn Clothing.

The mystery to many people how the
scourers of old clothes can make them
look almost as good as new is explained
in The American Analyst as follows:
Take, for instance, a shiny old coat, vest
or pair of pants, of broadcloth, cassi-
mere or diagonal. The scourer makes a
strong, warm soapsuds and plunges the
garment into it, souses it up and down,
rubs the dirty places, if necessary puts
it through a second suds, then rinses it
through several waters, and hangs it to
dry on the line. When nearly dry, he
takes it in, rolls it up for an hour or two,
and then presses it.. An old cotton cloth
is laid on the outside of the coat, and
the iron passed over that until the
wrinkes are out; but the iron is removed
before the steam ceases to rise from the
goods, else they would be shiny.

Wrinkles that are obstinate are re-
moved by laying a wet cloth over them
and passing the iron over that. If any
shiny places ave seen they are treated as
the wrinkles are—the iron is lifted,
while the full cloud of steam rises and
brings the nap up with it. Cloth should
always have a suds made specially for
it, as if that which has been used for
white cotton or woolen clothes lint will

be left in the water and cling to the
cloth. In this manner we have known
the same coat and pantaloons to be re-
newed time and again, amd have all the
look and fecl of new gaaments. Good
broadeloth and its fellowv cloths will bear
many washings, and look better every
time because of them.

Robert Barker and His Career—How the
Tdea First O d to Hi Ed
Painted as a Beginner—A Rival Claim-
ant—The Panorama of Joan of Arc.

Robert Barker is generally credited
with being the first painterof panoramas
as we know them today. He was born
in Edinburgh, where he lived for sixty
years during the last century. Originally
he made his living by painting portraits,
and it is said of him that the first notion
of a picture that would take in the entire
scene visible from a certain point on
every side occurred to him when he was
sitting on the top of Carlton hill in
Scotland’s capital. He went home and
began painting on a cylindrical surfacea
picture of the town as it appears to any-
body viewing it from that famous emi-
nence, which would dnclude Arthur's
seat, the Castle Rock -and the distant

SIR JOSHUA CONVINCED.

From this time onward the Leiceters
iquare panorama was one of the lions of
Londan, and its inventor having made a
thoroughly good thing out of it, and
having pleased and improved the minds
of countless spectators, died in the year
1806, leaving his profitable occupation to
his son, Henry Aston Barker, “who kept
on the business still, resigned,” or not as
the case might be, “unto the heavenly
will.” At all events Barker the younger
was a_conscientious - panoramist, for he
journeyed all over Europe in his seatch
for “‘subjects.”  He “‘panoramed” Malta
and Elba, and in the course of his visit
to the latter place interviewed the great
Napoleon. He illust¥ated Nelson’s most
famous sea fights, and he went. to Con-
stantinople and Waterloo to make draw-
ings of each.

THE BIG PICTURE IN PARIS. :

From Waterloo he journeyed on to
Paris, which the allied troops were then
oceupying, in order to obtain perfectly
correct accounts of the dispositions of
the forces from the actual leaders in the
fight. As no inventor isever allowed to
be the first in the field, it may be well,
in the interests of historical accuracy, to
say that Robert Barker’s fame is troubled
by a rival discoverer of panoramas, one
Professor Breisig, of Danzig; but it 'is
acknowledged that' Barker was the first
detually to paint and exhibit a panorim-
ic picture on a large scale.

The latest development of the pano-
ramic art is to be seen, along with other
wonders, at Paris, Patriotism has in-
spired some enterprising Gaul with the
very happy thought of seizing the oppor-
tunity for interesting his countrymen
and women and the whole world in the
story of Joan of Arc. He has according-
ly bad painted and is exhibiting a colos-
sal and beautiful panorama of the life of
the Maid of Orleans in several scenes.
Realism is, of course, to the fore, and
during the battle scenes before Orleans
the peal of trumpets is heard, while the
painting of the groups of figures in the
coronation scene at Rheims and in other
episodes is said to be marvelously life-
like. This panorama, if it does nothing
else, affords an agreeable way of learn-
ing the chief facts in the life of a great
historical character.

Many people will wish that they could
learn all their history in the same easy
fashion. To have well painted tableaux
pass in succession - before one, each de-
picting a famous scene in a great drama
of actual life, is not a contemptible aid
to education. If there is any lecturing
to be done the lecturer’s remarks are lis-
tened to with far more patierice when the
eye has all the time before it the actual
scene of which mention is being made.
Evenr a humorist like Artemus Ward
found that his comic addresses ‘‘went”
much better when aided by a panorama,
in which a comic moon that tried to rise
and got stuck half way up the skyadded
to the total effect.—London Telegraph.

Florida Sponges.

The finest and best sponges in.the
world are now obtained along the Flori-
da Keys. Native Floridians do the prin-
cipal gathering. Thereare some Bahama
Islanders also. The sponge fishers are
called conks. They do not dive, but tear
up the sponges with three tined forks on
long poles. A Greek came down from

gathering them by diving, using a regular
diver’s suit, but he made a failure of it.
The sponges grow rapidly. A bed which
has been fished clean will be covered
with a new growth in six months. The
product amounts to nearly half a million
dollars annually.—True Flag.

Odoriferous Flowers of Europe.

Of the 4,200 kinds of flowers which
grow in Europe only 420, or 10 per cent.,
are odoriferous. The commonest flowers
are the white ones, of which there are
1,194 kinds. Less than one-fifth of these
are fragrant. Of the 951 kinds of yellow
flowers 77 are odoriferous; of the 823
red kinds, 84; of the 594 blue kinds, 31;
of the 808 violet blue kinds, 13. Of the
240 kinds with combined colors, 28 are
fragrant. —New York Telegrani.

Messrs. Scammell Bros. in their Week-
ly Freight Circular, dated, New York,

September 7, say:—Although the fixtures |

of sail tonnage in the more prominent
trades this week have been comparative-
ly few,a small supply of handy seeking
vessels has served to sustain the marke t
upon a; fairly steady basis. There has
been no improvement in the enquiry
for barrel Petroleum carriers, cargoes
for carly loading being difficult to
obtain, yet a somewhat [steadier
and firmer feeling prevails as to
freight rates now that the market
has becn relieved of the few ships that
bhad been offering for recharter, conse-
quent, upon the recent suspension of a
prominent exporter. The movement in
case oil for ports in the remote East con-
tinues exceedingly slow, but as suitable
tonnage is scarce and the prospects for
homeward business rather poor, rates
may be quoted nominally firm. Other
long voyage freights, trough at the mo-
ment quiet, are sustained by the meager
supply of suitable handy vessels. The
Sounth American trade has shown less ac-
tivity and some irregularity in ‘rates—
handy size vessels for prompt and early
use still being in limited supply and
command previous rates, whilst for dis-
tant loading spot quotations are unattain-
able. Deal and Timber Freights are
quiet, partly because of a scarcity of
handy tonnage, with rates nominally
firm.” Naval Store Freights continue firm
at 4 and 5-3 percent for ilosin and Spirits
from the supply ports to Cork for orders,
at which rates several vessels to arrive
have been closed, as per detailed report
subjoined. Cotton Freights are firm,
the crop being earlier than expected,and
the receipts at the lower Atlantic ports

unusually large for this period, whilst|;

the high prices current serve to promote
exportation, At Savannah large en-
gagements have been effected by steam-
ers on the berth, and for September clear-
ance as high as 17-32d has been paid for
Liverpool, whilst several steamers have
been chartered for Oct.~Nov. loading
at 3-8d. Atthe Gulf ports the move-
ment is not so lnrge, but rates are firm,

t being in ¢ d at New Or-
leans for both Cotton and Grain.

From Baltimore to Cork for orders,4-103
has been paid for full Grain cargoes,with
the option of genaral cargo at equivalent
rates, and in one instance a steamer was
relet at 5 per cent.—a substantial im-
provement over last week’s business.

Freights hold firm, but all Southern busi-
ness, as usual during the hurricane sea-
srn, is exceptionally dull.
