Laid

The Court of Appeal has rendered
judgment in a local cause celeﬁx{e, that
of Arbuthnot ,vs. the city, arising out

of the paving of Rockland avenue. The [

This action was taken by John Ar-

‘buthnot, F. B. Pemberton and Joseph

Sayward as a test case, they and other

Rockiand avenue éwners claiming that
the macadam pavement being laid on
that thoroughfare was not a preper and
lasting macadam. ¢

The case came on before Mr. Justice
Irving, but was never gone inte en the
merits, being dismissed on a point of
law. The plaintiffs appealed and the
majority of the court holds that they
were quite within their rights in bring=
ing action. b

Chief Justice Macdonald, in his judg-
ment, says:

This is an appeal from an order dis-
missing the action on a point of law,
namely, that the statement of claim
discloses no cause of action. The city
council proposed to make a -macadam
roadway on Rockland avenue by the;
local improvement plan., Such proposal
could only be carried out if it were
approved by the property owners in
this sense, that if a certain number of
property owners petitioned against it,
then the work should not be under-
taken. The proposal -was apparently
sgtisfactory, as the owners did not pe-
tition against it, and the by-law was
passed and the work commenced and
was proceeding at the date of the com-
mencement of this action.

The plaintiff, who brings this action
as well on his own behalf as on be-
half of other ratepayers affected, al-
leges in the 14th paragraph of the
statement of claim that the ‘‘defend-
ants are not building a macadam
roadway ‘on said street, but are lay-
ing down said roadway in a defective
and unworkmanlike manner, and the
same will, if constructed according to
present plans, ‘not have the life and
efficiency of a  macadam. road.”

For the purpose of this appeal we
must accept that statement as true.
The allegation, while perhaps capable
of a construction that the defendants
are building a macadam roadway in
an unworkmanlike manner, is algso
they are not constructing a macadam
roadway at all,'but are laying down
some sort of a roadway in a defec-
tive ‘and unworkmanlike- manner. If
therefore we accept ' the. latter con-

INCREASE RATES

BECOME EFFECTIVE Lo
ON FIRST OF JULY

Government Suit Against Western
Lines Will Disturb New
York Market

~ATimes Leased Wire.)

New York, June 2—That several
stock exchange hewnses are in trouble
as a result of speculation. is reported
in Wall street to-day. In spite of this,
however, it-is éxpected that there will
pe a gradual market recovery.

The ‘big factor in the stock market
just now ' Wall street believes is the
railroad guestion. The 25 western rail-
roads, against whom the government
has already brought suit, it is believed,
will be under heavy pressure for some
time and this in itself makes the
financial outlook a little gloomy.

LITTLE SOLID
" ABOUT COMET

TRANSIT ACROSS SUN
DID NOT REVEAL MUCH

-

Observers at Honolulu Not Re.
warded for Their Long
Journey

~Maill repeérts from Honolulu in re-
gard to-the comet’s transit of the sun
say that the nucleus of Halley’s comet
has no  body of solid matter large
enough to be visible through a six or
six @nd four-tenths inch telescope,
with the sun as a background. This
was the conclusion reached as a re-
sult of the observations make at Dia-
mond Head and Kaimuki, by Prof. F.
Ellerman of the Mount Wilson Obser-
vatory and Professor Donaghho of the
College of Hawali. Both saw the sun-
spots reported by mainland observers.
But Halley's comet, passing between
them and the sun, showed absolutely
no impression at all,—the sun with the
comet in front of it looked just as if
there was no comet there.

This was what Professor Ellerman,
Lord and Coddington went all the way
from' their mainland institutions to
observe. The telescopic observations
do not prove that there is no,solid mat-
ter in Halley's comet, but they do
prove that there is no large solid body,
constituting the head, or nucleus, of the
comet.

It is possible that other, larger tele-
scopes, may show some different re-
sults. Professer Ellerman stated after
his observations were ovér, that a dif-
ferent report might come from the
larger instrunient employed In Manila.
“All there is to be isaid about my ob-
sérvations here,” he said, “is that the
result was negative. There ig nothing
to report. I had had some idea that
perhaps we might see sémething of the
comét in transit, but not the faintest
trace was to be seen.”

The Mount Wilson astronomer had
a small observatory on the slope of
Diamond Head, just beyond the light-
house, in which was a 6.4-in¢h tele-
scopé. Arfter his work was over he
and Mrs. Ellerman entertained a small
party at dinner, picnic style, on the
picturesque slope above the sea, the
party afterwards being treated to some
fine opportunities to view the heavens
through the big glass. Professor Don-
aghho, fresh from his work at Kai-

ingly expressed satisfaction that ‘their’
observations, or lack of observations,
ware the shme iy Wl oo g

“The sun was just the 'same as on
any normal day,” said Professor Don-
aghho. “The comét made no appear-
ance at all in our telescope, which was
as I expected. This proves, of course,
that there is no very large solid body
in the head of the comet.”

ROOSEVELT’S SPEECH
« SHARPLY CRITICIZED

London Times Warns Him Not to
Be Surprised if Unpleasant
Manifestations Occur

London, * June = 1.—Apparently unaf-
fected by his present unpopularity as
shown by newspapers and general
comment, Col. Theodore Roosevelt was
in a jovial mood to-day. He spent
nearly an hour reading the various
comments upon his speech relative to
the British administration of Egyptian
affalrs and apparently the criticisms
did not strike deep.

Col. Roosevelt was the guest of honor
at a luncheon given him to-day by the
Irish membérs of parliament. John
Redmond, the Irish leader, presided.

British officialdom refuses to com-
ment publicly on Roogevelt's speech at
Guildhall because of the semi-official
character of the president’s visit here.
In spite of this lack of 6pen comment,
however, it is plain to see that many
officials fear the speech may result in
an upheaval of the Anglo-Egyptian re-
lations. .

Many people to-day  declare that
Roosevelt violated diplomatic. pro-
priety and compare the incidents sur-
rounding his speech to the Lord Sack-
yille-West incident in 1888 when Presi-
dent Cleveland dismissed the . British
ambassador for advising citizens of
the United States to vote for 'Cleve-
land. 'The press here is dumbfounded
by the Colonel’s utterances.

Theé Evening Star says Roosevelt Is
“guilty of a grave offence against the
laws binding on host and guest.”

“The fact that Roosevelt's predeces-
sor was assassinated,” the Star adds,
“shauld make him careful of his com-
ments regarding the assassin of Bou-
tros Pasha.”

Trustees Contribute $30,000° -To-

To the relief and satisfaction of a
large f(elegation of workers from
Spring Ridge the board of school trus-
tees, at a meeting Tuesddy, voted
in favor of placing the new high
s¢hool on the gravel-pits site. It was
not all plain sailing for the resolution,
three trustees voting for and three
against.

It was contended inter alla, by coun-
sel for the city, that there is nothing
to show that this work is being done
under the by-law as a local improve-
ment, and that until the palintiff is
called upon to pay rates on account of
it he is not entitled to object. The
statement of claim effectually disposes
of the first part of this. contention.
There is no doubt at all in my mind
that the work done on Rockland ave-
nue was done in pretended ‘cenformity
with the by-law, that._js to..say as a
loca]l improvement. If thnen, as we are
bound to assume on a motion of this
kind, that the defendants were putting
down a roadway which was not® the
one authorized by the by-law, they
were committing a breach/of the statu-
tory injunction which declares that no
such ' work/ shall be*undertaken if a
majority of those to be charged peti-
tion against it, which means that there
must be a by-law against which the
property holders have had an Jppor-
tunity to petition. There was a by-
law ‘here, it is true, but it was a by-
law authoriizng one thing while the
defendants werg;qoing wguite grother.

On the authorities cited ‘before us, if
the property owners moneys were in
the defendants hands, and were being
applied for a purposesofhér than that
for which they werek collegted. there
could be no doubt about the matter.
This case is, however, ‘different, and I
prefer to base-~my - conclusion on- the
ground that the defendants were doing
something which was directly contrary
to statute. The remedy asked for is a
mandatory injunction,iand. while I
have some doubt as to whether this is
the relief applicahle to the case, yet I
would let the action go to trial before
which, 'if so advised, the plaintiff may
amend, It must not be understood that
I assent to the proposition that a rate-
payer can as it were oversee the work
and interfere whenever . the quality
does not suit-him. I would allow the
appeal.

Mr. Justice Galliher, in'a judgment
which reviewed the authorities quoted
during the trial, agreed with the Chief
Justice, He said that in deciding this
question the court must: assume  the
truth (of the allegations contained in
the plaintiffs’ pleadings and ask them-
selves the gquestion—agsuming these to
be .true—did they disclose any cause af
action? Answering this in line with the
authorities his lordship found:

Assuming the truth of the plaintiff’s
allégations in the case at bar, the
defendants have proceeded with the
constryction’. not in aceordance with
the report of the committee and of
the city - engineer: and- assessor, nor in
accordance with ‘the by-law based
thereon to :-which the ratepayers gave
assent. This, I think, brings it within
the principle laid down by Mr. Justice
Anglin, and the plainfiffs were within
their rights in bringing this action.

Mr. Justice Martin, in a dissenting
judgment, said:

My opinion is, to put it concisely,
that though the statement of claim
must be regarded as an allegation that
an unauthorized roadway was being
laid, yet the plaintiff’s action is prema-
ture, because this work of local im-
proveinent was undertaken by the cor-
poration on its own' initiative, under
section 256 of the Municipal Clauses
Act. Had the work been done upon the
request of the owners under section
50, subsection 148 (a)''I should have
been of a contrary opinion: that I
think is the result of the authorities

LOCAL TRADES COUNCIL

Report by Sjcpia.l_.Oomm'tteo on,
Alleged Violation of Labor
(From Thursday’s Daily.)

At the regular monthly meeting of
the Trades and Labor Ceuncil, held
last evening, a report was presented
by the committee appointed to inves-
tigate the alleged violation of labor
laws by lmportlpg men -into jthe city
to take places of Chinese employed in
the lumber -mills. After considerable

debate it was decided to lay the re-
port on the table, the council deciding
to defer action for the present.

Communications were received from
the E. & N. Raiflroad Company and the’
Vancouver Island Power Company, en-
closing list of wages paid by them on
their construction work. These were re-
ceived and. filed, the writers being
thanked for their courtesy.

A communication was. received from
the joint label committee of. ' textile
workers of Cohoes, New York, giving a
list of firms who |have been unionized
and asking the support of the local
labor men of the city to articles mann-
factured by the firms in question. This
was ordered bulletined in order to ac-
quaint ‘labor génerally.

The B. C. Federation of Labor ap-
plied te the council for affiliation and
an advance of $25 to further a provin-
cial organization of labor. Upon mo-
tion the affiliation was decided upon
and the amount voted as an advance.
The Moulders’ Union have obtained
for members of that body an increase
of wages, being now paid $4 per day.
This increase was amicably arranged
with the employers, The Typographical
and Pregssmen’s Union alsd report havs
ing "entered into new cbntracts with
employers at an increase of $3 per
week.

A communication was received from
the American Federation of Labor ask-
ing the uniéns of the city to form a
central body and affiliate with that
organization for the'purpose of bettér
conserving the interest-of labor. The
question was referred to the local
uniong for expression of an opinion and
will be takén up at the next session
of the council -
The assistance of the council was
given to the organization meséting of
the Carpenters’ Wnion on Monday even«
ing next at 8 o’clock at Labor hall. This
meeting is being held with a view of
effecting organization among thoss not
connected with Carpenters’ Union at
the present time.

HELPLESSLY DRIFTING

Message Telling of Condition of
Vessel Received in Sydney
Day. Manuka Sailed

When the steamer Manuka left Syd-
ney the fine old Britisn clipper Loch
Katrine, of the famous “Loch” line of
Scotch  sailing ships, which for up-
wards of forty -years has braved the
elements in all portions of the world,
was helplessly drifting at- the mercy
of the winds and seas off the coast.
Those members of her crew who still
remained on board were in dire dis-
tress, and a message from them was
received in Sydney imploring immediate
assistance.

The exact whereabouts of the Loch
Katrine are unknown, and it may take
several days—perhaps weeks—to dis-
cover her, says the Sydney Morning
Herald. She was on her way to Syd-
ney from Melbourne, with a part cargo
of general merchandise from Glasgow,
and for four days everything went well.
The Loch Katrine was then evidently
beset by violent gales and terrific seas,
for on April 27th—last Wednesday week
—her masts snapped, and, "descending
with a terrific crash, fell over the sides
of the vessel. The wreckage was cut
away as speedily as possible, under the
instructions of Commander Martin, one
of the most experienced masters, in the
interests of the safety of the barque
and her company,

‘When it was.found that nothing could
be done_in the way of navigating the
ship, a boat was launched, in which
the mate and six men went for assist-
ance, They Were picked up by the
steamer’ Tasmania, and' taken to Mel-
bourne. A steamer was at once sent
in search of the ship.

GANADIAN FISH

SPECIAL REPORTS
FROM TRADE AGENTS

\

Fresh Salmor Would Find Good
Mg.rket and Get Preference
in Britain

The latest issue of the department
of trade and commerce weekly bulle-
tin deals with markets for Canadian
fish and contains special reports from
the Canadian trade commissioners - at
various points. W. A. MacKinnon
writes. from Birmingham:

“The direct imports of Canadian fish
to Birmingham are practically nil. Sal-
man appears to' be the only- Canadian
fish which reaches Birmingham, and
it comes chiefly -through - London or
Liverpoo] houses. Other salmon is ob-
tained from Scotland or Norway, but
this can hardly be called competition,
since the <Canadian article is frozen
and the others fresh.. No encourage-
ment whatever is obtainable as to the
brospects -for the development of Can-
adian trade in other kinds of fish, with
the sole exception of fresh salmon, sup-
plies of which will be eagerly wel-
comed.

“Scetch salmon hags probably the best
reputation in this market, but experts

'state that the best Canadian.salmon is

originally quite equal to qualify, though

‘the frozen article is considered infer-

for. The common impression is that
frozen is a very poor substitute for
fresh fish. This opinion, even if it be
considered as prejudice, must be reck-
oned with, so that it may be taken as a
fact that Canadian frozen salmon has
a chance in the markets only when
fresh is not obtainable, or is selling at
prohibitive price.

“A Canadian firm has made arrange-
ments for a large cold storage plant in
British Columbia with the object of
shipping fresh salmon from time to
time throughout the year. It is under-
stood that a first shipment is very soon
to be made to London, and it is hoped
that supplies will thereafter come reg-
ularly and be distributed throughout
the country. It is not too much to say
that the success of this experiment is
enthusiastically looked forward to by
the trade in the Midlands.

“An excellent sample of well graded
and well packed  frozen salmon- was
seen at the wholesale market to-day,
where it could be obtained at from 7d.
to 8d. a pound. The purchase price at
London would average about 6%d. a
pound, and retailers would dispose of
the. same fish at prices rapging from
8d. to 1s.! according to quality, cut,
and the district where sold.

‘“The shipment examined was from
the 'Wallace Bros. Packing Company
of Claxton 'B. C., and was so enthusias-
tically’ praised as to deserve.  special
mention. One of the largest ‘dealers
described this firm as ‘the best packers
in America.’ It may be interesting to
know what methods obtained such high
praise, ‘and to this end the following
description is given:

“Bach case contained about 30 fish,
ranging in weight from 8 to 14 pounds
each, the usual variation between the
largest and the smallest being not
above five pounds. The case itself was
beautifully made of heavy lumber with
close fitting joints and corners so that
it made a practically air-tight-package,
and -weighed alone nearly 60 pounds.
Each fish was cleaned and wrapped in
clean paper. The number of fish and
weight of case were clearly stampe
on the end. >

“These points are mentioned because
the criticisms regarding other Cana-
dian packers are to the effect that some
wrap the fish in dirty paper and pack
it in poorly made fragile cases by no
means air-tight, which often arrive
with sides split. The grading in the
packs referred to is also very poor, in-
dividual fish in the same case being
found to run al] the way from three to
16 pounds in weight. One important
advantage of having well-made and
wired air-tight cases is that the fish
can be held in refrigerator cars for as
long as 14 days after arrival, and still
come out perfectly firm- - and sound.
This effects an important saving .in
cartage and cold storage.

“One steamship company states that
it has carried nearly 1,000 cases of
frozen salmon from. Canada during the
last two years, the principal shipments
having ranged from January to August.
If  this is a fair sample, it will be
gathered that the trade is not as large
was it might be, and there is no doubt
that Canadian salmon has yet to make
itself popular in this market. It is
highly desirable, therefore, that all
shipments should be carefully graded
and packed, and kept at the proper
temperature.

“It is also suggested by a Ileading
fitm ‘that co-operation among Canadian
shippers -would be advisable in order
to aveoid glutting the market, and to
ensure constant and regular supplies.”

P. B. MacNamara, Manchester, says:

“From the best information procur-
able with regard to fish from Canada
most likely to find a .ready sale when
in.ice,. the following were mentioned:
Halibut, salmon and salmon trout. It
will be readily understood .by those en-
gaged in exporting fish that prices re-
alizéd for fish in ice do not compare
with the price obtained for fish landed
fresh, hence the prices given are for
for hallibut, 4d. to. 7d. per Ib.; frozen
salmon, about 8d., per 1b.; and salmon
trout, 9d. per lb. Any of the above
qualities of fish find a ready sale in
the Manchester market. In addition to
the above, plaice and sole are the’chief
fish used by the middle and upper
classes; hake( a cheaper fish, commends
itself to the middle and lower classes.
With regard to fresh cod, assurance
is given that it would not pay to ship.

“Careful inquiry warrants the state-
ment that the packing heretofore Bf
Canadian fish was all that could be
desired, and that no improvement can
be suggested. -

“It is to be presumed that trade in  fish
might be compared with trade in any
other commodity, if cheap freight rates
can be obtained, in order that the figh
can be landed in England at a price
that will prove 6f profit both to the
vendor and the' purchaser trade can bhe
effected. In view of the immense quan-

tities of fish teken by the British Wl-
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ers, it must appear that the trade in’
this article from other sources is some-
what uncertain. 3 ‘

“If the shipment ‘could be disposed
of to the public immediately upon ar-
rival, a better price could be ebtained.
But if it enters into competition with
the landing of fresh fish, which is al-
most a daily occurrence, & sale would
be more difficult to effect, and probab=
ly lower prices would be obtained.”

A. W, Donly, Mexico City, says:

‘“Canned salmon is undoubtedly the
largest single item in fish imports. The
kind having by far the largest sale is
a cheap grade sold chiefly to the lower
classes as Alaska salmon, and retails

This costs, laid down, about,12 cents
per can, leaving a profit of 50 per cent.
over cost. While many Canadian pack-
ers of salmon.have made inquiries in
regard to this trade, few results seem
to have been obtained, due apparently
to a better grade of fish’ and better and
more costly processes of packing. It
is possible, too, that much of the cheap
stuff sold here as salmon is mixed with
other and cheaper kinds, and colored
to imitate the real article.

“The chief reason for the comparattve
insignificance of all fish importations
into Mexico is undoubtedly the fact
that the waters of the gulf and the
Pacific teem with excellent red-snapper,
sea-perch and pampano, which are
distributed through the-different ports
by express, to’'all ‘the prin¢ipal centres
of population in’ the interior. With
prime fresh fish 4t the same or a less
price’ than the most inferior grades of
the canned" article, it would indeed be
surprising if ‘the importations .of. the
latter article should rea¢h very consid-
erable proportions.

“Moreover, as frésh fish pays a duty
of 2.27 cents per net pound, while the
cannied article pays 4.1 cents per legal
pound, fresh salmon is brought in from
the Sacramente river, practically dur-
ing the whole year and retails at more
or less the same price as the better
grades of - canned goods. The princi-
pal consumer of canned goods of all
kinds, fish, meats, vegetables and fruits
are mining and construction camps,
which, due to their meagre means of
communication with the railways, can-
not count on the fresh preoduct.”

HINDUS IN PROVINCE.
AID PLOTTERS AT HOME

Agitators Tax Fellow Countrymen
for Funds-to Assist Anti-
British Plots

Vancouver, :June 2~That the Hindu
population of Vancouver and ~vieinity.
is being systeratically taxed for funds
to assist in the most militant manner
anti-British plots in India by seditious
agitators. has,.lately been developed by
secret - agents of' the federal goyern-
ment, empone{i ‘at the instance of the
Indian office in" London. The most re-
markable }aml,tfcations of anarchistie
schemes of sthese turbanned -plotters in
India have begn discovered in Vancou-
ver, where theagents of the seditious
movement have for the past few years
been conducting their. campaign with

an openness which indicates little fear
of detection or retribution. '

As much as $2,000 was raised in Van-
couver on a recent Sunday afternoon on
a direct appeal to the Hindus employed
in and about the city for funds with
which to buy rifles to aid the plots to
overthrow British rule in India. Those
appealed to in’'this fashion readily re-
sponded, and it is declared that most of
the Hindu population of the province
have been whipped into line as sub-
scribers by the leaders of the move-
ment, 'men whose educational attain-
ments are largely the result of training
in the native schools of India, which
aré fed hy the hand of the government
which they now seek to bite.

Funds obtained in Vancouver and at
other centres in British Columbia where
Hindus are to be found in any numbers,
are forwarded to agents of the plotters
in London, Eng, The destination of the
funds was developed. by -the work of
the secret service men from banking
drafts dispatched from Vancouver. The
London end of the string is in the
hands of the India office. ‘From Van-
couver to these Loondon agents sums as
high jas $20,000 nave been sent in omne
draft. . That all the money collected
from the “ignorant coolies in British
Columbia by these unscrupulous agita-
tors does not find its way into the

Portions of
the funds are, gkillfully deflected for the
individual enrichment of the legders,
whose “notiomalist’’ spirit is not de-
veloped to that fanatical point where
the good of the ‘‘cause” is subordinat-
ed to their personal greed. ‘

For some time the secret  service
agents operating in Vancouver have
been in possessiof of information which
would enable them to lay their hands
on the leaders of the local plotters at a
moment’s noticé, but as yet no action
has been taken.

COLONY OF BEAVER

Re-stocking of Old Pond at Col-

Here, however, they are
wanted, and the Natura]l History So-
ciety propose to ask the government to
transfer enough specimens te .ensure
the success of the colony at this place.

Curdy, in the chair, and referred to
the executive committee for action.

In the matter of the Provincial Park
projegt, A. W. McCurdy, on behalf of
the committee, reported that their case
had been laid before the government
for consideration, and it was arranged
with Premier McBride that if anv ad-
ditional information was required the
joint committee of the Board of Trade,
the Development League, and the Na-
tural History Society, would be notified
and would wait on them.

A resolution was presented Monday
providing for a change in the name of
the society. It was decided to make a
change but the matter will be again
discussed by the executive- committee
and -a name suggested. One month's
notice will = be necessary .before a
change can be made in the constitu-
tion.

L POSSIBILITY HERE

»Timber and Forest Commission
Hear Promoters of Enter-
prise as to Proposition

(From.Tnesday’s Daily.)

The possibility of the establishment
of the pulp industry was placed before
the timber and forestry commission
i this morning by E. P. Bremner, W. J.
Whitney and John Moravee. These
. gentlemen represent a company which
‘is prepared to establish a thirty-ton
daily capacity chemical fibre mill, and
which desires to secure from the gov-
ernment the right to select 20,000 acres
of timber lands and 20,000 acres of
,abandoned or cut-over lands. The wit-
i nesses this morning expressed willing-
ness to accept the most stringent and
drastic regulations as to cancellation
for non-operation that the governhment
choose to impose.

Mr. Commissioner Flumerfelt ques-
tioned the witnesses &t length as to the
causes for the existing pulp concessions
not being operated, the competition the
proposed company would have to meet
and its prospects of success. All were
satisfled that they could make a suc-
cess “of the enterprise, and that the
manufacture of paper would follow.

Mr. Moravec, ~who is an expert,
trained under Dr. Carl Kellner and
Dr.  Mitscherlich in Austria, declared
that the B, C. spruce is a far superior
pulpwood timber to''that of Europe,
while fir, hemlock, larch, alder and
cottonwood could be utilized also, the
only difference being in the method bf
treatment and the quality of paper. He,
like the others, expressed the opinidbn
that a B. C. mill, manufacturing -an
even grade of good paper, could sell in
Europe readily, while of course the
heme and United States markets would
take the whole output.

He is giving every school-
boy in Toronto a stick, and when the
Tecumsehs lined up for their first game
over 1,000 youngsters were admitted
free and given a stick to learn the
game with. The plan will be followed
at future matches, and he plans to
give away over 5,000 sticks during the
year. Then the rest of the lacrosse
men in Toronto have got busy, and a
league along the lines of our own lit-
tle school league is now in the course
of formation. .

LYING IN TRENCHES

No Effort Made to Oare for Gov-
ernment Troops Who Fell Be-
fore Blueflelds

Port Limon, May 31,.—Meésages from
Bluefields to-day say the Madriz forces
surrounding the city were driven back
by the Estrada forces and at least a
hundred men were killed.

The dispatches turther ‘say that Es-
trada, who had given up hope of win-
ning against Madriz, has learned
through spies who have been in 'the
Madriz ranks that the government
army is so weakened that he may take
the offensive again.

The wounded soldiers are lying in
the trenches outside Bluefields unat-
tended.

The government soldiers, it is said,
have made no effort to care for the
wounded and as a result a pestilence
is threatened. Already disease has
broken out in the Madriz ranks and the
soldiers are suffering terribly as a -re-
sult of the fighting about Bluefields.

Estrada, it is said, is planning an at-
tack on the Madriz forces. The blow is
to be struck sharply and quickly.
Picked men will be sent out to crush
thie few strongholds of the Madriz
forces in the east and then a general
advance will follow. :

It is helieved that the Estrada army.
ig not strong enough, however, to win
a decisive victory and that if a cam-
paign were begun his forces would
soon be so weakened that he would be
forced to retire to Bluefields again.

ARBITRATION MAY BE
FOUND NECESSARY

Dispute Between B.. C. Electric Co.
and Employees Over New
Scale of Wages

With the coming of July .1st, on
which date the present wage agreement
between the B. C. Electric Railway
Company and its employees expires, it
is anticipated that .arbitration under
the Lemieux Act will be necessary be-
fore a new schedule is mutually adopt-
ed,

For some time past the officials of
the company and the carmen’s union
in Victoria, Vancouver and New West-
minster have been concerned with the
question of a revised scale of wages,
and negotiations ‘are now in. progress
between thd union representatives and
the company with a view to settling
the rate of pay which shall be  em-
bodied in the new scale.

The San Francisco Commercial News,
discussing the charter market for the
week, says: ;

‘“Only an occasional fixture is being
made in the goast grain freight mar-
ket, the union minimum being well
maintained. While there have been a
fair_number of vessels already taken
for this business during the past sev-
eral weeks, the necessary amount of
tonnage is still” far from completed.
Shippers at present, are acting very
cautiously owing to the uncertainty
over the amount of steam tonnage
which will be available when the sea-
son actually opens. Before the tramp
steamer entered the coast trade to
any appreciable extent tonnage en-
gagements could be made far.in ad-
vance with reasondble assurance of
the quantity of vessels available at
the loading period, but now no such
assurance is possible, and the situa-
stion can changé in a month’s time
from one of scarcity of. tonnage . to
one of oveér-abundance, or vice 'versa.
The Sailing Ship Owners’ Union has
announced that the minimum - rate of
278 64 for wheat from Portland and
the Sound will not become effective
until September 1st; the union rate
will go into ‘effect at San Francisco
July 1st. :

“In the lumber business several ves-
sels have been fixed for Sydmey at 31s
3d, with Melbourne, Adelaide and Port
Pirie options at 358 to 36s 3d.. The
Sydney rate is not likely to go over
31s - 3d, ‘and -may ‘drop back to 30s.

ANOTHER VICTIM OF

PRINCE ALBERT
HERE FROM HULL

MADE LONG VOYAGE
IN SIXTY-SIX DAYS

Vessel is Nearly as Large as Prin-
cess May, But With Less Pas-
senger Accommodation

(From Tnesday’s Daily.)

The first of the Grand Trunk Pacific
steamers, the Prince Albert, formerly
the Bruno, arrived this morning in
command of Captain L. E. A. Hog-
stedt. She made a fast passage from
Hull on-the east coast of England te
Victoria, in 66 days, 14 hours, includ-
ing stops for coaling purposes at St.
Vincent and Coronel, Which occupied
five days. This would give her very
little over 60 days’ actual steaming.

Speaking of his trip, Captain Hog-
stedt said that they had very gool
weather all the way. They made a
record run through the Straits of Ma-
gellan and ‘the Patagonian channel, go-
ing from Cape Veérgins to the Gulf of
Penas in four days; four hours. Com-
ing up the coast there were strong
head winds but not enough .to’ delay
her much. : .

Captain Hogstedt was very enthusi-
astic about the new steamer. She is,
he says, a splendid sea boat, in fact
always has been noted as a fast and
fine steamer. When she entered the
Baltic trade running out of Hull she
was known as the “Cock of the Hum-
ber,”” and on this voyage she fully
justified all the fine things that have
been said of her.

The Prince Albert is only ten feet
shorter than the Princess May, being
232 feet over all. She has a thirty-
foot beam, and her gross tonnage is
given as 1015. She can accommodate
30 first class passengers in fine state-
roomeg and if required the number of
berths can easily be doubled. This it
is expected will be done immediately.
In appearance the vessel very much
resembles the Princess May as she was
when she arrived on this coast.

Before leaving Hull the sum of $30,-
000 was spent in new boilers and gen-
eral fittings. To this will be added at
once electric light and all the most
modern requirements - for coasting
travel.

Speed is one of the main things these
days, and this is where the Prince Al-
bert excels.  Speaking of this Captain
Hogstedt said that she could easily
maintain fifteen knots.  With the old
boilers she made fourteen, but since

the change she had been able to make
fifteen:

~In'charge: of the engines of the
steamer is Chief Engineer Wilson, R.
N. R., senior engineer since 1897: Most"
of the ship’s company will remain but
the captain will go back overland as
soon as he has handed the vessét over
to: the owners. ‘He will also make re-
commendations in regard to members
of -‘his crew.

Coming up the South American coast
away below the equator, the comet,
which was seen here some time ago,
was plainly visible.

The Prince Albert will be in com-
mand of Capt. Weymouth, of the
Henriette, and his place will be taken
by Capt. Buckholtz, of this city. Capt.
Shadforth is to be the pilot on ‘the
Prince Albert, and 'Capt. Robertson will
be in command of the Prince George.
Capt. Barney Johnson will have the
Prince Rupert, which will dock at Es-
quimalt before going into service.

For nine days
they lived on clams and mussels, six
pounds of flour and four of oat meal.
Theéy were almost all in when picked
up by W. A, Hamilton in a gasoline
launch just outside Port Simpson.

NANAIMO‘ FISHERY
QUESTION DISCUSSED

Dominion Government Expert
Hears Suggestions at Meeting
of the Citizens’ League

Nanaimo, May 30.—Ralph Smith, M.
P., Mr. Cunningham, fishery expert of
Ottawa, Local Inspector of Fisheries
Taylor, and Captain Bradford, repre-
sentative of the local fishing ‘interests,
Were present at the last meeting of the
Citizens’ League.

The first subject taken up was that
of the herring fisheries in the local
waters. Mr. Smith informed the
meeting that Mr. Cunningham was
bresent for the purpose of discussing
the fishery question and would be
pleased to hear the views of the mem-
bers of the league on the question.

Capt. Bradford opened the discussion,
gontending the industry was suffering
from Japanese competition, who operat-
ed licenses taken out by white men. His
contention was that the number of li-
censes . should be reduced and these
should be operated by white men. For
some time these white operators would
have to employ Jap fishermen, but it
was expected that within a few years
only white fishermen would be em-
ployed.

From questions submitted to Captain
Bradford ‘it was learned that some
sixty tons of herring had been caught
during the present close season for
bait purposes, to be used in connection
with the halibut fisheries. He would
have the situation controlled by white
operators so that the market would be
in the hands of the whites and at a
profit, which was not possible with
Japanese competition. :

A thorough discussion followed, vari-
ous -suggestions being offered as a
remedy rfor the evil. One -suggestion
was that seines be abolished altogether
in the waters of Nanaimo harbor' and
Departure “Bay, but the consensus of
opinion was that the number of seines
be limited to about twenty.

President Coburn took occasion to ex-
press the thanks' of theé Teague to Mr.
Smith for his labors at Ottawa in giv-
ing attention to every matter, submit-
ted to him by the league, and.in reply
Mr. ‘Smith  stated he was only  too
pleased to at all times work" for the

GRAND JURY REPORTS
AT NEW WESTMINSTER

Urééd Improvements at the Court
and Provincial Jail—Hospital
Also Inadequate

New Westminster, May 30. — The
grand jury presentment submitted to
Mr. Justice Clement is as follows:

We beg to draw to your lordship’s
attention the serious lack of accom-
modation in 'the New Westminster
court house, all the rooms in the
building being continuously occupied;
there are no rooms available for the
use of barristers, grand jurors or wit-
nesess. We note that the witnesses for
the prosecution amd'the defence, In-
dians, Chinese, Japanese and white peo-
ple. male and female, are crowded to-
gether in the hallways in the most
cases standing, the only other alterna-
tivk being to sit on the stairways.

The Provincial Jail.

We visited the provincial jail and
were shown over it by Warden Brym-
ner. It is the:opinion of this jury that
the buildings should be enlarged and
made modern; some system should be
installed for unlocking cells simultane-
ously; in the event of fire it would be
entirely impossible to get the immates
out safely under the present system.
We found the building scrupulously
clean and the discipline perfect.

‘We were met at the public hospital
for the insane by the medical superin-
tendent, C. E. Doherty, M. D., and
shown through the premises. We were
very much pleased with the condition
found. The province is to be congrat-
ulated in. having such capable men as
Dr. -Doherty and his assistants in
charge of this important public insti-
tution.

Royal |Columbian hospital is in very
capable hands, the building, however is
entirely inadequate. - The jury finds
owing to: the lack of accommodation
undesirable cases come in- touch with'
others in a way that should not exist.
‘We would also recommend that chil-
dren should be separated from adult
patients.

We were sorry to have an expression
from your lordship to the effect that
the recommendations of grand juries
usually found their way to a pigeon
hole. We would humbly beg that your
lordship will use his influence to keep
this. presentment from meeting a  like
fate.

In conclusion, -we, the members of
this grand  jury, desire to record with
deep sorrow our sense of the. great
Joss which we have sustained by the

DISPUTE REGARDING
WATER RECORD SETTLED

City of Trail Reaches Agreeinent
With the Power. Com-

pany

———

Trail, May 30.—The city and the G.
M. Annable Lumber Company have at
last arrived at an amicable settlement
of the dispute over the water record of
Cambridge ,creek. This was accom-
plished through the good offices of W.
S. Drewery, chief water commissioner
for the province, after the full commis-
sion had sat on the case and adjourned
to further consider the matter., The in-
terested parties met in the .city offices
and attached. their signatures to the
agreement, a rough draft of which fol-
lows:

“The prgposal is that the Violin Lake
Power Company is allowed to take an
amount of water at the Head of the
dam equal to the measurements of
water at the point of diversion at the
forks covered by their water right; the
balance of the water to be allowed to
flow through the dam and be'delivered
in the main channel of Cambridge
creek below the dam for the use of
the city; the water to be apportioned
on the following basis: If the mea-
surement of one cubic foot be the
measurement at the forks and the flow
at the head of the'dam be two cubic
feet, the amount to flow through. the
dam be one cubic foot; the Violin Lake
Power Company ta allow the full ficw
to pass into the main channe] of Cam-
bridge creek when they are not work-
ing. Tt is also understood,that in the
case of a conflagration in the city the
full flow will be turned into the city’s
reservoir on the company being noti-
fied.”

POWER TO MAKE ™~
RATES IS AFFIRMED

Decision of U. 8. Supreme Court
‘Uphvlds Interstate ' Com-
‘merce Commission

Washington, D. C., June 1.—The
bower of the interstate commerce: com-
mission to enforce railway rates of
its .own making was. affirmed yester-
day in an opinion handed down by
Justice McKeénna, of the Supreme
Court of the United States. The  rate
making power of the commission was
questioned by the railroads and a num-
ber of cases were filed to test this
point. . The cases were based on the
ground that the law authorizing the
rate making power to the commission
was  a delegation. of the legislative
bPower vested in Congress the con-
stitution and that therefore’ the law
was unconstitutional.

Complaints By Shippers.

Complaints by western shippers to
Attorney General Wickersham against
the Traffic associations of Western
Railroads and their request that the
Attorney General proceed against the
y associations as combinations in re-
straint ‘of trade, were laid before Pres-
ident Taft yesterday by Wickersham.
Action by the president is not expected
for several days and his attitude in the
matter is problematical. It is believed
that he will await until the traffic as-
sociations have placed their side of the
case befare Wickersham.

Later developments indicated that
Wickersham was acting under instruc-
tions of President Taft when he sub-
mitted the allegations of the shippers
to the president.

Action Urged. *

“Following shortly after the introduc-
tion of a resolution by Senator Le
Follette denouncing the proposed in-
crease of freight rates as an evidence
of combination,. and calling upon the
department of justice for action, At-
torney . General Wickersham assured
certain senators that suit would be
filed in Chicago to stop the enforece-
ment of the proposed increase.

La 'Folette’s resolution came after.a
protest registeréd with congress Mon-
day regarding " the proposed freight
rate increase. The rates - protested
against are general increases planned
to go into effect to-day. The shippers
declared that these rates were fixed in
an effort to head off interference by the
interstate commerce commission under
the new railroad regulation bill which
would give the interstate * commerce
commission power to suspend in-
creases. J

It has been known for asmonth that
the inereased rates would take effect
Juné 1.  The railroads have announced
them. They apply largely to rates
betwéen Chicago and Mississippi River
points to points west. The rates were
even and uniform for the classes of
freight to which ‘they applied.” It was
this fact that led to Senator La Fol-
lette’s resolution.

PAID THOUSAND
DOLLARS FOR HIS WIFE

Woman, However, Regretted the
Bargain and Refused to Live
With Husband

Portland, Ore.,' June 1.—Buying his
wife back for $1,000 after she had left
him, Fred Meyer was ‘“‘thrown down’
a second time after she had lived with
him from’May to October of last year.
This was the story told in Judge Gan-
tenbein’s department  of the Circuit
court yesterday by Meyer while de-
fending himself, against a suit by his
wife to collect a balance of $300 of the
$1,000 alleged by her to be unpaid.
After hearing the evidence the court
decided that Meyer ‘did not owe the
money. .

Meyer says he agreed to give his
wife $1,000 if she would return to him.
She agreed to drop the divorce case,
He gave her $700, but could not raise
the other $300 at once, so gave her a
note for it. He asserts he afterward
paid the $300.

COAL FOUND AT ANDIMAUL.

Hazelton, May 31.—Frank McKinnon
has - returned ‘on the Hazelton from
a short trip to Andimaul, where he has
been -investigating a coal discovery
made near there. He had a gang of
four men at work for a few days and
succeeded in opening a seam of fine
looking coal, about six feet thick. The
seam crops. out so close to the bank
of the Skeena river that the steamers
could be loaded directly from a tunnel
driven into the bank. The coal looks
good to men experienced in such mat-
ters, burns readily in a forge, being a
better blacksmith coal than that ship-
ped up the river. Several claims have
been staked, and when licenses are
secured the work of opening up the
property will proceed at once.

GOLD BRICK FROM
MORESBY ISLAND

Result of One Day’s Run of the
Mill on Early Bird ‘Group
of Claims

Vancouver, June 1.—The Queen Char-
lotte islands have sent their first gold
brick to the Dominion assay office in
this city, and indications are that
many others will soon follow. The brick
represents one day's run of the five-
stamp mill recently installed at the
Early Bird free milling group, on the
west coast of Moresby island. Its value '
is $400.

The property was acquired three
years ago by John McLellan, a grad-
uate of the ‘London School of Mines,
and F. J. Bourne, M, T. of Cobalt,
Ont. Development consists of a 100-
foot shaft and 250 feet of drifting. The
shaft was sunk on a4 two-inch stringer,
which has now. widened out.in the
lower workings: o  six inches. In
places the vein gives phenomenal
values, the gold literally enerusting
the country rock. The vein has also
been exposed on the surface for a dis-
tance of 250 feet. The property was
originally operated by -the Hudson’s
Bay Company in ‘the late fifties, when
it is claimed that $80,000 in' gold was
extracted from a rich pocket near the
surface. The hole is still visible. There
are also a number of undeveloped free
milling claims. in the same group.

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JUVENILE COURT

F. C. Wade, K, C, Investigates
Workings of Institution at
the Prairie Capital

Winnipeg, June 1.—F, C. Wade, K.
C., of Vancouver, hag left for the East
en. route to Europe, . While in Win-
nipeg he paid a good ‘deal of attention
to the workings of the juvenile court,
and also secured the assistance of the
Canadian Club .in forwarding the pro-
Ject of building a Canadian monument
to mark the grave of General Wolfe at
Greenwich. The executive of the Cana-
dian Club has recommended g contri-
bution of five hundred dollars for the
purpose. !

Mr. Wade was particularly pleased
with the juvenile court and detention
building. The latter is a plain home-
like gtructure surrounded by -other
residences. It has been found quite
unobjectionabfe in every respect, and
no neighbor would think of protesting
against it. On the contrary every one
is so enthusiastic over the  working
of the juvenile court here that there
is every dispositionvto help it rather
than put obstacles in its way, nor has
there been any difficulty such as there
was in Vancouver in the formation of
advisory committees. The Children’s
Aid Socisty put forth no claim for re-
presentation, but was quite content to
see a small committee appointed con-
sisting of the mayor and some others,
and quite ignoring their own associ-
ation. During the last year, out of 503
cases dealt with, 261, or more than half,
were _successfully disposed of out of
court, So far only.about 5 per cent.
have gone back to their old habits.

Hon, T. Mayne Daly, juvenile court
judge,” declares in his .annual report
that ‘ninety-five per cent. of juvenile

Estimates of Revenue and Expen-
diture for the Year
1910

Tt was particularly annoying to
think, that the mayor should not have
directed the attention of the board to
‘the fact that Mr. Helliwell had made
such a report when the matter had,
come up for discussion.

Ald. Sargison said he had intended
to bring the matter 'up before, but he
refrained from creating what might
prove an unpleasantness at the board
at a time when there. was general
mourning at the death of the late King.
He thought the matter of great im-
portance, however, and wanted an ex-
planation from the mayor. Certainly
had he known of the existence of the
previous report made by Mr. Helliwell
he would ‘not have voted for his ap-
pointment now.

RECORD LOGGING
'CONTRACT AWARDED

Twenty-Million Feet of Logs to Be
Delivered Each Year for
Five Years

Kamloops, May 30.—What is without
doubt the biggest logging contract yet
undertaken in the interior of this,prov-
ince is that just completed by Messrs.
Robinson and McKenzie, formerly saw-
mill operators at Cranbrook, and well
known as-expert lumbermen, with the
Monarch Lumber Company, at Savona,
and the Sovereign Lumber Company,
Annis.

The contract calls for the delivery
on :Shuswap lake for one
hundred million féet of logs at the rate
of 26,000,000 feet esach year for five
yvears, the total varue of the output

WILL COMMENCE

SEVENTY-FIVE MILES
OF CABLES AND WIRE

Dominion . Telegraph and Tele-
phone System Will Afford
Further Communication

PROPOSED BOARD OF
CONTROL AT VANCOUVER

Project Will Shortly Be Submitted
to Ratepayers—First Elec-
tion in January

Vancouver, May 31.—The city council
last. evening passed:a by-law author-
itzing the ¢reation of a hoard of control
which would act as the executive of the
council in the government of the city.

The = legislation arranges for the
election of three controilers, who, with
the mayor, shall constitute the board.

HEALTH OFFICE
~ MAKES REPORT

CONDEMNS BUILDINGS AT
ISOLATION HOSPITAL

Miss E: B. Fenton Secures Appoint-
ment fo Position’of Matron of
That Institution

That the, Isolation hospital is in .a
“shocking condition” and that radical
alterations are imperatively necessary,
was the important disclosure in a re-
pott from the medical health officer
presented at a speciai meeting of the
board of health 6n Monday. Dr. Hall”
also recomimendeda tnat the positien of
matron be given to Miss E. B. Fenton.

The report, which was adopted with
but little debate, was as follows:

Gentlemen,—Having, held office so
short a time I am wunable to give a
vesy comprehensive.or definite- report
regarding health matters in the city."
A month is too short a time to be-
come acquainted with the workings
of a department, and I prefer to go
slow and be sur:; of my ground be-
fore recommending changes. However
I have no hesitation in condemning. the
present buildings and accommodations
at the Isolation heospital. To put it
mildly the  Isolation hospital is in a
shocking: condition and requires radical
alterations,;: I have spent considerable
time considering improvements, and
hoped that I would have been able at
this meeting to have presented a com-
plete and definite scheme for the need-
ed improvements, and I am sorry I
cannot do so., but hope to be able to in
a few days. I am pleased to be able to
report that there is very little contag=-
ious disease in the city at the present
time. In the course of a few days all of
the present patients, with the excep-~
tioh of a couple of scarlet fever cases,
will be discharged.

I have confinenced an inspection of
the private schools in the city which
heretofore haye not had any medical
inspection. I propose endeavoring ‘to
carry out a preventative course rather
than a curative one as far as possible.

I have, considered the application re-
ferred to me for the position of matron
ind I recommend '‘Miss E. B. Fenton
for the position. Miss Fenton is a
trained nurse of eight years experience
with eighteen ‘'months experience ia
isolation work at the Isolation hos=
pital, London, Eng.

. There are some matters in general I
might draw the attentlon of the board
fo: I'do not think any sewer should
ba,allowed ‘to empty into the harbor.
I would advise discouraging the septic
tank' system as much as possible.
Adopting garbage cans as recommend-
ed by the sanitary inspector would he
a wise move, This would tend to make
people burn more of their garbage
which after all is the best way -tor
dispose of it. /

' I would advise frequent flushing of
sewers.in the hot weather, particularly
in the congested part of the city, such
as the business section. If this is not
done bad odors will escape from the
man holes.

I think it would be wise to look"
into the future a little and make am-
ple provisions for the children and
adults being able to obtain plenty of
fresh air and sunshine by providing
plenty of parks. The parks should not
be too large and have more of them
so that children will not be required
to go too far from home in order to
enjoy them. The public. parks er
squares are particularly necessary :
where the poorer class reside.

The ‘destruction of pests on trees,
etc., should be transferred to the
park superintendent, as it has nothing
to do with the health of the ecity.

On motion to adopt the report being
put, Ald. Langley expressed the opin-
ion that something ought to be done re-
lative to the matter of conditions at
the Isolation hospital.

Mayor Morley thought that Dr~Hall
was not yet ready to make his recom-
mendations as to how these improve-
ments could be brought about.

Dr. Hall corroborated this statement,
and in replying to questions from His
Worship said he had not yet given up
his private practice, but would do so
shortly. If he came to the city hall he
would have to have office quarters pro-
vided.

Squamish, May 31.—With the cry. of
“T can’t make it; good bye boys,” An-
drew Grant, a’boom man in the employ
of the Squamish Timber Company, at
the mouth of the Squamish river, sank
to his death im the swift moving cur-
rent.

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JAPANESE MURDERER
SENTENCED TO DEATH

Will Be Hanged on June 22nd for

Killing Fellow Countrymai -
in Logging. Camp

New Westmlnstér, May 31.—After be-

ing out twenty-four minutes the jury in

the case of Nishimaru, accused of the
murder of Nishizawa, brought in a ver-
dict: of guilty, and Judge Clement cdn-
demned the prisoner to be hanged on
July 22nd. When the sentence was read
out and interpreted the:prisoner: be-
trayed little emotion, but the finish of
the arduous’case had quite a different
effect on Justice Clement, who, after
reading the sentence of death, covered
his face with his hands and was visib-
ly affected. .

In delivering the sentence Judge
Clement said he had hoped that the
result' of the ease would do something
toward putting a’ stop to drinking in
logging camps. \

On the night of December 18th, 1909,
in a logging camp near White Rock,

1 Kengo Nishimaru; a Japanese work- |

man, murdered a fellow workman and
fellow countryman, Nishizawa, by
stabbing him. Eleven’different wouhds
were ‘found 0n the body. When Con-
stable Wilkie arrived on the scene of
the murder the suspected man had dis-
appeared, but twe days later, finding
that the poﬂc‘e were close on his trail,
he gave himself up in Vancouver,
stating that he had stabbed a man at
‘White Rock and thought he was dead.

In the evidence submitted .at the

trial it was shown that both the dead |

man and the prisoner had been intox-
icated on the might of the crime.

One of the. witnesses swore
Nishizawa, the murdered man, was
quarreisome when drunk.

- He asked
Nishizawa why he' did it and Nishi-
zawa told him to mind his own busi-
ness, whereupon there ensued a vio-
lent. quarrel, 'in* which Nishizawa was
killed. :

The defence ‘strove 'to show that
the death was the result of a general
quarrel, in ~which it was difficult to
say who struek the first ~pblow; ‘and
W. F. Hansford, in his address to the
jury, eloquently made the most of
this feature of the case.

Deputy Attarney-General McLean in
his address to the jury, called the at=
tention of the jury to the savage
nature of the. attack on Nishizawa.

PASSENGERS COOL
IN'FACE OF DANGER

Beaching of Steamer Kaslo at Ais-
worta Was Made Withouns
Panic on Board

that

Nelson, - May: ::81.—Further reports
of the wreck of the Great Northern
sicamer Kaslo at Ainsworth show
that for a time passengers and ecrew
were in grave peril. - In trying to make
a landing the Kaslo struck the pier at
Ainsworth. There was a high wind
biowing and a-heavy sea running.

Capt. Moore, thinking that no dam-
age had been ‘sustained, put off to
continue his trip, when 'a few hun-
dred yards from the shore it was dis-
covered that there was a large hole in
the fore part of the bottom of *the
boat. "He sounded the- distress whistle
and made for the shore, There was
danger of the boilers exploding, and
the passengers and " erew  behaved
splendidly, although the . Kaslo was
taking, water rapidly.

Those on shore noticéd that some-
thing‘was wrong by the way the ves-
sel was. rolling, and as she came in
Mr. Williams - of Ainsworth jumped
into the water and brought -the line
that was thrown asnore. The Kauslo
was made fast, and the passengers
scrambled ashore. The stoke hold
was by this time full of water, and
waves were washing over the decks.
the crew then- toiled long and brave-
1y to save the baggage and cargo.

The shore was littered with a mis-
cellaneous collection of trunks, grips,
clothing, etc., and even a piano. Sam
Underhill left for Proctor for help jn
a small launch in spite of the heavy
sea. At 3 o’clock in the afternoon W.
H. Walsh, superintendent, arrived on
the scene from Kaslo. A little later
the C. P. R, tug Hosmer arrived.

Soundings as to the depth of the
wateér in which the Kaslo lay were
made, and-the conclusion was reached
that she could not sink any further,
and so securing her Dy cables from tire
masts to trees on the shore, the tug re-
turned to, Proctor. The crew. worked at
lightering the wvessel until dark, when
they lit a fire on the beach, cooked
some food, .and finally rolled them-
selves in blankets and slept.

It is stated that the
Kaslo will be raised. She now ' lies
partly submerged in fourteen feet of
water,

INDIANS OBSERVE
CORPUS CHRISTI FEAST

Impressive Scenes at Services Held
at St Ann’s Church, Quami-
chan

Duncan, June 1.—The annual Corpus
Christi festival - and procession = took
place - Sunday at St. Ann’s church,
Quamichan, with befitting 'pomp and
ceremony. For the first time in the
district pontifical high’ mass was sung
by His Lordship Bishop MacDonald,
with Rev. W. Lemmens as deacon, Rev.
F. Boshouwers as sub-deacon, Rev. E.
M.. Schulen as master of ceremonies,
and Rev. Rondon as assistant priest.

The music was rendered by thé In-
dian choir, assisted by ‘the boys from
the kuper Island ' Industrial school,
:under the leadership of Rev. Francis.
At the close of the mass the Kuper Isl-
dnd brass band rendered a sacred selec-
tion,

Bishop MacDonald ‘preached a very
earnest- -and instructive sermon, ex-
plaining ‘the feast and the dutles of
Catholics 'to their church and pastors,
also the sanctity of the marriage tie,
all of which was interpreted to the In-
dians by-one of their chiefs,

It was when the procession lined up
that it was seen that the beautiful
weather had brought out . a record

crowd of both whites and Indians. The
! route from the church to St. Ann’s con-
| vent had been tastefully decorated
with flags and®evergreens, and present-
eq a scene not soon to be forgotten.
First came the Indian women  with
their banners and flags of the leagues
and sodalities to which they belonged,
then the Indian girls carrying  their
banner and wearing the badge of the
Children of Mary, under the direction
of the Sisters of St. Ann; next the In-
dian ‘men members of the Holy Name
Society, and the varlous confraternities,
the boys from St. Ann’s convent strew-
ing rese petals before the Blessed Sac-
rament, carried by his lordship Bishop
MacDonald and escorted by the clergy,
whilst' the chiefs.of the various tribes
carried the canopy.

The rear was brought up-by the white
Catholics, of whom there were a large
number, many -being from outside
points. Each section under its own
leader, sang hymns or. chanted litanies
as they moved slowly toward the con-
vent, and many appreciative remarks
were afterwards heard on the splendid
spirit of piety and devotion that pre-
vailed.

Arrived at the convent his lordship
gave benediction from an altar tempor-
arily reared in’ the ‘open, “and those
present will not soon forget the scene,
nor the beautiful singing of the. girls
from the Kuper Island school, The
refurn to the church was made in the
same order and at intervals both com-
ing and going selections were played
by the Indian brass- band. At the
church_ benediction was aga.m given by
his lordship and procession Sunday,
a red-letter day with the Indians for
‘many years, had passed into history.

The procession extended about three-
quarters of a mile; ffoni the church to
the convent, about 1,500 Indians tak-
ing part, an neatly attired in European
dress-and impressed with the spirit of
the ceremony. This reverence on the
part of -the Indians was what impress-
ed the outsider most of all, and elicited
many “favorable comments on the work
being done among the Indians in this
section of-“the country.

Prince Rupert, June 1. — Edward
Leighton, an Indian, was arrested on
Saturday by Constable Derry, and now
awaits trial. An -Indian girl, known
as Ledia Calvert, was stabbed near the
heart and in one of her hands,. and
Leighton is accused of having commit-
ted the deed. The girl lives with two
or three other. women in a cabin and
Leighton had the habit of spending
considerable time with Ledia. A quar-
rel arose which had serious results. It
is understood that the quarrel was
caused by their love affairs. The girl
will probably recover.

Leighton was brought before a jus-
tice of, the peace and remanded for a
week pending the recovery of the girl,
and also to give the police an oppor-
tunity to gather more evidence.

Leighton is a Metlakatla Indian, son
of Joseph Leighton.
