EXIT CHOKED WITH BODIES

Heartrending Disaster Occurred in Suburb

of Cleveland, Ohio

Panic Caused by Wild Rush During Which Little Ones Were
Trampled to Death—Escape Being Cut Off by
Flames—Agonising Scenes

Cleveland, March 4.—In the most terrible holocaust in the history of this section of the country, over 100
children lost their lives to-day in a fire which destroyed the three-story brick school building on Collamer ave-
nue in Collingwood, a suburb just outside the city limits. Fire started in the basement of the 'bullding just

; after school ch_vened. It was caused from an overheated furnace.
The smoke from the fire quickly filled the building and alarmed the children and teachers. A panic
ensued. No fire drill was used in rescuing the children. They madly rushed for the doors and windows.
Walter G. Kelley, a newspaper man, two of whose children were in the building was one of the first on
the scene. He stated that the rear door, one of two exits, was locked.
fhe children rushed for the front and rear doors.

FIGHTING HUMANITY.
The fro! was jammed full of fighting and panic-stricken humanity. Many who reached the exit
S eso ei those whe followed choked the doorway. Those who fell ‘were ‘trampled upon and many
are supposed go_have been. killed. Those behind turned .na«mmle for the windows. ‘Some ipon the seconsd
and third floors jumped from thé windows and escapedsIn this waythree or four were kﬂled wﬁﬂem
were more fortunate and escaped with slight injuries.

LIKE RATS IN TEAP.
" The great number of those who met deuth were cut off from escape by the smoke, which blinded them.
Conght like rats in this manner, they fell with the lower floor and blazing timbers to the basement below.
Bodies were taken to the morguc at the Lake Shore and Michigan Southern Railway company’s shops.

Cleveland, Ohio, March 4.—In a fire which completely destroyed the common school building in Colling-
wood, a suburb of this city, to-day, one hundred and fifty children lost their lives.

The fire was started by an overheated furnace. The flames quickly spread, but a panic ensued when the
building filled with smoke, and the 400 children atempted to escape.

. EXIT CHOKED WITH CHILDREN.
There were but two exits in the building that were available. One soon becamie choked with the chils
. dren, who madly dashed for the open air. Those who fell in the doonwvay were trampled upon by those be-
hind, and soon the doorway was impassable.

FLAMES OUT OFF ESCAPE.
The frightened and panic-stricicen children turned to get out through the windows, and any other meins
that could be found. Escape was cut off by the flames, which by this time had spread throughout the rooms.
The building was of brick, yet titis did not retard the progress of the fire.

AMONG BURNING EMBERS.
In a few minutes the lower floor fell, precipitating secores of children to the bascment minorg the burning
embers. The scene about the bullding was heart-rending.
Quickly the news of the terrible catastrophe spread throughout the village and hundreds of parcnts were
crowding about the building in search of their girls and boys. In a few minutes 20 bodies had been taken
from the ruins.

WRITHING FORMS.

Plainly the writhing or stilled forms of dozens of others could be seen in the basement.
Nearby factories dismissed their men and instructed them to assist in the recovery. They braved the fire and
made heroic efforts to save those who were not dead.

BODIES RECOVERED.

DOORS WERE CLOSED.

The greatest loss of lifé was caused by one of the exits being closed, to which point scores of the children
rushed. Their escape was blocked by a door that opened inward. In this manner they were delayed in reaching the
other door and windows, It is said that as a result of this stampede alone scores of children lost their lives.

Reports as to the numer of dead vary. The first estimates placed the number as high as two hundred.
Reports are conflicting at this time. In the excitement it was impossible to form a reasonable estimate.

150 HAVE PERISHED.

Judging from the number of bodies with the number that have been recovered and the number missing,
together with the number that can be seen in the basement, it is safe to say that 150 have perished. The list
may grow as the truth is revealed.

SIXTY RECOVERED.
Cleveland, March 4.—Up to 1 o’clock this afternoon 60 bodies had been recovered from the ruins. Of
these 32 were identified. The bodies of 12 boys and 11 girls are at the morgue of the Lake Shore and Mich~
igan Southern Railway company’s shops, and are burned beyond recognition.

RAKED OUT BODIES.

The panic that had worked such fearful results inside the building spread to the crowd outside, but only
for a brief time. Organized efforts at rescue were soon under way. Firemen played streams upon the piles of
bodies in the doorways and tried to drag out bodies with rakes and sther implements. Ambulances ani
automobiles were soon available to take the wounded to hospitals.

Aftér the-fire had been controlled somewhat, piles of charred little bodies were still visible in the doorway.
In the rear door bodies, burned beyond recognition, lay piled five feet deep. A man who reached the scene
shortly after the fire broke out declared that the back door was locked.He -attempted to break' it down, but
failed. He then smashed in the windows with the aid of others and rescued a number of children. The
flames rapidly shot up through the central halls.

DANGEROUS SYSTEM
REGARDING LICENSES

The Government’s New Policy
of Dealing With Question
Very Unpopular.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

There has been .a custom develop-
ment under the present provincial gov-
ernment which is detrimental to the
cause of good administration of affairs
in this country. This is the practice
cn the part of the government of tak-
ing to itself all kinds of power which
should repose in the legislature or in
other bodies more in touch with local
conditions.

The practice of relegating all kinds
of functions to the government has
been steadily developed by the Mec-
Bride administration.

The latest example of this is the tak-
ing of the liquor license in unorganized
districts out of the hands of license
commissioners and placing it in the
power of the provinecial police.

This system which was put in prac-
tice by order-in-council some meonths
ago, is now before the legislature in
the form of a bil] which has been found
necessary in order to clearly define cer-
tain powers.

It is proposed to give the provincial
police the power to cancel any license
. these unorganized districts and
from the .decision of, the police there
shall be no appeal.

It has been pointed out by the epposi-
tion in the House that the power which
iz to be placed in the hands of the pro-
vincial police is a most dangerous one.
It has been pointed out that the pro-
vincial police are the servants of the
government and as such are directly
under the control of the government.
The superintendent of provincial po-
lice in any action he would take would
have to be guided by the report of the
Incal officer of the district. License
holders are naturally very loath to have
their licenses disposed of in the man-
ner suggested by the change,

The amendment would leave the
question of licenses in a position to be
made a political matter.

DEATH TOLL IN
SCHOOL HOLOCAUST

MANY VICTIMS CHARRED
. BEYOND RECOGNITION

——

Head Teacher Tells of Ghastly
Collingwood Disaster--Con-
struction Faulty.

Cleveland, Ohio, March 5.—One hun-
dred and sixty-five -lives, all but-two
of them children betweén the ages of

- 6 and 15, are known to have been lost
in the fire which yesterday destroyed
the publie schoel. in North Colling-
wood, ‘ten’ miles east of this city. Sev-
eral others still are niissing and their
bodies may possibly be in the ruins.
‘}t probably will. be several days RBe-

'ore the exact numbér 'of dead is ac=
curately determined.

Vietims Indistinguishable.

Of the bodies recovered, 108 have
been identified. - The .remaining bodies
are so blackenéd by fire and smoke; 80
‘battered and bruised by  -trampling,
that it is only by means of some un-
burned articles of wearing apparel that
their names can be ascertained.

Cause of Fire is Mystery.

The cause of the fire, which, aided by
a frantic panic, a narrow hall way,
and doors which it is claimed by many
were made to open inward, still is a
mystery. It .was at first supposed that
it came from an overheated furnace, or
an exploded boiler in the basément of
the schoolhouse. It has been estab-
lished that there was no explosion and
the janitor of the schools, Fred Her-
ter, three of whose children perished,
declares that it could not have come
from the furnace.

Yesterday in Collingwood was com-
paratively. warm and Herter declares’
that ‘he maintdined fires at' a lower
rate .than usual. Fearing he had not
sufficiently warmed the building, he
was, according to his story, on his way
to' open the furnace -draft, when he
was met by three little girls running
from the basement who 'told him there
was a’ fire below. These three little
girls are now beirng sought by the po-
lice and by the fire commissioner. It
is considered entirely’ possible by cer-
tain members of the Collingwood school
board that they may have, through
carelessness; started -the -blaze which
cost the lives of so many children,

‘“Incendiary Origin.”

L, R. Gardner, a member of the
school board, is positive in: his asser-
tion that the fire was of incendiary

/origin. In that portion of the build-
ing in which it was discovered there
were no electric light wires, and therz
was no waste or dirt, or means , of
cheating heat. There were in the
building at the time the fire was dis-
covered, between 330 and 335 pupils
and nine-teachers. Two of the latter
are among the dead that lie in the ex-
temporized morgue this morning in the
warehouse of the Lake Shore and Mich-
igan railway at Collingwood.
Faulty Building.
: The school was over-crowded and
quarters had been provided for the
younger children in the attic. Strange
as it may seem, more of the pupils es-
éaped from - this part ‘of the school-
house than from any other. The chil-
dren were under ‘good discipline, they
had been practiced frequently in the
fire drill. Their ‘teachers, without ex-
¢eption, retained their self-possession,
showing great courage in the face of
imminent death, and yet more than
half of these little ones died horrible
deaths because of the faulty building
arrangements. The school house was
two stories and a half in height, the
walls being of brick and concrete. In-
side it was a shell which burned with
almost inconceivable rapidity. The en-
tire interior was a mass of smoking
fulng 1ving In the cellar within thirty
minutes after the alarm of fire was
sounded.
: Children Led to Death.
.. Miss Anna Moran, .the principat of
the school, denies that the doors open
4nward and insists that they were
never locked during school hours.
. She :said: “When the bell rang, I,
and I suppose other teachers, thought
it was a regular fire drill. Every child
in the .school has -gone out over and
‘.over-again from the second floor to the

From the
outside, men were trying to pull the
children out, but the c¢rush was so
tight that it was almost impossible.
A dozen died within a foot of abso-
lute safety.”

Investigation to Be Held. §

A rigid investigation into the cause
of the fire is promised. Governor Har-
ris.last night announced that the state
autherities would look into the mat-
ter .in- a most minute manner. Heé is-
sued instructions to the Department
of Workshop and  Factory /inspection
to commence an investigation at once,

Fire marshals are earnestly seeking
to establish the cause, and place the
responsibility for the- fire.” The offi-
clals of the coroner's office are also

'working to, the same end. The school

board of Collingwood has taken up
the matter and will 100k into it care-
fully. = So far, however, no clues of
value and no definite information have
been obtained.

Coroner’s Investigation.

County Coroner Dr. T. A. Burk be-
gan an investigation to-day 'of the
causes leading to the terriblée loss .of
life in the burning of the school build-
ing, his work being supplementary to
the investigation by the board of edu-
cation and village council. So far no
definite conclusion as to cause of the
fire or where to place the blame has
been reached. It is-generaly aamitted
that the school building was o: -ap-
proved fire proof construction and that
the calamity looked at from this
standpoint could not have been avert-
ed.

Also it noZ' is -believed that the fire
did not have its origin' in the furnace
or from the explosion of the heating
boiler but that it must have started
under the stairway leading from the
basement to the first floor of the school
building. The janitor, Fred Herter;
stoutly’ maintfains there was no waste
or other rubbish there. The officials
are doubling their efforts to ascertain
the names of the three girle who are
reported to have been in the basement
at the time the fire started, and who
aré said by the janitor to have first
noticed the fire. Much depends, it is
thought, upon the stories these girls
tell. The janitor, although he is large-
ly cleared, has been made to bear the
major portion of the blame. Yester-
day one father crazed by his grief even
made an attempt upon. his life and
Herter is now being guarded by the
police.

JAPAN SHOWING
CLOVEN HOOF

THREATENS FORCE TO
RECOVER TATSU MARU

Wants Unconditional Release
by China—Refuses Arbitra-
tion of British.

Pekin, March 5.—Japan is threaten-
ing force to recover the Japanese
steamer Tatsu Maru which- is still re-
tained by the Huuang Pu on the West
river, This vessel was seized at Macao
on Feb. 7th, by the Chinese customs
cruisers on the charge that the cargo
of arms and ammunition was intended
for Chinese revolutionists, although
consigned to a merchant of that place,
the cargo of the wvessel is still on
board.

Changeen Chun,  Vicéroy of Canton,
before taking action is stated to be
awaiting proof that the vessel and its
cargo should not be confiscated. ‘The
coercion of China is feared here on
aecount of the weakness of the gov-
ernment and because bf the doubtful
legality of Chang Jen Chun’s action in
seizing the Japanese steamer.

Baron Hayashi; the Japanese minis-
ter to China, yesterday handgd to the
Chinese government, Japan's refusal
to accept China’s proposal to appoint
a joint Japanese and Chinese commis-
sion to examine all the charges, in the
meantime releasing the Tatsu Maru
under bonds. Japan’s demands are,
first, the unconditional releasé of the
steamer, and second, an arrangement
to protect the shippers from loss. This
secdnd provision means that
must buy the cargo on beard
Tatsu Maru.

To-day China proposed arbitration
by Vice ' Admirals = Arthur William
Moore, commander in chief of the Brit-
ish China station, but Japan refused
these overtures also, and has warned
the foreign board that such pro-
posals are wunwelcome. She again
expressed her ‘desire for the release of
the vessel, failing which she said she
would take the steps necessary to se-
cure this.

Japan resents wholly the fact that
the Chang Jen Chun soldiers boarded
the Tatsu Maru and then hauled down
the Japanese flag, when according to
the Japanese the steamer was waiting
off Macao for a turn of the tide. The
steamer’s papers show that she was
on her way to Macao. Subsequently
Chang Jen Chun, claiming authority
under a former treaty between China
and Portugal (Macao is a Portuguese
dependency) had the vessel arrested in
Macao waters. This is according to the
viceroy’s statement but whether the
steamer was in Macao waters or not
is doubtful.

It is probable that Chinese authori<
ties would ‘have released -the’' Tatsu
Maru beeause of the reasonable doubt
of the viceroy’s proceedings coupled
with . the menace of Japan, provided
that Japan would make no claim for
indemnity. It 1is  contended here
strongly that Chang Jen Chun pre-
vented this course. China  believes
that she has fully established her
charge of .a violation of neutrality by
reports that have come in here show-
ing 'the arrest of other vessels for
working contraband in the same wat-
ers where the Tatsu Maru was seized
and over which she had jurisdiction.

Up to the present time the Chinese
and Japanese authorities have failed
utterly to come to an agreement or
even the principles of a settlement on
this question.

The internal situation of the Liang
Juang district also is threatening.
There is a chronic rebellion continual-
ly fed by an active trade in ¢ontra-
band rifles and ammunition in which
various foreigners are taking part. It
ig understood that Japan has decided
to sell the arms and ammunition eap-
tured from the Russians during the
late war and that she has'handed over
to shippers for the Chinese market no
less than 80,000 rifles. Another thing
that is distressing the government is
the alleged wholesale counterfeiting by
Japanese of the paper ceurrency of
China which has debased the copper
coinage.

Japan’s Statement.

Tokio, March 5—The Japanese gov-
ernment, while- maintaining the firm-
est attitude concerning the seizure of
the ship Tatsu Maru by the Chinese at
Macao. February 8th, entertains no
idea .ot resorting to force for the re-
covery of the vessel,

Possibly if China delays action Japan
will appeal to England or America to
act as an intermediary in the matter.
In view of the agitation against the
foreign office instituted by the opposi-
tion, any indication of a concession by
Japan to China would be extremely

ficials,
the Associated Press correspondent
that they would never go to war on ac-
count of such a minor incident, never-
theless it is believed proper that Japa-
nese vessels should visit the neighbor-
hood of the imprisoned-ship.

EARNEST PLEA FOR
TASSE SCHEME

WHAT A BEAUTHIED
VICTORIA WOULD MEAN

William Wainwright of G. T. P.
Can Conceive no Objec-
tion to Plan.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

It does not seem to make any dif-
ference what kind of persons the Times
reporter goes to see, it does not seem
to matter whether they are citizens of
Victoria or not; any person who has
the interests of the city at heart, who-
ever, he may be realizes that the
Tasse proposition for the beautifying
of the city is one of the most advant-
ageous suggestions for #&he benefit of
the town which has been mooted,

The latest person who was interview<
ed by the Times was W. Wainwright,
the second vice-president of the Grand
Trunk Pacific,

It is difficult to make a choice of

words with reference to the amount of™

appreciation~which the different ele-
ments which go to make up the popula-
tion of the city have expressed con-
cerning the scheme, and the word ‘“‘en-
thusiasts” has been. used more than
once, Mr. Wainwright was more than
enthusiastic, he was earnest. 1

In substance he said, speaking to a
Times reporter this morning: “I not
only think that “the scheme is a good
one, but more than that I think that it
is a thing which is absolutely neces-
sary. I never saw a city which had so
many natural advantages and which
made so little use of them. Take the
case of Ottawa. Ottawa is not a city
which is set on a hill, nor is it a city
which possesses any natural advant-
ages whatever, 'with the possible " ex-
ception of the fact that a river runs
through it. Yet see what Ottawa has
done, The Dominion government, ap-
preciating the fact that the capital of
the Dominion should be a city of
beauty, have gone so far as to vote a
certain sum per annum for the beauti-
fying of the city. I cannot give the
exact amount which has been provided
by the Dominion government, but it is
a very cohsiderable sum. To the com-
mercial people, those peoplé to whom
nothing appeals unless it c¢an show a
revenue in dollars and cents, the idea
did not commend itself; But the wiser
people, tho people who took some
pride in their city, thorr—- people who

realized that a cuw shogld be, above
all things seem 1y, ™8aw t!m the expen-

diture was wise, apd very wise at that.
Ottawa is not a plaée, as I said before,
which possesfgs any . natural beauty,
any yet to-day you would have to go.
far indeed to find a city which is more
attractive. True, the buildings of the
Houses of Parliament stand on the
banks of the river, but when this fact
has been mentioned, all has been said
that can be said, of the natural advant-
ages which are-possessed by the city
of Ottawa.

“The cases are parallel. Ottawa is a
good thing for the capital of a Domin-
fon, Victoria is the capital of a pro-
vince, What is a -good thing for the
capital of a Dominion should be, if
logic means anything at all, a good
thing' for the capital of ‘a province: In
the course of my work I visit every
city, town and hamlet in the Dominion
of Canada, and I can safely say that
I have never seen a city which has so
many possibilites as the city of
Victoria. The natural beauty of it'is
not surpassed by any city in the Do-
minion; the position of it, as far as
the trade from the East is concerned,
is unique; and yet, in spite of -all the
advantages which nature has given her,
she has not made the best of herself.
The sum of $30,000, which the provin-
cial government ig asked to vote, is to
my mind a mere fleabite compared to
the results which are bound to follow
from “the expenditure. It is possiblg
that you think that I am speaking a$
an interested party, because I am con-
nected with the Grand Trunk Pacific;
and I am not prepared to deny an in-
sinuation of that nature. The develop-
ment of the city of Victoria cannot fail
to be of benefit te the railway which
I have the honor to represent, and, so
far I must plead guilty. I am a busy
man and I cannot afford you any more
of my time. I can only say this: ‘In my
opinion the scheme which is afloat for
beautifying Victoria by means of a
subsidy from the provincial govern-
ment is one of the best schemes which
has been put forward for many a long
day. It will add to the population, it
cannot fail to increase the number of
tourists who visit your beautiful city,
and; thinking as I may, I cahnot con-
ceive of any possible objection which
any reascnable man could urge against
it

London, March 5.—Owing to the im-
provement in menetary conditions, the
directors of the Bank of England to-
day reduced the discount rate from 4 to
3% per cent. It was-thought in some
quarters that no change would be made
owing to the South American gold re-
quirements, the less satisfactory posi-
tion in Berlin, and the delay in return-
ing gold from New York, but owing to
money being more plentiful here and
the receiving of over $30,000,000 which
probably will be increased by ship-
ments to England the bank authorities
thought it safe to reduce its rate, The
money market already had discounted
the change by lowering the rates of
three months’ bill to 3% per cent.

The announcement had little effect
on the market, where buying still is
most meagre. Consols hardened % but
in other directions the tone became
firmer with barely a perceptible change
in prices.

FAVOR SCHEME

CAPITAL OF PROVINCE
SHOULD BE BEAUTIFIED

pavid Spencer Urges Great
importance of Work—0tto
Weiler’s Opinion.

—

(f the voice of the people is any-
thing like as powerful as it is claimed
to be, by an old saying which attributes
to it almost Divine influence, and if
the representatives of the people will
jisten to the wvoice of the'body which
placed them where they are to-day,
the beautifying of Victoria will take
place at no very distant date, and will
pe completed with a thoroughness that
ghall last for all time.

From every section of the commun-
ity the Times hears the same story.
This morning a representative of the
Times called upon two of the most
prominent business men in the city—
David Spencer and Otto Weliler. Both
these gentlemen combined enthusiasm
with interest and tempered the combi-
nation with practical suggestions as to
how the work should be gone about,

“I am most decidedly and emphati-
cally in favor of the acheme by which
the provincial government should grant
a sum of $30,000 for the beautifying of
the capital city, and I certainly think
that they should be glad and proud to
do it,”” said Mr. Bpencer.

“1 do not believe that there is a single
member in the House who will not
willlngly vote in favor of such a meas-
ure when it is brought up. Victoria is
the capital of the province, and as such
has a right to adornment and to con-
sideration. The provincial government
is forever spending money upon some
district or upon some town in the pro-
vince, and Victoria is certainly entitled
to a portion of the money which is thus’
distributed. It is” impossible for the
government to say that it has not got
the funds after the surplus which has
been shown in the last two budgets.
But, as I said before, I do not think
that any of the members would raise
an objection of any kind.

“1t is of the utmost importance that
if work of this kind is taken in hand, it
should be properly done, Work of this
'kind, which has been done in the city
in the past, has not always been done
in the best way. Take for instance the
trees which have been’ planted on
Beacon Hill, They have not been
for. They have been plarted in th
wrong places, and instead ¢f being a
beauty of the city they simply present
a forlorn and dejected appearance and
moan in the wind, like the souls of the
unforgiven dead.

“In Southern California, where mat-
ters ‘of this kind present far more dif-
ficulty than they do here, the cities,
and even the smaller towns, spend not
only infinite money, but, what is quite
as' important, infinite  pains in this
matter. ~Although water is almost a
valuable commodity in some parts of
Southern California, and has to be
pumped immense distances, neverthe-
less all the Southern California towns
possess streets which are well boule-
varded, while the walks and the drives
of the cities are fringed with trees.
These people do their work in a thor-
ough manner, They are not content to
plant the trees and leave them to live
or die, as the case may be. They tend
them with ~constant and unremitting
care. This is a point upon which I
would lay great stress. Let the money
be spent by all means, and let it be
spent in this way, but let it be spent
wisely ‘and with discretion. Do not let
the city find that in five years or so all
the money. has been wasted, and that
there is nothing to show for it, except
a few withered trees and dying shrubs.

“Again, looking at the question from
2 business standpoint. Look at it as an
investment. An investment should be a
paying one, or else it is useless, This
scheme would be a paying investment
for the city and the money which was
spent upon it would be returned to the
city & hundred fold in the way of the
increase to population which it
would bring about. My wife and son
have recently spent a month in Sputh-
ern California, and although that part
of the world has .an immense reputa-
tion as a tourist resort, they have re-
turned with the firm conviction that
they would have done better -if they
had spent their month’s holiday here
in the city of Victoria. In my opinion,
and T am but one of hundreds, Vic-
toria possesses the essential which go
to make up an ideal tourist resort. And
vet these Californian cities, motwith-
standing their climatic disadvantages,
notwithstanding the fact that the
water, which is so necessary for the
plants and for the trees, is hard to ob-
tain, have spent large sums of money
and much pains, with the result that
they compare favorably with the city
of Victoria to-day in this respect.

“Let the scheme go through. Let the
money be obtained from the people
whose duty it is to provide it, namely,
the provincial government, and when
these two steps have beem taken let
care and circumspection be' used so
that the beautifying of the city may be |
a lasting blessing and not a waste of
money to no purpose.”

Otto Weiler commenced the interview
Wwith a very positive statement.

“A good scheme! Of course it is. Any
scheme which tends to increase the
Population of the city can be nothing
else, Yet there are many steps which
might be taken by the people of Vic-
toria themselves which would serve to
Tender the city more pleasant and more
attractive, They might pull down the
ungightly shacks which disfigure so
many of the streets which are in the
centre of the town and which compel
People who are looking for residences
}0 builg farther out, thus rendering a
large portion of the property- right in
the city of little or no value. This
Wwould be an immense benefit to the
clty and would have the additional ad-
Vantage that the tourists would 80O
AwWay with a better idea of the city as
L whole than they do at the present
time,

British Cabinet is Determined

London, March 3.—The Radical mem-

bers of the House of Commons who are
agitating for a broad measure of dis-
armament, received scant support from
the cabinet in the House yesterday after-
noon, when they introduced a resolution
inviting the government to take action In
support of their views.
' Herbert Asquith, chancellor of the ex-
chequer, was the spokesman for the gov-
ernment.

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GRANBY SMELTER

10 BE ENLARGED

REDUCTION WORKS NOW
RUNNING FULL CAPACITY

A. B. W. Hodges Tells of Great
Activity at Phoenix and
Grand Forks.

A, B, W, Hodges, the general man-
ager of the Granby smelter, is in the
city for a few days, staying at the
Empress hotel. When seen by a Times
representative last night he stated that
the mines’at Phoenix and the smelter
at Grand Porks were both working at
their capacity. That means that 1key
are turning out an average 2 3,400 tons
a day, practically all the ore voming
fiom their own mines.

“Few people realize,” said Mr. Hod-
ges, “that the Granby smelter is the
third largest in the world, and we in-
tend to enlarge it still more, making
its capacity about 4,500 tons a day. This
work will be done during the present
vear if our plans materialize. Already
we employ a thousand men, and of
course, with the increased capacity of
the smelter more will be required.”

“Have you reduced the wages?”’

“Yes. When times were good and
copper was selling at a good price we
advanced the wages all round. When
the slump came of course it was neces-
sary to put the Wages back to the old
place. It meant a reduction of about
123% per cent.”

The reason given by Mr. Hodges for
the drop in price was the fact that
stringency in the money market had
curtailed the demand. He thinks it
likely the price will not advance much
inside of a year. In the meantime the
works have to run full blast in order
to pay at all. The larger the output
the more economically the work can be
done; so the plant must be worked at
full capacity or not at all.

Mr. Hodges says everything is going
on well in the upper country. He thinks
British Columbia is not affected by the
bad times anything like the east, and
that what stringency there is will not
last long.

SUICIDE AGE

HUMAN DOCUMENT
DEALS WITH PRUSSIA

e .

Suffering, Drink, Shame and
Despair Chief Causes of Self
Destruction.

Berlin, March 3.—Statistics relating
to suicides in Prussia during 1906 are

just available and present some Very
significant figures.

In the twelve months no fewer than
7,298 persons, 5,584 men and 1,714 wo-
men, ended their own lives. The rea-
sons leading to self-destruction are de-
clared by the statistician department
ag very difficult to establish in many
cases, but it was proved that of each
100 persons who had tired of life, 6.6
men killed themselves from disappoint-
ment with their conditions, and 3.6 of
women from the same cause; owing to
physical suffering, 10.3 men and 88
women; nervous disorders, 3.3 men and
6.5 women; insanity,- 2.1 nien and 33.9
women; weakness of intellect, 10.0 men
and 2.2 women; alcoholism, 11.6 ‘men
and 10.3 women; attacks of passion, 2.8
men and 6.3 women; consequences of
fmmorality, 0.5 men and 0.2 women; sor-
row and: despair, 9.4 men and 7.4 wo-
men; Shame at their own actions or
guilty conscience, 7.3 men and 6.9
women; anger and quarrels, 1.6 men
and 1.8 women; while 245 per cent. of
the men and 21.16 per cent. of the wo-
men took their lives for unknown rea-
sons.

MINER’S SAD DEATH

W. J. Cotter Living, but Past
Help, When Found by
Companions.

Skagway, March 2.—William Joseph
Cotter, a miner, 26 years of age from
Butte, Mont., was frozen to death while
attempting to walk from Skagway to
Bennett on Saturday. - -

He left this city in the morning in
company with three companions, Tom
C. Scanlon, Con Harrington and John
Hyde. While ascending the mountain
and walking the railroad track, - he
fell behind his companions, ' telling
them to go and have dinner ordered
at the Summit road house, His com-
panions waited in vain for his arrival,
and after dining Scanlon went back
in search of him. He met a traveler
who told him the man was freezing on
the trail.

Scanlon ran back for assistance and
blankets. The three returned and after
a long search found Cotter unconscious
down a 200-foot embankment, where
he had rolled. He was living, but past
help.

‘When ihe evening train for Skagway
passcl he was dead. The temperature
was about zero, but the wind was
blowing a xzale. Cotter was a member
of Butte lodge, Western Federatioh of
Miners, and A. O. H. ‘He was a native
of Ireland. His brother, James Cotter,
lives at 829 Howard street, San Fran-
cisco. He had over $100 in his pocket.

J. Bowser, has undertaken to introduce
a bill into the legislature which will
test the rights of the province to exer-
cise authority over the fisheries.

The bill is one which provides for the
colllection of a license from all salmon
canneries in British Columbia. = The
imposition of such a tax presupposed
Jurisdiction over the cannery business
and thus over the fishing interests.

The bill provides that it shall be un-
lawful for any person to operate a
cannery or fish packing establishment
in the province unless and until such
person shall have been duly licensed
under this act, and shall have paid the
license fee and obtained the license.

The license fee is an annual one, and
is grod for one year, from January 1st
to Lecember 3ist.

The license fees are as foilows:

For the operation of a one line can-
nery, $100.

For the operation of a two Hne can-
nery, $200.

For the operation of a three line can-
nery, $300.

For the operation of a four line can-
‘nery,. $400.

For the operation of a fish-packing
establishment, for each establishment,
$100.

A1l such fees must be paid in full for
one year, and will not be accepted for
any proportionate part of a year,

DENTISTS 10
FORM COLLEGE

FOR THE REGULATION
OF. THE PROFESSION

Bill Was Introduced Into the
House at Sitting Yesterday
Afternoen.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A bill was introduced into the legis-
lature yesterday afternoon by the at-
torney-general which provides for the
organization of a college of dental sur-
geons in the province. All members of
the profession authorized to practice in
the province are to be members of the
college. The council is to be com-
posed of five members. The first coun-
cil is to be composed of the board of
examiners now provided for by statute.

The council is given the powers
usually attaching to such bodies, It
controls the examination, fixing the
curriculum, etc. The council also has
power to appoint a hoard of examin-
ers. Those seeking a license are to pay
according -to the follow!ng scale: For
each registration as a student, $10; for
each intermediate examination, $30;
for each final examination, $50; for
registration as a member of the col-
lege, $10.

The council or executive committee
is glven power to erase names from the
register for fraudulent representations
by which registration was obtained or
for infamous or unprofessional be-
havior.

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THE WATER-QUESTION.

Some interesting facts, known only
to-ﬂioae familiar with the history of

Victoria for the past thirty-five years,
were brought out at the meeting held
in the City Hall last evening. Mr. W.
J. Taylor, the city barrister, in & par-
ticularly succinct yet comprehensive
spéech,l reviewed the legislation passed
for the purpose of securing to the
city of Victoria a supply of water ade-
quate for all possible requirements of
the future. He demonstrated to the
satisfaction of the great majority of
those present by citations from the
act of the Bsquimalt: Water Works
Company that it was the evident 'in-
tention of the legislature that nothing
in the provisions of that act should in-
terfere with the act of 1873 empower-
ing the city to take any water within
a radius of twenty miles of the boun-
daries of the corporation' and applying
such Watér to the purposes of the citi-
zens of Victoria. Mr, Taylor also dealt
with the legal complications arising
from the interpretation placed upon
. the Esquimalt Company’s act by re-
presentatives of that company and by
the courts, resulting in the tangle un-
der “which "thée hands of various coun-
cils have been tied, until to-day a
crisis has arisen necessitating summary
treatment.
Mr. McPhillips, the chadairman of the
Private Bills Committee of the Leg-
islature, through whose action a dead-
Jock has ensued which may prove very
e/mba;rr"a.ssing, to put the matter in as
mild a light as possible, was also pres-
ent and was invited to justify the
course he had pursued. The member
for the Islands was, we think, some-
what disingenuous in his remarks. He
claimed he h&d not violated the inde-
pendence of parliament act inasmuch
as he had no direct pecuniary interest
in the British Columbia Hlectric Rail-
-way Company although admitting that
he is the solicifor of that company,
in which statement he was mo doubt:
" technically correct; that he was hons
est in his intentions,’ which mo one has
ever questioned; that he acted “accord-
ing to his lights,” although some face-
tious persons may say his lights are
sadly in need of a trimming; and that,
in any event, as one of ' the largest
ratepayers in the eity of Victoria he
did “not believe in public ownership
and operation of “public utilities.” In
support of his final proposition .~ Mr.
M¢Phillips sald” Mayor Dunne of: the
city of Chicago had brought an ex-
pert from Scotland to-investigate and
report upon -the subject of municipal
ownership and operation of - “public
utilities.” That was hnhot: a = correct
statement, “Mr. Drysdale, superintend-
ent of the Glasgow street railway sys-
tem, a system which is owned and
operated by the. corporation of ' the
Scottish metropolis with - conspicuous
success, was brought out by Mayor
Dunne for the purpose of studying the
t’i_'a.mway systems of Chicago and re-
porting whether it would be feasible
to unite them and operate them as a
municipal undertaking. Mr. Drysdale’s
report was adverse, not because muni-
cipal Operation in itself is neither
practical nor desirable, but because he
_found the conditions in Chicago alto-
" gether different : from the - ¢ircum-
stances in well-governed cities. Mu-
nicipally Chicago is' under the thumb
of political bosses. It is governed by
either Republicans or Democrats as
the political case may be, and under
such a system if the street railways
were taken over by the city ! they
would become merely a spoke in the
wheels ;of the party machine. Mr,
Drysdale pointed this out quite frank-
ly and stated his belief that under such
conditions - municipal  operatio of the
transportation system could never be
d ‘success from a business point of
view. He was| not asked to, and did
not, ‘Ssubmit a report condemning mu-
nicipal ownership and operation of
“public utilities.”” We grant that there
is no immediate prospect of - Victoria
taking over the street railway system.
Tndeed we believe it would be a mis-
take to attempt any such thing. But
it ‘the city brings water from Sooke
Lake, somethi which at present
seems to be inevitable, and at no dis-
tant. date, it will have the means of
generating a ¢onsiderable amount of
electric power| with the water at its
command before tfMat water reaches the
reservoir in which it will be stored for
domestic purposes. The demand for
electric power for various purposes is
steadily increasing. Can Mr, McPhil-
lips give any lpgical reason for a com-
mittee of the|legislature saying that
such pow=r should be permitted to run
to waste; that| the e¢ity should not use
it  for lighting| the streets or for any
other legitimate purpose such as fur-
nighing power to any industries re-
quiring it? e do not question the
honesty of th:/lntentions or the disin-
terestedness 0Of the motives of the
chairman of the committee for a  mo-
ment. The' trouble with Mr. McPhil-

- 1ips appears to be that he cannot oust

his narrow legal mind from the petty
technical grooves in which it is ac-
customed to run.

Other legal gentleman addressed the
meeting, Mr. Luxton frankly spoke in
defence of the Esquimalt Water Works
Company. He made no ‘apology for his
position, and the audience, hostile
though it was, appreciated thoroughly
the’ admirable seif-control he displayed
under somewhat trying circumstances.

STRONG RESOLUTION
UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED

Meeting Last Night  Call
Government to Confirm'
City’s Rights.

on

Responding to the call of Mayor Hall
the citizens of Victoria held a meeting
last night in the city hall and unani-
mously passed the following resolution;
and to emphasize the fact that the pub-
lic were’ enthusiastic and thoroughly in
earnest in their support of the attitude
taken by the city council in this mat-
ter, it was decided that the resolution
should be personally delivered to the
executive to-day at noon by 100 mem-
bers of last night’s meeting:

Whereas, in 1873 the city of Victoria
obtained a right by statute to take
lands or waters from any points within
20 miles of the city for water work
purposes;

And whereas, in 1892 the Esquimalt
Water Works Company obtained 8
right to take the waters of Goldstream
and lands necessary for water works
burposes, subject, however, to the
prior rights of the city of Victoria;

And whereas, it was expressly pro-
vided in the act authorizing the Es-
quimalt Water Works. Company to
take the waters of Goldstream that
nothing in such aet should be construed
as 1 any way limiting or derogating
from any grant or privilege accorded
to the city under its act of 1873, and
further that such right of -the Esqui-
malt Water Works Company should he
subject to the rights, privileges and
powers of the city under its act of 1873:

And whereas, in 1892, a further act
was passed amending the city’s act
of 1873, but not purporting to limit any
of the city’s rights;

And whereas, it is advisable in the
Interests of the city that an act should
be passed confirming to the city all
such rights and declaring that the
same may be exercisable Lo the fullest
extent in order to remove any doubt
as to the meaning of such acts, to
facilitate the borrowing of money for
the purpose of enabling the city to
obtain a necessary supply of water
and to remove.all danger of delay In
connection with such proceedings;

And whereas, ‘all such acts provided
for compensation to the owners of
lands or wafers -affected- by. the exer-
cise of the powers of the city;

And whereas, for such purpoges a

privité bill was presented to the legis-
lature at ftg present session:
: “And whereas, the private bills com-
mitteg ‘declined - to - approve of same
and proposed to restrict and limit the
righis aceorded the city under itg said
usets and: to ‘prohibit - it constructing
works in’ the lands of the Esquimalt
Water Works Company, if such  con-
striuction should interfere with a pro-
poseed reservoir: site of such company,
and further to prohibit the city ex-
propriating,  if ‘found neécéssary, the
lands, waters and works of such com-
pany; .

And whereas, such a “restriction
might prevent the city utilizing the
waters of Sooke lake for municipal
purposes;

And whereas, stich limitations and
retrictions if- imposed would amount
lo practical confiscation of statutory
rights of the city In the premises;

Therefore be it resolved, that the
government beé requested either (o
consent to the introduction in the
legislature of a bill by a private mem-
ber or take such othér appropriate
means #s may  be necessary for the
purpose of enabling a bill to be pre-
sented to the legislature at its present
session confirming all the city’s rights
as granted under the aboyve recited
statutes and declaring same in f4?
force and effect unaffected by the
rights of any private companies ob-
tained under their respective private
acts, in accordance with the under-
stood intention of existing legislation
in that behalf, and that (lis ety may
utilize any of the waters obtained by
it In the exercise of such rights.

The resolution was moved by D. R.
Ker and seconded by Ald. Hall.

Mayor Hall, in his remarks at the
close of the meeting, put very success-
fully the object of the effort now being
made by the council, on behalf of the
city: “Legal opinions differ,” said the
mayor, “We want to have our rights
secure and get the matter beyond- the
point ‘of litigation.”

The first speaker was W. J. Taylor,
K. C., city barrister. He gave his audi-
ence a history of the case from 1873,
when a statute was enacted giving Vic-
toria the right te take water from any
point within a radius of twenty miles.
In 1885 Thetis lake and Deadman’s
river were secured by the Esquimalt
Waterworks Company. In 1892 an act
was passed authorizing the Esquimalt
Waterworks Company to secure Goid-
stream and its ‘tributaries. In passing
this act the legislature was careful
that the rights given to the city under
the statute of 1873 should not be in-
terfered with. Three times is it repeat-
ed that the rights given to the Esq1i-

‘mglt Waterworks Company are subjeet

to any rights of Vietoria in-the& act of
1873. -These rights 'included the layving
of pipes, etc,, in Maldhat, Esquimalt,
Highlands and intérmediate lands.

The law courts had.decided against
the city’in its attempt to take a record
of water at Sooke. The legislature is
now being asked to confirm the city’'s
rights. Mr, Taylor characterized the
arguments brought forward against the
present bill ag “shop-worn and thread-
worn,” “hoary-headed and grey-head-
ed.” Water, he said, is an absolute ne-
¢essity; and the city should hawve the
right to go to any place for it. If there
was no mandate from the people there
was a referendum, “and that is a bigger
word than mandate.”

In the city of Victoria there is prop-
erty assessed at the value of 22 mii-
lions; in Vaneouver 50-millions, and the
real value of that property is probably
more than double the assessed value,
The “B. €. Blectric Compaty has ten
mililon dollars invested, but the pre-
vice of British Columbia contributes to

the government revenue no less than
$150,000,000 annually. *The interests of
a private concern should not override
those of the people.”

Mr. Taylot further pointed out that
while the Vancouver statute was based
on the Ontario statute, the compul-
sory clauses as to purchase had been
inserted in the Vancouver act, while
reasonable scale of compensation found
in the untarié act had been left out.

‘Expropriation would mean potential

value and franchise, which is a large
sum.

The-Esquimalt Waterworks Company
spoke about repudiation and confisca-
tion. What the city objects to and pro-
tests against is a repudiation of statu-
tory rights conferred on this clty.

When Mr. Taylor had finished Mayor
Hall read letters from Premier Mc-
Bride, H. F. W. Behnsen, M. P. P., and
F. Davey, M. P. P., who regretted that
owing to the legislature being in ses-
gion they could not be present at the
meeting.

Mr. Davey regretted that it had
been deemed advisahle to drop the
waterworks bills, as there could be no
doubt that an adequate ‘water supply
for the city was an imperative neces-
sity. He thought the legislature should
allow the city to exercise the powers
conferred upon it in 1873 and con-
firmed in 1893, and that any compen-
sation due through the .exercise of
these powers should be ascertained by
arbitration in the manner . laid down
in those statutes and not ag suggest-
ed under the Water Clauses Act,

Mayor - Hall also read a telegram
which had been sent to Mayor Oliver,
of Toronto. It was as follows: ‘“Has
Toronto the power to enter into the
electric power and lighting business
for domestic purposes . without  first
buying out existing cempanies?’ To
this Toronto’'s mayor answered: “To-
ronto- has authority to sell . electric
light and power to consumers.”

Mr. McPhillips next addressed the
meeting. He said that the private bills
committee, composed of Liberals, Con-
servatives and one Socialist, had extend-
ed to the corporation the greatest con-
sideration. He took occasion to' state
that he had no pecuniary interest in the
B. C: Electric Company; and indignantly
repudiated«thé "insinuations made -con-
cerning his action in committee.

“I happen to be a lawyer,” he said,
“but I honestly earn my bread and but-
ter.” It did not follow because he was
the general solicitor of {he Tramway
Company- that he crossed every “t” and
dotted - every . ‘1" that ‘the . company
wrote. ;

Mr, McPhillips pointed out that what
Victoria wanted was a waterworks sys-
tem, not a power business, and Mr,
Adams had shown that a good water-
works system could be ot from Sooke
lake. He reminded the meeting that when
the old Victoria Tramway Company was
strangled and the city could have bought

the company’s assets for:.a .song it had-

been left to English capital to. buy over
thé property. - He also pointed out that
there were many other things wanted in
this city, such as better streets and side-
walks, more urgent than going into the
power business. The present movement
was’ the retult of -“demagogic  clamer.”
There should be proper-consideration for
invested capital.

H: B. Thompson, M, P. P, -gave his
hearers a history of the bill, and express-
ed his regret that their efforts had not
been more successful. On the money
market the city would stand a much bet-
ter chance of raising the necessary money
for financing the wundertaking if they
could sell power t6 industries.

A. P. Luxton, K. C. counsel for the
Esquimalt Watérworks Company, thought
a proviso preventing the expropriation of
the site of their proposed reservoir should
be inserted, otherwise a erisis would be
produced arnd a great undertaKing wreck-
ed. The operations of the waterworks
corporation would be throttled and des
siroyed. ‘‘You might as soon rob your
neighbor as rob that company.”

Mr. Luxton pointed out that the tun-
nelling of the reserveir site would incur
great risk. Mr. Forbes, a competent en-
gineer, had estimated the cost at $33
against Mr. Adams’ estimate of $18.

B. V. Bodwell, K. C., solicitor of the B.
C. Electric Company, was the next
speaker. He strongly advised the city to
expropriate the Esquimalt Waterworks
Company property, and in-the meantime
to have careful surveys and estimates
made as to the feasibility of constructing
the 'proposed tunnel.

D. R. Ker read very interesting extracts
from reports when the bill of 1892 was be-
fore the legislature. From these it is
evident thab the city’s rights were care-
fully guarded.

Mr. Ker pointed out that with such
rights as the city held, the amount which
the company were asking, a milfion and a
quarter, would have to be considerably
reduced. He then moved the resolution
quoted above. Alderman Hall seconded
in a: short speech, in which he said that
whether the cost of tunnelling was $18 or
23 was the ¢ity’s concern. What the
city wanted was a clear title to go ahead.

The motion was carried unanimously.
and the meeting, which was large and
enthusiastic, broke up at 11 p. m,

JUDGMENT GIVEN IN
REAL ESTATE CASE

Judge Lampman Gives Reasons
for Deciding for Duck
& Johnston.

The following judgment. in the case
of Duck and Johnson vs. Danieis was
handed down by Judge Lampman yes-
terday:

Duck & Johnston vs. Daniels.

Judgment of Lampman, C. J.: The
plaintiffs are real estate agents, carry-
ing on business in Victoria, and the
defendant i{s a farmer who, in April
last, owned a farm on Caréy road,
which he wanted to sell for a price to
het him $14,500, and with that object in
view he listed it with many different
real estate firms in Victoria before the
13th of April. Up to April 13th the
plaintiffs and defendant had had noth-
ing to do with each other, but on that
day T. ‘A, Johnston, who is employed
by the plaintiffs, - drove out into the
country in company with’E. H. Ander-
son, who was looking for opportunities
to buy real estate. The defendant had
a ‘“for sale” sign up, and as directed
by it Johnston went to the house and
saw defendant. Jolinston says' they
talked about thé number of ‘acres, fruit
trees,.etc.,, and that he told him he
represented. the plaintiffs, whose busi-
ness card he gave to defendant, and
asked defendant to let:-plaintiffs have
the farm for sale; the price-being;$15,-
000, and the defendant ggreed and:said
he would pay § per centsicommission;

that before the conversation was finish=:

ed Anderson joined them, and fin réply
to Anderson’s inquiry as to price, ‘de-
fendant said $15,000, less 5 per cent
commission.

Anderson gave evidence and said that
after Johnston had been at the house
some ¢ongiderable time he went in, and
he heatrd defendant say the price
$15,000, and that Johmston then sald:
“Will you allow 5 per cent, commis-
sion,” and defendant said ‘‘yes.”

Johnston says that later he krnew that
Mr, Van Decar was desirous of buying
some country property, and he arrang-
ed to drive him out into Lake district,
and on May 1st he did drive Mr. and
‘Mrs. Van Decar out, and the first place

‘stopped at was that of the defendant,,

‘whom they saw, and to whom they
talked about the place, and that the
price of $15,000 wad mentioned; that
latér on, 6th May, he took Mr. Under-
wood .. retired lleutenant in the Bri-
tish army) out to show him theé prop-
erty with a view to selling to him, but
defendant then said he had taken the
farm off the market as the price was
too low, and that he would relist it
with plaintiffs in case he again put it
on the market, but at an
price.

Mr. Underwood gave  evidence; and
entirely corroborated what Johnston
says, and he was not cross-examined.
The defendant denies that he ever ap-
pointed plaintiffs his agents, and says
he expressly refused Johnston’s request
to do so; he says that on the occasion
of Johnston coming to his place with
Anderson the latter never spoke to him
and never got out of the rig; he also
denies that Johnaton gave him plain-
tiffs’ business -card.

Mr. Van Decar says that he and
Johnston, whom he knew as trying to
sell real estate, had some talks about
real ‘estate in the country, and on May
1st Johnston hired a carriage and drove
him and his wife out the Carey road,
and defendant's was the first place
they stopped at; they did not get out
of the carriage, but stayed there ten or
fifteen minutes talking with defendant,
whom he asked how long the orchard
had been set out; they then drove
around the country looking at other
properties, and on the way home John-
ston told him he thought the. defend-
ant’s place at $15,000 was the best buy
of  the lot, Next day he says that he
and his wife decided to have a look
xl'ound without Johnston, so they drove
gut, and after seeing other places they
went and saw defendant at his place;
he says he asked defendant if the place
wag listed with Johnston, and defend-
ant said no; .s0 he sald he would deal
with defendant direct -and thus save
the commission which he would have
to pay in ease defendant sold through
an agent; they then agreed on a price,
but before finally closing defendant
wished to withdraw his place from sale
with the agents with whom he had
listed it. The sale for $14,250 to Van
Decar eventually went through as ar-
ranged on the 2nd of May between him
and defendant, and the plaintiffs now
say they were defendant’s agents, and
brought' about the sale and claim $750
commission. The defence is, as already
indizated, that plaintiffs never had any
authority to act for defendant. On the
evidence I can only come to the con-
clusion that plaintiffs were defendant’s
agents. Johnston swears they were;
Anderson, who has no interest one way
or the other, gives .evidence which I
think is favorable to plaintiffs, and in
some matters he is flatly contradicted
by defendant; Underwood, .who is an-
other independent witness,says defend-
ant said if he put the property on the
market again he would relist it with
plaintiffs; it is a fair inference that he
at one time had it listed with plaintiffs.

I cannot disregard the evidence of
these independent witnesses. The de-
fendant is ‘very deaf, and Mr. Taylor
suggested that some mistake or mis-
apprehension may have occurred be-
cause of his client’s inability to hear
the different conversations, but unfor-
tunately. for his client it is not so much
what he heard as what he said which
tells against him.

There is no question that on the 2nd

of May Daniels and Van Decar reached
an understanding, but on the 6th of
May we:find him telling Johnston and
Underwood that his place was not on
theé market as the price of $15,000 was
tgg:-small, According to. the certificate
of .the registrar. general he only ré-
ceived $14,250 for the farm. He was
probably .correct in saying the place
wag off the. market as it was sold, but
why did he not tell Johnston the truth
and say it was sold, or was as good as
sold, to Van Decar? It looked as though
he was trying to stave off a claim for
commission by Johnston.

I find that defendant appointed plain-
tiffs his agents to sell at $15,000, and
agreed to pay them 5 per cent. commis-
sibn, and that the sale to Van Decar
at $14,250 was brought about by plain-
tiffs’ act, It was argued that because
the sale was for less than $15,000, the
plaintiffs were not entitled to any com-
mission. In Wolf vs. Tait (1887) 4 Man,,
59, where. the plaintiff, who was em=-
rloyed by the defendant to sell for him
certain lands at $250 per acre, intro-
duced g defendant a prospective pur-
chaser who eventually, after negotia-
tions with defendant, conducted large-
ly. apart from plaintiff, purchased at
$210 per acre, the Full court held that
plaintiff was entitled to cofnmission.

In Uetzmann vs. Emmott (1887) ¢ T.
L. R., 10, Mr. Justice A. L. Smith says
| the rule of law is that laid down by
Chief Justice Erle in Green vs. Bart-
lett (1863) 32 L. J. C. P, 281, namely,
that.if the relation of buyer and seller
was really brought .about by" the act
of the agent, the agent wds éntitled to
his commission, even though the sale
was not actually carried gut by him.,

Judgment for plaintiffs .against the
defendant Daniels for $712.50 and costs.

At the. trial it was suggested by Mr,
WTaylor that I should reserve my judg-
ment until the Full court gave its de-
cision in Bridgman wvs. Hepburn. My
Jjudgment, with the exception -of this
paragraph, was written béfore the
Bridgman vs. Hepburn judgment was
delivered, .and, after a perusal of the
latter I can see no reason to alter mine,

It had been
brought’ to the attention of the gov-
ernment by other sources and had been
discussed at some length. The mat-
ter was still under consideration.

H, B. Thomson, one of the city mem-
bers, aluded to the fact that while
there was no vote for the beautifying
of Vietoria under that name, yet there
was about $50,000 ,in the estimates
which was to be devoted towards Vic-
toria and its environs; of thig amount
there was $20,000 for the Mill Bay road,
$15,000 for the hospital, $5,000 for the Old
Women’s Home, and $10,000 for the ex-
hibition buildings. }

On thé question of the remission of
a ‘part of the personal property tax it
was’ pointed out that the finance min-
ister would have the most to do with
that.

INDIAN LANDS
AND GOVERNMENT

0PPOSITION LEADER -
ON THE AGREEMENT

e e

He Outlined Position of Party
in the House Last
-Evening.

On Wednesday  evening the debate
on the Grand Trunk Pacific railway
agreement was resumed by Mr. Mac-
cnald, the leader of the opposition.

Mr. Macdonald said: “Mr. Speaker
without wasting further words, I will
say at-once that I intend to support
the second reading of this bill. (Hear,

hear). The introducer of the bill made
the statement that he is endeavoring
as far as possible to keep this mat-
ter above party politics, and to treat
it in a manner entirely. free irom
partisanship. I can assure him fhat
we, ‘on this side, regard it as a mat-
ter of great provincial importance, and
we propose to treat it on that basis.
1 am not prepared to agree with the
proposition made by the premier that
22,000 acres of land at this particular
place is necessary IOr this particular
rallway company. I do not beffeve
that is a true proposition, nor do I be-
lieve in giving railway companies large
tracts of land for merely townsite pur-
poses. T think the true principle is to
give them sufficient for terminal pur-
poses and right-of-way through the
Crown lands of the province.

“But in regard to these lands the
rosition is entirely different than when
10,000 acres was granted to the Grand
Trunk Pacific Company for townsite
purposes on Kaien Isjand three years
ago. At that time the province was
i{he owner in fee simple of these lands,
and was in a position to deal with
them as a liquid asset of the provinc=;
and without criticising,—because I do
not intend to go back to that deal
which _was fully discussed at that
time—without criticising that bargain,
there is this difference between it and
the bargain now proposed: in that
case the province proposed to give the
Grand Trunk Pacific Company, three-
fourths of the land which|was the pro-
perty of the provincée; but in this bar-
gain to be ratified by this act, the prov-
ince proposes to give three-fourths of
18,000 acres of land in which it nas not
at ‘the present time fee simple, and
in which it may not have fee shkmple
for three or four hundred years longer.
In the one case we have something we
can presently deal with, and in the
other a reversionary right which may
not fall in for hundreds | of years, so,
as the premier very properly said, if

the value 'received for the lands over |

which that government had brought
into existence, and which I think all
people will recognize as one of the
greatest works undertaken in Canada
since the construction of the Canadian
| Facific Railway. The Grand Trunk Pa-
cific Railway we kmow is recognized
by the Liberal party as a monument
tu the statesmanship of our great
leader, Sir Wilfrid Laurier (applaise)
just as the Canadian Pacific Railway
is recognized as the monument of his
g8reat predecessor, Sir John A. Macdon-
ald. (Hear, hear). So even while the
Dcminion government had brought this
great corporation into existence for
the benefit of Canada, there was no
suggestion, when that order in coun-
cil was passed 'that this province
should waive its rights in these lands,
there was no suggestion that it should
be for/the benefit of the company, but
for the benefit of the Indians, because
according to Hon. Mr. Oliver, the In-
dians alone were to be benefitted by
the suggestions made to this govern-
ment,

“Now following the letter I have
just read from the premier to the
solicitors of the Grand Trunk Pacific,
the Indian department undertook to
secure the removal of the Indians on
terms satisfactory to them. Because
these Indians, as the premier said,
have rights, they have treaty rights
which are sacred. It is one of the
boasts of the British and Canadian
people that their treatment of the In-
dians has always been equitable, and
on account of -that equitable treat-
ment we have had less trouble with
the Indians than other countries that
have treated them on a less equitable
basis. The whole aim and object of
the‘ Indian department as explained by
Hon. Mr. Oliver was to see that the
Indians got these rights. The Grand

Indians, and were willing to pay .the
price they asked for the land, and the
question was then to be dealt witn py
the. province of British Colunidia,
which is now dealing with it in the
bill before the House.

‘“While there are many details which
I shall criticize in committee, the bill
as a whole is one which I think should
recelve the support of this House, and
will certainly receive my support. (Ap-
plause). My hon. friend the premier
has taken some credit for certain pro-
vigions in this bill. He justly .refers
to the price of $2.50 per acre as a mere
bagatelle, compared with the value of
the quarter interest the province is re-
ceiving from it. And I say that in this
case the province is practically re-
ceiving a quarter’s interest in fee sim-
ple, as in the Kaien Island bargain
they were giving away three-fourths
interest to the Grand Trunk Pacific
Company. The province in that case
was goving away .three-quarters for
the paltry sum of $1 an acre; but in
this case we get something of present
value ‘which will ‘bring us in a splendid
revenue in future, something we did
not have, something we could not have
as long as a single Indian remained
on: these’ reserves.

“My'hon. friend has also taken  credit
for inserting a clause in the agree-
ment to the effect that the company

shall obtain its supplies  from mer-
chants in British Columbia, if they can

‘“Now the question we have to con-
sider is this, was it better that we
should merely retain our reversionary
rights in this 13,000 acr of land in
Kaien Island and the adjpining islands,
or that we should convert it into- a
present liquid asset of the province? I
am going to say now that the course
the government is pur%ulng in pre-
senting this agreement to the House is
a wise one and in the interests of the
province. (Hear, hear)|

“Now the premier criticised during
the course of ‘his speech| some aspects
of the Dominion government’s conduct
with regard to these lands. and while
I am not here to defend| the Dominion
government, let me say that those
strictures, as far as they (went, were not
justified. They implied that the De-
minion government had dictated to the
province what it should do irn this
matter, or had hinted that the prov-
ince should give up its reversionary
rights in these lands for the benefit
of the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway
Company, or that the Dominion gov-
ernment initiated the deplings between
the Grand Trunk Pacific and this gov-
ernment.’ . But .if we logk up the ses-
sional papers we shall| find in them
that the Grand Trunk Racific, through
its solicitors, Messrs. Bodwell & Law-
son, approached the prowvincial govern-
ment in reference to the release of its
reversionary rights in negard to these
lands, and in his letter in reply to
them the premier stated among other
things, ‘No disposition ﬁ)t these lands
can be made unless the Dominion gov-
ernment removes the Indians from the
reserve.’

“That as far as | I
was the first time
question of the Grand Trunk
Pacifie acquiring these lands was
first mooted to ‘this government, or
in any other quarters.

“I am not criticising the stand taken
by the government. I think they were
quite right; but when my hon. friend
says that after the ra{ilway company
dealt with the Indians| they then ap-
vroached this government he did not
state the real facts. The fact was they
approached this government in order to
find what they should |[do. They then
approached the Dominlon government
and found what was the proper thing
to do, and then obtained from the In-
dians the Indian title. Now the po-
sition of the Dominion government
was clearly stated in 1907, when Mr.
Oliver, the. minister of the interior,
made it perfectly clear that the Do-
minion government ;neognized the
rights of the provined in this 13,000
acres, and recognized that the Domin-
ion government had no interest in these
lands except to hold thHem in trust for
1he Indians. They were not attempt-
Ing to foree anything on the province,
they were not attemptipg even to force
the rajlway company, the company

othér sources. That Ilooks well, and
reads like something he will be able
to refer to in his platform speeches in
future as evidence of his statesman-
ship and love for the commercial'inter-
ests of the province of British Colum-
bia. But we all know it is not binding
in any shape or form. We all know
that unless the Grand Trunk Pacific
are prepared to do (shall I say the gen-
erous thing) the absolutely fair thing,
it will bring no benefit to the mer-
chants of British Columbia, because it
is true of railway companies ag of in-
dividuals, that they will buy in the
cheapest market and sell in. the dear-
est. If the Grand Trunk Pacific find it
to their interests to buy things a shade
lower in other provinces, they will, as
a business corporation, do so, and this
agreement will be worthless; but if the
railway company could buy their sup-
plies as cheaply in this as in other pro-
vinces they would do it without this
agreement, so that I do not think that
even my hon. friend would say that the
merchants would be Teceiving any
benefit from that clause. Their interests
would be just as well protected were
there no such clause.

““Then there is the fair wage clause.
To my mind that clause is not as bene-
ficial for the workingmen as the fair
wage clause in the Railway Act, which
governs the building of this railway.
So far as that is concerned it would
be just as well out. of this act alto-
gether. If you compare it with the Do-
minion fair wage clause, you will be
forced to confess it is better than this,
so that this is absolutely worthless.

“Then I come to the letter from Vice-
President Wainwright, which the pre-
mier read to the House this afternoon.
I was considerably amused to find my
honorable friend put himself in the po-
sition he did when he criticised the
Hon. Mr. Templeman for accepting
from the Grand Trunk Pacific a letter
before the last Dominion election, say-
ing that construction would be com-
menced and prosecuted from the Pacific
coast. He pointed out properly enough
that Hon. Mr. Templeman, who was
at that time in the Senate, gave no-
tice that when the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific agreement came up for ratifica-
tion there he would introduce. an
amendment to provide for construction
from this end, and thereupon President
Hays, of the G. T. P., gave him this
letter, hinting that while he did not
wish to see that amendment in the
bill, they would commence construction
from this end anyhow, and Hon. Mr,
Templeman, feeling, as no doubt the
premier felt this afternoon, that he
had absolute confidence in this’ com-
pany to carry ou. its promise, so an-
nounced it.

Hon. Mr. McBride: “There is nothing
definite in that letter to Mr. Temple-
man, such as is contained in the letter
I read from Mr. Wainwright.”

Mr. Macdonald: “Well there is this
at least definite, it was a distinct prom-
ise to commence the construction of the
1cad from the Pacific end and prose-
cute it from that end.

Mr. Macdonald: “I have not the let-
ter with me at present.”

Hon, Mr. Bowser: ‘“Wait a little while
I will get it.”

Mr, Macdonald: *Well, whether the
attorney-general can pick flaws in that
letter or not, I say it was given as an
assurance that construction would be
started from this end, and I say that
promise should have been carried out
just as faithfully as the promise con-
tained in the letter read by the pre-
mier to-day. He expressed the utmost
confidence that it will be carried out.
‘While the railway company refuse to
put in any agreement or be bound by
it, they will give a letter which the
premier says is so valuable that he will
accept it with the utmost confidence.
Is he in any betten position than that
occupied by Mr. Templeman? Mr. Tem-
pleman had the fullest confidence in
that railway company, and so far as he
knew had no reason to doubt that that
confidence was not well reposed, and
these two gentlemen are in exactly the
same position. In one case the Hon.
Mr. Templeman abandoned his amend-
ment, and in the other case the hon.
gentleman does not insist on it in this
bill because of this assurance. And
therefore I was surprised to hear the
hon. gentleman criticize the course
taken by Mr. Templeman, when he has
followed suit in every particular and
taken the same course himself. (Ap-
plause).

“Now I am not going to take up any
further time in dealing with the gen-
eral features of the act, but will take

yup some of the details. Section 3, re-

ferred to by the premier in the course
of his address, is to my mind very ob-
Jjectionable. Indeed I think it is a good
principle that public lands should be
offered for sale by public = auction.
Then there can be no suspicion of
favoritism., My hon. friend gives the
assurance to this House that there will
be no favoritism as far ag his govern-
ment is concerned. While I may be
willing to accpet that assurance, we all
know that the public are suspicious of
any government or any scheme that
does not give everyone an equal chance,
and for that reason sale by public auc-
tion has been accepted as the fairest
and least suspicious mode of .dealing
with public assets of this kind. I trust
my honorable friend, when the bill
comes into committee, will see to it
that it is so amended that these lands
shall’ be offered for sale in the regular
way of such lands.

“I also trust that when this bill
comes into committee we shall so
amend it as to make it perfectly clear
that at least a portion of these lands
shall be placed on the market within
a definite period. We know there has
been great dissatisfaction with the
railway company in regard to the pres-
ent townsite. We know that men have
been ordered off that townsite, and up
to the present tithe it has been difficult

i for the public to"gét there at all, ‘and

it ha\s been impossible for any indi-
vidual ‘to purchase land. )

“I trust that when the bill comes in-
to committee a time will be fixed when
the lands will be placed on the market
by the G. T. P. I' d0 not mean all the
lands, but at least a portion of them,
and I am sure there will be no objec-
tion by the premier or anyone to pro-

| visions of this kind, so that the com-

plaints that have existed during the
past year will be cured, and the public
will be given an opportunity, as they
ought to be given an opportunity, of
going in there and settling upon the
land.”

Hon. Mr, McBride: “Do I anderstand
you to suggest that a section shall be
placed in the bill that these lands shall
be placed on sale within a certain
time?”

Mr. Macdonald: “Well I am glad of
that assurance because it is something
that we should) have. While the atti-
tude we have taken in regard to this
bill may not be quite in accord with
the attitude of some of our party out-
side the House, for I believe that one
of our newspapers has taken an atti-
tude hostile to this bill. (Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite laughed.) I notice the member
for Nanaimo laughs, but I believe I
have a right to my opinion, as good a
right as he has to his opinions, however
erratic they ‘may be, and for the most
part they are very erratic—" 3

Mr. - Hawthornthwaite: *“Rank did
you say. Is that included under rule 15,
Mr, Speaker?”

Mr. Macdonald: “The hon. gentleman
is mistaken, I did not,use the expres-
sion ‘rank.’ I said ‘erratic.’ I say those
who differ from us are entitled to their
opinions just as we in this House are
entitled to our opinions, I believe that
when the true bearing of this bill is
considered, when the fact is considered
that we are not giving away anything
that belongs absolutely to the province
now, but something that may not be-
long to it for hundreds of years, some-
thing not at present an asset of the
province, but for which we are obtain-
ing a fair remuneration, I say that
when all thesé things are considered,
the universal sentiment of this province
will be in favor of this agreement.”
(Loud applause.)

LIGHTING SCHEME
IS ENDORSED

GREAT MAJORITY FAVOR
ELECTRICITY IN CITY

Soccer Enthusiasm Aroused
Over Ladysmith’s Game With
Nanaimo.

(Special Correspondence.)

Ladysmith, March 4—There was no-
thing of much public importance trans-
acted at this week’s meeting of the city
council. A formidable array of bills
was presented, totalling something like
$700, and ‘the council seemed to feel it-
gself verging perilously near to insol-
vency. However, the accounts were re-
ferred to the finance committee for pay-
ment,

The city constable reported that
he had completed his canvas of_the
town in connection with the pro-
posed lighting scheme. He had
been to every house ih town, and, as a
result of his canvass he had got prom-
ises for 1,700 lights, Of this number,
however, only 500 were wanted on the
50 cents a light flat rate.  The majority
of the people wanted the meter system,
and with reasonable rates probably an-
other 100 lights would be required. In
all there were only about twenty houses
in town where lights were refused at
any price. The report is regarded as
extremely satisfactory, and the fullest
infromation possible as to the cost of
installing and operating an electric
plant will be sought for at once.

May Be Drowned.

There are grave reasons for suspecting
that one of the ¢rew of the S. S. Thor,
now loading at the local wharves, has
been drowned. At any rate, he has dis-
appeared, and as he was last seen going
in the direction of the wharf, it is gen~
erally believed that he has fallen into
the bay and been drowned. A pipe and
pocket knife were found on one of the
caps of the wharf, and Constable Cas-
sidy has had the water in that vicinity
thoroughly dragged. But the ground is
very unfavorable for dragging opera-
tions and up to the time of writing no
traces of the body have been discover-
ed.

The accident, supposing it to be true,
is one of quite a list that have occurred
at the Wellington company’s wharves,
and this ig not to be wondeéred at when
it is considered that they are entirely
unlighted. How ships’ crews going back
to their vessels dt night are able to get
aboard without mishap is a miracle,
and the place badly needs lighting up.

Exciting Runaways.

There have been twocexciting run-
aways in the town these last few days.
The first was that of the team belong-
ing to Simon Leiser’s store. The horses
bolted out of the alleyway at the side
of the store, tore across ‘Gatacre street
and swept into the alleyway again. Jt
requires a careful driver to negotiate
this plece of road, but the runaways
got through in safety at a mad gal-
lop. They swerved into Roberts street,
¢rashed round the cornef at the Grand
hotel on one wheel, and continued their
mad career along the Esplanade. Pass-
ing the store again, one of the em-
ployees managed to board the wagon
and succeed~d in pulling them up at the
foot of High street. The race -created
a great deal of excitement, but luckily
no one was huri and no domage was
done.

The same can be said of the second
breakaway, which occurred yesterday.
A team and wagon had come out from
Carmichael’s ranch for a load of hay
and feed stuffs. The wagon had just
been loaded from Russell's feed store
when ,the horses bolted, making ob-
liquely across First avenue. The mad-
dened beasts dragged the heavily laden
wagon partly up an embankment, with
the result that the whole load" was
dumped on the street. Then they dash-
ed away, just grazing the telegraph
poles, finally swinging into the middle
of the avenue. They ra¢ed along until
they were stopped close by the Colum-
bia hotel, after half a mile sprint. Luck-
ily no one happened to be in the road,
and the driver was able to come back
for his load.

Only Seventeen Working Days.

Owing to an accident to the Wel-
lington Colliery Company’s locomotive,
the mines were idle the last two days
of February. For the whole month
there were only seventeen working
days. The prospects are better for
March, and it is expected that there is
steady work for the first two weeks.
There are no immediate signs of the
smelter resuming operations, and no-
thing definite is known as to when the
iocal logging camps will open out again.

To Take Up Ranching.

John Ryan and family are leaving
town for the Yakima valley in Wash-
ington. Mr. Ryan is going to take up
land there and leaves here to-day. He
is one of the best known. residents of
the city, and has always been an ar-
dent supporter of local sport. If good

LOGS STOLEN IN
WHOLESALE MANNER

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office,
26th February to 3rd March, 1908,
During the first portion of this week
the weather was generally unsettled and
showery, and on Wednesday, 26th ult., an
important storm area from the Pacific
spread inland across this province. It
caused a southerly gale on the Coast and
high winds on the Straits and Sound. As
the week advanced the course of these
easterly moving low pressure areas was
deflected further south and the winds In
this vicinity became general from the

_north,\vard, accompanied by more settled

and colder weather, particularly on the
southern portion of Vancouver Island.
These conditions were caused by the
southerly movement of a pronounced
high barometer area and cold wave from
the Yukon, which by the close of the week®
extended from Cariboo to the prairie pro-
vinces. Sharp frosts were reported at
Port Simpson upon six days, and on the
20th of February 10 degrees of frost. The
weather in Cariboo was generally cold,
and mild in Kootenay, while in the prairie
provinces it was cold, accompanied by
light snowfalls upon several days.

The ceniral emigration board, whose
first .annual report has come to hand,
was constituted in November, 1906, “It
is an honorary PBody, administrative
and advisory in its” sphere of opera-
tions, unfettered by denominational
Iimitations, free from outside in-
fluences, and solely engaged in promot-
ing the emigration of suitable and de-
sirable persons from the United King-
dom to the British Colonies.” ‘The
Duke of Sutherland, K. G., is presi#ent
of the beard and Sir Clement Kinloch-
Cooke, L. C. C, is chairman. The of-
fice address of the board is 70 and 71
Temple Chambers, London, E. C. Leord
Hindlip, a member of the general pur-
poses committee, visited Canada last
summer and while his visit was con-
nected primarily with his own affairs,
he took the opportunity of making in-
quiries into immigration matters. He
met the premier of British Columbia at
Victoria, who was much interested in
the Boy’s Farm. The board -intends
to devote any profits arising from its
operations towards the establishment
of home farms in Canada where boys
can be received and obtain a few
months’ training before being placed
out with local farmers. In its first
annual report the board states that
“Injuries have been made which lead
the board to believe that there is a
probability of suitable land being ob-
tained under favorable conditions in
Manitoba and British Columbia.” At
the suggestion of Lord Hindlip, Cap-
tain Clive Phillips-Woolly was ap-
pointed to represent the board in
British  Columbia.

The board in iis report for last year
makes an appeal “for aid to all Brit-
ons, wheresoever domiciled, who recog-
nizé the necessity of meeting the sit-
uation brought about by over-compe-
tition and over-population in the Old
Country, and share the board’s desire
to see the great oversea possessions of

the crown developed by pegple of the
British race.”

POLICE COURT.

Remand Until To-morrow Granted to
Keeper vf House of Il Fame..

BULKELEY VALLEY

John Dorsey Gives Interesting
Information Regarding
the Trails.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

John Dorsey, who . organized the
Bulkley Pioneer at Aldermere, and a
well known pioneer of that district, was
this morning interviewed by a Times
representative (in regard to the vital
question to Bulkley people, namely, the
means of communication with the out-
side world. 3

Mr. Dorsey has beem all over that
district and is. returning.

Speaking of the trails and wagon
routes leading /into the valley, he said
that he was the first man to go over
the route known as the Telqua Pass
from Aldermere to the Kitsilas canyon,
inaking it all @lone in eight-days. He
considers thig route by far the most
suitable for the opening up of the Bulk-
ley valley and providing communica-
tion with the coast. 'The distance by
that route is very much shorter than
by Hazelton, and can be kept open all
the year and built on an easy grade.

The Grand Trunk railway in survey-
ing ‘this route last summer, found a
grade of one-tenth of one per cent. The
summit of the Telqua river and Sum-
mit creek, known as the Pass, is not
quite 2,700 feet above sea-level. This
shows-thal a wagon road or trail could
be very easily constructed.

If this trail were constructed it would
settle the main trouble. The distdnce
from Kitimaat to the canyon is sixty
miles, from the canyon to Hazelton
eighty miles, and from Hazeiton to Al-
dermere sixty miles—200 miles in all
Because the steamboats do not run
more than four months in the year, the
mail has to be carried over land eight
months of the year. Last year for forty
days during the steamboat season there
was no mail went up the Skeena.

‘When the Copper River route is open-
ed up the mail can be carried from
Aldermere to the canyon in the same
time that it now takes to go to Hazel-
ton, and at the same cost. Mail could
also be taken to Hazelton quicker by
that Toute than by the Skeena river
with no danger of its being lost. At
present there is a sleigh road from

Aldermere to Hazelton, by which’ the |

mail ean be taken during the winter,
This trail when made will run through
the coal and copper mines in the Tel-
cua valley. At present a portion of
this trail, sixteen miles up the’ south
side of the Telqua river, has been Built
by Harry Housen and is known as the
Housen trail, leading to Housen’s
mines.. At that point the trail crosses
the river to the north and keeps that
side to the summit, thence down to a
point on the Copper river, a distance
of thirty-five miles. That portlon was
built by the Grand Trunk last summer
and was used as a pack-trail, where
sixty pack animals were at work all the
seéason,

The government started to cut a trail
last fall up Gold creek to connect with
the Copper River trail. About twelve
miles of this wags completed. Owing to
latehess of season, work was suspend-
ed, leaving fifth miles uncut, If this
portion could be completed by July 1st
next there would be an outlet from
Bulkley valley indépendent of the
3keena canyon. The people from the
interior could drive horses and cattle
to the canyon, where they would con+*
nect with the .Grand Trunk road, the
construction of which will soon begin.
Stock raisers in the vicinity of Quesnel
could thus drive-their animals to a
profitable market in the north, includ-
ing Prince Rupert.

The cost to complete this line would
Ve, according to John Dorsey’s esti-
mate, roughly, $15,000, which includes

pack animals, one over the Copper river
and one across the Telqua, as well as
to improve the trail already cut. The
work of bridging the Copper river
should be done before high ‘water,
which occurs about the 15th of May,

With this trail complete the minens
and prospectors on the Copper and Tel-
oua rivers could be reached from the
canyon by a route of 40 .to 50 miles,
whereas the present route from Hazel-
ton is upwards of 100 miles. This
would materially reduce the cost of
bringing in suppligs and materials,

Mr. Dorsey has much meore interest-
ing information with regard to tihe
trail, about which he is fully inform-
ed..

LICENSE FEES
FROM CANNERS

GOVERNMENT PROPOSES
A SYSTEM OF TAXES

| Bill Introduced Into Legislatura
at Yesterday’s Sitting of
the House.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
In the -legislature yesterday

noon the government introduced
to collect from canneries
the purposes of the act, the folioy
Gefinition is given as to the classific:
fion of canneries:
shall

licenses

include a cannery
where the operating machinery is used
in one continuous complete process for

mean and

the purpose of converting the natural
salmon into canned salmon; and simil-
arly “two line” “three line” and “four
line” canneries mean and include can-
neries where a double, triple or quad-
ruple plant is operated to produce can-
ned salmon for the market as an article
of commerce by similar continuous and
complete prqce S.

The bill provides as follows:

It shall be unlawful for any person
to operate a cannery in this province
unless and until such person shall have
been duly licensed under this dct and
shall have paid the license fee and ob-
tained the license hereinafter provided.

It shall be unlawful for any person to
Jperate a fish-packing establishment in
this province unti] such person shall
have been duly licensed under this act
and shall have paid the license fee and
obtained the license hereinafter pro-
vided.

The license fees hereinafter imposed
2nd provided shall be payable annual-
ly, and the license period shall be for
one year, from the 1st day of January
until the 31st day of December.

Application for a license shall be
made in writing to the commissioner of
fisheries, parliament buildings, Victoria,
tpon a form to be supplied by him, and
cn a receipt of such application the
commissioner of fisheries may, in his
discretion, issue a license,

The license form shall set out the
name and address of the licensee, the
Jocation of the cannery or fish-packing
establishment, the nature of the busi-
ness covered by the license, the period
for which the license runs, the date of
issue, and the official number of the
license.

The license fees to be paid by each
applicant shall be as follows, namely:

For the operation of a one line can-
nery, $100; for the operation of a two
line cannery, $200; for the operatipn of a
threé line 'cannery, ‘$300; for the opera-
tion of a four line cannery, $400; for the
operation of a fish-packing establish-
ment, for each establishment, $100.

And all such fees shall be paid in full
for one year and shall not be accepted
for any proportionate part of a year.

Every person who operates a can-
nery or fish-packing establishment
without having first obtained a license
under this act shall, on summary con-
viction before a stipendiary magistrate,
police magistrate or justice of the peace
be liable to a penalty of not less than
$400 nor more than $800. Each day or
portion of each day during which a
cannery or fish-packing establishment
is opqrated in contravention of the pro-
visions of this act shall be deemed to
constitute a separate offence.

The licenses issued under thig act
shall not be transferable: Provided,
however, that in the case of a change
of ownership of the cannery or fish-
packing establishment, tHe commis-
sioner of fisheries may agree to a trans-
fer-to the new owner,

The full bill as
introduced is given to'Times readers, SO
that they may understand fully the sit-
uation.

In order to relieve the G. T. P. of the
annoyance caused by persons seeking
to get rights on the townsite at Prince
Rupert while the preliminary surveys
are being made by-applying for mineral
claims when no mineral exists, the min-

ifig acts of the province are declared
not. to apply to the townsite.

The 13,000 acres of Indian lands are
conveyed to the G. T. P. as sought by
them ‘at $2.50 an acre, the government
retaining a quarter interest.

In consideration of having a quarter
interest in the lands the government
bears one-quarter of the cost of the
survey and sub-division of the town-
site at Prince Rupert, which is to be of
at least 2,000 acres in extent.

A recurrence of the street end diffi-
culty met with in Vancouyer is guard-
ed against by a provision tha#. ztreet
ends on the sea front are to b2 open to
the public,

The company secures a Tisat of way
across the province for the railway free
of charge, and also 18 secured right of
way for sidings, etc. Exemption from
taxation for ten years after completion
of the railway. is granted by the gov-
ernment,

Construction is to commence before
June 1st from the coast, and supplies
are to be purchased in British Colum-
bia, whenever ‘it can be done jn suffi-
cient quantity and quality and upon
c¢qually favorable terms as elsewhere.

The preamble of the bil] is set| out as
follows:

Whereas representations have  been
made to the government, on behalf of
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com-
pany, that the lands embraced|in the
agreement which-is the schedule|of this
act, together with the lands embraced
in the crown grant to the said eom-
pany, dated 10th March, 1905, ard neces-
sary for the terminal arrangemlents of
the company, and it has been made to
appear to the government that the
work of construction of the said rail-
way through- the. province e¢annot- be
proceeded with until such terminal ar-
rangements have been concluded and
the lands necessary therefor ‘secured by
the company;

Fourthly: Ten islands, described an-
proximately as follows: Lakanian isl-
and, above-mentioned, lying between
Digby Island and the mainland, con-
taining nineteen acres, be the same
more or less; Lakwilgiapsh island, sit-
uated south of Lakanian island and
distant about 460 feet therefrom, con-
iaining nine acres, be the same more or
less. Island No. 1, adjacent to the
shore of the portion of land firstly de-
scribed above, containing two acres, be
the same more or less; island No. 2,
situated east of Lakanian island, and
Jdistant about 1,000 feet therefrom, con-
taining one acre, be the same more or
less; islands Nos. 3 and 4, adjacent to

Mr. Justice Morrison Dissents
from View of .Dther
Judges.

The following is the full text of the
judgment which:was delivered by the
Full court in the case of Bridgman vs.
Hepburn:

Chief Justice Hunter.

In the Supreme Court of British Co-
lumbia in the Full court.

Judgment of Hunter, C. J.

The facts in this appeal are simple
and, for the most part, not in dispute.

On April 23rd last the defendant, be-
ing pressed by mortgagees, requested
the plaintiff to procure a loan of §58,-
000 on “four properties in the city of
Victoria. The plaintiff introduced the
matter in his office tor Meredith, a
capitalist, who said he did not wish to
lend but would go and look at the
properties. -On the way back they met
Hepburn, to whom Meredith was in-
troduced by the plaintiff, and they dis-
cussed an offer by Meredith tp lend
the money on certain terms, which of-
fer, after consideration, was declined.
A few days later, it transpired that
there was some defect in. the title to
one of the properties, .tender. having
been advertised for by the mortgagees,
Hepburn suggested to Bridgman that
he should try to get Meredith to pur-
chase two of the properties, one known
as the Lighthouse saloon and the other
as the Prince of Wales saloon, herein-
after referred to as the Saloons. The
price hamed by Hepburn was $56,000,
and according to the plaintiff he
agreed to pay three per cent. commis-
sion. . Meredith, however, would not
give $56,000, but Bridgman says he
thinks he stated he would give $46,000.
At any rate the sale was not put
through at $56,000.

About thig time Meredith, through
his banker, had got into negotiation
with Jones, the agent for the mortg-
with Jones, the agent for the mort-
gagees, and these negotiations culmin-

There is no evidence to show that
Hepburn expressly agreed with Bridg-
man to pay a commission on any sale
that might be effected with Meredith.
All that appears is that Bridgman
communicated a request for a loan,
and an offer of sale at $56,000 in re-
spect of which Hepburn agreed to pay
a commission, both of which offers
came to nothing.

employer; but it is given merely as
the basis of future negotiations, leav-
ing the actual price to be settled in
the course of these negotiations.”

This speech of Leord Watson is not
to be found in the report of the case
in the Lew Reports} and it is evident
from that report that the Lords decid-
ed the case on the ground that the
Court of Appeals and Divisional Court
were wrong in setting aside a verdict
for the defendant who resisted an
agent’s claim for a commission. The
remarks of Lord Watson are therefore
obiter dicta; but even if they were
not, I do not think that he intended to
lay it down as an unvarying rule that
where an intending vendor names &
price and agrees to pay a commission
on that price, he ipso facto obligates
himself to pay a commission on a les-
ser sum. It is in all cases a question
of intention, and I quite concede that
there might well be a case in which
the court could see from the circum-
stances surrounding the negotiations
that it was the real intention of the
parties that the agent should receive
a commisison whatever the amount
realized might be, and that the price
given the agent was only a working
basis, in other words, that the agree-
ment was to pay, in the évent of sale,
and not in the event of sale at a
specified price.

But I deny the right of any court to
imply an obligation to pay in the event
of a sale when the only evidence be-
fore it is that of an obligation to pay,
in the event of a sale at a named price,
as nothing would be better calculated
to introduce doubt and insecurity into
the law of contract. When prima
facie, as -here, the agreement was to
pay a commission on a named figure,
it is for the agent to show in the
clearest way that® the real intention
of the parties was that he should
receive a commission on-any figure at
which the sale goes through. ‘There-
fore, in all caes the agent will, Iif
prudent, béfore. he introduces his cus-
tomer, have a clear understanding as
to whether he is to get a commission
on a named price or on the figure at
which the sale goes through,

The above is sufficient to dispose of
the apepal, but assuming an agree-
ment to pay on any figure at which
the sale went through, there is another
ground which, as at present advised, I
think is also fatal to the palintiff’s
case, although it is not necessary to
come to a final conclusion. ‘What was
the contract? Was it to pay a .com-
mission’ in the event-of the sale going
through by réason of the palintiff per-
suading the purchaser to buy? Here
again I think it is for the plaintiff to
show what the contract was, but the
matter is left in doubt, as according
to Bridgman's own, testimony Hep-
burn said: “Why don’'t you yet your
man to purchase the other ‘two
properties?”” While I admit that a
jury might find either way, I must say
that if it were left to me to find what
the agreement was I should be strong-
ly inclined to think that the word
‘‘get” implied that the pldintiff was to
be paid a commission only in the event
of' the purchaser being persuaded to
buy through the efforts of the plain-
tiff; in other words, that he was not
merely the man who utimately pur-
chased, but that he was also, i in real
estate parlance, to work up the sale,

| and this especially as it is undeniable

that Hepburn was at his wits end for
money, and was so.to the knowledge of
the plaintiff. If so, the plaintiff did not
earn the commission, . as if he did not
actually drop the matter after the re-
fusal of the $56,000 offer, the sale was
at any rate finally brought about by
Jones.

I would dismiss the appeal.

3 G. HUNTER, C. J.
Mr Justice Morrison,

The following is the .judgment of the
Hon. Mr. Justice Morrison:

The defendant was the owner of cer-
tain properties in Victoria over which
the Finlayson estate held a mortgage.
A. W. Jones being trustee and agent
for the estate. This property was ad-
vertised for sale pursuant to the mort-
gage, payments having been long over
due and the defendant, though urged,
seemed unable to meet them. Whilst
in this predicament, he went to the
plaintiff Bridgman, a real estate and
financial agent, hoping to secure a loan
to obviate the sacrifice of hig properties
under a mortgage sale. This proposi-
tion for a loan fell through, and very
shortly after a sale was effected to one
Meredith who had been introduced to
Hepburn, the defendant, by the plain-
tiff. It is in resPect to the commission
claimed upon that sale that the action
wag “brought.

The dates material to the issue as
far as can be gathered from the evi-
dence are as follows:

On the 23rd of April, 1907, the de-
fendant Hepburn instructed the plain-
tiff Bridgman to negotiate a loan on
all his encumbered properties for $58,-
00.. Bridgman thereupon sought out
Meredith, a client of his to whom Hep-
burn was introduced, and all three
inspected the properties. Then Mere-
dith, with a view of making arrange-
ments for financing the mproposition
which he was seriously - considering,
went to his banker, Mackenzie. who
called up by telephone Messrs. Pooley,
Luxton & Pooley, solicitors for the
Finlayson estate, and through them al-
so communicated with Jones, the
agent, for the estate. It may be stated
parenthetically that Jones was also
carrying the business of a real estate
agent. From these interviews it was
made c¢lear to Meredith by Jones and
the solicitors that the estate wanted

| the cash, and that without delay. The

same evening Meredith went again to
his banker, Hepburn accompanying
him, but was not present at their in-
terview, Meredith now being fortified

with the knowledge that Hepburn was |

forced in regard to the disposal of his

| properties.

This all occurred on the 23rd accord-
ing to Meredith’'s evidence,

After the lapse of a few days the
matter of the loan fell through. In
the meantime, Meredith had met Jones

| about the 25th or 26th of April, being
with the view |
of selling his estate, goes to an agent |
and requests him to find a purchaser, |
sum

introduced by Mackenzie, who seems
to have been assisting Meredith in get-
ting as advantageous terms as possi-
tile in his negotiations respecting the
property. At no time from Bridgman’s
introduction does he relinquish the idea
of acquiring an interest of some sort in
those properties, as he says himself,
where he could get it cheapest. Hav-
ing ascertained, through . Mackenzie,
Jones’ connection with the Finlayson
estate, he began dealing with him,
Hepburn being present on occagions.
And during these negotiations J with
Jones, Hepburn went to BridgmaQ§ and

asked him to try and get Meredith to
buy, mentioning the price at $56,000.

The defendant ~ occupied a ' peculiar
situation of dependence. He was in
jeopardy, and got in a position to make
a special arrangement or contract with
the plaintiff. But rather went to him,
and in effect said, help me with Mere-
dith—get him to buy the remaining
portions. The property will be sold and
I must at least raise the amount due
under the mortgage, but try and get
your man to give $56,000. ‘When
Bridgman then saw Meredith again,
the latter was reasonably certain he
would get the property for less than
that figure, and so he declined to give
it, but again the inference is that were
it not for Bridgman’s efforts in seeking
this maximum price Meredith would
not have raised to $50,000; that Hep-
burn would have declined to consider
Meredith’'s first offer of $46,000, and
would instead take his chance on a
forced sale under the mortgage.

As to what. would be the position
had the defendant kept away from the
plaintiff after the negotiations for a
loan fell through, I am not prepared
to say, but his arrangerent with him
for a sale to Meredith, it seems to me,
linked the previous retainer and in-
troductionr to the second contract con-
stituting a continuous retainer and
one introduction, which introduction
was the efficient cause in consum-
mating a sale. Miller. vs. Radford, 19
T.L.R., p. 576 (1903). It was more than
a dry introduction—it was the founda-
tion on which the negotiations pre-
ceeded and without which they would
not have proceeded. Wilkinson vs.
Martin, 8 C.P.P,, p. 5. In Toulmin vs.
Millar, 58 L.T.N.S., p. 96 (1883), Lord
Watson held “that when a propiretor
with a view of selling his estate goes
to an agent and requests him to find
a purchaser, naming at the same time
the sum which 'he is willing to accept,
that will constitute a general employ-
ment; and should the estate be even-
tually sold to a purchaser introduced
by the agent, he, the latter, wills be
entitled to his commission, although
the price paid should be less than the
sum named at the time the employ-
ment was given.”

If the relation of buyer and seller is
brought about by the act of the agent,
he is entitled to his commission. Green
vs. Bartley, 13 C.B., -85. %

Bridgman, in my opinion, was em-
ployed to bring about privity of con-
tract between the plaintiff . and de-
fendant, and I think, having regard to
the circumstances peculiar to this case,
he succeeded in doing so.

AULAY MORRISON, J.
Mr. Justice Clement.

Judgment of the Hon. Mr,
Clement:

I think this appeal should be dis-
missed. I can see no good reason for
disturbing the finding of the learned
trial judge that the contract of em-

Justice

ployment here was ¥ no.sense gen-

eral, viz.: to find a purchaser; but was
essentially particular, viz.: to find a
purchaser at a named figure, The
plaintiff made the attempt and failed,
and so cannot recover.

In this view, it is unnecessary to
consider the question how far or in
what sense the actual purchaser
Meredith, was procured by the plain-
tiff. On the evidence, hcwever, 1
should say. that while the palintiff's
original introduction to Meredith.. of
the subject of the  availabiity of the
property in question as a good mort-
gage investment may possiby have
been a causa sine-qua non it ‘was
clearly not the causa causans of the
sale which afterwards was brought
about by Jones:

At present the opportunities for de-
frauding miners are too easy and the
workingman has no redress. = The
abuse creeps in by means of the bond-
ing system. A mining property is
bended from the owner by a specula.

“'tor. ' The latter pays down a very
small %mopnt probably not more than
$500. e then commences -operations,
having possibly six months’ time to
run before any substantial payment is
to be' made.

The ' owner of the property takes
precautions against any claims by
posting a notice that he is not liable
for any wages, etc. The operator hires
a staff of miners possibly at the first
of ‘'the month. On the 15th of the next
month when six weeks’ wages are due
he pays one month’s wages and allows
two weel pay to stand until the close
of the contract. .

In the meantime the work is carried
on and the operator has been given an
opportunity to attempt to float a com-
pany and raise the funds to meet the
payment ¢coming due on the property.
If he fails to raise the money or if he
is dishonestly disposed before the tima
arrives' he absents himself returning
tc the United States and leavés the
miners at| the next pay day without
their wi . There is nothing upon
which a lYen' can be enforced and the
result is that the miners are cut off
without anything.

. Mr.» Brewster| proposes to overcome
this in part at least. He proposes by
the bill: ix?trodubed to force an opera-
, suchi as -that described, to pro-
vide the means of meeting the wages of
the men by depositing with a bank
the amount " required. Faiflure to do
this would be a sufficient warning to
the  wor men. The provision is as
follows: - Whenever any operator shall
employ any miner in or about a mine,

' wher'e if may be seen-and read by the
miners, a certificate signed by the
manager of a branch within British Co-
lumbia of some chartered Canadian
bank, certifying that such bank holds
or becomes responsible for a specified
sum of money ,to be used so far as
necessary to pay the wages of miners
employed at the mine by the operator;
such - certificate may be replaced or
supplemented from time to time by
another. | Bach certificate shall be
posted 'up as’ aforesaid at the mine
within fifteen days of its date, and the
specified sum therein mentioned shall
not be less than will at any time
thereafter pay all the wages then ow-
ing miners for work at the mine, and
that may be earned by the miners then
working there until tke next regular
meonthly'or other pay-day, and for and
during another month after such pay-
day. Such certificate shall be in the
fcllowing form, or in words to the like
effect, that is to say:

but not exceeding two months’ wages
in‘any case, provided such miner shall,
within thirty days after the last pay-
day. upon which' his wages remain un-
paid, file with the said branch of the
bank: a claim for his wages out of
said sum, giving full particulars
thereof, and in the event of the sum
-available for the payment of such
wages  not being sufficient to pay all
clajms .in full which have been duly
made.and proven . as aforesald, the
same. shall be paid pro rata to those
entitled: ;

.By way of interpretation the follow-
ings sections appear...

In-this act “miner” shall mean and
.include any person employed in or
about a mine, either for wages or un-
der. contract for the supply of labor,
or -of labor and materials. The word
“wages,” when used hereinafter, shall
also jnclude any sum owing or to be-
come due to any miner under a con-
traet for the supply of labor, or of
jabor and materials. ‘“‘Operator” shall
mean and include any person or com-
pany who, not owning the mine in
question, shall operate and work it
under lease or contract, or upon a
bongd:-or option of purchase of such
nine.or of an interest therein. “Mine”

il have the meaning given it in the
“Mineral Act.”

In the event of the operator being
& company, its officer or agent actually
in charge of or directing the operation
of the mine shall be considered the

operator for the purposes of prosecu-
tion by summary conviction for the
violation of the provisions of this act;
and in the event of the operator being
a person who is a non-resident of or
absent from the province, then his
manager or agent in charge of or di-
recting the operation of the mine shall

be liable to prosecution by summary:

conviction for the violation of the pro-
visions of this act by the operator, to
the same extent and in the same man-<
ner as the operator.

In order to provide against pressing
unfairly upon bona filde companies or
mine operators, the following section
appears:

Any.miner may in writing relinquish
or waive his rights under this act, but
may, by giving fifteen days’ previous
notice in writing to the operator, can-
cel such relinquishment, and after the
expiration of such fifteen days his
rights under this act will begin.

The bill further provides: It shall
be unlawful for an operator to incur
at any time greater liabilities in
wages to the miners employed by him
at the mine than the sum mentioned
in the bank’s certificate.

Any violation by the operator of any
provision of this act shall constitute a
separate offence  for each and every
miner employed by him at the mine
who is or may be adversely affected
by such violation, and the - operator
shall be liable to prosecution by only
such miner or miners so affected act-
ing separately or jointly as prosecutor
or prosecutors .under _the -Summary
Convictions - Act, and shall be con-
demned wupon ceonviction to pay for
each separate offence of which he is
convicted the wages then owing to the
miner securing the conviction and a
penalty not exceeding fifty dollars and
all costs of the court and of the prose-
cution, and in default of payment of
same shall be liable to imprisonment
for each offence for not more than
sixty days. A conviction requiring the
payment of any miner’'s wages shall
not preclude such miner from taking
any other legal proceeding against his
employer to secure or collect the
wages owing to him.

SAWMILL OBTAINS
WATER RECORD

Is Wanted by Fraser River
Company for Fire Pro-
tection.

New Westminster, March 3.—The
Frager River Sawmills Company, Lim-
Ited, was grafited a’ record. of 200
inches of water from Lake Como by C.
C, Fisher, water commissioner, yester-
day afternoon, The water is required
by the mill company for fire protection
purposes and will be piped from the
lake to the mill

The application was vigorously op-
posed by farmers from the vicinity of
the lake, who claimed that the wvalue
of their property -would be seriously
effected through the drawing off of the
water. In spite of their objections, how-
ever, the record was granted as stated.

Three of the farmers, Messrs, Seim-
ons, Fox and Newman were each
granted two inches of water for agri-
cultural and domestic purposes, which
represents 4 volume of over 30,000
gallong of water every 24 hours.

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HINDUS ARRESTED
UNDER NATAL ACT

British Subjects Jailed in Van-
couver—Failed to Pass
Educational Test.

Vancouver, March 3.—Fifteen Hindus
who had arrived yesterday by the Em-
press of Japan, were admitted as im-
migrants by the Dominion inspector,
Dr. Monroe. They were allowed to
land.

‘While still on the ship, and before
the Dominion inspector had given his
decision, the new arrivals were lined
up and examined by Provincial In-
spector Monroe. They failed to pass
the examination prescribed by the
Natal Act. But the provincial officer
could not prevent their landing under
the instructions of the Dominion in-
spector,

Once landed, the constables of the
Canadian Pacific Rallway Company
forcibly kept the Hindus from return-
ing to the ship, where they were or-
dered by the provincial officer. The
latter was powerless against the force
of special constables, and, indeed,
against the Hindus themselves, for
the iatter certainly did not wish to re-
turn to their native land.

Accordingly the provincial police ar-
rested the entire party and took them
to jail.  Upon being searched each

Hindu was found to be carrying a hat-
chet.

INDIAN DELUDED BY
PHANTOM WOLVES

Son of Chief Charlie Brought
to Vancouver Violently
Insane.

Vancouver, March 3.—Mad with the
horrible delusion that he was every
moment being pursued by a pack of
howling - wolves, a young Indian was
brought down from the north yester-
day for commitment to an asylum.
‘With the phanton figures always before
his eyes and with him either fleeing
from or fighting them;, he has been a
considerable danger to his tribe, and
attacking his wife, under the strange
belief that she had been friendly to
these wild enemies of his, with so.much
violence and fury that it required the
strongest efforts of three men to hold
him.

On another occasion, possessed with
his fear, he fired shot after shot from
his rifle at random, and when another
Indian stepped out of his shack a shot
was aimed at hinf, and the bullet
grazed his arm.-He is a son of Chief
Charlie, and ‘was brought down from
his Home at Rivers Inlet ‘by P. C.
‘Woolacott, who had assistance.

DASH FOR LIBERTY,

Deported to U. S. From Fernie, Ameri-
can Criminal Leaped from Train
Near Elko.

Fernie, B. C., March 3.—F. P. Fisk,
a fugitive from justice from Montana,
was ordered deported from here.r He
left on the Great Northern train in
charge of U. S. ,Immigration Officer
Dunlop. When the train, running at 20
miles an hour, was rounding a curve
near Elko, he yawned and stretched
himself as if tired and the officer’s at-
tention being distracied he made a
break for the car door and jumped from
the train. Officer Dunlop. promptly
pulled the check cord and followed him.
He found Fisk in the snow partially
stunned, but even then' he fought hard
against being put back on the train.
He was kept in irons till he reached
Gateway, where he was handed over
to the United States officers who were

awaiting him,

NEGRO ELECTROCUTED.

In Dying Statement He Hoped He Would
Meet Everybody in Heaven.

Trenton, N. J., March 3.—George Wil-
son, a negro, was electrocuted at the
state prison early to-day.for the murder
in December last of Fredk. Romer, an
Orange, N. J., undertaker, who was killed
in his room at an hatel.

The electrocution took place at 6 o’clock
this morning. Wilson was accompanied
to the chair by a negro clergyman, and
while being strapped he asked the offi-
cials to wait a minute. Wiison then said
he was entirely satisfied, that he was
ready to die, and that he hoped to meet
everybody-in heaven. Death was instan-
taneous.

‘Wilson, after the murder of Romer, fled
to Philadelphia, where he was arrested
shortly after he had pawned a diamond
ring.

COMPANIES INDICTED.

’Frisco Railroad Charged With Giving
Rebates to Lumber Concern.

St. Louis, Mo., March 8.—Indictments
charging the St. Louis & San Francisco
Railroad Company with the granting of
rebates, and the Chapman Dewey Lum-
ber Company of Kansas City, Mo., with
accepting rebates, were returned by
the federal grand jury to-day.

There were thirteen counts in each
of the indictments charging the 'Frisco
Railroad Company with giving rebates
to the lumber company on that number
cf shipments and the lumber company
accepting the rebates. The various
counts are based on shipments of lum-
ber said to have been made by the
*Frisco Railroad Company for the lum-
ber company in April, May, June and
July, 1905, from points in Arkansas to
St. Louis.

The St. Eugene produced 12,110 tons
of silver lead concentrates, some of
which was shipped to Europe and the
Marysville smelter at Kimberley, B. C.,
but the greater part was smelted and
refined at the company’'s works at
Trail.

The Snowshoe only operated 4%
months out of the six months, but it
is intended to start this property
again as soon as copper advances in
price.. There are large ore reserves
ready for shipment.

The average amount of ore and bul-
lion products smelted at Trail was 1,-
116 tons per day, the amount of lead
silver bullion produced daily was 42
tons averaging $165 per ton, copper
matte 14 8-10 tons daily averaging $453
per ton. The amount of pig lead pro-
duced by the Trail Refinery was 38
4-10 tons daily. averaging about $79
per ton.

Upon the above basis of production
the gross value of the output for the
year will approximate $6,000,000, divided
about as follows: Gold 39 1-10 per cent
silver 27 2-10 per cent; copper 12 4-10 per
cent; lead 213-10 per cent.

The ore reserves in the properties are
quite as great as they were on June
30, 1907, and there is nothing to indi-
cate any interruption in the company’s
various operations.

The Richmond-Eureka at Sandon, B.
C., is now ready to begin shipments,
an aerial tramway between the mine
and the railway having been complet-
ed.

FOUR PERSONS KILLED
AS THEY SLEPT

English  Brewery Director’s
Series of Crimes, Followed
by Suicide.

The village of. Fawley, near Henley,
England, was tecently, as already re-
ported in the Times; the scene of an ap-
palling tragedy—the murder of four
persons and the suicide of a fifth.

Close to the village, according to the
latest mail advices, stands a large resi-
Cence, known as Crossmore House, oc-
cupied by Frederick Herbert Holmes, a
brewery director. It was the custom of
the gardener, Henry Barefield, to ring
up the servants at 7 o’clock each morn-
ing. Being unable to gain admittance

by knocking, Barefield forced a kitchen |

window, and was horrified on entering
the servants’ room to find the cook,
Lizzie Hayes, 21, and the parlormala,
Ethel Morris, 117, lying dead in bea,
with bullets through their heads.

House of Death.

Investigaling further, he discovered
the dead bodies of Mrs, Holmes and her
daughter, Miss Winifred Holmes, in
their respective rooms. Mr. Holmes
was not in the house. The front door
was open, and the gardener concluded
that his master had left the house. His
suspicions were, confirmed later in the
day when the dead body of Mr. Holmes
was found in a plantation a mile from
his house.

The police and the doctors were call-
€d in, but too late to render aid to the
victims, who seemed to have died with-
out a struggle, having been apparently
shot in their sleep.

Mr. Holmes shot himself through the
heart with the same revolver that he
had used with such awful effect at his
house.

Apparently there is no motive for the
crime, but it is stated that Mr. Holmes
had been depressed of late, and had
not been to business for a day or two.
He was for many years proprietor of
Grey’s brewery, Henley, and was form-
erly a churchwarden at St. Mary's
parish church, and he and his family
took an active part in the social life
of the town. Mr. Holmes was one of
the best known men in the three coun-
ties of Oxford, Berkshire and Bucking-
hamshire, and when a partner in the
Henley brewery was frequently to be
seen at different corn exchanges in
those countries, and among the many
with whom he had dealings he was
highly esteemed.

Horrified Officials.

At the Westminster brewery some of
the few remaining officials were horri-
fied on learning of the terrible tragedy.
One of them,-in an interview, said Mr.
Holmes had been a director of the
brewery for some years, and managing
director for between three and four
years. He wag a' man of fine presence,
vigorous, and attentive to business.

So far as the informant knew, he had
no financiajl worry, though for some
time he appeared to have been not al-
together well, and he had shown signs
of nervous breakdown.

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VANCOUVER’S GROWTH

The
coal miner required just as much skill
as these civil servants and was attend-
ed with far greater wear and tear upon
the body and clothing. Yet a ‘fourth
class clerk got as much as these miners.
The workers in the metalliferous mines
and the workers in smelters were
shown to be less than that of a third
cless clerk. The labor connected with
the timber men working under dis~
agreeable conditions was less than that
of third class clerks. The employees in
sawmills only got $50 a month for six
days a week at ten hours a day. These
had te work six days and could not go
off on the excuse. of being sick and
taking four hours of fishing, asg those
of the civil serviece could de.

Mr. McPhillips: “Some of these men
are the millionaires of to-day.”

Mr, Oliver said that Mr. McPhillips
did not understand:conditions very well
if he thought men made fortunes by
hard. work.

Mr. Oliver went into various other in-
dustries, including the fishing and fac-
tory warkers: Many of these mén mide
phly:a bare lving.  Tn the transporta:
tion business- Mr, Oliver called atten-
tion  to the trying work attending lo-
comotive engineers. He pictured the
nerve-straining. which @ attended - fha

work of thege men.” The conductors,
also, made their living under disagree-
able conditions, and “various other
branches of the service also called for
hard work and smal] pay.

The smail farmers were lauded ag the
men most needed in this country. Mr.
QOlver wantéd to know whether Mr.
MePhillips would go with him to Salt
Spring Island among thé class of men
who were making homes for them-
selves, and discuss this superannuation
bill. A1l this taxation would ' come out
of the pockets of the producing element
of the community. The money was be-
ing taken from the working classes to
superannuate the civil servant .em-
ployees who were at present betfer paid
than any other class in the country.

A. E. McPhillips took the ground that
civil service employees, taken in gen=
eral, received less remuneration than
other classes in the community. There
was always an opportunity in other
lines of life for men to better their con-
ditions. Men. had rigsen from al] ranks
and. there was always the chance to use
a colloqual phase, “to make a stake.”
The civil servants were a body of men
by themselves. . In erder. that men
might do their duty well it was neces~
sary to hold out inducements to hold
men in the service, During the boom
times that came a short-time ago, civil
servants 1eft the service' and others
threatened to quit unless some such bil]
as this was introduced.  After all, $200,-
000 was not a very large amount to set
aside for this. The civil servants them-
selves .contributed a Jarge share in the
Lurden of superannuation. . With re-
spect to the locomotive engmeers Mr.
McPhillips called attention to the fact

the part of these men, and the people
who rode in the cars might be called
upon to have, their nerves wacked,

Mr..Oliver wanted to know if Mr., Mc-
Phillips had ever ridden on a:locomo-
tive, art

Mr. MecPhillips said he had not had
the privilege  to 'ride on the cow
catcher on a locomotive. He had rid-
den a-cayuse, however, and wanted to
know if riding in a locomotive were
more nerve-racking that that. (Laugh-
ter.)

With respect to an old age pension
to apply 16 all, Mr. McPhillips held that
this was something which belonged to
the duties of the national parliament.
He favored such a measure, even for
the dispided lawyers. The present move
to provide for civil servants was, he
felt, a move in the right direction.

Mr. Oliver wanted to know why the
Dominion government and the govern-
mnet of Manitoba had abandoned the
superanhuation scheme.

Mr. McPhillips contended that the
Dominion governmment had not acted
fairly with the men who were relying
upon the allowané¢e. He called atten-
tdon to the fact that in the military
service there was superannudtion,

Mr. Oliver pointed out that the sol-
dier was poorly paid, about 75 cents a
day for the ranks.

Mr. McPhillips agreed that soldlers

were poorly paid, and there would not
be satisfactory conditions until mili-
tary men weré paid according to their
services,
. Stuart Henderson pointed out that
the bill provided for the Lieut.-Govern-
of in Council, taking over to them-
selves powers in connection with class-
ifying that should not have been taken
over.

In connection with the civil service,
Mr. Henderson pointed out that other
provinces had done away with it. The

civil service was a popular service al-

that often there was carelessness on -

ways. It was sought by young men.
It was not fair to compare the super~
annuation of companies with the civil
service. The corporations desired to
keep men in their employment, where
it was feared good men would quit.
With the civil service this was not the
conditions. With a few exceptions the
work was clerical for the most part.
He-was opposed to the superannuation
clauses, but to some of the other parts
of the bill he might give his support.

Dr. Kergin supported the principle,
which tended to give stability to the
service. He was opposed to the super-
annuation section of the bill. He would
support the second reading on that
ground.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite considered the
bill one of the most important ever
brought into the House. The problem
represented in the bill to be solved was
facing every government in the world
and also the great corporations. It was
represented as cruel that any man or
woman who did useful work should be
cast out in old age. It was recognized
that all who did good and useful work
should be provided for in old age. None
of the attempts so far made had been
successful because they were not based
on sane basis. The question of super-
annuation for the old had come up in
the Dominon House at the instance of
Hon. Mr. Fielding. The Imperial au-
thorities were also occupied to some
extent with it. -He approved of the lo-
cal government’s attempt to grapple
with this question. The bill had been
reformed on a more substantial basis
by the amendments brought down. The
question should be dealt with on . a
broad basis. :

At the suggestion of the premier,
who urged special. reasons, the debate
was adjourned before Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite concluded his speech.

The House adjourned until 2 o’clock
the following day.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

This was accordingly acted upon and
the committee supply was voted.

Phe- supply bill was then introduced
and the bill passed its first reading:

Question of Privilege.

Dr. Kergin, oen a question of privilege
corrected the report in the Colonist that
he had said he would vote against the
second reading of ~the «civil service bill.
He had said he would vote for its sec-
ond reading.

Third Readings.

The following bills passed their third
readings: To amend the Supreime Court
Act, to amend the Settled Estates Acts,
and to amend the Shops Regulation
Act. &=

Judgment Acts,

In adjourned committee the Lill to
amend and consolidate the acts respect-
ing judgments was again considered.

The ommittee rose and reported the
bill complete.

The report was adopted.

Provincial Parks.

The bill to provide for the mainten-
ance of provineial parks was commit-
ted. with Mr. Manson in the chair.

Mr. Cotton introduced an amend-
ment to make it possible to appoint
rark boards for different localities
where parks might be situated and thus
avoid the possibility of its being con-
strued that one board was to admin-
ister all the parks The amendment
carried.

Hon, Mr. Cotton moved also to add
the following sub-section to section 17:

(2) Subject to the approval of the
Lieut.-Governor in Council, the board
may lease ahy portién of a 'provincial
park which it has power t6 manage
under the provisions of this act to an
athletic club or association; to be used
for the .purposes of said club or asso-
ciation.

The amendment wag-earried.

The bill was reported complete,
Water Clauses Act.

A bill' was introduced by message
from His Honor the Licut.-Governor, Le
amend the Water Clauses Consolidation
Act.

Hon. Mr. Fulton expiained that the
bill was not a long one. The renort of
Prof. Carpenter had reacned the gov-
ernment too laté to allow of introducing
the bill contemplated. 'This bill gave
the rights to store water. Power was
given to make regulations as tn storing
water. Before next session he intend-
ed to go into the subject and bring
down a conprehensive bill.

The bill passed the first reading.

Public Schools Report,

Hon. Dr. Young presented the report
of thé public schools for the year,

Game Protection.

By message of His Honor a bill to
amend the Game Frotection Act was
intreduced.

In reply to Mr, Hawthornthwaite,
Hon. Mr. Fulton said the bill provided
for the inerease of the big game license
from $50 to $100.

The bill passed its second reading.

Civil Service.

On the adjourned debate on the sec-

ond reading of the civil service bill, J.
H. Hawthornthwaite continued to dis-
cuss the proposed amendment of which
notice had been given, but which was
not yet moved.

John Oliver took a point of order that
the amendments could not be debated
as they were not before the House.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite held that it
would be an’ absurdity to discuss the
main bill when the government had
given notice that practically a new bill
was to be introduced.

Mr. Oliver pressed that the rules
would not permit the discussion of the
proposed amendment.

The speaker thought the point of or-
der taken by Mr. Oliver was good.

A, B. McPhillips held “hat when a
bill was introduced the person intrnduc-
ing the bill often stated that amend-
ments would be introduced. The no-
tice having been given might be taken
as an intimation of the intention to
amend. The subject could then be dis-
cussed,

J. A. Macdonald argued that if this
were to prevail all that would be neces-
sary to allow a discussion of any par-
ticular kind would be to give notice of
motion to allow of this.

The. speaker ruled that the subject
matter of notices of motion could not
be discussed. To give notice meant
only that the -proposed amendment
might  be introduced.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite then bowed to
the ruling, but suggested that he might
discuss the subject matter of the bill
us contained in the notice of motion as
something which was desirable. Pro-
ceeding, he discussed it on this point.
He took the ground that the supéran-
nuation bill would be self-supporting
from the contributions from the civil
servants, He attacked Mr., Oliver be-
cause he®opposed the superanhuation
scneme of the bill.  Mr. Hawthornth-
waite contended that Mr. Oliver gener=
ally opposed labor bills. The member
for Delta with "“foul hypocrisy,” had
on this occasion attacked the bill on the
ground- of being opposed to the cause
of labor,

Mr, Oliver took a point of order,

The member for Nanaimo  said he
would say then it was not “foul hy-
pocrisy.” £

The speaker reminded Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite that he should keep to the sub-
ject matter of the question before the
House,

Contnuing, Mr. Hawthornthwaite op-
rosed ths principle of granting an
amount on the basis of his last few
vears’ salary in the service. This lent
itself to advantage being taken of 'the
situation by increasing the pay of a
servant =o that a, large sum was ob-
tained. In this way the fund might be
robbed. :

It was better, he argued, for the gov-
ernment to set aside an equal amount
to that paid in by the servant. He pro-
posed that money from this fund might
be loaned out to civil servants, whereby
they might build homes for themselves:
He believed the government-intended
{0 adopt some such move.- He thought
that the provisions of the act should be
extended to every wage earner, or any
other person in the province who wish-
¢d to come in. There could then be no
cbjection to the bilk Thig was a pop-
uvlar mowe, The government would
never regret such an action.
could be -entirely self-sustaining. If
the government took such a move every
¢ffort would be made by the great in-
surance companies and loan eompanies
to oppose it,

The present bill was a most danger-
ousg bill from the standpoint of Social-
ism. He (Mr. Hawthornthwaite) could
have made a stronger appea]l against
the bill than Mr. Oliver. Until the time
camé when Socialistic principles would
prevail therée were many who would
suffer. For that reason he Supported
this bill. It was right to support a bill
which ameliorated the condition of any
class even if it did net apply to .all
other classes.

The amendment of John Jard&ine was
defeated. The amendment was as fol-
iows:

That all the words of the resolution,
after the first word “That,” be struck
out and the following wotds substltut-
od therefor:

*Whereas bill No, 20 proposes to au-
thorize a payment of $200,000 from the
consolidated revenue fund for the pur-
pose of forming a4 nucleus of a superan~
nuation fund for the benefit of civil
servants;

“And whereas the said bill No,. 20
provides for ample remuneration being
paid to civil servants for the services
performed by thém:

“And whereas civil servants in the
employ of the province of British Col-
vmbia have the advantdage of short
hours, and perform their duties
under the most healthy and comfort-
able conditions;

“And whereas the moneys required
to pay. the superannuation allowance
proposed to be paid to civil servants
must, of necessity, be taken by way of
taxation from the wealth-prodficing
classes, none of whom are as well re-
munerated as the civil servants, al-
though earning their livelihood under
much more onerous conditions;

“And whereas the $200,000 proposed:to
bhe set aside by the terms of the bill for
the benefit of civil servants, could be
expended much more advantageously,
eigher by the construction of roads,
trails, and bridges, or by extending the
benefits of our public school system, or
by remitting to municipalities the per-
sonal property tax now.collected with-
in the municipal limits, or .in other
ways:

“Therefore, be it resolved, that in the
opinion of this House bill No. 20 should
be withdrawn and reintroduced, with
that portion of the bill respecting su-
perannuation expunged.”

This was defeated on the following
division:

The bill passed its second reading on
the same division,

Land Laws.

On the adjourned debate on the sec-
ond reading of the bill to amend and
consolidate the laws - affécting crown
lands, John Oliver continued the de-
baie. He lamented the fact that the

The fund.

government had not taken steps to pre-
vent the alienating of the agricultural
:ands to speculators. In connection with
ihe timber lands, Mr. Oliver pointed out
that the Dominion governmert “had
taken steps with respect to timber lands
in -the railway belt to provide that can-
cellation might take place under cer-
tain conditions. The provincial govern-
ment might with advantage have taken
a somewhat similar course. With re-
spect to hand loggers’ licenses he
thought that it would have been wiser
not to have taken the course pursued.
The chief commissioner might have
been given liberty to specify where the
license should apply instead of can-
celling the licenses generally.

He opposed giving the right to the
uieut.-Governor in Council to dispose
of the reversionary rights in Indian re-
serve lands. Any person desgiring these
lands ghould be obliged to come to the
legislature and prove their rights to
them first, as was done in the case of
the G. T, P:

He objected to the Lieut.-Governor in
Council taking the right to dispose of
water fronts. He did not object so
much to leasing this land, but crown
grants should issue only after the lands
had been put up to competition,

On the renewal of timber licenses Mr.
Oliver held that notice should be given
in every case before the licenses ex-
pired. To facilitate this the license fees
might beé made payable on an ‘equal
date. The government could very well
undertake to-give 30 days’ notice before
a timber license should expire. This
would not entail a very heavy expendi-
ture of time or moéney. He agreed with
the renewal of licenses.

J. A; Macdonald moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate, and the motion
carried.

Coal Mines Act.

On the second reading of the bill to
amend the Coal Mines Act, Hon. F. J.
Fulton explained that it was proposed
to make the regulations less severe
with respect to carrying on work where
the means of transportation do not ex-
ist, and where the mining would result
in the deterioration of the coal. He
pointed out also that work could be
done for a group of leases as one work.
Provision was made also for a grant
of coal lands under the sea,

The bill passed its.second reading,

Land Registry Act.

The bill to amend the Land Registry
Act came up for second reading, Hon.
W. J. Bowser explained that among the
amendments was one to overcome the
difficulty. sometimes met with in pro-
viding . for the.statutory width- of
streets.

The bill passed its second reading.

Liquor License,

On the second reading of the bill to
amend the Liquor License Act, the at-
torney-general stated that the govern-
ment had decided io put the control of
the lieenses in the riorth in the hands
of the superintendent of provincial po-

‘lice, It was found, however, that the

superintendent was given no power 1o
cancel existing ‘licenses. This bill
would provide for this. The superin-
tendent of provinecial police had made
a tour of the province and had found
cases in the Kootenays where whola-
sale dealers conducted what was known
as a “blind pig.” Power was given in
the bill to cancel such licenses. Tha
municipalities would still have. the coii-
trol of licenses.

Stuart: Henderson pointed out that
the superintendent of provincial police
could not be expected to go into the
merits of every case. He would be
guided by the information given by the
local police officer. To exercise power
without an apepsl - to--any. judge -was
giving an arbitrary power,

J.. A. Macdonald thought the power
proposed to be put in the hands of the
provincial police without an opportun-
ity of an appeal was a dangerous one.
There were often petty local jealousies
and it was not a good precedent to give
arbitrary power in a police officer with-
out an appeal.

Hon. Mr. Cotton said that this was
the system in force before 1899,

#“Thig is a truly €Conservative meas-
ure,”. said Mr, Macdonald. It was, he
peinted: out, going back to'a system
which had prevailed in former times
and which’ had been outgrown. This
move had a tendency to place in the
nower of the government in the pro-
vince an opportunity to threaten to
take away liguor licenses from the
holders of ‘them. -In the present condi-
tion of public opinion the idea wag to
give the widest possible volce to local
sections to 'deal with thig question of
liguor. The present bill took away
from local commissioners who- under-
stood the situation and put it into the
power of the provincial police. This
was not.a move forward.

“W. C.'Munro held that the knowledge
of such 'an estimable body as the pro«
vincial police made it wise for the legis-
lature to put such power as it was
proposed to put. It was a dangerous
power to relegate to the provineial po-
lice. It was a dangerous principle to
rut the powers proposed in the hands
of officials who held office under the
government, and over whom power
dould be exercised by the government.
There was too great a tendency on
the part of the government to have all
the powers of the peoplée put in the
hands of the Lieut.-Governor in Coun-
cil or some person designated by them.

Hon. F, . Carter-Cotton argued that
the system which prevailed after the
granting of licenses was taken away
from the provincial police and put in
the hands of local boards had not been
altogether satisfactory.

He was in favor of decentralizing and
giving local voice as far as possible.
He believed this move would work in
the way of temperance.

Dr. King referred to the fact that the
old. system which prevailed before 1899
had not been ‘satistactory. The condi-
tions which prevailed under that sys-
tem had resulted in an investigation in
an outlying séction of the country. The
result of that investigation had reveal-
éd a condition which was largely re-
sponsible for the change in the system.

G. R. Naden felt this was a step back-
ward.

John Oliver said that if it were put
in the form that holdersg of licenses
would have to put’themselves in a posi-
tion to support the government in pow-
er if they hoped to retain their licenses

" the true situation would be explained

under tHe bill
J. H. Hawthornthwaite thought the
number of licenses would be decrehsed
Ly, this bill. »
Onan answer belng gliven thak the
| ]
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rumber- of licéenses would come: under
the provisions of the éct and would not
be altered, Mr. Hawthornthwaite did
not see any advantage in putting the
rowers of granting licenses into the
hands of the provincial police. On the
question of temperance Mr. Hawthorn-
hwaite argued that thé evil effects of
the liquor traffic all arose out of the
fact that profit. existed. in the sale of
liquor. If the profit were cut out there
would be no evil from it.

J. McGuire combatted many of the
statements of Mr. Hawthornthwaite. In
proportion as restrictions were placed
dpon the liquor traffic in different coun-
iries so drunkenness had decreased and
the savings of the people had increas-
ed. If the government wished to do
away with all irouble in connection
with the liquor business it would be
acting wisely to pass a prohibitory law.
Elective boards of commissioners did
not seem possible. He knew of in-
stances, however, where it was found
impossible to effectively deal with the
license business. If the work were in
the hands of the provincial police he
realized tnat these cases would have
been dealt with.

Parker Willlams thought it was rath-
er dangerous to put the-power proposed
into the hands of the provincial police,
a body which held office under the
government.

On a vote being taken the bill passed
its second reading on a straight party
division, the Socialists opposing the
bill, as well as the Liberals,

Question of Privilege.

A, E. McPhillips, before- adjourn=
ment, raised a question of ' privilege,
citing the heading of an article in the
Times, wherein it was set forth that
the city resented the action of himself
in killing' the water bill while acting as
lega] adviser to the company. Mr. Mc-
Phillips proceeded to set himself clear
on the subject. He said his action in
the private bills committée was per-
fectly in accord with the.rules of the
House. He had not cast a vote in any
way affecting the B. C. Electri¢c Com-
pany. The vote was on a question
which affected only the Esquimali
Waterworks Company. With the 1atter
he had no connection.: He had no ‘pe-
cuniary  interest ‘in ‘either company.

Reading from the rules of the House
on the subject, he showed that any one
holding & pecuniary interest in any
company which was represented in the
legislature, was precluded from voting.
He held, bhe said, no pecuniary interest
in either of the companies represented,
and had voted in accordance with the
rules.: He explained that his voting on
the qussiion and then as chairman giv-
ing the casting vote was ‘according to
the rulcs of the House,

The press, he thought, should bé hon=
est in fts criticisms in future. Al he
nad done was in accordance with par-
Jiamentary practice and according fto
parliamentiary ethics.

Unemployed at Nanaimo.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite asked if any
further information had been received

from Nanaimo with reference to the uns:

cmployed.

The chief commissioner said that
word had been received from- Mr. Cam-
eron, in charge of the work, who said
that a number of unemployed had ap-
rlied to him. The exact number out
of work he could not say. There were
& good many applicants, however, and
most of them said they were “broke.”

Mr. Hawthornthwaite wanted to
know if anything was being done,

The chief commissioner said tihat
work was to be done and would be
carried on in the Cedar district as well.

The House then adjourned until the
evening.

Placer Mining Claims.

On the second reading of the bill to
amend the Placer Mining Act, Hon. H.
E. Young said the act was not altered.
It simply arranged for the fixing of the
method of measuring a claim.

The bill passed its second reading.

Water Clauses Bill.

Hon, F. J. Fulton on the second read-
ing of the bill to amend the Water
Clauses Act pointed out that the.right
to store water was given to the owner
of land. This was the most important
feature of the bill. Provision was
made for the method of applying for
water. It provided ‘that application
should be made where the water was
to be applied, but notice was to be post-
ed in the district where the water was
to be divert®d.

The intention was to have brought
down a comprehensive report after
Prof. Carpenter’s report should have
been received. He had hoped to have a
bill ready and to have had it made pub-
licc. He did not feel like doing this
until the report of Prof. Carpenter was
received. He would beforé next ses-
sion have a bill drafted and publish the
suggested changes in the act so that
the fullest discussion could take place
and the House would thus be in a posi-
tion to pass upon as complete an act
as could be framed.

The- bill passed itg second reading.

Game Protection.

On the second reading of the bill. to
amend the Game Protection Act Hon.
Mr. Fulton lamented the fact that the
bill was not more complete than at
present. The present bill would pro-
vide for a permit being given to export
specimens for animals and hides for
institutions in foreign lands. The big
game license was also increased from
$50 to $100. The proceeds would be
used In the better protection of game.
It was estimated that $10,000 would be
derived from this game license,

Parker Williams objected to game
preserves for the knickerbocker ele-
ment.

A. E. McPhillips called attention to
the fact that there were beaver still
on the islands.

It was pointed out that there was a
law now protecting beavers.

Mr, McPhillips said he wished to call
attention to the fact that there were
beaver still in the islands, and there
should be protection to them.,

“Does the member for the Islands
pretend: that we Should build houses for
the beaver?’ asked Mr. Macdonald.

“I can readily conceive how such a
thing might be wise,” added Mr, Mc-
Fhillips, amid the laughter of the
House.

“As chief of police of the city  of
Victoria I beg to point out, in - my
official capacity, I consider the num-
ber of men under my command is in-
sufficient to properly safeguard all
partg of the city.”

These are the opening words of Chief
Langley’s communication in which he
“earnestly begs” for the appointment
of nine regular constables and one de-
tective to augment the present force,
There has been no increase granted
since .1900. The extra cost involved
would be about $10,000 per annum.

Chief Langley's communication,
which was laid before the police com-
missioners at their meeting held yes-
terday afternoon, is as follows:

“Gentlemen:—I respectfully beg to
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favorable consideration. As chief of
police of the city of Victoria I beg to
point out, in my official capacity, I
consider the number of men under my
command  is insufficient to properly
safeguard all parts of the city. There
is no police patrol duty carried on in
the outskirts of the city, such as Vic-
toria West, Jameg Bay and the other
various outlying places, and, as citi-
zens of Victoria, it must be obvious
to you that an increase in my staff
is very much to be desired. Quite often
we have to seek for men to act as spe-
cial constables, but their work is very
unsatisfactory, they naturally beipg
new, or I might say ‘green,/ to police
duty. It will be remembered that our
city covers an area of about seven and
one-quarter miles, or in other words,
approximately we have 150 miles pf
streets, finished and unfinished. It will
be quite evident to you that the police
department is severely h_andicapped in
\view of the above mentioned circum-
stances. Strangers are arriving here
‘every day. We are constantly receiving
complaints from householders living in
various parts of the outlying districts.
We are doing our best in this regard,
but in reality with the present small
force, it is impossible to patrol the
wholz area of the city.

“I earnestly beg at thisg time for the
appointment of nine regular constables
and one permanent detective to the
force. We must look to the future
growth of the city. It is a growing
one as is proved by the increase of
dwelling houses during the past few
years. I might state that there has
been no increase in the number of con-\
stables since I joined as chief in 1800.
I urge that this increase be granted.
If correct that the British fleet is still
going to be stationed here, or in the
future, it will be imperative that a
further increase of constables be per-
mitted.

“I have occasion to make mention of
our patrol signal box system. The
boxes in use at the present time are
wooden ones, which are easily put in
disorder, thus being of no use to the
departfhent. I would suggest that
nine of the proper iron fire alarm
boxes be installed, which I consider
will meet all police .requirements as
regards' signals.

“I beg to report that the Canadian
club made a suggestion as to changing
the style of uniform for the police of
thig city. The matter was discussed
by the last board of commissioners,
but being received at a late date in
the year, they decided to turn the
matter over to yourselves for favor-
able consideration.

At the meeting yesterday the chief
pointed- out that it was imperative he
should have the reinforcement of men
asked for, as even with these ten men
added the standard of efficlency neces-
sary for Victoria in her present stage
of rapid growth would not be attained.
At present Victoria West, James Bay,
Spring Ridge and North Ward are
practically without police pratection.
‘While recognizing the fact that the
present police force is inadequate and
that more protection should be given to
the outlying sections of the city, the
commissioners did not see how the
extra expenditure could be met by the
city council this year. Thig matter and
the question of appointing a public
prosecutor will be further considered
by the ' commissioners at their second
meeting to be held next week, when
also the better regulation of saloons
will be discussed.

Mr. Oliver forced an appeal to the
Speaker on a point of order as to whe-
ther an amendment introduced by Hon.
Dr. Young would not require to be
brought in by mess~ge, as it increased
the burden upon the finances of the
province. This necessitated the con-
sideration of the bill standing over
until the point raised should be con-
sidered by him.

A little later, by a strange coincident,
W. Wainwright, of the G. T. P., was
forced to leave the floor of the House.
No one probably enjoyed the new ex-

The report on the bill to amend the
Timber Measurement Act was adopted
and the bil] passed its thir@ reading.

Civil Service.

The civil service bill was committed
with W. R. Ross in the chair.

On Hon. Dr. Young moving to strike
out all the section of the bill after the
Litle for the purpose of substituting for
it a new bill, John Oliver raised a point
of order. He contended that by Rule
43 this was an impossible proceeding.

Hon. Dr. Young then proceeded by
moving to amend section by section.

Mr. Oliver then raised the point of
order that there were strangers on the
floor of the House.

It was quite apparent that the mem-
ber referred to the actuary who had
assisted in the preparations of the su-
perannuation section of the bill and
who was seated beside the minister in
cliarge of the bill. The actuary retired
a distance, and a discussion fellowsad,
in which Mr, Oliver continued to prove
his rights,

The chairman demurred at enforcing
the request, which was met by Mr.
Qliver pressing for an appeal to the
epeaker. He called attention to the
fact that there were strangers on the
floor ct the House who were passing
notes to members.

Finally the chairman agreed to ac-
cede to the request of Mr, Oliver and
aii strangers on the floor retired from
the chamber.

Mr. Oliver then took the ground that
the section proposed to be introduced
Instead of section 2 of the original bil,
Included persons who were excluded in
the original section 2, and could, there-
fore, only be introduced by message
from His Honor the Lieut.-Governor,
as it increased the burdens. The sec-
tiun proposed to be inserted by the min-
Ister was read as follows:

1. The public service shall, for the
purroses of this act, include, and the
members of the public service shall
consist of:

A1l persons employed and holding of-
fice at the pleasure of the crown in or
under the several departments, branches
and institutions of the executive gov-
esnment of the province of British Col-
umbia who are paid a yearly salary,
voted by the legislative assembly, eith-
er by commission, lump sum, or other-
wise, and appointed .to employment or
office by the Lieut.-Governor in Coun-
cil by orders in council, upon condi-
tions prescribed in such orders:

Members of the public service shall,
for the purposes of this act, be classi-
filed as deputy heads of departments,
officers, chief clerks, clerks, stenogra-
phers and permanent employees.

2. Persons formerly members of the
public service, as defined by this sec-
tion, who are in receipt of a pension or
superannuation allowance voted each
year, may forego all right or claim to
such allowance and may be superannu-
ated under the provisions of this act,
as if they were still members of the
public service; but the time between
their actua] withdrawal from the public
service and the time superannuation
was granted under this act shall not
be considered in computing their term
of public service.

In the! original section Mr. Oliver
pointed out there was the following pro-
viso:

“Provided always, that this Aect shall
not apply to any person who, having at.
tained the age of forty-five years or up-
wards, and not having previously been
a member of the public service, shall
at any time hereafter be appointed to
any office or employment.” "’

This, Mr. Oliver contended, showed
that the burden was to be increased in
this respect.

Hon. Mr. Cotton held that the pro-
visions of the amending bill decreased
rather than increased the burden.

Stuart Henderson contended that the
amendments might decrease the bur-
den in general, but if any particular in-
crease were made it would have to
come down by messiuge.

A. E. McPhillips took (Tie ground that
the title of the bill provided for su-
perannuation of civil servants. If the
bill did not go beyond the ecivil ser-
vants in its superannuation it was
within the power of the legislature to
deal without a special message.

Mr. Oliver persisted in his point,
auoting authorities to show that the
amending section applied to a class
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which were excluded under.the original
bill

The chairman ! ruled against Mr.
Cliver, who then took an appeal to the
speaker.

After hearing argument on the point
the speaker asked time to consider the
question.

On resuming the proceedings, the
committee decided to rise and report
progress.

The Liquor License Act.

The House went into committee on
the bill to amend the Liquéor License
Act, with Price Ellison in the chair.

Stuart Henderson proposed to amend
the bill by changing the title to that of
an “Act to Provide Free Drinks for
Provincial Constables.”

The amendment was defeated.

Mr. Henderson wanted ‘to know if he
understood the attorney-general to say
that he had not appointed license com-
missioners since the first of the year.

The attorney-general said he had not.

Mr., Henderson called attention te the
fact that the attorney-general by the
amendment proposed, in which substi-
tution was to be made of the “may”
for “shall,” was now providing for the
government doing something which it
had not properly done before. If the
legislature said that the Lieut.-Govern-
or in Council should do something it
was fair to expect that this would be
done unti] an amendment was made
that it might be done. The attorney-
general took a course which he appar-
ently thought wag unauthorized, trust-
ing to the majority behind the govern-
ment to sanction it.

The attorney-general contended that
the police now were charged with the
administration of the law in the dis-
tricts, and this move would tend to
better maintain order in the districts
affected.

Dr. Hall moved in favor of an appeal
from the decision of the police to the
courts. He contended that this was
absolutely necessary.

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that the
superintendent of provincial police was
glven power to deal with licenses in
certain outlying districts. It was now
proposed to go beyond this and give
the superintendent of provincial police
the power to administer the licenses not
only in those outlying parts, but in
other places where license commission-
ers had existed. The police were charg-
ed only with the keeping of peace, and
there were the courts to dispose of all
questions. There would grow up a sys-
tem by yhich saloons would see that
tem by which officers who were to
hold the absolute power of cancelling
the licenses would be favored with free
drinks. The bill was providing for a
most dangerous condition of affairs
where police officers, influenced by lo-
cal prejudices, would be allowed to
work in the administration of the li-
cense laws. This was especially dan-
gerous when it was taken into account
that there was no appeal from this.

Stuart Henderson alluded to the fact
that the proposed bill would do away
with the existing regulations respecting
petitions for licenses.

Stuart Henderson alluded to the fact
that an investigation had been called
for under the old system at Cranbrook
and elsewhere. The finding had never
been made public. Abuses were brought
to light, however, at that time and
must have been against the system, for
the old system was done away with.
It was brought out that- large sums
were paid for licenses, \

Mr. Ross said that he thought the
investigation took place since the new
system came in.

Dr. King said that while that was a
fact the abuses under the old system
were brought forth.

The attorney-general said that it was
proposed to give superintendent Hussey
personally full control of the license of
the -country. The sooner this was
known the better he would be pleased.

Parker Williams alluded to the fact
that in his district a new hotel had been
provided for which was not required.
He, therefore, had some doubts of the
new system working well.

The attorney-general explained that
in that instance over two-thirds of the
householders had asked for the hotel,
and a full investigation had resulted in
it being found that the hotel was need-
ed.
Mr. Willlams argued that it was not
sufficient to have ‘too-thirds of the
householders sign . a petition before an
hotel was opened.

Dr. Kergin thought it would be im-
possible for Superintendent Hussey to
exercise direct control over all parts
of the province. It would rest“with the
local consiables to~“€xercise authority.
There might be local police who were
not above reproach. Influences might
be brought to bear on such men. He
thought there should be an appeal at
least to the county court judge.

‘W. C. Munro felt that the placing of
the power proposed in the hands of the
provincial police was a vicious one.
In the small towns it was difficult to
get men as constables who were not
brought under the influence of this
traffic. Under the system the license-
holder was made subservient to the po-
lice officer. If commissioners were ap-
vointed under the present system who
did not do their work well, did not need
to be reappointed. In the majority of
cases the commissioners, if not suit-

| able, were appointed for a direct pur-
pose,

and the abuse arose by them
~arrying out what they were appointed
tor.

‘W. Ross explained that in connection
with the statements that certain com-

{ missioners-had failed to do their duty,

and this brought about the conditions

i which called for the charge, the inci-
| dents were in his district.

In one case
a second wholesale license had been re-
fused in Hosmer by the commissioners.

The committee rose and reported the
bill,

G. T. P. Agreement.

On the second reading of the bill re-
specting the G. T. P., Premier McBride
said he would only touch on some of
the most important features of the bill.
By this some 13,000 acres held as Indian
revenue had been released and made
available to be taken up. In Victoria
there was an example of the retarda-
tion which might follow the preserva-
tion of an Indian reserve, close to the
city. The Songhees reserve had afford-
ed an example of what should never
be allowed again to occur. In spite of
the best efforts of the city, the pro-
vincial government and the federal
authorities, it had been found impossi-
ble to settle the matter., The Indian
was stil] there. He had strong rights
and it was difficult to settle the matter.

When the government made the set-
tlement in the G. T. P. lands at Kalen
Island, it was felt that the question
of the Indian reserve would come up
sooner or later. The matter of the In-
dian reserve was to be left over. The
railway company made an early move
in the matter. The Dominion govern-
ment, it was agreed, had implemented
the company’s efforts. The sum of $7.50
an acre was paid by the company for
the Indian rights. The province had
received $2.50 an acre, the rate paid for
second class lands. But this was a
very small amount compared with the
greater interest which the province was
to receive.

The government considered that a
wise agreement had been made. The
reversionary rights of the province
might not come into effect for many
years,

The government secured from the G.
T. P. early construction of the railway
from the western terminus. There had
been an attempt made by Hon. Mr.
Templeman in this matter at one time.
This was not carried into effect, how-
ever: The second concession secured
from the G. T. P. was that supplies
were to be purchased in the province.
He was prepared to take the assur-
rance from a company of the standing
of the G. T. P. that this would be lived
up to to the letter by them. It took a
lot of negotiation before the company
agreed to this.

Another concession was' the adoption
of the fair wage proposition. It might
be said that the general act at Ottawa
assured this. But to make it doubly
sure this concession was secured,

The government had also secured a
concession with respect to labor. The
company had pressed agsinst incorpor-
ating anything in the act stipulating
any discrimination in the matter of
labor which might be likely to be dis-
approved of at Ottawa and thus jeopar-
aize the bill.

Ample assurance that the company
would employ white labor had bheen
given in the following letter:

Victoria, Feb. 28th, 1908.
Hon. Richard McBride, Premier, Vie-
toria:

Dear Sir:—In consideration of the ex-
emption from taxation granted to our
company in its agreement with your gov-
ernment, I hereby undertake on behalf of
the said company that in the construction
of its railway within the province white
labor shall be exclusively employed, unless
otherwise permitted by the Lieut.-iov~
ernor in council.

I further undertake to implement this
letter by any further or formal undertak-
ing under the seal of the company that
may be necessary to give full legal effect
thereto.

Yours truly,
W. WAINWRIGHT,
Second Vice-President.

The provincial.government had been
actuated only to make a fair bargain.
The government felt that as trusteeg of
the interests of the province they
should be charged with conserving and
preserving the interests of the province,
So far as modern development of rail-
ways were concerned large tracts of
land were required by companies. He
was advised that ithe Dominion au-
thorities had gone so far as to suggest
that it was necessary in the prairie sec-
tions to allow the G. T..P. a grant of
640 acres every seven miles, and 2,560
acres as divisional points. The needs
of a terminal for a great transconti-
nental line of railway would be very
great.  In arranging for a terminal
point of the Impertance of Prince Ru-
pert he felt it was not unreasonable to
expect that 23,000 acres would be re-
quired. The Dominion government had
by order in council requested the hand-
ing over of 13,000 acres of Indian lands
in addition to the 10,000 acres then
granted. This was urged as in the pub-
lic interest. . This was the policy of the
Dominion government.

The government had refused to give
up this reversionary right. In the pre-
sent bargain the reason for this was
seen in the fact that a quarter inter-
est was reserved to the province which
in the next decade, he felt, would bring
millions to the province.

The province was restricted from sell-
ing lands such as these except after
first offering them by public auction.
It was felt that the best method to pur-
sue in these lands was the course ad-
cpted by business corporatfons., The
C. P. R. did not sell any of its lands
such as these by public auction. The
government proposed to permit the
same plans to be adopted by the gov-
ernment as would be adopted by busi-
ness men. The section in the biii per-
mitting of this was actuated only by
this motive. The government was a
party to the townsite of Prince Rupert.

John Jardine wanted to know how it
was proposed to dispose of these lands.

The premier said it.was proposed as
soon as the townsite was laid out to
put the disposition of these government
lands in the hands of authorities or in
the hands of some officer in the north,
who should dispose of them. There
would be no attempt made to show
favoritism to any person in this. The
old system had worked well, as for ex-
ample at Point Grey. But the lands
there al] belonged to the governmeit.
There had been no other case in the
province on all fours with the situa-
tion at Prince Rupert. The govern-
ment proposed to pursue a course such
as a shrewd business man would fol-
low.

The government had looked only lo
the interests of the province.

The debate was adjourned on motion
of J. A. Macdonald.

© a8 not been in actual residence for six
months, in this province, other than

consider 10,000 acres sufficient for ter-
minal facilities at Kaien lsland. He
took issue that the Dominion govern-
ment had not urged the province to
relinquish its reversionary rights in
the land at Kaien Island for the bene-
fit of the Indians alone. The Do-
minion government, he argued, had
not always recognized the reversionary
rights of the province. The Dominion
government had given a patent to the
G. T. P. without recognizing the prov-
ince’s reversionary interests,

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that Hon.
Mr. Oliver, in the debates in  the
House, had shown that the province’s
reversionary rights were recognized.
Hon. Mr. Bowser contended that the
full returns had not been brought
down by the Dominion government at
Ottawa. Reading from documents he
conténded that while the government
gave the G. T. P. a patent to the land
there was also a second document
which recognized the fact that.a re-
versionary right resided in the prov-
ince.

Then the bumptuous attorney gen-
eral waxed vigorous).as he spoke of
the indorsation of the people of the
province of the government and its
Kaien Island deal. The government
was a business administration and
was dealing with the G. T. P, in a
business way.

The Dominion government were ths
partners of the G. T. P. in. building
across British* Columbia to the extent
of a three-quarters interest.

Mr. Macdonald wanted to know if a
mortgager /was to be considered as a
partner of the mortgagee.

Hon. Mr. Bowser contended that the
guarantee of the Dominion govern-
ment made it a partner in this matter.
Proceeding to the question of the
letter from Chas. M. Hays to Hon, W.
Templeman, Mr. Bowser contended that
the letter was given as an assurance
not of early construetion, -~but- for
political purposes. It was a clever let-
ter written by the clever head of a big
corporation. But this letter written in
1904 had not resulted in any construc-
tion beginning. It remained for the
provincial government to ensure im-
mediate construction.

Referring to the letter of Mr. Wain-
wright, Hon, Mr. Bowser contended
that the assurances given in the letter
were not incorporated in the bill be-
cause the government did not wish to
run any risk of the bill being disal-
lowed. :
In connection with the selling of the
land, the attorney general contended
that it was a wise thing to sell the
lands not by public auction but in a
business like way. ;
The government would then be able
to advance the price .of lots from time
to -time as'-it was seen advisable to
do. "It was further proposed to be in
a position to rent the water front lots
if necessary upon advantageous condi-
tions, ' In this way the public would
be given- the opportunity to ¢ome in
and build wharves in the public in-
terest. It was further provided in the
agreement that the G. T. P. would not
expropriate the government’s sections
of the watef’ front. The street ends
were also protected, thus avoiding the
difficalty ‘that had arisen in Vancou-
ver and had been carried to the Privy
Council. - The" provincial
kad taken precautions against a repe-
tition ' of the Port - Moody-Vancouver
transaction, where the C. P. ‘R. sold
two townsites. The terminals had to
be located at Prince Rupert.

Parker Willlams alluded to the fact
Ahat a town under one corporation was
not a desirable one. The Socialist
party had endorsed the Kaien Island
sale of 10,000 acres because it ensured
the location of Prince Rupert on gov-
ernment land rather than upon land
which had been alienated. He could
not see why 10,000 acres should not be
enough for a very large city. He
could not understand the Liberals op-
posing the 10,000 acre grant and now
supporting  this grant. There was no
need to expect that the G. T. P. would
have to go outside of the old grant
for many years to come.

Dr, Kergin thought' the bill a very
good one. This was something of
great public importance and should be
above party politics. He referred to
the attorney general’s attempt to de-
part from the example set by the pre-
mier and indulge in an attack upon
the Dominion government. Dr. Kergin
lald stress upon the immense wealth
which was in northern British Colum-
bia. In a few years the importance
and wealth of that country would be
known to all parts of the province., The
opening up of new British Columbia
would be of the greatest importanca
to all parts. The results would show
the wisdom of the federal government
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in formulating
the scheme of the new transcontinen-
tal line. The assurance that the work
of construction was to commence be-
fore June 1st would be of great im-
portance. He argued that the sale of
the government section by public auc-
tion from time to time would not be
attended with any loss to the prov-
ince. The best results would be ob-
tained in that way. He thought pro-
vision should have been made for en-
suring that a portion of the townsite
should be placed on the market with-
in a specified time. The company had
received a great deal in this transac-
tion. The three-quarters interest in
the land which the company got
would be worth millions of dollars.
He supported the second reading of
the bill because of its importance to
his district.

The bill passed its second reading,
only the BSocialists voting against it.
The pairs were Messrs. Jardine and
Thomson and Messrs. Eagleson and
Garden.

Mr, Macdonald took the ground that
dentistry was not a profession: It re-
quired less skill than the business of
a jeweler or some other branches. If

Mr. Macdonald pro-
ceeded. to argue that this bill was
aimed at a particular institution—the
Boston Dental Parlors. He referred to
the report that the attorney . general
had made a threat, while acting as
counsel, that he would introduce a bill
which would put that institution out
of existence,

Hon. Mr. Bowser denied this.

Mr. Macdonald wished to know if
nothing like this had been said.

The attorney general said he never
said anything like that.

Mr. Macdonald said he would take
the member’s word for this. The bill,
however, it was evident was -intro-
duced to work against that institu-
tion which had committed no greater
offence than that of doing good work
at reasonable prices. The institution
was incorporated under the laws as
they existed and should not be put
out of business simply because they
did good work at reasonable prices.
The business was protected under the
existing laws.

A. E. McPhillips contended that
Gentistry was a profession. The Bos-
ton Dental Association, he understood,
were complained of for unprofessional
practice. As he understood this asso-
ciation made use of persons in prac-
tice who might not be properly quali-
fled. They also advertised he be-
lieved. .

J. McInnes objected to the way in
which different professions such as
doctors, lawyers and others hedged
themselves about so that those in the
profession controlled the rules by
which others entered. This was a
“close shop’ if anything was. Engi-
neers were more charged with the
lives of men than dentists.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite also opposed
the bilL

John Oliver on the point that the
dental firm objected to advertised
raised the point that he believed the
legal firm of the member of the islands
advertised.

Mr. McPhillips denied that his firm
put their names forward in the news-
papers.

Mr. Oliver said he would accept the
statement ‘and add that his eyes had
deceived him, Mr. Oliver said -he was
informed that the attorney general was
the solicitor for the dental association
which prosecutéd the  Boston , Dental
Association and lost the case, stating |
then that he would introduce this bill.

It had grown from the
filling of teeth and extraction ' of
teeth. At the present time . medical
men often referred cases to dentists
for treatment. Diseases of the eye
and other organs very often had their
origin in disease of the teeth. The act
now on the statutes in British Colum-
bia was the most inadequate of any in
the Dominion.  He had no personal
feeling in the matter as he was in a
position where he did not fear opposi-
tion.

Parker Williams thought that if
3 new dentistry act was required so
soon after the last one it was indeed
true that dentistry was making rapid
strides. The' House could not pass
laws to do away with competition in
the dental business. The bill, he
thought, was brought by the Vancou-
ver dentists to put out of business a
firm which brought the practice of
this business within the reach of or-
iinary individuals. It was not very
dignified for the attorney general to
take this up.

W. H. Hayward contended that the
member for Newcastle was inconsistent
having voted for all labor bills and
then opposed this one.

The bill passed its second reading.

MAN’S DESPERATE
ATTACK ON BOY

_Vancouverite.First Stole Bread,
Then Slashed Youth With
Razor.

March 4.—As the result
of a stabbing affray at the foot of
Cambie street early last night an 18-
year-old boy, Don Broussese, ig in the
General hospital in a critical condi-
tion, Phillip Baker, the man who did
the stabbing, is in jail, and upon the
fate of the boy depends the serious-
ness of the charge, upon which he will
be committed.

Broussese almost bled to death affer
being brought into the police station
last night. After the doctors had put
fifteen stitches in. the wound he bled
so profusely that three heavy towels
were necessary to staunch the flow of
blood. He was slashed from behind
the left ear through the lower lobe of
the ear and hig cheek laid open right
to the corner of the mouth, The
razor with which the slashing was
done wag broken in several places, and
it is feared that pieces have been left
in the boy’s face, Baker pleaded
guilty to the stabbing before Magis-
trate Williams to-day, but an adjourn-
ment was taken in order to await the
outcome of the case at the hospital,

Baker attempted to steal some
bread from Broussese, who liveg in a
side-tracked car near the foot of Cam-
bie street. He was captured by a
wmber of men, and the bread recover-
ed. When Broussese came back to his
home he'was met by Baker, and with-
out the least warning the latter drew

FOUND SEVEN FOOT
SEAM OF COAL

Smith Curtis and W. H. Fowler
Make Discovery in Biche
Creek District.

Kamloops, March 4.—Smith Curtis
and W. H. Fowler made a trip recently
into the country lying near the head of
Biche creek, ‘which empties into Okan-
agan lake, on the west side, lying be-
fween _Chaperon lake and the Okan-
agan, to looK 'at some coal indications
there. They found a‘'seven-foot seam
of excellent coal lying between strata
of sandstone, and so pleased were they
with the prospect that they staked four
claims, one mile square each.

Mr, Curtis went down to the coast
last week in connection with the loca-
tions.
