The council chambers and 
committee room were crowded' with ex-, 
cited citizens protesting against the lease 
from 1 p. m., when the proceedings open­
ed, until 8 p. m., when the select council 
passed the bill and sent it to the mayor.

BATTLE ON LAND
APPEARS IMMINENT.

New York, May 20.—A Tokio dispatch 
to the Times says:

“The news from Manchuria Indicates 
the imminence of a battle.

“The Russians occupy a lihe 42 miles 
in length from Yenho Ching to HsI 
Doeien, via Sn Ping Hien, where- they 
have good defensive, positions strongly 
entrenched.

“The Japanese are advancing in three 
columns from Kài Yuan, Ching Tn Foo 
and Fokaman.

“The Russians’ advanced position is 
now at Liu Ho Chen. Their main posi­
tion is at Hai Lieung Ching, where Gen­
eral Matoriloff commands.

GENERAL OFFENSIVE.

St. Peterbnrg, May 20.—The war 
office confirms the report from Gunshu 
Pass, Manchuria, that Field Marshal 
Oyama is on the eve of taking the gen­
eral offensive, and no doubt is entertain­
ed here that Gen. Linevitch will accept 
battle in his present position.

The general staff believes Oyama's 
move was precipitated by the doubt re­
garding the issue of the naval battle 
between Admirals Rojestvensky and 
Togo.

With an unbeaten army In front of 
him, Oyama’s position must be critical 
if his communications with Japan were 
interrupted even temporarily.

His destination 
was not announced, but it is understood 
he is going to make another inspection 
of the coast to see if French neutrality 
is being infringed.

FLEET OF JUNKS

SEEKING RUSSIANS.

Hongkong, May 20.—According to in­
formation received here to-day the one 
hundred and fifty deeply laden junks 
(presumably loaded with provisions for 
the Russian fleet) which were sighted 
May 16th twenty miles off Cape St John 
by a correspondent, who proceeded from 
here to Kwangchau bay (north of the 
island of Hainan), have left the vicinity 
of Cape St. John and are probably seek 
ing to effect a junction with Admiral 
Rojestvensky.

Tokio, May 20.—The report that the 
Russians have complained of the man­
ner in which their wounded men left at 
Port Arthur were treated by the Jap­
anese is officially denied.

THE RUSSIANS LOST 
THREE HUNDRED MEN

More Tqamsters Forced Into Struggle— 
Thousands of Men May Be

Thrown Idle.
Report of Commission Which Investi­

gated Anonymous Charges.

Toronto, May 20.—The commission of 
inquiry appointed by the Senate of the 
University of Toronto to investigate cer­
tain anonymous charges made against 
President Loudon and Professor McLen­
nan, in connection with the scholarship 
awards of 1900 and 1904, has presented 
its report.

The commission acquits President 
Loudon of the charges of bad faith and 
incapacity made against him. It attri­
butes the lack of harmony and dissatis­
faction among the graduates to the wide 
range of the president’s duties and the 
multiplicity of detail attached to his 
office.

Professor McLellan is cleared also of 
the charges against him. The commis­
sion unanimously found that the 1900 
award was irregular and ought not to 
have been made.

The responsibility was laid on both 
President Loudon and Professor Mc­
Lennan for having treated on equal 
terms candidates who had, and others 
who had not, submitted a thesis in that 
year. They found no fault with the 1904 
awards.

Chicago, May 22.—The spreading of 
the teamsters’ strike began promptly to­
day. Thirty-six) teamsters employed by 
the Ritten Ross & Embree Company, 
lumber dealers, and four by the Edward 
Hines Lumber Company, were tile first 
to be forced into the struggle.

A dispatch to the Vancouver World 
from Eoderby, dated May 18th, says:

A repulsive scandal, as the Edeno- 
graph well styles it, has resulted in the 
dismissal of A. B. Wallace, who had 
charge of the public school here. The 
school teacher has been arrested, and the 
charges are of a revolting nature. School 
girls aged from 5 to 13 say that he took 
unmentionable liberties with them.

Wallace came from Victoria, and 
showed an A1 certificate. He proved' to 
be a good teacher, and was well liked by 
all who knew him. In social circles Mr. 
and Mrs. Wallace seen became active 
favorites, Mr, Wallace ever being ready 
to assist in1 any local entertainment, 
where Ms rioffiï solos were always well 
received. They were also active in church 
work. Their home was a place,of wel­
come to young and old, Mr. Wallace’s 
extensive library offering free access to 
the best in literature and research.

In the face of this, the developments 
of the past few days come like a thunder 
bolt from a clear, blue sky. The evi­
dence gathered from the children, some 
of them mere babies, would indicate that 
this same kind, gentlemanly school 
master, had his “off" moments, when 
he committed offences against the purity 
and chastity of little ones.

A meeting of the hoard of school trus­
tees was called at 9 o’clock Saturday 
night, directly the matter was brought 
to its attention. Wallace was brought 
before it, and in his presence Geo. Bell 
told what had been learned. So thor­
ough had been the investigation, and so 
convincing the evidence, that when the 
unfortunate man was asked what' he 
had to say for himself he replied that it 
was useless to attempt to deny.

“Are you the' same Wallace who got 
into a similar scrape at Victoria stone 
time ago?” asked Dr. Bentley, one of the 
board.

“Yes, I am the man. But there is 
absolutely no truth in the chargee then 
laid.”

After considering fully the evidence 
the school board dismissed Wallace, and 
has reported! the case to Che department 
of education.

Wallace was allowed to go to his 
home. On Monday morning Constable 
Gardom swore out a warrant for bis 
arrest, but when he went to serve it 
Wallace was not to be found, having left 
town Sunday night.

Constante Gardom, while on the» way 
to Kamloops Monday night with a pris­
oner' stopped off ttifc train at the Salmon 
Arm station to inquire if Wallace had 
been seen there. After describing him 
to the agent, the latter turned about and 
pointed t’o the man standing at the win­
dow. It was Wallace. Gardom stepped 
up, and, placing his hand on his shoulder, 
told Waltace he wanted him. IV ith a 
quick turn he broke away and started on 
the run down the track, with Gardom 
hot after him. Gardom saw he was be­
ing outrun by fhe little man, and called 
out, “Stop, or I’ll shoot! One! Two!—” 
As he was about to say three, Wallace 
dropped to the ground. Running up, 
Constable Gardom assisted him to his 
feet. As he stood! up, Wallace looked 
smilingly into his face, with “If I didn’t 
have such a hard night last night, you 
wouldn’t have caught me so easily.”

Mr. Gardom returned to Emderby Tues­
day morning. Wallace was given his 
preliminary hearing Wednesday and sent 
up for trial.

Mrs. Wallace is heart-broken by the 
shocking nature of fhe case. It seems 
more than probable that Wallace has 
gone mad. His father and brother are 
afflicted with insanity, and the idiotic 
nature of his offences here can be ex­
plained by no other hypothesis.

The heartfelt sympathy of the com­
munity is felt for Mrs. Wallace and her 
little boy. Mr. and Mrs Wallace have 
always been held in the highest esteem, 
and this freak development of a vicious 
habit has brought gloom to the com­
munity as well as to their home. *

Officers Looking Into Canada’s Ability 
to Supply Imperial Forces Now 

at Coast. will be spread to greater proportions. 
This was decided to-night by the mem- 

-bers of *he Teamsters’ Joint Council, 
which was in session until midnight.

The council met at 8 o’clock to hear 
the report of the negotiations that had 
been in progress with the employers 
throughout the day. They agreed ‘to 
ah the stipulations of the employer?, 
with the exception of that which de­
clared that the drivers of the ••xjress 
companies should not be taken back. 
This was the rock upon which the 
peace programme was wrecked, and af­
ter several hours of debate it was de­
cided that the Teamsters’ Union could 
not leave the express drivers to make 
a lone fight, but that they must stand 
by them. It was decided to call off 
the negotiations and prepare for a fur 
ther fight.

The sense of the meeting was express­
ed in the following resolution which was 
passed and given out as the final deci­
sion:

“We believe that the railway express 
companies are not justified in their re 
fusai to reinstate any of their former 
employees, and believe that fhe best in- 

! terests of aH would be served had they 
agreed to the same proposition, or a 
somewhat similar one to that which the 
Employers’ Association suggested. Un­
der these conditions it is incombent opOG 
the members of fhe Teamsters’ Union 
to continue the strike until such time as 
the express companies will agree to. the 
same conditions as those offered by the 
Employers’ Association.”

It is the intention bf the 
officers to spend a few days in Victoria 
before leaving the coast. They are in 
Canada for the purpose of looking into 
the possibilities of obtaining a regular 
supply of remounts for the army. Be­
ing in th^ West they came to the coast 
to enjoy a short holiday.

The Vancouver New-Advertiser says:
“In speaking of their business, Col. 

Bridge stated that it is the desire of the

good average one in the Yukon. When 
it is remembered that with a total popu­
lation, which does not exceed 10.000 peo­
ple, the output was $10,000,000, or an 
average of $1,000 for every man, woman 
and child, the Yukon cannot be regard­
ed as other than a rich country. He 
questions whether any other part of the 
world can make such a showing.

A new order of things is being intro­
duced into the territory, which will ma­
terially affect the conditions, and will 
work to the advantage of the Yukon. 
This is the introduction of more advanced 
methods looking to the handling of vast 
quantities of ground which cannot be 
worked by the old system of hand work 
—a dredge was put in last year and 
worked successfully. This year two 
more are to be installed. There were 
many miles of ditches cut last year 
which aided materially in the washing 
of dirt. This year other ditches will be 
provided. It has now come to a point 
where the handling of the dirt along 
many of the old creeks will be done on 
an extensive scale, instead of by the old 
methods.

The work on the railway from Dawson 
to Grand Forks, on Bonanza creek, a dis­
tance of 14 miles, is being carried on 
with expedition, and will aid very much 
in the carrying in of supplies to the 
creeks.

But while Mr. Lithgow realizes that a 
lot of the ground in future will require 
to he handled by machinery, he does not 
suggest that there is not much virgin 
ground, which will still give the individu­
al worker excellent returns. There is a 
vast territory yet to he opened up to the 
world. He looks forward to the Stewart 
River district proving a rich one. The 
creeks which have given excellent prom­
ise are about 150 miles from the month 
of the Stewart, which empties into the 
Yukon about 70 miles from Dawson.

Mr. Lithgow expects to hear aowl Re­
ports from that district before long, as 
everything indicates that the creeks are 
rich.

The mild winter in the North has 
aided those who were carrying on winter 
work. He does not look to the light fall 
of snow as being in itself any indication 
of a shortage of water this season. The 
Iqte water supply depends altogether 
upon the rain which fails later in the 
season. There is never any scarcity of 
water early in the season, and as the 
snow rushes off very quickly it cannot 
he depended upon for the late supply.

ffA IBritish government to inaugurate a regu­
lar supply of Canadian horses for the 
Imperial army. ‘This will have an im­
portant effect in time of war,’ he ex­
plained, ‘as Canada possesses the natural 
advantages of having an Atlantic and a 
Pacific coast, whence the distribution of 
horses to all parts of the world could be 
effectively handled. At present the 
home government can maintain a suffi­
cient supply of remounts from the hunt­
ers and other animals which are so 
largely bred in the United Kingdom and 
Ireland. What is now proposed is to try 
and obtain cavalry and gun horses in the 
Dominion. Ponies and cobs are not de­
sired, as it is simply to obtain a supply 
of, say, 200 to 500 animals per annum, 
and these, too, at a price of about £40 
or $200, delivered in the Old Country. 
That is the ’object of my present busi­
ness for the department. As the cost 
of sending remounts from the range to 
the home station must be included in the 
purchase price,- the sum which the breed­
er will- get ont of the transaction will 
not nearly reach the sum paid by the 
army authorities’ -

“Col Bridge hoped that the result of his 
visit would be to stimulate a small but 
steady supply of animals in time of 
peace, w^lch would induce the breeding 
of a good class of remounts by farmers 
and ranchers, so that, should war un­
fortunately break out in the future, a 
powerful factor in army equipment 
would be in the hands of the people of 
Canada and prove a source of great 
military strength. He had been in On­
tario, where the people believed they 
could supply all the present needs. He 
had acted as judge at the horse show at 
Toronto. In Winnipeg, he had been 
told it would be difficult to get horses 
that had been previously handled, and 
bronchos were useless for army pur­
poses. The real difficulty is the small 
demand in time of peace, when 2,500 to 
3,500 horses annually will suffice. These 
are easily procurable in Great Britain, 
but in time of war Canada would be one 
of the most useful markets, and the 
Imperial department fully recognized 
this fact.

“On their way West a stop was made 
at Calgary,- and arrangements were 
made to have a large number of good 
animals ready for inspection on the re­
turn trip. It was the intention to have 
stopped off at Kamloops, but they had 
been told that desirable animals could 
not be secured there, and consequently 
they came through. Word was sent, 
though, that if it were thought good 
horses were available, a day would be 
spent there going back and an inspection 
made.

“This is the first visit of Col. Bridge 
and Major Drage to Canada and the 
West, and the,y are immensely pleased 
with what they have seen, both in the 
great prairie country and on the Coast.”

Chicago, May 20.—After a night spent 
in conference, the members of the Em­
ployers’ Association and the executive 
committee of the International Brother­
hood of Teamsters reached an agreement 
upon all points except the reinstating of 
the drivers of express companies.

When these men went out they were 
warned hy the Chicago managers of the 
express companies if they went on strike 
that none of them would ever again be 
employed by the express companies. Last 
night, after extended conferences be­
tween the two sides of the strike, the 
following terms were announced by the 
Employers’ Association, and with the 
exception of that relating to the express 
drivers, was accepted by the teamsters:

“That the teamsters should recognize 
the integrity and permanency of the 
Employers’ Teaming Company, which is 
to employ non-union men and remain 
pledged to the policy of the ‘open shop.’

“That the drivers for the express com­
panies abide by the declaration of the 
companies for the forfeiture of their po­
sitions when they struck.

“That all desirable non-union men 
should be retained, and no discrimination 
shall be practiced against the union men 
in filling in the vacancies, save that men 
who have been guilty of lawlessness dur­
ing the strike shall not be employed.”

These terms were conveyed to the 
members of the teamsters’ executive 
committee at an early hour this morning. 
A vigorous protest was made against the 
attitude o£' the express companies and the 
teamsters proposed that 20 per cent, of 
the express drivers should be taken back, 
the managers of the companies to pick 
the men.

The express companies refused to accept 
the modified proposal.

The teamsters' executive committee, after 
receiving and deliberating over this reply, 
at 2 o’clock in the morning declared that 
the strike would not be called off nriees 
something was done for the express drivers. 
The managers of the express companies 
said that they would do nothing beyond re­
ferring the matter to the general managers 
of their respective companies for a final 
reply.

It was decided by the teamsters to await 
this reply before taking any action and the 
settlement of the strike or Its continuance 
was held In abeyance.

Terms Reported Accepted.
Chicago, May 20.—According to Attorney 

Levy Mayor, of the employers’ association, 
a union committee to-day accepted the peace 
terms proffered by the employers’ associa­
tion. This announcement was made by 
Attorney Mayor during a conference with 
the employees’ executive committee.

Unaware of Protest.
New York, May 20.—Officials of the Na­

tional United States, Wells-Fargo and 
Adams express companies In this city to-day 
declared that they were unaware that the 
Chicago managers of their companies had 
referred to the general officers a protest by 
the Chicago teamsters to the proposed terms 
of settlement of the teamsters’ strike In 
Chicago. No official could be found who 
would admit that he knew .that an agree­
ment between the employers and teamsters 
was prevented by the refusal of the express 
companies to employ their men, who had 
gone on strike.

this letter, so I sent in my account of 
$348, which can hardly be called ex­
orbitant enough to warrant Mr. Humph­
rey’s reported remark—that I was “hold­
ing up” the board.

The whole of the work that I have 
done for the hôspita 1 was done under the 
instructions of the directors and in con­
sultation with them, and if Directors 
Wilson, Humphrey and Lewis did say, 
as reported, that the plans and sketches 
were not ordered, they had better read 
up the reports of their own meetings. 
I eannot see any reason whatfeVer for not 
paying the aceohnt at once. The only 
grounds I have previously heard alleged 
by some of the directors for not doing so 
were that the work was ordered: by a 
former board, and that the present board1 
is not bound by what former boards did. 
A most honorable reason. It is a most 
disagreeable course for me to have taken 
action against a charitable institution 
like the hospital, and I shall be sorry to 
be compelled to do *0.

But since I presented the hospital with 
my fees, amounting to about $200, for 
the jvork that I did in designing the 
doctor’s residence, the directors at that 
time making certain representations that 
they have not carried1 out, it can hardly 
be expected that I shall make them 
another gift of $348, especially when I 
have been treated by some of the 
directors with such rank discourtesy. So 
that if the hospital has to pay twice for 
the same work, the blame must be placed' 
upon those directors who have engineer­
ed this deal to suit their own wishes.

He was pleased to see that in spite of 
the revival of religious feeling the clergy­
men realized something was wanting. 
He wgs a Protestant and evangelical 
churchman, and was proud of it. (Ap­
plause.) Regarding the doctrine of the 
Holy Eucharist, he quoted the opinion 
of an authority respecting its character 
ne begged those present to remember 
that this was one of the principles for 
which Ridlqy and Latimer went to the 
stake. (Applause.)

This doctrine was somewhat parallel 
with that of baptism. The latter on the 
one hand represented the Christian’s 
faith in Christ and the regenerating 
power of His spirit. So it was with the 
Holy Communion.

Before concluding he entered a plea 
for a “beautiful, decent simplicity in the 
celebration of the Lord’s Supper.” It 
was distracting to him- the manner in 
which this was celebrated in some 
churches. The amount of ceremonious­
ness, the gorgeousness of vestments 
worn, and the gaily lighted auditoriums 
was not most acceptable to Christ. A 
simple celebration and a truly devout 
congregation was most desirable. Per­
sonally he preferred the old simplicity of 
the Anglican services. (Applause.)

The session then adjourned.

There will be no fireworks display at 
Beacon Hill this year in connection with 
the Victoria Day celebration. This fea­
ture of the programme it was decided 
should be eliminated from the official 
programme several days ago, for the 
reason that there has Hot been sufficient 
money subscribed to meet the extra ex­
pense that would be incurred through 
having this event.

As an extra attraction it was agreed 
at a meeting of the executive committee 
held last evening to accept the offer of 
the management of the British Columbia 
Electric Railway Company, namely, the 
providing of a somewhat similar enter­
tainment at the new Gorge park on the 
evening of the 25th. A. T. Goward was 
present at the meeting and he made the 
proposal which met the approval cf 
those present. Mr. Goward suggested 
that the company’s appropriation of $75 
towards the general celebration should 
be reduced to $25 and that they be per­
mitted to carry out the display mention­
ed. This wiil partake more of an aerial 
show than that which had been contem­
plated in respect to the exhibition at 
Beacon Hill, and at the same time it 
was thought it would be quite as effec­
tive. It will cost the company consider­
ably more than the amount of their orig­
inal subscription, but it is believed good 
returns will be realized from the extra 
travel created over the tramway line to 
the Gorge. In connection with this dis­
play- the committee was of the general 
opinion that there should also be a band 
concert.

At the meeting last night, which was 
held in the city hall, the committee went 
thoroughly into the question of finances. 
Appropriations to the amount of $3,000 
had been made, and a reference to the 
sùbscriptipn lists showed there had not 
been sufficient collected. The city had 
been pretty thoroughly canvassed and 
subscriptions, it was considered, were- 
about as liberal this year as they have 
been in former years. In consideration 
of these facts it was moved that the city 
council be requested to raise its subscrip­
tion to the $1,000 mark, as had been 
done in former years. A balance is car­
ried forward from the celebration of 
1903, and for this reason the council this 
year made its annual grant $750.

Accounts, after being thoroughly re­
viewed, were pared down to a total of 
$2,820, but -it was still found that there 
will be a shortage unless the council 
•comes to the rescue. One thing of w;hich, . 
the committee considered that there- 
should be an abundance was band music. 
The more of this the more enjoyable 
would be the celebration.

Lt.-Col. Hall asked that as few horses 
as possible be allowed around during the 
military exhibition, as with a big crowd 
of spectators there might otherwise be 
accidents.

The horse parade committee made the 
request that Mayor Barnard be invited 
to attend the parade in a carriage.

Reports from several of the committees 
are of a very encouraging nature.

Brief speeches also were delivered by 
Rev. R. Connell, Rev. J. P. R. Llwyd, 
Rev. G. H. F. Clinton and Rev. H. F.

After the usual preliminaries this fore­
noon Very Rev. Dean Paget, of Calgary, 
was called upon for an address on “The 
Place of the Holy Eucharist.” He did 
not regard it his duty to enter into the 
question in detail. The title had been 
made somewhat vague, no doubt for the 
purpose of giving the speaker scope. 
Passing over St. Paul’s comments on the 
celebration of the holy communion, men­
tion was made of the writings of the 

tf Holy Fathers. At that time the Holy 
Eucharist appeared to be the only ser­
vice held on the Lord’s day. From this 
he contended that the communion held a 
high place in the estimation of the early 
Christians. He also referred to the 
elaborate provision made for intercession 
on behalf of the living and dead in the 
primitive church. He continued to trace 
the important part the Holy Eucharist 
had taken in the services of the Church 
of England from early history. He 
spoke of the care that had always been 
taken to guard its proper celebration 
through all ages.

Speaking of fasting, he explained that 
this seemed, to be acknowledged, as far 
hack as the time- of the Hebrews, as 
necessary in preparation for any spiritual 
celebration. He spoke of the frequency 
with which the prophets spoken of in the 
Old Testament were prepared for the 
visions from God by fasting.

Having referred to the place the Holj 
Eucharist has taken since the inception 
of the church, Dean Paget continued to 
speak of its practical benefit. “What.” 
he asked, “has been the effect of ths 
reformation upon the Holy Eucharist in 
the services of the Church of England?” 
The change has been great; in fact the 
Holy Communion had been gradually 
dropped. This occurred in the 17th cen­
tury, but the tide began to rise with the 
advent of a higher level of spiritual life 
in the beginning of the present decade.

He was brought up in a 
parish where the Holy Eucharist 
seldom, if ever, celebrated. He would 
never forget the effect of the first com­
munion which he attended upon his per­
sonality.

Concluding, he referred briefly to the 
address read by Rev. Mr. Clapham on 
“The New Psychology,” yesterday af­
ternoon. Respecting the miracles of 
Christ, something of the thought ex 
pressed by that reverend gentleman had 
entered ms mind. He thought that the 
time would come when the things which 
now appeared incredible would be in the 
highest sense simple and natural reali­
ties. Some day the force of prayer, for 
instance, would be as evident as the 
Power of steam. The same principle 
would be apparent with regard to the 
influence of the Holy Communion,

Rev. F. K. Howard, of Olympia, re­
sponding, drew attention to several facts, 
the first of which was that the place 
of the Holy Eucharist was first in. the 
services of the Catholic church down to 
the reformation period. The second was 
the undoubted intention of the Anglican

Residents of West Saanich and visitors 
from Victoria were edified and wonder­
fully impressed with the manner in 
which the natives of the Indian reserves 
in the locality paid their last respects to 
their dead. On Sunday, morning the 
body of one of the young men of the 
Tsartiip tribe was consigned to its last 
resting place. George Jim, a member of 
the Indian braes band, one of the base­
ball team, and a general favorite with 
the whites and Indians, passed away a 
few days before. He had also been a 
pupil in the school under the superin­
tendence of Rev. Father Vullinghs. 
Shortly after 10 o’clock the cortege 
wended its way down the west road to 
the Roman Catholic church, which 
nestles in the hills and adjoins the 
schoolhonse where the deceased passed 
his boyhood days. Six brawny young 
Indians acted as pallbearers. A brother 
and young wife, the tetter carrying their 
first-born, followed the coffin. A string 
of carriages containing the Indians from 
the four reserves moved slowly in the 
rear. At the conclusion of high mass the 
pallbearers carried the casket into- the

Senator Tem- 
pletnan, without portfolio, is of much 
service to British Columbia; but where 
all the affairs of government are rele­
gated to one department or another, a 
minister without a department, for the 
policy of which he wonld.be responsible, 
can never achieve very much, nothing1 in 
fact for which he win ever be given, any 
credit. If he personally accomplishes 
anything it can only be through one of 
the departments whose responsible head 
will be accorded the praise or the blame; 
as the case may be.

How long the West will have but one 
portfolio it would be difficult to say. It 
should have three—Manitoba one, the 
Territories one and British Columbia 
one. Senator Templeman will receive 
the next portfolio given to the West, but 
there is none as yet in sight. There to 
talk about the division of the interior 
department, which is too large for one 
minister, but nothing has been definitely 
settled upon. The West cannot be treat­
ed to-day as it was ten years ago in the 
distribution of cabinet positions. It is 
becoming too powerful as a political fac­
tor to be coolly ignored by either party.
In ten years it may be strong enough to 
dictate, as Ontario and Quebec dictate 
now, in the matter of the relative pro­
vincial representation in the cabinet, and 
it may remember then that when it was 
in the minority the full measure of jus­
tice was not meted out to it.

Confirmation of the various telegraphic 
reports which have been received regard­
ing the secret preparation of the Russian 
cruiser Askold to leave the Whangpoo 
comes from Shanghai per steamer Tartar 
Friday.

Much 
value is-placed- upon a survey of this 
character by tile mining men of Boss- 
land. .

This lan­
guage, It Is contended, is not necessary and 
1» especially objectionable to a Victoria 
grand stand.

What action President Lncas will take Is 
of course not known- yet, falling any reply 
being sent to the message of Mr. R 
It Is quite probable that Mr. Lucas may 
come to Victoria this afternoon and take 
the matter np fully.

The managers of the Victoria and Van­
couver teams have also protested to Mr. 
Lucas and Manager Hewlett has sent a 

i. full report to the head of the league on the 
situation.

Yesterday afternoon, after the match was 
over, a petition was circulated and signed 
by a large number of the patrons of the 
game. It Was addressed to President Lucas 
and reads as follows:

“We, the undersigned citizens of Victoria, 
and patrons of baseball In the league games 
now being played here, bgg to enter a strong 
protest against Mr. Treadway as an umpire 
of the league games. His conduct In that 
position Is certainly not conducive to good, 
clean games, and his domineering way and 
coarse language on the field Is very objec­
tionable to us as spectators.”

While this Is the situation with respect 
to Treadway, Shock, the other umpire, is 
In trouble apparently.

A special dispatch to the Times from Bell­
ingham says: “The game yesterday between 
the Bellingham- and Everett teams resulted 
in a score of twelve runs to nine to favor of 
the visitors. Errors by the Bellingham In­
field and opportune hitting by Everett were 
responsible for the visitors’ victory. Ten 
Innings were played. Everett and Belling­
ham are now tied for championship honors.

The steamer Amur, which for sev­
eral years past has been- an old standby 
on the Skagway route, will be laid off 
and held in Victoria in readiness for 
any call to carry large quantities of 
heavy freight which could not be con­
veniently handled! either by (he Prin­
cess May or the Princess Beatrice. The 
last mentioned steamers will be operated 
on a twelve-day schedule. Last summer 
the schedule was a ten-day one.

By the arrangement now'being made 
it is calculated that a faster service can 
be given than that provided by American 
steamers calling at Alaska ports other 
than Skagway. The business of the lat­
ter port is not what it was a few years 
ago, and- it to believed that the changes 
now being made are consequent on this 
as well as on the increased trade of the 
northern part of the province.

The Princess Beatrice arrived from 
Naas and way ports test night with 
twelve passengers for (his city. She 
brings news that the Mount Royal will 
■probably make a sixth run up to the head 
of the Skeena. The steamer Tees, which 
left Vancouver yesterday, had some 
freight end 15 passengers who were 
bound for Hazelton, and it was expect­
ed the Mount Royal will take them up 
the river.

The Beatrice will make the run to 
Vancouver on the 24th in the place of 
the Princess Victoria, which will carry 
on excusion here from Bellingham on the 
morning of that day. Considerable in­
terest is being manifested in the local 
celebration at Bellingham, and fife C. P. 
R. officials are looking for a big crowd 
from that city.

The report that there will be just two 
steamers on the Sound route this year is 
confirmed by Oapf. Troup, who says that 
the schedule is such as will permit a 
night and morning boat out of Seattle

FIGHTING TUBERCULOSIS.

Dr. William Osier Says New York Has 
Set in Pace.DIED FROM BURNS. .

little Daughter of O. A. Goodwin Suc­
cumbed to Injuries.

Washington-, May 18.—“In spite- of its 
size, in spite of its frivolity, in spite of 
its other things which I hesitate to al­
lude to, New York has set (he pace in 
legislation, institutions and- treatment of 
tuberculosis.”

Dr. William Osier made this statement 
to-day in his address at the first animal 
meeting of the national association -for 
the study and' prevention of tuberculosis. 
Dr. Osier said that education regarding 
tuberculosis was the thing to strive for. 
He discussed this feature under three 
heads, “Education of the public, of the 
•physician and of the patient.” “The 
public,” he said, “was awake, but sitting 

I on the edge of the bed end- not yet 
dressed.” In this awakening, however, 
he asserted much hadi been accomplished 
over past conditions. “When the public 
got dressed,” he predicted that much 
activity would follow and' much would 
be accomplished towards stamping out 
tuberculosis.

The attack on- tuberculosis will con­
tinue to-morrow. ,

The afternoon- session- was conducted 
in two sections, the sociological and the ■ 
clinical, and1 the climatological, and the 
first work of locality was reviewed, in 
which allusions were made to (he neces­
sity for participation by the public in 
contribution, etc., to save the lives of the 
afflicted of this disease.

A very distressing accident occurred 
Thursday afternoon at the home of Chas. 
A. Goodwin, Speed avenue. The little 
daughter of Mr. and’ Mrs. Goodwin, 
Dorothy Brline, scarcely six years of 
age, in consequence of her clothes taking 
fire was burned so severely that death 
resulted early this morning.

The child was left alone for a few 
moments while Mrs. Goodwin went on 
an errand- to a neighboring house. The 
aereams of (he little girl immediately 
afterwards attracted the attention of the 
mother and others. Rushing to the 
bouse the child’s clothes were found to 
tie ablaze.

The flames were quickly smothered, 
end Dr. Frank Hail summoned. The 
child’s face and upper parts of the body 
were found to be very badly burned, 
necessitating her removal to the Jubilee 
hospital.

In spite of the efforts to restore her 
she passed away about 1 o’clock on Fri­
day morning.

How her clothes took fire is hot 
known- definitely. It is presumed, how­
ever, that they ignited from (he lamp of 
en incubator, which was in operation 
near the house. The child’s age was 6 
years and 10% months.
