Commander Peary’s despatch today
from Indian Harbor to 'the Associated
Press, gives his first expression concerning
the claim of Dr. Cook 'that he reached the
North Pole almost a year prior to Peary
on April 21, 1908, S

Peary’s latest telegram is hardly less
notable than his first announcement which
absorbed ‘the attention of the entire worid
as it gives concrete form to the issues al-
ready vaguely outlined in scientific quar-
ters on the authenticity of Cook’s an-
nouncement and the question of priority
in reaching the pole.

At the same time it is the first expres-
sion of opinion from any one in a position
to know the facts of the Arctic region on

The despatch num Couiusander Peary
was responsive to an inquiry sent by wire-
less telegraph to him at Indian Harbor
immediately following his first anhounce-
menrt. The first message from Peary, re-
ceived by the Associated Press at 12.39 a.
onday, came with such startling
suddenness that the most urgent measures
were immediately adopted to confifm its
absolute . authencity. This was quickly
done, and the message traced to its source
and verified. At the same time an urgent
despatch was immediately sent to Com-
mander Peary’ by cable to Halifax and
thence by land lines and wireless to In-
dian Harbor, asking him for additional
particulars and corroborative details, and
informing him that “Dr. Cook arrived at
Copenhagen,. September 4, ‘claiming to
have reached the.Pole April 21; 1908.”

The sattention of Europe and Americe
comtinues to- be centred on, the announce-
ments- of “the ‘two north pole explorers.
Dr.: Cook’s lecture at Copenhagen last
night, when he had ample opportunity to
substantiate his: claims, was received there
without indications that it*was accepted

'The Roo-
sevelt is uninjured by her long and ar
duous voyage throughithe ice packs of the
polar seds. f

The “ change,” he said, ‘‘is not great.”
It mere substitutes a four-headed for one-
headed management. As to, reduction in
staffs, the question is whether it is econ-
omy. If, in some cases, two men have
been doing one man’s work, and one man
has been let go, in these cases, the new
management deserves great praise. But it
is easy to reduce a staff of workmen in
repairing shops, and let mneeded repairs
go over to another year. That cuts down
expenses, but is it economy

“I have always maintained that the In-
tercolonial is not over-manned, and I sti)
maintain it. I can prove it by compar-
son with other roads.”

“Ts there dissatisfaction in the maritime
provinces over reductions in staff?”’

“I have been there so little of late that
I can hardly say,” was the reply. The
people of the maritime provinces are. just

but they know more about the road than
westerners. 1 bave seen a number of the
latter much surprised at the excellence
of the road when they visited the east.”

ELEPHANT ATE
A DIAMOND

Ex Ray Pictures Taken to Lo-
cate the Gem

New York, Sept 8—In an effort to locate
a diamond ring valued at $450, which an
elephant swallowed while being fed pea-
nats by Camille Ober, the French chan-
teuse, three X-ray operators and @#vo ele-
phant . trainers 'worked' yesterday photo-
graphing the entire interior of the ele-
phant.

The sides of the elephant were marked
off into sections tnd numbered. A dia-
gram was also made with corresponding
numbers, and this will serve to locate the
exact spot in which the missing ring is

At first it was necessary to allow  the
elephant . to become aceustomed 'fo the
cracking of the X-ray tube, which took
nearly an hour.  Fina]ly the elephant
was convinced that the men were ~ not
trying to do her harm, and she remained
comparatively “quiet.

Then an accident happened. . The ele-
phant received a shock from ome of the
wires ‘leading to the tubes. With an ear-
piercing trumpet she leaped to her feet,
#nd only the quickest movements on the

machinery from wreckage. She was quiet-
ed with a liberal portion of hdy and about
three pounds of sugar.

FORTY YEARS AWAY

If this provinee is no longer building
clipper ships.there are some New Bruns-
wick people in the States engaged in show-
ing the Americans how to turn out fine
vessels. William H. Payne is one of them.
He is a native of Oromocto but has not

' seen his mative place since 1860. Mr. Payne

is an interesting link between past and
present, He is now superintendent of
Townsend Downey Shipbuilding Company’s
yard, Shooter Island, Borough of Rich-
mond, New York. He commenced serving
his time as a ship carpenter in Morrow’s
shipbuilding yard, Oromocto, and finished
his apprenticeship when the yard had
passed into the hands of Samuel Morgan,
who was at one time Morrow’s foreman.
“In 1869 Mr. Payne came to this city
from Oromocto in the bark E. B. Hawse.
In those days all ships were sparred. and
finished ‘here.” He did not linger in the
city, however, but left for the States. He
worked at his trade in Bath and Calais
(Me.), afterwards going to New York.
Here he entered the shipyard of Towns-
end Downey, who is a native of Nova
Among the fine vessels which
have been turned out from there are the
Kaiser’s yacht Meteor and the yacht At-
lantie.

Their latest triumph was the building
of an entirely non-magnetie yacht for the
Carnegie Institute, Washington. This was
to be used for the purpose of making exact
surveys and there was not ten pounds of
steel used in her whole construction. A
great deal of bronze was placed in the
hull and all the cooking utensils and gal-
ley stove were of copper.

QUEBEC BRIDGE
* MUCH' STRONGER

Montreal, Sept. 7—The Quebec bridge
commission today settled its differences
and decided upon the general plan for the

termined whether. the new bridge . should
be of the suspension of cantilever type,

lines, and tenders for each called.  Upon
the results will depend which will be

The new bridge will be much more sub-
stantial than the fallen structure.
be of the straight cantilever type with a
height of 150 feet 'above tidewater for 600
feet.. It will be eighty-five feet wide,
twenty-four feet wider than the original
bridge, which was severely criticized as
to narrowness for its length. This will
greatly imcrease its stability and useful-

ness.

The board also decided to reduce the
span from 1,800 to 1,715 feet, by building
& new deep water pier on the Quebec
side.

Nickel steel will be used in the can-
tilever for eye bars and compression mem-
bers, the part which gave way in the old
bridge, and the whole will be so stoutly
built that it will weigh half as much
again as the collapsed structure. This will
necessitate a considerable increase in th=
size and strength of the piers already
built. :

Work will be started at once preparing
plans for the bridge, the plans being pre-
pared simultaneously for cantilever and
suspension type. It was stated that the
settling of these matters will constitute a
big step in getting to a point where ten-
ders can be invited. :
