Our juvenile friend, the Liberal Herald, 

addresses itself to the Advance in a tone 
of great asperity. It bridles op and struts 
about in a way that reminds Canard Street 
pedestrians of Capt. Aden’s turkey-gobbler 
when he has hie spouse and her brood and a 
lot of the neighbors’ hens under his supposed 
guardianship, and of course ie equally harm­
less and amusing. The Herald evidently 
wants ns to engage its editorial writer, for in 
giving us unsought advice as to how this 
paper should be conducted, it says it “ought 
“to employ an ex-faro banker to direct its 
“random politics. It should learn to stick 
“to one card or color for a reasonable time, 
“or else give up the game of making public

We hope it may not seem ungrateful on 
oar part to remark that, unlike the irate 
Herald, we have an editor who feels quite 
equal to the task of conducting the Advance 
without the assistance of either a faro-banker 
or any other card sharp, and that we ara 
independent of bankers of that, as well as 
of a more respectable kind and even of bank 
solicitors.

While 
we may not hope that our example in mat­
ters of a self-respecting and decent vocabu­
lary will be followed with the perfection 
that is desirable, it may not be amiss to 
suggest that as Thanksgiving Day is ap­
proaching, and it is associated with danger 
to poultry generally and noisy turkeys io 
particular, our unamiable friend of the 
Herald should make a few promenades of 
Canard Street, near Water, and in contem­
plating the Allen gobbler be led to a realisa­
tion and fear of what may happen to him 
should he become nndnly offensive.

Recapture of Vm. J. Wright.
The notorious William J- Wright is again 

behind prison-bars, his capture being effected 
on Saturday morning last by a posse of 
police and constables led by Deputy Sheriff 
Irving. Wright escaped from the jail in 
Newcastle a fortnight or more ago, and 
thereafter, until last Saturday, the depnty 
Sheriff had been faithfully continuing to 
search for him. He had an abiding belief 
in the theory that the convict would not 
succeed in getting out of the county,because 
the railway officials were fully informed as 
to his identity and would,in all probability, 
have detected him had he gone by raiL In 
the same way, precautions were taken to 
prevent his escape by any vessel leaving either 
Chatham or Newcastle. It was not believed 
that he would seek employment in the 
woods, because he was not fond of work. 
Depnty Irving centred his attention chiefly 
on the house of Charles Gliddon—Wright’s 
father-in-law—in the lower part of Chatham, 
and had reason to believe his man was being 
harbored there, so on Saturday morning at 9 
o'clock he proceeded thither, accompanied 
by policemen Forrest and Ram8bottom and 
constables Forsyth of Northesk and 
Ambrose Hays of Chatham. Their approach 
to the place was cantiomly made and 
Messrs. Irving and Ramsbottom were in the 
house before the inmates were on their 
guard, while Messrs Forsyth and Forrest 
were in good positions ootside. As soon es 
Wright’s wife saw the men enter she ran 
op stairs shouting: “Here’s Irving !” where­
upon Wright darted through a window, ont 
upon a convenient shed roof and thence to 
the ground where he made off at a lively 
run, bat constable Forsyth, being a good 
sprinter, made the pace so hot for him that 
he fell, and Forsyth was upon him, soon 
aided by Forreat. At this juncture three 
dogs belonging to the household attsoked 
the capturing party and Forrest shot one 
deed and wounded another, while a well 
directed kick by Ramsbottom sent the third 
—a small enr—several yards through the air 
and away, yelping. The convict waa hand­
cuffed and taken to tho locku p in a cart, 
and thence to Newcastle in the custody of 
deputy Irving on the two o’clock trip of the 
Nelson. He will have four months to serve 
in jail end two years in Dorchester peniten­
tiary, and, besides, may have an additional 
term for breaking out of jail. Wright’s 
fate ie one more of the many warnings for 
the class of young men who eeem to prefer 
indulgence in strong drink, idleness and 
vagrancy to a life of sobriety and industry, 
until they become criminals and outcasts.

In this way they went to the Douglas town 
turning-boat, Oriana being only twenty 
seconds behin d Learig while Avis was alto 
well op. They all turned wide to leeward 
and lost ground thereby, bat it was a pretty 
race as the three boats entered upon the 
windward work for the lower taming point 
off the Mastermao Palp Mill. Learig, 
with only her mainsail and standing jib, 
drew away in a very clean manner, but Avia 
held stubbornly on to Oriana and on the 
second tick oroaied her bow, bat then 
began to lose place. Ou the next tack, 
she bad to give way and pass under Oriana’a 
stern and Oriana lost a few seconds by 
touching bottom between Hutohiaon’s ballast 
wharf and the Lament mill. At the lower 
tarn Learig led by one minute and fifty-five 
seconds, Oruna, in second place, being one 
minute and twenty seconds ahead of A vie, 
which had made a very pretty race in 
Oriana’a wake for the last mile or more ef 
that ran. On the run up to make the 
second turn off Douglas town, Learig in­
creased her lead ou the other two while 
Avis held gamely on to Oriana the latter 
gaining only ten seconds on her in the three 
miles.

same? No : for the Fibre Co. would have 
fought it: the Snowball mill pnmp would 
hsv* fought it, and the town engine would 
have fought it. In s little while wketii our 
fire organization ia improved the town will 
be able to send two steam fire engines down 
to.the bill within five minutes after.an 
»Urin it struck which would aleo be about 
■» soon aa steam could be got up. Therefore 
the hill can be protected in a way each aa 
do other part of the town can, and that 
without having one of the town engines 
located there.

This distribution of fire fighting appliances 
was outlined by me in a .letter to the fire 
underwriters’ association some time ago and 
I have no doubt this distribution would 
result in a reduction of our tire insurance 
rates when we are prepared to give them à 
practical demonstration of what could be 
doue under it. It would, enable ns to ran 
hose from No. 2 engine house eastward to 
meet hose from the pulp, factory and from 
No. 2 westward to meet hoee from No. 1' 
and thus pretty nearly the whole town could 
,be covered in case of conditions inch aa 
before mentioned. If the roads wère always 
good it would not make much difference 

hvh'êre the engine* tfere placed.1
I notice you make the objôotion to No. Ц 

site that wbigh foundation wall would be 
needed. That is not certain, -but if an, it 
might not be an objection, as a good base*' 
ment wot Id be Required if the building is 
also used for town offices.

laraofbis proposition for securing tv the 
Town the services of the Snowball mill, 
Pulp Factory and Electric Light aUtion 
engines, together with the erection of engine 
houses on Nos. 1 and 2 sites—and the coat 
of the whole. If he does so we shall have 
aome faith in hie einccrity and knowledge 
of what he ia writing about.

A gauge, however, of Aid. Nicol’e know­
ledge of fire matters, ie furnished by hie 
seriously telling us in hie letter that we 
could have “two steam flçe engines down to 
the 'hill’ in five minutes after an alarm is 
Struck.” Has he ever seen our steam tire 
engine get water on a fire in less than 
twenty minutes after an alarm has struck 
and isn’t the average time nearer twenty- 
five minutes ? Does he imagine that our 
people are going to forget the lessons of their 
observation and experience in luoh matters 
for years and believe nonsense because it ie 
Written by an alderman !

Another example of hie recklessness and 
unreliability of statement is what we will 
Charitably call hia mil takes in reference to 
the water supply from the spring, or reser­
voir supplying the watering cart tank. He 
■ays he has known it to fail. We do not 
believe be would knowingly make eo false 
an assertion, bat as the reservoir from 
which that supply comes was planned by 
the writer and made under his personal 
supervision, and the pipes were laid by him, 
He ought to know more about them than 
Alderman Nicol, who seems to state only 
what some committee has told him. He- 
even goes so fares tossy that a “branch 
pipe” supplied the writer’s house. That ia 
hot* true. The main pipo furnished 
that supply, and the writer took 
good dare in -laying those pipes to 
hlavethem supply bis.house, sod garden- 
fountain before he allowed any to run to to 
tbê' wateriug-oart tank. Having built the 
réservoir and laid the pipes und need the 
water for fifteen years, reoeiviug therefrom 
'an ample and never-failing supply, winter 
and summer, we trust ALL Niool will 
understand that we cannot have much confi­
dence in hia statements when one of them 
Ц positively that he has known the w*ter 
to fail. What he may have done in the 
past year in tinkering at those pipes ami 
leading another supply into them we do not 
koow, bat if he has euoueeded in destroying 
the system and causing the water t » run 
elsewhere we are not surprised. He and 
hia “committee” would have spoiled the 
•apply long ago if the writer, in hie own. 
interests, had not prevented them.

It is regrettable that Aid. Niool, in his 
determination to carry out a hastily-formed 
proposition to spend and waste money oo 
No. 2 site, appears ready to fjrlify hia 
position with any kind of statement that 
may be furnished to him for the 
purpose by those with and for whom 
he ia acting. It is to be hoped, however, 
tl$at better views and a fuller sense of 
responsibility will prevail with a majority 
of the Town Council, and that they will, 
before spending the large sum for which 
town bonds are to be issued, engage the 
services of an engineer who has an estab­
lished reputation for experience and 
competency to deal with the subject of 
town fire protection, and obtain hit advice 
at to what ought to be done. It ie not to 
be expected that gentlemen of very limite l 
opportunities for gaining experience and 
knowledge of modern development in suoh 
matters, should be competent to tell us off 
hand what ih best for the town to do, and ! 
only those of aa who are very conceited and 
presumptuous would assume that we know 
al} aboutit. < A good many suggestions have 
been made, and there ie consider able 
diversity of opinion to which of them all, or 
what combination of them ia best. Let os 
hove them all considered by some authority ! 
qualified to inform our Town Council aa U 
what is beat. If Aid. Niool will endeavor to 
find out what his duty ia along these liner, 
he will best serve the interèsts he was 
elected to promote.]

On Tuesday evening a public meeting, 
noder the auspices of the W. C. T. U., waa 
addressed by Mr». J. K. Barney, the well 
known prison reformer, in Masonic Hall, 
Chatham.

The hall was tastefully decorated for the 
occasion, and an orchestra and choir from 
several town churches furnished music.

After singing the 124th hymn, “Songs of 
Salvation,” prayer was offered by Rev. Dr. 
McKay,the only clergyman on the platform, 
following which the choir sang hymn No.' 12.

The president of the County W. C. T. U„ 
Mrs. Simon McLeod, of Newcastle, in a few 
well chosen words explained the object of 
the meeting and introduced Mrs. Barney, 
who began by quoting that jwell known 
passage of Scnpture: “Who hath woe, who 
hath sorrow! Ac.” continuing ehe quoted 
“He that eoweth to the fleah Ac.” It had 
been said that all had been said on the tem- 

queetion that could be said, but ehe 
hoped that ehe could put the same old story 
in such new and striking colors that it 
would come home to everyone.

She then related a story to illustrate the 
thoughtlessness of people, even when face to 
face with horrors that should make any 
rational being shudder. Years ago, when 
she was leaving her Rhode Island home on a 
mission of mercy, two young people—a lady 
and gentleman—were seated in Iront of her. 
The train, at one station, was detained much 
longer than usual. The young people got 
very impatient. The gentleman went out to 
ascertain the cause of the delay, and return­
ed, saying that the train had ran over a man 
and killed him. They began to joke about 
the accident in the moat thoughtless way. 
Several hours after Mrs. Barney got an 
opportunity of speaking with the young lady 
about the accident, telling her what a 
terrible tbiug it ww for the man to die, per­
haps, without being prepared. The lady’s 
manner at once changed and she showed 
every sign of concern. And eo it is on this 
teiribb drink question. People see it daily 
doing its deadly work, and make no effort 
to rescue the victims but joke about the 
poor wretches who are going to destruction 
and, perhap», are even tampering with 
it themselves. As she bad awakened that 
thoughtless bdy on the train, she hoped 
that her words to-night might cause a 
deeper interest in tempérance.

The eloquent lecturer then proceeded to 
narrate some of her experiences in prison 
work. She described her visit to a woman’s 
prison which contained several hundred 
females, who were incarcerated for crimes 
of every description, and all had been 
brought there through strong drink. It 
was sad enough to go through a men’s 
prison and see the wrecks of this terrible 
traffic but it was infinitely more distressing 
to witness this army of women made crimi­
nals by rum.

And how waa all tbie to be remedied !

I only kuow there were 
times when none was running into the tank. 
Besides, the words “dry up” used by me it 
the council meeting were intended to be 
taken in their popular sense and not in the 
literal, joat aa we speak of a brook drying 
np in summer although we do not mean it is 
absolutely dry.
