It Ls interesting to make inquiry 
into the cause of this unfortunate 
quality of the onion. it is sim­
ply due to the presence in some quan­
tity of another mineral matter in the 
bulb—sulphur. It is this sulphur 
that gives the onion its germ-kill­
ing properly and makes the bulb so 
very useful a medicinal agent at all 
times, but especially in the spring, 
which used to be—and still is in many 
places—the season for taking brim­
stone and treacle in old-fashioned 
houses before sulphur tablets came 
into vogue.

Now, sulphur, when united to hy­
drogen, one of the gases of water, 
forms sulphuretted hydrogen and 
then becomes a foul-smelling, well 
nigh a fetid, compound. The onion, 
being so juicy, has a very large per­
centage of water in its tissues, and 
this combining with the sulphur, 
forms the strongly scented and of­
fensive substance called sulphuret of 
allyle, which is found in all l he alli­
ums. This sulphuret of ullyle min­
gles more especially with the vola­
tile or aromnlio oil of the onion; It is 
identical with the malodorant- princi­
ple found in asafoetlda, which is al­
most the symbol of all smells (hat ore 
nasty. The horseradish, so much 
liked with roast beef for its keen and 
biting property, and the ordinary 
mustard of our tables both owe their 
strongly stinmlative properties to 
this same sulphuret of ullyle, which 
gives them heat and acridity, but not 
an offensive smell, owing to the dif­
ferent arrangements of the atoms In 
their volatile oils.

This brings tui to the most curious 
fact in nature, that most strangely 
yet most certainly constructs all 
vegetable volatile oils inexactly the 
same way—composes them all, whe­
ther they are the aromatic essences 
of cloves, oranges, lemons, cinnamon, 
rose, thyme, verbena, turpentine or 
onion, of exactly the same propor­
tions, which are 813-4 of carbon to 
113-4 of hydrogen, and obtains all 
the vast seeming diversities that our 
nostrils detect in their scent simply 
by a different arrungem.-nt of the 
atoms In each vegetable oil. Oxygen 
alters some of the hydro-carbons; 
sulphur others.

SALT IN THE HOUSEHOLD.
Besides being a necessary ingredi­

ent in most kinds otf cookery, an 
appetizing addition to the many ar­
ticles of raw food and the prime ne­
cessity in catching a bird, the laun­
dress puts a trifle of salt in her 
starch, adds it in larger quantity to 
the water in which she washes ging­
hams and other colored fabrics, rubs 
it well into the spots where oxalic acid 
has been applied to remove iron stain 
to neutralize the acid or smooth the 
flatiron by rubbing t upon salt, 
sprinkled on a bit of paper.

The housewife adds a pinch of salt 
to the water in her bouquet holder 
that the flowers may retain their 
freshness ; scours the tea or coffee 
stains from the cups with it ; has 
a portion put in whitewash to make it 
adhere more closely to the eurfar 
where applied; obtains a good resu 
by throwing a handful into the dull 
coal fire with no explosive results ; 
or if the wood fire gets beyond her 
control and the chimney catches fire, 
a quantity thrown into the stove 
serves as a damper to the flames ; if 
the brick gives way in her cooking 
range a paste of equal parts of salt 
and wood ashes mixed with cold water 
and given a little time to harden well 
supplies the loss ; for cleaning every 
article of brass or popper salt with 
vinegar or a slice of lemon is called 
Into use, and is followed by brick, 
polishing with a soft-dry towel.

In the nurse’s department the "home 
doctor” applies the strong solution of 
salt and vinegar to the sprain ; the 
heated salt bags, or salt mingled with 
bops, for the relief of severe pain ; 
for a strong poultice beats together 
salt and the yolk of an egg ; for in­
flamed eyelids or slight spots of skin 
poisoning, uses the weak solution of 
salt water ; applies dry salt as a den­
tifrice, cleansing the gums ; as a dry 
shampoo, rubbing salt into the hair 
to be combed out in the morning, leav­
ing a clean scalp; administers salt 
for hemorrhage of the lungs or stom­
ach ; or a spoonful in a glass of cold 
water for nausea ; for slight burns 
and fresh cuts, binds on the affected 
parts moistened salt; for neuralgia of 
feet or limbs, bathes those parts with 
the strong solution of salt in water 
as hot as is bearable.

The Suty of Hectors-

It appears to bo required, by many 
of those who get, iu various ways, into 
positions as political leaders, that the 
people shall not exercise their in­
dividual judgment at election times, but 
keep blindly along in the old groves of 
partyism, regardless of what one set of 
leaders may do in the way of forfeiting 
their confidence, or of the merits of 
others along the lines of honest admin­
istration. These leaders seem to forget 
that educational facilities and means of 
rapid and inexpensive communication 
of all kinds have quickened men’s 
thoughts and perceptions and placed 
them in touch with the every day life 
of the country ; that the people are 
acquainted with the actual conditions 
surrounding them and well informed as 
to those in the country generally ; that 
they are in a position to judge and 
form opinions for themselves, and are, 
therefore, uot influenced to any great 
extent bv the charlatanism of self- 
seeking politicians who, in order to 
promote their party’s designs, resort to 

the obsolete devices of a generation or 
two ago, when the stage-driver was the 
head of the intelligence bureau and the 
county representative and the session 
justices dictators of the country’s 
politics.

Whatever may be the assertions of 
the active politicians who are now on 
Foster expeditions all over the coun­
try, it cannot be denied that Canada 
has been ably and honestly governed 
during the last four and a half years. 
A great change for the better is appar­
ent in all departments of business and 
industry ; prosperity prevails to a 
greater extent than ever before. If

ei joyl In all the relationships of life it is 
not so much what men say as what they 
do that they are judged by. The age is a 
practical one, and the people do not re 
quire to be told, at second hand, of the 

manner in which their affairs are con-, 
ducted. They keep themselves inform­
ed on the work of parliament where 
the ins and the outs are face to face, 
and they read the official statements 
showing the results of the management 
of the party in power j they observe 
what is going on about them and arrive 
at fair and honest conclusions. They 
also know, by experience, how fertile 
in the expedients of misrepresentation 
the outs become at election-time, in the 
hope that, by making all sorts of absurd 
chargee, they may win sufficient votes 
to restore them to [rower.

Such being the conditions, it does 

not seem reasonable, notwithstanding 
the strenuous and questionable efforts 
of the party out of power, to expect 
that the pending federal elections shall 

result otherwise than favorably to the 
Government, and that it will not only 
be sustained, hut its majority increased.

The Advance does not believe in 
partizanship. It realises that if good 
is done by a Conservative it is just as 
meritorious as if done by a Liberal, and 
vice versa, and that it is the duty of 
the elector to support the good action, 
regardless of the party from which it 
emanates.

Wo observe that the World, in the 

alleged behalf of the bishops and other 
clergy, objects to the Act relating to the 
solemnization of marriage pa-sed at the 
last session .of the Legislature of New 
Brunswick. It would be only reasonable 
to expect of a newspaper, before it made 
use of the names of clergymen of any 
degree in connection with such a matter, 
that it would ascertain something in 
regard to th^ir sentiments on the subject, 
and we venture to suggest that if the 
World had done this it would have learn­
ed that the Act in question was not 
passed without the ecclesiastical author­
ities being first consulted.

Some 
years ago the late Sir John Macdonald, 
acting by the authority of the government, 
entered into a written agreement with the 
C. P. R. to give them for a term of 10 years 
the right to go into Intercolonial territory 
and solicit at any point east of St. John, 
taking in the main line to Halifax, freights 
from the people in those districts, which 
freights were to be consigned over the I. C. 
R. by their route. The officers of the 
Intercolonial were to be absolutely central 
as against the Canadian Pacific. That is to 
say, while it was to the advantage of the 
Intercolonial to get all the traffic possible 
along the line, and to haul that freight 
its own line to Montreal and pointa west, 
the givernnunt bound itself to permit the 
agente and officers of the Canadian Pacific 
to solicit that traffic without the least 
interference. At the same time, the 
Intercolonial w*i to maintain the line and 
its equipment I took the liberty, with the 
approval of my colleagues, to terminate 
that arrangement, which was distinctly 
unjust to the Intercolonial, aud was one 
which if left in operation would affect the 
continuance of that feeling nf diuatiafaotion 
which was felt by the parliament of Canada, 
and the members of parliament from the 
western provinces, as respects the Intercol­
onial. Then the trouble began. We 
asked to renew the arrangement. We had 
some correspondence on the aubjeot-, very 
direct and explicit. With that correspon­
dence you are familiar, as it was brought 
down to parliament.

The figures to the end of June 1900

DO STirr HATS CAUSE BALDNESS ? ONE TASTE OP'

I Through Storm and Sunshine [ SALADAThe Velee Kxieadla* âresrnd (be

Are you predisposed to baldness ? If 

so, don’t wear a stiff hat. A doctor, a 
wi<fmaker and a barber have said that 
the stiff hats commonly worn are re­
sponsible for the increasing blight of 
baldness.

The hair, they say, depends for its 
nutrition on the blood supply that 
flows in the fine veins running over 
the scalp. Some of the veins that 
supply the hair follicles with food come 
through the skull, b$lt those veins ex­
tending around the outside of the 
skull are most important. Analog­
ously, it is pointed out thiat if a rose 
tree were to be bound tightly around 
the trunk a great deal of nutrition 
would be out off from the bark. If, 
іщ addition to this, you were to cover 
the tree with a great bag and tie the 
mouth tightly around the trunk, the 
tree would die. The result of wearing 
the stiff hat is similar to this. Every 
tispe you pull your hat from your head 
and it comes loose with a jerk you are 
overcoming the pounds of pressure it 
ia exerting on the skull.

The doctor says it is not at all im­
probable that the increase of baldness 
is due in a great measure to the stiff 
hat. Particularly is that the case 
where men wear stiff hats indoors. 
Any covering which confines the head 
will work havoc with the hair, but the 
difference in rigidity between the 
sweatband of the stiff hat and that of 
the soft hat would make the latter 
preferable for many reasons.

The old cavaliers wore great soft 
hats, and their hair was always long 
and; luxuriant. Women wear their 
hats high on the crowns of their heads, 
and they are seldom bald. Primitive 
man did not wear a hat, His hair was 
long and thick, 
him as a protection from the elements. 
It shed snow and rain and it kept his 
head warm, yet it gave ventilation to 
the. scalp.

It,- is in evidence to-day. Those 
peoples remaining nearest the primi­
tive condition give up their hair the 
slowest. The wigmakers of the world 
draw# their supply of hair from the 
peasants of Europe. The Eskimo 
shows how nature still looks to the 
needs of the primitive man. On the 
other hand, the negroes of the tropics 
need less protection than the natives 
ot cold climates; therefore they have 
less hair.

To preserve his hair man needs to 
go back to nature. He needs to use 
his hair more than he does. He should 
go without a hat, and particularly 
without a stiff one.

The idea is to give any part of the 
body, work to do if you want to pre­
serve it. Nature weakens in the long 
run all organs not in healthy use. Wo­
men use their hair as it was intended 
to be used more than do men. That is 
the reason why they are seldom bald.

Man should follow the example of 
woman in their respect.
