Green Pea Soup.—Cook three cup-
fuls of peas in salted water until
perfectly tender, and rub through a
soup-strainer, leaving only the skins
behind; to the pulp obtained add one
cupful of stock, one teaspoonful each
salt and sugar, one half salt-spoon-
ful of pepper and one teaspoonful of
flour gnade perfectly smooth in one
half pful of milk; cook five minu-
tes, add one cupful of cream brought
just to a scald, and serve. One
spoonful of whipped cream to each
serving is a fitting finish to this
most delicious soup. A plainer pea-
soup may be made by substituting
milk for the stock and cream, in
which case the thickening should be
made of one teaspoonful of flour and
two of butter rubbed together to a
smooth paste.

Apple Ice Cream.—Success in_  ice
cream depends considerably on the
method of freezing., Do -not use too
much salt or the ice cream will be
hard, but coarse in texture and icy
in consistency. Three pints of
kalt is enough for a large pailful of
cracked ice—or a gallon freezer :
Pack cracdked ice in layers with
salt, packing it in firmly but mak-
ing it moist with cold water. Ice
cream should remain packed for at
least two hours after it is frozen.
It is better if packed for four or
evén six hours after it has been
thoroughly frozen. Xeep it well
covered with cracked ice under thick
layers of newspapers so that the
air cannot reach it while it is rest-
ing, A grated apple is a palatable
addition to a plain cream, flavoring
it somewhat like cocoanut. Make a
custard of a cup of granulated
sugar, the yolks of four eggs and
two cups of milk. Stir the "milk

Cucumber Chowchow : Pare enough
firm, ripe cucumbers to make 3 gts.
when chopped. Do not remove the
seeds. Add 1% qgts. chopped white
onions, measured after they are
chopped. Sprinkle 4 pt. salt with
the chopped vegetables, and put to
drain in a coarse muslin bag for
24 hours. The next day turn the
drained vegetables into a large towl
and add 2 oz. white mustard seed, 1
red pepper and 2 green peppers chop-
ped fine, and 1 tablespoon ground
black pepper. Mix all the ingred-
ients together, cover them with cold
vinegar, add a few nasturtium seceds
and bits of horse-radish and put
away in a stone jar.

MULBERRY WAYS.

The mulberry is a fruit suficiently
delicious to make it much better
known than it is, and when canned,
| preserved, or made into jelly adds
very pleasingly to the variety of
fruits stored for winter. The fol-
lowing recipes are delightful ways
of using this neglected fruit.

Canned Mulberries : Allow 1-3 1b.
sugar to each pound of mulberries
and place in layers in a preserving
kettle. ILet stand for two hours,
then bring very slowly to a boil;
cook two minutes, skim, and can
immediately.

Preserved Multerries : Cook 2 1bs.
mulberries in a very little water
until soft. Then press through a
fine sieve to extract all of the juice.
To 1 qt. juice add 5 lbs. granulated
sugar; place over the fire, .and boil
and skim. Add 4 lbs. mulberries.
Then stand aside over night to cool.
In the morning the syrup should be
jellied, if not, boil it again very
gently for another 15 minutes, he-
ing careful not to break the berries
and when cold seal.

Multerry Jelly : Cook the mulber-
ries until soft in a very little water,
then strain  through a very fine
sieve. Add an equal quantity of
rhubarb juice, and allow 1 1lb. sugar
to each pint of the mixed juices. Pro-
ceed as for /other jellies.

APPETITES OF FAMOUS MEN.

Always Ordered Enough
for Three People.

Handel

The majority of the great musical
tomposers had appetites on an
equality with their talents. It is
told of Handel that when he dined
alore at a restaurant he always
took the precaution to order the
meal for three. Once on asking, ‘‘Is
de tinner retty ?”’ nt a restaurant,
or a tavern, as it was then called,
where he was little known, he got
the reply, ‘“As svon as the com-
pany comes,”’ and astonished the
waiter by seating himself, with the
remark, ‘“‘Den pring up de tinner.
I'm de company.”’

The appetite of Haydn was yet
more voracious. He delighted in
idining alone, and always finisked the
meal ordered for five persons. A
former Duke of Norfolk also found

not wuntil it boils, then add the
cream and take off the stove and
let it cool.

The grated
apple should not be allowed to stand
in the custard, but the cream should
be frozen at once. Only a finely
flavored, tart apple should be used
for this purpose.

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.

When boots creak rub the sides of
the soles with sweet oil before re-
urning them to your bootmaker.

When stewing fruit add the sugar
after the fruit is cooked, and stir
it in gently with the handle of the
spoon.

Remove old paint by wetting it
with naphtha. If one cpplication is
not enough repeat till the paint is
dissolved.

Fly Catchers may be made as fol-
lows : Boil. linseed oil with a little
resin until it forms a viscid, stringy
paste when cold. Spread on a
thick string by means of a brush.

In giving milk to children always
use either glass or china vessels, not
metallic cups of any sort. The
greatest cleanliness must be observed
in their management, rinsing all us-
ed glasses, ctc., first in cold and then
in warm water.

To remove stains from flannel is
always rather difficult. Yolks of
eggs and glycerine, in cqual parts,

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THE CARE OF STOCK.

Every owner of stock is anxious
that his animals shall do as well as
possible, but frequently the owner
does not do all he can to make con-
ditions favorable for their:  improve-
ment. Perhaps he does not know all
the things he might do, but it seems
that a little reflection, thought, or
observation would convince him that
stock needs care.

Every effort should be exerted to
| make animals comfortable, for other-
| wise they cannot do their best. Ani-
;mals are like' people, most useful
{when happy and contented.

Perhaps the season in which ani-
mals suffer most is the winter, ye
in the summer they often bear need-
less suflerings. Possibly the most
suffering in summer is from lack of
good, fresh water.

All nutriment is carried into and
through the system by means of wa-
ter, since water is the universal car-
rier, it should ever be present in
t?)e animal tissues in quanties suffi-
cient to accomplish the desired re-
sults. Animals, especially in sum-
mer, should have free access to
water, and not stagnant water, alive
with bacteria and germs

IN HOT WEATHER

;a great deal of moisture is lost
| through the animal body by perspire
iation and evaporation and this must
{be supplied or the animal suffers.
| Yet some owners of stock think that
jonce or twice a day is sufficient to
| water animals.

| How often at evening time do we
{see animals that have gone without
| water since morning rush to the wa-
| tering place and drink as if famish-
led. This doing without water for a
{long period, and then drinking rav-
{enously is hard on the digestive sys-

|tem, and causes much feed to go to
{\Yas"te, when by a little more atten-
|tion to watering the food would
|produce much better results in the
la.m'mal.

Another cause of much annoyance
to animals is dirty, poorly lighted
{and ventilated stables. Abundant
provision should be made for the
ingress of light. It is best if the
{light is admitted from the side or
s‘rear of the animals, especially hors-
{es. We all know that light shining
]‘duectly in the face is very disagree-
|able and bad for the eyes of both
|man and beast.
| It is probably best for all animals
to spend the nights during hot
iweather in a pasture, but if they
are kept up, see that the stables
|have a good circulation of air. Pro-
| vision sliould also be made for tem-
ipomrily storing the excrements,
{both to keep the stable clean and to
prevent loss of the. valuable consti-
tuents of the manures. No excre-
ments should be thrown out of the
[windows or doors of the stable,

! INTO OPEN WEATHER

| where they become a nuisance and
|are wasted. In the summer these
|open piles of barnyard refuse be-
|come a hotbed for flies and other
{insects that threaten the well-being,
not only of the animals but the peo-
ple on the farm.

A work team that stand
poorly ventilated stable, stamping
flies the greater part of resting
hours, have wasted so much energy,
both nervous and muscular, that
they are not able to do as much
work the next day as though they
had been provided with comfortable
quarters, and had a chance to rest.
1f there is a pile of refuse in the
barnyard that camnot be gotten rid
of at once, treat it a dose of kero-
sene emulsion. Make a strong soap-
suds and add one-third as much ker-
osene as suds. With this sprinkle
generously and often any refuse
about the barnyards and not a third
as many flies will infest your prem-
ises. The emulsion kills the tiny
maggots, which change into flies.

Keep your animals comfortable
and they will repay you by being
better able to work and grow.

CAUSE AND CURE OF COLIC.

One of the most fruitful causes of
colic is the too common habit of
allowing horses to partake of large
draughts of water immediately after
finishing a feed of oats. There is
no surer way of generating an at-
tack of colic than this, the reason
being that when a large quantity of
water is imbibed it has the eflect of
carrying with it out of the stomach
and into the intestines some of the
freshly eaten graipn. This grain be-
ing still in a raw and undigested
condition, its effect when it has
reached the intestines is to give rise
to the irritation and inflammation
which are the immediate causes of
colic. In dealing with cases of this
kind the most obvious course to
adopt is to take precautions to pre-
vent the animals from drinking large
quantities of water under the cir-
!cumstances just referred to. When

° Mr. Peck lived all last winter in

LOUNGING ON A GIRAFFR

WHERE WILD BEASTS ARE
USED AS| FURNITURE.

Superb Tiger as Dumb-waiter—
Bear Fills the Useful Office
of Light-holder.

Many country houses have their
'walls adorned with the hunting tro-
kphies of their occupiers. But it is
(much more interesting, and very
jmuch more uncommon, to find these
|trophies made into articles of fur-
niture, and serving a double purpose
of use and ornament, says London
Answers.

The hunter who has been gored by
a rhinoceros, and carries the marks
of his wounds about with him, must
find a strange fascination in using
the very horn with which his injuries
were inflicted to hang his hat on!
One of our best-known big-gaine
hunters possesses a superb tiger, sct
up as a dumb-waiter. ° This same
tiger once almost tore to pieces the
man he now stiffly supplies with ice-
cream sodas!

His Majesty the King possesses a
somewhat similar trophy in the
shape of a ferocious-looking bear,
which he himself shot many years
ago in Russia. It now stands in
the smoking-room at Buckingham
Palace, gravely holding a tray in its
front paws.

In the hall of Baroness Eckhard-
stein’s beautiful mansion in Grosve-
nor Square there is to be seen an
even larger bear, one of the largest,
in fact, that has ever been shot, that
fills the useful office of light-hoider.
In its left paw is clasped an electrie
torch, which can be switched on
from behind, when it floods the hall
with a soft red light. This speci-
men was killed in Alaska.

Only one trophy exists which com-
bines the offices of the last two, and,
with jaws agape, brandishes an elec-
tric lamp in its right paw, while he
stretches the other invitingly to-
wards his master’s guests, and offers
them, upon a silver tray, a selection
of choice cigars. This is the proper-
ty of Mr. Ratclifie’ Pope, and occu-
pies a position of homor in his house
at Fakenham.

Leaving the subject of bears, We
find equally useful and int,ergsting
trophies made from other animals.
Picture a baby-elephant squatting
upon its haunches, with its trunk
curled inwards to its chest, and with
a comfortable seat placed between its
front legs! This unusual piece of
furniture was modelled, many years
ago, by a well-known firm of natur-
alists in London from a young Cey-
lon elephant, and for some time oc-
cupied a prominent position in the
hall of a large establishment, yvhore
it served as a hall-porter’s chair. It
has recently, however, come under
the hammer, and bgen sent over the
water to New York, and is to be
seen in one of the country residences
of Mr. Vanderbilt, _

Probably the most original' chair
in the world is to be found in the
residence of Mr. J. Gardiner Muir,
the well-known hunter and traveler,
at Market Harborough. It is} made
from a baby girafle, which, wjith its
mother, was shot near the Kidboko
River, British East Africa. The seat
of the chair is arranged between the
fore-legs, and the head looks down
from on high with a glassy stare
upon whoever happens to occupy
this exceedingly unusual but very
comfortable nook. ;

Many trophies exist which have
been made from the skins of various
pet birds and nionkeys. In the lat-
ter case, the most usual arrange-
ment is for the monkey to hold in
its hand a lamp or fruit-dish. Birds
are somewhat difficult specignens to
mount attractively. ;

Her Majesty the Queen has a fruit-
and-flower stand, the centre of which
is ‘a movable screen, composed of &
favorite parrot. This was in con-
stant use at Sandringham while her
Majesty was Princess of Wales, but
has since been moved to Buckingham
Palace.

Far awayv the most artistic of such
trophies, however, is a magnificent
coal-black swan, which was set up a
few yecars ago for a wealthy Austra-
lian gentleman living at Hampstead.
It rests upon a large mirror, so as
to give the effect of floating upon
water, and in its upturned beak holts
a lamp of exquisite workmanship. It
makes a unique and beautiful table-
centre.

A novel hatstand adorns the hall
Langley Park, Slough. It coa-

entirely of horns from stags
shot by Sir Robert Harvey, Bart.,
and his father in Invermar Forest,
Forfarshire. The design was by Sir
Edwin Landseer.

The Exhibition Building.

Every commnnity has its alarmists
¥nd Chathum is not an exception.
Because the tornado of Saturday blew
the exhibition building down some ot
our panicky friends seem to attribute
the mishap to defects of the structural
plan. If the building had been all
closed in, instead of being open below
and covered on the top, so that the
wind got under it as it would under an
umbrella, it would not have suffered at
all. The principle on which' the
structure is designed is a perfectly safe
one, It is being reconstructed, and
the public may feel every confidence
in its substantial character, and that it
will be as safe a building as there is in
the Province. There are others of the
same design in different parts of the
country. As they did not have a visit
from a tornado while they were only
partially boarded in, they stand as
evidence of their structural safety.

The Transcontinental Rallway.

MR. CHARLTON. i

Mr. John Charlton followed Mr. Blair
in the Grand Trunk Pacific debate. He
said the whole project had been thrashed |
out within the ranks of the L:beral party,
and Mc. Blair had presented ne point
that had not been considered and all
arguments and conditions had been fully
weighed by the government before making
thecontract. He said Mr. Blair had, at
Vancouver, favored the construction of
additional transcontinental roads aad the
question of another transcountinental line
was foreshadowed in the speech from the
throne.

Mr. Blair: Yes, we got six hundred
miles of it authorised this session. That
is the thing that was in my mind.

Mr. Charlton argued that sufficient was
known of theroute to justify its beiug
undertaken. It is a necessity, He com-
batted the idea that several railway
companies could not run their trains over
the proposed line, and cited the C. P. R.
train running from St. John to Halifax
over the I. C. R. - Hesupposed Mr. Blair
would have been better pleasel if the
making of the contract had been .left to
him.

MR. MONK.

Mr. Monk followed Mr. Charlton. He
argued that parliament had no informa-
tion bsfore it to enable it to prcnounce
upon such a scheme. There was no
survey and no location of the line pro-
posed. As a colenization line the proposed
railway ranning two hundred miles north
of Montreal and eighty miles north of
scttled country wonld probably be a
failure. There was a district north
Montreal capable of settling two million
people, where settlement was easiest and
most needed, but the proposed Grand
Trunk Pacific would do nothing to assist
in this needed settiement. He estimated
that it would cost five millions dollars to
purchase the Quebec bridge from the
political friends of the g.ovemment, who
are the real promoters of the no:thern
saction of the line; he condemned the
Qaebec to Moncton esction as a costly
and useless paral'eling of the Intercolonial;
and he also advocited extending the
Intercolonial  to Bay and
improving the ports and water transport
facilities.

MR. BARKER

road and expect to have cqusl rights with
the company owning it. He ssid the gov.
ernment depended for some parts of the
route on some old surveys made some 39
years ago. These were of little use for roads
to be built at the present time. Sir Sanford
Flemiog’s report of 1864 was quoted by the
governwment for the line between Quebec
and Moncton. He (Mr. Barker) had talked
on the subject with Sir Sandford within a
week and he had assured him that it was
impossible to obtain a line suitable for grain-
carryiog over the route where the Minister
of Finance, said it was to be built. Sir
Sandford said that the line through New
Brunswick would shorten the distance
perhaps 70 miles, or less, as against the
Iatercolonial, but the gradients aud carves
would offset the shortening. It would be
far better to continue the traffc over the
L C. R., than to attempt to build this new
road over the height of lacd. If avother
line was wanted that from Elmaondston to
Fredericton should be utilised and thence on
east and sonth, which would give a  shorter
route than the government proposes to build,
Why buaild nsw railways when e have
what we need already in existence ?

Mr. Barker said no matter what' assar-
aaces might be given, the Grand Trunk
Pacific would practically route all its grain
traffic via Portland. It would be uubusi-
nesslike for them to do otherwise.

It is true, said Mr. Barker, that one
coempany may build a road to compete with a
rival. But who ever heard of a company
buildiog avother line to compete with its
own? Yet thatis the proposition in this
case. This Moncton-Quebec section was
never mooted as a serious proposition till the
bowl arose unexpectedly in the Railway
Committee. Mr. Biair, the only man in the
cabinet who koew anything about railway
matters, was put aside that the Premier
might pit himeelf against the wiliest and
and most expert railway man in Canada,
and, remarked Mr. Barker, we have the
outcome in this contract.

Chatham’s New Agricult

The Miramichi bas generaly led the
Province in good things. It has burne
more than its share of the public burdens
and contributed its full quota to the list
of able men who have made their mark
id’politics, commerce, learning and litera-
ture, and its big fire, more than three-
quarters of a century ago, has stood at the
head of Canadian calamities arising from
unexplained causes. It acquired a new
record on Saturday last by having the
distinct on of beiug the birthplace of the
most destructive hail storm and cyclone
that has yet visited New. Brunswick.

Taere had been a good deal of squally
weather during the lust two or three weeks
and our people had become accustomed to
the sudden appearance of ominous dark
clouds, followed by lightning, thunder
and rain, so, when a big cloud was ob-
served in the northwestern sky about four
o'clock on Saturday afternoon, it did net
at once attract unusuval attention. Men
at work on the Exhibi-ion building roof
and on other new structures in the town
and it3 vicinity went on with the jubs
they were deirg, thinking to seek shelter
wher the exp:cted rain-sqyall came. A
number of more close observers, however,
took a wore sericus view of the sky’s
acpects, although no one had very much
time in which to act, for at about 4.30 the
storm burst in wild fury—a tornade from
the north—which in a few minutes chang-
ed a little westerly, with most vivid
lightning, crashing thunder and a descent
of hailstones, none of which were small,
sveraging fully an inch in diameter and
in some cases mea3juring two and a half
inches in leng h by one and three quarters
in width and thickness.

GENERAL DESTRUCTION OF GLASS, GRAIN
AND SHRUBBERY.

The track of this part of the tornado
was not more than three miles wide. It
left behind it greatly damaged gardens
and grain crops and broken windows in
nearly every building 1t passed over. An
idea of the destruction of glass may be
had from the fact that over 60 paues were
brokeu in the Hotel Dieu building, more
than fifty in the Pro-Cathedral building,
tifty in the Bowser House, forty in the
ADVANOCE office, thirty in the Riverview
Hotel and similar numbers in the Albert
House, Mrs. Alex. Brown’s, ald. Hocken’s
and «ther residences. Lt.-Governor
S.iowball's conservatory was a mass of
perforatione, the broken glass being up in
the hundreds, while his beautiful grounds
with their floral ornathentation and exotic
shrubbery suffered romewhat. Other
ornamental grounds in town and country
suffered _siml larly.

THE EXHIBITION BUILDING DEMOLISHED.

The new exhibition building in course
of erection in Chatham by contractor
Donald of Moncton for the Miramichi
Agricultural  Exhibition Association,
which was 80x175 feet and had a semi-
eylindrical roof supported on arches
sprung from the sills on each side had
been partly boarded in and was being
shingled by a crew of men. Some of
these, taking warning, left the roof, but
Johu Johnson and William Lacey were
amongst thuse who were a lit:le late in
tuking this precaution, As Lacey was on
the ladder tne wholestructure went down
with a crash, the ladder bresking and
precipitating him to the ground with the
debris, Johnson being also carried down.
Lacey had his left shoulder dislucated, a
rib broken and cuts ever the left eye, on
the right arm and left hip. Johnson
sustained concussion of the brain and was
unconscious uutil Suoday night, when he
showed signs of improvement, but still
lay in a dazed condition. He was im-
proving yesterday; a workman named
Hubert Therriault reseived slight injoriss
to the right arm and elbow, being struck
by a piecs of the flying lumbee when on
the snuth side of the huilding. Lacey and
Therriault were taken to the Hotel Dieu
Hospital where taey were attended by
Dr. McDonald, as was Johnson also, who
was conveyed to his home.

A lad named Bell, of Napan, who was
working about the grounds with a horse
and cart, had driven iutu the building for
shelter. He had hardly got into a position
cear the main entrance when the whole
structure came down, one of the big arches
falling on the cart smashing its forward
part and causing the hames to break from
the horse’s collar. A piece of timber
falling towards and under the arch partly
gupported ir, and both boy and horse
escapad unhurt.

HAILSTONES AS BIG AS BGGS

TELEPHONES BURNT OUT.

Thirty-one telephones were burnt out
in Chatham by the lightning and there
wus quite & blowing down and mixing
up of electric light and telephone wires.

TREES BLOWN DOWN,

Trees alung the streets in Chatham
were blown down in a number of places—
a big one at Postma-ter Wilsou’s, another
in front of Mr. Acthur Johnstoa’s, one
on Queen Street, ete.

THE CYCLONE.

While the tornado in Chatham and its
vicinity was doing its work, a cyclone
was generated on the western side of it.

HOW IT LOUKED FROM A DISTANCE.

The most accurate descriptions we have
heard of the appearance of this phenom-
enon are given by Mr. Edward Reins-
boro, who observed it from Ullock’s place,
Black River Bridge, where it was so
destructive ; Mr. E.W. Jarvis. who saw it
from the McDonald place,Napan, near the
Richibucto Roud and Measrs. John C. and
James M:ller,who were Jooking at it from
a distance of several miles, being on
board the gasoline yacht, Joha W. at the
Sinclaic mill wharf, Bridgetown,

All thoese agree in describing the central
clond as funnel or peg-top shaped, with
the point towards the earth. The point
was sharp at times and would extend
down near the ground, when it was seen
to suck up objects appeacing to some of
them like hay and, to others, like larger
things. These were, no doubt, tree tops
us well as hay, parts of fences and build-
lngs, ete. At times the point would seem
to telescope upwerds into the thicker
part of the cloud only to again and again
exiend itself down to the ground and take
up more debris. As the cloud was form-
ing it passed along in a westerly direction
from over lower Bartibog,up over Nelson
when 1t took the real cyclone form and
turned south, then eastwardly, beginning
its greatest destructive work soon after
leaving the south bank of the Miramichi,
passing,over part of Douglasfield, thence
eastwardly and again more southerly.

IT BEGINS ITS DESTRUCTIVE WORK.

The greatest wrecking done by it at
Douglasfield was at the farm of Mr.
Jeremiah McDonald, near the end of the
Harperroad. Mr. McDonald was finish-
ing his new two-storey house. The family
were living in the kitchen ell, while the
work on the main house was heing com-
pleted. Mr.. McDonald was at this and
was being assisted by Mr.Robert Baldwin,
who was shingling the rvof. In the house
were Mrs. McDonald and eight children.
The building was thrust off its foundation
nearly twenty feet, the ell and main house
torn asunder, the ell much twisted and so
canted over thatit had to be propped up
to prevent it falling on its side. Fortun-
ately all in the house escaped injury,
excepting Mrs. McDonald,who was struck
by a brick from the falling chimuney, but
not eeriously injured. Both chimneys of
the house came down and much of .the
household effects were destroyed.

A tree of large dimensions—brought
from no one knows where—was lodged in
the middle of James Brehaut's flald.

Trees between the Wilson farms were
broken down, cut, off and carried away, or
uprooted.

The Douglasfield road was much littered
up with trees of ail szes, some of them
fifteen inches, or more, in diameter. The
biggest trees seemed to have been clipp d
off at various distances from the ground
and their upper parts carried off thiough
the air.

UPPER NAPAN —MR. STEPHEN BLAKELEY'S
DWELLING AND OUTBUILDINGS DEMOL-
ISHED—HIS HOME DESOLATED.

The destructive effect of the elements on
the property of Mr. Stephen Blakely of
Upper Napano can bardly be realised by any
description that may be given of it. Passing
from Chatham over the Upper Napan
Bridge and the old stone building known as
the Hannah house, one speculated mentally
a8 to whether the cyclone would have
materially affected the old mansion had it
been in its path. A short half mile beyond
the Hannah house, a spruce tree lay prone
across the highway and, a few yards further
on, evidence appeared on the right and left
that a mighty whirlwind had swept by.
Trees, big sud small, lay prove; parts of
tree-trunks stood like high-cut stamps, but
their upper portions had been carried away
oo the wings of the storm; uprooted eonifers
lay prone, while the graceful white birches
and other deciduous saplinga bent over or
lay lodged where they had been levelled
by the blast and bhereft of the power to
resume their former upright position, All
trees a foot or more in diameter were utterly
destroyed—not one was left in sight,

In the midst of the desolation was the
farm of Mr. Blakely, It was worked prioci- :
pally as a milk farm, There was on it, on
Saturday forecoon, s dwelling, barn, shed
and other outbuildiogs, s buggy, farm
wagon, oart, wood cutter, milking utensils,
ete.  In the house were the usual furniture,
a cabioet organ, etc; in the evening, little or
pothing of value was left,

A faint ides of the cyclone’s force may be
had from the fact that the roof of the house

—2 rcome, with the door leading from vme é
of them to the kitchen—were exposed to |
view from the 10ad, with the organ and
some other furnishiugs just as they were
before the blast came, but surrounded with
debris from otheis parts of the wrecked
siructure, The joist of the upper floor, with
some boards resting upon them, remained.
What was left of the house had been moved
bodily about three feet southwsrd from ite
foundations,

The porch of the house, which was large
and had contsined milking utensils, etc.,
had vot been found up to Monday afternoon,
and so completely was everything movabie
that became exposed to the blast carried off
that not a vessel suitable for the purpose
was left for use in milking the cows on
Saturday night or Sunday morning.

The shed, which was 28x16 ft., was lifted
from the groumd, with exception of one
eorner-poet, and went upwards and easter-
ly threugh the sir with the roof of the
house.

A buggy was lifted from the ground and
its remains were found where the woods
had beeu, a quarter of a mile from the
house. Its wheels were broken, the tires (ff
and the outfit practically beyond repair.

A cart box, which was beside the shed
accompanied the latter at the start, but was
found about 300 yards beyond where the
buggy lay.

A woed-cutter was blown o distance of 75
feet into a field of oats.

A truck-wagon frame took wings from the
farm yard and was found a half mile away,
in splinters. The wheels which were nnder
it at the start ceught in a gate post and
remaived behind.

The roof was carried away off the horse-
stable, but the two horses which were in the
latter were not hurt.

Hay in cousiderable quantity was carried
off, but a part of two stacks remained.

It is remarkable that amid all the destrue-
tion aod wrecking which the cyclone
wrought on the Blakely house and its sar-
rounding buildioge, every one of the seven
persous who were in the former escaped
practically unhurt—only one receiviog a
blow in the forchead from some flyiag article
or matter. Those in the house were Mr,
Stephen Blakely and his wife, Al, Blakely,
Mre. Samuel Blakely and her sister,—Miss
Japet Whelan—and John and Timothy
Martin. It was Timothy Martin who was
struck in the forehgad with something, but,
in the excitement of the time, neither he sor
any others present knew what it was, So
strong was the blast that the men could not
hold the kitchen door from being blown

en., When the house was moved off its
foundation the wind blew the cellar hatch
in the kitchen flour up and the two Martins,
in the confusion, etepped into ths opening
aud had quite an ugly fall. The top of the
stove and the dishes in the room in which
they were were broken in the general de-
struction going on around.

“Carl” Relly Wins.

Judge Darling in London, Eng., recently
had before him the case of Bradshaw ve
Keily. The defendont, J. Carling Kelly, is
well known in Miramichi, and is a son of
the lats Hon. W. M. Kelly, %f Chatham.
The action was brenght by Mr. J. A. Brad-
shaw, a Liverpool stockbreker, to recover a
sum of money ou a bill of exchange which it
wag alleged the plaintiff has had to pay.
Mr. Rufus Isaacs, counsel for plaiatiff, suic
the bill in question was duted Februiry 24,
1903, and was discounted by the Royal Bank
of Ireland, and plaatff now sued the
acceptor, who was the defendant. There
wasy 1eally no defence in the case, but a good
deal had been 1lleged by Mr. Kelly sgainst
Mr. Eroest Terah Hooley, who has had
traosuctions with Keliy respecting a coruon-
aum mive. According to Kelly, Mr. Hooley
agreed to pay a commission of £1,000, and
it wasin respect (o that that the bill sued op
was given for £1.000. It was alleged that
the whole thing was u fraud by Mr. Hooley,
because he knew that the person who bought
the shares was not able to pay for them.
The only thing material was that the
defendant said that plaintff was aware the
bill was obtained through Hooley’s fraund.
The plaint:ff put his name to the bill be-
cause the bauk would not otherwise advance
the money. Plaintiff has had to repay the
bank, and now sued to recover the amount.

Plaintiff testified to these statements.

Mr. Kelly, of tbe firm of J. Carling Kelly
& Co., of Canade, the defendant in the
action, raid that he was the possessor of
certain shares in a company promoted by
Hooley, Bradshaw and Kelly, zalled the
cornndum mine. At the interviews bsfor:
Febrhnr}, 1902, Hooley told hi he had s
purchaser of 20,000 shares for £5,000 and
out of that Hooley was to have a bounty of
£1,000. The putchaser was iutroduced as :
Mr. Cawston, a son and partnerof Mr., G.
Cawston of the firm of George Cawston snd
Co. Is subsequently transpired that the
Mr. Cawston introduced was not wealthy
and was not & partoer in his father’s firm
The trsnsaction with regard to the mine
waes completed on Febroary 24, and the bill
in queetion then given. The idea wae t¢
get Caweton to issae bills for about £150,00:
and peddle them around London. In
America he shocld call it the ‘‘confilence
game.” Defendant says he was out of hie
shares, having parted with them to Cawston.
He was out of the bill, and had to pay
£1,000. >

Iu cross-examination witness said he was
a banker and broker, what wonld be called
a mooey-lender in England. The transac.
tion was introduced by Hooley, who misre-
presented the facts to him, and induced him
to part with hie sharee 1o Cawston. The
plaintiff knew that the misrepresentations
were made,

After further evidence judgment for Kelly
was giveo, Judge Darling sayiag fraud had
been committed and Hooley ehoald be
prosecuted,

Queensland wants  £2,600,000,
theugh she is now of all the Aus-
gralian States the most heavily
welghted with debt. Western Aus-
tralla has just placed at home a
loan of £4,750,000, but the other

ZERO AN ANCIENT TERM.

Was In TUse by the Babylonians
3,600 Years Ago.

The term zero, which is used to
designate a cipher and in mcteorolo-
gy the entire absence of heat in the
atmosphere, was, according to a
mathematical historian, Moritz Can-
tor, used by the Babylonians about
the year 1700 B. C. This, however,
is merely a supposition. It has not
been definitely established that zero
was in use any carlier than 400 A.
D. About this time it was used in
India, and several centuries later the
Arabs began to employ it. Through
the Arabs its use became known to
Europeans during the twelfth cen-
tury. It was not generally adopted
in Europe until several centuries lat-
er, notwithstanding its great advant-
ages. For a considerable time there
were two partics among the Euro-
pean educators. One party, known
as the algorists, favored the adop-
tion of the Hindoo system of nota-
tion (falsely called Arabic), with its
position  values, while the other,
known as the abacists, favored the
Roman notation without zero or
position value.

The general adoption of the Hin-
doo system was greatly facilitated
by the facts that it was explained
in most of the calendars for more
than a century, beginning with 1300,
and that the mediaeval universities
frequently offered courses devoted to
the use of this notation.

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JAPANESE QUARANTINE.

Equals, if Nct Surpasses, Western
Countries.

The alert enterprise of Japan has
long lteen the admiration of the
world. In its quarantine regula-
tions it equals, if not surpasses,
Western countrics. A writer in the
Medical Record says that the Japan-
ese quarantine rules are strist, for
the Chinese and Korean
centers are only two or three days’
distance by steamer, and Japan has
much comanerce with the mainland.

On entering a Japancse harbor a
steamer is met by a boatload of
quarantine doctors. Their launch is
equipped with microscopes and ap-
paratus for making bacteriological
examinations. Each of the doctors
is able to speak at least one foreign
tongue, so that English, French,
German, Russian and Chinese, indeed
people of all nations, can be exam-
ined in their own language.

All the passengers and the
bers of the crew are lined up on
deck called by name and checked off
on the list. While this is going on
the physicians pass along the line,
feel every man’s pulse, make him put
out his tongue, and if he shows signs
of illness, they produce thermometers
and take his temperature.

Nothing escapes the doctors. Tt is
useless to try the old trick of send-
ing a man round the deck-house to
be counted twice, for every man not
present must be accounted for and
examined wherever he is on duty
while the count on deck is going on.

Men who have symptoms of illness
are set aside and examined. The
doctors show profieiency in the lat-
est nwthods of diagnois.

So carefully are the quarantine re-
