BERLIN, Dec. 13-А discovery ot 
great importance to philology and his­
tory has just been made at Cairo 
by Carl Schmidt, a German savant, 
who is an authority oh Coptic and the 
early Christian archaeology of Upper 
Egypt. Some insignificant sheets of 
parchment, supposed to be late Coptio 
manuscripts of small value, were of­
fered to him for sale. He at once 
noticed that’ the language was not 
Coptic. He concluded from the recur­
rence of the word _uru, which among 
modern Nubians means king, that the 
text was written in Nubian. This was 

great discovery, since Nubian, al­
though still spoken has long ceased to 
be a written language. As soon, 
therefore, as the documents can be 
fully ciphered philological science will 
be richer by knowledge of the langu­
age spoken by the inhabitants of Nubia 
before the invasion of the Semitio 
tribes. A further consequence is that 
it will probably now be possible to read 
the inscriptions on a large number of 
ancient monuments in Egypt, which 
hertofore have been a mystery. There 
will doubtless be light thrown on the 
history of the earliest races. Here 
Schmidt has ascertained already that 
two of the Nubian fragments are 
translations of Christian works. The 
first consists of a collection of extracts 
from the New Testament, and the se­
cond a hymn to the Cross. There are 
frequent references to St. Paul, 
fortunately, tho Greek original of the 
hymn is not known. The manuscripts 
date from the eighth century, A. D.

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І Pretty to mount over color...• A berry deoi&n. №Vir «IIDÜV/,:a goodly supply of knitting cotton, of 
fine quality and of about the same size 
as four-fold Saxony, a coarse steel cro­
cheting needle and a deal of information 
about stitches, patterns and measure­
ments.

These spreads are all made In squares, 
the number varying, of course, with the 
size of the bed you want to cover, but 
flfty-six is supposed to be an average 
count for the ordinary four-poster. Each 
of these squares is composed of four 
smaller squares, complete in themselves, 
yet Uniting to form one harmonious de­
sign. The patterns given in the various 
books op knitting and crocheting usual­
ly represent a quarter of a large square.

When the squares are complete, and it 
Is by no means a quick piece of work, 
they are jflhed together with a few 
plain rows of crocheting, and then a 
border is chocheted around the whole 
quilt, or a more elaborate finish is given 
by putting crocheted lace, from thre 
ten inches wide, All the way round;
