HEARING OF ARGUMENT
IN THE GOAL-STEEL CASE

BIG METEOR FELL
AT LONG ISLAND

And Nearly Scared the People
Out of Their Wits

Landed Only Half a Mile From a Life
Saving Station—It Killed Many Fish,
Giving Profit to Boys.

NEW YORK, Aug. 19.—The World
today says:—At six o’clock last even-
ing. an immense meteor apparently
about 75 feet in circumference, fell in-
to the sea about a mile off the Ama-
gansett, L. 1., life saving station. First
a roar was heard and an instant la-
ter a great stream of fire seemed to
come down from the clouds and plunge
into the sea in the wake of the meteor.
The meteor fell into the water with a
noisc as of a mighty boiler létting off
steam. Great waves rolled in upon the
beach. Part of the bathing pavilion
was washed away, along with it several
fishermen’s huts. Much damage was
done to property abutting the water
front. Some persons thought the inci-
dent marked the end of the world.
Even old fishermen, used as they were
to facing death at sea, were terrified
and did not for a long time quiet down.
Capt. George Green who was in com-
mand of a vessel in the St. Pierre when
Mont Pelee blew its head off, and de-
stroyed that city, was sitting on the
water front when the meteor fell. He
declared that nothing had ever fright-
ened him so much = except the Mont
Pelee disaster. The meteor apparently
| fell vertically. From the time the noise
was first hea.rd until it plunged into the
sea, was probably three quarters of a
_minute. a.fter the disturbance had sub-
sided, hundreds of dead fish were found
on the shore. These were gathered by
boys and peddled by them.

E- SEGTRARY SHAW ON
THE FINANGIAI. SITUATION

Everything is Lovely He Says—No Reason
for the Present Panic—People
Should Keep Gool

NEW YORK, N. Y., Aug. 18—Leslie
M. Shaw, formerly secretary of ‘the
treasury, now president of the Carnegie
Trust -Company, authorized the fol-
lowing interview on the present finan-
cial and industrial conditions today:

“Our farms produce more than
$6,500,000,000 per annum and the pros-
pect is good for an average crop. Our
mines yield more than $1,500,000,000
and our forests more than $1,000,000,000.
And neither of these sources of wealth
has been exhausted. The output of our
factories, in other than food products
is approximately $12,000,000,000 and no
have been extinguished. The
railways earn more than $2,000,000,000
and they are all in successful opera-
tion. The pay rolls of ' our factories
and railways aggregate approximately
wages
has not been reduced. In other words,
the real sources of the people’s wealth
have not yet been affected and the
to pay
dividends is not measured by the mar-
ket price of their stocks. Logical rea-
sons for serious conditions are there-
fore wanting. Psychological reasons
are never wanting.

“1f 1 judge correctly, the people will
have exactly what they expect. If
those who have money in the banks
withdraw it and lock it wup; if the
banks refuse to grant accommodations,
and if the public decline to place or-
ders then we will very soon witness
the effect.

“Let those who think that times of
disaster follow each other at regular
intervals bear in mind that this coun-
try has never yet experienced a period
of severe depression that was mnot
traceable to financial or economic agi-
tation or legislation, and usually to
both.

“In 1893 the redemption of green-
backs in silver instead of gold, was
openly advocated; the party in power
was under promise to remove the pro-
tective tariff from our industries and
the free coinage of silver at the ratio
of 16 to 1 was championed by promin-
ent members of both parties. -The
country might have survived any one
of these sources of alarm, but it could
not survive all three!

“At this time no one questions our
financial system and the tariff will not
be touched for at least eighteen
months.

“Some check in the speed at which
we are going is most desirable ¢ and
the checking process has probably be-
gun. It will only.require a fair measure
of confidence and courage to prevent
undue retardment in our industries.
Capital cannot be forced into activity,

but it can be forced out of activity. I}

GJudge Hopes the Lawyers Will

Get Through This Afternoon
—Mr. Lovitt Dwells on the
Contract as it Relates to
Quality of Coal

SYDNEY, Aug. 19—His Lordship,
when court opened, expressed to Mr.
Lovitt the hope that the argument
would be completed on both sides be=
fore four o’clock, the usual -closing
hour, and that he would allow the
leading counsel on the other side. am=
ple opportunity within that time to finw
ish his presentation of the case. Mr.
Lovitt before proceeding to open the
argument complimented his Lordship
on the patience he had exhibitea
during the long trial and . the
gentlemen on the other side for
their infinite courtesy displayed. Hae
referred to those gentlemen as the fine
ished product of the bar of Ontario and
Quebec. Mr. Lovitt also made an elo-
quent reference to the large attendance
of ladies from day to day. Arguing
from the standpoint of the assignment
of the contract to the National- Trust
Co., the speaker said that there cannot
be two parties owning the same cone
tract at the same time. Why could
not anybody interested in the Steel Co.,
the bankers for instance, come in and
claim to be parties to this suit, if that
was -admissable. Going into his argu-
ment on the facts presented, Mr. Lovitt
said that he thought His Lordship
should consider the following.. Ist.—
That the coal which wag delivered was
run of mine, and secondly, that the coal
was from the seam designated by the
Steel Co. It would not do for any man
to argue that when the seams were
known as following a certain course by
every mining man in the province,
such. a.seam could not have been con-
templated by the contract. As to the
153 . cars of coal which were reject-
ed, these were proved by Messrs.
Drummond, 'Wanklyn, MeLennan and
others to be reasonably free from
stone and shale, And then, was it rea-
sonable to suppose that the heap of
coal in the yard, referred to exposed
for nine months, could have the good
appearance of coal freshly mined? It
was not denied that the coal that was
shipped by the Coal Company for uss
at Wabana and Marble Mountain was

‘'not suitable for the purposes for which

it was intended, namely steamer firing
purposes. The engineers who were
called by the defendant company prov=
ed conclusively that the coal was ex-
cellent for steam raising, purposes.
His Lordship must find that, although
the“coal was rejected by the Steel
Company, as not being suitable for
.their purposes, this coal was at least
‘suitable for the purpose referred to.
Another point pressed by the Steel
Company was that the ' voal must be
at “least under 4 per cent. in sulphur.
This was the real’ issue of the case,
and his Lordship could not help finding
in this matter. Up 'to the time of
the making of this contract the
Steel Company Wwas the lessee of the
Coal Company and it was deemed
beat by both parties to make a satisfac-
tory acrangement, The speaker read
the lelter of Mr. Plummer to Mr. Fraser
pointing out that the Coal Company
was giving $1,500,000 in consideration ot
the cancellation of the contract.

Mr. Lovitt  read certain = decisions
bearing upon the case, indicating the
principle with regard to the interpreta-
tion of the contract, to arrive at which
the parties are not allowed to go out-
side its terms. As to the principle that
where the contract stated in exact
words what was required of the parties,
‘Mr. Lovitt read a . number of cases
showing that no implied warranty ex-
isted. ' It is settled by law that where
there was an express provision in the
contract as to quality, no implied war-
ranty is allowable. Referring to tlf3
case of Jones vs. Just and Jones Vs.
Bright, already mentioned during the .
present case, the principle applicable
there is ennumerated by Benjamin.
who says that a contract or warranty
as fitness and quantity is only im-
plied when the purchaser is. unable
to use his own judgment,
Dealing with the first clause of the
contract, it was instructive to ' know
what the position of the parties was
previous to the making of the con-
tract. The questicn of quantity was
ono of the most vital that entered into
the contract, This limitation was defin-
ed in clause one of the coatract, which
the other side claimed referred to the
quality. Tht third clause was a spec i=
fication as to quality, and the real
battle-ground between the parties from
the Coal Company’s standpoint. It was
practically impossible to find what
quantity of sulphur would be in ihe
coal. All the miner had to do was to
guarantee the coal in the ‘ordinary
course of his business. He could only
supply freshly mined coal reasonably
free from stone and shale, and this
could be done on the picking belt. The
miner had nothing to do with the
washing operation at the Steel Coim=
peny's plant.  Tne Steel Company

naturally expected as good coal as it
could get for §1.2¢ a ton, and the Coal
Company did all it could to supply the
coal reasonably frece from stone and
shale. The specification was in the
contract as to quality and no cne took
any exception to it, until Mr, Jones
arrived on the scene.

KING AND EMPEROR MAY
DISCUSS MAGEDONIA

e

Austrian Newspapers Attach Importance to
Meeting of Edward VIl. and
Francis Joseph.

VIENNA, Aug. 17—All the Austrian
papers attribute great political im-
portance to King Edward’s .visit to the
Emperor Francis Joseph, which they
base on the fact that Sir Charles
Hardinge and Count von Aerenthal ac-
company their sovereigns., Two years
ago, when the King came alone, Count
Goluchowski, the then foreign minis-
ter, who happened to be staying there
with the Emperor, left Ischal two days
before the King arrived to mark the
purely personal character of the meet-
ing.

The principal object of the present
meeting is supposed to be the Mace-
donian question. The Zeit states on
high authority that Xing Edward’s
visit to Ischl comes quite unexpected.
The Emperor Francis Joseph had in-
formed the King that he would pay
him a visit at or near Marienbad to
thank the King for his visit to Ischl
two years ago, but quite recently the
Emperor received a letter from King
Edward that he would call at Ischl

An exchange of telegrams between
both sovereigns followed, and, as a
consequence, Count von Aerenthal, for-
eign minister, has been ordered to be
at Ischl. The Balkan question, re-
garding which a perfect understanding
has been arrived at at the recent
meeting between Signor Tittoni and
Count Aerenthal, will be the principal
subject of the meeting of the sov-
ereigns, and England, says the Zeit, is
ready to adhere to that understanding.

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CHILD LABOR.

Statistics show t;xeat in spite of the
campaign against child labor which
has been so energetically carried on im
recent years, the number of persons un=-
der age who are employed in Great
Britain increased last year by 29,291.
There are now, according to the inspec-
tor of factories, 390,869 children wunder
the age of fourteen, at work in the
different manufacturing establishments.
In the United States even larger num-
bers of children, in proportion to popu-

states being particularly noted in this
respect.

Child labor is becoming a political is-
Bue, and has been receiving a great
deal of attention of late. The argu-
ments have for the most part been one
sided, strong in dénunciation of the
evil, for there is an almost unanimous
expression of opinion on the part of
the general public against the practice.
Thomas S. Mosby, pardon attorney for
the state of Missouri, comes forward
to illustrate the conditions which may
be created by a too sentimental regard
for the young. In the North American
Review Mr. Mosby, who is by no means
® supporter of the principle of child
Jabor, but who fully recognizes the ne-
cessity for work, gives facts and fig-
mres which indicate that if boys and
girls are not to be permitted to work,
they must be otherwise provided for.
Taking as his guide the criminal statis-
tics of the world, he finds that of 52,804
convicts in the United States in one
prear, 31,426 were ignorant of any trade;
while from a period of fifty years in
France, it is seen that those without
definite occupation commit eighty-five
per cent. of the crimes. In reformator-
fes, where prisoners by reasons of
wouth have had less time to learn
trades, the proportion of unskilled
criminals is even greater, and statistics
of several of the larger of these indus-
trial homes are given to show that
frequently not one boy in a thousand
of the inmates has ever been appren-
ticed. It is not argued that the posses-
sion of a trade removes all tendency to
dishonesty, but at the same time Mr.
Mosby maintains that any young man
swith knowledge sufficient for the earn-
fng of an honest living, is less inclined
to dishonesty .than is his unskilled
brother.

BERLIN'S RIPPER IS
STILL AT LARGE

oo

Gespite Vigilance of Police,
Grimes Have Been Traced
to Nohody.

Outrage on Child
Streets to he Deserted by
Youngsters.

Another Gauses

BERLIN, Aus. 17—No trace has so
far been discovered of the man who,
on Friday of last week, within half an
hour, attacked in a horrible manner
three young children in differént
streets in the northeast of Berlin, Each
of his victims was stabbed in the ab-
domen.

Another attack on a young child is
reported today. Useful clues are now in
the hands of the police, owing to the
intelligént description of the man fur-
nished by one of last week's victims,
who is gradually recovering from her
wounds, The child states that the man
was decidedly superior to a workman
in appearance, was slightly built and
about 26 years of age, and was wear-
ing a well-made check suit.

The child adds that she was carried
in the man’'s arms through the en-
trance way to a tenement house to-
ward a courtyard, where he carefully
laid her on the ground and stabbed her
with deliberation.

THE MISCREANT FOILED.

Today’s outrage was committed at
half-past 10 in the morning, the victim
being a 13-year-old daughter of a but-
cher. Her injuries are fortunately not
serious. The child was ascending the
staircase of an apartment house when
a man grasped her from behind, and
managed, with the aid of his stick, to
trip her to the ground. As she fell,
literally fainting with fright, the child
clutched the door bell of the nearest
flat, thus raising the alarm. The man
escaped downstairs and jumped on an
electric tramway car,

Late tonight it was definitely estab-
lished that the author of today’s out-
rage was not .the perpetrator of last
week'’s crimes.

One evening paper reports that yet
another child of 14 years has been
waylaid on a staircase. She was
wounded in the arms and feet.

All day Saturday the several thou-
sand members of Berlin's huge police
force were on duty to a man, notwith-
standing a previous all-night vigil
Even officers with night duty to follow
were pressed into service. Plain-clothes
detectives are still vigilantly patroling
all parts of the city. Arrest follows ar-
rest, but all the suspects have proved
their innocence.

STREETS DESERTED BY CHILD-
REN.

In the quarter where the crimes were
committed the police have involuntar-
ily played the role of the Pied Piper of
Hamelin, being followed by multitudes
of children, taking an excited interest
in their search. In the better quarters
of the city the public squares and
streets are deserted by all children,
owing to the fears of the parents.

It is now definitely known from the
examination of the wounds that the
crimes were not committed with the
missing half of a brqken pair of scis-
sors which were found on Friday, to-
gether with an anonymous confession
of the crimes, but with a small, sharp
instrument two inches in length and
resembling a shoemaker’'s awl.

A theory advanced in explanation of
this inexplicable massacre of innocents,
is that the murder is an epileptic, who
acted under the impulse of a sudden
seizure. The fact that such seizures
leave their victims after the deed men-
tally normal and usually without mem-
ory of their actions during the attack,
heightens the difficulties confronting
the police. 'The man who is responsible
for one of the most repulsive crimes
Berlin has known has possibly read
with horror and astonishment equal-
ing that of the general public an ac-
count of the crime which he himself
unconsciously committed.

LONDON,! Aug. 17.—What is stated to
be the long-lost portrait of King Char-
les I, painted by Van Dyck, is in the
possession of a curio dealer in the Ful-
ham road,

The history of the picture was related
by its present owner, H. H. Hunn, yes-
terday.

“The pleture was in the possession of
a Mrs. Glanville, at Topsham, Devon,
in 1872,” said Mr. Hunn, “she having
received it under the will of her uncle,
Mr. John Barstowe Taylor,

“Mrs. Glanville wished to sell the pic-
ture, and gave it to me—I was living in
the village at the time—to pack and
send to a well-known art dealer in
London. I did so, but when the pack-
age arrived in London the picture had
disappeared.

“Mrs. Glanville &bsolved me of any
liability in the matter on condition
that I give the vicar of the paris
twenty-five guineas toward the funds
for the restoration of his church, This
I did, and Mrs. Glanville handed over
to me all the documents relating to the
picture, These are in my possession at
the present time, as is also the receipt
given me by the vicar.

“Nothing further was heard of the
picture until 1902, when a Mr. Gill, who
lived at Padnall’'s Corner, near Rom-
ford, in Essex, wrote to me offering me
a picture for sale. I went and saw it,
and recognized it as the identical one
that was stolen.”

Mr. Hunn is firmly of the opinion that
it is the same picture that is now in
his posession. It is of a large size,
and bears the discription, ‘“Charles
Rex—Van Dyck, 1640.”

Would we have a
reverence less extreme than theirs, but
salutary and much to be desired, let us
consider what may be achieved by
storing up in memory the treasures of
the past. Let Washington and Jeffer-
son, Sumner, Phillips, Lincoln, Lowell
inspire our youth, and patriotism will
never be a narrow and superficial thing,
associated with noise and bunting,
and Maxim guns; but it will be ‘the
life of whatever makes life worth
living,’ permeating the perforraance of
every humble task for ward and pre-
cinct, and transfiguring the drudgery
of good citizenship into sacrifice and
service for country. To make that
service reward enough in itself is the
highest task the teacher can accom-
plish.”

James Russell Lowell says, ‘“What we
want is an active class who will insist
in season and out of season that we
shall have a country whose greatness
is measured not only by its square
miles, its number of yards woven, of
hogs packed, of bushels of wheat raised,

HARTLAND, N. B., Aug. 17.—At the

George C. Watson, whose partially
destroyed building marks the northern
Jimit of the fire, swears that while the
fire was in Carr’'s building to the im-
mediate south of his (Watson’s) he
unlocked his basement and removed
some tools and on returning after a
few minutes’ absence, he found a bar-
rel of paper in the basement on fire.
It was while the firemen were work-
ing on this building that the hose was
cut on several occasions. Kearney
also testified that he saw W. F. and
Manzer Thornton at the fire wearing
col’lars and ties, but saw no one else
similarly attired. i

H. D. Keswick, a fireman, testified
that while working on the Thornton
store, he saw into the store,  but saw
nothing of a show case that always
stood near the window.

W. . Thornton swore that he came
home the night of the fire about nine
o'clock and went to bed shortly after,
and did not hear the bell, but was
ayakened by someone going by and
using his name in conversation, that
he immediately dressed and ran to the
fire.

Derothy Alexander, Who lives near
Mr. Thornton, says that he did not
come home till about ten, and Mrs.
Henry Bradley who saw him on his
way to the fire told him he was late
getting around. Mr. Thornton also
stated that the insurance on his stock
had not yet been paid. It is understood
that quite a number of witnesses will
be called next week.. A number of in-
surance policies in the village have
been cancelled since the fire.

BELFAST BEING

BY SERIES OF STRIKES

All Branches of Business Have Been Injuriously Affected and
Many Great Industries Nearly Crippled.

BELFAST, Aug. 17. — A prominent
manufacturer told me today that it will
take years for Belfast to recover the
trade lost since the strike began. All
branches of business have been affected,
and some of the most important indus-
tries of the Ulster capital well-nigh
crippled.

The milling industry has been at a
standstill since the July holidays, and
the price of flour must inevitably in-
crease. Most of the grain comes from
America; Canada and Australia, a small
proportion from Liverpool and the bulk
of it is dealt with for supply to Ire-
land.

But supplies are being exhausted.
Three large ships, with full cargoes of
grain, are lying in the harbor, unable
to discharge. In consequence of the
blockade the Liverpool stores are con-
gested, and further orders for Belfast
flour cannot be received. American and
Scotch millers are already profiting by
the helplessness of their Ulster compe-

titors, and shipping flour to the north |

of Ireland.

Even now there is a shortage of good
flour in Belfast, and the bakers are, 1
am told, forced to resort to inferior
quality for bread. Moreover, freights
have risen on shipments to Dublin, so
that the local congestion cannot be re-
lieved in that way. Various foodstuffs
are affected; for example, the price of
linseed cake has risen £2 a ton.

No one believes that there will ac-
tually be a bread famine in Belfast,
but the millers have undoubtedly suf-
fered loss through the complete paraly-
zation of the dockers’ and
vices. Extraordinary efforts
made to secure supplies, but, as I

BRITAIN WILL STAND NO
NONSENSE IN VENEZUELA

e

GEQRGETOWN, British Guiana,
Aug. 17.—Much excitement has been
caused here by the invasion of Vene-
zuelan teritory by Captain Calder, in
command of a small frontier force from
British Guiana and the seizure of a
quantity of balata (the gum of the
bullet-tree, used for insulating wires,
ete.), which it is alleged has been col-
lected in British territory.

Captain Calder’s force went down the
Barina River and crossed the boundary
into Venezuelan teritory, where Cap-
tain .Calder, at the point of a revolver,
demanded that the Venezuelan com-
missioner -surrender to him four thou-
sand pounds of balata. The commis-
sioner was unable to resist and gave up
the gum. He has, however, made a |
protest to President Castro and the
British ¢onsul here against the seizure
of the balata and the invasion of Vene-
zuelan territory.

3 WOMAN TOURISTS
FROZEN TO DEATH

Braved Rigors of Alps in Light Summer
Suits and Tragedy is Result

e

GENEVA, Aug. 17.—Two German wo-
men, Fraeulein Frederique and Fraeu-
lein Marquerite Zasdra, of Neisse, were
frozen to death under thrilling circum-
stances in a foolhardy attempt to-elimb

the Birnlucke, in the Tyrolese Alps, in |

a snowstorm.
The Frauelein Zasdra, who were 40

wealthy women, set out with three
young friends, the Fraeulein Stucken-
schmidt, of Charlottenburg, who were
all in their teens, to climb the Birn-
lucke. This is about 8,000 feet high, and
is generally regarded as fairly easy
to ascend.

Not one of the women were equipped
for mountaineering. They were wearing
panama or lace hats, light blouses,
openwork silk stockings, and high-
heeled shoes. None of them carried
anything stronger than a light parasol.

The guide pointed out the absurdity
of their costumes, but they refused to
listen to his advice, and insisted on car-
rying out their program. When they
had climbed about 2,000 feet the
weather changed suddenly. The wind
rose, and snow began to fall.

GUIDES DEFIED.

When the guide insisted on the return
of the party to the valley, Fraeulein
Marguerite Zasdra exclimed scornfully:

“We are paying you for the expedi-
tion, and we intend to finish it, what-
ever happens. If you are afraid, you
can go back, but we shall go on.”

He expostulated further, but to no
purpcse, and when the women went on
he followed them a little distance. He
was joined by three other Alpinists,
namer Tschuppik, Trestler and Hof,
and they also made fruitless efforts to
induce the women to return.

Very soon the snow was falling heav=-
ily, and the Alpinists were up to their
knees. In spite of this the women per-
sisted in going on, but in another half
an hour the snow had reached their
waist, and two of the women fell ex-
hausted.

THEIR PATH LOST.

The wind was then carrying great
clouds of, snow before it, and the
climbers, who could not see a yard in
front lost their path. After a while
the Fraeulein Zasdra became delirious,
and then the four men carried the five
women to the shelter of a rock. The
guide and two men started in the blind-
ing snow to bring help from the valley.

For two hours the fourth man Tre-
mained with the delirious women, who
were sereaming and moaning for help.
All the time the snow continued to fall
heavily.

At last the rescue party arrived, and
brandy was administered to the wo-
men. They were carried with the
greatest difficulty to the valley. When
restoratives were administered the
{hree younger women recovered, but
the sisters Zasdra were both dead.
