Main 1342 Ottawa, May 7.—An Important no­
tice respecting the training of cadet 
corps has been gazetted. It deals with 
the allowances and is as follows:

For the training of a cadet, corps 
during the school year subject to the 
certificate of a military Inspecting of­
ficer that the cadet corps has been 
well instructed in the course of mili­
tary training laid down for its allow­
ance may be paid to the students or 
others calculated as follows:

When the corps has an enrolled 
strength of less than 26 cadets—no al­
lowance.

From 30 to a maximum of 60 ca­
dets—$i.ou per cadet.

Where there are school teachers 
qualified as cadet instructors, a teach­
er Instructor will be detailed to each 
company of 60 cadets for their in­
struction in military training and 
musketry.

In the event of there being but one 
teacher properly qualified to instruct 
cadets and more than one company 
of cadets connected with the educa­
tional Institution regular instruction 
from him, a further allowance may be 
paid him as follows:

For each additional cadet over 60 up 
to 100—75 cents.

For each cadet In excess of ldO—66 
cents per cadet.
