fore In the eastern area of the war have they concentrated such a force 
upon a single point.

In a distance of six miles between Humln and Borjimow the Ger­
mane threw 105,000 Infantrymen, together with heavy forces of cavalry, 
the whole supported by 100 batteries of artillery, comprising In all no 
less than 600 guns. It la estimated that in this abort line there were 
nearly 30,000 men to the mile, coming on In ten or twelve lines, like the 
waves of the sea.

London, Feb. 5^—(Gazette Cable.)— 

“We are a nation of improvisers, be­
cause we have always refused to con­
sider certain possibilities," declared 
Sir Gilbert Parker, addressing a meet­
ing for the formation of, a volunteer 
citizens corps in the City of West­
minster today. “But having more 
initiative than any other race on earth, 
we have said that when the time 
comes we shall be able to meet the 
difficulty with that capacity for or­
ganization which we as a nation pos-

In advocating preparation for emen 
gencies on the part of men past the 
age for recruiting, Sir Gilbert Parker 
said that a past mistake had been to 
consider such organizations unneces­
sary until danger arose. There were 
hundreds of people who lacked the 
knowledge of elementary things, and 
would be as helpless as children In a 
crisis.

A splendid example had been given 
by the younger countries, where re­
cruiting offices were besieged, the 
speaker pursued, and this should breed 
in some people the determination to 
use their power to the last iota, as 
opportunity allowed. In Canada and 
Australia it was realized that the war 
was not between Great Britain and 
the German Emperor, but the British 
and the German Empires. The over 
seas dominions understood, and had 
long sight Not In the time of the Cri­
mean or Peninsular campaigns had 
there been such co-operation as exist­
ed today. With British freedom, civi­
lization had come Into its own, it un­
derstood Its duty as never before, and 
was alive to the consequences of de­
feat but had nerved Itself to a cer 
taint y of victory.

Germany Having Thrown Off Mask, Britain Should Throw 
Overboard Whole Paraphernalia of Declarations and 
Conventions and Play Game With Utmost Rigor.

Washington Has Not 
Yet Received Text of 
German Proclamation

What Is supposed by some to be a 
nitro-glycerlne shell was found last 
night by Watchman Benjamin Godeoe 
at the base of one of the stone pillars 
of the old Suspension Bridge, and the 
find caused considerable excitement in 
the city and Falrvllle where the news 
quickly spread that a “German plot" to 
blow up the bridges had been frus­
trated. «

Mr. Godsoe, who is night watchman 
for the local government on the Fair- 
ville side of the 
bridges, was standing near the stone 
pillars of the Suspension Bridge when 
he noticed a paper package lying In 
the snow against the western side of 
the pillar farthest up stream. It was 
a square paper package tied with 
string.

When he picked It up Mr. Godsoe 
thought It was some harmless kind of 
package, and took off the paper wrap­
pings to see what it was! Inside he 
found a shell that looked very much 
like a cake of tar soap and was not 
much larger. Sticking out of the shqll 
were two pieces of wire about two 
Inches long.

Mr. Godsoe immediately came to 
the conclusion that the shell might be 
something more dangerous than a 
cake of tar soap. Handling It very 
carefully he showed it to William 
Hammond another watchman, employ­
ed by the local government to guard 
the bridges, and he also was of the 
opinion that It might be a shell of 
high explosive, probably nitroglyce­
rine.

It is understood that these officers 
are already enrolling their compatriots 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific at 
various centres. Thus far the names 
of these officers have not been pub­
lished, but scarcely a day arrives that 
large additions are not made to their 
numbers.

Feb. 6.—It le underetood

Many of High Officials in Lon­

don Treat German Procla­
mation Lightly,

AT GENOA Ixmdou, Feb. ti (3.03 a.m.)—While 
the German threat of a blockade had 
created a great wave of indignation 
among the newspapers and the pub­
lic, it is regarded by many high offic­
ials as a bluff. It to claimed that with 
the small number of war vessels at 
the disposal of Germany it will be 
quite impossible to make the blockade 
effective and It is argued that had 
Germany been able to interfere with 
British transports carrying troops to 
France she would already have done

So far as shippers are concerned 
very little alarm appears to be felt 
At Lloyds the underwriters viewed the 
threat calmly and made little change 
in the war risk rates. .

Inquiries at Liverpool, Glasgow and 
other ports show that no change la 
contemplated in sailing schedules, 
most of the companies stating that is 
their Intention to carry on business 
as usual, unless stopped by Admiralty 
orders.

Calls for 2 Battleships, 6 Tor­

London, Feb. 5.—Coincident with the 
arrival at the front of Emperor Nich­
olas, the Russians have assumed the 
offensive directly west of Warsaw, 
and, according to a Russian official 
statement, have crossed the Bzura 
river and taken some German posi­
tions. Thie, in the opinion of military 
experts, will, if the Russians have suf­
ficient forces at their disposal, break 
the deadlock which has existed in the 
battle in Central Poland for so many 
weeks, since it threatens the flank of 
General Von Hindenbnrg’s army, which 
is engaged in the violent struggle im­
mediately to the southwest In an effort 
to break down the Russian defensive 
in the region of Borjimow. The Rus­

Paris, Feb.'S.—The Belgian govern­
ment has issued a protest against the 
recent action of Germany in annulling 
the exequaturs of the consuls of neu­
tral powers in Belgium. The United 
States and Belgium agree, says the 
protest, that Gemany has no right to 
annul the exequaturs. The two esun-

tary men express the belief that the 
Turkish attack was only In the nature 
of a feeler, and that an organized as­
sault will be delivered by the Ottoman 
army when it is able to collect Its 
main strength within striking distance.

In the desperate fighting w-hich has 
been proceeding for some days in the 
woods and roads along the right bank 
of the Rawka river, from Borjimow to 
the Skiemiewlce Warsaw road. Here 
attacks of the Germans alternate with 
these of the Russians, under an artil­
lery fire whose violence has never been 
exceeded.

In the meantime the Ruslans are 
making slow progress in East Prussia, 
and are withstanding the attempts of 
the Austro-Germam forces to take the 
offensive on the river Nid», in South­
ern Poland, and on the Dunajec river, 
in Galicia. The Austrians admit the 
loss of Tamow, Galicia, an important 
centre, possession of which by the 
Russians insures the main line of com­
munications in Western Galicia.

In the midst of the snows of the 
Carpathians the two armies still are 
contending for the passes which lead 
into Hungary. The Austro-German 
forces drove the Russians back from 
the passes which they had occupied 
on their extreme right, to the west 
of Dukla Pass, but elsewhere the Rus­
sians claim to be making progress or, 
at any rate, to be holding their own.
Allies Preparing for Drive at

Enemy In Arrae Region.
Artillery engagements and a few 

small infantry attacks make up the 
sum of the operations on the western 
front. There are indications, how­
ever, that the allies are preparing the 
•way for an offensive movement in the 
Arras region, where their artillery 
has been very busy, and where they 
have captured some German trenches. 
In the Axgonne region, too, the French 
claim to have improved their position.

Experts, Including some foreigners 
here, declare that, considering the un­
exampled strain, the treatment and 
transport of the wounded Is model. 
Chief of the Red Cross Is the former 
Duma President, Alexander Gutchkoff, 
who has just been here. Gutchkoff, 
was the last Russian to leave Lodz 
before the Germans entered. He man­
aged to get most of the slightly woun­
ded away, but left in the town five 
thousand severely wounded, about a 
thousand of whom were in a big hos­
pital organized by the Union of School 
Teachers. I got from Dr. Jeetroff, 
who was himself slightly wounded at 
Rsgow, near Lodz, some figures. He 
says that, of 6,000 men who passed 
through here last week, only 700 were 
seriously, and only twenty-two were 
dangerously,

"The worst wounds,” says Jeetroff, 
"are from shells. A very large pro­
portion of men struck by shell frag­
ments are killed outright; and an 
abnormally large proportion die soon 
afterward».”

Dr. Jestroff says that If fighting Is 
resumed on the Lodz scale (costing 
both sides together 300,000 casualties 
a week) Warsaw can treat and trans­
port the wounded without overcrowd­
ing or neglect Early in the war there 
was a lack of drugs (including even 
chloroform), bandages, and surgical 
instrument». . (lermany has 
had a monopoly in supplying 
Now things are better, 
stvoe, backed by some Kiev profes­
sors, are organizing home production; 
and already the "kustar” peasant in­
dustries are turning these things out 

German and Austrian prisoners, 
when in small numbers, are brought 
into the town in the same trains as 
the wounded. Large numbers arriv­
ing at once are not detrained, but are 
sent direct east. Prisoners arriving 
In fifties or hundreds are sent to the 
artillery camp at Powaxki, north of 
the city; and kept there until enough 
accumulate to fill a special train. Since 
August 200,000 Austrians and 80,000 
Germans have passed through. This 
ratio remains fairly constant Since 
I arrived 6,000 Austrians have arrived, 
but only 250 Germans.

The way In which these prisoners 
are taken shows a marked difference 
between German and Austrian discip­
line and morale. Two-thirds of the 
Austrians are captured as complete 
units, varying in size from platoons 
to whole battalion». Nearly all the 
Germans belong to different units, be- 

stragglers, shirkers, or men who 
i accMentaly lost their way.

Warsaw, Feb. 5—Warsaw's status 

as fortress Is less important than as 
central ganglion of • communications 
and as distribution centre for rein­
forcements for wounded and for priso­
ners. The city Is fortified mainly be­
cause of the latter function» Trains 
in unending strineis move into the 
Brest and Petrograd depots at Praga, 
on the right Vistula bank, and dis­
charge what to unexperienced eyes 
seem to be millions of men. Some 
trains cross the river by the loop line, 
and bring the troops direct to the Vi­
enna and Kaltech railroads which are 
the only rail communications of thè 
Grand Duke Nicholas’ vast armies now 
fighting on the Hzura and Rawka 
streams thirty miles away. The re­
inforcing and feeding of these millions 
by two double-tracked railroads Is a 
problem of the campaign.

Against the stream west of men, 
food, and munitions, Is an eaet-going 
stream of wounded and prisoners. 
During the last fortnight the number 
of wounded has fallen off, and the 
number of prisoners ha» decreased 
greatly. At the Kalistih depot arrive 
prisoners and wounded from the 
northern section of our front; that is, 
the section on the Bzura. ’Everything 
that comes from the southern (Raw­
ka) section arrives at the Vienna de-l 
pot The trains with wounded mostly 
arrive in the afternoon before dusk, 
having, on an average, taken six hours 
to cover the thirty miles.

Three-quarters of the wounded can 
walk. Their wounds are In hands, 
arms, shoulders, or (flesh-wounds) 
legs. Accompanied by nurses and 
surgeon-assistant "feldachers,” they 
march down the Jerusalem Allee, a 
long thoroughfare leading to the 
southern Vistula bridge, and then 
cross the bridge to Praga. There again 
they entrain. Sentries posted at the 
west end of the bridge drive back the 
loungers and small boys who complete 
the procession.

For the badly wounded are street 
cars, fitted with couches, and marked 
outside with red crosses. This system 
was devised at Moscow, which 1s pav 
ed with the biggest cobble-stones In 
Europe. Warsaw has also some well-fit 
ted motor-omnibuses supplied by the 
Jewish community. The street cars 
take the wounded along the Marzal 
kowska Street to the north centre of 
the city, whence they are distributed 
to hospitals, public and private, many 
of which are converted concert and 
picture-show halls. I went into a con­
verted picture-show ball near the Bax- 
on Garden, and found forty wounded 
men being treated to old films of Max 
Linder, Bunny, and Wild West scenes. 
The "sanitary trains” are well-fitted, 
mostly being converted 
trains. On the Kalisch line If a splen­
did Red Cross train provided by the 
Empress Alexandra. This and the oth­
er trains used for the very badly 
wounded run directly across the river 
to Praga.

Transport of the wounded causes 
a great difficulty, owing to the over­

crowding of the tracks. The movement 
of men and goods west is so great, 
compared with the movement east 
that the empty trains returning for 
fresh wounded are held up for hours. 
With spring, the transport will be 'Im­
proved, If, as is hoped, the Russian 
armies are still west of, or on, the Vie 
tula. All of the wounded destined 
for South Russian centres will be 
moved on hospital barges up the river 
to Irangorod, and from there sent by 
train to Kiev.

Sir,—In the issue of your paper of 

the 30th ultimo, there is contained the 
substance of an Interview with Mr.
Lewis Connors, of Black's Harbor, In 
whtcb he urges that a lobster feathery 
be established on «be New Brunswick 
shore of the Bay of Fundy, to build up 
the lobster fishery there. He used the 
rather naive statement that lobsters 
are not as plentiful as they “used to 
be.” He Intimated that there are quite 
a number of lobster hatcheries in the 
State of Maine, and the lobster fishing 
there Is much better than It used to

All this seems plausible enough ; 
what are the facts? Is the lobster fish­
ery in St. John and Charlotte Counties 
going down? Are there “quite a num­
ber of lobster hatcheries In the State 
of Maine, and is hatching there respon­
sible for the lobster fishery being in as 
good a condition as it is?

So far as the writer knows, there is 
hut one hatchery In Maine—the one at 
Booth Bay. Apart from th 
doubtful question as to whether the 
mere hatching of lobster eggs, and the 
depositing of the newly hatched fry In 
the sea—the method that has been fol­
lowed at Booth Bay and most else­
where—’has any material benefit on the 
the lobster fishery. It is obvious that on. 
the conditions In Maine are .peculiarly 
suitable for such 'hatching.

Be it. remembered that a lobster is 
not a fish, In the ordinary sense of the 
word. Unlike free swimming fish, lob­
sters fertilize «heir eggs as they are sûrement 
extruded, and the eggs remain attach­
ed to the body of the mother lobster 

e they are kept properly aerated 
they are hatched. A mother lob­

ster therefore, is a much more effic­
ient “hatchery” than any artificial one 
can be. Sfeé will batch every hatch- 
able egg, and under natural conditions, 
where the fry have a much greater op­
portunity of coming to maturity than 
when transplanted from a hatchery to 
supposed suitable places in uhe sea.

IxXbster fry, after it is hlatched, 
swims in a rather aimless way about 
the surface of the sea for the first few 
weeks, during which time It is not 

battleships amendment oniy a prey to all surface feeding fish 
but it casts Its shell some four or five 
times, when it becomes a lobsterling 
And goes to the bottom, where it is ex­
posed to much fewer dangers, 
process of moulting so many times in 
such a short period is an exceedingly 
trying one, and it is estimated that a 
very small fraction of one per cent of 
the fry hatched reach the lobsterling 
stage.

Unless, therefore, Some feasibly 
practical metJuxi of retaining the fry 
until It reaches the lobsterllng stage, is 
found, by which a much larger per­
centage of fry is brought to that stage 
than under natural conditions, wherein 
may I ask. is the stripping of the fer­
tilized eggs from a mother lobster, the 
placing of that lobster on the market, 
the carrying of such eggs to a hatch­
ery and hatching them there, going to 
result in building up the fishery any­
thing like as quickly as will the pro­
tecting of the berried lobster herself?

As was intimated above, the condi­
tions in Maine are peculiarly suitable 
for lobster hatching. There is a large

industry being carried on there of Im­
porting live lobsters from the Mari­
time Provinces, and placing them in 
pounds, where 'they are frequently 
held for months until they can be 
marketed to the best advantage. Dur­
ing that time, many of the lobsters ex­
trude eggs. These lobsters are pri­
vate property, and unless some ar­
rangement were made for procuring 
the eggs they would be lost.

The Hague, via London, Feb. 5—Al­
though Germany's notice concerning 
the danger to merchant shipping in 
British waters has not called out 
much comment In the Dutch press, 
diplomats and business men are dis­
cussing it with animation.

Paris Puts on a Brave Face.
Luxury can he dispensed with for It 

is over and above the comfort and 
well-being which are the end and aim 
of all human society. But if war has 
brought many Parisians low down, 
even in the scale of comfort, nothing 
appears outwardly. Paris is putting a 
brave face on war, without bravado 
and without nerves—just matter of 
fact. The eye gives no reason to think 
that Paris would not endure war for. 
three or for twenty years, If needs be.

This does not mean «there are not 
war apparition» in the Paris streets. 
There are frequent soldiers, most vari­
ed In uniform, which are not for dis­
play, tout show signs of wear. They 
are on errands or have a few hours oft 
from among the hundreds of thousands 
of troops concentrated in the fortified 
camp of Paris. As a body, the army is 
not in evidence in Paris, even in this 

▲war time, not so much so as In Berlin 
wjn time of peace. Some of these sol­

diers have come In with ambulances or 
are far advanced in convalenscence and 
making ready to go -back to the front.

The wounded are little seen, al­
though Paris has its hundreds of hos­
pitals and ambulances. Now and then 
you see two or three taking the air 
together, one with his arm in a sling, 
another leaning heavily on a cane. 1 
live within a stone's throw of tfie great 
American Hospital ambulance with its 
four hundred wounded in the Neuilly 
City College and of another French 
ambulance installed 
school 'building From .the latter I 
have seen sixteen together, in blue 
greatcoats and knit caps, walking 
themselves into the persuasion that 
their wounds are nearly healed. An 
English soldier in khaki and a Scotch 
cap, minus the left forefinger, and with 
a heel out of commission, sat opposite 
me in the tram talking pure London- 
ese. But in general, and particularly 
in the centre of Paris, the distresses 
of war are not in full view. Yet the 
most careless eye, sooner or later, is 
struck by the number of women and 
girls who .pass in black.

“The Rockefeller Foundation was » 
development Into impersonal form of 
my own personal plans of giving, fol­
lowed for many years. While I desire 
to have the directors of the Founda­
tion free to use the funds as they 
might see tit, in making my last gift, 
I reserved the right to designate dur­
ing my lifetime the specific objects 
to which $2,000,000 of the income 
should be given annually, my purpose 
being in this way to provide for the 
various philanthropies, more or less 
personal to myself and related to the 
places of my residence, to which I 
have been a contributor in the past 

"Under the terms of the clause of 
my letter of gift reserving this right, 
it is stipulated that the objects must 
be within the corporate purpose of 
the Foundation and my designations 
are subject to review by the board as 
to that feature.”

Mulloy, who went to South Africa in 
the Canadian contingent returned to 
Canada blind.

When the South African I «and Grant 
Act was passed in 1908 a certificate 
was issued to Mulloy, entitling him to 
two adjoining quarter 
homestead lands, subject to conditions 
as to entry, residence and cultivation. 
These conditions Mulloy, because of 
his disability, was unable to fulfil. The 
period in which South African scrip 
could be redeemed at $600 has expired, 
and Mulloy finds himself without bene­
fit from the bounty. An order-lncoun- 
cll has now been passed permitting 
him to select two adjoining quarter- 
sections during the present year, and 
the government will turn the lands 
over to him at a dollar an acre.

The last three 
clubs, all representing cities which 
had previously held membership in 
the circuit but which had been drop­
ped, were restored in 1892 and finally 
dropped in 1906.

In the 39 years of its existence the 
National league had awarded ten pen­
nants to Chicago, nine to Boston, sev- 
en to New York, four to Pittsburg, 
three each to Brooklyn and Baltimore, 
two to Providence, and one to Detroit.

Mayor Frink said that six or eight 
years ago a commission on taxation 
had been at work, but their scheme was 
never adopted, although several min­
or change were made in the assess­
ment laws.

J. L. Sugrue suggested that a com­
mission now would have the work of 
the county assessors to go on/ and 
could do much better than before.

Mayor Frink pointed out that five 
years ago a commission for the revi­
sion of the building laws had been ap­
pointed but there never had been any 
attempt to remodel the laws.

J. E. Ttghe thought that every com­
missioner should have been at this 
meeting.

There was some discussion a along 
the commissioners concerning the 
weed of the presence of the recorder. 
Commissioner Potts announced that 
the recorder of the city had drawn up 
the resolution as he presented it and 
there was nothing illegal about it.

Commissioner Wigmore favored the 
•new scheme and said he was ready to 
vote for it.

Commissioner Russell was also pre­
pared to support it.

The resolution was then adopted 
and the committee arose and reported 
to the council. The report was re­
ceived and adopted. The meeting then 
adjourned.

The delgation was large enough to 
fill all the seats In the council room 
and the smaller room was filled.

Strong Delegation From Labor Organizations Favored 
the Scheme of Commissioner Potts—Measure 
Passed Coancil and Will go to Legislature.UEILIIt CEREMMÏ 

IT C. OF E. INSTITUTE The city commissioners at a meeting 
yesterday afternoon adooted the reso­
lution of Commissioner Potts concern­
ing exemption from taxation of in­
comes, and the common clerk was 
orderd to prepare a bill for presenta­
tion to the legislature at Its next ses­
sion.

A delegation from the labor orga­
nizations was heard in connection 
with the proposed taxation reform, 
and the commissioners were strong'y 
urged to approve the resolution. Some 
members of tlhe delegation pointed 
out that the resolution did not go fa.* 
enough, but some steps should be tak­
en to regulate the rentals for houses 
and flats. It seemed to be the idea of 
many present that when/ the scheme 
ail proposed was carried out the land­
lords would increase the rente so that 
the working man would really be pay­
ing the Increase after all. It was 
thought, however, that this measure 
should be passed and that another 
resolution to regulaté rents should also 
be Introduced.

The city commissioners had pre­
viously agreed to hold the meeting 
yesterday afternoon in order to consid­
er the taxation scheme, and it was 
fe’.t that an expression of public 
opinion would be helpful. The labor 
unions and other workmen sent a 
delegation which assembled in the 
council room at City Hall well before 
three o’clock.

Soon after part of the delegation 
had arrived it was announced that the 
recorder could not b€f presnt, and that, 
the meeting would root be held. Com­
missioner Potto was on hand and the 
delegation took places in the rooms 
and ball and patiently waited for the
commissioners.
