Parts, Jan. 14—Thirty-one persons
were killed during the riots in froat
of the Reichstag building in Berlin
yesterday, according to Berlin advices
reaching here today.

The cabinet of the National Govern-
ment, together with the Prussian cab-
inet, has issued a statenrent in which
the members declare unanimously for
the maintenance of order by all
means available.

Appeal to People

Berlin, Jan. 14—The S8ocial Demo-
cratic Party has issued an appeal to
its members not to allow themaelves
to be provoked by Independent and
Communist “wire pullers, who are di-
rectly responsible for the bloodshed
and want to continue to playing an
unscrupulous game with human lives.”

The appeal asks whether the work-

ers will permit nationzl represanta.
tion to be placed under terrorism, and
tells them that the German nation can
be saved from complete destruciion
only by work.
- Level minded citizens of Berlin call
for government measures to prevent
further rioting, especially those dread-
ed in comnection with the occasion of
the anndversary of Dr. Leibnecht and
Rosa Luxemburg. The Vorwaerts,
editorially, declares that according to
all reports, the police showed the ut-
most patience in the rioting of Tues
day and did not fire until ten police
men had been seriously wounded. I\

“Pfhe aim of the criminal elements,
however,” it said, “was achleved and
the workers were increasingly stirred
by the bloodshed. The responsibility
will be on the heads of those who
seneelessly led innocent people into
danger of destruction.”

All the Rightist papers also support
the Government and welcome the pro-
clamation of martial Jaw. Thin Conserv-
ative papers regret that the measure
was not applied sooner by way of pre-
caution, and for this reason ehift the
responsibility for the bloodshed to the
Government.

London, Jan. 14—A Berlin wireless \
despatch, under date of Wednesday, |
says that Dr. Karl Heine, Prussian
Minister of the Interior, speaking in
the assembly today on Tuesday’s dis-!
orders, assumed full responsibility for
the protective measures adopted and
acoused the Independents of having
{ncited the masses to disorder. The
speech was noiaily interrupted by the
Independents.

Chancellor Bauer: “I regard it my
duty to express, in the name of the
Government, my thanks to the safety
police. They opened fire only after
they hed been attacked by criminal
elements in the crowd and brutally
maltreated and killed with their own
arms. Signals were given to storm the
Reichstag buflding by the Independ-
ents waving their handkerchiefs, If
the mob had succeeded in getting in
ihe buflding, serious trouble would
have taken place.

Threw Bombs
London, Jan. 14—Eye witnesses es-
timate the casualties in Berlin on
Tuesday at fifty kiiled u‘nd one hun-
dred wounded, according to the Reu-
ter correspondent. The police were
finally compelled to throw bombs
among the rioters, causing @ pamic in
which many were struck by bullets,
and numbers, including many women,

were trampled under foot.

Subdue Red Flag

Berlin, Jan. 14—The German Gov-
ernment has asked the Federal Coun-
cil of Switzerland to make representa-
tions to the British Government with
regard to propaganda in favor of Po-
tand, which is reported In progress
among the German prisoners interned
in England. The Government com-
plains that an endeavor was made to
enlist by force 210 of the prisoners in
the Polish army to prevent the men
from voting in regions where plebis-
cites are to be held to determine
whether they shall be Polish or Ger-
man territories.
