The bill provides that the matters to be
excluded from the control of the Irish
parliament ate the crown, the army and
the navy, imperial affairs, the Irish land
purchase ,and the old age pensions, and
national insurance acts, the Irish constab-
ulary, the post office, savings bank and
public loans, in addition to those exclud-
ed by the home rule bill of 1883, which
left the customs under control of the im-
perial government.

The Irish constabulary is to be auto-
matically transferred to the Irish govern-
ment after six years, and power is given
by the bill to the Irish parliament to de-
mand the transfer of the old age pensions
band insurance act to its control on giving
a year's notice to the imperial govern-
ment.

The Irish parliament is debarred from
altering the home rule bill or the power
to appeal to the privy council.
Religious Bquality.

Provision is ‘made for the protection of
religious equality in Ireland and stipulat-
ing that the Irish parliament cannot mke
laws, directly or indirectly, to estab}m}x
or to endow any religion, or to prghtbxt
the free exercise thereof, or to give a
preference or privilege to any religion, or
to make any religious ceremony a condi-
tion of validity of any marriage.

In selecting dairy cattle it is'glways dif-
ficult to judge accurately with the eye. The
rélll test must be the weigh scales and the
Babcock tester. The cow is a machine to
eonvert food into milk, thus she must have
a large middle and a strong constiution
to insure best results. She must also have
a large ndder, large milk wells, large crook-
ed milk veins and good Bized teats. Her
head should be lean and angular in ap-
| pearance, with the eyes standing out prom-
inently. The neck should be rather long
and lean in appearance, the shoulders
pointed and the back-bome rather prom-
inent. The skin should.be loose and soft
to the touch.

In selecting herd -bulls, either mature
animals which have already demonstrat-
ed their worth as sires or younger animals
from high-testing dams and sires, only
should be used: Remember that the best-
and surest results will ayways follow the
use of a mature sire that has sired heifers
with good records. A good dairy bull
should be kept until he is twelve or fif-
teen years old, in fact ss long as he is a
sure sire. Real good sires are 80 rare that
when we do find one, he should die only
of old age.

All breeders of dairy cattle should secure
yearly tests on each and every cow in the
herd. Bhorter teste do not really mean
very much. It is the cow that stays by
her job that is really valuable—Prof. W.
J. Kennedy. i

MILK FEVER

During the last eight years we have not
had a case of milk fever in our herd. We
have alwaye tried to avoid it, thinking
that prevention is better tham cure.

In the first place our cows have daily
exercise, weather permitting. We always
try to have our cows quite loose in their
bowels. We try and feed plenty of roots
and’ensilage, and if these fail to have the
desired effect we give a pound of salts
about a week or ten days before freshen-
ing and repeat’ with half-pound doses as
often as we think advisable. 'Careful ob¢
servation will divect as to the time the
dose i required. :

" THE CURRANT WORM

Thie “worm” is the larva of a four-
‘winged fly, somewhat larger than a house-
Ty early spring, the flies hover over
the onrrant and gooscberry bushes, and
lay thei¥ eggs upon leaves which are near
the id and near the centre of the
plant,  The eggs hatch in a week or ten
days. The larvae are first whitish, and
then turn to green with black spots. They
feed on the leaves; and as they work in
the centre of the bush, the damage is
not’ noticed until the plant is almost com-
pletely defolisted. They go to the ground
to complete their transformations., There
are from two to four<broods a year.

Remedies.—Hellebore is the best poison
to use after the berries are formed. If

“la spray-pump is handy, apply a liquid

spray, using. one ounce of “hellebore to
three gallons of water. It also gives
satisfaction if applied dry; that is, hy
dusting it over the- foilage, using'a sack
having a fine mesh for a duster. This is
best done when the leaves are moist.

Hellebore acts as a stomach poison, but
aleo has some value as a contact insec-
ticide. When used in the form of a dry
powder, it is generally applied pure; but
is ‘may be diluted with three times its
weight of flour.

If the insects are injurious just before
time' to pick the fruit, pyrethrum is safer
to use than hellebore, because it is not in-
jurious to humans. Use one ounce in
three gallons of water or apply with a dry
spray pump, though & poor one, is a pail
to conbain the lguor, and a small whisk-
broom by which the liquor can be thrown
on- the bushes.

CABBAGE MAGGOT

This maggot is found on the roots of
the cabbage plant. It 3¢ whitish in color.
When full grown, it is about one-third
of an inch long. It comes from an egg
laid by a fly whieh resembles the house-
fly, but is smaller. A

The flies appear in May, and lay their
eggs about the base of the newly-set
plants. The eggs hatch in about one
week. The maggots first eat the young
roots. After these are destroyed, they
attack the larger roots and even enter
the stem.

When full growr, the maggot enters
the ground mear its feeding-place. In
about: two weeks it emerges from an
oval brown puparium as an adult fly, and
makes its way to the surface of the
ground. The second brood of flies appears
in June, and lays eggs for another bro>d
of maggots. There may be three or four
broeds in a season. Part of the last
brood hibernate in the soil, or in the cab-*
bage stalks. .

Remedies.—Cauliflower and cabbage can
be protected by the following: Steep two
ounces of white heelebore in one quart
of water for about ar hour, then dilute
with- water to make ‘one gallon of the
decoction. Larger quantities can be made
by increasing the proportions. Apply

TRadishes grown in the open are appar-
 ently benefited by several applications of
hellebore decoction (4 oz. of white helle-
bere steped in 2 gallons of water), applied
with a watering pot, first when plants are
one and one-half inches high, and three
or four later applications at five days’
intervals; or by the use of tobacco dust
with equal frequency in the same way.
We have obtained good results in our
own garden by the use of tobacco decoc-
tion (about 11-2 pounds of stems steeped
in four gallong of water), applied fre-
quently with a watering-pot.

Of course, these applications should'ail
be made when the maggots are young, be-
fore they get into the root.

GENERAL

CUTWORMS

Cutworms are plump, seft-bodies, cylind-
rical caterpillars or “worms,” grayish or
whitish, and variously marked with spots
and stripes. They feed at night and
hide by day, usually near the food-plant.
Not only do they eat buds and foilage,
but they often waste more than they eat
by cutting off the stems of young plants.

The egg is laid on vegetation, or on
the ground; by a moth of a dull grayish
or brownish color and of medium gizge.
The moths appear in early summer, and
fly at night: The young worms which
come from the eggs are too small to do
noticeable damage during the fall months.
They are about half-grown when winter
comes. ‘Hn the spring they begin their
most imjurious wqrk on young: plants.
When fall-grown, they enter the earth to
pupate, and later emerge as moths. These
apparently do no damage, except. to lay
the eggs which produce the cutworms.

‘Remedies.—Sweetened bran-mash, gener-
ously poisoned with Paris green; and a
tablespoonful distributed about a foot
from each plant at sunset. Collars of tin
or paper, placed around young plans. Late
fall plowing of eod to be planted in corn
the next year. On late cabbages spray
with Paris green, 2Ibs. to 40 gals. water.
Catching the moths at night with lantern
traps, as used for May beetles or “June
bugs.”’ (Do this before the eggs are laid).
Trap the worms by placing pieces of shin-
gle or board in the garden, for them to
hide under. Thorough cultivation is a
help.

THE POTATO BEETLE

This beetle is of robust form, three-
eights of an inch long, and in color yel-
low, with longitudinal black stripes. The
adults hibernate in the soil. They come
out in the spring, and lay their eggs on
the under surface of the leaves of young
potato plants. These éggs hatch in about
one week, produting red brugs, or larvae.
These feed on the leaves. When full
grown, the larva epters.the soil and un-
dergoes transformeafioms, firet to a pupa
and then to a beetle. There are three or

Paris green, on the
other hand, is still preferred by many
potato-growers, because the arsenate of
Jead ‘does not seem to be effective against
potato-bugs. Several potato-growers of
our. nce cleim that nothing can
beat ate of lead. Many potato-
growérs also claim that one or even two
pounds of Paris green per acre is mnot
sufficient to kill potato-bugs. If pure
Parig _green is umsed eight ounces to 40
gallons, {one barrel), of water should he
sufficient.

Arsenate of lead, being a slower-acting
poison, i mnot recomrmended when the
grubs are very large, and when every
hour of activity on their part means the
loss of many potato-leaves.

If the planms are
thoroughly eovered at this time, probably
only oéne other spraying will be neces-
sary; namely, at the time when much
new growth is started, and a new gen-
eration of beetles -are at work laying
eggs.

Do mnot, therefore, under any -circum-
ptances, use foreign-grown potatoes for
seed. The sorts which are coming to this|
country at the present time are late sorts
and are not adapted to planting in the
south, where early potatoes are the main
crop, neither are they adapted to planting
at the north, for they will not produce
a satisfactory yield.

They are not adapted to our soils or to
our climate, and will not yield profitable
crops; but the danger of introducing dis-
eases not now present is sufficient reason
for refusing to plant them.

OVERHAUL THE EAVESTROUGHS

Bavestroughs, on house or barn, can be
put in proper vepair at this season. About
every building used for man or beast is
better off for having foundations kept as
dry as possible. What a nuisance, passing
in or out of a door, to get a steady drip,
drip from a roof, or the rain dripping
from roof on to everything under it. Cel-
lars are too often made damp because
water is not properly carried off from the
roof. The pointing up of cellar stonework
by being wet, more readily becomes loos-
ened, is less secure and again may, by its
dampness, give off offensive odors.

Barng should by all means be properly
eavestroughed. There is no domesticated
animal that thrives in wet or damp quar-
ters. If manure is thrown out of the barm

and has no covering, never permit rain
