Cartwright Indiscreetly Makes an Avowal

That Shows the Anti-Canadian and Anti*
Itrltl.li Party In Its True Light—As to Sir

When, nearly five years ago, Sir John 
Macdonald went over to his fathers, the 
very Grits who had spent their days in 
vilifying him were constrained to ac­
knowledge that lie, more than any other 
man, had done hjs best to cement the 
provinces of Canada Into a great nation. 
It was Sir John’s intention that Sir 
Chari—-Innper should be his successor. 
In 1891 it was~h,ipim..ible for the great 
Nova Scotian to accept the premiership. 
He waa doing noble work for Canada in 
the office of High Commissioner to Eng­
land.

The I.ln.el Successor.
Now Canada has for a First Minister 

the man whom Sir John Intended for 
the post. He Is the lineal successor of 
the greatest statesman that any British 
colony has ever seen. The Hlglit Hon. 
Joseph Chamberlain, Secretary of State 
for the Colonies, was among the first, to 
congratulate Sir Charles on his accession 
to the premiership. None knew lietter 
than Mr. Chamberlain that Sir Charles 
on account of His Intimate acquaintance 
with fiscal and Imperial questions, was 
the most eligible man for the post.

Whet Sir Charles Abandoned.
Slurs, unmerited and ungenerous have 

been cast at Sir Charles. Ho has been 
accused by the Grits of selfishness. In 
what respect has he been self-seeking? 
The salary and allowance for expenses of 
the High Commissioner amount to four­
teen thousand dollars a year. The salary 
of the Premier of Canada is eight thou­
sand dollars a year.

The truth is that Sir Charles aban­
doned six thousand dollars a year In or­
der that he might lead the Conservative 
party to victory against the Liberals, 
Beaded by Mr. Laurier, the friend of 
Honore Mercier, Count of the Holy 
Roman Empire, and the most corrupt 
politician that this country has ever 
seen. It would be well for Canada If she 
had more “selfish” politicians like Sir 
Charles Tupper.

OurTr.de With Ureat Britain.
In 1879, the Grits said: “If you check 

Imports from Britain In the Interest of 
Canadian industry, you will cheek our 
exports to Britain; buying less you must 
sell lees." Thk formula, like a good 
many others, has been knocked on the 
head by the actual results. In 1873 our 
exports to Britain were $811,000,000. In 
1878-0, after five years of Grit mixing and 
muddling, they had dropped to $36,000,- 
000. In 1895 they had risen to $62,000,- 
000, an Increase of 70 per cent. The Na­
tional Policy did It.

Why Mr. Blake Left Them.
For months before the elections of 1891 

the Liberals talked of the “Slxty-mllllon 
market,” that Is, the market of the 
United States. They were prepared, 
when they got the power that they 
sought and that the people withheld 
from them, to discriminate against Eng­
land and In favor of the United States. 
Their ex-leader, Hon. Edward Blake, 
said so In his address to tho electors of 
West Durham. It will be remembered 
that Mr. Blake refused to run because 
ho considered tho Cnrtwrlght-Laurler 
combination to be composed of men who 
had not the interests of Canada at heart. 
If he had had confidence in the present 
Liberal leaders Hon. Edward Blake 
would have remained In parliament. 
Said he: “Reciprocity without an agreed 
assimilation of duties is an unsubstan­
tial dream."

And these men, Cartwright & Co., 
talk about being loyal ! They could not 
have secured reciprocity, for James G. 
Blaine’s Idea was to starve Canada into 
annexation. He would Imve had the In­
valuable aid of Laurier, Charlton, Cart­
wright ic Partners, if tho Liberals had 
been victorious.

Since 1891 soma of the Grits have de­
nied that they want reciprocity. Some of 
the more sensible members of the party 
—but they are not “good Grits”—may 
not want It. Their leaders, mad with 
love for the States, do want It.

At Sarnia, March 8, 1898, Sir Richard 
Cartwright said; “We must find you bet­
ter markets, and wo don’t propose to look 
for them by preference at the Antipodes. 
We do propose free trade with nil the 
world as our ultimate goal, but wc will 
be very glad to secure for you free trade 
with

The Rest of This Continent, 
as an exceedingly comfortable Instalment 
on the way.”

Not a word as to England, or as to 
furthering Imperial trade. Not a word 
as to the Increase of our exports to Great 
Britain of grain, of timber, and of 
meats. All, all is for the United States. 
All Is “looking to Washington,” to use 
the favorite expression of Mr. Edward 
Farrar, the paid writer of Grit literature.

The Yankees nnd the Grils.
What do the Americans think of their 

friends Laurier and Cartwright? Every­
body has heard of the New York Bun, 
tho most rabidly Anti-British daily news­
paper In tho world. The other day the 
Bun contained an eulogy of tho Liberals, 
and a denunciation of tho Conservatives. 
This Is what it said:—

‘"The Tory party Is the party of Brit­
ish connection and tho ‘Old Flag.’ Its 
sentiments are always vociferously pro 
claimed. Hatred of Yankees Is Its boast 
and its watchword. The Liberal party Is 
In Its fundamental tendency continental.

And Inclined to American Connection.
But the Liberals, or rather the Liberal 

politicians, are afraid to show their feel­
ings, and perhaps disguise them from 
themselves. They even allow themselves 
to be morally coerced into uniting their 
quavering voices to the roaring demon­
strations of Tory loyalty. This is their 
weakness, nnd it will probably in the 
coming struggle tell against them once 
more. The struggle, however, will be at 
bottom one between the

Annexation and the Anti-Annexation 
Idea. If the Liberals win the Government 
of Canada will be friendly to the United 
States. If Sir Charles Tupper and the 
Tories win It will be hostile to us.

Canadians, beware of the friends of 
the annexation New York Sun ! Thwart 
the designs of the men "who are Inclined 
to American connection.” Show them at 
the polls that this Is r. British Country 
and that tho party that looks to Britain 
and not to Washington Is the Canadian 
party.

THERE 18 NOTHING LIKE TCBT.

A COMPARISON.

Ok THE PROGRESS OK CANADA Vi’lTH

T hat okthk United States.
Tile following com pat ison of the pm 

glees ol Canada with ihat of the United 
State?, made some mouths ago by Mi. 
George Hague, genetal manager of the 
Merchant’s Bank of Canada, will strike a 
great many Canadians as retuai kuble. 
The general impiessiou in the Dominion 
is that the United States has fir out­
stripped Cauada in eveiythtng that goes 
to make a country gteal and prosperous. 
And, we ate ashamed to say, there have 
been not a few Caoadians, whose object 
in life appears to have bien to convince 
everyone with whom they come in con- 
t'ct of the immense superiority of tbe 
United States when compated with 
Canada. Mr. Hague said :

“ I make bold to say, and I will challenge 
proof to the contrary, that Canadians have 
made fully as much, If not more, of the avail­
able resources of their territories, so far aa the 
people of tbe United States * ‘ The whole 
settlement of whet is now Canada and the only 
possible avenue of settlement up to the time of 
the conquest was by the St. Lawrence river and 
waters bordering upon it * * Up to the time 
ot the American lievclulica about 200,000 peo­
ple had come and settled on the edge el . the 
waters, Montreal being then almost the farth­
est point of civilization. The United States 
(comprising all New England, ew York, 
Pennsylvania, Maryland, Virginia, Delaware, 
North Carolina, South Carolina and Georgia) 
more successful, more productive, and up to 
that time fat exceeding in natural resources, 
had come to have a population of 3,000,000 * * 
One hundred and twenty years have elapsed, 
and what has been the late of each of these 
companies of people f The three-millions ol 
the United States people have become 60,000, 
000, the increase being twenty-fold. Wc 
have increased more tapidiy in population ; 
instead of beiug slow and unpregtessive we 
have increased at a greater rate than our neigh­
bors,"

There are few men in Cauada more 
competent or in a better position to make 
this comparison than Mr. Hague. He 
is an unusully able man. He ia well 
acquainted with the affairs ooth of 
Canada and the United Stale» and ho 
has long been a high official of a largi 
banking institution and has consequently 
had opportunities of observation enjoyed 
by hut few of hie Canadian contentpota 
ries.

HERE'S SOME SOUND SENSE.

(Hamilton Herald.)
If the new tariff which the American 

protectionists are hoping. fot should 
squeeze Canada as the McKinley bill was 
designed to do and did, the best Canadian 
policy will be to retaliate by a discrimina­
ting duty on American manufactured 
goods and an export duty on Canadian 
raw products which American manu­
facturers need and must have, such as 
timber and wood pulp.

ON BOTH SIDES OF THE FENCE.

(Montreal Gazette.)
Sir Oliver Mowat began hie series ol 

speeches for Mr. Laurier by denouncing 
the National Policy as a failure, and say­
ing it should be abolished. The same 
night, and almost at the tame hour, Mr. 
Prefontaiue, another Laurier campaigner, 
declared himself, in Mr. Laurier'e 
presence, to be in favor of protection. 
Sir Oliver was speaking to an audience 
of farmers ; Mr. Prefontaiue was address­
ing a city gathering with many working­
men in it Who is to be fooled if the 
Liberals, by their double policy, carry 
this election ?

A BOON TO THE LABOR ELEMENT.

We understand that at the meeting of 
the Dominion Cabinet in Montreal on 
Friday last, an Otder-in-Council was 
passed extending the eight hour system 
to the employees of tbe Quebec Cartridge 
Factory and the Intercolonial Railway, 
without auy reduction iu pay. This 
action on the part of the Government 
has been brought about through the 
efforts of organized labor as presented to 
the Ministers by tbe Quebec Executive 
of tbe Dominion Trades and Labor 
Congtess, Messrs. P. J. Jobin, President ; 
H. Lafurce Langevin, Secretary, and 
Mr. John Scott, President of the Quebec 
Trades and Labor Council. This action 
of the Government will, no doubt, be 
appreciated by the employees on these 
works and also by organized labor 
generally throughout the Dominion.

FAST MAIL SERVICE.

London, June !).—The Marquis ol

BRITISH TROOPS FOR THE SOU- 

DAN.

The War Office Has Ordered Des­
patch of 6,700 at The End of
August.

London, June 6.—The War Office 
has oidervd the heads of staff to prépaie 
for the despatch of 6,700 tloops at the 
end of August. Part of these will go to 
Egypt, while the remainder will be used 
to r-place the drafts front Gibraltar 
and Malta, from which places the troops 
now there will be sent on the Soudan 
expedition. The orders indicate that 
8,000 British troops will take part in 
September. The Indian contingent will 
then number nearly 4,000, mnkiug the 
combined strength of the AngloiEgyptian 
forces about 21,000 men. This confirme 
the suspicion that the Government Las 
deceived the country regarding tbe scope 
of the operations contemplated in the 
Soudan. An advance on Dongolu would 
not require such an army. The objective 
pointa are now believed to beOmiiurman 
and Kaseala and tbe wiping of the 
Mabdiste. If the plans are successful, 
the Indian troops will more from Suakin 
in July and occupy Erkowit, thitty 
miles southwest of that place on the 
road to Kaseala. Here they will go into 
cantonment, which will he made the 
base of an aclvan ce on Kaseala and Berber. 
Erkowit lies on high ground and is free 
from tbe heals of the Red Sea litterol. 
There is plenty of water. The report 
that France and Russia had protested 
against tho influx of Indian troops into 
the Soudan is unknown at the Foreign 
Office, though the St. Petersburg News, 
which is now the organ of the Russian 
Foreign Office, says that Russia has a 
good right to oppose it as the measures 
comprise the establishment of direct mil­
itary communication between India and 
the Mediterranean, increasing tbe power 
of Great Britain to interfere in Turkey.

Father Richard of Rogetsiille 
Interviewed.

Father Richard gave the following an­
swer to a canvasser the other day :—

“ I am a Roman Catholic Priest, and as 
such I am in dnty bound to pteach and 
show respect and obedience for law and 
the constitution. I am a citizen of the 
Dominion and a British Subject ; as such I 
must give an example of loyalty for the 
laws of my country and show due regard 
for the wishes of Her Majesty the Queen, 
uphold Her royal engagements and the 
decrees of the highest tribunal of Her 
Empire.

“Therefore, my dnty in the present 
crisis, seems clear and evident ; I will 
support the present Federal Government 
as representing these principles. I can­
not see how any loyal subject of Her 
Majesty ; any lover of his country and 
fellowman can act otherwise. 1 To be or 
not to be, that is the question.’ All other 
minor questions agitated in the Country 
which tend to lead the electors aside from 
the great issues in the pending election, 
appear to me inopportune and injurious to 
the best interests of the community. A 
noble example of fidelity to duty and loyal­
ty to a sacred trust are gix en by the Roman 
Catholic Episcopate of the Dominion of 
Canada. For the sake of principle ami 
respet t for law and the constitution, the 
Bishops direct their subjects to follow 
* Tupper,’ a Protestant, rather than 
‘ Laurier,’ a Catholic, not because one is 
Conservative and the other Liberal ; but 
because the former upholds the rights of 
minorities, guaranteed by the constitution, 
whilst the latter is on record as opposing 
that policy. This is well worthy of notice 
and of imitation.”

At the suit of a dead girl’s mother a Long 

Island doctor was last week fined $5000 for de­
faming the memory of the deceased. The 
doctor plead not guilty to the charge, the 
truth of which, however was proved to the 
satisfaction of the jury. An autopsy had 
demonstrated the girl’s innocence, but that, 
the judge said, was a matter of secondary im­
portance to the jury. Had she been guilty, 
the doctor had committed a crime by his 
violation of a professional secret and should be 
punished. Actions of this sort are rare, but 
when they do occur they are not without their 
uses if they serve to check a too flippint habit 
of remark, or a too positive habit of statement 
about matters that require the most delicate 
and considerate investigation. I doubt if the

Cases could be pointed out in almost every 
community where the use of the assassin's 
knife or pistol would hi ve been more merci 
fui.

Hon. R. P. Porter says that the 
whole Japanese trade ten years ago amounted 
to $78,000,000; last year it amounted to 
$300,000,000; ten years ago $511,000 was the 
amount of their export of textiles ; last year it 
waa $23,000,000. Ten years ago they made 
$60,000 worth of matches ; last year they ex­
ported $5,000,000 worth to India. Ten jears 
ago they exported $850 woith of matting and 
rugs ; last year their exports of these twe 
items amounted to $7,000,000. They sold in 
the United Stales last year goods worth 
$54,000,000 and purchased in that country cnly 
$7,000,000 woçfcli. A syndicate with a caoital 
of $5,000,000 is building a line of steamship» 
to run between Yokohama and Phil» lelphia. 
The woild has never before been the witness 
of such progress, and no one can question the 
possibility that one or two generations hence 
Japanese commerce, civilization and literature 
may overshadow that of the Anglo-Saxon, un­
less Anglo-Saxons the woild over unite for 
offence and defence, make war between Eng­
lish speaking peoples impossible, and render 
the maintenance of large armies and navies 
unnecessary.

The retiring Moderator called for the 
election of a Moderator and on motion of 
the Rev. Dr. Torrance the Rev. Prof. 
Gordon of Halifax was unanimously 
elected. Mr. Johnson of Fredericton sug­
gested the name of the Rev. A. J. Mowat, 
Erskine Church, Montreal, but he declined 
nomination. The Moderator-elect having 
assumed the chair briefly acknowledged 
the honor.

The Rev. Donald Miner Gordon, D. 
D., the distinguished divine elected 
Moderator of the General Assembly of 
the Presbyterian Church of Canada, is a 
native of Pictou, Nova Scotia, and is in 
the prime of manhood. Of impressixe 
appearance Dr. Gordon is repiarkable for 
the strength, solidity, clearness and de« 
lilreration of his utterances. Dr. ( iordon 
is the son of a Pictou merchant. He 
received his preliminary education at the 
Pictou academy and receix'ed his arts ami 
theological course at Glasgow University, 
where he graduated B. D. Returning to 
Canada he waa ordained and receix'ed his 
first pastoral charge at Truro, Nova Sco­
tia, in 1866. He shortly afterwards 
"CUllGti to SC Andrew’s Church, Ottaxva, in 
which charge he remained until 1882, 
when, on account of ill-health, he was 
compelled to resign the pastorate. Sub­
sequently he accepted a call to the well 
known Knox Church, Winnipeg, iu which 
pastorate he remained for five or six 
years, when his health again succumbed 
to the heavy strain of the work in a new 
country. On his recovery he became 
pastor of St. Andrew’s Church* Halifax, 
where the labor was much lighter and 
the return to his native air proved bene­
ficial. In 1894 lie resigned the pastorate 
of St. Andrew’s, Halifax, on his appoint­
ment as professor of divinity at the Pres­
byterian College, Halifax. Last year he 
receix'ed the degree of D. D. from his Al­
ma Mater. Dr. Gordon was a fellow stu­
dent and very intimate friend of the late 
Rev. D. J. Macdonnell, of Toronto, and 
no one mourned the early taking off of 
that widely esteemed pastor than he. 
Dr. Gordon for some years sat under the 
ministrations of the famous Rev. Dr. 
Norman McLeod, who had not a little in­
fluence in moulding the tastes of the fu­
ture Canadian Presbyterian Moderator. 
Mrs. Gordon is the daughter of a High­
land minister, the Rev. Mr. McLellan, 
who settled in Prince Edward Island. 
Their eldest son is following in his emi­
nent father’s footsteps, he being now 
completing his studies for the ministry in 
Scotland.

It is not saying too much on behalf of the 
Walter L. Main circus when it is stated that 
it is the best that has ever visited the maritime 
provinces. The leading features far exceed* 
Biruum & Bailey’s show, as seen in the pro­
vinces some years ago. In bare back rich eg, 
trapeze work, performing animais, clowns 
tumbling and hue horses Waite- L. Main's show 
far excelsanything the public had been led to 
anticipate.

Address and Reply.

Dr. M. K. Church, chairman of the 
Election Committee in the riding, read 
Sir Charles Tupper an address of welcome, 
which closed with these words “ We 
rely upon you as the exponent of the Con­
servative I hivernaient that recognizes 
neither race nor creed ; you will do equal 
justice to all classes of our people, in order 
that wc may become united and harmoni­
ous—«-hose policy shall be, as an integral 
portion of the British Empire, to advance 
the civilization of the world in order that 
the nations may dwell together in peace 
and amity.”

In reply, the Premier stated that the 
eulogy of Sir John McDonald in the 
address just read was well timed. The 
deceased Premier was pre-eminently 
believer in equal justice. (Loud cheers. ) 
Sir John had troubles of race and creed, 
but under liis tolerant guidance Canada 
had been made prosperous by a union of 
the interests of Catholics and Protestants. 
The key-note of Sir Charles’ policy was 
like that of Sir John’s, to see all parties 
and all classes united without racial or 
religious distinctions.

The Premier then contrasted the Lib­
eral and Conservative policies, and an 
enthusiastic cheer greeted his declaration 
that the Liberal-Conservative party stood 
pledged for the future, as in the past, to 
the National Policy.

Reviewing the prospects of the parties 
at the polls, Sir Charles declared that the 
battle was already won. He told his 
hearers that the Maritime Provinces were 
sure to send an increased Conservative 
representation to Ottawa, and that Quebec 
would respond nobly. Messrs. Desjardins, 
Tailon and Angers had shown their faith 
in the situation in Quebec by leaving the 
high offices they had held and contested 
constituencies where a hot fight must be 
made.

With reference to Ontario Sir Charles 
said “ I much mistake the intelligence 
of this prox-ince if it can be deceived into 
supporting the flimsy arguments which the 
Liberal leaders have put before the people 
in requesting their support at the polls.

The Premier then dealt with the Mani. 
toba school question. The first reference 
to this subject was received with applause. 
The Premier gave a succinct and clever 
exposition of the whole case and finally 
made an appeal to his hearers as Orange­
men. He alwaya understood, he said 
that one of the cardinal principles of 
Orangeisin was to maintain the constitu 
tion and the Crown. In the Manitoba 
school case, as he had just presented it to 
them, his hearers could see that the Queen, 
through her law lords of the Privy Council, 
had advised the lighting of the wrong 
(hut had been done to the Manitoba minor­
ity. He was not afraid to say that it was 
not incompatible with British principles 
of fair play for the Orangemen of Ontario 
to uphold the Government in the stand it 
had taken in the school case. The 
1 render s remarks in this connection were 
received with an enthusiasm which was 
altogether surprising when it is considered 
that there was such a large proportion of 
the audience belonging to the Orange body, 
whose opposition to the Government on 
the school question had been made so 
much of.

If anything Hie cheering waa louder and 
more pronounced «hell the Premier drew 
a comparison between the Protestants of 
Quebec and the Roman Catholics of Mani 
toba, and then asked those present if, 
were the rights of the Quebec Protestants 
invaded by the Roman Catholics, would 
not his hearers, and, indeed, every Protes­
tant in Canada, lay and clerical, unite in 
the most vigorous protest imaginable 
against such interference.

WASHIHSTOH LETTER.

(From our Regular Correspondent.) 
Washington, June 9, 1896. 

The quid urnes and political speculators are 
engaged in the task of “ supposing." They 
ssy, for instance, suppose Henry M. Teller 
should be the nominee of the Chicago Conven­
tion. Just suppose ! Such a possibility hss 
been more than once suggested of late. Of 
course every one knows that Mr. Teller has 
always been a atraightout, stalwar tRepublican, 
but the mere fact of a man’s being a Republi­
can does not necessarily disqualify him for 
nomination by a Democratic Convention. The 
Democrats put up Horace Greeley in 1872. 
There are, in point of fact, ten reasons for 
Teller’» nomination as against one for Greeley's. 
For example, Mr. Teller has announced that if 
the St. Louis Convention inserts a gold 
strndi.nl plank in tlie platform he will with­
draw from the party absolutely. He will be 
the most conspicuous ami peiliaps the most 
populai of all the champions of free silver coin­
age. He will be one with Democrats in what 
they apparently now regard as the paramount 
issue of the day. Can any*one say that such 
an arrangement would be grotesque ? Of 
course contingencies may arise of a nature to 
forbid tlie possibility of tliis supposition. 1*. 
is by no means eeltain that tlie St. Louis Con­
vention will do anything to drive Mr. Teller 
into exile. It is quite upon tlie cards til it the 
St. Louis Convention will so handle the luofley 
question as to save Mr. Teller his great petson- 
al sacrifice. But suppose ! Suppose the East 
should be strong enjjgli to dictate an un­
equivocal gold standard plank, and suppose 
the Chicago Convention should find Mr. Teller 
an exile from bis party, au «droit champion of 
free silver, tlie very man to lead, tlie light for 
tlie double standard—what then ! Suppose.

$46,000,000. But it is one of the finest 
systemi in the world. By means of 
canals great «can grey hounds can go 
to Montreal and vessels drawing four­
teen feet of water can now reach the 
furthest end of Lake Superior. What 
public spirited citizen of Canada would, 
if such a thing were possible, do away 
with this magnificent canal system in 
order to get back the money expended 
in the construction 1 Canada’s debt is 
$50 per head while that of the other 
colonies is as follows : Cape of Good 
Hope, $77 per head ; New South Wales, 
$214 ; S .utb Australia, $321 ; Wesiern 
Australia, $150 ; New Zealand, 298 ; 
Queensland, $323 ; Natal, $45 ; New­
foundland, $65. The debt of Great 
Britain, which piactically rules the tende 
and commerce of Ihe world, and of which 
we aie all so proud to belong, is $84 per 
head.—Chignecto Post.

CUBA.

Key West, Fla., June 8.—It has been 
learned here on good authority that 
Maceo has an army of 20,000 men and 
that they are strongly fortified in the 
mountains of Pinar Del Bio, ths 
Spaniards having utterly failed to drive 
them from their strongholds. Maceo 
has eight cannon, two of which were 
captured from the Trnchia on his lecent 
attack, when it was reported that he was 
repulsed. The report that Maceo has’ 
four companies of women soldiers has 
been confirmed. The Cuban women 
have such a dread of Spanish brutality 
that many of them prefer fighting on the 
battlefield beside their hu-bands and 
brothers than to be thrown into the forte at 
the Spaniatde’ mercy. In Maceo’s re­
cent attack oa the Trochia these Amazons 
took part and fought fiercely, using 
machetes on the Spaniards. The attack 
was made north of San Marcos and 
General Bermudez crossed into Havana 
Province with 1,500 men.
