The Amgrican aheep farmer who
wishea to wmake the most of the
material in his hands must bglieve
most devoutly in improvement by
feeding, and then, with pure.bred
males, crossed wpon selected common
owesa, he will be able to grade upa
flock that will nat only do bhim honor,
but will pay bim a sure profit. Bat
be muat not forget the income fram
mutton as well as wool.— National
Live Stock Journal. .

Bunlight in Stables.

We tried an experiment, some years
sinoe, to test the effect of abgence of
light upon a calf. We had two deep-
red calves of the same age (60 days,)
one weighing 180 lbs. and the other
182 lbs. The latter we placed in a
dark room, with a trough or partition.
The other was confined in the same
amount of space, but in fall light, and
both were fed exactly alike for the
pext three months. The object was
to test the effect of light upon such a
wing animal. At the end of the
F:o. the one in the light weighed 430
bs. and the one in the dark weighed
860 Ib;...l:’ngiiu'ool&r h;d faded to a
very rty red. Its eyes were
s0 mnch affected, when admitted to
the light, that it kept them olosed
most of the time, for the first week or
two. The two calves were kept to-
gether, but the one in the dark room
never recovered from his months of
darkness. It never recovered ils
bright red color, althongh the color
improved. Any one who noted these
twe calves, during this experiment,
would never after, doubt the impolicy
of a dark stable. Sunlight is indis-
pensable to healthy vegetable and
animal life. Every farmer sees his
cat and dog select a belt of sunlight
to lie and bask in; and if he will catch
his cattle, when turned out, he will
find them seeking at once the sunn
side of the barn yard. And with a
these indications before his eyes, still
the farmer keeps his animals in &
dark stable, muoh to their discom-
fort and his pecuniary loss.
We do not, of course, incluade all
farmers in this statement. for a small
minority fully understood and import.
ance of snnllfht. in stables, and make
ample provision for its introduotion,—

The Oanadian’s at Wimbledon.

The Canadian Riflemen at Wimbledon, so
far, have done remarkably well, and we hope
to hear further good news from them. In
the competition for the Queen’s prize, Lieut.
Fitch of Shubenacadie, Nova Scotia, stood
third in the list of successful competitors, and
this announcement was quickly fallowed by
the cable, that our team bad won the Kola-
pors Cup. We bave not heard what success
Lieut. Perkins of this city who is & member
of this year's team, has met with, but we
have no doubt he sustainetl his previous good
record.

The Kolapore Cup is one of the finest
prizes offered at Wimbledon. It is valued
at £110 sterling, and was presented by the
late Rajah of Kolapore, Indis, for annual
competitien between teams of eight men from
England, India and the Colonies. In addi-
tion to the cup, the sum of £80 is given to
the winners by the National Rifle Associs-
tion of Great Britain, so there is something
substantial accompanying the honor. The
cgg was first presented for competiton in
1871, and the contest was between English
and Oanadian teams only. The former won
by a score of 1855 points to the Canadian’s
1054. The Oanadians were succeesful, how-
ever, in 1872, by eight points ; sgain in 1875,
by 34 points, when Capt. Loggie of this city

Precautions Against Oholera.

A well-known London physician contrib-
utes the following to the St James's Ga-
zette ;— :

1. Be_very careful as to the water you
drink. If you have not the use of a good
filter, then put two, three, or éven four dro|
of Condy’s fluid into each tumblerful of
water that you drink. If you cannot procure
that, then boil your drinking-water, and let
it stand until quite cold before you drink it ;
only first to get rid of the “boiled” taste,
pour out the water after boiling, rapidly
from vessel to vessel, repeating the process
frequently. The admixure with air that
thereby ensues will well-nigh countersct the
nauseous taste,

2. Eat stale bread, not new ; content your-
self with plain wholesome * roast ” or * boil-
ed,” and eschew all sweets and pastry. Eat
sparingly of whatever fruit may B:’in season,
and take great care that you touch' nothing
that is in the least degree tainted or decayed.
Milk or else “ eau sucree "—that is a tumbler
of water with a lump of sugar in it—is as
good a drink as any to take at your dinner;

ut if you must have some stimulant, then
let it be two or three glasses of sound claret,
or else very week brandy and water. Drink
no b:er whatever.

8. You will not do uawisely by making
boiled or baked rice your main vegetable
every day at your dinner. No harm—rather
the other way—can result, if yon take s
little at your breakfast also.

4. Eat only in great moderation of any
stonefruit—plams, , peaches, green-
gages, and the Jike ; and take care tbat what
you do eat of them be wholesome and sound.
Oarefully avoid pears. They are, especially
when either unripe or over-ripe, provocative
of diarthoea.

6. Attend particularly and especially to
the premonitory diarrboes, which is the in-
varisble warning and precursor of an
attack of cholers. Don't let it go on, under
the mistaken idea thas it would get better of
itself ; but at once take one or other of the
