Stead Talks About
Sugar War.

Retaliation in Belgium—Trouble in

London, Feb. 21.—In a special to
the New York Journal, William T.
Stead says:

“Russia does not mean to quarrel
with the United States, not even to
the extent of the tariff war. The sud-

terpretation as to what is and what
is not bounty-fed sugar to involve
them in a dispute which might render
their co-operation in China less easy
and natural than it is today.
“Cassini has now assured Gage that
Russia is prepared to cut off her nose
to spite her face. Such is the extra-
ordinary dementia that sugar
to produce on the minds of financiers.
There is little doubt that Russia will
carry out her threat. Could not
Cage, under these circumstances, dis-
cover in the inexhaustible resources
of the art of interpretation some
means of saving Russia from inflict-

Mr. Carscallen introduced a bill to
provide for the protection of life and
property in the use of stationary boil-
ers and engines, and the examination
and licensing of persons in charge of
them.

TERMS OF THE LAND GRANT.

The first clause of the bill provided
that the lieutenant-governor might set
apart certain lands held by the crown
in the unorganized districts for the
purpose of making grants to those en-
gaged in the South African war who
were enrolled in our own province.
Those lands would be both in the free
srant districts and in those districts
where a charze is now made for those
who take up land. Evidence will be re-
quired that the applicant for such a
grant was enrolled in Ontario for act-
ive service in South Africa during the
years 1899 and 1900. In case of the
death of such volunteer, his next of kin
should stand in his place, so far as the
grant of land was concerned. The cther
persons who were eligible for the grant
were those who were actually engaged
in defensive service on the frontier of
this province during 1868.

The lands so located under this act
will be exempt ¥rom all settlement du-
ties and provincial and municipal taxa-
tion (except for school purposss), for
ten years from the date of such

. location, provided always that if-such
land be transferred by the original lo-
catee to any other person within the
ten years, then anv act now in force,
or any regulations made thereunder, in
respect of settlement duties, etc., shall

i apply’  thereto, as if this act had not
been passed.

AS TO SETTLEMENT DUTIES.

One objectinn that might be taken,
Mr. Davis remarked, would be that a
large block of land might be taken
up and. held in perpetnity without
pqrformmg any settlement duties,
thho.ut being liable at any time io
taxation. That, he thought, had heen
the h§story of our province in the
bast, in one case at least, avhere it
was not administered in the public in-
terest. The house might feel that ev-
ery la:tituile should be given in every
direction. It would be a matter for the
house to decide whether they should
go the whole length or not. The gov-
ernment’s propesal was that for ten
vears those to whom the IJland was

OF SMALLPOX.

Interesting Statement Made by Hon. Mr.
Stratton in the Ontario House.

Toronte, Feb. 21.—In the Ontario Leg-

islature yesterday, Dr. Mc¢Kay (South
Oxford), in the absecnce of Mr. Smith,
asked for a return giving full detaiis as
to the outbreak of smallpox since Janu-
ary, 1900, the sources of ou.breaks, the
action taken by the government, the ex-

tent to which vaccination had been em-
pioyed and the location of isolation hos-
pitals.

Hon. Mr, Stratton said he had the in-
formation, and would give it at once,
| which he proceeded to cao. He gave the
{ number of cases which had occurred dur-
ing 1900 in Essex, Middlesex, York, Sim-
coe, Lanark and Renfrew counties
Thunder Bay and Algoma districts and
Sudbury, and the causes cf infection ia
each. In all there had been 118 cascs in
45 | districts. In the recent
Junction, Port Arthur and Sudbury out-
breaks there had been 44 cases, and on
each occasion the disease had not been
firgt diagnosed as smallpov, and many
people had thus been subjected to in-
fection. 'The department had
isolation and vaccipation in the infected
districtg, and as a consequence there had
been a general vaccination of the school
population. In many of the mining, lum-
ber and railway camps thousands of men
had been vacecinated. The department
had taken energetic méasures at every
point where outbreaks had occurred, and
at present had two physicians at Sud-
bury. There were permanent isolation
hospitals at Toronto, Ottawa, London,
Collingwood, Port Arthur and Fort Wil-
liam, and temporary structures at Sud-
bury, Arnprior and other po nts. The
information of the department at the
present time was to the effect that the
present outbreak was under control.

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A New Coinage.

ANl coins issued from the mint after
® certain date will bear the head of
the new King. As to the question of
reform in coinage in Great Britain, the
London Daily Mail states as follows:

*“It will be well to consider whether
the new reign might not be made to
coincide with a reform in our system
of reckoning money. In almost every
country of the world, certainly in every

rogressive country outside the British

mpire, the decimal system has long
since replaced the clumsy and elaborate
duodecimal of other days. Some even
among our colonies have anticipated
the mother country in the path of
monetary re{srm. Canada, for instance,
has the decimal system, and has had
within the memory of man. England,
however, with that curious conserva-
tism for which she is so famous, and
which led her to set her face against
electric traction, automobiles, and the
cheap telephone, till her competitors
had galned an immense lead, still lags
behind.”

The decimal system of coinage has
certainly many advantages. Its adop-
tion would immensely facilitate the
keeping of accounts, and the transac-
ticn of business generally. The Mail
also advocates the introduction of the
metric system of weights and measures.
We in Canada have long ago adopted
the decimal system of coinage, but still
adhere to feet, yards, rods, ounces,
pounds and so on. We seem to experi-
ence little difficulty in our weights and
measurements. It may be that the
metric system, which is a system of
tens, will be adopted in time. That the
introduction of a new system would
cause temporary inconvenience is evi-
dent, but, after all, what great im-
provement has there ever been yet that
has troubled no one?

The
question, therefore, is, Is it worth while
to educate men and women in college,
andif it is, is the money to be =iven?it is
estimated that last year over $60,000,000
was given from private fortunes for
educational institutions in the United
States.

“The hard-headed business men of
the country realize that the best invest-
ment they can make for their accumu-
lated wealth is in institutions where
the dividends are intelligence, and they
will, T believe, keep up with the de-
mands made upon them for financial
assistance.”

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The death of Senator Almon, of Hal-
ifax, calls to my recollection an ex-
citing incident which took place in
the chamber one day last summer.
It was a very warm afternoon, and
the senator had been engaged in an
equally warm discussion with his
neighbor, when suddenly he collapsed
in a faint. His\ face turned deathly
pale, and as his fellow-senators, of the
medical profession, rushed to his aid
and looked on his ashen countenance,
and felt his pulse, they appeared to
fear the worst. Arrangements were

being made to apply restoratives, and

but weq suppose that this writer knows
what he is talking about, and hence
very safely conclude that the late
Bishop of London was a very busy
man.

Indeed, in these days, high position
means great demands on a man’'s time
and strength. According to this
same authority the Bishop’s ac-
tivity was not mere  fussiness;
it was real hard work, and
not useless worry. This habit of per-
sistent toil marked his career from its
beginning to its somewhat premature
close. ‘But though Bishop Creighton
could toil terribly, he was without the
air of a burdened man. He seemed to
have plenty of time. He could smoke,
and talk, and walk, and dine out ap-
parently cheery and light-hearted on
almost all occasions. This is a picture
of a modern bishop in the greatest
city in the world. He began as a
vicar in Embleton, a small place in
Northumberland. From there he went
to Cambridge as professor of ecclesi-
astical history, and stamped, we are
told, his personality on the place. In
1891 he succeeded the famous Magee
as Bishop of Peterborough. At that
time he represented the English Church
ot the Czar's coronation, and later
was anpointed Bishop of London.

No bishop has made himself known
to so many Londoners in such a short
time, known, we mean not merely as
a preacher and as a speaker, but in di-
rect personal ways. The memorial
notice of the Times says: “At heart
he was true, tender and wise. His re-
ligion was of the soul, not of the lips;
his spiritual aims were lofty and
large-minded, albeit sometimes far
withdrawn, and take him for all in
all, the church will not soon or often
look upon his like again.” We are
glad to hear of strong, noble-minded
men in any sphere. A man who does
the highest kind of work gains an in-
fluence beyond his own church, and
provos himself to be a servant of
humanity. In these days many want
to have front rank and an easy time,
but the lesson which comes to us
from the lives of really influential
men is this, that without hard work
mo great thing is done. This bishop
eould not have gained his position, or
bLeen it for it without hard work, and

have the stricken man moved from
the chamber, when he astonished
everyone by suddenly opening his
eves, and with an amused twinkle,
saying to a well-known Liberal col-
league,
was dead; I am not, and do not intend
to allow my seat to go to one of you
Grits for some time yet!”” This exhi-
bition of will power Was characteristic,
for it got the old gentleman through
more than one serious illness without
the aid of stimulants, of which he had
an abhorrence; but death came at last.

BRITISH COLUMBIA'S
MINE DISASTER

The Fire Finally Extinguished—Progress of
the Search for the Bodies—Two
Recovered.

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Trunk Containing a Corpse Shipped to King-
ston—A Young Medical Student Arrest-
ed in Connection With the Cir-
cumstance.

Peterboro, Ont., Feb. zi.—Peterboro
has a sensation in the trunk
corpse line, which may develop facts
of a most thrilling nature. At an
early hour this morning Alexander
Reid, a local expressman, was sum-
moned by Wm. Patterson, of Smith
street, to do an errand which involv-

Smith street. The trunk was taken
