FRENCH PREMIER
WAS UNDER FIRETHE INNOCENT SUFFERED

Quebec Disorders Under Control, Col. Machin 
Reports, But Full Preparations Made For 
Further Trouble Tonight—Merchants Are| 
Warned of Coming Attack By Mysterious 
Message—Arrested Men May Be Tried By 
Martial Law.

Paris, April 2.—Premier Cle- 
menceau, while making his daily 
visit to the front yesterday, ven­
tured so near the first line that 
his automobile was shelled vigor­
ously by the German artillery. All 
the windows were broken, but M. 
Clemenceau was not hurt. The 
premier returned to Paris en­
thusiastic and full of confidence 
in the final issue of the present 
great battle.

Killed and Wounded Appar. 
ently Not Connected With 

the Dispute. BRITISH ST ORM WOOD.
British Army Headq uarters in France, April 2. 

—The British stormed st rongly held German posi 
tions in a wood along the Luce river yesterday 
When the enemy withdre w after sharp fighting he 
left the ground strewn wi th his dead.

Quebec. April 2.—The military 
authorities had sixty-two men 
under arrest this morning in con­
nection with last night's clash be­
tween the rioters here and the 
soldiers. They have been arrested 
on a charge of frequenting an Ille­
gal assembly. This morning Gen. 
Lessard consulted with the civil 
authorities as to their prosecution.

The official casualty list of last| 
night's battle handed out by the 
military authorities this morning,: 
shows that the civilian dead are I 

five: Arthur Laperriere, George 
Hamel, B. Demelie and Edouard 
Tremblay, Murray Bay, and un­
known man.

The number of wounded soldiers 
remains at five. The number of 
civilians wounded was placed this 
morning at four, though more cases 
may be reported during the course 
of the day, as doctors who treated 
them are heard from.

Quebec, April 2.—Fighting between 
the rioting element in Quebec and the 
military forces here continued into the 
night. After midnight the firing died 
down to a very great extent, but men 
on housetops sniped the soldiers for 
hours.

All night Quebec resounded with the 
tread of marching men and the hoarse| 
commands of the officers. . The guard 
placed on the public buildings and in 
the area where fighting took place was 
maintained all night.

Trouble May Be Over.
It was hoped by the military author- 

ties that, now that it has been demon­
strated that no more breaches of the 
law will be tolerated, the disorderly 
factions will remain quiet today.

The holiday season ended last night, 
and it is thought by the military that 
with the men returning to work the 
tendency to get together will be dimin- 
ished. However, no relaxation of the 
stern methods which the military have 
inaugurated to crush the rioting will be 
seen.

Innocent Suffered.
So far the killed and wounded appear 

to be innocent citizens, who were not 
connected with the disturbance in any 
way. The soldiers used every care to 
protect the lives of citizens, but with 
thousands of people in the region where 
the sniping was being carried out, they 
could not fire without a chance of hit- 
ting some innocent person. The snipers 
never presented a good mark. In the 
early part of the evening they fired from 
among the crowd on the streets, and 
after the people had been moved from 
Jacques Cartier Square, Where the orig­
inal disturbance took place last night, 
people gathered in knots in all the 
streets. The warning issued through 
the papers that stern measures were to 
be adopted and that gatherings in the 
streets were illegal did not seem to 
have made a great deal of impression 
on the people.

Soldiers Behaved Well.
The soldiers behaved with quiet cour­

age and calmness. Though most of the 
men have only been with the colors a 
few weeks, their behavior under the 
sniping was exemplary. As they stood 
out in the open streets under the strong 
electric lights they provided an excellent 
target for marksmen, but even when 
men began to become casualties they 
stood stoically on guard or undertook 
the dangerous task of searching for 
shooters with energy.

Much of the heavy fighting took place 
on St. Valier street, near the junction of 
St Joseph street. The home of Dr. Jos. 
Gosselin, assistant city physician, was 
right in the thick of this bombardment, 
and as a machine gun was turned on 
the rioters, the ground story of Dr. Gos­
selin’s home was riddled with bullets. 
Fortunately the members of the family 
had withdrawn to the second story, and 
were thus safe from the rifle and ma­
chine gun bullets.

HAIG'S REPORT.

A large number of German dead were 
found on the ground in this locality by 
us, and two counter-attacks attempted 
by the enemy later In the day were 
broken up with heavy losses by our 
artillery. A German battery in action 
in this area was successfully engaged 
at short range and silenced by our 
machine guns.

A Successful Enterprise,
"A successful local enterprise carried 

out by us In the neighborhood of Hebu­
terne resulted in the capture of 73 
prisoners and three machine guns. 
Many Germans were killed. in this 
operation also, and a hostile counter­
attack during the afternoon was com­
pletely repulsed.

GERMANS LOST TERRIBLY 
IN DRIVE ON ARRAS.

Landed in Greece To Establish 
Foe Naval Base. Winter Training in Texas Be­

ing Switched to Toronto.
Athens, Saturday, March 30. —Lieuts. 

Calamaras and Hodgopoulos, who carne 
to Greece recently on a German sub­
marine as agents of former King Con- 
stantine, were condemned to death DY 
a court-martial, and the sentence was 
carried out today. Their lawyer, M. 
Conoupis, also received the death sen- 
tence. The two officers, after receiving 
instructions at Zurich, . Berlin and 
Vienna, came to Greece in an enemy 
submarine from Pola with a letter from 
former King Constantine and plans to 
arrange a system of espionage and to 
establish a naval base. Conoupis was 
intermediary in the matter. A sister 
of Lieut. Calamaras was sentenced to 
life imprisonment, and a peasant was 
given fifteen years for harboring the 
lieutenants.

A royal court-martial has been direct­
ed to "prosecute Capt. Paparrigopoulos, 
former aide-de-camp to King Constan- 
tine, who is said to have arranged for 
the visit of the lieutenants, and Kolid- 
yas Capchiefst, who also aided in their 
plans.

ness, an attempt to keep up the high 
cost of living, and an effort to drive 
some of the butchers out of business," 
was the description of the effort made !

Mr. Anderson declares that the at­
tempt to induce the city to say what 
shall be sold by the butchers comes from 
retail grocers, who do not wish to see 
prices cut. Several butchers in the 
market house have been selling groceries 
at lower prices than those charged in 
the grocery stores. As a result, he says, 
the grocers got busy and worked on No. 
1 committee.

"It should be pointed out that Ald. 
Drake is a grocer, that Ald. Harley has 
a brother who is a grocer, that Ald. 
Manness is in the cigar business, and 
that cigars are sold to grocers,’’' said 
Mr. Anderson. “Ald. Wilson was in­
duced. to act as the sponsor of the by- 
law, and It was obvious that the others 
did not wish to appear as the fathers 
of it.

"It is a most peculiar thing when the 
chairman of the high cost of living com­
mittee, Ald. Manness, would get to his 
feet and urge that the bylaw be passed. 
He knows that the butchers are giving 
cheaper groceries than the grocery 
stores, yet he endeavors to have the by- 
law forced through. We were fortunate 
in having the passage of this law de­
layed in order that the public could be 
informed, and we mean to acquaint the 
public with the facts. It would be quite 
as reasonable for the butchers to ask 
that no grocery be allowed to sell meat 
of any kind, cooked, dried or canned.

The Germans are now 
in a different position, even If there 
be no Immediate Allied counter offen­
sive. They have thrust between two 
strong Allied positions, and neither of 
their flanks is securely fixed. To 
escape a far less awkward posture they 
retreated from the Somme just a year 
ago. Then their retreat was hastened 
by the fact that the British and French 
were prepared to attack, now the Brit­
ish and the French may not be ready 
to attack at once, although the time 
may not be long delayed.

SEVERE BLOW TO ENEMY
No Danger of Amiens

THREE KILLED.
QUEBEC, April 1.—The riotous faction in Quebec and the military 

forces which have taken over the policing of the city fought a battle to- 
night In St. Roch, the lower town section of the city, as a result of which 
four civilians were killed. Soldiers and four citizens were wounded and 
one hundred men placed under arrest.

The fighting lasted from 8:30 o’clock until midnight, and during this 
time the rioters fired revolvers haphazard at the military from doorways 
and from behind snowbanks. The military, who fired on the disturbers 
with machine guns, were much hampered in locating them by reason of a 
thick fog which covered the city.

LONDON, April 1.—Via Reuter’s

Visit of President Poincare 
Indicates That City 

Is Safe.
Quebec, April 1.—Despite solemn 

warnings from the military that riot­
ing in Quebec would be put down with 
a stern hand, and urgent appeals for 
people not to repeat the disorders of 
the last three days, crowds gathered 
in several parts of the downtown 
section of Quebec tonight, and had to 
be broken up by the Toronto Infantry 
and dragoons.

A number of soldiers were injured 
in the fighting, and a batch of sus­
pected rioters were placed under ar­
rest.

After being absent from sight all 
day, at nightfall the soldiers were 
placed on guard duty at various points 
in the city. The upper town was cut 
off from St. Rochs, where the disor­
derly element reside, by a line of 
troops. Four hundred men of the 2nd 
C. O. R., under Major Mitchell, were 
stationed at Jacques Cartier Square. 
The squadron of Royal Canadian Dra- 
goons, under Lieut. Arnoldi, were also 
held in readiness in the neighborhood.

Armand Lavergne, the Nationalist 
leader, was expected to address a meet­
ing in this square, but respected the 
military edict banning such assemblies. 
A large crowd was on hand, however.

GENERAL LESSARD AT QUEBEC.
OTTAWA, April 1.-—The militia au­

thorities in commenting on the sending 
of General Lessard from Halifax to 
Quebec today stated that he has full 
authority to deal with the situation 
should the developments be serious. It 
is understood that the number of 
troops at present in Quebec is in the 
vicinity of 2,000.

To make mutton juicy and tender 
spread a little fat over it and dredge it 
with flour 10 minutes before putting It 
in the oven.

To strengthen stockings when knit­
ting take a reel of thread and knit with 
the wool for the heels and toes.

Black marble may be cleaned with a 
mixture of equal parts of pearlash and 
soft soap.

GERMAN ATROCITIES REACTING. 

ERHAPS the British custom of treating 
P prisoners of war well has other beneficial 
I results in addition to satisfying the humane 
instincts of the nation. It may even help to win 
the war.

Major J. E. Streight, of Toronto, who has 
spent three years as a prisoner in Germany and 
has recently been exchanged, relates a custom of 
the guards at prison camps which illustrates the 
difference between the morale of the German sol­
diers and that of the British, French or American. 
When these guards arc notified that they are to 
proceed to the western front they go among the 
prisoners declaring they will take the first op­
portunity to become prisoners of the British or 
French, and begging for notes from their captives 
to say they have treated the latter well. They 
treasure these recommendations, believing they

OTTAWA, April 1.—By the terms of 
a railway board judgment handed down : 
today the London and Port Stanley! 
Railway Company is authorized to In­
crease its standard passenger tariff by : 
15 per cent, and its freight rates on 
coal by 15 cents per ton. The increases| 
are granted, the judgment states, "be-* 
cause it is cleat1 the company's rates are' 
insufficient to properly cover the costs 
of operation under the conditions of 
today."i

The application of the London andI 
Port Stanley Railway Company was 
made subsequent to the issuance of the| 
railway board's judgment granting in-- 
creased rates to the steam lines. The' 
company, which is operated for the city| 
of London by a commission, filed data| 
showing earnings for 1916, over and 
above operating expenses and taxes, of 
$123,685. As the company should, in 
the opinion of the railway board, earn 
approximately $130,000 in order to carry 
the amount invested in it, the earnings 
for 1916 are reasonable. In 1917, hoy,- 
ever according to the data furnished, 
the expenses of operation increased to 
such an extent that the net balance to 
cover capital charges and taxes was 
only $97,807, as against $130,332 for the 
previous year.

Loss on Previous Year.
“The net results of the year's opera- 

tions," says the judgment "had the 
company continued to pay the different 
municipalities in which the company 
operates taxes, and assuming that the 
rate of taxation and amount of assess- 
ment was not increased, would have 
been a loss from the previous year’s 
operation of $32,525."

The commission operating the road 
stated-to the railway board that as a 
public utility the road now does not pay 
taxes.

In addition to its application for an 
increased passenger tariff, the London 
and Port Stanley Railway also asked 
for an increase in its freight rates on 
coal, amounting to 50 per cent on the 
rates. The railway board, however, de­
clares in favor of a flat increase of 15 
cents a ton, and states that it Is In­
evitable that a flat rate benefits the 
company with the short mileage, such 
as the London and Port Stanley Rail- 
way, much more than the larger 
systems.

The judgment concludes: “The in­
creases awarded are but temporary: 
they would only apply while the present 
and abnormal costs prevail. I would 
therefore act upon the application with­
out the delays that are incident to 
hearings."

BACKYARD GARDEN HINTS 
(By The Girl With the Hoe.) THE SAFEST MATCHES 

IN THE WORLD
LO.D.E. CHAPTERS MUST 

SUBMIT AUDITED REPORTan Inch and a half under the surface 
of the ground, with a long butcher- 
knife, inserted close to the stock, at 
an angle so as to cut off the stalk 
with a sloping end, and yet not cut 
any young shoots which may not have 
appeared above the ground. The shoots 
should be six inches above the surface 
of the soil before they are cut, and 
everything of this height should be 
cut. It is often found that shoots 
about the size of a darning needle 
come up through the ground. These 
should be cut and thrown away, nothing 
being left above ground during the 
cutting season.

ASPARAGUS, 
(Continued)

As soon as all danger of severe frost 
is past, the young asparagus plants are 
set out. In backyard gardens they are 
usually planted in beds four feet wide, 
having the plants 18 inches apart. The 
rows should run as nearly north and 
south as possible. Farmers usually 
plant asparagus in furrows from six to 
eight inches deep, run out in the shape 
of a V, setting the plants two or three 
feet apart, and filling the furrows 
gradually as the plants grow. If crowns 
are used, they should be planted ten 
inches deep and covered with three or 
four inches of soil, tramped down firmly 
over them.

The shoots which come up in 
early spring are the parts of the 8S- 
paragus plant used as a vegetable. 
These should not be cut until the third 
year after the young plants have been 
established, for it they experience a 
heavy cutting before this they receive 
such a check that they will never bear 
well. However, the cutting may be 
commenced in earnest during the spring 
of the third year. It is advisable to 
cut for only three weeks while the 
plants are yet comparatively young, 
but the cutting season of a mature 
plant extends to July 1. Do not cut 
after that date, for the rest of the 
season is required for storing up of 
food for the following spring. Too pro­
longed cutting will wear out the patch.

It is important to know how to cut 
asparagus. The proper way is to cut 
the young shoots off about an inch or

In the fall it is advisable to cut off 
the tops of the asparagus plants two 
inches from the ground, carrying them 
away from the porch and burning them, 
in this way all the disease spores and 
Insects which might trouble the plants 
next spring are destroyed.

HIGH COST OF DISCHARGING LABOR
Economic Loss Caused to Industry by Unsteadiness in the Labor Market Is

43,571, with a net increase of 6,697 men at the end of the year. 85.874 men 
having left during the same period and gone Into other employment.

PAYMENT OF THE THIRD LIBERTY LOAN.

The New York Times says: "The Liberty Loan committee is planning on In­
novation in respect to the handling of bond purchases made on the partial pay­
ment plan. In the last campaign most of the banks used cards, and every time 
the subscriber made bls weekly payment of one dollar it was punched. Some 
few institutions used small books, containing fifty slips, with stubs, and upon 
payment one of the slips was torn off and the stub stamped ‘paid.’

"While heretofore it has been necessary for the bond subscriber to make the 
weekly payment at the bank or trust company, where he filed his subscriptioni 
under the proposed arrangement the subscriber will be able to turn in his money! 
at any bank in the city. The hook system will be used, and banks receiving 
the payments will forward the slips to the Liberty Loan committees offices, 
where the payments will be checked up. It is proposed that the banks should 
jointly purchase a block of bonds on behalf of the partial payment plan sub- 
scribers, and hold them until the bonds are fully paid for. As the subscriber 
completes his payments a bond will be delivered to him.

The foregoing message was brought 

to London yesterday by a prominent 
official of the Salvation Army. Col. W. 
Stevens, one of six divisional com­
manders in India, who has under his 
jurisdiction the important southern 
division of the Indian Empire. He is on 
his way back to the Orient at present, 
after an extended furlough in England, 
and expects to sail from Vancouver the 
middle of this month.

"So far as disloyalty in India is 
concerned," he continued, “I do not 
think England has anything serious to 
fear. Undoubtedly at the beginning of 
the war there were many German 
businessmen In India who were Ger­
man spies, but these have all been in­
terned. No doubt they did a good deal 
of harm disseminating seditious litera­
ture and inculcating disloyalty in com­
mercial relationships. There is still a 
certain small disloyal faction which 
does a lot of shouting, but its influence 
is entirely out of proportion to the 
noise it makes.
