and Attorney Darrow for the miners on 
the question of the rights of union men 
Mr. Darrow believed a union man had 
the right to refuse a non-union man the 
use of cars in the mines, and also had 
the right to use every power within the 
law in persuading union men from work- 
ing with non-union workers.

It 
showed that some of the men earned 
less than $100 in the year, while others 
made amounts ranging from $100 to 
$900. A statement giving the wages 01 
all classified company men. that is men 
who work by da or week, was also pre- 
sented. These men have demanded a 23 
per cent, reduction in the hours of labor 
with no reduction in pay The aver­
age wages paid these men in 1901 rang 
ed from $154.80 for slate pickers (boys) 
to $934.04 for boiler inspectors. The 
dockage in 1901 amounted to 2 per cent, 
and only 3 1-2 per cent, of the employees 
of the company live in company houses.

TABLINGS
Vancouver, Jan. 21.—At Dawson City 

yesterday Edouard Labelle and Pe­
ter Fournier, both French-Canadians, 
were hanged for the murder of three 
compatriots, bound for the land of mys- 
tery and of gold, on an island in the 
Yukon on June 23 last. The crime was 
brutal, and deliberately planned for rob 
bery. The pursuit of the criminals by 
the law was deter ined, unintermittent, 
skilful. One hundred thousand dollars 
was expended.- by the Government in fol- 
lowing the case and forging link by link 
an unbreakable chain of evidence. When 
every effort to escape the penalty had 
failed, Labelle and Fournier confessed 
their punishment justly deserved, and 
both died bravely, Fournier with no 
parting words sa e "I am sorry." La- 
belle, after a full confession and priest­
ly absolution, asked forgiveness for all 
his enemies. Of the two. Fournier re 
presented the tough criminal, knowing 
no virtue save that of physical cour- 
age; Labelle, the polished scoundrel, re- 
sourceful, suave, educated. In during 
the fantastic history of his career has 
few parallels in fiction's field.

His exploits as a smuggler of dia­
monds and of opium will not soon be 
forgotten by the secret service men of 
Canada and of the United States. His 
greatest fame in this connection was 
achieved during the early eighties, when 
as organizer and head of the importers 
of opium from this country into the 
big republic he ruled supreme in his lit­
tle world as king of the opium ring. It 
was in June, 1888, that the ring’s opera 
tions were brought to a conclusion, and 
Labelle distinguished himself by the 
most sensational escape recorded in 
American criminal history. Success had 
emboldened the "ring," and they decided 
upon running in no less than fifty thou­
sand dollars’ worth of opium, which 
was shipped from Victoria to Cart- 
wright, a little village on the Canadian 
side of the St. Clair River. There La­
belle was located by secret service agent 
McKale of Chicago, with detectives Hus- 
Bey and Ling. They traced man and 
opium to a cabin on the Indian reserva- 
tion, and, knowing that Labelle had be- 
come aware of their surveillance, con- 
cluded he would await a more conven- 
Vient opportunity to get across the river. 
Their confidence was increased when 
night brought a storm that lashed the 
river to fury and held the ferry steam- 
ers prisoners at their slips. The storm 
by the daring smuggler was accepted 
as an opportunity. He took the des- 
perate chance, and, after four hours' 
single handed fighting with the river 
and the wind, landed his cargo in the 
woods below Port Huron. The opium 
was afterwards expressed as packages
