We think that the Cburch of Rome has given
occasion to the intellectual classes in the Papal
couutries ot Europe, to disparage the teach
ings ot the Christian religion as being essen-
tially those of unreasoning submissien to the-
ological dogmas and priestly domination. Bnt
the aivilization and literature of Protestant

Christendom, give the most vigorous support
to the institutions and agencies of popular
education and scientific culture, as being in per-
fect barmony with the spirit {and doctrines of
the rchigion of Jesus. It would seem to be
difficult for Romanism to obviate the charge of
having done much in its history to give cur-
rency to the tenet that some conncctions natu-
rally obtain between ignorance and devotion.
That iufidelity should prate of reason in the
presence of Romanism would seem to be al-
most a healthy reaction of the buman mind
from the 1mpositions and abuses of dogma and
superstition. That infidelity should boast of
its oracular wisdom. in the face of Protestant-
isw as expressing the utterances of the reli-
gion of nature and reason against the ora-
cles of revelation, is an cffrontery not to be
parallcled in the history of human impudence.

The truth is that there are no contrarieties
between reason and faith, Christianity s an
authoritative religion, but 1t imposes no beliels
upon the human miud that antagonize the laws
of truth as they hold in the empire of univer-

They
are the prayer meeting killers, the April show-
ers on the ficld day excursions, the floating
icebergs against the banks of fluwers, the cold
water dou he to every fervent sermon, exposi
tion, and exhortation. And there is neither a
a pastor, Church officer, nor unofficial layman,
whose soul does not cry out from its agonized
depths for a remedy to be applied against this
infectious and unfortunate class. And precise-
ly here we feel our disqualifications, for the
task of suggesting efficient modes of treatment.
In some cases, perbaps, it is almost wholly
physicial. An overrunning spleen, or a liver
congested with bile, will fill a man's whole
borizin with the shadows ot dancing demons.
‘The vapors arising from a dyspeptic stomach
will remand the whole earth back into chaos,
and draw again those pictures of the early
creation when the heaven's were roaring with
dark torrents, shutting out the light ot the sun.

POPULAR RELIGIOUS READING.

There never were so many inviting religious
books as at the present period. In our child
hood a single armful of books was the entire
library ot* the young; and it was no part ot a
parent’s anxiety, as it ought to be now ot his
most watchful vigilance, to keep out scores of
doubtful productions bearing a Christian name.
But the evil, which began in our juvenile liter-
ature is not now confined to it. As the lips of
professors have become more conformed to the
world as amusements avoided by the spiritual
and self-denying ever since there was a Church
are now patronised by many rehigious people,
and as the tenets ot disciples bave been worn
away on every side by comprowmises with errors
subversive of Gospel simplicity, so a style of
writing bas sprung up to meet the present
taste, and the favorite writings of the day are
those which offend no sect and are true to no
standard. A masculine, vigorous religion is
not promoted by devouring whatever floats on
the surface of our so-called religious literature
The leading characteristic of the popular relig-
ious press is lightness. Fancy is rmused, but
reason is famished, and every addition to ima-
gery and orpament does not tend in modern
use to enrich the heart. Too trequently sermons
and essays in obedience to the prevailing taste,
become picture galleries of illustration and me-
retricious displays of metaphor and conceits, as
though truth and reason could new be lov-
ed aud admired even in a harlequin suit; but
it is ** another Gospcl” which our religious liter-
ature is dressing up, and distinet vision of
Gospel truth is becoming impaired-

Tbe books which we need are not vague,
compromising, latitudinarian, all-compreben-
sive rhapsodies or fictions, or strains of senti-
mentality, bowever rainbow-tinted, but unde-
niable statements of Reformation truth. The
winds of some men are so lulled by the syren
voice of a spurious charity as not to know that
there is any controversy,while otbers ar® led to
resard as bigoted and narrow-minded all who
** contend earnestly for the faith once deliver-
ed to the saints.” From more than one quar-
ter are the boundaries of our Protestant faith
invaded by the light religious literature of the
day, especially trom the sides ot Ritualism and
Ratiopalism. One large class of writings is
occupied with delii eations of and aspirations
atter loftier pomp, more complete liturgic state-
liness, vestmental sanctity, and merctricious
decoration. In the opposite quarter are to be
seen a forminable array of books in varying
degrees of f Isehood and effrontery, concealed
beneath the mask of Christian liberalism, all
agreeing in hating the tenets of Calvinistic
theology. At the extreme we Lave the apos-
tates, such as Francis Newman, who are scarce-
ly recognized as Christians ; then the deniers
of proper inspiration, such as Scherer and Mor-
rell; then the dreamy sophists, who reason all
meaning from the words Atonement, Justifica-
tion, Eternity, such as Robertson and Maurice,
with a whole bhorde of literary tollowers, who

now cannot measure. Are you walking in the
ways of sin, leaving often your bigher life to
grovel in the wire of earth? O, be not un-|
grateful to the love that may hereafter be re- |
vealed to your sight! You are a prince, whose |
kingdom bas been bought with a great price,
dishonour not bim who bought your inkeritance |
with his blood. Are you living io sluggish-|
ness 30 animal life of eating, and sleeping, and |
low ;sclf-seeking?

The great
fault of readers is that they do not wisely se-
lect what they sball read; they have neither
scrutiny nor discrimination.

The man
who would not trust his unaided judgment in
the purchase of & farm or a horse is quite cool
in determining the studies of a whole lite, with-
out any regard to the principle  which ought
to govern the selection of books. We believe
that this is indifference, and this vitiated taste
in religion arises from the fact that the love ot
systematic Bible truth is cold in our day, and
that men therefore require that the solid bull-
100 of its eternal verities shall be beaten out into
the thin gold leal of a thousand glittering essays
and stories.

THEN AND NOW IN UTAH.

Mormonism, if now thoroughly blotted trom
existence, would stand out in history as baviog
made up a singular page in the annals of the
United States for the ninteenth century. Its
career, bas been one of succcsstul domination
on the part of crafty leaders over credulous
multitudes—the material out of which are man-
ufactured tanatics and dupes. The delusion,
born in Palmyra, New York, translated thence
to Kirtland, Obio, thence to Indepeadence,
Mo., thence to Nauvoo, lil., and finally to Salt
Lake city in Utah, has grown with cach m igra-
tory In its distant home among the
Rocky Mountains, isolated, far removed from
the presence and touch of govermental power,
it for a time bade defiance to the authority of
the United States. In 1850 the Egderal Judges
were driven from Utah by threats of violence.
Colonel Steptoe was then av.mnmd Gov-
ernor vice Governor Brigham Young remov-
ed, and was sent thither with a battallion
of soldiers, but so great was the rage of
Brigham Youog and the Mormous that he
found it convemient to resign and go on with
his force to California. In 1556 the Mormons
compelled Judge Drummond to break up his
courtand drove him and the United States
officers from the Territory. It was hardly
vetter for Gov. Cumming a little later when
be attempted to reach Salt Lake city 1and gov-
ern the Territory, but was forbidden by a
proclamation ot Brigham Young to do so, and
was only allowed to get so wear as camp
Floyd.

Warrants bave also been issued for
the arrest of Brigham Young, bis son Joscph,
and Orson Hyde une of the twelve aposties ot
Mormooism; but they have all fled. The
charges against these officials relate to murder
and violence committed years ago. Judge
McKean is doing bis work firmly and vigor-
ously, and is entitled to ‘be thanks of the na-
tion. When be began he was met by threats;
then by efforts to bave him removed ; but bra-
vado bas now changed into the outcry of porse-
cution for conscience sake.

Yet, stripped of all
bupkum and misrepresemmion, these two
cases are perfectly nualogous. If the Her-
ald does not see the force of the analogy, it
is because he does not understand the real
state of things in Canada.

We would kindly inform our Boston con-
temporary, that there has been no proposal
for the Episcopal Methodist of Canada to
upite with the Wesleyans in any such sense
as he suggests, aud consequently no refus-
al on their part to so unite, and no express:
jon of a prefereace for union with the Unit-
ed States. Hence the causes of the Guar-
dian’s irritation, which the Herald mentions,
are purely imaginary. We have no right
to feel any annoyance against the Canadian
M. E. Church, for pursuing whatever course
they may deem best. We wish our brother
of the Herald to make no mistake. as to the
cause of our dissatisfaction. 1. We are
not pleased with him for what looks like a
threat, that the M. E. Church in the United
States will erect a rival Methodist standard
in Canada. 2. We are dissatisfied with
him, because instead of giving his sympathy
to a laudable movement for the consolida-
tion and union of Canadian Methodism, he
constantly misrepresents the very nature of
the movement ; and talks of ecclesiastical
anil political annexation to the United States,
in a style, that however gratifying to those
who may be disposed to rejoice in all spread-
cagle talk, cau be considered little-short of
insulting by us. We wish to cherish kind-
ly feelings towards our old friend the Her-
ald, and every portion of American Metho-
dism. 'The present editor of the Guardian
acted as Canadian correspoudent of the
Herald for some years, during Dr. E. O.
Haven’s editorship, and hence feels an old
friendship for that paper. But as Cana-
dians, we do not relish beiug constantly re-
ferred to in that contemptuous style, which
the present editor adopts, as if we had no
elements of unational life, and were good for
nothing except, perhaps, to stick as u feath-
er in Brother Jovathan’s cap.

AMONG THE FRENCH CATHOLICS IN
CANADA.

Rev. John Borland, ot the Canadian Wesley-
an Methodist Conference, contributes to the
Christian Guardian an interesting letter con-
taining numerous items from the recent reports
of the Methodist preachers engaged in pushing
their mission labors among the French Catho-
lics. We quote from his letter:

Another French Canadian that I visited ex-
pressed great dissatisfaction with his Bishop,
who hsd visited them recently. The Bishop
had told them that those who did not pay at
least two dollars should not receive the rites of
the Church. This be said, and truly was most
upjust; for if a man is too poor to pay that
amount he must be lost, for without the rites of
the Church salvation in their account is impos-
sible. I told him that this was a proot that the
Bishop loved the money more than the souls
ot his parishioners.

Brother DeQueechy, among other items of
interest says : In visiting a number of Romans,
I tound them speaking very strongly against
their priests. They have builta cburch, and
now the priest wont come and give them ser-
vice in it; hence they arc consulting about giv-
ing the church to us, and all turning Protest-
ants. I was told that there were only two fam-
ilies that were opposed to this project.

Brother Syvret writes, Sunday 10th. Preach-
ed in Bolton to a congregation of about thirty
French and English. My French bearers are
very much pleased with the meetings.

Probably the most striking instance of adher-
ence to a few rigid rules is afforded by the man
who is conceded to lead the mcrcantile world
of this continent. Men envy his success who
might bave stood even with him in the race had
they but inflexibly beld to similar rules.

First and forcmost in the stand which Mr,
Stewart took was the rule to permit no misre-
presentation ot goods. Purchasers were not
slow to find out that in his establishment there
need no one fcar of imposition. Whether

The rigid observance of this * one-price
system” was a rule necessarily co-operative
with the first. Dealers confess that it is ex-
ccedingly difficult to maintain this rule, and
wheie a large proportion of business is trans-
acted on credit it is well-nigh impossible ; but
when the rule is * pay on delivery ' it cau be
maintained.

Comtort is brought to the housebold of every
customer when be feels confident that be can
send a child or servant to make a purchase, and
he will be sure of not ooly getting the article
be wants, but of obtaining it on exactly the
same terms as if be were to go himself. Itisa
great thing for a mercbant to discover that the
money of the poor man is as good as the money
of the rich—the cash of the stranger as good as
the cash of the acquaintance.

In Mr. Stewart's vast establishment the clerks
bave no opinion whatever in the regulation of
prices; this, they kuow, can never be taken
out of the hands of the employer.

Nine-tenths of the terrors of shopping take
their flight in view of these rules, and husbands
can pluck vp courage to go with their wives
when they understand that there is to be no
badgering and jewing.

There is still another rule with Mr. Stewart,
which has immediate relation to the comfort
and advantage of the customer, and that is his
emphatic prohibiion of any importunity to
purcbasers. Who is there, baving bad any ex-
perience of shopping inea city, that does not
feel a kind of terror of a certain class of stores ?
He retains a vivid impression of his helpless be-
wilderment amidst a babel of recommendations
and solicitations, until, at last, in sheer confu-
sion or from the desire to escape, he purchased
an article he did not waut, and went out of the
shop with an inward resolution never to enter
it again. But here you may gaze upon millions
of dollars’ worth of goods and no man will in-
terrupt either your meditations or admiration.
Among the highest productions of the cunning
skill of men you make may your choice with-
out fear of the least intermeddling importunity.

A PoinTeEp TEMPERANCE LECTURE.—Mr.
Willard Parker,jthe eminedt surgeon of New
York, stated at a recent meeting of the Asso-
ciation for the Cure of Inebriates, that one-
third of all deaths in New York City were the
direct or immediste results of the use of alco-
bolic liquors, and that during the past thirty-
eight years 190,000 persons bad died from its
use, either by themoelves or by their parents.
Think of that!” An army of 190,000 out ot the
population of this island alone slain by this one
agent! This does notjinclude the vast amount of
poverty, destitution, and suffering. The drink-
ing establisbents of this city receive $50,000,-
000 every year. ‘Therz are nineteen drinking
establishments for every Protestant Church.
Note. Every drunkard was once a moderate
drinker, beginning with an occasional dram,
and not one of them believed that Le would
ever become a slave to his appetite.—Hearth
and Home.

CURING MEAT.

The following method has beea thoroughly
tested, and always proved satisfactory : Toone
gallon of water add one and a half pouad of
salt, balt a pound of sugar, balf an ounce of
saltpeter, half an ounce of potash. In this
ratio the pickle can be increased to any quan-
tity desired. Let these be boiled together un-
til all the dirt from the sugar rises to the top
and is skimmed off. Then throw it into a tub
to cool, and whea cool pour it over your beet
or pork, to remain the usual time, say four or
five weeks. The meat must bc covered with
pickle, and should not be put down for at least
two days after killing, during which time it
should be slightly sprinkled with powdered
saltpeter, which removes the surtace blood,
etc., leaving the meat fresh and clean. Some
omit boiling the pickle, and find it to answer
well ; though the boiling purifies the pickle by
throwing off the dirt always to be found in salt
and sugar.—Boston Journal of Chemistry.

MR. JOHN CHAMBERS.

John Chambers, formerly of Newport, N.
S., died at Auburndale, in the vicinity of Bos-
ton, Sept. 8, 1871, aged 61 years.

Mr. Chambers joined the Methodist church
in Newport about thirty-six years ago, during
lhc’appoimment of the venerable Father Pope
to that Circuit. He did not at that time obtain
a clear sense of his acceptance with God; but
at a protracted‘neetirg held some years subse-
quently in the Qakland Chapel by Messrs.
Crosscombe and Pope, his pleadings for the
divine favor were answered, and he rejoiced
in the salvation of God. His 1eligion was
marked by joyousness, fervour, decision and
fidelity. He loved to converse un holy things,
and his exercises in the social means of grace
were to edification. The formalist would re-
gard him as being righteous overmuch, and
fastidious ones would rather have bad him more
reserved in the protession and manifestations
of piety ; but those who knew him well, and
who were of kindred spirit with him in devoted-
ness to the service of the Lord, believed that,
whatever were his foibles, be was a truly sin-
cere, whole hearted and consistent servant of
Christ.

For some years he was absent in California,
but on his return gave evidence that he bad
lost non¢ of the ardour of his piety. For the
last four years he resided in Massachusetts,
and was esteemed by all who knew him there.
If it be a privilege to pass through death with-
out the languor and suffering of affliction, then
Mr. Chambers was peculiarly favoured. for bis
death was quite sudden. But those who had/
marked his holy walk with God, entertain no
other thought than that for bim ** to be absent
from the body " is to be ** present with the
Lord.”

He was charitable—but singular in the quiet
way in which be bestowed his gifts. While at
Oakington, Md., at the National Camp Meet-
ing, be passed a gentlemen whom be bad never
scen before. As be wert by he placed a bill
in his band, saying, * I am impressed to give
you this money.” That gentlemen was a min-
ister of the Providence Conterence. The two
met at another time and place, and the minister
said be was mentally asking God to help bis
necessities, when Father Chambers give him
the money. = At another time he called upon
friends, who respected and loved him, and be
found them preparing for the Round Lake
Mecting. He bade them God-speed and left.
They found upon their table after his departure,
a sum of money which his kind band bad left to
aid them in their journey. Many were his qui-
et charities—and they have brought him a rich
reward.

We never heard him speak ill ot any one.
Once he said, when a remark that seemed se-
vere was uttered by another,—** The spirit ne-
ver allows me to speak that way, my brother.”

He was at Hamilton Camp Meeting, and
made his home with the Methodist Society of
Lower Falls. He said much less than usual
while there; was often in thought. “I am
learning new things " he said one day; ‘*the
death of self—I see it in a new light.” After
the intelligence of his death was received, a
young man said that a picture of the good bro-
ther had been counstantly in mind, as he saw
him through a balf drawn curtain of a little tent
in the rear o! the Society tent at Hamilton. He
was there kneeling before God, his face turned
heavenward. He was preparing himself un-
consciously for the immediate presence of
Christ.

The burial service at Auburndale Chapel
was very tender and beautiful. There was no-
thing of sadness. The prayer of Rev. Mr.
Winslow was an expression of gratitude that
the good man bad hived so well, and bad so
quickly been carried to the presence of the
Father. The [address of Profossor Cushing
was so appropriate and just, that those who
treasure the old man’s memory, will ever re-

The late Mrs. English was born jn Cornwal-
lis Nova Scotia, and spent her ¢arly - days in
that Province.
