Ailbe# Declau and Ibar were distinguish­

ed bishops in the Irish Chorcb, cotemporary 
with Patrick. Finbar, the founder of Cork, 
and apostle of Christianity there, and Keven, 
who lived a secluded life among the seven 
churches, of Giendalough, were remarkable 
men ol the same period. Sedulius lived in 
the filth century—a man of extraordinary 
genius, great learning, and deep piety. He 
was philosopher, presbyter, poet, ■ profound 
theologian and learned commentator. Hie 

. commentary on Paul’s epistles is truly even 
gelical and highly esteemed. A century 
later arose Columba or Columbkill, of royal 
descent, who gave himself lo the Lord, and 
to the ministry of his word. Elected by 
hie brethren to the episcopal office, be 
sought ordination at the hands of Etchen, 
Bishop of Clonfaden, whom he found plow­
ing in hie field, according to the custom of 
those times.

and Germany. Great was the fame of 
ioait ! Kings, queens, princes, and chiefs, 
the rich and poor, galhered to chis “ school 
ol Abe prophets.’’ They sat at the feet of 
Uehimba and his disciples, and learned Ibe 

Iwméms of Jeans; then went to spread it 
fhdodgh their native countries, and among 
their attached subjects. After returning 
I see visiting his friends in Ireland, and the 
cherches and colleges he founded there, be 
ruitesd for prayer to the church. It was 
midnight; his strength failed him. While 
liftèg np his bands to blew his disciples, ho 
died* their nrms, in the seventy-seventh 
yeerel his age—the distinguished founder 
ot-eMs celebrated island church, and the 
spiritual father of the numerous and devoted 
Guides. So sacred and retired was Iona 
a» «Testing place for the dead, free from 
th*«evolutions that swept over Europe, that 
forty-eight Scotch kings, four Irish, eight 
Norwegian, and one French monarch lie 
biiesf* there.

Yet later arose another star in this church, 
ColUmbn i ms—like Columba, of royal blood, 
and semaritable lor the beauty of his person, 
hi* great learning, ardent piety and exten- 
siee labors. Having founded a mission at 
Upper Burgundy, from which he was driven 
by p—iJUlhiii, he established another at 
ICihio, among the Appenines in Italy.— 
T’seeitbenee he wrote his celebrated letter 
to she Pope, in language which must have 
marihlhe ears of the successor of St. Peter 
tingfe-g.

; Towards the close of the ninth century 
appedtoi that profound philosopher, John 
Scelpi.'Brigena, whose wit and erudition 
astedished Europe. When Charles the 
Biiid ascended the throne of France, he 
enah*d that throne with the most learned 
niemuaf- the age, among whom was this 
Irishmen, connected with the universities of 
Parisihad Oxford. He was the founder of 
the scholastic theology, and left his lasting 
tettMgpwy against the doctrine of transub- 
stsatiation, in a work destroyed by the 
Pope, hot whose title remains as a testi­
mony at that philosopher and of his coun­
try ate- against that error.

The fall of 
man, the atonement and mediation of Christ, 
the work of the Spirit, repentance, faith, 
justification, regeneration, and sactification 
are remarkably conspicuous in their writings 
and history.

Their missions were numerous and widely 
scattered. As far north as Iceland, and 
from Iona through Scotland and the Shet­
land Isles; from the Clyde lo the Thames ; 
through Wales, France and Germany ; at 
the foot of the Alps, in Upper Burgundy- 
in the bosom of the Appenniee in Italy and 
Switzerland, “ They formed a Protestant or 
anti-Romish party in Thuringia, in Bavaria, 
in Allemania, and other regions. The 
founders of colleges, with many of the pre­
sidents, preachers, and missionaries, were 
of royal or noble blood.”

It is admitted by Roman Catholic his­
torians, (see Lanigan,) that their monas­
teries were not popish, “ or monkish estab­
lishments, but were strictly speaking mis­
sionary schools and ecclesiastical semi­
naries," for Ibe general instruction of the 
pablic, and the special training of ministers 
and missionaries for the ** service of tbs 
church.” “ The course pursued in these 
colleges was not confined to theology, but 
embraced a wide and varied field, compris­
ing the languages, law, medicine, the fine 
arts, philosophy, science, and whatever could 
render tbe ministry respectable and useful.'
“ That they might be well springs of gos­
pel light, and that the Lord might always 
have a seed lo serve him, who should be 
accounted to him for a generation, and de 
clare his righteousness to a people yet un­
born.” The study of the Scriptures, ilie

and illustrated the doctrine of religion by 
the principles of true philosophy—Century 
9, 53.

“ The intellectual state of Ireland and 
England," says Geizot, “ were then superior 
to that of the Coetinent ; letters and schools 
prospered there more than anywhere else.— 
In Ireland, during the first ages that follow 
ed its introduction, no invasion of barba­
rians came to stop its progress." Guizot's 
Civilization in France. “ Their island 
possessed a multitude of saints and learned 
men, venerable alike in England and in 
Gaul, for no country has furnished a greater 
number ol Christian missionaries, animated 
by no other motive than pare zeal, and on 
ardent desire of communicating to foreign 
nations the opinions and faith of their native 
country." See Michelet on the Norman 
Conquest Book.

A writer in tbe Forth British Review, for 
May, 1855, says, “ From the middle of the 
sixth century to tbe close of the eighth, an 
interval during white the oscillations of the 
human understanding reached their lowest 
point, that Izland whose whole history 
abounds in mental and moral paradoxes, 
was studded over with conventual schools, 
in which the learning of the Western world 
took refuge.” • • • • •

“ Satisfied no longer with hereditary étale­
ments of their creeds, they sought to ascer­
tain the grounds on which it rested. They 
investigated the poesibility of an alliance 
between faith and logic, revelation and 
philosophy." Thus, while war and anarchy 
swept over Europe»-resulting in tbe over­
throw of the Roman Empire, Ireland was 
an asylum of safety lo ibe chased fugitive, 
whose fevered brow and throbbing heart 
found a quiet rest on her peaceful bosom. 
Amid tbo long night ef dark ages that 
covered Europe, her churches, schools and 
teachers were like tbe revolving lamps of 
tbu numerous lighthouses that stud her 
rockbound coast shining oot on the dark and 
stormy waves, lo guide the soa-tossed 
mariner* to a safe and peaceful harbor.

Preaching .to Ourselves,
Let os preach to ourselves with all

singing of psalms, and tbe offering of 
prayer», formed a prominent part of the 
system. The students, wilh their teachers, 
often retired to the adjoining groves for 
study.

“ There were at that time in Ireland 
many, both of the nobility and middle classes 
of the English nation, who, having left their 
native island for the sake of reading God’s 
word, or leading a more holy life, .... 
all of whom the Irish received most warmly, 
supplying not only with daily food, free of 
charge, but even books to read, and masters 
to leach gratuitously."—Bede's Ecclesiasti­
cal History. “ Tney so multiplied in one 
or two centuries, under the fostering care of 
kings and princes, that they were now in 
every part of the kingdom where was a 
bishop's see." “ At Bencbur, at Lismore, 
and Clonard, there were about 3,000 stu­
dents each ; at Muingbard, near Limerick, 
1,500 ; at Armagh, one-quarter of the city 
was allotted to, and filled with foreigners.” 
Not only did they sustain so many and so 
large in their own country, “ they founded 
and taught in several colleges in Europe.— 
Tbe monastic schools of Liexiew in Bdr- 
gundy—of Bobio, in Italy—of Wirtzburg, 
in Franconia—of St. Gale, in Switzerland 
—of Malmsbnry and Lindisfarne, with 
others in England," and Iona in Scotland.

“ The chief characteristic of this period 
may be summed up in the five following 
particulars : the building and endowing of 
churches ; the erecting and endowing of 
schools and colleges ; preaching the word of 
life; teaching the Sacred Scriptures, and 
sending out missionaries to other lands. It 
was the happy excitement of the day."

So strong was their missionary zeal and 
literary enterprise, that two of them, Albin 
and Clement, arrived one day in France 
with English merchants. Shortly after, 
they stood up in the streets of Paris, and, 
in tbe language of Solomon, cried out, “ II 
any one wants wisdom, let him come to us 
and receive it, for we have it to sell.” * • 
" Turn at our reproof," dec. Crowds gather­
ed round in astonishment. Charles heard 
of the strangers, invited them to his palace, 
and, after examining their gifts and ac­
quirements, gave Clement the charge of 
a large number of students in Paris.— 
Albin he sent to Italy, and founded the 
college of Pavia. They were the street 
preachers of the day. Ireland, during tbe 
sixth, seventh, eighth and ninth centuries, 
was the seat of religious literature to con­
tinental Europe. A few foreign testimonies 
to this end will close this subject. “ Why 
need I mention Ireland,” said Erick, of 
Auxieres, a French writer of the ninth cen­
tury; “that whole nation, almost despising 
the dangers of tbe sea, resort to our shores 
with her vast train ol philosophers,"

Curio, an Italian, exclaims : “ Hitherto it 
would seem that the students of wisdom 
would have quite perished, bad not God re­
served to us a seed in some corner of the 
world. Among the Scots and Irish some­
thing still remains of the doctrines of the 
knowledge of Gtal and of civilization "

“ Tbe disciples of St. Patrick profited so 
notably in Christianity, that, in the succeed­
ing age, nothing was accounted more holy, 
more learned, than the Scottish monks, in­
somuch that they sent out swarms of most 
holy men into every part of Europe. * *
In that age, our Anglo-Saxons flocked from 
every quarter into Ireland, as to the empo-

Jan. 21, 1859.
Dear Brother Si-encer,—About noon 

the day after writing my last, we entered 
Aspinwali,- and there 1 beheld a tropical 
vegetation for the first time Everything 
appears on a grand scale, except human 
kind, and these appear shrivelled and dry. 
Tbe land, as seen from the water, looks very 
like a fairy scene in the midsummer night’s 
dream, drawn for a fancy scene in a Panto- 
mine— gigantic cocoa nut trees, laden 
with fruit, palm-trees and banana trees, be­
neath which droop clusters of products. 
Nearing shore, the company awaiting us 
were just as romantic. Negroes of all shapes 
and sizes predominated. Could not talk, but 
silently gazed upon nature as variously dev­
eloped. Fruits were offered ua, such as 
oranges and lemons. We soon enter tbe 
train to cross the Isthmus of Panama. This 
ride of fifty miles, is almost worth a visit 
from Canada to see. The road run* through 
a dense jungle, and for the greater part re­
claimed from a deep morass. Its construc­
tion cost a vast deal of money, and many 
hundreds of lives ; but in the end justified the 
means. Formerly hundreds of lives were 
lost yearly on the spot, and many were the 
tales of suffering we have listened to con 
cerning it. Now it is passed in safety, and 
comparative comfort. Perhaps it is the 
most crooked and most romantic in the world. 
From end to end we were kept in wonder­
ment Leaving Aspinwali, we found our­
selves in the midst of most luxuriant scenes 
imaginable. Here were trees of great 
growth, while from their topmost limbs dan­
gled creepers of many sizes, reaching to the 
earth. Here was seen a native’s hut, look­
ing as if a puff of wind would scatter it to 
the antipodes. Once or twice we came upon 
a village, consisting of lazy men, and half- 
dressed women, and children in a delightful 
stale of nudity. Once we saw a man dress­
ed in the same fashion, with the exception 
of a cloth about his loins. When they work 
they are employed on the railway, and from 
their appearance, (hey will not answer the 
appellation of subjects. The fact, as a Yan­
kee expressed it, is—the country and cli­
mate form a paradise for a lazy man. At 
times, scenes like home broke upon us. 
Broad open lands, horses and cattle, in abun­
dance, aud fat ones too, made us think of 
Canada. S&tsial times I saw pigs, and 
these animals seemed the poorest on the 
isthmus, while children claimed them as their 
friends end almost brothers. Grand and 
rich as tbe country is I could see no signs 
of Christ being known. Poor things, would 
to God some one could be found to declare 
to them the gospel. One thing pleased me 
much, the whiteness of their linen, although 
this was in respect of mine, in some measure 
lessened by the number of flowers which 
adorn their dresses. Whether this fashion 
descended from the whites to them, or in 
the reverse order, I cannot say, one thing I 
knot», they have it to perfection. At twi­
light, feasted, but not satisfied, we reached 
Panama, and amidst a crowd of negroes and 
a guard of strange looking soldiers, found 
our way to the boat. This latter precaution 
being instituted since the riot here, some 
two years since, in which many persons 
were killed on both sides. Here again tro­
pical fruits abound, and we purchased ra­
ther largely. The doctor and I took a s'roll 
around the out-kirts, seeing the fruit, and 
witnessing native character. A little boy 
accosted the doctor with, do you know me, 
you bought oranges of me ? The doctor as­
sented, and the little fellow, smilingly said, 
good bye gentlemen. That was natural, but 
it reached the heart, as nature only can. 
Found our ship roomy, and our waiters [ne­
groes] attentive. From what 1 have seen 
and galhered since leaving, of the colored 
race, I have hopes of their ultimate regener­
ation. All about our ship voyage, I will 
write from San Francisco. Through mercy 
we are all well, although the heat is very 
oppressive. The latest from Fraser River 
is far above all previous accounts, and even 
Americans begin to respect it. Letters in 
Califoraia papers of Dec. 20, speak of it as 
a most rising country, and of the gold as be­
ing in quantity. Good bye. A man oppo­
site me is quoting Scripture over bis cards, 
and 1 am anxious to get out of it.

Pacific Ocxan, sear the Mexican Coavt, ) 
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To the Editor of the Christian Guardian.
Mt Dear Brother,—Our fears about 

detention at Aspinwali were not realized. 
VVe got there at half-past one the day I con­
cluded my last letter ; and in an hour and a 
half from that time, we were on our way to 
Panama. We were very much struck, as 
soon as we landed, with the richness of tbe 
foliage. A cluster of cocoa-nut trees stand 
upon the wharf, loaded with fruit ; and all 
nature looks exceedingly beautiful, for tbe 
middle of January, to one who has never 
seen a tropical clime. Aspinwali is a small 
town, consisting chiefly of the railway sta­
tion, three or four hotels, and a lew private 
houses. We had a beautiful afternoon for 
crossing tbe Isthmus, and cot very hot. The 
distance is 57} miles, which we made in 
three boors,—getting to Panama at C p. m. 
The scenery is most romantic, and the road 
winds round among the hills, as crooked as

serpent. The curves, however, are so 
graceful, and the road so complete in its 
construction, that you do not think of dan­
ger. Indeed, we were so ab-:orded in look- 
ing at the rich forests, the naked and half 
naked natives and their huts, the herds of 
cattle in Ibe valleys, and of goals on the hills, 
the swarm of asses, mules, horses, and a va­
riety of beautiful birds, that we thought of 
nothing else.

The ground across the Isthmos looks as 
though it had been torn, at some former pe­
riod, by a thousand earthquates and volcanic 
eruptions. One moment we are passing 
over a dismal swamp, the next winding 
around the base of a lofty bill. Now smash­
ing through high ridges, and now crossing 
deep ravine*. On one side you may now 
ace a beautiful hill, towering the cloods, cov­
ered wilh rich evergreen# to the very top ; 
on the other, a deep valley, full of “ reeds 
and rushes.” Several times while crossing,

Stephens’*Is a splendid steamer, and large 
enough to carry 1,200 passengers. Her ac­
commodations are very good. The second 
cabin is about equal to the first on the “ Ill­
inois," and the servants are all polite, which 
was not the case there. The Captain ia a 
son of one of the Admirals, and a very friend­
ly little fellow. We were detained in Pa­
nama Bay, waiting for freight and mails 
nearly a whole day, and the weather wa* 
very hot. The scenery on every side of the 
bay is very magnificent—the most beautiful 
I ever saw. Hills piled gin hills, and moun­
tains on mountains ; and island» peeping 
through between islands, all covered with 
the richest green. As our ship moved from 
her resting place, about 5 p. m. on Satur­
day, we gazed and admired till night threw 
her mantle over the distant cliffs, and^closed 
the scene.

The Sabbath was a delightful day ; but as 
the hands were all busy regulating baggage, 
freight, jcc., there was no opportunity for di­
vine service till 6j o’clok, p. m., when Dr. 
Evans preached to a lârgo and attentive con­
gregation on the upper deck. On Monday 
we had decidedly the most gloriot** sunset 1 
ever saw; it was indescribably magnificent. 
The climate, for the last ten days, has been 
very like our warmest and most beautiful 
summer weather in Canada only a good deal 
more so. Tbe moon is so brilliant that we 
can see to read or write by its light with 
ease. The Pacific, for tbe first two days, 
was very pacific indeed, but on Tuesday it 
became quite rough, and many of the pas­
sengers returned to tbeir idolatrous practices 
again. I; is culm again and all pretty well.

There are many amusements resorted to 
for the purpose of passing time. Some read 
novels, others play cards, chess, Scj. ; occa 
sionally a little music and dancing: and to­
day we had a sham trial of (wo men who 
bait given a cigar loaded with powder, to a 
gazing shallow brains, of shanghai shape and 
muskrat phiz, whom the company laughed 
at most lustily, aud they persuaded him to 
bring an action against the wags who fooled 
him ; and we had part of the trial to-day, 
and are to have the remainder to-morrow. 
You will say, shame on those who would 
treat a saphead thus ! I ought to say he 
styled himself “ Dr. Francis," and professed 
wonderful skill in tooth-drawing, using a 
galvanic battery of his own invention, by 
which the patient is saved from all pain.

The news that we have jusi received of 
our destined place, through the California 
papers is very encouraging. Columbia is 
is likely to rise in importance with great ra­
pidity. There are two gentlemen on board 
who are on their way thither ; one is a sur­
geon cn a a surveying ship. We are now 
near Acapulco, and I must close.

Popery in New Orleans.
New Orleans is more saddled with Ro­

manism than any of our large cities. It 
was planted here in the first settlement of 
the country by the Spanish and French, and 
enjoyed the special protection and fostering 
care of those Governments until Louisiana 
was ceded to the United States. The Span­
ish, as a distinct social and religious element, 
has measurably disappeared, or become amal­
gamated with the French. The French re­
mains—in language, religion, and customs. 
The strong Papal nationalities are French 
and Irish, and, next to them, the German. 
Tbc American ia comparatively small, and 
this has come obliquely from intermarriages 
and the seductive influences of their schools 
and convents. The ioreign population of 
the city is not leas than fifty thousand, and 
this exclusive of those of foreign extraction. 
Nearly one-third of onr total population is 
foreign, aud when we add to this tbe French 
Creoles, who are generally under Papal 
control, and the American Catholics, our 
Catholic population, at a rough estimate, 
must approximate nearly to one half of the 
whole. In the city and vicinity there are 
not less than twenty-five Catholic churches, 
fifty priests, four orphan asylums, two con­
vents, and five free acnools. There is also 
an ecclesiastical seminary, and numerous 
institutions and organizations connected with 
their Church machinery—monks, nuns, Sis­
ters of Charity, Brothers of the Christian 
Schools, two weekly papers, one in French 
and one in English, and brick and mortar 
without end.

They report several hospitals, and the 
Charity Hospital among them. This institu­
tion, well known abroad as the ne plus ultra 
of charitable institutions, is a public instituti­
on sustained by the State,yet it is reported by 
the Catholic Almanac as a Catholic hospital, 
and under Ibe charge ol twenty-six Sisters 
of Charity. The Sisters are there, and 
have charge cf the cuisine and the nursing 
of the sick, much to ibe detriment of any 
poor Protestant who may fall into their 
bands ; but it is too bad that this noble 
State charity, mostly sustained by Protes­
tant money, should be reported abroad as a 
monument of Papal benevolence. Com­
plaints from patients of cruel distinctions 
made by these Sister nurses between Pro­
testant and Catholic are not seldom made, 
and it is time they were dismissed. These 
abases may be unknown to the managers of 
the institution, and if they were, their cor­
rection ia next to impossible so long as the 
white-bonneted sisterhood are permitted, in 
their present capacity, within its wails.

The appointments of Romanism are ad­
mirable in finance, and, judging from tbe nu­
merous and extensive buildings, for churches, 
asylums, and the like, erected, not less than 
half a million has been expended for these 
purposes within tbe last five or six years.— 
Consider hew well tins system pays. Ser­
vant girls, working for twelve dollars a 
month, pay often one ûfth of this to tbe

lums are built.
The Protestant Churches number but few 

converts Irom Romanism. A lew dozen in 
ten years are probably all. The priests 
guard this point, and their Hocks are pro­
hibited, under severe penalty, from enter­
ing any but their own sanctuaries. Tracts 
distributed are committed lo the flames, or 
torn to shreds, in tbe very face of the col­
porteur, and the Bible is a sealed book to 
the poor.

There is some aggression upon Catholic­
ism by indirect influences. Through social 
contact Protestantism make* itself felt.— 
The public free schools here—than which 
there are noue better in the world—operate 
silently but powerfully. The battle on the 
Bible was (oi>{ht years ago; Jews and Infi­
dels combined wilh the Catholics, and the 
Bible we» thrown eut, except iu the sohonle 
of a single district, where Protestantism 
was too strong for them. This done, the 
Catholics, following the example of Arch­
bishop Hughes, applied to the Legislature 
for a division of the school fond, that they 
might set up (or themselves. Failing in 
this, they hsve built school-houses and es­
tablished schools at their own expense, and 
all the power of the priesthood is exerted 
to compel attendance. The superiority of 
the public schools, aud tbeir cheapness con­
spire to retain large nunibeie of the Catho­
lic children, and knowledge, without the 
Bible, is doing a good work against error 
and supe-stition.

In looking to the future of Catholicism 
here, itjuust be remembered that it is chiefly 
acted upon in this indirect way by educa­
tional, social, and political contact with the 
Protestants, and that there is a counter in­
fluence, through the lame media, upon ns. 
There aia seldom perverts to Romanism 
except in cases where the work is accom­
plished within the walk ol convents. These 
instances are too many, but less numerous 
now. There is a modified, a subdued iu- 
fluence, however, to be observed in the loue 
of our American pablic opinion, in the spirit 
of the press, which is obsequeotis to a de­
gree, and in the latitudinarian symptoms 
painfully evident in that species ol Proles- 
testanliem which ia outside the communion 
of the Cdutches. There is no question 
that this counter influence of Romanism 
makes greatly against the growth of our 
Churches, and the conversion of those 
who by birth, education and nationali­
ty are Protestants. It is this which retards 
the moral improvement of our people, and 
fosters tbe Sabbath-bteiking and general 
recklessnen for which New Orleans is too 
justly noted. There is a fearful amount of 
nolhinpnesi in the place of decided and right 
religious sentiments, amt a vast deni of 
French Atheism, which may be traced to 
the insidious counter influences of a Church 
whose monstrous deformities ot creed nnd 
practice ate too obvious to bo concealed.— 
The re-action of Popery in Franco was the 
worst infidelity and unrestrained vine, and 
a similar result is visible hero.

Against these evils which i ro entailed 
upon n* Christian evangelism is contending, 
aud it is to them that our efforts must be 
mainly ernfined. In this direction our 
Chrches are making progress, and wilh in­
creased momentum from year to year.— 
Romanism is constantlyifed by foreign im­
migration, but Protestantism, on ths other 
band, is largely recruited every year from 
the American States. Tho comparatiie 
growth in ten years is probably largely in 
favor of the latter. The limits of this let­
ter will not permit me to glance at the his­
tory and flatus of Protestantism, but I may 
affirm, in genera! termr, that the Evangeli­
cal Churches have worked end grown 
against manifold emberrassraenis and oppo­
sition, of which Catholicism is and has been 
a prominent feature. The history of the 
planting of these Churches in an early day 
and a dark day, the persecutions which they 
sustained, and the sufferings endured, may 
never be written. But should it be, there 
will be chapters of heroism. Christian faith­
fulness, and devotion to God such as the 
annals of Christianity might covet to enrol 
upon its pages.

The Ladies Bible Society of New Orleans 
has lately undertaken to canva«s the whole 
city for the purpose of ascertaining and sup- 
lying destitution of the Bible. Each church 
as its ground mapped oat, and the ladies 

thereof are to do the work, or to have it 
done by colporteurs. Tbe number of fa­
milies without the Bible is supposed to be 
very large. This is one of tbe moral aspects 
of a large city. Thousands of follow 
creatures Within the shadow of church-spires,
“ without God and bavin" no hope in the 
world,” many of whom have never heard a 
gospel sermon ! What ia to become of tbe 
people? We need a light-artillery service 
outside of tbc rburch walls; a service of , 
some sort to press the gospel upon those 
poor churchless sinners 

Think of Paul in Athens ! bow his spirit 
was stirred there ! Were hr to rise up in 
this century and take a walk through this 
metropolis, would there be nothing to stir hi* 
spirit ? Let him look about of a Sunday 
night. The few churches tolerably full to be 
sure, but room for more. There is Fowler, 
the Phrenologist, giving the religion of bumps 
at Odd Fellows Hall. Christie’s or Camp­
bell’s Minstrels laughing and singing in 
burnt cork at the Armory, grand opera at 
tbe Orleans—perhaps “ Les Huguenots ” 
is tbe bill—horse-riding at the Amphitheatre 
by Miss Somebedy, St. Charles lull from pit 
to gallery, Varieties ditto, and so on for a 
full page. The world is not saved yet. 
Alas ! no, nor like to be until it burns up, 
unless Christians wake up. These civilized 
heathen are hard to pluck from the burning ; 
eamet to save Chinese or Mexicans ; but 
•hall they be left without a trial ?—Nash- 
ville Christian Advocate.

The Reverend Thomas Binney, an eminent 
minister of the Congrégation»list cborch in Eng 
land, has lately visited Australia. His fame as a 
preacher, and the many accomplishments which 
give grace and dignity to bis mind and person, 
seem to have secured for him a reception o 
the most flattering description, not only from 
members ol his own communion but from thoee 
high in authority whose hereditary ptedilections 
corned them with the Cboteh of England. So 
far indeed did the sentiments of good will towards 
Mr. Binoey prevail that his Excelleocv Sir 
Richard McDonnell, the Goveroor-in-Cbief, 
with many of the high officials and prominent 
individuals in the Colony ytddreseed to the Bishop 
of Adelaide a memorial requesting his lord.,hip 
le invite the distinguished stranger to preach in 
one of the pulpits of their Church This his 
Lordship, regarding “ the tradition of eighteen 
centuries,” could not (eel himself at liberty to 
do ; yet that he largely participates in the feel­
ing of respect for other denominations which 
animates an influential portion of the laity in his 
diocese, and sincerely longs for the advent of a 
period when all .hall be one, is pleasingly exem­
plified in a letter addressed by his lordship to 
Mr. Bioney. After explaining the reasons which 
had induced the conviction in hie mind that it 
was not compatible with duty to invite one net 
episcopelly ordained to preach, the bishop says :
“ But while adhering to Ibis conclusion, I am 
free to confess that my feelings lick against my 
judgment ; and I am compelled to ask my sell is 
this * standing apart’ to continue for ever ? It 
division lo pass from functional disease into the 
straetaral type of Church organisation? Ate 
the Lutheran and Reformed, the Presbyterian 
and Congregational, tbe Baptist and Wetleyan 
bodies, to continue separata from tbe Epècopel 
communion so long as tbe world endur.th ? Is 
there no possibility of ar-cotnmodeftan, no hope 
of sympetby, no yearning for onion ? Will no 
one even ask tbe question ? None m#.e the 
first move ? Must w« be content with that poor 
substitute for apostclic hliowsbip in the Gospel,
• Let us agree to differ; or an evangelical alliance 
which, transient and incomplete, betrays a sense 
Of want without satisfying Ihe craving? or are 
we reduced to tbe rad conclusion that as there 
can be no peace wilh Rome so long as she ob­
scures tbe truth in Jesus, and lords it over God's 
beriisge. so there are no common ferme on which 
the Evangelical Protestant Churches can agree 
after eliminating errors and evils against which 
each has fell itself constrained lo protest ? Aie 
not Churchmen, for examp'e, at ibis day, just a« 
ready as you, Reverend Sir, can be to condemn j 
tbe treatment ol Baxter, Banyan, and Defoe, by j
a High Church Government ? And do not In- '» European war. In Parliament not 
dependents and Presbyterians readily allow that j eTen ,bc new Reform Bill will occasion so

«landing inquiry is, “ Shall we have war ?” 
And the uncertainty of events is seriously 
interfering with trade. There can be l.uie 
speculation,sud consequently little business, 
until the matter is settled, one way or ano­
ther. If one is to trust to the speeches of 
the French Emperor, there is no cause of 
apprehension. “ Russurez-vous, Messieurs," 
said he last week lo a deputation ol mer­
chants from the provinces, “ la paix no sera 
pas troobb'e.” But there is no harmony

of righteousness and peace, of faith and dury, of 
grace and salvation, of man delivered and Satan 
bound, of God alone exalted on that day, and 
reigning on Mount Sion gloriously. Then 
might tbe fulness of ibe Gentiles come in, then 
Israel be restored, then Babylon overthrown, 
and that regenerated stale of this fallen world be 
made manifest for which Jehovah reserved ibe 
last great display of His providential love the 
union in tbe God-Man of ibe Manhood wilh 
himstll."

But, at er all, can sny one reasonably enter­
tain tbe hope of seeing such a general commu­
nion #s is indi »'ed in the letter of the Bubop 
of Adelaide ? Does not this scheme too plainly 
imply au absorption of al! o her Churches by the 
Anglican, and an inferiority of tbe not-epiaco- 
pally ordained to those who are eo, ever to be­
come generally acceptable. And then does not 
tbe bishop speak only the mind of an individual 
or at best ot but a few in his own section of tbe 
Church ? How many would be ready to unite 
wilh him in seeking to build up a Christian 
brotherhood on tbe basis which he propose» ?

Mr. Binney, we think, has much more clearly 
indicated a true view of the exigencies and 
possibilités of the present period in hia letter to 
the Bishop: “ What we need first," he says 
“ before any thing eise can be thought of or hoped 
—not the absorption by one Church of others 
—not the conformity ot others to ir, or the toler­
ation by it of Ihe peculiarities of others ; nor yet 
an attempt to constitute a platform of discipline 
or servi'* in which all may give up a little (or 
m«c.l perhaps in some cases) and unite. No ; it 
is not Ibis. First and foremost, and alone, must 
come the honest and hearty recognition of each 
other, a, churches and ministers (de Jacto only, 
if you like), by tbe dillerent Protestant Evan, 
gelica! denominations, Ibeir members and clergy. 
Let such recognition be shown by tbe occasional 
Interchange of pulpit» ; and let fin again be 
understood to involve nothing and imply no­
thing but their substantial oneness in faith, 
as holding In common the essential truths 
of the common salvation. The liberty thus to 
invite service would compel no one to invite it, 
or any to open their pulpits to persons—good 
men in their way—whom, for many reason», it 
might be inexpedient to receive. Then, again, 
Ibe rendering of service, so far simply as preach, 
ing is concerned, should be held to imply noth 
ing, on either side, beyond tbe oneness of faith 
just rçferred to. No Church, either, whatever, 
should suppose that it confers a favour on the 
minister ol another, by receiving him to its pul 
pits, hot rather that it does what is proper and 
sternly lor itself. When something of Ibis sort 
is undeistood, and the first step taken in har­
mony wiib it. other things will follow. All other 
things and theories, however, most, I fear, be 
postponed until this be done. I believe it mi bt 
be dune by very many of the Protestant 
Churches jn relation to each other—done with 
out compromise and without dishonour ; and 
that gieat and blessed results would soon follow 
from it.”

tti ucture shall be reared. F rankly assuming 
that neither the Episcopalian, nor Presbyterian, 
nor CuugregationaUat can reasonably hope to 
force upon tbe Christian world bis own peculiar 
system, he asserts that all questions respecting 
the Divine authority of any lorm ol Church 
Government must be placed in abeyance. All 
Churches must be treated with es de Jacto such, 
and negotiations for outward union must proceed 
on the ground of wbat is wisest and be»L Here 
exactly we should suppose would be the difficulty 
of compromise. Each doubtless considers bis 
own system the wisest aud tbe best. But his 
lordship is sanguine. He sees in every section 
of Ihe Chiietian Church a portion of tbe troth, 
some one grand Christian verity invested with 
an exaggerated importance, and his “ Church of 
the future ” is to harmonise all these and bring 
them info their proper relationship. How should 
tbe compromise be eflected ? The Cborch ol 
England may surrender her union with tbe stale, 
and tbe episcopate of the united cborch be 
elected by its clergy and laity at large. Com­
pulsory uniformly of Divine wotship may be 
abandoned, and while tbe Articles ol tbe Church 
are reiaioed as “ a settled term of sound words,' 
and certain liturgical offices form parr of tbe slated 
offices, extempore prayer might be freely al owed. 
Th» pastors of existing congregations ol Diseen 
fers might receive from tbe Bishops Ihe right 
hand of fellowship “ that they should go to their 
own flxks, and mission also it preachers to tbe 
Anglicsn Congregations when invited by tbe 
patrors of the same churches." In something ol 
Ibis sort it is that tbe Bishop of Adelaide thinks 
a gtaod outward union of cburcber might be 
achieved, and “ a Reformed Catholic Church 
might grow up, and, like the rod cf Aaron, swal­
low up our sectarian diflerences.” Emanating

building of ships ? Why these pamphlets 
advoenting war which appear ever and 
anon, and which, wilh very good reason, 
are supposed lo have Imperial sanction, if 
not supervision?

It is clear that Austria does not look for­
ward to a war with anything like pleasure 
Rumours are afloat which imply that she j 
would not object to evacuate Italy, il the 
French would leave Rom*. Louis Napo­
leon is not likely, however, to let the Pope 
out of his bauds. But though Austria may 
not wish io be involved in a war with Italy 
and France, she may. nevertheless prove 
an awkward antagonist. Her military or­
ganization is so complete and efficient that 
he can bring into the field 050,000 men on a 

rnon It’s notice. In addition to ibis etreog h 
of her own, she would probably secure tbe 
co-operation of many ol tbe German States. 
With such an army, cod in the present state 
ol military science,» contest between France 
and Austria could not but be frightful in its 
issues.

The correspondent of tha Times discloses 
a snug little scheme which it ia said is enter­
tained by the King of Sardinia. Finding 
his little territory too small for him, and re- 
lying upon the prestige of bis Crimean cam- 
paigu, and later still, his alliance with tbe 
Imperial family of France, Victor Emanuel 
contemplates tbe following modest changes 
in the policy ot Italy : to drive the Aus­
trians out of ltaiy,—to form from the North 
of Italy a constitutional kingdom, with a 
population of twelve millions,—the said 
kingdom to be under tbe rule of the bouse 
of Savoy. Of course he does not expect to 
carve this little dish for himself without 
some trouble ; but he fully relies on tbe co­
operation of France—txpecia that Russia 
will afford a passive support, by way of pay- 
ing oil' a grudge against her old ally—and 
hopes lh,u England will remain neutral.— 
Ail ol which reminds one of the oft-quoted 
directions for cooking a hare—*1 First catch 
your bare !”

In the meanwhile all foreign powers had 
better lake care how they deal wilh Eng- 
,and, for it appears that she cannot be touch- 
ed with impunity, inasmuch as tbe authori­
ties at the Horse Guards have just adopted 
a gun which is warranted to carry a bolt or 
shell of ninety pounds weight, and h t its 
mark, at a range of ten miles ! This is 
rt a ly carrying the matter too far. Your 
own correspondent may be silting quietly at 
his desk, enucleating particles of light from 
tbe history-clouds ot tbe month, and not 
dreaming of enemies or sieges, when bis 
head may be summarily shot off by a ten 
miles di-tant foe, who may get away and 
secure himself from punishment long before 
the officers of ju.-tice cart ascertain the

They will probably u-.e effec­
tual means lo avoid falling into onr hands. 
Lord Clyde intends leaving India—or has 
probably left by this time. He will meet 
with an enthusiastic reception at home, and 
well does he deserve it. Would that the 
gallant Havelock could .-bare it with him !

Report says that Lord Cowley is to be 
sent on a special mission to Vienna. If 
this be true, it looks suspicious. But per- 
haps the report may have grown out of bis 
visit to England a few days since,—be hav­
ing been summoned from Paris to receive 
the instructions of his government on tbe 
vexed question of the Danobian Principali­
ties, the Conference on which be will have 
to attend in his official capacity very short!y.

Tbe business of Parliament daring the 
first fortnight of its session has been very 
dull and desultory,—deplorably eo. The 
Derby Misistry is close and slow. There 
is no bringing Ibe ministers out. They 
make no sign. Perhaps they have none to 
make. They will be compelled, however, 
to come ont, both on the European question 
and the New Reform measures,—the de­
bates on which are looked for with great 
eagerness. Lord Bury's Bill for legalizing 
marriage with a deceased wife’s sister, has 
met with encouraging success—the motion 
for its second reading having been carried 
by a majority ot fifty-eight Tbe Bill dif­
fers little from others ol a similar object 
which have been recently introduced. It 
does not compel clergymen to solemnize each 
marriages, bat simply permi'e them, either 
in chnrcbes, chapels, or the offices of regis­
ters. The better way of settling the law io 
this case would be to withdraw all prohibi­
tory clauses of former bills, and so give 
tacit sanction to all who chose to porsne tbe 
very natural course of marrying the sister 
of a deceased wife. The subject is almost 
too delicate for public discussion or canvass, 
yet it ii one in which some are profound­
ly and almost vitally interested. Of course 
tbe Bill must pass the Lords, who will doubt­
less observe their traditional policy and throw 
it out. Tbe noble Lords of Britain’s Upper 
House are totally unlike the Athenians,— 
they have the strongest dislike to enything 
new.

An order of the Postmaster General, that 
all inland letters should be prepaid, or open­
ed by tbe postal authorities and returned, 
has created considerable uneasiness in com­
mercial and domestic circles, and has given 
rise to a debate io the Lords. English peo­
ple don’t like their letters lo be opened, and 
t is not always convenient to prepay them 

with a stamp. Sometimes one is oufof 
stamps, and cannot procure them. Some­
times one is in so desperate a harry that he 
has not time to affix tbe necessary Q teen’s 
bead ; and sometimes, perhaps often, a letter 
is dropped into tbe box unpaid because the 
writer has not a p*noy in the world. One 
gentleman, who very properly signs himself 
“ The Dodger," writes to tbe Times to say 
that be finds tbe new arrangement very 
beneficial, for the Post Office carries all his 
letters for nothing. He writes bis letter, 
signs the name of his correspondent at the 
end of it, directs it to himself, and then puts 
it in unpaid. The authorities open it, and 
at once send it back as they think, to the 
party whose name is thus forged,—and so 
the writer saves his penny I The whole 
question U Interesting, ns showing how ex­
quisitely woven is onr whole social fabric, 
and how reafily all England may be affect­
ed by tbe most simple change.

The admi.-.sion of Baron Rothschild to 
Parliament Inst year, was only the insertion 
of ihe thin end of the wedge, for no sooner 
does the new Parliament open than two 
more sons of Israel present themselves for 
admission to the British Senate,—Mr Al 
derman Salonr.ons,and another Baron Roths­
child. A Jew may now be Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, Minister for tbe Colonies, 
or even principal Secretary of Slate,—and 
wc may be sure that whatever a Jew may 
be he will. And henceforth what may we 
not look for ? The sale of the Hat of 
Maintenance,—tbe melting down of the 
sceptre,—the disembowelling of the wool 
sack,—tbe auction of the Speaker’s Chair,— 
the pawning of toe Crown jewels,—and the 
wholesale consignment of the royal robes to 
the domains of old clo'This, at least.

Tbe present government is said to be io 
a pickle, and likely lo have to turn out it* 
Lord Chancellor. A short time since a mas­
tership in Lunacy fell vacant. Tbe birth 
is very snug and profitable, and Ihe appoint­
ment is in tbe gift of the Chancellor for thi 
time being. Even Chancellors have their 
little weaknesses—and Lord Chelmsford i* 
but a man. Looking round him he be- 
thought himself of a son-in-law of bis, Hig­
gins by name,—aud to Mr. Higgins he gav* 
tbe appointment. It was gazetted accord 
ingly ; when uprose the cry, •* Who it Uig 
gins ? The only answer that could be given 
was that he was tbe Chancellor’s kinsman, 
—a mao of very respectable abilities, but 
not the man for the post. Like a gentleman, 
rather than place bis father-in-law in the 
awkward position of having lo defend bis 
appointment, and himself jin antagonism lo 
the popular opinion. Mr. Hiagine resign­
ed, and |Ir. Samuel Warren, Q C., was ap­
pointed in bis stead. But scarcely bad this 
affair got abroad, when the Lord Chancellor 
makes matters ten times worse by ousting a 
worthy woman from her place as house­
keeper of the Registrar's office in Cbar.ceiy 
lane,—an apt ointment worth between one 
and two hundred a year,—aud pulling in 
his butler instead. W ith all due respect for 
the Lord High Chancellor of England, tbe 
people of England think that he is carrying 
his head a little too high, and that, ho vever 
such proceedings may aland in law, they do 
not harmonise with equity. His Lprdship 
will therefore most probably accept the place 
of Lord Chief Baron of tbe Exchequer, who 
is about to retire wilh a pension ol seven 
thousand a year,—and for this office Lord 
Chelmsford is admirably adapted. Hia suc­
cessor on tbe woo'sack will be Lord Kings, 
down, (late Mr. Pemberton Leigh). It is 
alto rumoured that General Peel is not com­
fortable at the War Office, and will shortly 
re.-ign, lo the great aatiniact on of all parties 
concerned. The gifted Secretary lor tbe 
Colonies, too, is said to find the pleasures of 
literature and Knebworth Park more to his 
taste then the eares of state ; and his seals 
of office will probably be transferred lo the 
ex Lord High Commissioner Gladstone, who 
has had enough of ihe lon'an Isles.

Prote-tants in England are watching with 
jealous interest the movements of the Heir

sons among tbe ruins of an Empire which 
once sceptred the world.

Tbe good King George of Tonga ba* 
memorialized the Queen of England for 
protection against France and her priests — 
A large deputation of Wesleyan Ministers 
and laymen waited upon Sir Edward Bal- 
wtr Lytton some time since, for the purpose 
of pressing the King's claim. They wete 
politely referred to the Under Secretary for 
Foreign Affairs, who as politely referred 
them to Lord Derby ; (lor 8o we go round 
and round and round See. in our govern­
ment movements.) A memorial Lae been 
addressed to Lord Derby on tbe subject, 
and if he declines to take it op, tbe whole 
affair will be thrown open before the House 
and the British people. The expense of a 
British Protectorate of tbe Friendly Isles 
would be next to nothing, snd the advan­
tage of such an acquisition would be great. 
The King of Fiji, Tbakombau, has sent 
an ambassador to the Queen, offering to 
cede certain of his i.lands to tbe British 
Crown, and thus sit down tinder the shadow 
of British protection. In the meantime, it 
is pleasing to learn thattinong all his trials, 
tbe Tongues® King and bis subjects are re­
maining faithful to their religion. A mil- 
sionary meeting was held recently on cne 
of the islands, at which King George pre­
sided, when it appeared that the nations 
had contributed, m oil alone, daring the 
year, the munificent sum of fifteen hundred 
pounds. »

Tbe Chevalier Bunsen’k new volume on 
Egyptology is creating a wide and painful 
sensation in religious circles. Orthodoxy 
has never been his failing, but he bae 
hitherto had the credit of keeping pretty 
near the mark. But in hie new volume the 
Chevalier has broached some extraordinary 
theories,—as for instance that the ebrouo 
logy of Manetho is the oely authentic sys­
tem,—that Menes, tbe first King of Egypt 
commenced his reign four thousand years 
before Christ,—that the Deluge, which was 
confined to a email range of country in 
Central Asia, occurred ten thousand yeats 
B. C.—and that man bad lived upon the 
earth twenty thousand years, when Christ 
was born. In addition to all this, be turows 
discredit upon the historical accuracy ol 
many leading incidents of Scripture, and 
questions the truthfulness of some of the 
New Testament writer». Nor is be satis­
fied with a diffident statement of his views, 
lie must needs dogmatize, and freely asperse 
the intellectual character of those who 
choose to oppose him.

By a decision ol Lord Campbell, Ihe 
Archbishop pf Canterbury has been com­
pelled to give a hearing to the Rev. Alfrtd 
Poole, who was map- tided from the Curacy 
of St. Barnabas, by tbe Bishop oi London, 
for having adopted the practice of the pri­
vate confessionak The case which has al­
ready been exposed in all its hideous details 
is to be brought up again. The Archbishop 
hits heard the pleadings, and is to deliver 
judgment next week. Of coarse be will 
conlirm tbe act of ihe Bishop, whom no 
man can accuse of bigotry or intolerance.

Dr. Hook, the Vicar of Leeds, and lung 
notorious for High Church tendencies, has 
been promoted lolht Deanery of Chichester. 
He had accepted the appointment, and in a 
circular to his Churcb-wardene he stales 
that the emoluments of the Deanery will 
not exceed those ol the Vicarage, but that 
he relinquishes the latter because he thinks 
that after a pastoral charge of twenty-eight 
ye ns, a change is desirable. His Leeds 
parishoners think to too. The Doctor 
therefore steps up to a position which will 
afford him a large incomcsjdenty of learned 
leisure, and tbe privilege of being called 
“ the eery reverend, the Dean.’’

The Londoners bad a great treat last 
Friday evening. Tbe Church which was 
built by the French Protestant refugees, 
after the revocation of the edict of Nantes, 
has for a long lime been in the possession ot 
the Wusleyans, of the Third London Cir­
cuit. It is well known io London as the 
Spitalfield's Chapel It ia a fine old struc­
ture. Over the pulpit is a massive oaken 
sounding-board. All ils furniture is of the 
'tuition of the period. But it is most heavily 
burdened with debt, and as the wealthy 
families who once attended its services, and 
inhabited mansions in ibe immediate neigh­
bourhood have long since emigrated west­
ward, to the mure fashionable quarters of 
;be metropolis, ihe burden of ibe debt has 
been a mu: t serious obstacle lo tbe progress 
of God’s work in tbe district, lu conse­
quence of certain special characteristics in 
tbe case, tbe Conference, at its last session, 
resolved to depart from its usual rule, and to 
throw the difficulties of tbs Spilalfielde 
friends on the sympathies ol the Coonexioo. 
Subscriptions have therefdre been solicited 
among various Circuits, and other special 
methods have been reported to, in order to 
relieve the embarrassments. The Rev. 
William M. Puushon volunteered to give a 
Lecture in the Chapel, for the same object. 
I'be spacious edifice was crammed to over- 
fljwiog on Friday evening. Hundreds 
tailed lo obtain admission. Each person 
who entered was charged one shilling. Tbo 
subject of the Lecture was the Huguenots,— 
a subject kindred with the lecturer’s sympa­
thies and powers. For two hours he held 
the vast audience enchanted. Burst's of 
applause followed hiseloquènt period»,—and 
at the close he was greeted wilh unparalleled 
enthusiasm. The lecture was unanimously 
pronounced to be his beet effort. He has 
engaged to deliver it twenty times, for the 
benefit of the Spitalflelds Trust. With 
such help, the Sanctuary in which Saurin 
preached will toon be out of debt.

Mr. Arthur’s pamphlet on Revivals is 
creating a sensation. It is published by Mr. 
Mason,—uni ke Mr. Arthur’s works in 
times past. Its sale has already exceeded 
fifteen thousand, though it has not been in 
print a fortnight. It breathes the earnest 
spirit by which tbe able author is character­
ized, and in these times of religious expec­
tancy it is most seasonable. Revivalism is 
now the question of the day. lo many of 
our large towns daily prayer-meetings are 
being held. Special services too are quite 
the order of the day. Wesleyans, Indépen­
dants, Baptists, and other sects join together, 
and pray unitedly for showers ot blessing. 
Even the Unitarians are stirring themselves, 
and organizing Home Missions, and the city 
of Oxlord baa caught the flame,—a series 
of special services tor the working classes 
having been organized under the very 
shadow of the University. Quakers jo.o 
the movement, and are to be found in noisy 
prayer-meeting looking sufficiently as­
tonished.

From the Australian Conference we bear 
that it has been resolved lo establish a Wes­
leyan Mission in Japan.

Ibe imbecility and 
insolence of our government, as exhibited in all 
its intercourse with tbe Central American s'ates 
American diplomacy in that quarter consists in 
braggadocio. The reason why we hive sent use 
lees men to Nicaragua as diplomatists is that, 
when gasconade tailed, reliance waa placed in 
the favor of Ihe British envoy to Central Aman- 
ca.

Mishaps do not come singly but in troops np- 
on tbe President.

Advices by the Arabia are to the 26th nil.
The European Time\ of that date nays In 

Ihe Hoose ol Lords last night Lord Malmesbury 
elated that the troogj ot France and Austria 
would evacuate the Roman States at tbe signal 
of ibe Pope. In tbe House ol Commons the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer declared emphaii 
call), and amid loud cheers, that communications 
bad been received botb.from France and Austria 
—communications leading to tbe hope that tbe 
Papal Stales would ere long be evacuated by the 
troops both of France and Austria, and this with
Ihe toll concurence of tbe Papa! Government__
Lord Cowley had in consequence been dispatch­
ed to Vienna on a confidential Mission, of wbicb 
he could only say that it was one ol peace and 
conciliation.

Lord Palmerston brought ibe question of peace 
or war before ihe House ol Commons on the 25ib 
nit. He pointed oat in a subdued and quiet 
way tbo alarm which was fill at the prospect tl 
an European War, tbe injury which H would in­
flict upon trade, and the absence of any motive 
lor an appeal fo arma, a» no great nation had in- 
aolterl or done injury to another great naiton, 
and there could be no intention on the part of 
any one ol abrogating existing treaties, and 
thereby producing a general conflagration. Lord 
Palroeraton declared bis belief that the lime waa 
opportune for bringing forward fbe subject, as 
tbe House was about to vote tho naval estimâtes, 
and it was dtsitable to know the best ami the 
wotst. It was in the interest of peace that he 
called attention to ibe qaeslion, and Government, 
if it thought fit, migb; allay, if it could, the ap 
prehensions which were so generally prevalent.

Mr. Diiraelt replied that in tbe critical emer­
gency which had occurred the Government bad 
not been idle, ami bad used their beet exertions 
for Ibe preservation of peace He declared, lhal 
communications had been received both from 
France and Austria, that their troops would 
speedily leave tbe Roman States, with tbe per- 
seet concurrence ol tbe Papal Government.

Tbe Ionian Parliament has rejected ail tbe 
proposed reforms. Mr. Gladstone was expected 
to arrive in England, from tbe Ionian Islands, on 
tlie llib inet., and the subject of Mr. Gladstone'» 
mission waa to be discussed in the House ot Lords 
on the 14th.

Imperial Parliament.—Tbere are two or 
three incidental norois says Ibe London Watch­

in India, to-morrow week. We took an early 
opportuniiy of drawing attention to these Reso 
luttons, and hope that they, or some equivalent 
declaration, will obtain the sanction ol the 
Government and tbe House.

The fact 
oouid not be denied, but was attempted to be 
palliated by pleading precedent, and calling tbe 
offensive compilation the Prayer book ol tbe 
Papists,—which it is not, but a compendium cf 
Romish devotion, doctrine, and defilement. Tbe 
subject will come again into view when the 
amount expended for each distribution bas io be 
put to the vole among Ibe Estimates. Mr. Gil­
pin, on Monday, a.-k.-d a question regarding the 
Opium Trade, which pioduccd tbe expected 
answer, that Lord Elgin'a Treaty bad legalised 
tbe importation ol ibe" drug into China. On 
tbe same evening, Lotd Stanley referred to 
the monopoly ol the manufacture in India, ami 
to Ibe revenue dependant upon it. His speech 
detracts much from and almost obliterates tbe 
favoorable impres-ion which bad recently been 
entertained of his lordship's senliments. He 
thinks (bat tbe habitual consumption ol ibis nar­
cotic i) scarcely prejudicial to the health cf large 
classes in India—a surprising error after the 
accumnlated and authentic facts which prove 
that it is destructive both to the phvsicsl and 
moral nature of tbe opium eater.

This is the true policy. The best feeds, 
plants and aoimals should always be sought 
tor plsnitog and breeding. Though the 
first cost may be greeter, u is fir more pro­
fitable to cultivate ibe best vegetable», 
graine, etc, than the ordinary kinds. The 
merkeieble value of the product, if well 
cultivated end preserved, is alweye more 
remunerative than poor wash," badly grown 
by cirelese cultivators. And the same 1» 
true in regard to domestic animals.

The true course is to breed from the beet, I 
whatever may be the expense in the begin­
ning; for it costs little more to raise to eny 
given age a good animal than it does an in­
ferior one—while ibe former may be ten 
times ee profitable as the latter.

The wide ewake end «xperieticed fermer 
knows ihit it is nearly as eeey and cheap 
to produce an animal worth one hundred 
dollars, as it ia to raise nue which will sell 
for only or less than half ibai amount ; and 
moreover, that in so doing hi» dividends are 
hoi only handsome, but n laudable pride is 
gratified, and bis pleasure measurably en­
hanced. Indeed, the best breeds of aoimals 
the best grains and seed», lb# beet plants 
and trees, the best end most productive 
varieties, the heel implements ind models 
of culture—ell these sré essential to suc­
cessful, profitable agriculture. Think of 
the oil-repeated truisms, reader, in miking 
your eeleciioue of seed#, plants, fruits and 
Block aoièala, and consider, before decid­
ing, whether it is wise to always propagate 
from the beat.— Rural Acw Yorker.

The north­
ern psrt of Ireland, the province of Ulster, 
bee been Protestant evsr since tbe time of 
Cromwell, when it wse largely settled by 
Scotch Presbyterisne. The passage by 
Parliament, seven or eight years since, of 
the bill slluwiug estates 10 be sold, end cut 
up into firms of inodenle size, conduced 
greatly lo the material pioeperiiy of the 
couniry, aud even the dreariest parts of 
Connaught and Munster, where the Irish
