What the Grand Trank Crop Report |

Bayw

The Grand Trunk crop report has been I
issned. Speaking generally, the crop has
been the largest ever harvested in Can-
ada. Inabundance hay ranks first, the
yield having been, in ninety-nine places
from which returns have be received, |
over an average, and in forty five an |
average, and in only eleven under an |
average. Moreover, the excess of the
uverage has been very considerable, as
much as three tons to the acre being
gathered in sections, while the majority |
of places report u yield of twotons te
the acie. Fall wheat is also a unusually |
bountiful one, only two reports under
the average hn\'ing been received, while |
some sixty per cent. represent the crop |
as above the average., As this grnm\
grain is very largely sown thronghout
“nlnrlo, and forms the staple crap, it is

specially gratilying to receive such a

plendid account on the result of the
hlr\en. On the other hand spring
wheat has been a signal failure, having
been injured by the midge, weevil and
rust, and many reports from the princip-
al grain growing sections in Ontario re-
present the yield as not more than five
to eight bushels an acre, and in f
places has it reachod 20 hushels per acre.
In this province, however, spring wheat
has fared hetler and about an average
erop will be gathered. Oats are uguin
a mn‘mhcenl crop for the fifth year in
Iding throughout Ontario
from thirty-five to sixty bushels to the
acre, in one or two sections even a
heavier yie'd is reported. This erop is
now an important one, its success in late
vears having led to an extensive cultiva-
tiol Peas having given a fairly abund-
ant yield, but unfortunately the gram has
been infested in many sections by bugs,
and the sutcome of the crop will be less |
satisfactory than at first anticipated.
v ba called_about an average
crop, for although the' figures represent
an over average yield the berry hias been
discolored in many places. Corn is not
extensively grown in (anada, and only
for local eonsumption. It is backward
in growth, but promises a fair yield.
Root crops in all sections are coming on
magnificently. Potatoes have bLeen un-
usually abundant and of superior guality,
and other roats still in the ground will
give an enormous crop. Fruit promises
not more than an average, frost having
done considerable dam n the spring.

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THE TINBER ARxA OF CANADA,

EMIGRATION FROM ENGLAND.

(New York Tribune.)

The emigration from England to the
United States, predicted for this fall, Las al-
ready begun. Otur latest advices state that a
large body of farmers are assembled in Man-
chester ready to start. They are not entirely
penniless, having capitals of $2,000 to $3,000.
Their il&enlmu is to eolonize, if possible, to-
gether, and, as they are from Yorkshire, there
is little doubt that they will keep up Eaglish
babits, prejudices and dialect for a generation
or two. Irom, a scientific English journal,
states that the whole mining population - are
taruing their eyes to America and Australia.
Mr. Bryson, President of the Northumberland
Miners' Association, urged all the unemployed
laborers to give up the struggle at ouce and
forever in Old England, and to emi-
grate. Three hundred men of the Bradford
Tron and Machine Works are on their way
now to Philadelphia, where employment is
promised them, A ecutlery firm in Sheffield
with all its capital and full staff of workmen
is moving bodily to this eountry. Iron in-
dulges in & woeful lamentation over these
signs of a general movement, stating that
+ it is the best and most trustworthy work-
men who have hived off first.” Itis to be
hoped that this influx of capital and labor
will ** hive on the open spaces of this ceuntry
and go to work promptly, and not settle down
idly into the large citie We have as much
as we ean do now to control our own unem-
ployed laborers, skilled or unskilled, during
the winter, witheut the addition of the irucu-
lent British workmen.
