per two-pound loaf. I always sell my 
bread at the price current in 'Brockville, 
and as there are four or five bakers there,
I do not see that I can fairly be charged 
with taking unfair advantage of my cus­
tomers. 1 am well aware that bread is 
sold throughout Ontario at from 10 cents 
to 1-1 cents per loaf, according to quality.
As to the quality of my bread, 1 can point 
to the fact that Mr. Nelson Earl, while 
making brick on the Elgin road last 
mer, told me that he would rather 
cents for my bread than 10 cents 
bread sold out there ; and I think Mr.
Earl’s opinion of the qualities of my bread 
is shared in generally by my patrons. 1 
would have to leave Farmersville or 
starve in it, did I not make regular visits 
to surrounding villages to sell bread.. This 
means that while other bakers sell all 
their output to retail customers, I sell most 
of mine at wholesale, averaging not 
than 25 cents a pan. I purchase the very 
best flour in the market, that I may pro­
duce a good article of bread, and 1 
glad to say that my grumbling friends 
few. Yours,

ADDITIONAL LOCAL NEWS.

On Monday, tho 17th inst., William 
James Crummie, of Frankville, died 
at the age of 24 years. On the Thurs­
day previous to hi* death, deceased 
complained of feeling unwell, end 
symtoms of pleurisy developing, ho 
was obliged to take to his bed. It is 
supposed that the disease was further 
complicated by a functional weakness 
of the heart; but his friends had no 
idea that lie was dangerously ill, and 
the young man appeared to tic rapidly 
recovering his wonted health. On 
Monday, however, the patient called 
his mother to the bedside. Sho re­
sponded quickly, and on reaching her 
son’s side, found him apparently dv- 
ing. She lifted him up and in a few 
minutes the young man expired in his 
mother’s ai ms. Deceased posssessed 
splvudid physique, and enjoyed such 
robust health that his very suddi n 
death appeared to have been a remote 
contingency. The funeral took place 
on Wednesday, and the scenes wit­
nessed on that occasion indicated that , 
the whole community mourned for him 
as for the loss of a brother. The ser 
vice was conducted by the Rev. L. 
Conley, of Frankville, who preached 
from Hebrews iv. 9. Tho Rev. Mr. 
Porteôus, Presbyterian minister at To­
ledo, and the Rev. Geo, Sogers, also 
spoke onefly. Tiic deceased young

Peach Culture.
The conditions of failure in peach-grow­

ing, concisely stated, are :
1. A wet soil* or one that from any cause 

holds water around the roots of the tree, 
whether the land is situated high or low.

2. Excessive fertility while the trees are 
young, whether it be secured in the natural 
conditions of the soil or by the ingenuity 
of man.

3. Severe cutting back of the young 
growth each year, thus dwarfing the tree 
and robbing it of much natural vitality/

4. Allowing the tree to overbear and 
thus exhaust the vitality by a single crop 
of fruit.

5. By deficient and improper cultivation.
On the other hand the conditions of suc­

cess in peach-growing are:
1. An elevated locality that is not subject 

to late frosts in the spring or late frosts in 
the fall.

2. A warm and moderately fertile soil 
that is well drained by nature. Artificia 
drainage may prove successful, but its 
utility has not yet been fully demonstrated.

3. Thorough cultivation,without manure, 
until the trees come into bearing, then com­
bine the two so as to supply all the deple­
tion produced in the soil by growth of trees 
and fruit.

4. Never let a tree overbear.
5. Continue cultivation until the close of 

the dry season every summer, even if it 
continues until September.

The Greatest Known Cold.

In liis report of his mission to thé Lena 
Delta, Lieut. William Hi Schultz says : 
As we approached Verchoyansk (Northern 
Siberia), the cold was almost unbearable, 
compelling a stop at nearly every inhabited 
yourt i (native hut), not only on account of 
ourselves, but more owing to the reindeer, 
which suffered visibly during the low tem­
peratures. Fortunately these inhabited 
yourtas are not far apart as one approaches 
-the village. Breathing was at times diffi­
cult, and on January 10th and 11th (1886) 
the temperature sank to 66° Celsius, cor­
responding to 86.80° Fahrenheit below 
zero. This is the coldest temperature ever 
observed, and I afterward had the satisfac­
tion of establishing it beyond a doubt by 
the agreement of the thermometers at 
Verchoyansk, observed by exiles who were 
furnished with instruments by the Central 
Meteorological Observatory at Pavlovsk, 
near St. Petersburg. Verchoyansk thus 
maintained its reputation of being the pole 
of the greatest known cold, although its 
latitude is only 68 ° north.

He 
managed the recent cvictionÿbf 80 tenants,
Lord Lansdowne on his advice refusing to 
grant the reduction of 15 per cent, which 
they d-manded.

Mr E. Walsh, the proprietor of the 
People, a Nationalist paper published at 
Wexford, has received six summonses to 
appear in court for alleged illegal publica­
tions relating to the National League.

A Belfast cable says : Mr. Chamberlain, 
speaking at Bushmills, County Antrim, 
yesterday, said that it was not the upper 
classes, but the poorer classes of U lster 
that were opposed to the Parnellite pro­
posals. The artisans and farmers did not 
see any chance of improving their condition 
under the rule of men like the Home Rule 
members of Parliament. The poorer 
classes rightly looked forward with the 
greatest dread to the changes that would 
be involved in the creation of a Parliament 
at Dublin. He admitted that a part of the 
north of Ireland was strongly in favor of 
Home Rule, but he was certain that if he 
could infuse into the people of Donegal the 
same resolute, law-abiding disposition as 
that shown by the people of Antrim, the 
outcry for great constitutional changes 
would become little heard of.

Mr. Chamberlain, continuing, referred to 
the persistent silence which Mr. Gladstone 
had maintained regarding the fçrm of his 
new Home Rule Bill, lhe Gladstonians, 
he said, made a great parade about vague 
modifications of Mr. Gladstone’s original 
plan, but many earnest Liberals remained 
totally unable to gather from Mr. Glad­
stone’s utterances what the changes really 
were. (Cries of “ Hear, hear.”) If an 
amended scheme existed, why did not Mr.
Gladstone take the nation into his confi­
dence ? It was not fair for a leader to 
claim the absolute trust of his followers, 
while refusing to give a clear insight into 
his intentions upon a matter of life or death.
Surely upon a question, involving the fate 
Of thc Empire, Mr. Gladstone might even 
at this late hour make a clear, definite 
statement which plain men could under­
stand,.

In conclusion, he declared that it was be­
yond the^compotency of the Parliament of 
thc United Kingdom to dispose absolutely 
of the destinies of any part of the Kingdom.
Parliament might relieve Ulster of its alle­
giance and cut it adrift from the Empire, 
but it was not competent to transfer the 
allegiance of Ulster to a, Barliafnent at 
Dublin. In counselling Ulster to offer 
resistance, he did not mean a resort to 
physical force. He put that aside. (Cries 
of “ You needn’t.”) It was constitutional 
resistance he meant. If- it were decided 
ultimately that Home Rule was desirable 
fpr the south of Ireland, that would not 
justify the imposition of Home Rule 
Ulster, which under no circumstances 
would submit to it. (Cries of “ Never.”)
Animated by this spirit, the time would 
never come wjfén Ulster men would cease 
to be citizens of the United Kingdom.

THE CAT O’NINE TAILS 

Didn’t Appear to Hurt Him Very Much. 
A last (Thursday) night’s Montreal des­

patch says : For the fourth time in the 
criminal records of Montreal, thc lash 
applied to-day at Montreal jail upon the 
person of a man named Desormiers, who 
some months ago, while dressed in a priest’s 
garb, committed an inde6ent assault upon a 
young girl at St. Martine. Desormiers was 
tried at the last term of tho Court of 
Queen’s Bench and sentenced to one year’s 
imprisonment, with tlie addition of twenty 
lashes. To-d^ Desormiers received ten 
ourMthe txveifty lashes. The operation 
took place in the presence of thc deputy 
sheriff and a small knot of spectators. The 
prisoner was securely tied to a triangle by 
his arms and legs, his back bared, and a 
muffler tied around his neck to prevent the 
lash reaching that portion ofhi$ body.

The whipping was certainly not 
very severe in its nature, and did not seem 
to have much effect upon the prisoner, who, 
beyond a few bruises on his back, was not 
much hurt.

A Kingston despatch says : On Satur­
day, before leaving for New Yrork, Wong 
Chin Foo, the unconvertible Chinaman, 
ventilated his grievances against the Cana­
dian Government. It had, through the 
Customs collector at Suspension Bridge, 
imposed upon him the tax of $50 provided 
by tho Anti-Chinese Immigration Act 
passed some time ago. Wong Chin Foo 
has been about fifteen years a resident of 
the United States. He claims that for 
thirteen years lie has been an American 
citizen, being naturalized at Grand Rapids, 
Mich., in 1874. He had been a frequent 
visitor to Canada ever since the existence 
of the Act referred to, and until the pre­
sent he has not suffered by its enforcement. 
He says that on arriving at Clifton the 
other da,y while on a lecturing tour the 
Customs officer sized him up and declared 
that lie was dutiable. Wong Cfliin Foo 
professed to be ignorant of the law and 
took the action of the officer as a joke, 
but the officer was not inclined to 
be at all funny and intimated that 
upon -tiie payment of the > assess­
ment depended his detention or progress. 
Now Wong Chin Foo, being quite chatty 
and possessed of an oily tongue, he set 
about showing the officer the mistake he 
had made.

For Quality and Cheapness we are not Excelled.The trial of John Morris, charged 
with the murder of Henry Doal, took 
place at the Broekville assizes en 
VV ednesday. D. B. Maclennan, Q. C„ 
of Cornwall, was for the Crown, and 
Mr. Saunders, of Kemptville, for the 
prisoner. Morris rented from Doal a 
house and some land in the tenth con­
cession of Augusta. On the 12th of 
last August Doal went to Morris's 
house and got into a dispute with him 
about a yoke cf oxen which both were 
claiming. A man named Thomas 
Streight was present, also Margaret 
Morris, aged 11, a daughter of the 
prisoner. The altercation was followed
by a scuffle in which Doal fcas fatally Tow"8'
stabbed and he died the next day at Four per cent Interest allowed on "deposits.

Doal s account of the affair, 
as given in his dying declaration sworn 
to before a magistrate, was as follows:
—“ A difliculty arose between John 
Morris and myself about a yoke of 
steers that Morris got from me to 
break, Wo had some words and 
Morris drew his whipstock to strike 
mo with it. I caught hold of the 
whipstock and took it from him. Then 
Moiqis drew out his knife and I struck 
him pn the arm with .t the whipstock,
Then. Morris stabbed me in the left 
breast or the left lung. It was a long 
dirk knife that he stabbed me with.”
The evidence showed that the actual 
stabbing was witnessed only by Mar­
garet Morris, as Streight. left before 
the fight commenced. Mr. Saunders 
contended that, the wound was made in 
self-defence, and to support this called 
the daughter, -who swore that Doal 
struck her father three or four times 
before the stab was given. Malcolm 
Boyd testified that Doal told him he 
expected a fight. After a brief absence 
the jury found the prisoner guilty of 
manslaughter. He was sentenced to 
nine months in the Central Prison.
