The Holstein cow, Erie Bell 2nd, 
owned by C. J. Gilroy di Son, has just 
completed a month's milk record, in 
which time she gave 2028 lbs. Her 
highest daily yield was 
daily grain ration for the month 
lbs. bran, 4 lbs. pearoeal, and 1 lb. oil 
meal, making a total of 11 lbs. at a 
cost of 7 cts. daily. Of course, this 

fifed all the grass she wanted and 
pure fresh water at liberty.

Now for a comparison. They report 
that the average yield per cow of their 
factory to be about 22 lbs. The low­
est average per cow by any patron is was 
16 lbs., while the highest is under 30 
lbs. So that on the whole their cow 
has given more milk in" one month than 
3 average cows of the factory.
