If the bacon trade of Canadais to

The chameleon, therefore, is the only
four-legged vertebrate that is unable to
swim; it becomes so frightened when
dropped into water thit all faculty of
concentration is lost and the creature
tumbles about as if in a state of intoxi-
cation.

‘When a chameleon is undisturbed ev-

ery impulse of motion is referred to the |

proper tribunal and the whole organism
acts in accordance with its decrees.

The chameleon, moreover, may be fast
asleep on one side and wide awake on
the other. Cautiously approached at
night with a candle so as not to awaken
the whole animal at once, the eye turn-
ed toward the light will open, begin to
move, and the corresponding side to
change color, whereas the other side will
remain for a longer or shorter time in
a torpid, motionless and unchanged state
with its eye fast shut.

HOW TO KNOW THE HORSE You
BUZ.

Never have a horse brought out, or
up, or down, to you, but go to the stall,
and investigate for yourself certain de-
tails which, once you.know them, re-
quire no special acuwen to decide upon,
or to be aware of: For instance, is there
fnin in the manger, and the hour of
eeding some time past ¢ He may e a
bad feeder, nervous delicate—well to call
the veterinarian’s -attention to this
point. Is the straw under his fore-
{eet unusually trampled or broken? May

e one of these irritable, nervous “weav-
ers” (horses which constantly sway from
gide to side), who are generally also bad
feeders and poor property. Are the

| posts or sides battered or kicked?

e may be a kicker (by day or night,
epoiling his own rest and that of the
other horses). Does he tear, or eat
his blankets ? ‘Is he tied in any special
way or simply and as other horses are?
Is he gentle to approach and to han-
dle—no nipping, kicking, or pulling back
on the halter? Does be stand square
on both fore feet, or rest one or both
alternately? Does he back quietly from
the stall, picking up each hind leg with-
out sudden spasmodic jerking? = And
when he turns in the gangway does he
do so smoothly, or does he flinch (in
front) as if the boards were not even, or
his feet hurt him more or less?  Are
his eyes staring and expressionless, his
ears always forwardl—indicating defect-
ive vision.

Once out of the stall, notice that he
submits quietly to being wiped over, and
betrays no resentment, while harnessing,
at accepting the bit, bridle, erupper, cte.,
ete., and decorousiy permitting all ne-
cessary alterations and attentions, Ae-
cept nmo departure from absolute docil-
ity of deportment: for be sure that it
the animal betrays either excitability,
nervousness, or vice in the dealer’s hands
he will be far worse with you, for you
know you don’t know, and he will know
you don’t know—and those combinations
gpell trouble. In the same way see him
led out and put to the vehicle to which
he is to be driven, noting each stage of
the process, viewing him always with the
icily critical eye of the individual who
does not (yet) own him.

TO RELIEVE CHOKING.

Doctors Say Time Lost May Mean Fatal
Termination.

From the case of Mrs. Jennie Arm-
strong, who died from strangulation Sat-
urday afternoon at 1724 North Charles
street, where she was boarding, physi-
cians say that all persons may well take
a lesson.

When a person chokes, however slight-
ly, they say, haste must be taken to
dislodge the obstruction, but care should
be exercised in the methods.

“When a person chokes at the table
or elsewhere,” said Dr. J. S. Fulton, sec-
retary of the State Board of Health, “he

! should promptly stand up, as attempts

to cough up the obstruction while sit-
ting are liable to cause it to sink fur-
tuer down the windpipe.

“The seriougness of the choking de-
pends upon the position of the lungs
when the lodgment. occurs. If they are
inflated the pressure which the persons
naturally exerts is likely to move the
obstruction, but the serious cases where
the lungs happen to be deflated, and the
efforts at coughing carry the object
farther down the windpipe.

“With a child in a serious condition of
this kind the best thing to do is to
lift it up bodily by the feet, with the
head hanging downward, and give a few
violent jerks. This is almost certain to
accomplish the desired result. In deal-
ing with a grown person the remedy is
not so easy: One of the best methods
is to grasp him around the waist and
have him lean forward, go that his head
will be as low as his feet, and then give
violent shakes.

“The sight of a choking person is like-
ly to excite those who sce it. After
the first convulsive coughts have failed
and the sufferer begins to lose strength
so rapidly that he cannot make further
efforts the case scems to be hopeless.
But even after breath has been entirely
cut oif and the person is helpless there
is no need to despair of saving the life.
Prompt and vigcrous aclion, as long as
the head is kept down and gravity ia
helping, may jolt out the obstruction.

«\hen the simple methods secms to
f2il no time should be lost in sending
for a physician, or, preferably; a sur-
geon. Often lives have been saved at
the last moment by the bold use of the
knife. There is no time then for anaes-

' thetics or other preliminaries. The mom-

ent the larynx hss been cut and an air
passage opened the patient begins to
breathe and regain strength.

«The story is told of Dr. L. McLane
Tiffany, who was once about to operate
on a young person to remove an unnat-
ural growth from the nostrils, when the
bit of flesh icll into the patient’s wind-
pipe. Without a moment’s delay he cut
through and removed the obstructions
and made what was a remarkable opera-
tion.

“Once there was an old country doc-
tor who was called in to a patient who
was choking with a button.s ‘Do some-
thing quick,’” all cried as he came in at
the door. The patient was on the floor,
on her hands and knees, straining to
cough up the button. The doctor had
on a big pair of boots. He swung
back: and gave her one kick, which
cont the Lutton flving in cne direction
and her in another.”—Baltimore Sun.!

using for its capacity about 40 horse-
power. Every article that can be cook-
ed can be prepared in this kitchen.
Even the coffee is made by electricity. '

The dinner was a feature of & mot-
able visit to the power companies on the
Canadian side by the entire body of
Canadian engineers, who came to Nia-
gara Falls on a special train,

Queen Victoria Niagara Falls Park,
where the power 'slhmcs are built, will
contain many buildings. ‘These build-
ings will be surrounded by purely park
conditions. Green lawns, graded ter-
races, shrubs and flower beds will cover
almost all the acreage. In building its
big screen-house at the intake of the
Ontario Power Company, the company
is made to surmount the structune with
a pillared promenade for the use of vis-
itors. The overflow house of this com-
pany will be covered with a structure
for the use of visitors, the plans for
which were shown for the first time to-
day.

BATTLE IN

Riot Over Government Inventory of
the Contents.

Police Had to Storm Barricades and
Clear Building.

The Trouble‘i)aused a Row in the
Chamber of Deputies.

Paris, Feb. 5.—The attempts of Gov-
ernment agents to take inventories of
the contents of o8 Roman Catholic
churchres, in accordance with the new
law separating church and State, Te-
culted in a serious affray to-day in the
Church of St. Clothilde. More than
one hundred persons werc injured.

A crowd attacked M. Meursan, Di-
vecbor of Municipal Affairs, who had
come to notify. the enurch authoritics
(hat an inventory of
was to be taken.

by policemen.

Inside the church the con-
cregation  had  erec ted  barricades,
which had to De taken by assault,
while the men and women fainted,
\fter the church had been cleared the
commissioner proceeded to take the in-
ventory. The Catholies outside were
singing canticles.
Church Was Cleared,

The enorgetic measures taken by the
police had the efiect of almost com-
pletely clearing the church, expect at
the altar. where a few of the congre-
wation and some voung priests stood
defiantly brandishing sticks, Thes2
were allowed to remain.

The eviction of the remainder of the
erowd resulted in the injuring of many
persons on both sides, including 50 po-
YHeemen and guards, and a still highoer
number of the militant Catholies.

During struggle some of the
gnards had their rifles snatched from
vhem. and they fought with their hands
against the people, some of whom were
wrmed with swordstioks,

No one was allowed to approach,
Within the church nunerous police and
guardsmen held the doors and occupied
the naves and aisles, while the faithiul
knelt in the chancel and even on the
altar steps, responding to the rosary
recited by a priest. :

A TERRIBLE HANGING.

WARDER FELL INTO PIT WITH
CONDEMNLD MEN.

One Culprit Protested Innccence During
a Long Speech—Another Grasped
Rope in His Hands in Desperate
Attempt to Save His Neck.

London, Feb. 5.—Advices by yester-
day’s Australian mail give details of a
{errible scenc which occurred at a triple
execution at Fremantle, western Ausira-
lia.

A Jewish commercial traveller named
Mark Leibglid, formerly of London, was
at a place called Broome, in the north-
west, and was decoyed on board a pearl-
ing lugger lying orf the shore at night
on the pretence of being shown a valu-
able pearl which was for sale.

When on board Leibglid, who had a
large sum of money in his possession,
was brutally murdered and thrown into
the sea. Charles Hagen, a Norwegian,
and two natives of Manila, men named
Espada and Marquez, were found gulty,
of the crime and sentenced to death.

Hagen was the first man brought out
for execution. He delivered a speech
which lasted a quarter of an hour, as-
serting his innocense. Death in his case
was instantaneous. The iwo natives
were then brought from the condemned
cell with a priest in close attendance.

When the condemned men had reached
the gallows they engaged in an angry
altercation as to their guilt, and this
continued while the nooses were bemng
placed around their necks. The execu-
tioneer at this stage appeared to lose his
presence of mind, and made an effort
to check Espada when the latter mad=
an effort to grasp the rope in his mana-
cled hands. )

The poor wretch strove desperatefy
to get a grip on the rope above his hoad
with the apparent object of saving his
neck. When the lever was pulled
| Espada’s hands were forcibly unclasped
by the wardens and the lever moved.

Just before the trapdoor fell Espada
made a final but unsuccessful attempt
to catch the rope in his hands.

Chief Warder Webster, who had been
standing with one foot on the trapdoor,
fell into the pit with the condemned men
when the door was released. Webater
fell on his head, and sustained severe in-
juries.  The hangman was terribly af-
fgctc;d by the incident, and cried like a
chiid.

BRITAIN’S WARD.

Khedive of Egypt Has Turned Out
Pretty Well After All—Has Won-
derful Capacity as Linguist.

The Khedive, who has again arrived
in London, is a fine specimen of the all-
1ound man— the student and the ath-
lete, says The Westminster Gazette. He
lcarned English as a child, under tutors
s,ecially selected and sent to Cairo for
his benefit and that of his brother,
Frinos Mehemet. When twelve years of
ege he entered the celebrated Haxius
school at Geneva, and afterwards cone
tinued his scholastic career at the Ther
eslanum at Vienna, from which he was
called by the sudden death of his fath:
€1, the Khedive Tewfik, to ascend the
throne of Egypt at the age of eighteen
in 1892. At Vienna he was something
ol a favorite with the Austrian Em-
peror,

The Khedive's knowledge of lan
guages is extensive. During the course
of an “Audience Day” it frequently
bappens that he discuses questions of
Etate with the British and United
Siates diplomatic agents in excellent
English, with the representative o}
France in faultless French, and with
the German in the choicest languagt
cf the Austrian Court. Later he con
ducts affairs with the Sultan’s repre
sentative in Turkish, and may conclud¢
the day by presiding over a council ol
his Ministry, when all sorts of intricats
details of policy are arranged in Arablc
the natlve tongue of Egypt, and ond
of the most dificult of languages. Bul
cven this does not complete the list
The evening may see his Highness al
the theatre listening with pleasure td
and understanding the opera rendered
in Italian.

The Khedive is a strict Mohamme
dan, and as such eschews both wines
and spirits, His abstinence goes eves
further, for in a country where every
body smokes he will have nothing to de
with the fragrant weed. Like his fath
er, he is a monogamist, although his
religion allows him four wives. He
Is known to be greatly attached to hisd
consort, who was a Circassian lady of
the Khedivial household before het
marriage. In fact he is essentially a
domestic man, and is very fond of his
children. .

When at his palace at Koulbeh, some
five miles from Cairo, the Khedive lives
after the same fashion as might a great
English land-owner of the most modern
type. He keeps a splendid stud, and his
beautiful horses, English-bred as wall
as Arabs, are his special pride. On
the estate itself he has brought into
use the latest things in agricultural
machinery, and he takes an active part
in the supervision of his numerous
farms and cotton plantations in the
Nile valley—from which, indeed, he de-
rives the larger part of his vast pri-
vate wealth. His official income is
£100,000 a year, and an equal amount
is paid to the other members of the
Khedivial family.

The largest increase over last ytar's de-
faultod indebtedness occnrred in the man-
1 turing class, where there were 34
fuilures for $763.083, against 27 failures
last ¥ involving an indebtedness of
only ),881. This increase was large-
ly ‘pm\‘i(lvd by one large failure in the
Provinee of Quebee in the mnnuf:\rt!lro
of cigars and one Ontario of lighting
company. Trading failures numbered 105,
with liabilities of $480.747, an increase in
number over the 87 failures last year,
but a decreasze in amount compared with
the liabilities of $656.493. There were
seven othér commercial failures, not pro-
perly included in the two chief divisions,
with liabilities of $134.500, camparing
with thres defaults last year of only $27,-
000. This increase was chiefly provided

GREENHOUSE PROFITS,

Authoritative Statement Shows They
Are Not Phenomenal.
(Philadelphia Record.)

Greenhouse work, particularly when
confined to vegetable raising, is a good
deal of a mystery to the uninitiated.
The fancy prices which hot house fruits
always bring naturally suggest large
profits.  The cost of maintaining a hot
house, providing for its heating and
care, consumes a large proportion of
the gross returns.

Just what can be accomplished with
one or two crops which, however, arc
not the most profitable, has been dis-
closed by the State Horticulturalist of
New Jersey. This authority vouches
for the correctness of the figures givew
below. He places the cost of maintain-
ing @ green house 100 feet by 20 feet
at about $200 a year. When planted
in tomatoes, the average marketable
yield of fruit, based on an experience
of some six years, has been about 32
ounces per square foot. This fruit, com-
ing on the market at a time when sup-
plies cannot be brought from the south,
and are  not available from outdoor
crops, brings a very good price, some of
it higher, and some of it lower, but
averaging, say, 24 cents a pound.

Carrying the calculation through on
this basis, shows a net profit for a house
having 2,000 square feet of about $428
per annum.

To secure this result many precau-
tions have to be taken in the prepara-
tion of the bench soil, the maintenance
of a uniform temperature, the fumiga-
tion of the house, the spraying of the
vines, and pumerous other details repre-
senting labor and expenze. Before the
houses are filled they are smoked with
sulphur for two days {o Kill any spores
t‘!.mt may have survived from the pre-
vious year. The benches are then filled
with frozen earth to avoid the possibili-
ty of roat gall and to insure as far as
{)i;saxbic tne absence of vbnoxious animal

The plants that are to be set out
are smoked with tobacco powder to kill
whatever insects may be brought in

all preventive measures,

the vines have come into

all the business is as hazardous as truck-

ing, and, considering the investment,

does not bring in the phenomenal re-

turns popularly supposed.
