Men in the motor trade realise that
future business depends oh satisfactory
use, and cars are no longef turned over
to new owners to go forth ugtamed on the
public highways. The growing number of
women who drive has called increased at-
tention to correct demeanor as applied to
safe motoring.

The woman who likes to cross her
knees or sit crumpléd in lazy comfort
must break herself of those -habits if she
intends to drive a motor car. Feet crossed
on the floor of the car may be comfor-
table, but to leave them all mixed up in
the levers is a practice dangerous to every-
one on the highway.

The clutch and brake frequently come
into instant use—or should— and many
accidents are attributed to woman’s pre-
dilzction to step on the wrong pedal. To
resist the feminine inclination to loll ‘or
assume crumpled positions is pointed out
as a necessary step toward safety.

On the south side of what is now Main
street the first place east of the Tannery
Hollow was a small house occupied by
N. Beckman. The occupant was engaged
at the tannery and left Wolfville a good
many years ago. The house was after-
wards occupied by Thomas Chase, a
cooper, and was torn down or removed a
long time ago.

Next was the houseof the late Johnson |
Elderkin and was occupied until recently
by his son, Mr. Albert D. Elderkin. . It is
owned by Mr. J. A. Doyle.

The place adjoining now occupied by
Charles F. Elderkin, was the home of his
father, the late Elijah Elderkin. He and
Johnson Elderkin were brothers and |
large land owners.

TEEATMENT OF CRIME IN
WOMEN OFFENDERS.

What would seem to be the greatest
causative of crime among our women
offenders in Canada? What can be
done to remove the causes and reduce
the offences?

Regarding the woman offender gener
ally, and our responsibility for her,
additional light has been shed recently
the whole problem by Dr, Lilian
Langstaff, medical attendant at the
Toronto Municiapl Jail Farm, to which
are sent most of the cases sent down from
the Police Courts of that city. As this
is the only farm of its kind .in Canada
the experience here is of interest  to the
country at large

Dr. Langstafl, in discussing her work,
is quoted as having said that she is more
sorry for the average girl offender than
repelled by her.

But, without a far more perfect follow
up system for the woman offender, after
she leaves the Farm or prison, we cannot
depend on reclamation.  All our efforts
ought to be directed toward prevention.

“Even though we succeed in the course
of a year, in curing them, what chance
have the feeble-minded when they are
free? The same old round is likely to
begin, and in large numbers of cases,
does begin all over again, It is time that
society took more intelligent and thorough
going methods for the prevention of
«rimes such as we see in these women
offenders, and that we spent far more on
wocially constructive agencies to obviate
offences against the law rather than on
punitive or: reformatory measures after
the crimes are commyjitted.”

segregation of the feeble-minded, that
this should be our first step towards the
prevention of crime 'in womeh as well as
men offenders. But we need more.
Community halls, for instance.

Why do not our good W.C.T,U. sisters,
who so firmly and wisely demanded the
wiping out of bars and saloons, now
advocate as warmly the erection of
Community Halls and other amusement
places to put in their stead?

Then we need Courts of Domestic
Relations with women judges on the
Bench and in our Women's and Juvenile
Courts. We need more women physicians
to deal with women inmates of our prisons,
asylums and yeformatories and above all
\we need closer co-operation between
Boards of Health or Health officials and
our police and other magistrates.

For more and more the problems of
crime reveal themselves as problems of
haalth and social welfare. The whole
social machinery ought to be directed,
not toward the remaking of spoiled
citizens, but toward making a citizenhood
which will not become criminal.

The woman voter has a gigantic task
ahead. As the great conserver of human-
ity, the natural guardian of the young,
and the mistress of the home, it behoves
her to turn her whole attention in the
IXIIIII(‘(“(IH‘ future to constructive (‘”UI'I.\
in the direction of better health in the
individual, in the community, in the
nation.
