THE EXHIBITION.

It has been decided to open the 
Exhibition on Tuesday, October 8th, 
and continue it the three following 
days—closing on Friday the 11th. 
It is confidently believed this will ho 
largest exhibition ever held in the 
Province Nearly five thousand dol 
lars are'offered in prizes, which, with 
the handsome new building, will at­
tract a large number of both exhibitors 
and visitors.

A large sale of pure bred stock will 
take place during the week, as the 
Government will make an importation 
of Bulls and Sheep, and it is proposed 
to assist the owners of bulls sold in 
1875, to either sell or exchange those 
they fliave, for others, so that they 
may obtain a change of blood, and in 
this way preserve these valuable 
animals some years longer ; they are 
now only in their prime and will be 
serviceable, for several years. It 
would be a great error to slaughter 
these animals, which cannot be re 
placed, except at a very large cost. 
We hope this may be avoided by the 
plan proposed.

Arrangements will bo made to bring 
everything to the exhibition at re 
duced rates, and one-half the amount 
paid will be refunded to exhibitors, 
so that the cost for freight will be very 
small. The facilities for bringing 
both stock and manufactures from all 
parts of the Province to Fredericton 
are so much improved that both 
the farmer and manufacturer can 
make an exhibit at far less trouble and 
■cost than formerly. The northern 
counties were never able to show as 
much as they desired, owing to the 
trouble and expense of reaching the 
exhibition ; this diffiulty is now in a 
measuf? removed, as the Intecolonial 
affords ample accommodation at a 
trifling cost.

The accommodation in Fredericton 
to meet the requirements will be 
equal to any in the Dominion, and 
there need be no fear of people being 
put to any heavy charges. We hope 
the manufacturers throughout the 
Province will make every exertion to 
show the best specimens of their 
handicraft, and prove that many 
articles, now imported, can be made 
ns good and cheap as in any country. 
How frequently do we hear the re­
mark made that, “ they did not know 
that such articles were made in the 
country "—this will be the very best 
opportunity of showing what is doing, 
ana at the same time effecting sales, 
and extending the trade. It is a long 
time sinc.o we have had an exhibition, 
and the fre.iuoocy of holding them in 
the future wi U depend upon the suc­
cess of this one. We hope I hose most 
interested and benefilted by such dis­
plays v ill see that it is to their own 
interests to make this one the best we 
have ever had.

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In internal affairs the great fight of 

the session in the Imperial Parliament 
has beer, over the “Contagious diseases 
Bill,” especially over the clause mak­
ing imperative the slaughtering of fat 
cattle landed from the continent of 
Europe—which, is, by the supporters 
of the Bill, accounted its main prin­
ciple. A motion by Mr. Forster, 
“ That, in the opinion of this House, 
the slaughter ,of all fat animals from 
the Continent at the point of disem­
barkation would unduly restrict the 
supply of food for the people, and 
therefore ought not to be made com­
pulsory by Act of Parliament,'' was, 
after a long debate, defeated by a large 
majority—319 against 162, on Tues­
day, July 2—but the friends of the 
Bill are still very anxious for its fate 
— knowing how its enemies may raise 
obstructions to its passage—and lead­
ing agricultural journals are calling 
on the agriculturists of England, Scot­
land, and Ireland to flood Parliament 
with petitions in favor of the measure. 
The farmers of the Islands have suffer­
ed such heavy losses in their herds 
from infectious disea.es, caught from 
imported foreign cattle, that it is no 
wonder that they are alarmed, lest 
Parliament deny them the only effec­
tual prevention It is considered un­
safe to accept cattle from certain 
foreign countries, from the slaughter­
ing at the ports provision, as there is 
no surety that cattle from prohibited 
countries may not be brought in with 
thorn under a false nationality. The 
chief argument of the supporters of 
Mr. Forster's motion arc, that Eng­
land gets little or no disease from 
certain countries—like Spain, Portu 
gal, Denmark, Sweden, France—that 
the slaughtering provision would un­
necessarily interfere with trade inter­
ests, and prejudically effect the moat 
supply. Men of practical experience 
on the other hand, contend that the 
bill will not have the effect of increas­
ing the price of meat ; that instead of 
diminishing the foreign supply, it will 
place it on a sounder basis.

This question is some interest to 
Canada, which, like the United States, 
is notamong the countries as Germany 
and P. ussia, prohibited from export­
ing live cattle to England, or among 
the countries whose cattle must be 
slaughtered at the ports of entry. If 
the bill passes in its entirety, it will 
likely have the tendency to diminish 
the supply of foreign dead meat in the 
British markets, and to put the meat 
trade, alive and dead, more in the 
hands,of Canadians and Americans.

A Provincial Exhibition will be 
held in Truro, Nova Scotia in October. 
The committee of Colchester County 
agriculturists are very active in their 
preparations for it. The following 
from the Journal of Agriculture is at 
this time as applicable to New Brun i- 
wick or Fredericton as to Nova Scotia 
or Truro.

We hope our farmers and others 
interested in our agricultural pursuits 
are not, in the neat of approaching 
political contest, neglecting the neces­
sary preparations for our Agricultural 
and Industrial Exhibition to be held 
at Truro on the first of October. These 
exhibitions have now become part of 
great agricultural machinery that has 
been running so smoothly and so ef­
fectively for the last decade. We 
have reached that niche that to turn 
back at least would be immediate 
destruction. So we want to keep the 
subject of Provincial Exhibitions con­
stantly before our farmers, and want 
them to become strongly impressed 
with the fact, tlias its successful is 
sue is not alone in the management 
by the Comeittee immediatly in 
charge, but that a responsibility rests 
upon all of us. A large exhibit Im­
plies attendance, and that means a 
financial and industrial success. Wè 
hope that our farmers are making 
ever} endeavour to be present at the 
Annual "Show, and to take of their 
Stock, Dairy Produce. Roots and 
Vegetable, &c., whatever they think 
will make a good exhibit and reflect 
credit upon our Province, and espe­
cially upon their,solves as exhibitors.

To JApstroy Worms on Lawns.—A 
correspondent of (be Journal of For­
estry makes the following statement 
in the current number :—Dissolve one 
oz. of corrosive sublimate (poison) in 
a pint of hot water, adding two large 
handfuls of salt. When dissolved add 
9 gallons of cold water, then water 
the lawn with a common garden water 
ingcay^fcough a rose. Nine gallons 
will go over 800 square yards, and 
should be applied immediately after 
rain, when the worms come up near 
to the surface of the ground. The 
application will make the worms ap­
pear on tin: surface, when they can 
be picked up by band or swept will, 
a broom, taken away and destroyed, 
cure being taken not to put them in 
the way of ducks or poultry. The 
lawn should be well rolled immediately 
after the operation. Lawns done over 
three times from October to March 
will have a beneficial effect in keep­
ing ihe worms quiet during the sum 
mer season, when lawn tennis,vw^uet. 
and bowling are onjeyabJe.

DRYING HAY

The following seasonable remarks 
in “Drying hay” are from the pen of 
a Maine farmer in the Diriyo Rural.—

In order to secure the best ’quality 
of hay the farmer must have a fine 
quality of grass. Men do not gather 
grapes of thorns, or figs of thistles, 

"neither can they make a nice quality 
of hay from an inferior quality of 
grass. But a great many men who 
have nice grass do not convert it into 
the best hay and many whose grass 
is not first rate do not make as good a 
quality of hay as they could if they 
were more skilful or more careful

One of the important things in 
making as good a quality of hay as 
the nature of the grass will admit is 
to dry it properly. It is not only 
possible^ but it is very easy to dry 
grass either to much or too little. 
Some farmers dry nearly all of their 
grass too much, others do no dry 
theirs enough, while many go to 
either extreme which happens to he 
the most convenient. This, not bo 
cause farmers arc unusually carelo.-s, 
or ignorant, but because it is a diffi­
cult matter to dry hay just right. 
Some days are so much brighter than 
others— the ground is so much dryer 
and hotter at some times than it is at 
others—and some kinds of grass dry 
so much more readily than others- 
that it requires a groat deal of skill 
ami good judgement to toll just when 
the bay is right for going into the 
barn. Then, too, it is not always 
possible for the firmers to manage 
their mowing, turning, and raking 
just right so that they can go to cart­
ing their hay just at the right moment. 
Thus it comes to pass that a great 
deal of hay is not properly cured. 
Therefore it is not as valuable as it 
ought to be, and so a great deal of 
money, or its equivalent, is lost by the 
farmers of the country.

In trying to dry grass so as to 
convert it into the best quality of hay 
which it is capable of making, certain 
truths should be constantly kept in 
mind.

1. It is possible to dry grass a groat 
deal too much. It is often done now 
but not as generally as it was twenty 
years ago, What is wanted is not to 
evaporate all the natural juices from 
the grass, but merely and only enough 
so that the hay will not heat in the 
mow. The greener and fresher the 
grass can be got in and not hurt, the 
better quality of hay which if will 
make.

2. But it is very important that hay 
be dried enough. Otherwise it will 
be injured a great deal more in the 
mow than it could be by over-drying 
in the field I am very well aware 
that some men claim to make nice hay 
without drying grass at all. Some 
confess to succeed invariably while 
others “hit it” sometimes, and at 
other times do not. Still others say 
the plan is a failure. I have never 
tried it, hut I have tried as little dry­
ing as possible and injured some good 
bay by making the experiment. 
Have borne to the conclusion that or­
dinary grass needs considerable dry­
ing.

3. l’he amount of drying will largely 
depend upon the ripeness of the grass, 
the heat of the sun, the dryness of the 
ground, and the quantify of grass 
per acre. If the grass is very ripe it 
will dry in half the time which will 
be required if it is green. If dry 
when mown it will take less time to 
make hay of it than will be required 
if it is full of water. Clover needs 
longer drying than sedge grass or 
oven red top. |q good weather grass 
dries faster than it can if the sun is 
frequently clouded. If there is a 
large quantity of grass it will dry 
more slowly than it will if very thin. 
The farmer must judge by the looks 
and feeling of the hay when it is fully 
cured.

4. Foreign moisture dries out of 
grass more slowly than its natural 
juices and is far more injurious to the 
hay. When grass which is partly 
dried is exposed to rain, a great deal 
of care should he used to get all the 
water out before the hay is carted to 
the barn. I would rather have a good 
deal of the natural moisture loft in the 
grass than a very little rain water.

5. Frequently stirring will make 
grass dry rapidly. Hence the great 
value of the tedder. By going over 
grass three times, in a good day,

go over it with tedder before dinner, 
after dinner twice, and towards night 
cart the hay to the barn. This is the 
system. If the days are cloudy, or 
there are many trees which shade the 
grass, or there come up a shower, the 
the course is modified to suit the cir­
cumstances. I do not like to have 
grass out very long, as I consider 
rapid drying much the best for the 
hay, but I never mean to get it in 
it is well cured.

SUBSOIL AND PLOUGHING.

Live Stock and Dead Meat Im­
portations.— We learn from the Forth 
British Agriculturist that during the 
six months ending Juno 30th, there 
were brought to Great Britain in 
Canadian Steamship lines, and in 
steamers sailing from Boston ami New 
York, a total of 8,010 cattle, 4,821 
sheep, 1041 pigs, and 787 horses, com­
paring these imports with those made 
in 1876, 1877, they show a considrable 
and progressive increase. The im­
portation of live cattle from all 
countries into Great Britain diminish­

The New England Fanner discussed 
last week the subject of subsoil plough­
ing, and came to the conclusion that 
as certain descriptions of soil it cer­
tainly does pay. Up to this day the 
great majority of American Agricul­
turists have preferred to move on to 
new land when the old has become ex­
hausted than attempt to improve the 
soil by a better system of tillage. The 
increase-! cost of the work is one very 
serious objection to very deep plough­
ing whether the soil is inverted or 
merely stirred in its bed. The Agri­
cultural Editor of the Farmer gives 
his own experience in the use of the 
subsoil plough on loamy soils, which 
have generally been ploughed time 
and again from four to six inches deep, 
the plough and the feet of the team 
generally finding the same round heel 
in the bottom of the furrows at each 
successive ploughing. He says 
that—v

“Opr own experience in the use of 
the subsoil plough | has been upon 
loamy soils, which 1 have generally 
been ploughed timeland again from 
four to six inches deopAthe plough and 
the feet of the team generally finding 
the sari e road bed in tie bottom of 
the furrows at each successive plough­
ing. Every observing person must 
have noticed that, in suen a soil, es­
pecially if somewhat stouyi it is quite 
difficult to crowd a commftn plough 
down into the soil much \below the 
line of previous ploughings; In a soil 
free from all obstructions, the old re 
commendation to let the plough go 
down a half inch or an inch peeper at 
each ploughing may be well enough, 
but in a soil like much of pur own, 
and like thousands of acres off the cut 
tivated lands in various parts of New 
England, it is not an easy matter to 
get the plough to go below that old 
mud bed, nor dive down under those 
same little cobbles which have turned 
the plough from its natural course or 
depth at every previous operation 
since the surface was first brought 
under subjection by our grandfathers.

Nearly every acre we cultivate has 
been dug over by a man and iron bar 
following after the plough and taking 
out the, stouts as they come in sight 
or are loosened by the plough in pass 
ing them, but just under these furrows 
are thousands of small stones, many 
perhaps no larger than a man’s fist, 
and yet large enough, firihly embed­
ded as they are in the soil, to turn the 
plough from its course and prevent it 
from drawing what it would be capable 
of in a clear unobstructed furrow. 
These little stones are greatly in the 
way of all after cultivation with har­
row or horse hoe. To break up this 
crust formed by the treading of the 
teams, and to start up these small 
stones so that they can be picked up 
and carried off, we have found nothing 
equal to a steel subsoil plough. It 
may be drawn by an extra team when 
ploughing sod, one plough following 
the other, or by the same team hitch­
ed to either plough alternately ; but 
we have found it a better way to use 
the subsoil plough upon old ground, 
drawing it with the same team all the 
time, going round and round, or back 
and forth as in oiMinary ploughing. 
As the standard orthe steel plough is 
thin no furrow of any s'ze is made at 
the surface, and the power required 
for pulling it through such a soil is 
but little more than for ordinary heavy 
surface ploughing. We find three 
horses hitched abreast will subsoil an 
acre ot common loamy or gravelly 
soil about as easily as they will turn 
the sward in farrows seven or eight 
inches deep by fourteen inches wide, 
and do lUo work iq as short a time.

In subsoiling in this way the ex­
pense is not great, especially if it takes 
the place of once ploughing in the or­
dinary way, as it often may, for such 
ploughing tits the land admirably for 
the use of the Randal harrow or the 
common two-horse cultivator.

If, however, the land is to bo used 
for an orchard, a garden, or for root 
crop-, and one is not afraid of deep 
ploughing, lie may follow the subsoil 
with an ordinary plough, when he will 
find that it will sink into the soil as il 
-icver could before, and will, bring to 
the surface milny (it the cobbles which 
the subsoil has loosened.

Such a use of subsoil ploughs we 
have found highly satisfactory and 
would like to extend their work over 
all the cultivated land of the farm and 
are doing so as fast as practicable. A 
field once ploughed in this way on 

, such a soil never forgets the operation. 
When running furrows over a spot 
which has previously been suhsoilod, 
the ordinary plough always drop an 
inch or two without any change of 
hitch, and the furrows are much less 
broken up by the irregular working of 

1 tile plough,’’

On the comparative value of Oats 
and Indian Corn for horses (with some 
incidental reference to the Percherons 
for draft), we have the following note 
from Mr. A. B. Allotj.o/ New York, 
Country Gentleman : —

I am glad to see your excellent cor­
respondent B. F. J., touch on this 
subject. Corn is not only too heating 
especially for horses under eight 
years old, but it does not make the 
hard fine bones, and tough oords, 
sinews and muscles, that oate do. 
When western -corn-fed horses are 
brought to the eastern cities they 
cannot be put to hard trucking im­
mediately, but have to be used at first 
with much care, and broken gradually 
to it. It generally takes six months 
to a year of oat and hay feeding, with 
moderate work, to give them suffici­
ently hardfftësh and tough muscle to 
endure the ^strain put upon them in 
city carts, and heavy two horse trucks. 
For our own business here wo have 
ever found it extremely difficult to 
supply the right sort of horses for the 
work demanded of them, at our manu­
factory and warehouse.

When farming and stock-breeding, 
1 did not let much of my oat crop ripen 
fully, but cut the major part of it while 
the straw was succulent and tender, 
and the grain in the milk just be­
ginning to harden. Cattle as well as 
horses eat this with great avidity , and 
il the latter were not worked v< ry 
hard, they did not require other grain 
to keep them up tc the mark. Oats 
cut at this stage of their growth can 
be cured and stacked, or mowed away 
in barns the same as hay.

If the westerm man had imported 
the true Percheron horse, bred in Nor­
mandy, Franco, he would have pro­
duced much more useful stock than 
those great, heavy, slow-moving ani- 
mais which B F. J., speaks of. The 
true Percheron is usually from 16 to 
164 hands high, and weighs from 1400 
to 1600 pounds. His natural walk is 
four to four and a half miles per hour, 
and his trot, along a moderately dry, 
level road, from six to seven miles an 
hour, even with a heavy lead. In the 
diligence their pace is settled at an 
average of eight miles per hour—or 
used to be before the diligence (stage 
Coach) gave place to railroads. These 
horses can be put to light work at two 
y oars old, and full work at four years. 
They are docile, of kind disposition, 
and very hardy and enduring. One 
may seq now any number of these 
horses attached to the Paris and other 
French city omnibuses. The form 
and action of some of the Percherons 
is so fine ns to make them sought after 
occasionally for gentlemen’s carriages 
I do not know a better or more useful 
race of horses than these for genera! 
farm and road work, except the strong 
stout, half to seven-eights thorough, 
bred, and these are not usually of so 
kind a disposition and gentle as the 
Percheron.

The Care of Fae.m Wagons and 
Implements.—The wear and tear of 
farm machinery and implements 
amounts to a heavy annual tax on the 
farmer. It .will pay him to study 
economy in taking care of them. 
Some farmers will use up a good wag­
on in tvto or three seasons, while we 
know of wagons still good which have 
been in constant use on the farm for 
over thirty'years. They were well 
made out of good, well-seasoned ma. 
terial, and then were painted. No 
general repairs have been necessary, 
for as soon as a bolt was broken it was 
replaced, or if a burr became loose it 
was lightened. It is the running of 
wagons and machinery when they 
are out of order that destroys them. 
The wheels and axles are the import­
ant parts of the wagon. The loss from 
the failure to keep them well greased 
amounts to a large sum in the aggre­
gate. And with light wagons, ne­
glecting to put leather washers on the 
arms to make the wheels tun steady, 
subjects them to unusual strain and 
permits them to wear rapidly. Paint 
is a tar more important, preserver of 
wagons than of buildings. Wo have 
hud long-continued wet weather fol­
lowed by a dry, hot spell. Loose tiros 
arid rattling spokes are heard on every 
baud. A day's use of a wagon in this 
condition is mores hurtful than a 
month’s work when it is put in good 
working order.

Some farmers are natural machin­
ists and seem to keep their imple­
ments in order with little trouble and 

j small expense, while others are always 
doing imperfect work and destroying 

j their machinery by using it when it 
i is needing repairs. The groat fault 
; with most of our mowing machines is 
that they are not used with sufficient 
care. They work well when now but 
soon get oat of order. A bur works 
loose at a vital point permitting wear, 
or the frame or some portion of the 
hearings gels ont of lino, and friction 
is increased. 1t tius been the study 
of machinists to make a perfect work­
ing mower. They have not given 
sufficient study to the making of a 
durable one. Wo must make the 
most ot what we liavif and keep our 
eyes c-peri to needed rAtairs, making 
them promptly as they tire needed.

A LITTLE STORY

Once there was a man who lived in 
Maine on a farm. He was a young 
man, used to farm work, and his wife 
was an ambitions woman, but one 
who seemed to favor the idea that 
they could get a living easier in a 
city or village than they could upon 
the farm. A good many young men 
and young women are of this same 
opinion ; and without stopping to think 
about it, or to count up the sure and 
positive a dvantages which come from 
the farm and honest work in the 
shape of means of subsistence and 
comfort, which have to be purchased 
in cities and villages, if one has the 
meads, and if not has to go without 
them—they rush Into cities to 
avoid the hard work of the fhrm and 
think they are going to get a living 
in an easy way. Most generally they 
find out their mistake. This young 
man and his wife who lived in Maine, 
however, thought themselves ex­
ceptions. They were both smart, the 
husband was a good penman, and the 
wife knew how to trim ladies’ bate in 
a most charming manner,—for the 
country—and they were well satisfied 
they could make money “ hand over 
fist” if they were only in Boston. 
Boston is a large city. There are a 
good many people there; some are 
rich, many are poor. The rich ones 
make a great display,—the poor are 
seldom seen in their destitute and 
wretched homes.

But this young man scraped up 
what money he could and went to 
Boston. They were sure of getting 
situations—both of them, and would 
haul in the money rapidly. He had 
a job all looked out, for a friend of his 
had sent word to him that private 
watchman or policeman was wanted 
at a certain manufactory, and if he 
was on the spot he could probably 
have the place. As for his wife, any­
body who can trim hats so neatly as 
she, would find no trouble in getting 
work ih Boston. Off they went, turn­
ing their backs upon the old fat m, its 
dear associations and its never failing 
discounts of solid subsistence to make 
money in Boston.

Arriving in the city, as soon as a 
boarding placdTiad keen obtained, the 
young man applied for the position 
of private watchman. It had not yet 
been given to anyone, but eighty- 
seven applicant had been recioved 
for it which were on file in regular 
order I His wife spent the whole of 
four days in going from place to place 
to find a chance to trim hats. She 
found such work-women getting from 
65 to 90 cents per day, but for every 
one employed an average of fifty 
applicants were turned away. The 
young man had spent several days in 
the unsuccessful attempt to get some­
thing to do, and as a last resort had 
gone to shovelling coal at one dollar 
per day ? Fortunately they had some 
friends in Boston whe loaned them 
a little money on their good name, 
and paying a board bill of $21, over 
what they had earned, they again 
started for home.

Jtuckly it was late spring when 
from their little trip te the city. The 
young man made an arrangement 
to take back the old farm—which he 
had leased on shares—he hired a 
horse to do his work, and his neigh­
bors turned out and helped him put in 
some seed. The grass looks finely on 
his land, his corn and wheat are grow­
ing, the old orchard promises some 
fruit, and there is prospect of raising 
enough to keep them handsomely 
through the coming winter, and some 
thing beside. He has been to Boston 
and come back contented !

Moral. There is a moral to this 
little story. If you do not see it, read 
it over again and you can hardly fail 
to find it.

Keeping Eggs.—I shall be very 
happy to toll Rnth how to keep eggs 
for any length of time. I havp read 
several . Holes in different papers 
advising lime or salt, but I remember 
when I was quite a young miss, my 
mother “ laid down,” a quantity of 
eggs in lime, and they proved unfit 
for use. Cake made with them lasted 
as though she had tipped her saleratus 
box in by mistake, and she could not 
disguise the taste in any way. Some 
years ago I kept thirty hens, and as 
eggs were then, as now, too cheap to 
sell, a large number accumulated. I 
tried (he following method, and out 
of several dozen, only one proved bad. 
Take a large pan the top of which is 
just large enough for a colander to 
rest on. The» fill the colander with 
eggs, and pour boiling water over all 
the eggs ; il will run into the pan and 
you can take it out quickly and pour 
over again. This cooks the thin out­
side skin of the egg enough to prevent 
the air from penetrating them. Sot 
them away in a cool place, and they 

; will keep as long as you wish. I 
would advise sister Ruth to break 

j them into a cup, separtely, when she 
j uses them, as there might be one. that 
i did not got thoroughly cooked. I 
; shall be glad to hear if she has good 
sueooss, if she will take the trouble to 
let us know.—Lizzie.

SHORT HORNS IN FRANCE.

Another proof of the superiority of 
this famous breed of cattle is afforded 
by the Paris Exhibition. The corres­
pondent of the Mark Lane Express 
says that the show of Short horns or 
Durhams surpasses that of any other 
French or foreign breeds bred and 
raised in France. They make up the 
largest and best class in the whole 
show, there being no fewer than 138 
entries, the general quality of which, 
considering the number was of a very 
high ordet. Few Englishmen knew 
either how extensively or to what a 
high degree of excellence Short horn 
breeding had been pursued in France 
until this great International show 
was opened.

In such a large lot the character of 
the exhibits was, as a matter of course, 
somewhat mixed. It is also to be said 
that in some points on which Short­
horn fashion in England insists as of 
pre-eminent importance the French 
animals do not come up to the level 
of our best Shorthorns at home. For 
instance very few of them have the 
fluffiness of hair or that mellowness of 
touch which is so highly estimated in 
our own country. Either the French 
climate, or more likely the character 
of the pasture, or the feeding of the 
animals, tends to give to Shorthorns 
in France that closeness of hair and 
tighthess of skin which is so character­
istic of most of the breeds already 
noticed. The tip-top stile and car­
riage of the most aristocratic of our 
Shorthorns wore also, in most in­
stances, lacking more or less. But 
in level excellence of form and general, 
healthiness of appearance the French 
Shorthorns pul their English compe­
titors here quite into the shade, if 
they did not, as a whole, excell any 
lot of cattle that we meet with at our 
groat shows at home. There is a less 
pampered look about these French 
Shorthorns than wo are accustomed 
to notice in our English animals, and 
I think that it is quite “on the cards” 
that our French neighbours, after a 
few more years’ experience in breed­
ing and feeding, may beat us with 
our own breed of cattle, just as they 
have so often done with our own breed 
of racehorses. As farmers’ animals I 
have never seen so grand a lot of 
Shorthorns together as they were at 
the show which has recently come to 
an end. The cows especially were— 
of course with several exceptions—a 
noble lot of animals, and we could 
very well do with some of them on 
the English side of the Channel, j 
should much tike to see some of the 
best of these French Shorthorns in 
eompetition with our own at a Royal 
Society’s show.

The Shorthorn crosses were also a 
splendid lot, and a most interesting 
exhibition to the breeder or critic of 
cattle. The best— if one can decide 
such a point—seemed to mo to be the 
Shorlhorn-Charolais, and of this there 
wore many excellent.* examples. 
Other successes are the Shorthorn- 
Bernais, the Shorthorn-Normando, 
and the Shorthorn-Manceatt. In other 
instances the native breeds showed 
great improvement from crossing with 
the Shorthorns ; but of course in some 
—perhaps in most—the produce was 
inferior to the Shorthorn in the chief 
points of excellence.

Tiiinkino, Business Farmers. 
Uneducated labor is the servant of 
educated or skilled labor. No ob­
serving man can pass through the 
rural districts of Kentucky without 
discovering thàtfact that the reading, 
thinking farmer is more prosperous, 
and have, more money than the ones 
who do not road, and are uneducated.

In former times the ignorant far­
mer planted his crops in fresh soils 
and nature returned him a liberal 
yield ; but he has ignorantly pursued 
this policy until the vegetable 
strength of hie lanfly had been ex­
hausted, and now his crops have 
dwindled to almost nothing, and his 
toils are not rewarded The educated 
and reading farmei, understanding 
the composition of the soil, returns to 
the land as much as his crop took 
from it, aud thus he keeps his soil in 
good condition, and after fifty years 
use his lands arc as vigorous for his 
children as they wore for the father. 
There is much good sense in the fol­
lowing extract from the Practical 
Farmery—

“ The farmer of these times must 
be an investigator. He must be a 
good financier. He must have execu 
live ability. He must be quick to 
decide in order that he may meet 
emergencies which disastrous seasons 
and unexpected results may bring 
upon him. He must be a business 
man, a reading man, an intelligent 
man in every sense of the word. The 
mechanic learns but a single process 
and this he repeats over and over, but 
the farmei in experimenting in na­
ture’s great laboratory, ever finds 
something new to investigate. In­
stead of being a dull business, intelli­
gent farming is one of the most 
animated, varied and pleasing occu­
pations men are engaged in,”
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Improve the Farm.—What jnore 
truthful statement has ever boon 
made than that “ Agriculture is the 
hope of the nation ?” It requires but 
little observation to see that all other 
industries are dependent upon this, 
the first occupation of man. When 
the crops of the country are cut off, 
all branches of commerce and trade 
suffer, manufacturing is depressed, 
and “ hard times ” are easily traced 
to a decrease in agricultural produc­
tions. It should be the aim of these 
industries to promote agriculture as 
the hope and life of all others, and if 
the statesman, the banker, antj the 
merchant, have their country’s good 
at heart, they will work for the far­
mer. But it is said that the “ Lord 
helps those who help themselves," 
and therefore the farmer must work 
f>r himself, ; must, by precept and 
example before his boys, endeavor to 
teach them to love the farm and thus 
prevent the drain upon our rural 
population whioh has been going on 
for so many years. The glowing 
accounts of cityjlifo which have allur­
ed them from the farm must bo shown 
to them as an empty bauble, compared 
with the pleasures which a well-to-do 
farmer daily experiences. The for­
tunes which are to be gained in a day 
are, in fact, the dream of gamblers 
and speculators. They must be told , 
as Mr. Greoly told the young men of 
the country, that the saddest day in 
any man’s career is when he “ thinks 
to get a dollar in any other way than 
by squarely earning it.” With the 
facts before the intelligent young 
men of New Brunswick that the cities 
are crowded to overflowing with 
idlers, tramps on every highway who 
have been forced from the city by 
starvation, what more need be said to 
keep our young men on the farm 
where more real happiness is to be 
obtained than the city can ever give ? 
We believe in farming as a life occu­
pation, and we further believe that 
farm life is growing in favor with 
intelligent people and that the tide 
that has been setting citywards bas, 
or will be, soon checked, and that the 
waste places of New England which 
have been neglected, will be in time 
eultivated and improved.—Ex.

Harvest Prospects in England.— 
Mr. Mecbi writes to the Times from 
Tiplree Hall :—Harvest prospects 
have surprisingly improved, thanks 
to the recent tropical weather. The 
wheat crop promises to be an average 
one, for it has shot into oar and long 
straw vigorously, and I never saw 
the ears more covered with bloom, 
which, with this tranquil atmosphere, 
gives promise of perfectly developed 
kernels—quite a contrast with the 
large percentage of empty shells 
blown out by the dressing machines 
in the late untoward seasons. Barleys 
also have greatly improved, although 
by no means so promising a crop as 
wheat. But most important is the 
ample production of pasture grasses 
and clovers, for they occupy 80,000- 
000 acres, whereas our wheat area is 
under 4,000,000 acres. Much of the 
hay is already well gotten, and thtf 
after-crop is surprisingly quick under 
the influence of ample moisture below 
and a high temperature above. We 
may thus reasonably anticipate a 
greatly increased home supply of 
meat, milk, butter, and cheese, and 
probably, as a natural consequence, 
diminished prices. Oats are not a 
very promising crop in the south, and 
peas and beans have boon injured by 
slug and maggot. We expect to be­
gin wheat harvest here on or before 
the 1st of August. There will bo an 
ample supply of labor, for workmen 
have boon obliged to return to this 
neighborhood from the north, owing. 
to the great depression in tho coal 
and iron trades. Live stock are 
healthy, with abundant food.

THE MICROPHONE.

The marvellous, thought as yet somewhat 
vague, accounts which have reached us from 
England of Professor Hughes' discovery of a 
new adaption of the principle evolved in 
Edison’s “carbon .transmitter” has given 
fresh impetus to the experiments, of the 
small army of amateur investigators who 
follow closely in the wake of individual 

* pioneers, occasionally opening up new and 
unexplored paths in the mysterious realms of 
science. By means of this principle vibra­
tions of the air which are quite inaudible to 
the human ear may be made to increase the 
electrical conductivity of a piece of delicately 
adjusted carbon so that it will transmit over 
a wire synchronous electrical pulses, causing 
a metallic diaphragm in the “ receiver ” at 
the distant end to emit a sound so loud as to 
be almost painful. Yesterday a few of the 
officers of the United States Mint in this city 
wÂa^uietly invited to walk on tip-toe into 
the Assayer's private office to witness the 
trial of a “ microphone " which had been 
constructed by one of the chemists of the 
assay laboratory, Mr. Alex. T. Outerbridge. 
A number of interesting experiments were 
tried which fullv corroborated the astounding 
statements of Professor Hughes* It was 
found that when a tine camel's hair brush 
was gently drawn across a piece of smooth 
pine board" the noise nroduced in the receiver 
resembled that of violently rasping the board 
with a coarse file.

The faintest whisper was distinctly con­
veyed over the wire. The tinkle of the new 
silver dollar, failing like hot cakes from the 
coining press, was heard at a distance of 
several hundred feet through the closed 
doors. The footfalls of a captive house-fly 
are quite audible in this apparatus. The 
astonishment of the spectators culminated in 
silent wonder when the impact of a single 
hair on the sounding board of the microphone 
produced a decided concussion in the re­
ceiver. The gentlemen were all convinced 
that the old siying that “ walls have ears ” 
may now be accepted as a literal fact. It 
may be a surprise to any one but an electri­
cian to be informed that these marvelous ef­
fects are transmitted by a wire nearly as fine 
as a human hair—one-hundredth of an inch 
in diameter, by actual measurement—and 
this fine line would doubtless suffice for a 
great distance. The assayer takes this op­
portunity of suggesting to Mr. Edison, and 
the public at large, that the word “ phono­
graph " was long ago appropriated to another 
science as the dictionaries prove. “ Gra- 
phone would express the right idea, being 
taken from the two Greek words conveying 
the same sense ; it also eliminates a “ ph ’’ 
one being enough, and it neatly harmonized 
with “ telephone,” “ microphone,” etc — 
North Ameincan.

DANGERS THAT BESET SUB-MARINE 
CABLES.

Every one who has at all studied oceanic 
telegraphy perfectly understands the dangers 
to which the shore ends of the communicat­
ing wires are exposed from the action of 
currents, the anchors of ships, &c. . But the 
general idea prevailed that once the cable 
was laid in the gloomy depths of the ocean 
it was in safety. Such, however, is not the 
case, for the inhabitants of those regions 
seem to resent the intrusion. In many cases, 
owing to the inequalities of the bottom of the 
sea, the wires cannot rest wholly on the bed, 
but in some places hang in festoons^ Then 
they are liable to accidents from the larger 
denizens of the sea, among which we may 
particularly mention the sun-fish (Orthayo- 
rise us). That peculiar but little known ani­
mal is nearly circular, of a brilliant silvery 
white, and at night emits a powerful phos­
phorescent light, whence its name probably 
arose. Seen swimming it turns round like a 
wheel and moves with great rapidity. It 
grows to an enormous size, often attaining 
four feet in diameter, and some of them are 
said even to reach eight feet. Specimens 
have been caught weighing 600 pounds. It 
is found in all seas from the Arctic to the 
Antartic Circle. Where the tail is in ordi­
nary fishes this curious creature has a sort of 
flattening in its circular shape from which 
bony spiues project. Not long since au inter­
ruption occurred in a cable, and on exami­
nation it was found that it had been pene­
trated by one of the caudal spines of the sun- 
fish. Even when the wire lies quiet at the 
bottom it is not safe, for a species of marine 
weevil attacts tue gutta percha and generally 
destroys the conductivity. But the most 
curious instance of damage inflicted on a 
cable is that which lately befell the one from 
Portugal to Brazil. A fault having been 
found, the tests were applied, and the pfy- 
cise spot indicated. The wire was Ashed uj> 
and was discovered to be broken. In one of 
the ends was entangled a large whale. The 
monster was covered with parasites, and in 
attempting to free itself from its tormentors 
had broken the cable, aud then managed so 
to twist itself iu the coils of one end that it 
was held fast as a pnsioner, and, not being 
able to rise to the surface for . air, was 
drowned.—Galtynanfis Mt,ssenger.

The Volunteers at Montreal.—The 
disposition of the military force in Montreal, 
on Friday last, reflected the highest credit 
upon Lieut. General Sir E. S. "Smyth, whose 
eminent ability as a commanding officer is 
now better thau ever appreciated, especially 
in the Canadian metropolis where his presence 
with the large force under his control un­
doubtedly went far towards preventing an 
outbreak on the part of the excited crowds 
that gathered throughout the day, an occur- 
ance which could only have terminated with 
the most appalling results. The different 
battalions were so statioued that the two 
principal points at which a disturbance was 
likely to occur—Place D'Armes and Victoria 
Square—had the wise counsels failed and the 
procession taken place, could be completely 
surrounded in the course of a few seconds. 
The volunteers were placed near the chief 
exits from these grounds, and in the event 
of trouble could have completely cut off the 
mob from the rest of the city. The fine ap­
pearance and efficiency of the volunteers was 
remarked on by nearly every one who paid 
any attention to them, and certainly the 
opinion of the gallant General when he said 
A and B Batteries were equal to any regulars, 
and the Montreal Volunteers were uot far be­
hind them, will he confirmed by the citizens 
of Montreal, who observed the soldierly bear­
ing of the troops under all circumstances 
throughout the day. The country battalions, 
like the city corps, were in splendid trim, and 
their general bearing was sufficient evidence 
that they could be relied upon if their ser­
vices were required.—Ottawa Tones.

Debts roll a man over and over, binding 
hand and foot, and letting him hang upon 
the fatal mesh until the long-legged interest 
devours him. There is but one thing on a 
farm like it, and that is the, Canada thistle, 
which swarms new plants every time you 
break it's roots, whose blossoms are prolific, 
and every flower the father of a million seeds. 
Every leaf is an awl, every branch a spear, 
and every plant like a paltooii of^ bayonets, 
and,a field of them like an armed host. The 
whole plant is a torment and a vegetable 
curse. And yet a farmer had better make 
his bed of Canada thistles than to be at ease 
upon interest.

A Ministerial crisis has arisen at Vienna. 
Prince Adolf Auersperg, President of the 
Austrian Council of Ministers, tendered to 
the Emperor July, 5th, his own resignation 
and that of his colleagues. Prince Auers- 
pers was appointed Prime Minister in Nov­
ember 1871, and his resignation is a startling 
event. The reasons which led to it are not 
stated, but they are probably associated with 
the forthcoming occupation of Bosnia and 
Herzegovina, which has been opposed at 
Vienna.

BOSTON CORRESPONDENCE OF 
THE “ AGRICULTURIST."

Boston, Mass., July 16, 1878.
The American people have not yet become 

reconciled to the Halifax Award. They still 
feel very sore about it. Charges are now 
brought against their own representative on 
the Commission, that for various reasons he 
was unfit for the appointment.

The first charge is that the appointment 
was made through the influence of a Senator 
who was the fellow-townsman of Kellogg ; 
that the Senator was unduly influenced by 
the British Minister, etc., etc. *

Second,— That Mr. Kellogg was, during 
thS session of the Commission, and is to-day 
of unsound mind.

Third,—That the award, first put at $4,- 
000,000, and on Mr. Kellogg refusing te 
aeceed to it, then raised by Messrs. Galt & 
Delfosse to $5,500,000.

What will puzzle a Philadelphia lawyer to 
find out is, in what way does the alleged 
insanity exhibit itself ? Let us take for 
granted that the Commissioner received his 
appointment through the influence of the 
British Minister. (1 crave pardon of Sir 
Edward for supposing it possible even for the 
sake of argument). The first part of second 
charge will be then more easily proven.

Mr. Kellogg having been appointed through 
said influence and for the purpose of support­
ing the Canadian claims, was undoubtedly 
found to act in concert with Sir Alexander. 
Did he do so ? On the contrary he opposed 
with all his might the pretensions of the 
Canadians to any award whatever.

With regard to the third charge, it ap­
pears he should, whatever his private 
opinion uf its justice may have been, have 
accepted the first award, and thus have pre­
vented those who sat with him at the Board 
from adding the additional sum.

In the first place he sides against the 
power he is bound to support ; iu the second 
he acts in their favor. Now would a man, 
in a case which involves such a large sum of. 
money, and is in other respects of great 
public interest, act so inconsistently if in his 
right mind? Undoubtedly not, and he 
thereby proves he is not in his right mind ; 
he is therefore out of his mind, insane, Q. 
E. D.

There is a feebleness about the above which 
is not satisfactory, but your correspondent is 
unequal to the occasion, and admits that he 
has done the best in his power.

Of Mr. Kellogg's present condition, I think 
there can be small doubt ; if he is not insane, 
he must be the soundest-headed man in the 
country.

The Senator referred to, is reported as 
having remarked that it was a pity the 
British could not have brought the same in­
fluence to bear on Mr. Delfosse as on Mr. 
Kellogg, so as to “ cause him to stoutly deny 
that the Canadians had any claim upon us.”

The fourth of July has been celebrated 
with all the fervor and enthusiasm of its 
predecessors ; the small boys have tooted 
their horns, burnt their fingers and blown 
out their eyes to their hearts’ content, and 
their only regret now is that they have to 
wait a whole year for a repetition of the per­
formance. Boston had the most brilliant 
display of fireworks, for a few moments, ever 
witnessed by its citizens. A large and 
splendid exhibition, more grand and elaborate 
than any previous display, was to have taken 
place, but, as ill luck would have it, very soon 
after the commencement a spark from a 
rocked fell in their midst, set fire to a fuse, 
and, in a moment, caused such a stampede as 
has not been witnessed here since the big 
fire. Those immediately surrounding the 
spot were thoroughly frightened, but I have 
failed to hear of any serious accident result­
ing. For those who were at a little distance 
the sight was magnificent in the extreme, but 
it was soon over, and the people went away 
disappointed.

The contractors have decided that the 
show must take place, aud so another exhibi­
tion is advertised to come off on Tuesday 
the 23rd inst.

THE TREATY OF BERLIN.

The Treaty of Peace contains 57 articles, j 
By articles 1, 2, 3, Bulgaria is constituted an 
automic tributary principality, under the 
suzerainty of the Sultan, with a Christian i 
Government and national militia; it is 
limited on the south by the Balkans. The 
Prince, not a member of the reigning Euro­
pean dynasty, shall be elected by the popu­
lation and confirmed by the Porte- and 
Powers. The basis of its public law is con­
tained in Art 5, as follows :—•

Tie following shall form the basis of the 
public law of Bulgaria. The distinction of 
of religious belief or confession shall not op­
erate against any one as a reason of exclusion 
or incapasity in what concerns the enjoyment 
of political rights, admission to public em­
ployment, functions or honors, or the exercise 
of different professions and industries.

THE GOVERNMENT.

Last Monday an Extra of the Royal 
Gazette announced the resignation of the 
Hon. Mr. Stevenson, as Surveyor-General, 
and the appointments to the vacated aud 
vacant departments. As completely recon­
structed the Government uow stands :—Hon. 
J. J. Fraser, Attorney General ; Hon. W. 
Wedderbura, Provincial Secretary ; Hun. P. 
A. Landry, Board of Works ; Hon. Michael 
Adams, Surveyor General ; Hon. Messrs. 
Young, Perley, Crawford, Haunington with­
out office.

A glance at the component facts of the re­
constructed Government suggests one or two 
reflections. One is that a great change must 
have come over the spirit of the Province, 
when two Catholics, one the representative of 
the hitherto neglected French nationality, 
find seats at the Executive Council .Board. 
Another is, that party lines seem now to be 
completely obliterated, and sectarian passions 
wonderfully mollified. There being no great 
question to divide the Province, there is 
nothing to deter former political opponents 
from joining amicably together aud confer­
ring round the same board for the general 
good of the Province. The material interests 
of their counties are now the principal care of 
judicious representatives, and they think that 
these can better be advanced by strengthen­
ing a Goverment in power—than joining an 
opposition whose leaders do not inspire them 
with confidence. There is no denÿing that 
it is a most successful reconstruction. The 
changes made have been sufficient to con­
ciliate Westmorland — without offending 
Charlotte—and to propiate"Northumberland ; 
Catholic claims have been fully recognized, 
and French susceptibilities considered.

An objection has been raised that the re­
constructed Government consists mainly of 
lawyers. One might think from the way 
that some people speak, that the seven legal 
members were representatives uf the seven 
deadly sins. It may be unfortunate that a 
particular profession is so strongly represented 
—but that is not the fault of the leader of 
the Government, who was fully justified in 
filling up two seats with the best available 
talent. It certainly is unfortunate that there 
is te all appearance—a want of lay talent

25,000. Every one knows that before 1874 
the constant complaint was, that the Crown 
Lands wore stripped uf theffiest timber with­
out adequate benefit to the public Treasury ; 
tfT© result of the change is its ample justifica­
tion. While the revenue of the Province lias 
been increased, the tax of,80 cents a thous­
and does not bear so heavily on the lumberer, 
as it would have done in the pre-railway days. 
By the extension of the railway system, the 
completion of the Intercolonial, and the build­
ing of the New Brunswick Railway, he can 
have his supplies carried to the centre of opera­
tions much more easily, speedily and cheaply 
than formerly—while the five years lease 
enables him to operate with much greater 
advantage to himself.

In 1875, a measure, which was specially 
the work of Mr. Stevensro, relating to tres­
passes on Crown Land! was passed by the 
Legislature. This act sum at which a
trespass can be comprised at double slnmpage, 
and obliges the party to the alleged trespass, 
in making his claim, to give such full par­
ticulars as to the locality and quantity of 
lumber cut, so as to enable the Surveyor- 
General' to judge whether there is a case 
against him. In the event of a case being 
found, it is carried into the County Court 
and disposed of like any ordinary suit. Be­
fore the passage of this Act, trespasses were 
frequent, and trespassers as frequently escap­
ed paying thd penalty—as the putting in a 
simple claim, without particulars, enabled: 
him to baffle the department, aud gave rise 
to vexatious proceedings. Another measure 
for which Mr. Stevenson deserves credit is 
the Act for the formation of a Board of 
Examiners to examine in certain prescribed 
subjects, candidates for the posts of Crown 
Land Surveyors. Incompetent or unqualified 
persons are thus excluded, and the staff uf 
the department made efficient.

Even this cursory glance at what has been 
doue in the Crown Land Department, during 
Mr. Stevenson's term of office, and by him, 
shows that (as we have already said) in the 
course of the last seven years, the revenues 
from the Crown Lands have been largely 
increased, the duties of the office greatly 
added, and important reforms carried out.

THE PEACE.

Though peace for the present is assisted 
the Eastern Question is not yet solved, but 
an advance has been made towards its solu­
tion. Karls Beaconstield and Salisbury? on 
their return from Berlin to London on Tues­
day lGtli, received a splendid welcome, and
any further honor that may be bestowed upon 
them, will only be the just due of statesmen 
who have deserved well of their country. 
When Earl Beaconstield received, from the 
hands of the Crown Princess of Germany a 
ducal hoquet of strawberry leaves, it was 
generally taken in London as a delicate hint

Roumelia, under direct political authority of 
the Sultan, having an administration, 
automony, and Christian Uovernor-Gerieràl. 
By Arts. 22,23, 24, and 27, the Russian army 
iu Roumanie and Roumelia, which must not 
exceed ^0,000 men, shall evacuate the terri­
tory in nine months. Austria shall occupy 
Bosnia and Hezegornia,—the independence of 
Montenegro is recognized—and the Antivari 
annexed to it.

By Art. 31, the independence of Sorvia is 
recognized, and new limits are given her. 
By .Art. 42 and 43, gives back Bessarabia to 
Russia and receives the Doubrudsja. By Art. 
50, the fortifications on the Danube from the 
iron gates to its mouth shall bo raised. No 
ships of war shall navigate it downwards 
from the iron gates. Article 57 and last :—

The Porte havjng expressed a willingness 
to maintain the principle of religious liberty 
and ^ve it the widest sphere, the contracting 
parties take cognizance of this spontaneous 
declaration. In every part of the empire the 
difference of religion should not be a motive 
of unfitness in anything relating to civil and 
political rights, admission to public office, 
duties and honors, and the exercise of all 
professions and industries. Every one should 
be admitted, without distinction as to religion 
to give evidence before tribunals. The 
practice of all religions should be entirely 
free. No impediment should be offered to 
the hierarchical organization of different 
communions or to their spiritual chiefs. 
Ecclesiastic pilgrims and monks, of all nation­
alities travelling in Europe and Asiatic Turk­
ey shall enjoy the privileges. The right of 
protection is accorded to agents of powers in 
Turkey and holy places, with their religious 
and charitable establishments. Rights con­
ceded to France are expressely reserved, it 
being understoodvthat the status quo with 
respect to holy places shall not »be seriously 
affected in any way. The Monks of Mount 
Athos,of whatever nationality, shall maintain 
their possession, and enjoy without exception 
full equality of rights aud prerogatives.

HEAT CENTRE IN ST. LOUIS.

The heat iu St. Louis has been terrific 
judging from its effects, though the ther- 
momether does not appear to have stood 
extraordinarly high. The heat came to a 
climax on the loth.

At 8 A. M. the thermometer marked 90 
in the shade. About 10 A. M. the venerable 
Dr. McConouely, editor of the- Christian Ad­
vocate, fell prostrate while at work in the 
office. He revived, though in a critical con­
dition. At 11, Jas. Tieman, a prominent 
real estate dealer, while talking to his partner, 
R. H. Latour, the well known politician and 
capitalist, fell to the floor insensible. Lan-, 
csster rushed out for ice, and on his return 
fell prostrate himself, and though both sur­
vived they are yet in a- critical condition. 
Immense cargoes of grain were on the boats 
wating to be discharged, but the stevedores, 
in most cases, refuse to put their men to 
work. At the mills and factories also large 
numbers refused to work, and the works of 
several large establishments were also sus­
pended. On change several prominent mil­
lers discussed the situation, and it is stated, 
agreed to suspend work and not resume un 
til there is a change. At noon, there were 
fifteen corpses in the morgue. Two horses 
of undertaker Coffee fell dead in the streets, 
while conveying the bodies of two victims to 
the cemetery. Undertaker Smithers lost 
three horses in the âfcme service. At 8 
o’clock last night there were twenty-six 
bodies in the Morgue. The stench was awful. 
Fifteen bodies were already boxed up for 
burial, and others were on ice. The names 
of the dead of yesterday exceeds forty, be­
sides over a hundred non-fàtal cases treated 
at the public medical office \

On account of the intense heat the section 
hands on the Nashville, Chattanooga & St.

long and much coveted seaport Batoum, and 
a slice of Armenia, with the great fortress of 
Kars. Unless Russia is torn by internal 
discussious, unless its whole system of gov- 
ernmei>^and its policy are changed it will in 
all probability, after having recovered from 
the effects of its late exertions and sacrifices 
renew its intrigues and its aggressions. It is 
uot in the nature of things that Russia should 
feel pleasant at being balked of its aim, when 
so near entire success. Nations have long 
memories for real or fancied wrongs, and are 
not easily turned aside from the path of am­
bition, By the treaty with Turkey, England 
appears committed to closei relations with the 
Turks, and will be brought nearer to Russia 
n Asiatic Turkey. It is almost certain that 
troubles will arise there. Russia some day, 
it is impossible to say how near, may under­
take the cause of the Christian Armenians as 
it did that of the Bulgarians, and under cover

The premature publication by the London 
Globe first of an abstract of the agreement 
between England and Russia, on the 30th of 
May, aud afterwards on the 15th of June, of 
the full text of the longer and shorter memo­
randa signed by Earl Salisbury, and Count 
Shouvaloff, on tho eye of the meeting of 
Congress in Berlin, excited much attention, 
and great indignation in government circle 
When the Duke of Richmoud was pressed in 
the Rouse of Lords to state whether or not 
the documents were genuine, he would only 
aa-y that they wore not “ authenticated.
“ Not authenticated, but perfectly authentic,'' 
retorted the Globe next evening. It now ap­
pears that Charles Marvin, a writer in the 
Treaty Department of the Foreign office, 
and connected with the press, was employed 
on the 30th of May, to copy the shorter me­
moranda, but he of course had access to the 
longer one at the same time. He left the 
Foreign Office at 7 o'clock in the evening, and 
at 9 an extra special of the Globe appeared 
containing what purposed to be the chief 
heads of the Anglo-Russian agreement. ^

"On the 14th of J une, Marvin offered the 
full text of the memoranda to the Editor of 
the Morning Advertiser, who to his credit de­
clined it, but next evening it appeared in 
the Globe., The day after, Marvin paid into 
his account at the Birbeck Bank £42, the 
supposed price of his treachery. What 
makes the charge blacker against him is the 
fact, he tried to put the making public the 
memoranda on the Russian ambassador. In 
a purposely misleading letter he wrote that

the opinion is that Count Schouvaloff sent 
it.”

When Marvin was arraigned before the 
Bow Street Magistrate, the counsel for the 
Treasury significantly remarked, that the 
prisoner ought not to be alone in the dock.

After 
Litany had been said in Lambeth Chapel, 
the Archbishop of Canterbury took the chair 
m the Library, when the subject of the day 
was introduced by the Bishop of Delaware. 
Alore than forty bishops spoke, some, as the 
1 resident, and the Bishops of London, Moray 
and l'rederieton, and Western New
lork, both in the morning and afternoon, 
lu the morning the list included the Ameri­
can Bishops of Pittsburg, Ohio, Centeral 
i enusvlvania, Western New York, Ohio, and 
New York, the Colonial Bishops of Cape­
town, Fredericton, Ontario, Nova Scotia, and 
Bishop Perry. The Church in the morning 
sitting was represented by Bishop of Down, 
and the Scotch by the Bishop of Moray and 
Ross: while beside the president, the Eng­
lish Bishops of London, Oxford, Chichester, 
Manchester, Qlouchenter and Bristol, Salis­
bury» ^ffon, and Lincoln took part in the 
debate. ’ After luncheon, the debate was re­
sumed by the Archbishops of York and 
Armagh, the Bishops of Sidney, Kingston, 
Saskatchewan, Niagai% Albany, Brechin, 
Barbadoes, and Adelaide being amongst those 
who joined in it,

The debate covered a wide field, a great 
variety of opinions were expressed on the 
question, which will probably create still 
further discussion in the large committees to 
which it has beefl_refen-ed. The Synod was 
then adjourned, notT® had been proposed, to 
the 23rd, but to the 22nd inet., at noon. 
The number of documents sent the bishops 
by the various associations and individuals is 
astounding. Thç preacher of the farewell 
sermon is not yet’fixed.

Some forty churches in London and the 
surburbs will he occupied to-morrow by for­
eign and colonial prelates. Next Friday the 
Christfan Knowledge Society will receive 
them at a soirée at King’s College.—Liver­
pool Post.

An important decision, as affecting in­
corporated companies, has just been rendered 
in the Superior Court here. The National 
Insurance Company sued Mr. Hatton, Q. C., 
an advocate, for calls of stock, whereupon 
défendent set up the plea that he had sub­
scribed upon false representations. It has 
been represented to him that Mr. A. W. 
Ogilvie held $30,000 of stock, for which 
amount he was down, but Mr Ogilvie had 
altered this on the books, so that he really 
held but $15,000. The action was dismissed 
with costs against the plaintiff, and it was 
held that none of the shareholders were 
bound to pay their calls.—Montreal Witness.
